The principal boundary between the counties
of Cork und Limerick is that abrupt and bogery
range called by Spenser the Mountains of Mole,
but in the Irish denominated Sliabh Ballyhoura.
or the mountains of the dangerous ballaghs, or
passes, To the west und south of this range,
pver many & broad plain and undulating valley,
once spread the wild and romantic Forest of
Kilmore. In the days of Elizabeth, and for
pearly a century after, this forest sent out many
off shoots into the ncighboring baronies, QOne
of the most considerable of these branches,
commencing near Buttevant, swept round the

sidence of the immortzl Spenser.  This castle
anciently belonged to the Earls of Desmond ;
but in July, 1586, it was granted by the crown
to Spenser, together With about three thousand
acres of the surrounding country,  Here
Speuser wrote his ¢ Fucrie Queen ;" bere—

Under the fout of Mole, that mountaiin hoar,
Ervping big skeep beneath the coolly shade
Of the green alders by the Mulla's shore,—
when the ‘¢ Shepherd of the Ocean,” Sir
Waiter Ruleigh, visited him; and here he re-
mained until the Qctober of 1598, when the
Desmond Insurrection broke out, and the castle
was taken and burnt by the exasperated Irish.
Aun infuant son of his was burat to death in the
flames ; and Spenser hiwselt, together with his
wife and two other sons, narrowly escaped shar-
ing the same fate, and fled to England, where,
on the 16th of Junuary, 1599, he dicd at
Westminster, London.  The castle is now &
were ruin ; but from the distance at which it
can be seen, and its charming situation oo a
green knoll above the lake, it still forms a very
picturesque and interesting  feature in the
landscape.

yot fighting bravely for their religion to the
last.

Neither is any man ignorant of the extra-
ordinary itsolence and hypoerisy of this Gov-
ernment, which in order to extenuate the odiuin
of their sacrilegious usurpation, has not hesitated
to give out that it had iuvaded those pro-
vinces to restore in thewm the principles of moral
order, whilst in reality it cverywhere promoted
the diffusion and cultivation of every false doc-
trine, and everywhere relaxed the restraints of
lust and impiety ; likewise inBictivg undeserved
penalties on Catholic Bishops and cn Ecclesias-
tics of every grade, whom it threw into prison
and allowed to be harassed with public insults,

- while at the same time it granted impunity to
those persecutors, and even to the assailants of
the Supreme Pontifical dignity in the person of

dent design of Divine Providence has been held
in possession by the Roman Pontiffs QOur pre-
decessors through a long scrics of ages, or even
to give a tacit assent that any mun should take
possession of the chief City of the Catholic
world, when the unsettlement and abolition of
the holiest form of Government which has been
left by Jesus Christ to His Holy Church, and

fear the greatn

- Our humility. It is moreover true that We,
in the due discharge of Qur office, huve not
only ail along resisted reiterated counsels and
. demands offered to Us, to the effeet that We
should basely betray Qur duty, throwing over
forsooth and surrendering the rights and pos-
sessions of the Church, or entering into a sinful
compromise with the usurpers. Also, it is
true that We have opposed to these wicked at-
tempts and crimes so perpetrated contrary to
alt Jaw human and divine, Our solcian protests
before God and Man: and that We have de-
clared their authors and abettors to be involved
in Ecclestastica} censures, and as far asthe case
required We inflicted anew those censures upon
them : lastly, it is a well known fact that the
aforesaid Government has persisted nevertheless
in its contumacy and its plots, and endeavored
to stir up rebellion in Qur remaining Provinees
by sending in without intermission its emis-
suries to stir up trouble, and by artifices of
every kind, But these attempts not succeed-
ing, as was expected, on account of the un-
shaken fidelity of Our soldiers, and the love
and affection of Qur people, which wzs re-
markably and unwaveringly manifested towards
Us, at last that fierce tempest broke out against
Us in the year 1867, when during the autumn
bands of desperate men burning with wicked-
ness and rage, and aided by subsidies from the
said Government, invaded Our territories and
this City, wheré many persons belonging to the
same bands kad already found entranccand had
concealed themselves; and from their violence
and cruelty and arms al fierce and ,bloody out-
rages were to be feared by Us and by Our be-
loved subjeets, as was clearly cvident unless
the mercitful God had frustrated their attacks
by the energy of Our troops and by the effective
aid of a force seat to Us by the renowned
French nation.

In so many conflicts, in such a suecession of
perils, anxieties and sorrows, Divine Providence
conferred on Us meanwhile the greatest conso-
lation, Venerable Brethren, from the noble
picty and zeal of yourselves and of your faith-
ful flocks towards Us and towards this  Apos-
tolic See, of which piety and zezl you continu-
ally gave singal proofs, by works of Catholic
charity. And although the very grave dungers
in which We were involved left Us scarcely any
respite, yet with the help of God We vever re-
laxed our efforts to sccure tho temporal pros-
perity of our subjects; and the state of puolic
tranquility and security under Our rule. the
condition of ull the best arts wnd seivnees, and
the loyalty and affection of Qur popul:tions to-
wards Us were matters of notoriety to all na-
tions, from whom strangers continaally cune in
crowds to this City; and especially on the oc-
casions of the numerons solemmities which We
celebrate, and at the times of the solemn fos-
tivals in their succession.

And now, when things werc in this posture,
and Qur people enjoying peace and quietness,
the P’iedmontese King and his Government,
seizing the opportunity when two of the most
powerful nations of Kurope were -engaged in a
great, wur, with one of which the said Govern-
ment had entered into a treaty to preserve in-
violate the present state of the Church’s Domi-
nion and not fo allow it to be invaded by the
Revolutionists, all at once determined to invade
the remaining territories of Our Dominion, and
even Our See itself, and reduce them under
their power. But why this hostile invasion,
and what pretexts were alleged for it? It is
matter of notoriety what kind of representations
were made in the letter of the King to Us,
dated the Sth of September last, amd delivered
to Us by his envoy commissioned for the pur-
pose. In that letter, with lengthy and insin.
cere cireuitousness of words and sentences,
under the assumed character of a loving son
and o Catholic, and under the pretext of the
preservation of public order and of the security of
the Papacy itself and of Qur Person, the de-
mand was made, that We would be pleased not
to take ag a hostile aet the overthrow of Qur
Temporal Power, and would surrender that
"power of Qur own accord in reliange on the
futile promises made by himseif, which, as he
said, would reconcile the aspirations of the peo-

ples of Italy with the Sovereign rights and free
exercise of the Spiritual authority of the Ro-

rebellion and contempt. of eccleaiastical censures,
thus insulting the true’ sentiments of the great mn-
jority of Italinns, whose religion and fidelity towards
Us and towards Holy Church, forcibly repressed in
all gorts of ways, cannot have free course.

A8 to: Ourselves, charged by God to rulc and
Govern the ‘whole House of Isracl, -and mado-the
Supreme Défonder of Religion, of Justice, and of the
rights of the Church, iu order that We be not re-
proached before God nnd before the Church for hav-
ing been silent, and for having by Our silence con-
sented to this unjust revelution, renewing and con-
firming that which We have already declared in the
Allocutions, Encyclicals, and Briefs above-men-
tioned, and recently in the Protestation which, by
Our order and in Qur name, the Cardinal-Secretary

Tise Emperor’s plan of campaign, which he confided
at Parls to Marshals MacMakon and Lebeouf, was to
mass 150,000 men at Metz, 100,000 at Strasburg, and
56,000 at the camp of Chalons. The concentration
of the first two armies, one on the T.oire and the
other on the Rhine, did not reveal his projects, for
_the enemy was left in uncertainty as to whether the
atteck would be made against the Rhenish pro-
vinces or upon the Duchy of Baden. As soon as the
troops should have been concentrated at the points
indicated, itwas the Emperor’s purpose to imme-
dietely unite the two armies of Metz and Strasburg,
and at the head of 200,000 men to c¢ross the Rhine
at Maxay, leaving at his right the fortress of Ras-
todt, and at the left that of Germersheim. Reach-
ing the other side of the Rhine, he would have
forced the States of the South to observe neutrality,
and would then have hwiried on to encounter the
Prussians.  Whilst this movement was in course of
execntion the 50,000 men at Chalons under the
command of Marshal Canrobert were to proceed to
Metz to protect the rear of the army and guard the
north-cast frontier ; at the same time our tivet
cruising in the Baitic would have held stationary
in the north of Prussia, a part of the enemy’s forces
being obliged to defend the coasts threatened with
invasion, The sole chance of this plan succeeding
was to surprise the enemy in rapidity of movement.
To accomplish this it was necessary to muster in a
very fow days at the points decided upon not only
the number of men required, but also "the essentinl
accessorics of the projected campaign, including
waggon equipages, artillery parks, pontoon trains,

zunboats to cover the passage of the Rhire, and,
finully, the commissariat necessary to supply a large
army on the march. The Emperor fintiered hiwself
with the hope of attaining these results, and in this
he was deceived, as in tact everyboly was led astray

by the supposition that, by means of the railways,
these could be concentrated, and horses and matrial
brought forward with the order and precision imiis-
pensable to success where preparations had been
made long in advance by a vigilant administration.
It was found that the troops of France were dis-
persed over the whole country, and could nut be
concentrateld towards the frontier in time, that the
railways were insufficient for the transportation of
not only material, and zlthough the defective French
administration munaged by a tour de force to Lring
into line in a brief period armics incomplctely
tformed, yet from the first the cause of the French
was retarded by the confusivn which prevailed in
the working of the French system. The Emperor,
ho vever, trusted that the elan of his troops would
compensate for many deficiencies and render victory
assured. His illusions were not of long duration.

When the calapaign opened the army of Metz, in-
stead of 150,000 men, only mustered 100,600 men,
that of Strashurg only 40,000 instead of 100,006,
whilst the corps of Marshal Canrobert had still one
division at Paris and another at Soissons., His ar-
tillery as well as his cavalry were not roady.  Fur-
ther, no army corps was even yet completely furnish-
ed with the cquipments necessary for taking the field
The Emperor gave precise orders to the effect that
the arrival of the missing regiments should be push-
ed on, but he was obeyed slowly, excuse being made
that it was impossible to leave Algeria, Paris and
Lyons without garrisons. Nevertheless the hope of
carrying out the original plan of the cnmpaign was
rot lost. It was thought that the encmy would not
be ready before us. His movements were 1ot known’
nor in what quarter his forces were being massed
and it was with a view of determining these things
that on the 2ud of Aungust initiative steps were taken
at Saarbruck, but on the 4th the attack upon the
Douay division at Wiessenburg by imposing forces,
and two days after the glorious futal lattle of
Freischweler caused all uncertainly to pass away.
By the bold initiative of the German troops, who
poured in simultancously by the Saare and by the
Rhine, we were eanghitin the act of formation.  The
corps of General De Failly had not had time to rein-
force that of Marshal MacMahon, and found itself
cut off from the army ofMetz. The corps of Ueneral
Douay, which was slowly mustering at Belmont,

found itself far distant from the theatre of military
operations; and the army of Marshal Canrobort was
not yet completely formed at the Champ of Chalons,
Under these circumstances he was so profoundly de-
pressed at witnessing all his combinations destroyed
and driven in these few days to think no longer of
any but a defensive position.  The Emperor rasolved
immediately to Iead buck the wrmy to the Camp of
Chalons, where it might have gathered together the
debris of Marshal MacMahon's army, TFailly's corps.
and that of Douay, Yo wull did the Prussinns con-
ceal their movements behined the furmidable shelter
of cavidry which they deployed bofore them in all
dircetions, that notwithstunding the most persevering
inquiries, it was never really known whiere the mass
of their troops was, nor, in~ consequenee, where our
chicf efforts stiould Le directed. On the Lith of
Auvgust, as also ou the 16th no one g ined that the
whole Prassian army had to be dealt with. No one
doubted at Gravelotte that Verdun could easily Le
reached on the wmorrow, At Paris they were no
Letter informed than we. These melancholy epen-
ings of the campalpn must, naturally enough, have
afiected public opinion in g painful manner. The
Emperor felt that he was held respensible for the
wictched rituation of the army, whilst that aruy was
charging Marshal Lebeeuf with the delays and with
the incfficiency of the organisation. He decided,
therefore, to give the command to Marshal Bazaine,
wheae zbility was recognised on o]l sides,nnd to sup-
press the functions of tho post of Major-General.
As soon as he reached the Camp of Chalons the K-
peror found there the Duke of Magenta and General
Trochu. The latter had been nominated by the
Minister of War commander of the troops at the camp,
These two gencral officers wers summoned by the
Emperor to a council, at which ther: were present
Prince  Nupoleon, Genern!  Schmitly  (frencral
Trochw's chief stafY officer), and Cenocral Lerthant,
the commander of the National Garde Mobile., It
was decided that the Emperor should nominnaie Gen-
ecal Trochu to the command of the army in-Paris,
and that the troops collected at Chalons should be
dirgcted towards the capitel under the orders of Mar-
shal MacMahon ; that the National Garde Mobile
should go 1o the camp of St Mawr, at Vincennes, and
that the Emporor should go to Paris where his duties
called him. When this deeision was learned by the
Government, it excited an animated opposition
nevertheless it wag decided to earry out the orders
of the Emperor, whilst the propriety of succonring
Dazaine wes still insisted upon, bns the Duke of
Magenta informed the Minister of War thnt to march

This city, classed
as o fortress, is commanded on all sides, and in-
capable of resisting the power of the new artillery,
It was, moreover, imperfectly armed and ladly prb-
visioned, possessud no exterior works, and offered
no shelter to an army inretreat. Whilst the French
army took up its position around Sedun, the Prus-
sians, to the number of 230,000, continued their
march upon our track, aund arvivid at nearly the
same moment as ourselves in sight of tha tewn, 18
wai too late to avold the battle which they offercd,
and which we were now vbliged to aecept, in the
disudvantageous position where we had Leen driven,
Our four corps d'armee were massed, not far from the
city, in the order assigued for the movement
of relreat,  On the moming of the Jist, the
corps of General Lebrum had alvendy been en-

gaged, and bad  sustained  the struggle  with
cqual cnergy and courage.  But army  of

Mezicres—for in both direetions the army would
have found itself exposed to o cross-fire, in the pres-
ence of superior forces.  But to eseape from an in-
vestment, and to cfiect a safe retreat, it was neces-
sary- to occupy in force the heights of 1lly end
Givonnes; to abandon the town of Scdun to its own
resources ; to face about, and to retice hy the roads
leading into Belgium. By crowning with o numer-
ous artillery the heights which have boenr mentioned,
it was to be hoped that the enemy would have been
held in check, and the retrent efficaciousty covered.
Unfortunately, however, the two gencrals who sue
cceded MacMalion, after he wus wounded, in the
command of the army, each proposed o differcnt
plan; and us o consequence, the plateau of IITF,
which was the most important position, was bu
feelly occupied.

Abont three o'clock Gencral Wimpflen sent an offiver
to propos« to the Emperor that he should place himn-
self in the middle of & column of men, who wou_ld
endeavour to cut their way through the cnemy in
the direction of Cariguan, The Emperor, who had
recognized the impossibility of leaving the place on
Yorseback, teplied that he could not rejoin® the gene-
ral ; that, moreover, he -could: not consent to xave
himself by the sacritice of a great number of soldiers,
and that he was determined to shure the fate of his
army. The propositions of Genernl Wimpticn, as
eventsproved, had not the slightest chance of SieCess.
He wished, nevertheless, to make this desperate at-
tempt but hic could hioly assemlle 2,000 men and,
after having advanced three hm\d.rcd paces, he, him-
self, recognised the futility of his efiort, and was
foreed to retuin into the town. Therm it was that.
the commanders of the corps darmee came and
announced to the Emperor that their troops, after
having sustained for nearly twelve hours an unequal
fight, wakenud by fatigue and hunger, could no longer
offer any serious reswstance  In fact, the soldiers,
driven back against the walls and thruw.n into the
ditches, were decimated by the encmy's artillery,
Sedan itself, choked with the debris of all the corps,
was being bowbarded on all sides, The shells set
the houscs on fire, and struck the wounded who had
been carricd into them, The graet barracks, con-
verted into un  hospital, upon tap of which tloated
{he red—cross flag, were not spared; and men and
borses, huddled up in the courtyard, were con-
tinually hit. Many of the officers and men were
killed in the strects swept by the encmy:‘s fire :
amongst them two generals, The l'.m'[.wror
then endeavoured to make known to General Winp-
fien the advisability of asking for an armistice, since
every moment of delay only increased the number
of victims. Not receiving any tidings of that
Genoral—at the sight of so much uselessly-sl‘lcd.
blood, and in such & hopeless situation, the Em-
peror caused the white flag to be hoisted on the
vitadel, nnd soon afterwards surrendered his sword
to the King of Prussia.  On the return of General
Winpffon from the Prussian head quarters, where
lie had gane, o council of war was held, 32 getwral
officers being present, and all Lut twe decided  that
any fresh stragele would but entail the useless loss
of thousands of wmen: and the capitulation was
signed. The 2nd of September was a day, the evil-
omened memories of which will never be efluced
frota our miwl.

Withheld. ~ A1l this is very encouraging; and, though .
Wwe do not wiek the war to be prolonged for a single

day cven for the benefit of Irish reanufactures, we
tryst that its cesration will not be followed by a
corresjionding abrupt termination in the production
of these presently-prized products. One of the ef-
fects of this strong impulse hes. been to find ful?
employment for everyone connected with the manu-
facture, and also to compel the introduction of new
hands, in violation of sundfy trade restrictions. The
law of primogeniture is not supposed to find much
favor with working men, but Fomething analogous
lo it appears te Le in operation in the poplin manu-
facture. Hitherto weavers have only been allowed
1o take their eldest sons as apprentices, but the rule
is aliout to be relaxed in favor of second sons. At
hresent about 1,500 persons are emploved 'in the
poplin manufacture, but it is said that work for
nany more might be found did the trade regulutions
permit.—Manchester Examiner.

Tue Facre or Recruiring.—In the few remarks
which appeared ju our last nwmber relative 1o the
threatened Russian wur, some of our English con-
temporaries have discovered & design to discourage
recruiting for the British army in Ireland As a
matter of fact we had no thonght on the subject of
reeruiting when penning those remarks; but the
subject Is a sore one with British journalists just
now, and they imagine they see allusions to it in
articles of the Irish national press where none was
intended. It is from our English contemporuries.
we fearn that even in England recruiting is not
progressing to the satisfuction of the nuthorities,
but that in Ircland it is & dead failure. In vain
they have Yowered the standard of height for the
men—it is now down te 5 feet 41 inches—still
candidates for military glory are not forthcoming in
the required numbers. The navy fares almost ns
tadly ws the anuy. A pamagaph in one of our
Dublin daily papers informs us that “several ships
of war which have recently been commissioned for
foreign stations bave been compelled to leave Eng-
land considerably short of their complement of wen,
Nince the loss of the Captuin the demand for sercice in the
nect i largely diminicked ; indeed the apathy of men
to Ferve in line regiments and at sca assumes a very
serious aspect altogether”  Surely the apathy
shown Ly Englishmen themselves in this matter is
not due to the writings of the Irish nationul jours
nals! If service in the Englisk army and navy
ouglit to be popular anywhere, it should be in Eng-
land, They are English forces, under the control
of the English Government, designed to carry out
English policy, and to defend the shores of Eng-
land. Their flag, too, is the English flag, their
fame is fame for England, their triwmphs, if
triumphr they should achicve, would be set down ta
the credit of England, and would be the boaxt of
Engiishmen. These are substantial reasons why
the English army and navy should enjoy more
populir fuvour in England than e¢lsewhere, But
there are yet others,  That army and navy ave not
employed for the cocrcion of the Lnglish people,
They arc not cmployed to overawe Englishmen and
force on them a form of Government which they
dislike; their function is not to beat down sud
break down the national will and compel it to con-
form itself to any particular set of political ideas,
and there is not the least likelihood of their Leing
called on to shoot down the Loglish pcople.
Clearly then, if those forces are to stand well in
popular estimation anywhere, it ought to be in
England ; if they have a clain for support on any
people it is on the English, But if the English
people do not show any remarkable love for them,
and are not inclined to give them the support
which it asked for, how, in the name of Heaven,
can Irishmen be expected to do it?7  We do
not for a moment argue that Englishmen are to
blam2 for not answering to the call which the
authorities have made op them, We know it may
very fuirly be snid that this disinclination to swell
the ranks of the army is an evidence of their goord
sense.  Their conduct may be intended as o caution
to the Government against rushing into foolish and
unjustifiable wars, in which they would most pro-
bably suffer ignominious defeat. Many of the most
conscientions and nrost prudent men in England
have raised their voices in the press against the idea
of going to war with Russia because of her declared
intention to brenk through the restrictions imposed
upon her by the Treaty of Paris.  They declare that
England has not rufficient force to fight out
such a war with advantage to hersclf, and that
the only allies she has any chance of obtain-
ing are two nations whose military repute does
not stand high, and whose finances ar¢ all bt
in a state of bankruptey. Morcover, they deny,
that the bolstering up of Turkish Empire is a desir-
able object on which to spend the blood and trea-
sure of Christian nations. Sucli yiews appear to
be widely prevalent in England, and the fact may
in a great degree account for the unwillingness
shown by the ¥nglish people to give & large deve-
lopment to their military and naval forces at this
time ; but if they have any weight and force in that
country, sirely they must have ten times as muclh
in this! In conclusion, we shall just remark that
it appears to us the Government themselves are
not particularly desirous of getting a large propor-
tion of Irisbnien at present into the army. That
they have some doubt of the advisability of recruit-
ing its ranks among ous countrymen may be sur-
mised from their willingness to dispense with the
service of the Irish anilitia. Far be it from us to
quostion their wisdom. They know what they
know. It may not suit their purposes to give mili-
tary training to some thousands of those young
Irishmen who have been attending national meet-
ings, marching in national processions, und singing
national songs during the past few years. We shall
not attempt to pass any judgment on the point, but
we maty say that the incertitude of the Government
with regard to it does not at all astonish us.  They
do not feel solid ground under their feet in Ircland,
and they never wili until they win the hearts of the
Irish people by a full and free concession of the na-
tional rights of this country ~—Dublin Nuticn.

Manyexcellent Irish land-
owners have advocated or voted for the measure, and
assisled its passing ina variety of ways, But the
so-called landlord interest was fiereely oppostd to

the spirit of the Act, and to the de-
clared objects  and  intentions  of  Hx proe-
moteis, Then, on the other hand, the .messure

was harshly judged and freely abused by the more

extreme of the popular party.  The advocates of the
flandlord interest” denounced it because it was
“robbery,” # confiseation,” and villainy of the gross-
est kind; the extrane party on the other side
scoffed at it because it was a mockery, 3 delusion,
and a sham—an outrageous pivce of quackery and
imposition. Any rational man would at ence have
drawn the line Letween these conflicting opinions,
wide as the poles asunder, und come to the conelu-
sion that the nreasure was not only protective to the
tenant, but just to the landlord—that it did much
good and no harm. But unhappily, the dennncia-
tion of the opposition speakers and writers were
little considered by the mass of those interested in a
change of the law ; while the unmeaning and incon-
siderate abuse bestowed on the measure by those on
the other side was treasured up in the popular mind.
Thus it wars that the measure—a large, bold, and
nobly beneficent—was made, at least, for the time,
to lose wneh of its moral weight as one of practical
justive and intended conciliation.  Thik was a result
to L mueh deplored : and the fooner the delusion
could be banished from the bonest mind of the
country, the better for its peace aml contentment-—
the better, too, for its actual material progress.  We
therefore hail with specinl satisfuction the address
delivered by Lard O'Hagan on thie moest vital of
subjects, Many persons have indulged in sweeping
condemnations of the Act who, we &y it in sober
reality, were not competent to understand cither its
=cope or its provisions, Now, no one canassert that
the Lord Chancellor of Ireland does not thoroughly
comprelend the seope, object, intention, and nuces-
sary operation of an Act with which he personally
must have had much to do, Lord O'Hagan is an
able and experienced lawyer, who all his life bas
been conversant with the question of landlord and
tenant—who knew and appreciated the wants of the
tenant class, the diffienities in which they were
placed, the restrictions by which they were fettered ;
and he is too good & man, too true an Irishman, to
be a party to passing oft a wiserable shan on a long-
sufiering and much-enduring class of Lis country-
men,  Lord O'Hagan is not the man to say what he
does not believe, or 1o praise what in his heart he
must disapprove. He recommends the measure
to the good feeling and confidence of his coun-
try, because he Anows it to be a inrge and li-
bLieral measure—becauge he  lelicees it must be
productive of pgreat and practical advantage
to thoese who live by the caltivation of the roil.
Tord O'Hagan docs not say it is perfect. What
work of man’s hand is? Where is the perfect legis-
Iation? Who in his largest scheme can compre-
hend cvery interest without failing to do equal jus-
tice to all? The measmre has its shortcomings—
must have them, 1t does not give all that was de-
manded—how could it?  But it did more, and gave
more, than was ever hoped for or experted. Bills
that were brought in in the intercet of the fenant,
and which elicited a how! of rage and evecration at
the time, were but the peorest of milk and water
when compared with the Land Act of 18G9, No
doubt, some large men—wealthy and sturdy tenants
—m'n who possess eapital, intelligence, and o
strong spirit of independence—are not protected in
the stme manner as are the greae mass of the ten-
antry of the country.  We heartily wish that every
man was fully protected from the arbitrary exercise
of power. Butitis not because the Act does not
do all that was asked of its framers, that it is not
a large liberal, and most beneficent piece of
legistation, caleulated to  protect  industy, and
stimulate the best energics of the country. —

Taking the enormous opposing interests and influ-
cnces into consideration, it is & source of nstonish-
ment to its cousistent supporters, who followed its

every stage with breathless anxicty—every moment
dreading its sudden destruction, oi the loss of sorae
vital principle. There was not an hour of its pro-

gress that was not franght with peril fo its safety,

with danger to its nsefulness; b, thanks to the

resolute policy of its promoters, and the support
which they received, the measure, instead of being
a wretched abortion, is one fll of life, and cenergy,
and hope, What rational man in the innd will not
agree with these words addressed by Lord O'Hagan
to his countrymen 7—¢ The endenvour of all good
Irishinen should be to facilitate its proper working,
aud make the best of it "There is no longer excuse
for acrid criticisn or captious argument. The Act
is passed for good or evil—I helieve for great good
to all-—and all should combine to see thal it be
worked for the general advantage.'—Cork  Eraminer,

Although dated on the 1st Nov., it had not appeared
in any English paper up to the time of our going
to press. The Latin text only reached us (latein
the present week) in the pages of the Correspondance
de Geneve, & Catholic jowrnal recently started at
Geneva. The delay is explained by a telegram from
the Zimes correspondent, dated Florence, Nov. 23,
9 am., and stating that the Cntholic journals,
amongst which are named the Verits C’qt.'oh'crz and
Armané, having published this Eancyclical, have
leen seized. 'The remson is assigned for this pro-
ceeding, s0 churacteristic of a revolutionary Govern-
ment, It is that in the Papal documentin question,
“ the Pope excommunicates those who ordered, ad-
vised, and exccuted the invasion of the Pontifical
States” No doubt he does: nay, he does more.—

Under
these circumstances, it is the duty of the govern-
ment to accept the Jogic of facts, and to look the
matter manfully in the face, All expedicnts having
failed to render voluntary enlistmoent sufficient, it is
neceseary to have recourse to somne form of cowmnpul-
sion. Theve has never been o time more fuvouralle
than the present for the proposal of such a measure,
nor has there ever been’a Guvernment more cal-
culated to sncceed in carrying it. We belicve that
the country at large secs its necessity, and fecl that
any infringement on the so-called liberty of the
British sulijject will be amply repaid Ly the true
freedowm that can only spiing from a feeling of self
relinnee aud Knowledge of inherent strength—by n
freedom from that dread of foreign invasion which
is now 4 bugbear, and has been so for centuries,
Moncy, if judiciously expended, will, we feel as-
sired, be in no way grudged more than any other
insurance of most valuable and destructible pro-
perty.

Lawrence, with
the Canadian canals thrown in, to be what Mr. Grant
imagines it, and to be perfectly frec up and down,
how is he going to get his trans-Atlantic commarce
fromn Lake QOntavio into the upper lakes, where most
of his const ling, inhabitants, and tonnage belong ?
The frec navigation of the Niagara, which unites
Lakc Ontario and Lake Erie as the St. Lawrence
unites Lake Ontario and the Atlantic Ocean, is con-
ceded Ly the Canadians and every one else.

The Secientific Awmerican enlls attention to some
striking deficiencies in the make up of onr City, It
says 1 ¥ There is, perhaps, no large city in the civils
jzed part of the world in which such utter scientitic
destitution prevails as in New York, However
much the citizens may hunger aned thirst after acjen-
tific knowledge, we hive no publie place in the ity
where their wants can be supplicd. There is no
muscum of natural-history, no collection of miner-
alogy aml geology, no accumulation of wodels of
machinery, ne zoologicnl gardeny no technologienl
collection for the free use of the people  Trne us
the ahove is, it seems to ny less remarkable and far
less deplorable than a kindred deficirney.  Our boys,
for the most part, are not learning trdes, vor quali-
feing themselves for rny practical productive carevr,
We helieve more of our youth are tending bars and
Litliard reoms than are learning  mechanical trades.
Quite & number are trving to be clerks and book-
keepers—at least twice as many as can ever find
steady employment in those pursnits ; but the men
who dig our cellars, Iny vur brick, do our carpenter
work, finish and furnish our houscs, were nearly all
born in Ewrope and are regularly recruited from
that Continent It seems te us that fower Ame-
vicuns by hirth are working as mechanies i
our city than there were twenty or thirly yeurs ago,
and that far fewer of our boys are serving an ap-
prenticeship, - But the gravest aspect of our social
condition is the multiplicity and rapid increase of
youth who have no regulor pursuit, or, at least, follow
none., They hang about grogshops aud billiard-
rooms, drinking and smoking, ind avowing their
purpose to become politicians,  Some of them have
been set to work at trades, but have thrown down
the trowel, the ndze, the jack-plane, and deliberately
addicted themselves for life to what they consider
politics.  They are always ready for a horsc-race, &
game of ball, a target excursion ; Lut they do not
average an honest day’s work each per month, and
seldom achieve & new suit of clathes save on the
cve of a contested election. In short they are a
bad lot of lonfers. Though they expect to live
out of the public, not one of these fellows even
suspected that it might be necessary for him
to sccm honest, moral, apd decent in order to
succeed in his chosen carcer, On the con-
trury, they are universally liberlines, gamblers
and tipplers, or only fail to be for lack of
means. They glory in farget excursions ; they swell
Democratic processions; they begin to vote at sixteen
or seventeen years of age, and are veteran repcaters
by the $ime they are twenty, If there is any vice
with which one of them is .not- familiar, be- sure
that he is intent on its early acguirement. It was
from such a crew that Catiline musteéred the forces
with which ho ndvanced to sack and devastate
Rome, oo S . .

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The bombardmnent of Paris has not yet com-
menced ; and though it is again announced that
the performance will begin on‘the first of Jan-
uary next, sharp, we are inclined to believe that
there will be no bombardment at all. The
prospects of the beleaguered City seem to be
improving, whilst those of the besieging army
are rather the other way, We are assured that
in Paris there is horse flesh for two months,
and enough of flour and other provisions to last
for four. All this must be accepted with cau-
tion; but what seems certain is, that the spirit
of the citizens is good, and that Greneral Trochu
is able and determined. Sorties are of frequent
occurrence, but these, unless seconded by a lively
attack on the Prussian lines, from without,
will scarce suffice to dislodge the encmy,

Prussia it is said has resolved upon the an-
nexation of Luzembourg., This involves no
doubt a violation of "Treaties to which Great
Britain is party; but in these days it is absurd
to talk of the binding force of Treaties, The
idea of right-und wrong as betwixt communities
is obliterated, and the law of nations may be thus
expressed, - Weak and small States” — the
States of the Church for instanee—* have no
rights which strong and great States’— Pied-
mont for instance—“are bound to respect.”
No country has more loudly expressed its ap-
proval of this axiom of political cthics than has
Protestant England; and she can thercfore
scarce be expected to make a very determined
stand against the aggression either of Prussia
or of Russia, upon their weaker neighbors.

The rumor of the intention of Prussia to re.
store the Empire is aguin revived ; Louis Na-
poleon, at the head of the French prisoners of
war, some 300,000, who are to be released, is to
march into France und re-establish a Govern-
meunt with which it will be possible for Prussia
to treat. It is thought that the latter would
be well content to conclude peace were there
any Government in France competent to act in
the matter.

The news from Rome is serious, aud would
seem to indicate the outhurst of a serious storm
which will be as hostile to the pretensions of
Victor Emmanucl as to those of the legitimate
Sovereign, The revolutionary party are as ill-
disposed towards a King as towards a Pope;
and the spread of anti-Catholic principles, prin.
ciples long fostered by the Piedmontese Gov-
croment, aud propagated by the proselytising
socicties in Italy, must inevitably lead to a
collision betwixt the extreme revolutionists, and
the morc moderate anti-Catholic party of which
the King is the nominal head. The latter does
not wish to extirpate Catholicity, it only secks
to repress it, or keep it within respectuble
bounds. Religion is, according to this party,
a good servant, but a bad mistress; and what
it wants to set up is, a nice, docile, or rather
servile sort of a Church upon the Anglican
model; whose Bishops shall be good servantsof
the State, subservient in all things to the Civil
Power, and preaching a pleasant doetrine about
the duty of submission to Ceesar, with as fow
allusions to God as possible, The other party
wants to put down religion entirely, and to get
rid of Pope, Bishop, Priests, and all the
“blacks” at one blow. One of the leaders of
this party, an extreme non-Catholic, by the
name of Tognetti, organised a vigorous attack
on the Vatican, on the Feast of the Immacalate
Conception, and made, afurious onslapght upon

such of the Roman citizens as were‘auspecte.d
‘of loyalty to their legitimate sovercigu. His
followers who were armed, were only repulsed
at last by the Piedmontese troops.

We are informed that at the opening of tl.m
Imperial Parliament, the Queen’s Speech will
recommend the appointment of a Commission
for the settlement of the Fishery question be-
twixt Canada and the U. States. Thisiaa de-
licate hint that our interests are to be sacri-
ficed, and that the Canadian Fisheries are to be
handed over as a propitiatory offering to the U,
States. This is but the incvitable consequence,
of the cowardly policy which Great Britain
pursued during the war betwixt the Northern
and Southern States, It is also asserted that

in the matter of concessions to the extravagant
pretensions, of Russia with regard to the Treaty
of 1856, and of Prussia with regard to the an-
nexation of Luxembourg, Great Britain is get-
ting ready to eat any amount of humble pie.
This is highly probable.

By latest telegrams we learn, that Prussia
proposes as terms of peace :—The recognition
of the King of Prussia as Emperor of Germany,
the neutrals to acquiesce in the annexation of
Luxembourz, France to pay a war indemnity
of about two hundred millions of dollars, to raze
two of her froutier fortressess, and to cede Al-
sace to Germany. France will never aceede to
the last demand.

The Fenian prisoners in England are to be
liberated on condition of their expatriating them-
selves for five years.

The London Times thinks it as yet prema-
ture to intone the true Liberal hymn—Te Dia-
bolum laudamus; te dominum nostrum con-
fitemur—over the dowofall of the Papacy. It
has a dim perception that the business is not
concluded, and entertains some doubts as to
whether it may not turn out a failure after all.
« The Pope's Temporal Power’™ says the Ttmes
in an editorial of the 2nd inst, ©it is quite
true, has outlived so many revolutions, and
manifested so murvellous a vitality, that we
may well hesitate to pronounce a funeral oration
over it.”" This should teach faint-hearted Ca-
tholics, if there be any such, to take courage,
and to trust in God, and the promises of Christ.
In time—in a very short time perhaps—their
course of action will be clear before them; mean-
time it i3 their duty to wait patiently, and to
pray without ceasing for the exaltation and
restoration of the Holy Father, and the speedy
dowafall and humiliation of his enemies, and
their enemies; for by sheir outrage upon Rome,
and forcible seizure of the States of the Church,
Victor Emmanuel and his supporters have de-
clared war, war to the koife, with the: entire
Catholic community throughout the world.

The Times' uneasiness as to the permanence
of the work lately accomplished by Victor Em-
manuel is betrayed also by the dishonest ver-
sion, which in a pretended reply to the Car-
dinal Archbishop of Dublin, it gives of the
process by means of which the iniquity was
consummated. According to this version, we
are to believe that the peopls of Rome first de-
throned their Sovereizn ; and that then, and then
only, Victor Emmanuel appeared on the scene
to take possession of that which was freely ten-
dered to him by the popular vote. Thisis how
Protestant history is, and has been written;
but every one knows that the process as de-
scribed by the Fimes is the reverse of truth;
that the armed invasion of the States of the
Church—that the defeat of the Papal troops
after a sanguinary contest gullantly maintained
by the latter in spite of the great numerical
odds against them-—were the causes of the con-
sequent dethronement of the Sovereizn Pontiff,
who, but for Piedmontese interference, was per-
faotly able to maintain order within his own
dominions; and that Vietor 'limmanucl was
not called in by the voice of the pcople to as-
sume the place vacated by the Pope, whom by
their vote they had dethroned; but that the de-
position of the Sovereign Pontiff was, first in
time, and the work of Vietor Emmanuel himself.

The Times in like manner admits the validity
of the Pope’s title, ¢ 1which uo one denies to be
legally perfect ;" but it argues that neither pre-
scription nor treaties can be pleaded against
the right inherent in the Roman people to
throw off one form of government, one set of
rulers, and to set up another form, and another
set. Now admitting, for the sake of argument,
that this were a correct version of the process
by which the policy of Victor Emmanucl was
accomplished — which it is not, since it was
Victor Emmanuel with his bayonets and his
guns, who overthrew the Temporal Power of
the Pope—we should like to know if the prin-
ciple as laid down by the T%mes be of universal
application, or applicable only to the infidel and
non-Catholic subjects of Catholic sovereigns.
We knew that in practice, whatever may be
their theories, most Protestants limit its appli-
cation to the latter, but deny its applicability to
others—to the Catholic subjects of non-Cath-
olic governments, They will assert the right of
revolution as against the Pope as inherent in
the rabble of Rome ; but they will inake.wz'y

inherent in the Catholics of Ireland, as again:t
the British Government.

It is this inconsistency, or double dealing on
the part of Liberal Protestants, that so commonly
leaves the indelible impression:on the Catholic
mind that Protestantism is essentially un-
truthful ; that it deadens, or blunts the moral
sensibilities of its professors, and tends to
obliterate the heaven-drawn line of demarcation
betwixt right and wrong. It is this too which
makes so difficult, almost impossible, the task
of those who undertake to persuade Irishmen
of their duty of loyalty to the British Govern-
ment. Every argument which they employ
for this purpose is met and refuted by the
Protestant press, and by Protestant statesmen ;
and it is from these that the Irish Fenianlearns
the lesson that obedience to legititnate authority
is not obligatory on the conscience; that the
ruled have the right to rise up aguinst, and
depose their rulers whea they please; and that
neither the prescription of centuries, nor titles
whose legality no one can call in question, can
be allowed to oppose obstacles to the popular
will. In short it is morally impossible to per-
suade the disafiected Irishman that he has not
at least as good a right to rise up against, and
throw off his allegisuce to, Queen Victoria, as
have the Romuns to rise against, and depose
Pius IX, ; who, if prescription can be pleaded,
has at least as zood a right to thc obedience of
the people of the States of the Church as has
the Sovercign of Great Britain to that of the
people of Ireland; for her right to rule Ire-
land at all was in its inception but the right of
brute force, of conquest, of the sword. We
would scorn so to insult the Papacy as to com-
pare its rule over its subjects with that of Eng-
land, till within the present generation, over its
Irish subjects; but from whatever side we ap-
proach the question, or whatever argnments we
may employ, we cannot but win the scorn of
Irishmen, as fools, or their disgust as lidrs, if
we in one and the same breath claim the right
to revolt against their rulers for the people of
Italy, and deuy it to the people of Ireland,

The Montreal Gozette, of the 14th inst., in
an article on the French Canadian Missionary
Society and its political teachings—for our cou-
temporary does not touch upon the religious
and moral sides of the question—points out,
and establishes by clearest proofs that the said
Society is a thoroughly annexationist society;
that its chief orguns in the French language
are avowed anuexationists; and that one of its
warmest and ablest champions, and its most
thoroughly « representative man,’ is that “babe
of grace” our amusing acquaintance Mederic
Lanctot of stone-quarry-coutract notoriety,
lately brought to a most marvellous ¢ know-
ledge of the truth as it is in Jesus.” The an-
nexztionist tendencies of the French Canadian
Missionary Society may be a new discovery to
the Guzette; but it is a fact which we have
long ago insisted upon, that there is an inti-
mate connection betwixt the Annexationists and
the proselytizers. In short, in proportion as a
French Canadian puts off his ancestral faith. so
does he put on Yaukeeism ; whilst Yankeefied
French Canadians are almost invaviably con-
verts to the religious, as well as to the political
principles of the Annexationists. It could not
well be otherwise, seeing that the British Goy-
ernment is, and islooked upon as, a prop of the
Catholic Church in Cuanada ; the protector of the
proprictary rights of her Clerzy and Relizious
Communities ; the protector of the eivil and
rcligious liberties of her people.  But for our
British connection tithes would be abolished,
the property of the Church confiscated, and Cla-
tholics forced by law, as in the United States,
to contribute towards the support of an odious
system of anti-Catholic State-Schoolism. The
French Cuanadian Missionary  Socicty well
knows this; and though sl its organs are not
so frank-spoken as is the French Protsstant
paper to which the Gazefte refers, yet, without
exception, they are all Yankees at heart, and
encmies of British connection, as the chief ma-
terial support of Popery on this Continent.—
With this preface, we submit the article in
the Gazette to the perusal and serious reflection
of our readers :—

“We wonder how many of the contributors to the
French Canadian Missions in Western Canada are
aware that in connection with it is a system of dis-
loyal political propagandism, For ourselves we
certainly were not aware of this, until our attention
was called to the fact by a Protostant elergyman
who has been for many years a zzalous friend of the
work.

Looking at L' 4urore of the 2nd December, we find
our corregpondent’s statements more than Dborne
out. About one-third of ihe first page is taken up
with a letter from Mr. Mederic Lanctot, in advocacy
of the annexation of this Dominion to the Uaited
States. Now the admission of a letter in advocacy
of annexation, if combatted in the editorial columns
ef the paper, would certainly e no offence. But
there ig, in the closing paragraph of this letter, a
statement of sympathy with the editor-proprietor of
the journal, Mr. Rivard, which shows that the paper
is printed in the interest of a disloyal propagandism.
Here is the paragraph : “ You who know, my dear
“ Rivard, to what work I give myself up in my rare
‘ moments of leisure; on this question, the future
“of which will decide the future of our country, you
“will not bo surprised that I do not, at this moment,
“gay all that may be necessary to contradict vic-
“torioualy, from my point of view, the assertions of
“Mr.“R” Soon there will be developments from
“ standpoints which will compel us to become an-
“ nexationists, even to the prejudice of our materinl
“ interests, if that were possible.” Here is a delib-
erate avowal of conspiracy between this Mederic
Lauctot and the editor of L' Aurore to undermine the
loyalty of the people with whom they, through the
efforts of the French Canadian Missionary Society,
bave influence.  Then again, in the same number, we
have the spaciul correspondent of the paper writing
from Quebee, using this language :—* England shows
“us the true road—the road whicl: leads to indepen-
“dence! thence to annexation! why not follow
“ her counsels rather than remain n prey to the politi-
“‘enl parasites who fatten upon our Colonial exiyt-
ence” That is tolerably strong language. True, it
shows a masterly appreciation of the results of inde-
pendence, # thence annexation “; but its cleverness
does not compensate for its appenrance in columns,
which, so far, as they are supposed to have any con-
nection with the French Cunadian Missionary Socie-
ty, sheuld be free from such political bias. We are
quite sure that the loyal people of Ontarie, who con
tribute annually to this Socicty, have no idea that it
icnds its countenance to the preaching of treason
among its converts. The Society owes it to itself
to repudiate all sympathy with the viewsof /' durors,
or at the least to refuse it the countenance which its
patronage bestows upon it.

We therefore ordain that all
Wednesdays, Fridays and Saturdays in Advent
shall be observed days of fasting and ubstinence.

We also ordain, that within the holy season
of Advent, and from Christmas to the Epi-
phany, inclusively, all the Faithful of our Dio-
cese, nale and female, shal! be encouraged and

Ccory OF THE PROTEST OF TUE BISHOPS
OF THE LOWER PROVINCES OF BRITISH
AMERICA AGAINST THE OCCUPATION
OF ROME BY THE ITALIAN GOVERN-
MENT.

Amid the din of wars and revolutions, such
a3 have scarcely a parallel in history, it becomes
our painful duty, in echo with the whele
Catholic World, to raize our voices at this sol-
emn motuient, and to protos-t with our whole
hertz) as we now do. against the recent sacri-
1 _.oms invasion of Rome, und the crimes perpe-

rights of all Catholies, a3 well ay those of the
common Father of the faithful.  For the past
twelve hundred years, Rome was still a portion
of Italian soil, but politically, it long ceased to
be the fiet or province of any cmpire. or the
appanage of any reigning fumily in Europe.
By every law, that can conscerate a title to
property, Christian Rome, the tefullible centre
of our Faith, became the inalicuable domiin of
all Clhristian peoples. It was not Italians
alone, nor French alone, but it was the public
opinion of Christendom—it was the stout
hearts and sturdy arms of all believing nations,
that won it, amid varying fortuunes, for long
over a thousand years. The heathen Rome
that was, might have slumbered on in bonduge
with her children, bat God willed j¢ otherwisc.
Rome became Christian, and t#ht Cutholic
Rome that now iy, ¢is from above, und she iy
our mother.”” As well might Italy attempt to
raise up an impassable barrier between the
child and the parent, as to destroy, as she pow
does, by the invasion of the Holy City, that
full free and unrestricted intcereourse which
must subsist between the Holy Father and the
Catholic in the remotest region of the slobe.
With Rome in the sacrilegious hands of the
invader, and with the Pepe at this moment a
prisoner in the Vatican, how is this freedom of
intercourse, 20 essential for the Church, to he
maintained 2 'With the post-office in the hands
of unserupulous encmies, and the soldier und
myrmidons of the Itslian Government on cvery
avenue leading to the presence of the Holy
Father, how is this unfettered and confidential
communication to he kept up? How are
Cardinals and Bishops of vacant Sees to be
nominated—grave disputes to be deeided—and
all the spiritual affairs ot millions of human
heings administered, without fear of any tam-
pering or interference on the part of Vietor
Lwmmanuel or his ministers?  Without the
bitter experience of the last two months, we
may easily imuagine the rvesult; but alus, our
worst apprehensions are more than realized, as
appears from the graphic pen of His Holiness
Pius the Ninth himself, in a letter dated so
recently as the 4th of Qctober,  The following
is an extract:

« Qur sovereign and uncontrolled power, of
which We were in enjoyment, over the public
post, in the reeeipt and despateh of lotters,
being taken away trom Us, und as We are un-
able to trust the Government that has usurped
that power to itself, We arc wholly destitute of |
the means of transacting the affairs, which the
Viear of Jesus Christ and the commen Father
of the faithful, to whoih his childrea have re-
course from all quarters of the globe, ought to
manage and deal with. And this observation
is more plainly confirmed by a recent fact,
namely, that within the last few days, it has
come to pass that those who have gone forth
from the gates of the Palace of the Vatican,
have been subjected to a search by the soldiers
of the now Government, to discover if they
carried anything coneealed in their garments.
Remoustrances were made, but they were mot
by the pretence of mistake and other excuses.”

Such is the position of affuirs in Rome; and
in view of so flagrant un injustice, perpetrated
under the plea of Italian freedom and national-
ity—as men of honor and Catholics, and people
decply interested in all that pertains to the
Holy See and the well-being of God’s religion,
we indignantly lift our voices in protestation
against so unparalled a wrong. By iutrigue
and treachery, and the connivance of those
upon whom the vengeance hand of God is at
this moment extended, Victor Emmanuel be-
came the master of nemly the whole Italian
peninsula, with over twenty millions of a popu-
lation. The little patrimony of 8t. Peter, with
half a million of a contented, happy people, was
the only remnant left to the Church. Italy a5
o nation did not require Rome; und still less
did Rome, or her loyal people, require or wish
for any political connection with Italy. The

reccot plebiscite, like every other contrivance
of a Government, true only to filsehood—a
Government whicl hitherto belied every pro-
feasion and violuted every treaty—was but a
delusion, as i3 thoroughly understood by those
who know, as we do, the state of things in the
Eternal City.

Italy had no unsettled clim, oo cause of
complaint against Rome. There wus no rebel-
lion to put down—no threatenings of invasion
on her border—but above all, there was po in.
vitation from her citizens to come in. An
invading army of cighty thousand, against a
mere handful that were t» meet them on the
walls of Rome, tells trumpet-tongued the whole
story. They were neither wanted nor welcomed
by a people who had no sympathy with them
in common. The eight or ten thousand eamp
followers—the dregs of the Italian population—
who accompanied the iuvaders, were needed to
go through the farce of a popular demonstra-
tion, of which we have heard so much, and of
the plebiscite delusion, by which it was to be
succeeded.

In a word, Victor Emmanucl, the soi- Lisant
Catholic King of Italy has muade the Dope a
prisoner, and has seized on the property of the
whole Catholic Chureh, with no other justity-
ing reason, but that of braity force, wnd be it
said in all truth, that of the more uuqualified
rapieity of the hizhway-man. Tn the eyes of
civilized Kurope, the absorption of Holland by
Prussia, or of Belgium by France, would have
been an intolerable grievance and a just cause
for an European war ; and yet in the eyes of
public justice, the absorption of both twgether
world be nothing as compared with the wore
plaring outrage perpetrated by a third rate
power like Italy against the time-honored and
religious rights of two hundred millions of
Catholics all over the world.

Sip—Erver since its ormanization, our Local Legis-
latuee has magde great effort to envonrage coloniza-
tivn and emigration. 1t has spaced neither time nor
money to xecute to our Frovinee these two important
elements of progress, It has votel annually hun-
dreds of thonsands of dollars to colonization proper ;
it i+ granting millions of dollars, or their equivalent,
to wooden and other railways, which are <o many
more facilities towards extending colunization ; it
publisiies and distributes through its agents thou-
sinds of pamphlets, witha view of attracting emi-
gration to this country.  And yet, all this important
and costly work woulil be of noavail were it proved,
as many persons pretend it is, that farming in this
Province is the least protitable of all occupations, and
that, as a rule, the rcvenue of Canadinn farmers
barely vxceeds the value of theit mannal 1abor, It
behoves the Couneil of Agriculture for the Provinee
of Quebee tadirect the progress of agriculture in
such a way that no doubt can exist as to the advan-
tages we possess of soil und climate, and even near-
ness to market, in comparison to the West, It must
also teach farmers near cities, as well as in the re-
motest districts, how to derive from their farms the
greatest net profit,

For years back the establishment of truly model
furme, where farmers could have constantly before
their cyes examples of the most profitable and best
managed farmas, has been the greatest desire of our
most enlightencd and public-spirited men. But to
find a sufficent number of persons capable and  wil-
ling to conduct these farms as they should be, with-
out risk of failure, appeared next to impossible.
-However. the Council hopus to obtain more certain
and perhaps equally good results by offering pre-
miums for the best cultivated farma in every county
and every praish.  Regulations have been earefully
drawn so that porsons chosen to decide hetweon
compztitors wills know on what grounds to hase

their awards. Thess competitions, which are to
begin next yoar, will no doubt create amongst

farmers a apirit of cnnlation, cansing them to stady
awel practio: improved modes of farming, and will
thus be of such importance in their results that it
becomes the duty of infliaential men living in the
country to do ll in their power taseenee the sieeess
of this measure,

Tlie Councii of Agricuiture has honoured me with
a request that [ should visit as many connties as pos-
sible, for the purpose of giving lectures onagricnlture
and of explaining, when necessary, the regulations
passed by the Board relating to these competitions
between fitrmers,  With a view of fulfilling this
Lhonourable, but to me very difticult mission, [ intend
to visit the leadquarters of County Agricultural
Sozieties during the winter; of this due uotice will
be given, when I will have mueh pleasure in meeting
all nersons intorested in the matter: But as it is
impossible to pass tluough every parish, I beg leave
to use your columns to ask the assistance of all your
readers, and especially these from the country, in
this work, which can truly be called a national one.
May their cfforts sccure for this Proviufte those im-
prevements in agriculture which have made of lilcak
and unfavoured Scotland one of.the best farmed
countrics in the world.

To remove any  possible misunderstanding as to
the conditions of these competitions, allow me to
state that next year every Agricultural Sociely shall
offer five prizes, viz.: $50, $4n, $30,$20, and $10, for
the best managed farms in the County. The Council
morcover deaire that prizes be also offered for the
best managed farms in cach parish. As the Legis-
lature votes annually about $630 to each County
Socicty, provided a subgeription of $266 be raised in
the County, they will have abundunt funds to offer
prizes of $10 to S30 in each parish, besides whut may
be required for incidental expenses. Now, what
should be done would be to secnrs in erch parish at
least ten menibers to the Connty Sovicty, who should
lost no time in preparing themselves to obtain the
prizca to he awarded to the hest farmers,

All members of the County Socviety, whose farms
exceed 60 ncres, and who grow at least onc-half acre
of root crops besides potatoes, have a right to com-
pete both for the parish and for the county prizes.
Special prizes may be offercd for smaller farms.

It strikes mc that local and other Municipal
Councils might also vote a comparatively small sum,
which would no doubt tend to stimulate further of-
orts, and secure in consequence better arming prac-
tices in their localtty.

As the rules which judges must follow in making
their awnrds arc of great intorest, you would confer
a favour by re-printing them. :

ligh in the diplomatic service, to whem the
specch was made, I can guarantee to the fullest
exteot its authenticity. “I must have the
city,” suaid the Chancellor, ¢ before I go away ;
and T will have it, if T kave to burn down the
half of it before I can get in.” It is not cle-
mency, but necessity, not generosity, but policy,
which has chosen the system of investment and
of ¢ etarving out.”  With regard to the attempt-
ed erection of batteries by the Prussians, I may
quote a very illustrative remark made recently
by the sume astute Prussian minister. “ The
only disadvuntage,” so he writes in his note
upon the armistice question, ‘¢ that a cessation
of hostilities could impose upon the French,
would be the necessity of discontinuing their
extraordinary and incomprehensibla practice of
firing from their forts.”” The half-veiled petu-
lance of this little sally betrays the annoyance
of the besieging generals better than whole vol-
umes of correspondence from Versaillee. The
fact is, that the French gunners from the forts
persistently destroy day after day the incipient
batteries which the Prussians at first as per-
gistently att>mpted daily to set up.  This ¢ ex-
traordinary and incomprehensible practice ™
bas kept all the ground within fair range of the
forts entirely clear of the enemy and of his guns.
This statement is not mere bombast, or exag-
geration, on the part of the Paris papers. 1
have met and talked with a dozen officers at
least who have seen the Prussian batteries thus
demolished by the forts, The usual practice
now is to note down every morning the spots

*where any operation has been going on. Pow-

erful telescopes reveal the nature of the work,
and the amusement of the day consists in point-
ing the great guns accurately upon the spot.
At night, when the enemy comes out like a
bird of evil omen to continue his operaticns, he
is saluted with a shower of obus for his own
personal benefit, and of heavy boulets for that
of his earthworks, If any of the latter remain
undemolished till the morning a few more dis-
charges complete the destruction during the
ext day. This is the explanation of the con-
cert which enlivens Paris every night.  Tts pre-
paration and esecution form almost the only
occupation of the stout marines imprisoned in
the forts and they work at it withawill, Wit
.;mess the annoyance that so transparently peeps
out behind the pretended ridicule of Count Bis-
marck, ,

BerLiN, Dec. 14.-—A provincial correspond-
dence of this city says the proposed bombard-
ment of Paris has again been postponed, be-
cause such a course at present would be detri-
mental to the military operations. The real
object of the war, and interests of the army at
this juncture, are paramount considerations.
Unquestionably, at the right moment, the com-
mander of the invading army will take such
action as will fuily insure immediate and future
BUuCCesses.

The Medical Gazette of Strasbourg has the
following painfully suggestive announcement as
to the reopened anatomical -school ; ¢ Students
are scarce, but bodies for dissection zre zbun-
dant. There are just now in Strasbourg faci-
lities not to be found elsewhere for anatomical
studies as well as for practice in operative
surgery, and also for the observation of disease.”

15.—It is announced that
Austria, wishing to maintain the existing guar-
antees for the peace of Europe, yet desirous of
sparing the susceptibilities of Russia, adheres
without reservation to the decision of the ap-
proacking conference.

GERMANY,

The Prussian Government declares that the
Great Powers of Europe concerned themselves
in the Lnxemburg matter in the face of their
plain violation of neutrality in the intcrests of
France. Prussia, therefore, reserves to herself
full frecedom for her future course.

BerLIN, Nov, 30.—The papers begin to de-
mand that the impending capitulation of Paris
shall not be accepted, onless the German con-
ditions of peace are ratified at once by the Paris
section of the French Government,

The War Loan of 100,000,000 thalers was
voted all bui unanimously by the Federal Par-
liament. The vote implying the approval of
the well-known Bismarck programme, in accord-
ance with which the war is to be carried on until
the French consent to surrender their German
provinees, is as important from a political as
from a firancial point of view. The sole dis-
sentients were, firstly, five Socialists, who, ex-
pecting the rise of Communisin to suceeed the
establishment of a Republic in France, are loth
to injure the State which is to realize their
beaw ideal; secondly, the notorious Professor
Ewald, of Gottingen, an adherent of King George
of Hunover, and consequent enemy of unity
and all that is connected with it; and, thirdly,
M. Schraps, a Saxon lawyer, and the only mem-
ber sharing M. Ewald’s sentiments on contem-
porary politics. Yesterday’'s debate moved in
the ordinary grooves. From the staunchest
Conservatives to the most advanced Liberals,
the members of al] parties insisted ¢ that a ter-
nitorial barrier must be created against the
haughty, frivolous, and wicked French nation,
The military being unanimous in regarding A)-
sace and Lorraine a5 such a barrier, these pro-
vinces must be annexed whether they like it or
not. It would be rediculous to trust to the
pacific assuranees of the Republic when they
proceeded from men who, at onc time or other
had been as maliciously  eager for war as the
Emperor Napoleon himself, and when all pre-
vious Republics of the French had been as bad
ncighbours of GGermany as their Kings and Em-
perors,”  The only members taking exception
to these opinions were the Communists, who
behaved so uproariously that they had to be
silenced by the Speaker of the Houge. One
of them evincing the strongest predilection for
the French, tempted 2 noble member into re-
marking that if he (the Commupist) were a
Frenchman and outraged a French Assembly
by the like perorations with regard to Grermany,
he would not be permitted to leave the room
with a whole bone in his skin. The party thus
complimented gave as good as he received.
Altogether it was a disgraceful scene, puinfully
differing from the rigid propriety which ordina-
rilly distinguishes Purliamentary debates in this
country.
