ORANGEISM AND FENIANISM.
LETTER OF THR ARCHBISHOP OF DUBLIN.

The following inost important letter of His
Grace the Most Rev. Dr, Cullen, Lord Bishop
of Dublin, bas been addressed 10 the Clergy of
the Diocese on “ Orangeism and Fenianism” :—

Very Rev. Brethres—FHaving lately treated
at some length of the various natural scourges
which menace us, I shall make in this letler a
few observations on two moral evils ansing from
human folly or wickedness, which tend to in-
crease and aggravate our other miseries ; 1 mean
Orangeism and Fenmagisn. It would be well for
Ireland if these two evils were eraticated from
her soil, and their names forgotten. Of Orange-
1sm 1 shall merely say, that ever since its estab-
lishment in Ireland it bas been an impediment in
the way of every improvement, and the source of
the greatest calamilies, and that it is still the
cause of strifes, dissensions, disturbances, and
bloodshed. Endeavoiing to maintain an unnatu-
ral ascendancy of a mere faction over a nation,
it bas always been the enemy of the rights and
interests of those who will not yield to its pre-
tensions. Even within this year 1t has caused
serious riots, and compelled multitudes of peace-
able citizens {o spend weels and mooths in ter-
ror and io dread of their lives. DMany of them,
if they left their houses, were jnsulted ; perhaps
shots were fired at them over their heads, It is
to be hoped that some of our Liberal members
of Parliament will bring this deplorable state of
things before the Legislature. A powerful Go-
vernment ought wol to tolerate any longer the
audacity of a small but active faction ; which,
whilst practising and upholding oppression, is
filed with the spirit of inspiration. It cannot
be forgotten that this party some years ago at.
tempied 1o exclude ber preseat gracious Majesty
from the Throoe, in order to make way for an
Qrange idol, and that very lately they insulted in
a foreign country the youthful Prince whom Pro-
vidence has destined to rule over tbis vast em-
pire. The evils of Orangeism are aggravated
by the fact that some magistrates, and persons
of wealth and station, take part in its orgies.—
In this way Orangeisin 1s logically the pareut ef
Ribbomsm and Fenianism ; for the example of
those in ligh station is a source of scandal to
others, giving them impulse to join in dangerous
combications, and jusufping such a step as useful
or necessary. As loog as persous enjoying pow-
er or influence are ailowed to form secret or
dangerous societies, bow can the bumbler classes
be condemned for following their example ?

[ We publisbed paragraphs omitted Lere in our
editorial columas last week.]

One element of sucress was altogether want-
ing in the Feman organization—it had not gained
any hold on the inhabitants of the country.—
Though they complain, and have great reasoq to
complain, yet they have no sympathy for revolu-
tion or violence, and they eotertam a respect,
founded on their religion, for the laws of the
land, for the hives and proper'y of others, and
for those in power. Sir Jobn Davis, a greal
enemy of Ireland, and one of the organisers of
confiscation, admits 1bat no people n the world
were foader of justice than the Irish. They are
still animated with the same spiri., and if their
rights were protected, and fair play given to
them, they would not even complain, 'They are
not admirers of Mazzmi and Garibaldi, and their
wicked associates. 'They would be filled with
horror were they asked to perpetratas the bloody
scepes of the first French revolution. Pene-
trated with the humilny of the Gospel, 1hey bear
their suflerings  with patience ; and though they
sigh for a termination of their wrongs, and de-
sire that Ireland may become what she ought to
be—great, happy, aod free—yet they would

pever consent to seek a realisation of their aspi-
rations by means bad in themselves or coademn-

ed by the Church. As long as they are ani-
mated by those Christian feelings Feniamsm will

be powerlessamang them. Destroy the Catholic
faith and you will give it strength. Ixtend the
influence of Godless Colleges, and model and
training schools, and you will soon fill Ireland
with Femans, infidels, and revolutions. 1t 1s
very unwise to spend the public money n a way
that produces sucao results,

Moreover, Fenianism appears to bave forgot-
ten the dictales of prudence, having no regard
for the salety of its dupes, and acting as if it
were not desirous of success. When the lead-
ers and oniginators of the movement, some of
whom are now ia prison, brought over MfMan-
us’s remains to this city, they took care, asif to
give timely notice to the police of their inten-
tions, to publish in the Californian papers that
the propoted funerai was to be the first step in a
revolutionary movement. Ever swce, Ameri-
can orators aad Fenian brothers have gone to
great pains to inform the authorities of every-
thing they were contemplating, of the means
they could dispose of, and of the time when
they proposed to commence action. Alarming
accounts were put in circulation, as if to excite
public viglance, and within the last few weeks
we were senously informed that 200,000 Te-
mans were ready 1o take the field n lreland.—
All these aod other simiar wild dreams, were
published 1o the Feman papers in America, and
carefully repeated every week o their organs in
the various parts of the United Iingdomn.—
Were those concerned men of common pru-
dence, lbhey would not bave acted in tlus way.
About to strike a blow, even 1n a bad cause, and
to risk their lives, were they o earnest, they
would have matured their plans in silence, and
acted not afler the fastion of foolish children,
prattling about everything, but with thought, and
like men conscious of baving assumed a work of
dapnger and great responsiility.  Liaoking at the
way in' which the Fenians bave acted in this
country, we must come to the cooclusion that, 1f
you except the leaders, they have gove on with-
out reflecling on what they were doing, and that
unwittingly they were made the tools of some
few wicked and designing men, who, keepmg far
from danger, sought to aggrandise themselves,
and to promote 1heir own interests even at the
risk of the lives and Itberties of others, Those
who have been thus deceived and duped by
koaves, deserve great pity, and ought to be
ireated with leviency. Ere this maoy of them
are lamenting their folly, and anxious 10 retrace
therr steps. There are other reasons to show
that those who have been led astray are worthy

would be quite wrong, because, notwithstanding
the praises of the British press, revolutions are
unlaw!ul, and the great ulol of modern rebel-
lions, Guribaldi, so far [rom beimng wortby of
eulogy or imitation, shocld be coademned as the:
greatest enemy of everything Christran, and the-
worst scourge of the human race. What T
want to urge is merely this, that those who have
been the panegyrists and encouragers of resist--
ance to lawlul authority, and tkese who have-
bowed down before and almost adored Garibaldi,.
cume in for a share of the blame which rests on-
the Fenians ; because they wirtually encouraged’
them to aspire to a great name by attempting to
overthirow a peaceful empire, and to kindle a re-
volutienary fire im this remote corner of the
earth. As to us, reverend brethren, we cannot
allow any bad example to serve as a justification
for what 18 wrong in atself. It s our duty, as
ministers of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, whicka
inculcates humility and obedience, to encomuge ~
a love of peace, ta mculcate patience and* fop- -
bearance in the time of trials and suflerings, and
lo prevent the spread of recret sacieties; and {o- -
check everything revolutionary. The experience
of thie past shows us that revolutions and rebel-
lions tend to inflict the greatest calamities on the
human race, by uprooting all religion, and that
they most invariably terminate in massacres, an-
archy, and despotism. Was not this the history
of the French revolution of 1789; the great mo-
del of all modern revolutionary mevements 7—
Such polttical convulsions are sent as scourges
on States in punishinent of their iniquities and
thew rebelhons against God,  So far from seek-
g to bring them ov, every man of sense and re-
tigion ought to pray to be preserved Irom catas-
trophies so fatal. Those who praise revolutions
ia other countries should recollect: that they may
bring them on in their own ; those who sow the
wind will reap the hurricane.

But are we, then, never 1o seek for the re-
dress of grievances? Are we 1o sit 1n silence,
like Mahometan fatalists, under the lash of the
oppressor, witheut complaining, or without seek-
ing for justice? Certainly not. Nothing more
conformable tv reason and religion than to ex-
pose our suflerings to those in power, and to call
oan them for relief.  Among us it 13 most desir-
able that this should be done by selecting good
members ot Parliament, abie and willing to stafe -
our case aud defend our rights in the legislative
assembly of the nation. We cas-also cyll upon
the press to expose our wanls; we cag petition
and complain uat! we nske ourselves heard,—
SAnce the year 1780 great measures of nublic
utility have been obtained i this way ; and f

ot great eomunseration. We all recollect how
many revolutions have laken place 1n Europe
within the last few years, every one ol which was
praised and eacouraged by the press of Eogland.
The leader of many of those revolutions was the
recoubted Joseph Garibald, a maan oot distin-
tinguisked by talent, by military genius, or any
quality that would give him a clain to be called
gfeai~—a man who was, i reality, nothiog more
or less than a fortunate filibuster or marauder,
who was defeated and lost his prestige the mo-
ment he encouatered a few hundred disciplined
troops at Aspromonte. You reccllect this ad-
venturer wisited England last year, and you know
bow he was received. All London went out to
meet tmin, as if he were the greatest of heroes ;
the first nobility of the country paid him the
bighest passible honars ; and even the prineipal

digmtaries of the Protestant Estahlishment, the

authorised preachers of that gospel which weul-

cates obedience and subordination to lawful

authority, the Protestant Bishops of London and

Oxford, the Protestant Archbisbop of Dublin,

and others, hasteoed to bow before the manp

whose hife bad been spent in conspiracies, and in

altempts to overtirow lawful governments ; in

fine, to the 1dol of all the revolutionists of the

world.

Now, when unsuspecting young men, such as
the lrish youth generally are, happened to read
the eulogies passed on revolutions in other coun-
tries, was it not nalural that they should ask —
If a revolutionist be so praiseworthy elsewhere,
why not get up one at home? Tf it was a glo-
rious thing for Garibaldi (o collect a flzet at
Genoa, and invade a country which was hiving in
peace with all other States, and dethrone its
Kiug, why should not a Head Centre of 1lie
Fenians in America collect an 2rmy, snd endea

vor to overthrow the Government of this Em-
pire ? If Garibaldi was a hero for Ins exploits,
why should not a valiant Colonel of his own
stamp, the great Ceatre of the Fenian move-
ment, have a right to wall w bis footsteps 7—
Why should ue not be applauded by all Eag-
land? If equal justice were to be shown to
both sides, sbould not Liondon, and the LEnglish
nobility, and dignitaries of the Protestant chureh,
and the press of Fogland, and the Orasge press
of Ireland be as loud i the praises of the dis
ciple as they were in extolhag by revolutionary

the Femans, and those who fraternise with them
only give up therr idle boastings and menaces,
there is no doubt but a greal inany other con: :
cessions will be obtained.  Whilst we are weal:-.
and poor, and wnarmed and divided, it is sheer
madaess to talk of revolutions, or to pretend to ~
assail such a Pawer as Eagland, Pretensions of «
that kind, besides making us a laughing-stock to
others, will only render our condition worse thap -
it 1s, and prevent the correction of abuses angs
and the improvement of the country.  But, on
the ather side, our cause is so just, our suﬂ"en,ngs
bave been so great, and our grievaaces are so
patent, that if we expostulate, f we reason, and
urge matlers with earnestness, actmg with pa~
tieace and perseverance, we shall undoubtediy-
oblam everything necessary for the welfure of
our people.  Following this course, we shall be -
acting 1n conformity with the dictates of our re--
ligion, a matter of paramount importance ig.
whatever we undertake. 'The teaching of the
Scripture 1s quile clear—¢ Let every one,’ says
St. Paul, ‘be subject to higler powers, for
there is oo power but from God; and those that
are, are ordained of God. 'Therefore, be that
resisteth the power resisteth the orumagce of,
God ; and they that resist purchase to themselves.
demnation’— (Row. xiii. 1.)  Whlst Bcripture -
lays down this doctrine, it"1s not only foolish, .

s0. So far from condemning patriotism; 1 would
wish to see every one anxious ta serve lns coun-
try, and o establish a claira to be cafled its be-
iiefactors... Tlhis can be done without being rich
or powerful, or orators, ‘ot poets, or politicel
writers, or members of secret .socielies, or con-
spirators ; it can be done by.doing good ia what-
ever sphere of life a man may be placed, Pass-
ing over in:silence our rulers and representatives,
who, 1f disposed, can show their love of coun-
try, and serve it in a thousand different ways, is
it not evident that lathers of farilies can become
patriots by giving a good Catbolic education to
their children, by training them in - habits of in-
dustry, by teaching them to avoid useless and
extravagaul expenses, and by bringlog ihem up
in the fear and love of God? The rich can es-
tablish a claim on their country by chartty and
goad works, by giving useful. employment, and
promoting the wmierests of their dependaats. The
poor can establish a similar claim by faithfully
discharging their duties, by patience and the
practice of every Christian virtue. If the rich
and the poor were to act in this way, undoubt-
edly they would contribute largely to the welfare
of their country. Young men can prove Lheir
patriotism by allention to busipess, by aveiding
1dle company, by devoung themselves to useful
studies, and preparing themselves to assistin car-
rywng oo the trade and commerce or professional
occupations ot the country. The dissipated, the
drunkard, those who spend their days in idleness
and their nights in depraved and bad company,
those who engage 1n and encourage secret plots
and conspiracies, may think they are patriots,
but they are the warst enemies of their couatry.
Unhappily we bave patriots of this kind ; patriots
who by dissipatiog their property and by extra-
vagance qualify thimselves to be a burden m the
workhouse on their parish ; patriots who spend
therr tune in 1tleness or i smoking and drinking ;
who make 1t Lheic business to wterrupt and een-
sure whatever 15 undertaken by others, whilst
they themselves never move a haud to serve their
country. I need scarcely add that we have also
other patriots who are loud in thewr promises aud
professions, but who, acting on sellish motives,
are always ready to sell and revile their coun-
{ry when their own interests can be promoted by
deing so. _

In short, though patriotism 13 2 peble virtue,
we are not 1o lorgel that the word is oftentimnes
inisused, and that the most useless and mischiey-
ous members of society frequently prelend to be
patriots. Let us, reverend bretbren, inculcate
a true Christian love of country, a love of coun-
try founded on the observance of the Gospel,
and copnected with charty towards all; and let
us exhort our flocks to acquire a clam to that
virtue by avoiding sin, and everything scundal-
aus, by being sober and temperate, by practising
the duties of their holy religton, aud by edifying
the warld wath the odar of the geod works which
they -perform. Those who frequent the sacra-
wmeats, and adore God in humble and persevering
prayer, will bring blessings on their couatry, and
save therr own souls. Mo onme can love his
country properly who neglects his religion, and
sacrifices the welfare of his own soul for all eter-
mty. ¢ Seek ye first the Kingdow of God and
His justice and all other things will be given to
you” When I bad terminated the preceding
lines, an Aliocution of the Pope, addressed to the
Cardinals on the 25th September, reacked me.
In it His Holiness renews the various excommu-
micatiops which were issued by Clement X1,
Benediet XIV., Pius VIL, and Leo XL,
against Freemasous, and members of all other
such secret societies.

The sverage number of persons
attendiog public worship in the churches of tue dio-
cess of Dublin on Sunday mornings amount to 40,
065, onSunduy afternoons and evemngs, 19,173, The
clergy, of course, do not under3tate the numbers com-
pustug thei: congregations, eiill less are they likely
1o understate the number of commanieanta. ‘The lar-
gest numbers aueuding Cowmmuciona are on Christ-
mwag-duy and Eusier Sunday. Ouv Christmas day in
1863 there were in the axch-dioceses of Dubiin 13,861
commugicants, and cn Dusier-day last 13,575
Let vg allow for sume increass since last year, and

in all the churches of the united diovess These
churches are 171, of whick 144 zre in the diocesa of
Dublin, and 37 in Kildare. This would give about
82 cvmmunicants for each church. The total nuw-
ber of the clergy in the united diocess ia 253, so that

549L., to which if we add the net incomeofthe Arch-

His Lordship, while
giving soouities, or 61 gears’ leages of adequute
farms to the representatives of the middlemeun, let
the rest of the estate to the sub-tenants st one-balf
or one-third of their previous rents, doing awsy with
the ‘ rundle’ or ‘common’ sysiem, and giviag each
tenant Lis own hoiding. Tbe esiate was squared
witbout oze eviction, all wishiog to go to Awerica
getting free passages, with permission to sell their
cattle and grain, their arrears of rent forgiven, snd
8 sum of money,according to the number of the
family, oo landing. A story i3 told that when bis
sgents, Messcs. Stewsrts and Kincaid, hsd arranged
for the rate of passages, his Lordship wrote to vhe
shinowner that if tbe rates agreed upen would not
allow the best treatinens und food on shipboard o
* his people,’ the contract should be cancelled, and
one made to treat them well. Oua beiog iaformed
that the merchant was conoteat with the prics, he
replied, to give ‘o tumbler of hot rum punch every
Sanday after dinrer to hia people, whlc_h wag car-
ried oot in thres or four shipa; but on Leing remon-
steated with by the Clergy that this was bud esam-
Dple, he ordered the sShipowaer in the other vessels to
éive coffee e2od biscuit duily after dinner. 'These
tittle traits will show the character of the man.—

Heuce, if added to saited and smoked meats, it im-
parts to thew ull the nutritive qualities of fresh
meat. It has been introduced iuto the Bavanan
pharmacopoeia with great success, and bas proved of
great efficacy in cases of want of nutrition, indiges-
tion, and bodily weakoesa, Io the Royal Pharmacie
of Musiuh 5,0001b. of meut are employed yearly in
its preparation. ¢ Inbe supplies of s body of troops,
saya M. Parmentier, an eminent French authority the
extract furnishes the wounded soldier with a restora-
tive which, with a little wine, immediately renews his
strength waated by loss of blood, and ensbles him to
gupport removal to the pearest field hospital’ It
may be kept unchanged under nnfavourable circam-
gtances ia cellars,. and in moist, warm' atmospheres.
Liebig states thav he bas seen samples from ths phar-
macie at"Munich, which have bean preserved 15
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yeats'in vessels Btopped with'a simple oork, or with
paper, which ‘exbibited no sigcs of deterioration,—

«f whom 539 were English, 387 Irish, 17 Scotch, and
143 other countries. o Victoria there were two
ships, with 47 cabin and 517 asteerapge passengers, of
whom 201 wers Epglish, 35 Scoteb, 267 Irish, and
16 other countries; muking o total of 32 shins, with
958 cabin and 9121 steerage passengers. -Ia ¢ short
ahips,’ or ghips not sailing under the act, there sailed
to the United States five ships eud 556 passengers ;
to New South Wales one sbip, with 28 passengera;
1o Victorin one ship, with 26 passengers ; to the West
Indies two ships, with 19 passengers ; to South Ame-
rica tour ships with 123 puasengera; and to Africa
one ship, with 49 passepgers; being an increase over
the game month of last year of 3261.

DisgoveEry oF MixkraL TREASURE IN YORGEHIRR.~
Yorkshire is perhaps the richest county in Eogland
in the extent of its territory, in the health, thriving-
negs, and number of its population, in the fruttful-
ness of it soil, and in mineral trersures, There are
doubtless stores of undiscovered minernl treasures
in Yorksbire sufficient to'supply.the most extensive
waants ; and in proof of this it is only nacessary to
refer to the Oloveland Hills, and to relate briefly the
remarkable dlscovery of minerals made within the
lng: ferwr mogths in e bitherto comparatively unfre-
quented part'of Yorkshize. The river Nidd rises in
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the Wernside raoge- of hills about twenty miles to -~
the north-weat of Harrogste ; it receives the tribit-
ary waters of the small river the Stesn; ruos past -
the little village of Lofthouse, onward through Pale-
ley, past the neighborhood of Harrogate, and empty-
ing itself into the Ouse it rums past the cnthedral
city of York. The river or rivers in their higher
portions are narrow, sinuous, and somewhat rugged.
A gentleman who resides at Harrogate has for the
past two years been investigating Lhose portious of -
the hills and valleys which lie within an ares of fif-
teon or twenty miles from the village of Liofthounse
to the Wernside mountains oo the north.west and-
the runge of mountaing en the north-east. The ro-
sult of bis inveatigatious has been tie dissovery that
the entire district i3 rich 1o minersls. Beds of eo-
crinitic, gray, binck, avd other marblea lhuve beer -
found 1w lie in layers 1o the exteut.of upwards of
thirty feet in thickness, and coveliog ng nrea of
tbout ten square miles. They are within two feet of
uhe surface, and %0 abundaot and oxposed are they
thnt the rocky channel of the river Siean is entirely
composed of marble, The river is choked with huge
blocks of that materinl, and its preeipitons marble
sides, which are polished by the rushing wirter
floods, are filled with encrinitic and other fossils,
which pesr ont iu countless myriads along the solid
marble taces of the cliffs whick hedgo in the river,—
Not auly is the marble to be had in almast un’imited
quantity, but the district is rich in ordinary limes
Btooe, in beautiful freestone, in lead ore, in iron-
stoue, und in coal. Every appliance required for
tho purpose of the most extensive comwmercy exists in
the locality, uud capital nnd enterprisa gaflicient to
dovelop the wonderful resourzes uf the bills and
dalea of Nidderdule are sloce required, in order to
muke a hitherto unfrequented and lovely valloy one
of the busiest scenes of commercinl industry in the
world. The railway alceady runs to Pateley, and
seveu miles of addilional live would place all
parts of Englaod io railwsy connexion with the
cichest trensures of marble, limestone, freestone,
ironstone, and coal that have yet been recorded in
the bistery ot modern eatlerpriae. Tbis dlscovery
appenrs to be mersly n re-discovery, as on the hill -
tops there are whut are termed bell-pits, from which -
ironstoue has been worked. Large heaps of slag,.
the refuse of calcined ‘ironstone, hero and there dot
the hills, sud wre covered with vegetation. It is
also inore than provable that marble fram the dis-
iricy just diseovered bas been used in tho building
of Feuntning Abbey, which is within o few milea of
tho jocality, and the margle pillars of which are of
the same Xind ns tbat now ro-discovered. Ther
durability, thecefore, of the marbloe is beyond ques-
tion, as tho marble pillars are almost ag fresh aud
perfect to-dey ag they wero at the time when $wwo-
abbey was etected, Lead ore abounds ; and piypo’-
lend have been found bearisg the imprint of Avgus. -

The damage caused to the Muistry br the
death of Liord Palmerston have lLee repaired, or
rather patched up for the momeat, by the ap-
paiotment of Lord Russell as Premier, and of
Lord Clarendon as Ioreign Secretary. From
she personnel of the present Ministry we may
-expect that neither the foreign nor tie domestic
«policy of the Government will be materially af.
-fected by the death of the late Premier. A mo-
«dified Beform Bill is perhaps wevitable.

Tke celebrated cruizer Shenandoak, of the
‘Confederate Navy whilst the Confederate States
were yet in existence, and before their liberties
and national independence had been crushed out

~%er armament will perhaps be handed over to the
-U..Btates authorities, but the crew bave been
released upoa parole, aa arrangement the logic of
which we do not understand.

The general European news 1s of lttie inter-
est.  The ILtalian elections have given, it is said,
a great mcrease to the Ministerial party—the
Mazzinians or extreme revolutionists on the one
hand, and the Conservative or Catholic party on
the other bana, being but feebly represented.
Meantime, the financial coadition of the bogus
Kingdom of Italy 1s most deplorable, and to re-

- duce the annual deficit to the modest amount of
. 100 millions, the Finance Minister bas no re-
sounce to propoese except a tax upon flour, the
schief faod of the people. The miserable conds-
“tion of the Italiar populations under the revolu-
tiopary zegume lor which they bave exchanged
ftheir aacieot legitimate rulers, 1s pithilly de-
. seribed, by an important Protestant witness, the
. correspondent of a New York paper quoted by
+the Montreal Witness, in the following terms :(—

-  Tho Ttalians of to-day, are beset with immeagure-
- able difficuliles. They havea hostile elergy, a dis-
contented peasantry, a landed proprietary grosning
uoder heavy taxetlion, seaports without trade, and
capital without movement ; brigandage in the south,
beggary in the north, a ruined exchequer, and a not
wery reputable ¢ urt. And beside all these internal
droubles they are in constant peril of war with ' Aus-
tris, and of difficulties wish the Pope, or the party of
action.”

From the above it is pretty evideat that, how-
ever profilable personally, it may bave been to
rthe chiefs of the revolution, the people of Italy
-are no gaers by it, and have abundant cause to
~regret therr ancient rulers.

it was to the great religious apostacy of the XVI.
- century in Germany.

The same canses are in operation n the one
case as i the other, The movement amongst the
more corrupt and licentious of the people of Ttaly,
koown as the Itallan Reformation, considered on
its religious side 13, as even its admirers and most
enthusiastic champions admi, only a Protest
against Catholic ascelicism. Our Italian Pro-
testers are a set of men who would fain retain the
name of Christians indeed, but who object to the
restraipts which Romash Chnistianity imposes
upon their passions and their atimal appetites.—
Christians they would be, but Christians without
the cross. Tired of; or rather disgusted with, the
old, narrow, steep and rugged path, the wvia
cructs which leads up Calvary, they seek for a
short cut, and an easy road to heaven.

But Christianity without the cross, without

the daily sell-dealals, the hourly crueifixion of the
flesh with all the lusts thereof which Catholicity
preaches, 18 butfas the play of Hamlet, with the
part of Hamlet omitted ; an¢ 1t is just because
the pacty of the Revolution and of the Reforma-
tion in Italy see clearly that the Catholic
Church can never be persutaded to relax her
asceticism, or to conform to the self-indulgent
spirit of the age, that, in despair of effecling a
relorm, as they call 1t, within the Church, they
now openly aud avowedly separate themselves
from ber communion altogether.
It mnst oot e thought, however, that in so
doing they embrace any of the peculiar tenets of
the sixteenth century reformers; that they take
up with Lutheraoism, settle dows into Calvinisms
or that they display any spiritual affinities mith
Anglican or DPresbyterian, with Metbodist,
Baptist, or Quaker. On this point there is no
room for mistake, and the most eathusiastic and
sanguine fmends of a renovated Italy are here-
upon most explicit. 'Whnat the Reformation 1n
Italy is, what are its causes,and what its ends are
very well set forth in an article usder the caption
« Marriage Among the Italian Priesthood,”
whick the Montreal Witness copies from the
New York Times :—

“ The Missionary efforts,” admits the writer, *now
mekiog ia that country ({faly) are unotoriously suc-
cessful only amoog the more ignorant of the people.
There iz no longer any prejudice againat foreign
Protestants in Italy, but she educated Italians cer-
tainly disdain those ot their own race who become
Culvinigte or Lutbersns, and we think they wiil
never wholly accept transalpine reform.”

This paragraph contains several most important
admissions, recognises several truths upon wiieh
Catholics have often insisted; that educated
Catholics invariably spurn with contempt the re-
higious systems that obtain amongst the disciples
of the Reformers of the sixteenth century ; and
that only amongst the most grossly ignorant has
the evapgelical Protestant Misstonary any chance
of obtaining converts. The reason 13 obvious.
Asa rehgion Protestantism addresses and re.
commends itself, not to the intelligence of maa,
but to his belly, to his lower or animal nature ;
as a philosopby 1t may iadeed recommend itself
to the refined and educated, but in that case it
results in the negation of all supercaturalism, of
all that distingwshes Christianity from pare
theism.

And so invariably dees this rule hold true,
that the Protestant writer from whom- we have
quoted above, admits that there is little or no
reason to expect thet educated Italians will ever
accept Protestantism as it .has hitherto existed
north of the Alps; thus virtually admitting thag
it the latter form of Protestantism be true, it is
not probable tnat Italian Protestants of the edu-
cated classes will ever embrace the truth, no
matter to what extent bibles or tracts may be
circulated amongst them. In this opicion all
Catholics, all who have ever seriously reflected
upon the subject, will certamly coincide.

But in Italy, and amongst the educated classes,
Protestantism is not in any sense a religious
movement. It did oot originate 1 any fanciful
yearnmngs after a bigher spinitual life than can be,
than daily is, realsed in the Catholic Church by
many of ber faithfol children. It is for the most
part a political or national movement, kept alive
by hatred to the temporal power of the Pope,
and the independence of the Holy See, n which
Italian revolutiomsts perceive insuperable obsta-
cles to the realisation of theiridea of a centralised
Italy. To these political and national motives
are certawnly superadded the natoral aversion of
sensual man to asceticism, in every shape, and

above all, in the shape of chastity, upon which the

‘Catholie Church, ike her Diviae. Spouse,- sets so
high a‘price. Herce it is that, accordiog to the
New - York Times, the Italian Reformers aim,
not at the overthrow or even the serious modifi-
cation of any of the supernatural dogmas of the
Church, but content themselves with demandiog
two things. 1st. The abolition of the Tem-
poiol Power of the Pope: 2ad. The repeal o)
the law ot chastity to which all Priests volun:
tarily submit themselves when admitted to Holy
Orders in the Cburch. With these two reforims,
Italian Protestants would for the present, so
thiuks the writer whom we gquote, be fully satis-
fied, He says:—

% There are ablo men among his—Padre Passigiia’
—followers who regard tha marriage of the priest-
hood 86 one of the prime necessities of a progressive
and enlightened Church. 1t will appear so to most
Protestants; and all travellers and sojoormers in
Italy will consent that it is an important step.”

Aund again, speaking of the ultimate objects of
Ttalian Protestants, he says :—

' They now regard the reform of the clergy’—to
wit the repeal of the law of celibacy)—‘and the
destruction of the temporal power as the 2ole good
to be desized.”

This is very intelligible, The temporal power
1s certawly an obstacle to the centralisation
policy of Italian revolutionists ; and in the same
way an unmarried Priestbood, is a serious ob-
stacle to the revolutionary policy of reducing the
clergy to a condition of subservience to the
State or civil power. Of course a married man
with children 13 oot likely to be so independent 1n
spirit, so bold in language and in action, as the
celibate upon whose salary bo wife, no hittle ones
are dependent for their daily bread and butter-
An uomarried clergy, as all history shows, can
never b2 brought to complete subjection ta the
State ; and, on the other band, a married clergy
bave always been the useful tools and pliant
creatures of every despotism, whether monarchi-
cal or democratic, This 1dea, as much as their
natural aversion to the asceticism of Catholieny,
inspires the agitation amongst the partizans of
the Revolution in Italy who insist so earnestly upon
the repeal of the law of celibacy, and the mar-
riage of the Priesthood. Their object isto
make of the priest the servant of the State,a mere
public official, a docile Goversment Jack. For
tlis purpose they propose, 1st., to depnive the
Cliurch of her property, and thus to reduce the
clergy to the rank of salaried State officials;
but as even this might not suffice to crush out
all the spirit of independence amongst the clergy,
if its members were all bachelors, with pone de-
pending upon them for swupport, they seek, 1o
the pext place, to replace the celibate priest, by
the married clergyman ; caleulating that 10 the
pew domestic ties thus contracted, thatin the
feelings of responsibility which the latter would
acquire as a husband and as the father of a family
dependent upon him for their support, the State
would find ample secarity agaicst aay outbreak
of an inconvenient spirtt of independence amongst
that class of 1its officials which, above all olher
classes, 1t seeks to keep in a state of subjection
and humble dependence. The italian Reformers
the Luberals throughout the world have on this
point the same ideas, the same asprrations.—
With the page of history opea befere them, they
see low often, and how boldly, Popes, and|
Bishops, and simple Priests and Mooks, have
dared to rebuke the excesses of Emperors, and |
Kings ; they argue that if these men bad beeo ham-
pered with vives and large families of small chit- |
dren; they would bave beem more cautious ip
their language, that they would probably have he-
sitated to iocur the wrath of one who mught by a |,
word, not only bave sent them to the dungeon or
the scaffold, but bave condemzed their families to
starvation. They see too that a married clergy |
18 always docile, always fawoing and cbsequmous
to the powers chat be; that from its ranks |
arises no obstinate Thomas of Canterbury ; steps
forth no Ambrose, to rebuke the tyrant, or te
umpede the gratification of hus lusts 5 they cleacly
perceive that the priest’s boldness, and the inde-
pendesce which they deprecate, which they
dread, was fosterec by the law of celibacy, as
well as by the temporal power of the Pope; ard
thecefore it is against these, not against dogmas,
that for the present the aftacks of Italian Pro-
testants or Revolutiomsts—for the terms are
identical — are chiefly directed. A ¢ Married
Priesthood” is a servile Priesthood, the slave
either of Cwmaar or of the meb; now the ideal
Priest of the revolution is a slave, preaching, oot
the Word of God, bat of humanity ; inspired not
by the Holy Ghost, but by the ¢ spinit of the
age.”

. CENTRALISATION AND PHOTESTANTISM. —
‘The pame of M. de Tocqueville- will be famihiar
to many of . our readers as the aathor of many
valuable political treatites. .An edition of lis
works is being published 1n Paris by M. Gustave
de Beaumont, who bas obtained access to some
letters of the deceased, never yet made public.
From these we make some extracts,as a protest
from .a great man against the mouoster political
evil of the day  centralisation.” Wrnting from
Londoa M. Tocqueville says -—

# M —— gaid to me yesterday, Enagland is the
couatry of decentralisation. We have a ceatral
governwment, but we have not a central administra-
tion. .

% The great cause of the material progress of Eng-
land is it Don centralization. Yoo will never ob-
tain from sny Goverument dacentralization. Cen-
tralisation is too tempting to the pussioug of rulers,
and even those who preack decentralization will
always give up their doctrine the moment they &t-
tain power, (The trulh of this 1s strikingly exempli-
fied 1n Canadu,)

% The greater part of those who 1n France spesk
against centralization do not wish to putan end to it
completely ; some because they are in power; others
because they hope to attain it. Decentral-
ization, like liberty, is a thing which ihe leaders of
the people promise, but which tbey mnever give. To
obiain 1t, and to preserve it, the people should count
only on their o#n efforts; acd if the peopie have no
taste for it the evil is without a remedy.”

In these remarks there is so much applicable
to our own condition, as well as to that of
France, and to our more immediate neighoors,
that we make no apology for laying them before
our readers. In fact the whole battle betwixt
Liberalism and Conservalism, m so far as 1itS
purely secular aspect is concerned, may be sum-
med up as the battle betwixt ¢ centralisation”
and * de-centralisation,” and this is a truth which
cannot be too often repeated or toe strongly -
sisted uwpon. Wherever we see a movement
towards ¢ centralisation” in the State, there we
may be sure tha: the leaven ot ¢ Laberalism” 1s
at work ; so that at once, and without parley,
the Conservative, 1f faithful to his principles, will
assune an attitude it not hostile, at ail events sus-
pieious, as towards that movement ; but, fat isa
movement originating not from the rulers, but
from the people, he will without more ado put
It down as a sympiom of pational decadence,
and as a sigo of the approaching extinction of all
national liberties, Thus 1t is to-day in the
peighboring Republic.  The late President
originated pothing ; he did but carry out, to the
est of his abilities, and of the light within hum,
the policy which the Idorthern people im-
posed upon him; and that people, intent only
upon crushing the South, because the South was
the champion of State-Rights, did not then see,
perhaps do not yet see clearly, that by destroy-
ing the local liberties of the Sewtherners, and by
the triamph of their ¢ centralising” policy they
bave given the death biow to their owa liberties
and have laid themselves open to the most in-
tolerable of despotisms.

As a general rule, however, tke centrahsing
movement originates with the rulers. It wasa
Rachelieu, the greatest, at all evants the most
astute statesman and ruler of the age, who es-
tabhished ¢ ceatralisation” in Franee, and who
by so dowg made the despotism of Lians XLV
and his successors possible, -and the Revolution
with its borrors isevitable. The men of the
Constituent Assembly, ihe Jacobins with their
o republique uite et indwnsible,’ were but the
continuators of the policy of Richekeu, and the
Ioheritors of bis ideas of governmeat, It was
from a few astote statesmen like Cavour, and a
bandful of ambitious demagogues, not from the

Italian people themselves, that the talian cen-

tralising movement, or agitation for Italian Union

‘took its rise; and certainly in Canada the cry

ter Union, and a strong central goverameant, was
not in the first instance the free spontaneous ut-
terance of the Freach Canadian people..

And yet, sad as is the spectacle to all friends
of liberty, the tendency of the age s towards

+¢ ceptralisation,” which 1s in short the last word,

the consommate flower or ultimate product of

-despotism, whether mooarchical or democratic.

Nor s this teadency confined within the secu-
lar order, for the State seeks to centralise or
concentrate in its own hands oot only all cwil,
but all ecclesiastical and spirttual power. This
18 what is unplied by the Cavouriaa formala,
which Luberals delight to repeat—¢ A free
Church in a free State ;” that is to say a Churck
dependent upon and subordinate to the civil ma-
gistrate.  This is the last phase, and the legiti-
mate development of Protestantism. It 1s no
longer dogmatic, no longer does it pretend to
bave any religious side, or character whatsoever.
[t recks no more of faith, whether with, or witbout
good works.  Aatinomianism and Pelagianism
bave had their day, and lize dogs of every degree
bave passed away 1olo oblivien ; all inanners of
false doctrine, and heresies relating only to the
Godhead, to the person and office of Christ, and
the mysteries of Christianity, modern Protestaot-
15m 15 most lolerant of; to them it is iberal or
rather indifferent ; but upon one pouat 1t 18 most
jotolerant, and that is the independence «f the
Chureh of the civil magistrate, and her claims
to be an autonomous or self-governmng body»
owing no account of her actions or her prineiples

to the State. o

It 1s this assertion of her own autonomy, not
ker peculisr mystical doctrines that places the
Church in an attitude of irreconcuable antagon-

ism with the Liberalism of the age." As it is the
object of the L’lbgr’al slalesmaul‘fo concentiate
all power 1n the bands of the State so he can
brook no opposition to s plans of centralisation,
He would tolerate a "Church, nay, indeed he
waould tavor, and richly endow a Chureh which
would acknowledge herself to be his creature, -
subject to his behests, holding from inm, teaching
in the name of the State, and admimisteriag the
Sacrameats at his bidding. It 1s not, we say,
the dogmas of the Church, but the moral power
of the Cburch, a power exercised independently
of Jack-in-Office , of which the Liberal is jealous
and which he seeks to suppress. We have here
tn Canada, even amoagst our so-called Catholies,
Liberals of this stamp, to whom the moral power
wielded by the Church in the Confessional seems
an ahuse, and an encroachment upen the secular
authority. Priests may absolve their penitents,
but they must take care what counsels they give
tbe latter; but they bave no right to make the
admimstration to them of the Sacraments de-
pendent upon cooditions unkaown to, or not ap-
proved of by, the law of the land. With these
restrictions and qualifications, the most Libera] of
statesmen would consent to tolerate and eveq
foster the Church, who, however, will not cog.
sent lo be so fostered and tolerated. And this
is ber crime, this the very head and front of her
offending.

The sects arouse not the jealousy of the State
or civil magistrate, because they have no mora|
porwer or influence over their members. They may
assert their autonomy if they please, for that pre-
tended autonomy 1s but a farce, and s its as-
sertion there is opposed no real limit to the
power of the secular arm. DBut the Catholic
Church 1s a power which says to the State
“ hitherlo shalt thou come but no farther,” ang
which divides with the civil magistrate the aile.
giance and affections of her children. The Ceg.
trahzing process, the concentration of all power—
of power in the spintual as well as in the secular
order—ig the bands of the State, can, there-
fore, pever be complete until the Catholc Church
be humbled, and brought under subjection to the
State, which will then be all o all.

Naturally, therefore, we should expect to find
all Catholics the active opponeats of ¥ central-
ization” and of all political changes tending to
consolidate or centraltze power in the hands of
“ Ong.” Whether that ¢ ONE” be an absolute
King, or an irresponsible Congress, Cesar, or 2
Federal Parllament, matters not ose straw, for
m either case the principle at issue is precisely
the satne ; and warned by esperience, the exam-
ples of history, and the admonitions of their most
illustrious Pastors, Catholics should recoil trom
“ centralization” under whatsoever guise or pre;
tence it may present itself, as the accursed
thing, as the destroyer of ail liberty civil and
rehgious,

It is, therefore, with no smail pleasure that we
find, trom time to time, in our influential contem-
porary the Courrier du Canada denunciationg
of, and warnings against, this mooster evil, which
alss [ 18 not without its advocates even in Lowe,
Canada ; and which, of course, is powerlully sup-
ported, and enthusiastically promoted by the
Clear-Gnits, Liberals, Reformers, or Protestan;
democrats of the Upper Province, who also, as a
bedy, warmly sympathised with the North in its
aggressions upon the *State Rights” of the
South. The Courrier du Canada 1s alive t,
the danger which menaces us in this Province
from the insidious progress of * centralization”
and in a lale 1ssue thus waras its readers against
it Amongst the evils of the day, and the dan-
gers which menace Society, our contemporary
justly remarks ; —

“ The general tendency towards despotic unity
emall States absorved by great, and with lhem'
liberty. Thig is what but lately wrung from a pro-
found thinker the cry of alarm * Everywhere I “per-
ceive a symptom which alarms me for the liberty of
cations, and of the Oharch ; Centralisation increages
and increases always. Should the developmentet"
this tendency continue, some day the pecple per-
chapce who fancied themselves swimming prosperoua
aud bappy in the deep waters of freedom, shall
awake to find themselves caught as in a net, and
awaking they will cry—whare are our libertieg "——
{Discourse of P. Feliz at the Congress of Malines
1864.— Courrier du Canada, Gih Sept., 1865. '

Dgara or O'Loany, —As the death of this old
and efficient officer has excited much regret in the
city we give the following particulara:

O'Leary arrived at Brockville by the 4.30 traio on
Priday afternoon and cslled a¢ an hotel kept by Mr.
Pearce, where he metpeveral persons connected with
toe Grand Trunk Compasy. Remaining till nearly
dark he cama into town, accompanied by two of his
railread acquaintacces, when they called at several
placea and hud gumething to drink. He then returned
to Mr. Pearca’s hotel, where he spent the svening
with otkeca in telling anccdotes and singing songa.
Retiring to bed at ten e'clock,he awoke about one call-
ing for hig wife, ufter which he got up and left the
room, one of the boardera telling him he was not in
his own houss but at Brockville. Hs immediately
cams to ths head of the stairs, missed his footing and
fell to the bottom. He was then conveyed to bed
but never spoke., Medical attendance was procured
buc it was of no avail and about two o'clock in the
mornieg he died, A wouud in his side was opened
by the fall and his shoulder was dislocated.

O'Leary was about 37 yeara of age, and was bora
in Borrisikane, Couaty Tipperary. ~He came to this
country in 1852, aad entered into 1he service of Mr.
Leprobon, and remained aboat & year, On the 17th
of Ociober, 1853, he entered 1he police force as a
supernumerary, He was speedily promoted to do
goecial duty, and oa thbe first vacancy ia the detec-
uive gervice, he received tus appointment from Qapt.
Hayes. He leaves a wite and six children behind
him, tbe eldest being only 12 years old, and his loss
will be mueh regreited by the commupity in general,
The inquest at Brockville was adjourned till this
morning. O’'Leary’s revolver was missing, suspicions
of fou! play are glill entertained, and it ia even con-
jectured that chloriform might have been adminis-
tered. On Ssturday, Sub-Chief Naigle proceedea to
Brockville with a coftin to receive the remains.

On Monday a3 inqueat wad held, and tke jury ra-
turned the tollowiug verdict: * The jury are of
opinion that Joln OQ’Leary met his death at the Hotel
of Joseph Pesrce, in the town of Brockville, on the
morning of Saturday, the 18th November, 1865, from
c>ncussion of the brain, caused by fulling down &
flight of stairs while under the inflaence of liguor.”

Saccine Muonper 1x LamMpToX, = d1 old man butcher-
ed in bed.— A murder of a pecinliarly borrifying na-
ture occarred in the towaship of Sombra, eouaty of
Lambton, on Satordey night Iast. The details of the
shocking deed bave yet but Imperfectly reached us,
but from pacticulars given by & resident of the locali-
ty, we learn that on the night in quastion an old man
named John Stephenson was murdered while aleeping
in bed beside his wife, and the houss afterwards rob-
bed, The victim, it appears, wa3s & man of little
means, who moved from the towz of Newport, Michi-
gan, some time during the summer, after having dia-
poaed of property there, which reelised a consider-
sblesum. With a portion of this he bonght a lot in
the township of Sombra, on the Oanadian side of the
St. Clair., These circumatances were known to the
murderers, who concluded in consequence that he
must have a large sum about his persan.  According-
ly on Saturday night last, thrce men crozged the
river at azpoint opposite the old man’a honge, two of
whom remained outside, and one proceeded {nside —
Tne man inside found bis victim seleep in bed, and
hig wife by his eide. Seizing her, hs gagged her
mouth by a pillow, while he despatched her hugband
with & bludgeon. Little resistance was offerad, and
the villain proceeded to ransack tue bhouse, but oaly
found thirty dollara as the pries of ths infamous work
the rest of the money having been deposited iz the
bank of Upper Oaunada, at Sarnia, a few daya before.
On his departure the woman succeeded in arousing
the noighbors, when a crowd colleoted arround the
bouse to hear the detaila of the deed, one of these, &
man bamed Drummond, ¢oming up, addressed the
natortunate woman, seking her ¢ what was up.” Im-
mediately she recognised him ag her husband’s muc-
derer, and he was conveyed to the Sarnia jail, where
he now lies incarcerated. Tha other companion was
abortly atterwards caught, while the third wag It off,
on its being represented that he .nerely rowed them
acrops the river. His evidence would be a strong
ciroumstance against the prizane.s, and he will pro.
bably be de:mined for this purpose. All the parties
engaged in the affair are said to b3 inhabitants of
Newport, and were probably known t¢ the woman.—

Taa Ascor Goup Miva, This mineis owped bya
Company in New York, of which Majoc King of
Sherbrooke is a member. It is located ou the Dodd’s
Brook four miles from Sherbrooke. The Company
commenced operations some monthagince by digging
a gluice-way from the Magag river about 70 rods np
the brook, and erecting a sluice for waahing gold.
They have been washing about two weeks, and have
had greater success than has been reported anywhere
else io the Townehips ; in fact the result has been far
beyond tke average digging in Oalifornia in its best
days. The amount of gold washed mix days (32
bours) from Oct. 218t to Oct 27th by three mea 13
oz, 6 dwta, 7 grs. Reckoning the gold $10 per oz.,
it will amouat to $253, equal to $2,77 per hour for
each laborer, or $27,70 par day of 10 hours per man.
Several of our townsmen are convinced that it is the
richest mine 1o the Eastern Towcahips, if not in the
Province. The gold taken out is very soarse and
rough, many of the nuggets having specs of quartz
adherng to them, showing that they have mot been
far. Many of the nuggets are a3 large as a good
sized bean, one was taken from ths bed of the river
a8 large a8 & walnut. The gold growa plentier as
they approach the bed rack, which hag not yet been
reached. The whole flat bordering upon tha brook,
which extends over a mile from the river hag been

-prospected aud found rich in gold. A well defined

vain of gold beacing quartz hag been digsovered about

.1 100.rods from the river, .apecimens- from which have

assayed over $28 to the ton. ' This was from quartz
in which gold was oot visible to the naked eye. The
same Gompsny we understand, have discovered rich
specimens of quartz near the residence of W L, Fel-
ton, Beg., in Belrldere, contairing gold, silver and

copper in great abundance.

Barr or ror Orrawa awp Prpaoorr Ranwar. —
The largest anction sale which has taken place for
many year3, 80 far as the amount at-issue is concern-
od, came off in Toronto on Tuesiay, when the Otta-
wa and Pregcott Railway was brought to the hammer.
Tho novelty of a railway, with allits appurtenances,
being for sale, drew a large number of persous ta tke
rooms of Wakefiald, Ooate & 0o. But there was
only one bid, and the gentleman who bought the
railwsy was Mr. H, U. R. Beecher,Q. 0., of London,
C W., who fairly scared away ail competitors, if
there wers any among the crowd, by a bid of £50,000
currengy. Mr, Beacher, however, waa not the real
purchaser, ha merely acted a8 sgent for Joseph Ro.
bioson, E:q, President of a Welsh Iron CQompany,
who was, it is said, one of the largest creditors of the
Ottawe and Prescott road.

The Emigration Returos, showing the number of
emigranta who arrived at the port of Quebee, from
openiog of navigation to tho 1st November, has just
besn published. With regard to steerage passengers,
the retaros are as follows : —From Eugland, 7, 343 ;
Ireland, 4,227 ; Scotland, 2,366 ; Germany, 1,408 ;
Norway and Sweden, 3,378 ; ‘otal, 18,722—being
1,001 more than in the corresponding period of last
year. The destination of these passengers is stated
88 follows : Eastern Townships, 129; Montresl,
1,102 ; central digtric'a, 4253 Toronto, 727 ; west of
Toronto, 785; Ottawa district, 146 ; remaining in
Quebec, 145. The total for Capnada is thus 3,460.
For the United States, 12,046 are set down. Several
bundreds are not accounted for.— Globe,

Flour
has likewige risen at Marseilles, in consequence of
large orders from Egypt. Sales were made at Mar-
eilles on” Saturday at from 36f. to 37f. the bag of
1224 kilogrammes, with 1 per cent. discouot. Flour
.of the six marks was officially quoted in Paris on Sa-
tarday evening at 52f. the sack.

.Accounts received from 138 provincial eorn mar-
keta atate that there wasa rise in 54, while there was
a fall, or a tendency toa fall, in 19. The rest were
either firm, or without variation. The Marseilles
market is romarkably fGrm, Polish wheat was sold
there on Saturday at from 29f. to 30f. 50c. the mea-
sure of 150 litres ; Varna, 27f. 50c; Danubinn, 26f
“%5c. The price of wheat bas risen higher at Bor-
deaux than millers can afford to pay, There were
more than 59,000 hectolitres of wheat shipped at Non-
tes dariog the last eight, days, aud more could have
been sold had there been ships to take itaway. Good
wheat is quoted in Parizat from 26f 50c. to 28f. the
‘8ack of 126 kilogrammes.

It is most curious to observe how in many of th_e line
regiments, cavalry as well as infaotry, artillery,
engineers, and even those corpe like the Zounaves -and
Ohasseurs d' Afrigue, whose whole service is in Alge-
ria, there are mec of the first families in Fraoce, mea
whose titles date from deys far asterior to any of our
nobility ; while in the Imperial Guard these are al-
moet unknown. The Imperial Guard is officered al-
together by men who have nothing but their profeas-
ion to look to, and who are nearly sll from what our
newpaper writers would cal! the lower strata of the
middle class. The Emperor bas done his utmost to
make the Guard popular in France. He has insti-
tuted in every regiment meases on the footiog of our
English service, end to some of them he has pregent-
ed costly sets of plate, &e. But it is of no vse; the
mess system is disliked in the French army, and the
lmperial Guard is most umpopular throughout the
whole service, Whelher some of the more thinking
men amongat the officers look forward to a day when
another family will rule at the Tuileries it is not for
me to say.

Ihaveoften beard Englishmen wopder bow it ia that
our army costs su wuch more in proportion than that
of France. Accordiug to the latest army estimates
which 1 bappen to have by me—those of 1862 63 —we
in England paid £15,139,379 for an army of 145,450
men and 14,116 horses; whilst for the same period
the French paid £14,599,000 for an army of 400,000
men, 105,000 horses, and & reserve of 150,000 men,
That i, we pay—~or paid two years ago-rnore than
half & million of money dearor than the Frenck pay,
or paid, for four times our number of men, and seven
times our numbser of men, and seven times our num-
ber of horses. This dilference is somewhst atartling,
and I wonder it has pot ere this called forth more
scilive operations in the way of army estimate re-
formos,

The cortege
passed round by the esstern coloonade, and passed
by the Porta di Angelica. I walked in that direc-
tion, and, on reaching the summit of the Monte Mario,
from which the best view of Rome 19 had I met kie
Holiness, who had descended from big carrisge, and,
in company with Monsignore Talbot and another
monsignore, and followed by the rest of his suite, was
walkivg down the hill. ¢{Lreatened lives last a
long time.’

: RUSSIA. .

St. Pererssorc, Oor. 20. The Correspondance
Russe publishes the following article relative to the
substitution of the Russisn for the Polis2 lan-
guage :—

* We have already had occasion to note how the
public miad in Russia iz preoccupied with the im-
portant questionof the substitniion of the Russinn
for the Polish language hitherto used in the instruc-
tion of the Oatholic religion. This question i8 most
important, for it touches at the same time our dearest
political interests ucd the most honourable sentiments
of the peoplv whom it concerns. OCatholicism, like
other recognized religions, exists in every part ofthe
Empire, but the Catholis population, which iz ex-
tremely dense in the kingdom of Poland, is more
thinly scattered the farther it penetrates icto the
Russian provinces, snd at last becomes only an ex-
ception. Ia this infiltration of Catholicism into the
interior of our provinces it has been presisently fol-
lowed by the Polish langnage, irrespestive of the
number or of the nationality of it adberents. This
tradition i f the period of Poland’s independence--a
tradition. which has been perserved till our time—is
dangsrous. Itisknown that everywhere the Oa-
tholic priestho.d willingly joica temporal to its
spiritual preoccupations ; as the Polish clergy is far
from an exceptivn to this rule, and as it employs all
the means in its power on the cansciences of Oatho-
lics in its irritation agrinst & Government which
does not profess the same religion, arnd has shora it
of sll its political influence, the priestly character
bezomes in its baads a political weapon to the great
detriment of religious interests. The evil being
known, how and within what limita is it proper to
apply a remedy? Evidently Poland properly so
called cannot be brought into the question, for the
great majority of the population is Catholic, and
sverybody speaks Polish. But beyond the limits of
Poland there exists an extensive zone, where ihe
orthodox and the Oatholic religions and the Russisn
and Polish nationalites are distributed in varying
proportions. Where must the line of demarcation be
established ? Of the 6,624,252 Catholics in the
entire empire it i calculated that more than one-
third inhabit the Russian Provinces (2,915,333 agaiost
3,708,919 in Poland). It is intended to withdraw
these 2,915,333 Russians, though Catholics, from
Polish influence and from the suspicions which may
arise from their relptions with tbe rival party, This
would be rendered successful by subsiituting in their
worship for the Polisb the Russian language, which
they all speak, including their priests, of whom a
large number are of Russian origio. The execution
of this important reform has already commenced, the
Government, heving decided that in the Province of
Kieff the teaching of the Catholic religion in the
gchools shall be in the Russian language.”

The Russian papera aunognce that the cholers,
which appeared two monthe eince in the southern
proviaces of the empire, i3 advancing north, and not-
withstanding the cold weather it has arrived at
Berdytchen, in Ruasiau Poland, a town of 40,000
souls, mostly of the Israclitish faith.
