Paul,
the preat preacher of the spiritual freedom purchased
for ue by the blood of Christ, eaya that 'he fasted
ofien’ (2 Oor. ¢. xi., v. 27), and that he chastised his
body, aud brought it into eubjection . *lest, perhaps,
when I have preached to others, [ myeelf should be-
come a castaway, (Cor.c. ix, v. 27)

Faatiog and sbsticence sro intendea, notto please,
but to chasttss and wortify the body ;to atone for
its past sing ; to purify the heart with all its affac.
tions; and teach wan thug detached from the dan-
gerons pleasures of earth, to direct his thoughts to
the everlaating joys of beaven. The rigorous obsere
vanes of past times ia now greatly relizod. Dispen-
sations go %8 far 83 they can be pushed. Hence &
violation of the Leaten discipline of fasting and ab.
gtinence is the more culpeble in the case of those
whn, on the score of age, bealtn, or labor, have no
excuse whatever. For, beloved licethren, tho charch
daes not impoase the obligation of fasting on those
who must eara (heir bread by the eweet of their
braw, or whoae heslth may ba unequai to that duty.
It imposes it ou those ooly wko can fast and abatain
withaut ivjury to themselvas or to those who depead
on tkem, and who feel no other inconvenence thao
tha salutary mortification of the sepsosl sppetite.
Thers is, bowever, a fast obligatory, acd during the
penitential time ot Lent 8till more stringent—A fast
from which age, nor sex, nor position ‘a life, nor hard
1abor, nor delicate bea'th, can ever give a dispensa-
tion—apd that ia, the fast from sia, No power o
earth can ever give permission, for sny Amount of
progpactive good, to do what i3 wrong. Hence, be-
loved bretbren, now more than ever, bansh from
among you &ll cursing, quarelling, drunkenness, 10-
joatice bad langusge, and all other violations of the
divine law that should mot be menticzed smoung
Christisns  ‘ Love the Lord your God with ali your
whole heart. and all your wtcle soul, and with sl
your mind, and with your strength, and love your
neighbors a3 youraelves ' (Matt., c. 22, ».37,&c.)
The Obristian penitent, who ig filled with these cen-
timents, bas no difficulty in discharging the graa:
duty of alms deeda, the third duty presorided durisg
the boly eeasox cf Lent.

It {3 true, beloved brathren, that Parliament has
mado a provision for the poor, but no statute law can
supply the plaea of Goszpal charity. Ths poor rate
is paid without the merit whbich divine grace alone
can glve ; fully half the amount goes to mest the ex.
penses cf adminigtralion, Tbe relief of the work
houss bringa zeithar comfort, nor sympathy, nor
thankfulness : sad in many indtances those who once
breathe its atmosphere become unfit for the active
duties of life. Heooe the pour lsw leaves abundant
room tor the exerciss of Christisn charity, And
how diffareat ig its spirit! Low dierent sre it fruita,
Anindustrions and exemplary tradesman i3 prevent-
ed by an accident or by sickness from earnicg the
wages on which depends the sapport of hia family.
The charity that is kiod and judicious supplies what
will enable him to get over n pasaipg trisl; and,
tbus saved from the printu; ordeal of the workhouze,
he soon resumes his position 08 #n independent and
respectable man. We apeak here from personal ex-
perience, Tn several of the larger towns of the
diocess the Society of St. Vincent de Panl has
branches working with zealoua and auccesaful vigor
in the service of the poor, For years the members
kave been in the babit of meeting iogetber once a
week, in the evening at the close of the labora of the
day. From one meeting to snother they wisit the
houees of the applicants, enguire iato the habits of
the family, Bscertain wbhether the children go to
gchool ; and waen the case comes on for diacnssia,
with all the information which good and Intelligent
men can procure, it i3 edifying ta see how the work
of charity goes on; It is edifying to eee with what
respected courtesy the tradesman, the shopkeeper,
and the gentleman, linked together a3 brothers in the
gervica of the pocr, will met towards onoe anotler ;
and with what deep interest and Christisn sympathy
they admiziater to the wan's of the destitote Wher-
ever thosa societies are eatablished, n ladies’ clothing
aa3ociation becomes an indizpepsable avxiliary. In
the strongst manuer we recommend the two inatitu-
1ions to the notice and eupport of tbe charitable. —
Where thoy have not yet been fcunded, we recom-
mend their introduction as scon as the parochial
clergy can ses that the populatioa ig large enongh
to pramige permanent guccess. The fized rules of the
gociety prescribe to all tha membera general com-
municn ot the stated perioda of the year,and we
need not eay that the observance of those rales will
befound both salutary ond edifring.

Tn the 2Tth verse of the first chapter af his Catho-
lic epiatles, St. Jame: says : ‘Religion, clean and
urdefiled befora God and the Father, is thia. To
visit the fmtherles: end widows in their tribulation ;
and to keep ona'a gelf unzpntted in 1his world.” At
all timea the Chucch has -extended her kindeat care
to the belpless orphan  In no country id that care
more required than in Ireland, whore the otrongest
indncements aro beld out 10 orphans to enter those
jnstitutions in which they are sure to losa their faith.
Heoce, belovad brethrev, the bouses in which every-
thing connacted with the lodging, food, clothing,
literary institution, and religious education of__these
littlo ones is provided, are in evary way deeerving of
support, Among the various datica azanmed by the
Staters of Mercy, attention to the orphasage holds a
high place. In some of tbe conventa the Sisters
have mot Tet been &ble to provide accommaodations
or gupport for the npplicants needing admiesion. In
the Queengtown bouse the Sisters have generally
twenty orpbaus under their care; Ve can Btate,
from peraonal kuowledgo, that soms of the children
trained there are now earning bread in diffarent
parts of the word, and by their exemplary conduct
ate doiog hozor to the faith which they profess. ~—
Yet, baloved brethren, notwithatandicg sll theze
varions means of providing for tie wanpis of the
poor, there will be in every parisb, and for every

PRAYER, PENANCE AND ALMEGIVING.

Tha following ia tbe part of a Pastoral Inat.ruction
for Lent, given by the Rt. Rev. Dr. Keane, Bishop of
Cloyne, ta the Clergy aod Lsity of bis Diocese. We
fiod it in the Cork Ezxaminer:

DzarLy Brroven BRETHREN—

The year oa which you Lave entered may bn the
parent of events, of which o oue can yei measure
‘the jnflnence on the fatare bistory of the world. An
indescribable nzeasiness weaighs heavily onthe minda
of European statesmen. Impuling o one anather
motivea of se!f-aggracdizement which they dare not
avow, they aro making for the dreaded airogle gi-
.gantic preparations which they in vain attempt to
conceal. At a fabnlons experditure of mooey and
at incalenlablo loss of labor, to trade and to agricul-

“tore, millions of men are kept in battle array, pre-
‘pared to join in deadly cocflict, with weapons 1o
which science has been taxed to impart the keeneat
edge. Whenever the comicg storm arrives; when-
ever the elements, 5o preguant with mischief explods
—on that day ruin and desolation, terrific aud wide-
gpread, will be showered dowa on devoted Buropa.
“In the midst of the fierce passiona that cannot fail
to0 be excited, it is not to to be supposed that earthly
jptereats only are to suffer. Fair countries may be

. 1aid waste ; thon3ands of lives may be loat; widows
and orphans may bave to mourn in vain for their
protectors ; hut, what is worse, the eternal salvation
of souls must be imperilled, when wen, reckless and
maddaned, will reapect neither age nor sex, nor inno-
cencs, nor juatice. i .

Already, beloved bretbren, an inten'ion bas been
openly proclsimed of seiziog on that sacred patri-
mony, which the wisdom of ages baj pronoum_:ed to
be iatispensable for the full exercise of the epiritual
liberty of tho Church. But the topics snggested by
what we have said, are so numerous and so import - nt
that, withont makiog the lecten instructioca of this
year too long, we cannot discass them just now as
they deserve, Suffice 1t to ssy that when the tran.

are in danger, it beoomes the daty of all so to prepare
for the holy time of Leat, apd 80 to go tarough the
prescribed exereiges of prayer,.fasung. and alms
deeds, ithat porifiad and gauctified, they may be
worthy 1o join with the angele of beaven in giugiog:

14) The prayer
we here recommend is to be takea in tho widest
sense of the word. You are to pray for all things;
for every temporal and spiritual blessing ; for tbe
propagation of the true faith ; for bretharly love _be-
tween nations and between mea; for the conversion
of stnpers and for the perseverance of the just. And
for al] the purpoaes you are, according to the word3 of
our divine Redeemer, !to pray alwaya.’ (Luke, o.

- gviii., v. 1) Yes, beloved brethiep, in thiz daty of
¢ praying always,’ thereis nothing difficalt. In the
widst of their business, the Iaborer, tte farmer, the
tradesman, the shopkeeper the merchant, the pro-
feasioual man, can * pray always' Among the epi-
ritual writera of old, it wag no sccepted maxim that
t work i3 prayer.! Thatis, whens msn keeps him.
aolfin & Btate of gracs, eays at fixed perioda hia
wsual vocal prayers, raisea from time to time, his
heart and his tbonghts to Him,‘in whom we live
and move and bs,' and begs tbntall bis thoughts,
words and actioss may bo offered to God's greater
honor, and glory ‘thatmasz ! i3 ' praying alwaya’

The incenso of prayer never ceaged to ugcend from
his hear! ; its awest odor perfames the whols freme-
work of his lifs. Firat; therefore, in every honse
and in every family, the greater duty of morping

 and eveniog prayer ought to be atteaded by the

-young and oy the old. Pareats, maatere, and em-
ployers ought by precept and by example to instract
all under their control mever to begian or to end the
-day without prayer Ia & specisl manner, mothers,
being more bound to home, ought to Eee that their
children never neglect this zacred duty. It bas been
a time-honored custcm to csall all the members of &

- family together duaring the Leat evemings, and to
pay the rosiry in common. In some families thin
edifsicg devotion is continned througbout the whols

trations; thers were 15 *puita’ for faculiies for al-
teriag, restoring, or rebuildisg churches, one for
conseccation of a cemetery, and two for removicga
body. No relurn wa3 made vy the Dublin eourt, and
five othera bad ozly to return that thera bad beec
no suits at all; i the preceding year the Dablin
cnurt returoed four facnlties granted. There were
3,270 probates of wills and sdministrations issued by
the 12 ecclesiastical courta and registries of Ireland,
but this is pot Church buainess.

Dublia, Feb. 17.—The opening of what ig expect-
ed to be a momentous Session has divaerted attention
for the time from local conmeeras, and fixed all eyes
upon the Ministerial maniesta. Never was Royal
Speech awaited with more nervous anxiety or ner-
used with Lkeener intcrest.

and clearness which indicates a definite policy aud a
coasciousness of strength. But the notice promptly
given by ths Premiar for the 1st of March bas led
many to expect a full development of the Ministerial
scheme botore the House in Qommittee, and they ho.
tray an spprebension that the mystery in which the
paeeage in the Speech is sbronded wasintended to
cooceal the preparations for attack. Bo far ns
Liberal opicion has bees expressed it ia rather in ac-
cordrnce with the Copaervative view. The ¢ Free-
mao’ obaerves that the Speech 738 not calculated to
either gratify curioaity or nllay acxiety.

three main thoroughfures, -whick were called Irigk-
street, English-strees, and Scotch atreet, and these -
threc atreets represented the three nations and the
thres Qhurches of Ireland.

Irigh Obutch which (he Eoglish Stats had to deal
with; they could not spesk of the Oatholica a8 con-
aiituting the only nation which existed in Ireland ;

out referenca to the powerful bodyof Presbyteriansand
coguate Ohurches whieh flonrizbed by their side. To
untwist the triple thread of Irish Iife ints g eon-
stituenta would be the object of his address on that
ccendion.

proztesy, position, and influcoce of the Ontholic;
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Protestint Epiccopalian, snd Presbyterian Charches
of Ireland. He attributed the greater izfluence the
Catholic clergy possess over the flocks in Jreland
thap the clergy in any other country have over ¢heirs
1o the faot that they sere intimately identified with
tbem during the operation of the penal lawe, and bore
testimony to ibe grest influence for good which the
Protestant clergy exercised throughount Ireland oven
ovir thos® who were not of their own communiocn by
their .blamelees and edifsiog lives. To this fuct
ample and geuerous testimony was borse by s Os-
tyolic Bithop. No settlement of [reland wonld be
completo that averlooked any of the elements pre-
gented by the three relipions, or rather tha Oburches
of the threo natioas, in Ireland. Eogland and Seot-
land ench had a national Chareb; in lreland there
was not only different religious belief. bat there wero
thrae Churctes. all national in the sersa cf repregea’s
icg three natiops. There wns ‘here also co-cqinlity
in law. In Irelacd the two Chnrches had their
dioceaes or parishes, one ngainat o7 caterminons with
eack other. Every Protestant Lishop wes nware he
had & Catholic brother ar rival. Every Protestapt
patson knew ho had a Caibolic priest sharing with
him the soperintendenca of his fizek. Ia Irclacd,
too, the ecdowment of Maynooth carried wi'h it the
whole prineisle of the establishment and endowment
of the Catholic Chur:h in Ireland. Ada to that the
protection which Eoglish law threw ove- religion in
Ireland, end it wonld ba evident that the principle
of establishment was deeply roated in ell the Chur
cheg in Ireland. There wag no c3uatry in Europs
where the Catbolic hierarc:y was so rowerfa', more
regarded by the Gove'n-ent or, it wag gaid, had
command of more wealth then io Ireland ; nod all
thig it owed to the shelt~: of Eogish law =nd En-
giieh liberty. When t o cry weus sometim++ Leard
that the State ought pa to conntensnce in Ty way
the doctrines of the Cw'iolic Chureb, the anewer was
that eountanance hrd bren pgiven o long and so
gonerally that it conld ouly b» withdrawo by tha re-
peal of balf the Genstingion. The practical rezult
of this survey wag too Inrge to be eotered into; yet
three remarks migit b» made, and oune rcflection.
The Catholic system bad atteired a large smonnt of
recogeition &nd endowment. Upon that point the
epioinn of eminspt stetesmer hed attained A rare
unapimity and tbe priociple wag, years ago, ndopted
by » majority in the House of Commoos, ard it was
jastified not only by tke precedent of Ireland, but by
thoge of Malta azd Capada. It was a policy adcpted
and accepted by the Catbolic Church to its full
extent in every other coantry in Europe, and it was
the ouly poiicy which met the clsims of justice. The
Chburch of England wss the Church of the Eoglish
pottlers. It wna pot the pational Church of Ireland
any more thin it was the Chburebh of India; bat its
Bishops and clergy were tbe prelates and misisters
of ihe national Churca of England, deriving from its
lawg the authorities nnd advantages deriverd by the
Bishops aud clergy of this country. Of the third
Cbhurch it was nol npecesiary 1o Bay more than was
nlrerdy implied 10 what bad beea 8aid rs to the Cu-
tholic. Jt was impossible not to expres3 a hope that
tho aspirations of Ussher wight bo realized for the
more eordial unim of the two Protestant Churches,
#nd that the closer homogeneonsnesd between the
Episcopsl and Preshsteriac  Clurches in Treland
might lead to a closer intercourse between the Church
of Esglacd and Protestant Noocotformia's of this
country. It wns gomet mes 8aid that the day of com-
promise had passed. It might be more truly ssid
that nothiog hut compromise could bo propcsed or
accepted.

There is literally no news from Europe this
week to report.

The Witness complaios that the allotments
from the public funde of the Pravince of Quebec
to Catholics benevolent institutions, are far in
excess of those granted from the same source
to Protestant benevolent institutions; that the
former * get more than seven times asmuch.”

Admitting the accuracy of his figures, we
would ask bim may oot the reason for this dif
terence be found in the differenc= of numbers
betwixt the Catholics, and the Protestants 7 Tn
proportion to their oumbers, the latter get a fair
share of the public money ; besides the so called
General Hospital of Montreal 1s essentially 1 so
far as its managemen* is conceroed,a Protest
ant ipsutution, though as does also, the Hotel
Dieu, 1t réceives patients ot all denomuations.

The Witness agam complains that, whereas
¢ the grants for the latter—(or Protestant insti-
tutions)—all go for charity ; the former—(ze
grants for Catbolic institutions) m a number of
cases are more in the hght of Subsidiea to coo
vents and orders.’

Thus is the reverse of trutb, as all Protestants
know. The greater part of the lberally con
tributed funds for charitable 1ostitutions of the
last pamed are for the most part expended in
salaries to bireling vpurses, and attendants, se
that but a comparitively small portion thereof
directly benefits the poor for whose use
they were designed. In the Catholic institution,
the paid nurse is replaced by the Sister of Cha-
rity ; and every one will admit that the services
of the latter are cheaper thap are those of the
Sairey Geamp or Betsey Prig who does the nursing
in the Protestant Hospital. The oue serves for
cash, the other for the love of God; and 1s con~
tent theretore witha diet, and style of living
which the hireling would spurn with contempt if
tendered to ber. Thus it 18 that, of the charit.
able funds administered by Catholics, a far larger
share falls to the lot of the sick and infirw, than
n the case of funds administered by Protestants.
Besides the love of God is a more powerful sti-
mulant to the nurse tban can be any amount of
wages, as was abundastly proved in the Crimean
‘War by Miss Florence Nightingale whose name
we mention with respect, and others her brave
companions.

‘We intend no disparagement on Protestant
charities. For lberahty and open-bacdedness
our separated brethren are worthy of all honor ;
but we claim for ourselves a better, because a
more thoroughly organised system, of distnbuting
the sums at our disposal. This in matters of
benevolence, 1s the ouly superiority that we clamn ;
and all who koow the difterence betwixt the
effects produced by an orgamsation, and those
which result from the desultory, uncombined
efforts of a number of individuals, however well
dispozed, will admit the justice of our claims.

In the same arnicle the Witness publisbed a
cock and-bull story, which hss beea formally
contradicted as a groundless falsebood, about a
whole lot of young ladies having been imprisoned
12 2 Belgian Convent, and rescued by the 1ater-
vention of a Police officer. The author of this
hoax upon the credulity of the Protestant pubhc,
we koow not; but in our fyles by mul of the
201h ult., 1t was formally contradicted.

Not a word bave we to say against the juatice
of the principle 1ovolved io this determination of
the British Protestants gf Lower Canada: but,
we say it with all charity, would pot this ezun-
ciation of principle corce from them with a bet-
ter grace if they had heretofore approved their
willingness to apply it to others; if they had
manitested their readiness to allow all taxes
levied on the property of Cathalics to be ex
clusively devoted to the education of Catholic
childrea.

From the Catholics of this Provinee British
Protestants bave nothing to fear. Would to
God that in Upper Canada the Protestant ma—
jority would only so deal with the Cathohc
mioority, a3, in Lower Canada, the Catholic
m»jority are anxious to deal with the Protestant
muority ! This, however, we fear that we shall
never see,

That the State has no right to tax any mao
for the support of either church or school to
which be entertains conscientious scruples ; and
that the mere existence ol such conscienticus
scruples suffice to hmit the action of the State,
whether in regard of Chburch or ot School, are
principles upon which we are quite prepared to
deal with our Protestant fellow citizens. They
entertain cobscienticus objechons agaist sending
their chiidren to the schools approved of by the
majority. We ask pot, we have not the right
to ask, whether those conscientious objections
are well or ill-founded—for tbhe domara of con-
science 1s not within our cogmzance, 15 not within
that even of the civil magistrate, We take re-
cord of the simple fact that lhe conscientious
objections exist ; and in that =imple fact of (heir
existence, we recognise the right of aur Protes
tant fellow-citizens to claim exemption from ali
compulsory provision for the suppert of the
schools to which they object. In so doing we
lay po clam to eredit for our liberality ; but we
do think that we have a right to ask that, as we
deal with Protestants when we are in the majority,
they 10 the minority-~so, when aur relative posi
tions are reversed, they would deal with us, Tims
18 all that the Catholics of Upper Canada demand,
and for Jong years have demanded in vain.

There 13 one pont iowever, aed one only on
which there seems to be a difterence betwixt us
and the Daily News. It is this—Shall the
tenant, or occupier of property, who in fazt pass
the achool tax, determine to what school the
amount by him paid shall be applied ? or shall
this privilege be accorded 1o the landlord 7

To us it seems that the tenant—the man out of
whose pockets the money comes—should bave the
right of determining whether it shall be applied
to Catholic, or Protestant school purposes: and
for the simple reason, that 1t is out of his pockets
and not out of those of the land owner—that the
money comes. L'histo us seems 10 be the question at
issue in all the controversies oa the school ques-
fion, now raging in Lo~er Cabada: and this 1.
ratber a question of political economy than one
of religious liberty.

The object for which compulsory taxation for
the support of school can alone be justified, is
that of furnishing the means of education to those
who would otherwise be unable to oblain 1t.—

Now 1t is easy to conceive of & case in which, in

defeated, were it given to the landlord to deter-
mine that the sums so levied from his tenants
should be applied to the support of schools to
which the latter, the tax payers, could not i
conscience send their children., We therefore
must insist that ¢f there be any State School
system whatsoever maintained amongst us, the
right of the school tazpaying tenant to determine
to what school the amouat of his taxes shall go,
shall be recognised. Ths is merely what 19 just,
and reasonable, and 1s as fair to the Catholic as
to the Protestant landlord.

We are now 1 possession of the details of the
murder of the Governor of Burgas n an emeute
provoked iadeed, but not justified, by his insolent
andindecent behaviour.

Having in virtue of orders from the revolu—
tionary authorities oblained access to a Conveat,
where he made bimself conspicuous by s indecent
besaviour towards the nuns, compelling them to
expose theic faces to him, and addressiog the
youngest, and those whose appearance pleased
him, in obscene language—the Goveraor of Bur
gos with bis bat on, and a cigar in his mouth,
walked into the Cathedral: and tappiog with bis
cane upon the door of the taberpacle, where the
Blessed Sacrament was reserved, asked in a
sneering tone * What have you io here.” Then
at last the bardly suppressed passion of the spec
tators broke out; and rushing upon the black-
guard, they so violently assauited him, that the
streoucus efforts of the Arcbbishop and Clergy
who rushed to his assistance, came tao late to
gave his life. Aopd thus one crime of sacrilege
was expiated by another bloody crime and sacri-
lege. Of course, the revolutionary authorities
did therr best to cast the blame of this wicked
act upon the ecclesiastics, All their efforts,
however, bave sigoally failed, and there remains
not the shade even of a suspicion against the
Archbishop or bis priests. The murder was the
result of an unpremidated row : and already some
of the actors therein have been arrested, tried,
convicted, and condemned to death, though it 1s
probable that this seatence will be commuted to
imprisonment far life.

Meantime the ‘excesses aod tyranny of the
Liberals in Spain whom the revolution bas placed
in the ascendant, are provoking the censures of
their admirer and panegyrist, the Correspondent
of the London Times. The banishinent with.
out form of trial of the Jesuits, the spaliation of
the property of the churches and couvents, have
of course received s foudest approbation: but
he 1s not prepared to approve of their subsequeny
conduct, though it be strictly in harmony with
Liberal priociples, and 1deatical with the course
of action which in their day of power the revo-
lutronists bave nvariably pursued towards Ca.
thohes, whether 1o '93 or ’69, whetber in France,
or Italy, ar 1o Spain.

The Times’ Correspondent reminds bis read-
ers that this persecution of the Church and her
clergy 18 no new thing in Spaio, but bas always
foilowed the triumph of Laberal principles. He
remmds them that the Spain of to-day s the
same Spain as that 1z which thirty-five years
ago, a holocaust of priestly victims, by some
computed at 7,000 or 8,000 was offered up on
what was looked upon as the shrioe of lberty :”
that ¥ 1t 1s the land in wineh that famous Jacoaic
bulletin was sent from a man to his friead, in-
tormiog him that ¢ a2l was quiet there: the slay
ing of the monks cortinued 2 ? for the Paris
massacres of ’92 found their counterpart io
Spaio : and those who even in France were stig-
matised as Septembrizeurs, are m the other
country amply known es Liberals.”

] am not a man,” continues the Zimes® Cor-
respondent * as you koow,to be suspected of
partiality to the priests: Tam not one to give
ear to all their complaints, or to believe all their
assertion :” but even he is shocked at the utter
disregard of all— we do not say justice, but even

In New York the rites of Pagamsm are being
reviled, and the worship of Mercury, the patron
of thieves, has been inaugurated, most appropri
ately, o the residence of a Wall Street specu-
lator. In the Daily Neses of the 2ad nst., we

“ We learn that a few eveninge since, geand exer
ciees in honour of the Roman God Mercuzy, took
place in one of the finest mansions in that aristosratic
querter. Each guest, upon entering was received by
s young usher in c'assic dress, whe invited the new-
comer to dip tie band iuto a vase ot perfumed water,
afier which be was crawned with a wreath of flowers
and had a golden harp slung round his neck, which
he was compeiled to wear throoghoot the entire
evening. Among the apsembied throng were
“ gererals, admirale, posts, editors, lawgers,
wmerchants, and dimines.” Among the last waa
the Rev.Dr. Oagosd, one of the moat celebrated
Unitarian preachers in Now York, aod he confesses
that be waa campelled to wear the harp, and crown
of flowers, and adds, * two of our preachers were there,
and both spoke 8 good word for Mercury.,) In the
douree of he evening there was a ginging procession
of priests, illuatrations, sacrifices, libations, speeches,
poems, recitations, and then the unaveiling of the
statue of Mercary, after which we are told that the
company sat dowzn ' to a sumptioous banquet,’

Mr. Whittaker, the officer of the 53 regiment
stot on the ard inst., m t(he skating rinz at
Quebec, by Mr. Chaloner, died on the night of
the 10th inst., after baving lingered for about a
week in a semi-conscious stzte. His body war
committed to the grave on Saturday with military
honars.

A Coraner’s juquest was beld of course. The
evidence, into the details of which for obwious
reasona we cannot enfer, proved conclusively
that the death of the unbappy young officer was
the result of the wound mflicted by Mr. Chal-
oner.

ofice he had a difficult game to play. He had
two masters to serve, and he could not but of-
tend either one, or other of them.

occasions remitded Congress tiat it 1oo was |ike
mimself, but the creature and servant of fpgt
Constitution 5 buund therefore to obey it, and eg~
dowed with no legal rights over 11, to set it
aside, or to annul ar even suspend its provisions,
This Coogress.would not admit ; but proceeding
n 1ts innovations, recoguisiog no law but sts
own will, and settmg 1'self over and above (he
Coustitution, 1t rendered inevitable a collision
betwixt the Constitutional President, and (he
Revoludonary Congress,

The logic of facts was againat the President.
The first shot fired in- the war betwixt the
Northern apd Southern States, had destroyed
utterly, and for ever, the old Constitutiop—so
that got a shred of it remained. A pew Con-
stitulion—one 1n many of its details perhaps like
unto, though 1o its essence, \he very contradic~
tary of, the old was being formed, or gradually
eliminated from the political chaos, during Pre.
sident Johneon’s teoure of office, and this fact he
faled to recognise. The revolution howerver ig
now accomplished : and that revolction, the most
thorough the world ever saw—consists in thig:—
that whereas under the ancient regtme Congress
was strictly limited by the Constitutlon, Con-
gress now limnts and defines (he Coostitution,
Like the British Parliameat, Congress 1s now
politically emnipatent.

In the following passage of his address this
pomt is stroogly, indeed unanswerably, nut by the
retiring President :—

v Among those righte is that at the peaple

State to declare the quslifications of!l‘:eirpowzf;::tt
electore. It is now assumed that Congress can con-
trol this vital right, which can never be taken away
from the States without impairing the fundamenta]
priociple of government itseif- It ia necegsary to the
exiatence of States, aa well as to the protection of tha
liberties of the people ; for the right to gelect the
eloctar ia whom the political power of the State gball
be lodged, involves the right of the Htate to govern
iteelf ~ When deprived of this prerogative Stateg
will have no power worth retsiolog—=11 will be gone
and they will ba subjected to the arbitrary will oi‘
Qongress. @overnment will then be centralized —
if not by the passage of laws, then by the adoption
thsough partisap icfluence, ot an amendment, directlyI
in conflict with the orginal design of the Constitu-
tion. This proves how necessary it is that the
people should require the admiunistration of all the
great departments of the Government to be strictly
within the limite of tte Constitation. Their boun-
daries have been accurately defined, and peither
sbould b3 ellowed to trespass on the otber: ner,
above all, to encroach upon the reserved r:gbts’of the
people and States.”

In other words ; whilst of old the Constitution
made the Congress, and was over and above
Congress, Coogress 1s now all 1n all, and can
do as it pleases. Never was a revolution, or as
the French call itya political dowleversement
more complete.

President Grant was inaugurated on Thursday
the 4th inst., with more than usual pomp. His ad-
dress bad one greatand rare merit : it was short
and for the most part intelligible. [n it he avow;
bis frank acceptation of the Revolutien, aod en-
gages himself to obey, not the old Coostitutian
—which be has the sense to see 1s dead, and al-
ready stinks 1o tke nostrils of the republican party
(jam fatet) so that only a miracle can restore
it; but the Congress—which he also perceives 15
ow absolute and omnipotent. For the rest he
wsists emphatically on the necessity of Leeping
faith mith tbe public creditor; he advocates the
speedy resumption of specie payments ; and con-
cludes with a profession of respect for the rights
of other pations, and of a firm resolve to ¢
to be respected those which he believes to be the
rights of lus own., This would be satisfactory,
were it not that in all their istersational dealings,
the U. States have two different or rather con-
tradictories codes; one for themselves, and an-
other for other nations, 'Thus it 1s their right to
encourage insurrection and rebellion in Cuba :
but 1t would be a grievous wrong for any
otber pation {o countenance &n insurrection of
the Soutbern against the Northern States.

A Bill for prowding for the ecclesiastical
government of the Anghean denommation in
Montreal until the members thereof can agree
upon a Bishop, has been introduced into {he
Quebec legislature. It is certainly strange, and
strikingly Wllustrative of the anomalous position of
Anglicamsm, that the aud of a legislative bady, of
which the majority are Catholics, should be jn—
voked to settle 1ts internal economy, and . to pre-
sciibe it form of goveromeat. Why can it not,
as does the Catholic Cbureh, as do all the other
Protestant sects, arrange these matters itself?

There is, bowever, one point n this Bill to
which the attention of Catholics should be di-
rected : and that is the title theremn accorded to
the gentleman who may bereafter exercise the
fuactions of the Bishop of our Protestant fellow-
citizens of the Aoglican denomiation in Mont-
real. Asin all official documenty Megr, Bourget,
and bhis successars 1 office, are entitled the
“ Reman Cathohe Bushop of Montical,” 20
also it is but might and proper that the offcial
designation of the successors of the lste Dr.

Fulford should be * Protestant Bishop® or % Prc-
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testant Lord Bishop of Montreal,? We trust
that some of our Catholic representatives will gee
to it that the Bill be not allowed to pass without
an amendment to this effect being introduced,

Monseigneur the Archbisbop of Quebec bas
addressed a Pastoral Letter to the Clergy and
Faithful of his diocess, reminding them that the
Tenth of April next will be tiue Fiftieth anmiver-

- sary of the elevation to the Priestbood of Hus
Holiness the reigning Sovereign Postif.  Mon-
seigneur confidently anticipates that all Catholics
will beartily unite 1n commemorating this anui-
versary ; and he proceeds to indicate the reh-
gious solemnities with which 1t sbould be honored
in the city and diocess ol Quebec.

We learn from the Courrier du Canada that
i Quebec a secret society, or orgasisation
amongst the shoe-makers, with objects the same
as those of the society of the Ship-carpeaters of
last year, exists. Monseigueur the Archoshop of
Quebec has written aod published a Pastoral
Letter on the subject, waroing his flock agasnst
all secret associations, and reminding them that,
both by God’s law, and by man’s law—these as-
sociations of workmen to compel by deeds of
violence employers to raise their rates of wages
are condemned.

Rutis zot the rejection
of all supernaturalism, the segation of Christian

Botween
8 and 9 o'clock two emull detached housez on the
cliff side of the rond gear the Grand Truuk, depot
were buried by the descent of an immenge mass of
gnow from the hill 10 rear. S> great was the force
of the avalanche that the roine were carried across
the Turnpike road on to the beach, The workmen in
the shipyard at the time at once repaired to the spot
and proceeded to ex'ricate the unfertunate vic:ima
of this terrible disaster. It wag found that eleven
peraong wera baried io the snow, and of these seven
were got out uninjured. Three howover, were found
dead and a fonrth only sarvived her recovery a ghort
time The names ef the killed are Francois Roy, 1a.
bourer, and his wife, an elderly couple aged about
60. and a child named Tarcotie, aged abont two
months ; also Malvica Couture, aged six years, who
lived about an hour after ba'ng recovered from the
debriz, Roy and his wifs wera at brazkfagt at the
time, and the other persone who were buried in the
avalanchs were all inmates of hiz sod the adjoining
bouse. The =ad cccurrence cansed muck grief and
cxcitement at South Quebec The Coroner left tawn
at half-past four this afteranon to hiold an inqnest
upon the bodies. A ravge of woodea buildings owned
by tbe warehouse company, and occupied by tne
workmen at the Grand Trank Depot, Levis, wag
knocked m from the cliff behind; but the occopants
eseaped in time to avoid injury.

The Belgian Government origin-
ally made no objection to the arraogemeat ; but
after a little time naticnal feeling in Belgium was
aroused, and the public seén.s 1o have seen in
this #malgamation an increase of Freoch nflu-
ence against which it was the duty of the State
to-guard. The Goverrment and the “bamber
shared these apprebensions, and the consequence
bas:been that a measure was introduced iato the
Chamber probibiting concesstons of railways with-
out the autbority of the State. Oa the 13th of
the present mooth the priaciple of tlis measure
vwas adopted by the Chamber by a majority 61
to 16—a convincing proof that, nghtly or
wroogly, the Belgians, as a nation, botd the con-~
cession to have been politically inexpedient.
Immediately there is an outburst of wrath in the
French Press.—[Times,

believe they see the hand of Prussia in the last
Belgran affair. It is necessary that it should be
known abroad that France is tired of the present
precirious and uocertain condition of foreign re-
Iations.

Nope is more sincer+ |y inclined
towards.a pacific measure than ourselves, but the
sta’e of uncertainty which compromises every
interest and alarms the publtic mrd is truly un-
bearable. It is time to have done withit, The
Public, m an article on Lbe same subjecl, says :
—There 1s no Belgran question at 1ssue, but a
serious question on poliical economy which has
been raised inopportunely by the DNinister now 1n
power 10 Brussels. We dan’t keaw f it will be
settled by legitimate reprisais on the part of
Fraore, or by the fall of the Belgian Cabnet.
The Patrie and other journals also publish arti-
cles condemmng the attitude of the Belgian
Government.

The Liberte admits that when the Prussian
press demands the geographical umty of Ger
many, it does no more than 1ts duty ; but oo the
other hand, the French press is bound to demand

ingly proclaimed religious liberty, “hberty of the
press, hiberty of teaching. liberty. of meeting, and
liberty of association.

It is reported that the ex-Kwmg Ferdinand of
Portugal has persoaally declared to the Duke de
Montrensier lus determination not to accept the
throne of Spain,

Madrid, March 9—There was a stormy de-
bate during Ihe session of the Constituent Cortes
vesterday, ‘The Republicam members made
hitter attacks upon the Mimstry for theiwr alleged
monarrhical prochisibes. They demanded that
the Dake Montpensier be divested of his raok
as Marshal of Spam, and accused the Provisional
Gavernment of erdeavoring to smugg'e him into
the country for the purpose of placing bim vpon
the throne. General Prim replied that the Duke
could not with justice be deprived of his
utle of Marshal,  Admiral Topete, the
Mimster of Marive, amid great excitement,
declared that a kingdom, with a Dontpen.
sier on the throne, was preferable to a repub-
lic. Masbal Serrano made a ceim and dige
wfied speech, detend:ng the Provisiosal Gov-
ernment from the attacks of the Republcans,
asserting the sovereign authorily of the Cortes,
and msistimg that the determination of a form of
Goveroment for Spain, and the choice of her
future ruler should be left to the Cortes aloge.
He deprecated the violent pressure brought te
bear upan the Cortes by the Republican party
as impolitic and vnfair. Tn the course of the
session Senor Figelero, Minister of Finance, ex
pressed himself in favor of free reform in the
Customs, by the adoption of a compromse tariff.

ITALY.

PizpMonT.—The dishonour 2nd bumiliation
which bave fallen upon the ooce noble House of
Savoy, through the faulls of its own members,
receive every day fresh illustration. la 1860.
Tarina suggested to Cavour thal the king ¢ should
make a public exposition of s person’ m the
discontented seuthern provinces. No one would
give the fallen monarch such advice mow. A
letter from Naples 1 a French contemporary
gives new details of s recent discomfilure in
that city. [t was only contemptuous indifference
and in some cases postive msult, which greeted
Lis presence. Hidden in a corner of his carriage,
bis bloated face, which recalls that of Henry VIII.,
nearly concea’ed by bis cloak, ¢ be feit the weight of
public reproach reatiny upou him.! Thousaods of
small pieces of paper flosted in the airduring his
passage. The Princess Marguerite caught one {a her
hend, and read these worde : ‘ Long live our lawfni
king, Fraccis II " A bongqust was thrown to ber,with
