1936-37

Director’s Report.—The Director took up his appointment at the beginning 
of October 1936, and returned to England at the end of June 1937. During 
this period he resided at the School except for visits to England, to France, to 
South Italy, and to Crete. The visit to Crete was made after discussion with the 
British School at Athens in order to report on the Roman building at Knossos 
partially excavated in 1935. A plan and summary, together with notes on 
other Roman remains on that site, were prepared. During the session he 
lectured in Rome at the Istituto di Studi Romani on ' Rome and the Art of 
the Celts and Anglo-Saxons from the Fifth to the Eighth Century,’ and at the 
American Academy on ‘ The Cosmati.’ He also lectured to the Royal 
Archaeological Institute on ‘ The Pre-Conquest Stones of Wales.’ He con­
tinued his study of the artists of the Cosmatesque School, and hopes to be in 
a position to publish the results at an early date. He was also engaged in the 
completion of work already begun in Wales, Cornwall and elsewhere, and during 
the summer of 1937 supervised the second season of excavation at Castle 
Dore, Cornwall. Publications : ' The Roman Villa at Ditchley, Oxfordshire,’ 
Oxoniensia, Vol. I ; Interim Report on the Excavations at Castle Dore ; ' Report 
on Roman Exeter ’ (jointly with other authors), Proc. Devon Arch. Exploration 
Soc., Vol. II; ‘ Report on the Pottery of Porthmeor,’ Jonrn. Roy. Inst, of 
Cornwall, Vol. XXII.
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The British School at Rome.2

The Librarian continued his researches on the red-figured vases of South 
Italy. His book on the pottery of Paestum appeared about Christmas, 1936, 
and it is hoped that a second volume, dealing with the fifth-century Italiote 
vases, will appear in the ‘ Bilder griechischer Vasen ’ series in 1938, as a result 
of the new material gained during a visit to the principal vase-collections of 
South Italy and Sicily made in the spring. He gave a lecture on ' The Pottery 
of South Italy with special reference to that of Paestum ’ to a meeting of the 
‘ Camerata ' held in the German Archaeological Institute in February.

The following public lectures were held during the session :—‘ Roman 
Provincial Administration before Augustus,’ by Mr. J. P. V.D. Balsdon, ‘Roman­
esque Ornament and Sculpture in England,' by Mr. A. W. Clapham, ‘ Chinese 
Painting,’ by Mr. Laurence Binyon.

Courses of lectures on the archaeology and art of classical and medieval Rome 
were delivered by the Director and Librarian during the session. These courses 
were intended for students, but other members of the British community were 
admitted on application to the Director. The Librarian also conducted parties 
of students round the Forum, the Palatine and other classical monuments, 
and special visits were made to Ostia, the Cavallini frescoes in Santa Cecilia, 
and to view the frescoes of Michael Angelo from the scaffolding erected in the 
Sistine Chapel.

Library.—The session was one of considerable activity in the Library, con­
sequent on the achievement of the first part of a general scheme of rearrangement 
and reorganisation, the completion of which must await the finishing of the new 
wing. The topographical room has been completely rearranged and now houses 
the topographical works belonging to the School and to the late Dr. Ashby, in 
whose honour the room has been named the Ashby Topographical Library, and 
an inscribed plaque has been placed above the door, together with Sir George 
Clausen’s portrait of Ashby. The collection of English county periodicals and 
registers, etc., is being slowly brought up to date and will, it is hoped, shortly 
be considerably enlarged. It is unnecessary to stress the advantage of such a 
collection available to students of archaeology in Rome, as at present it is almost 
impossible to find sets of these journals.

During the session the Library acquired by purchase, exchange or gift 
350 volumes, excluding periodicals and offprints. The following institutions 
presented copies of their publications or other works :—The British Museum, 
The Society of Antiquaries, The British Academy, which presented a complete set 
of the Proceedings, The Hellenic Society, The British School at Athens, and the 
Cambridge University Press. The Library is also indebted to the following 
authors for copies of their works :—Professor Bernard Ashmole, Mr. Hope 
Bagenal, Mr. R. H. Barrow, Prof. J. D. Beazley, Dr. G. Bendinelli, Mr. George 
Buday, Mr. Campbell Dodgson, Dr. H. Egger, Sir Arthur Evans, Prof. T. J. 
Haarhoff, Prof. J. H. Holwerda, Dr. L. Poinssot, Prof. J. E. Powell and Mr. 
E. K. Waterhouse, and to Mr. F. W. Sargant for a generous gift of art books 
from his own Library.

Thirty-Seventh Annual Report.

The Worshipful Company of Goldsmiths presented three valuable volumes 
their art for inclusion in the Churchill Library, namely v. Jenny, Keltische 

Metallarbeiten ; v. Jenny and Volbach, Germanischer Schmuck ; Orbeli, Orfèvrerie 
Sasanide.

Students.—Mr. A. W. James, Medieval Scholar, resided in Rome and 
Naples for six months. He worked in the archives of Naples and also made 
journeys to visit Angevin sites in Sicily and South Italy, preparing his thesis 
Charles I's Eastern Policy.

Mr. D. E. L. Haynes, Classical Scholar, was in residence from November 
until March, studying Roman art of the third century a.d., and making, in 
conjunction with Mr. P. E. D. Hirst, of the Faculty of Architecture, a detailed 
examination of the Arch of the Argentarii. He also visited Libya, in order to 
study the Severan monuments at Lepcis and Sabratha, and South and North 
Italy. He then proceeded to the Danube and Rhine regions to study provincial 
Roman sculpture.

Mr. G. Brett, Rivoira Scholar, resided at the School for the greater part of 
the session, studying Byzantine and early Christian silver plate and other minor 
arts. He also visited the museums of Istanbul, Naples and Palermo, and 
assisted in the excavation of the imperial palace of Constantinople in the summers 
of 1936 and 1937. on which he published a note in Antiquity, September 1937.

The following, admitted as students by the Faculty, resided during the 
session :

Miss M. Garstang, working on Italian textiles, resided for six months in 
Italy, visiting the collections of medieval and renaissance textiles in Rome, 
Florence, Venice and elsewhere.

Mr. J. E. Powell, Trinity College, Cambridge, now Professor of Greek at the 
University of Sydney, spent one month at Christmas collating Greek MSS. in 
the Vatican.

Professor Atkinson, Victoria University, Manchester, spent one month at 
Easter studying recent developments in classical archaeology.

Miss A. Cameron, The Register House, Edinburgh, formerly a student of the 
School, spent one month working in the Vatican archives.

The following resided for shorter periods :
Mr. T. J. Dunbabin, Assistant Director of the British School at Athens and 

Fellow of All Souls College, Oxford ; Miss de Labillière and Miss Joan Laing, 
students of the British School at Athens ; Mrs. Oakeshott, collaborating with 
the Librarian in the study of South Italian vases ; Mr. E. T. Salmon, Associate 
Professor of Classics at McMaster University, Hamilton, Ontario, and Mrs. 
Salmon ; Professor C. H. Stearn, of the same university; Mr. G. Robertson, 
of New College, Oxford, studying the history of art; Mr. H. Rendall, Hallam 
Prizeman from Harrow.

The following students were unable to stay in the hostel, but came to Rome 
and obtained facilities from the British School :—Miss B. Tilley, studying the 
topography and antiquities of Latium ; Miss P. Winter, studying the MSS. of 
Euripides.

Scholarship.—The Rome Medieval Scholarship, 1937, was awarded to 
Mr. W. H. Davies, M.A., of the University College of South Wales, Cardiff. 
Mr. Davies had already been engaged in research on the works of Gildas, and 
proposed to study the sixth century in Western Europe, with special reference to 
the peculiarities of ‘ Continental ' and ' Celtic ’ (Hiberno-Saxon) types of MSS., 
and the historical and linguistic relationship between Italy, France and Great 
Britain.

Publications.—During the session the Faculty published Dr. A. D. Trendall’s 
Paestan Pottery, towards the publication of which Trinity College, Cambridge, 
made a grant of £100, and Mr. E. K. Waterhouse’s Baroque Painting in Rome, 
the cost of which was shared by the author.

It is hoped that Volume XIV of the Papers will appear early in 1938. With 
this volume the Papers will return to the old crown quarto format, and it is 
hoped to find more room in them than hitherto for contributions by senior 
scholars, in addition to those of the School’s own students. Volume XIV will 
contain the following articles ; Two Tomb-Groups from Selinus, by K. M. T. 
Atkinson ; The Pons Sublicius and the Insula Tiberina, by M. E. Hirst ; The 
History of the Extortion Court at Rome, 132-75 b.c., by J. P. V. D. Balsdon ; 
Caesar, the Senate and Italy, by R. Syme ; Studies in the Social and Economic 
History of Ostia, Part II, by F. H. Wilson ; Notes on Santa Maria della Strada 
at Matrice, by E. M. Jamison.

Appeal.—The increasing activity of the School, and the desire of the Faculty 
that it should use its opportunities to the full has led to the issue of an Appeal 
by the Faculty for wider support, addressed in particular to the Universities and 
Colleges of the Empire. This Appeal, together with a Memorandum giving details 
of the history, work and needs of the Faculty, is being circulated early in 1938. 
Copies are being sent to subscribers for their information. The Executive 
Committee of the School has at the same time undertaken the building of a new
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Thirty-Seventh Annual Report. 5

wing, and hopes to obtain the balance (£1,000) of the fund required for this 
purpose from other than University sources.

Finance.—The income from subscriptions and donations for the past year 
shows an increase of £214 on that of the previous year. This increase is more 
apparent than real, owing to the fact that during the past twelve months there 
have been received two Life Subscriptions and a special contribution of £100 
from Trinity College, Cambridge, towards the publication of Dr. Trendall’s 
volume on Paestan Pottery. General subscriptions other than those from 
Universities and Colleges show the normal decrease due to the death of 
subscribers. It is essential that this decrease, which not only involves financial 
loss but also implies the loss of personal support and interest which is of great 
value to the School, should be made good, and it is hoped that those who are 
interested in the School will use every endeavour to persuade their friends to 
support it by annual subscriptions. Such support is more than ever necessary 
to enable the Faculty to meet further badly needed expenditure on the Library 
and some increase in the annual value of the Scholarships, which is very desirable 
and is now under consideration.

It will be noticed that the expenditure on the Library largely exceeds that 
of the previous year, but this is partly due to the fact that in 1935-1936 the 
total amount of the Library allocation was not actually expended. The transfer 
of £200 to Publications Reserve is somewhat higher than last year, but is by no 
means excessive in view of actual commitments.
