NORWAY- CONSERVATIVES"
FIRST ANNUAL SMOKER

C. N.-R. Guaraptee Main-Sybject
of Discussion-—— Interesting
Speeches.. :

The Dominion Government's guarantee
of the C.N.R. bonds was the prineiple
subject of discussion at the first annual
smoker of’the Norway Liberal-Conserva-
tive Assoclation, held in 8t. John’s parish
hall last nignt.

After apologizing for the absence of W.
F. Maclean, M.P., who was detained at

Ottawa, Herbert H. Bell said that it
seemed to him that a great many of.those
who were criticizing the government's
action had not siudied the matter. In
supporting the C.N.R. the Borden Cabinet
was upholding the prestige of Canada
Just as it desired to do by voting thirty
millions to the British navy.

When the Laurier -Government went
out of power it left many obligations, and
the C.N.R. was one of them, but in tak-
ing up the proposition the Borden Gov-
ernment was keeping good the country’s
credit in England. No one could honest-
ly afford to repudiate that action.

- ‘WIH Lift Depression.

The forty-five mdillions would be ex-
pended along with another fifty million,
and it would help to lift the present de-
pression thruout the country. In two or
three years Canada would have a trans-
continental railway. and that railway
would be the C.N.R. It {ll became Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, he thought to oppose
the guarantee of the bonds, for they all
remembered his action in regard 1o the
Grand Trunk Pacific.

Controller T, L. Church opposed the
proposition and claimed that the Toronto
members should not have supported it.
He asked how it was that Hon. Adam
Beck could not get $6400 for the radial
roads, while the C.N.R. could be given
guarantees for $45,000,000. The line
would have to be taken over eventually,
as no safeguards existed. The people
were getting sabsolutely no security, he
said, and the contract was not worth the
paper it was written on. He was with
the Ontario Goverument in securing the
hydro-radials for the province.

LEPER MISSION
DOES G0OD WORK

More Than a Hundred Thou-
sand Cases Known in
India Alone.

There was a lange attendance at the
regular monthly - meeting of Toronto
Auxiliary of the Mission to Lepers held
on Tuesday afternoon in Toronto Bible
College. Mrs. Glover presided in the ab-
sence of Mrs. Trees,

Dr. Chone Oliver of Central India
®ave a very interesting account of her
meeting with lepers and her visits to
several of the leper asylums of the mis~
sion in Central India. %

An account was read of the annual
meeting of the mission to lepers at the
head office in Edinburgh which told of
great progress. The mission is now at
work in fourteen countries, in co-0p-
eration with 36 societies; ‘it has 86 sta-
tions, with a total number of inmates
(including aided institutions) of 11,568,
and it has 602 untainted children under
its charge. "The number of Christian
inmates at the various centres of the
work is 4,346 and 661 were baptized
last vear. The cause is a great and ur-
gent one. In India alone there are 110,-
000 cases of leprosy known to the au-
thorities, and probably as many again
of concealed cases,

The secretary’s report was read by
Miss Mullin and the treasurer's re-
port showed that $662.36 ‘had been re-
ceived from friends in Toronto this
year.

G. Barnstead of the
Toronto reference library, in respéct to
classifying, and .by Miss atricia
Spereman, official cataloger, ‘depart-
ment of education, in regard to vata<
loging. ;

Courses of lectures and addresses of
a related nature will also be provided.
as in previous years, by well-known
experts.

The' Ontario school was instituted
first to meet the needs of those desir-
ous of undertaking an elementary
library course, for which purpese prac-
tice work is conducted to meet the
conditions of the daily routine of the
average library and gualify the student
for taking charge. It also offers a
course of special training for more
advanced students who desire to study
the larger problems of library secience.

The course includes instruction in
literature, library methods and admin-
istration, book selection,
classification—according o the Dewey
decimal system—shelf listing, acces-
sioning, reference work, bibliography,
bookbinding, laboratory demonstration,
children’s work, charging systems,
fines and@ accounts, the Public Libraries
Act, rules and regulations and
traveling library system.

Unlike any other library school on
the continent the Ontario school is ab-
solutely free. No entrance or other fee
is required. All necessary books and
supplies are provided by the depart-
ment of .education. free of charge.
Students ‘residing in Ontario, -cither
e¢ngaged in library work or desirous of
taking up the work as a professton,
are also provided with free transporta-
tion to and from their places of resi-

.dence to Toronto by the department of

Mr. Crothers stited that the dis-
tances in Canada render it impos-
sible for the government to advance
traveling expenscs; . but ° he, believed
that he has arrived at a solution of
the difficulty by getting employers to
advance the money.

The minister of labor has found
that to allow persons out of work,
especially immigrants, to get into the
hands of employment agenis has not
been in the bost interests of work-

Extortionate Charges.

He found after going carefully into
the matter that one employment
agent. in. Montreal had made $10,000
in three months out of immigrants
aJong, charging them as high as $15
and $16 to get them a job. He had
stopped this extcrtion by compelling
agents. {o take out a government
u“n‘f‘. and there is now a regular
sistem of inspection. Mr. Crothers
intends to go still further, and will
establish government bureaus at a
numbeq of centres of population.

Serious doubts whether the Atlants
In_lhoff sewage disposal system can be
applied to -meet Torento's needs was
voiced by  Controller Simpson, who
with seven other members of council
yesterday returned from Cincinnati
Atlanta. and- other American cities.
The different climatic conditions are
the main cuause for doubt, " . . .
- 'Were the Tmheff ‘system installed
here.it is certain, says the controller,
that its original equipment and cost
would ‘have to be fupplemented to
prevent freczing of the sludge and
other outputs from the plant. In At-
lanta the sludge ig drained into fields,
where the sun bakes it dry within. one
week. This would be impossible in
winter . in Canada. Mechanical ar-
rangeménts of the plant would also
recessitate changes to protect ‘the
liquids from frost. To cvercome
freezing in the sludge beds immense
sheds would he required, Controller
Simpson thinks, and the cost would
be heavy.

Also it is not true there is no smell.
It is not offensive to citizens, for the
Atlanta - plant is isolated and set in
4 basin among the hills,

The trip south has certainly not
settled the sewage disposal problem
for Controller Simpson. He would
not favor such a plant as that at At-
lanta being placed in the Don valley
where there dre many houses; up the
valley it might be different.

The majority of the aldermanic
party seem to be-.also mot exactly en-
thusiastic over the Imhoff plamt as
arranged in Atlanta, and it would
seem that sewage disposal is still a
problem before the couneil.

Went to Cincinnati.

The party was at Cincinnati for a
short time to inspect the Hfltration
plant there. The water is drawn
from the polluted Ohio River, pumped
to a. high level, where in a reservoir
it is allowed to remain until 60 per
cent., of the suspected matter has
settled. It is then released and fall-
ing to a lower level enters another
tank. On the way down it provides
power to operate the whole flitration
system. In this -second tank all but
156 per cent. suspected matter settles.
Sulphate of iron and lime are used
to promote _sedimentation. Later
the water is flitered thru sand and
gravel and partially charged with
chlorine gas. It is then 99.6 pure, is
clear to the eye, and has no taste.
Controller Simpson thinks such a
system. could be operated in Toronto.
In Washington -the party saw a
glow sand . flltration plant and in-
spected a concrete viaduct, .
