There is probably no more popular
plant, the:identity of  which is more
disputed. at the present moment; théan
the shamrock. ;

A true Irishman, of course, knows
the true shamroek, but there is no-
body else on earth who does know the
real shamrock so thoroly as the Irish-
man knows it. And this because the
real shamrock is bound up tight and
fast and close with the traditions of
the island, and stands forever a living
emblem of the undying religious faith
of  the nation.

The shamrock represents the Trin-
ity, of course, and since none other
than Saint Patrick himself taught
this fundamental doctrine it can
never be dissociated with the name
of Ireland while Ireland stands.

The Trinity, as represented by the
shamrock, twines ever around the
1ose and the thistle, the quick and

blem of the unity which shall ever
bind together the faiths of the free
nations. : :

At the present momeént many thou-
sands of shamrock -plants aré bioom-
ing the world over. Becausc where
is not héard the inimitable brogue _ot
sod? The great majority -of these
plants aré the old-fashioned  wood
sorrel, of which there are two princi-
pal varieties, the yellow-flowered and
thé white-flowered.

This lattsr, ‘the white wood sorrel,
oxalis acetoselld, is the real Irish
shamirock.- You will always know it
if you remember that the delicate
violet-veined flowers, whose s$now-
white petals are remarkably - hardy
despite their frail appearance, are
supposed 1o represent by these violet
veins the shed blood of the One Who
Came.
Each flower stands daintily sup-
ported on a thin scape, six inches
high, a dozen or s6 flowers to each
wee plant, each trifcliate leaf closely
resembling o tiny clover leat,. rising
four or five inches on a single thread-
ike stem, and greencr than any other
green of the woods. 1

WHhen you take ‘home your small
pot of shamrock, set it in the sun
and give it plenty of water. Place
the whole pot in a vessel tor say half
an hour each day. It this way you
will save it from the fate so comitnon
to Lought flowers, namely, death from
thirst. You can save the.plant until
the end of August by caraful nursing,
after which it should be dried .out, and
if preferred, planted in the open gar-
den, to come up naturially next year.
Each tiny buld will multiply three-
fold under -proper care, and supply
you.with a sufficlent stock for 4 nice
patech on the rock garden or neéar the
water plants, if you have a - water
garden.

Be sure to explain to yYour children
just what the shamrock represents
and why it is so dear to the Irishman.

ENEMY'S BIG LOSSES

German Caéualties in Area
Estimated at Eighteen
Thousand Men.

Canadian Press Despatch,

LONDON, Manch 16.—The regulsr
semii-weekly report on the progress of
the fighting was given out today by |
the British authorities, It is dated
March 15, and reads as follows:

‘Since the last an:rouncement of
Msdrch 11, the operations in the neiga-
borhood of Neuve Chapelle have peen
continued. The line captured March
10 and 11, to.the east of that village, |'
hag been consolidated and held in spite
of repeated efforts on the part of the
enem ° to retake it. During the night
of Marcdh 11-12, and in the early morn-
ing-of the 12th, several counter-attacks
to the east of Neuve Chapelle were
repulsed and 60 priséners were cap-
tured, 2\

“The same night a skilfully execut-
ed enterprise to the east of Armentieres
resulied in the capture by us of the
Village og Epinette, with small loss,
The possession of this village advances
our line in this quarter 300 vards on a
front 800 yards wide.

Severe Fighting.

“Fighting in the Neuve Chapelle
area was very severe March 12. A
strong counteér-attack by Germans in
the aftéernoon was repulsed, and 612
more prisoneérs were taken. The Ger-

ter-attacks during the night of March
12-13 and thruout the 13th. In no case
Jdid they succeed in recapturing any
of the ground they lost.

“March 14 the fighting was confined
mainly to the artillery. i

The Fire Department Scandal

Judge Denton's report on the fire
department g decisive and definite.
The most apathetic council could not
fafl to be moved by such a. document.
The present council {s not apathetic
by any means, and cffective  action
must follow this deliverance.

What must astonish many citizens
is that such. a condition of things
should have existed for years and that
apparently thére was no means of
geiting it rectified. There need be no
gurprise about it if it be remembered
that the fire department has been re-
garded for a long time past as a kind
of political storage battery. Judge
Denton put his finger on this card:-
nally weak spot:

But may I respectfully suggest
to the board and aldermen the ad-
visability of considering whether
the need of the hour ‘does not de-
mand oven more than an investi-
gation, an immediate and thoro
reorganization of the department,
under a head who will be free from
8]l social, fraternal or political in-
fuences and able by his ition
and power to gather up the lgose
reins apd effectually stamp out'the
ovilg that exist and restore the
force to a state of efficlency?

T™he whole husiness is a disgrace to
the city, and the worst of it is that
those who are most concerned are not
aware of that fact, or do not regard it
as of any consequence. The lack of
publde spirit in this partictlar is, per-
haps, the worst evidence of Gemorali-
zation and -lgck of discipline that can
be broyght. Where there is not publis
¢pirit there can bd no high jdeals of
actlon. Gradually the whole force
degrades itself into viclous ¢ourses of
self~seeking, either directlys for in-
dividual pleasure or profit, or indirectly
thru party agencies with the same ob-
Jeote.

It may be admitted that excellent
departmental work may be accom-
plished while such conditions prevail,
but Toronto does yot merely expect
excellent work. Toronto is paying
for and expects the best results that
can be obtained from the department.
The best results cannot possibly be
obtained under such conditions as
Judge Denton's investigation has un-
covered.- As he desires to g0 fafther
he should have full authority accorded
bim to do so. A complete and satis-
factory reorganization is the goal in
view, and whatever contributes rosthis
should be done.

spies who misled hig imperial majesty
into the false views of British domestic
relations which he has entertained.

It was on the motion of Alderman
Quald that the vrofessor's naime was
taken from the roll in order to signify
‘“disapproval of the anti-British can-
valgn he has Ubeen conducting in
America.” The incident should bpe
carefully considered by those who re-

five minutes. That appears to be a
very brief period within which to in-
flict damage resulting in a fire, the
explosion of the cruilser's magazine
and the sinking of the ship. Be that as
it may, the real point is that the com«
mander of the Dresden. contrary to the
rule that has hitherto prevailed in the
German navy, preferred discretion to
valor. By means of the white flag he
saved his own life and the lives of his
erew, no doubt, like other Germans,
pinning his faith to the generosity of
the British sallor.

The case of the Dresden is the first
instance on the sea when the Germans
have deliberate.y tarown up the gponge
and relied for rescue on the chivalry
of the victors. What view the kaliser
and his Prussian officers may take of
the incident remains to be seen, but
it, at least, supplies evidence that some
German officers are regaining their
sanity. The war lords have been pro-
digal in life and even prohibited the
fraternization among the soldlers that
was conspicuous during ~Christmas
weelk. If the false morale inculcated
into the German sailor and soldier is
about to disappear the war will be so
much nearer its end.

Long hours and low pay is driving
men to swell the unemployed ranks of
the cities.

HAD VERY POOR YEAR

Sawyer-Massey ﬁeport Deficit —
Surplus Was Largély
Drawn Upon.

Implement manufacturers in ~Canada
had to contend last year with the special
conditions - arisipg from a poor crop in
thy west, in addition to a general trade
“depression accentuated by the war. That
the effect on. the earnings of the com-
panies was even worse than was expect-
ed is shown in the annual statement nf

the Sawyer Massey Co., Ltd., which re-
ports a loss of $:06,802 on operations for
‘the year ending Nov. 30 last, and a deficit
of $833,023 after meeting fixed charges
and making partial payment of the cumu-
lative, preferred stock dividend, Wwhich
was guspended in mid-year.

The year's deficit of $333,023 comparad
with surpluses of $11,630 and $103,911, re-
spectively, in the two years immediately
preceding, when full dividends were paid
on_.the $1,600,000 preferred stock. he
surplus balance, which stood at $372,263
at the beginning of the year, is drawn
down to $39,244.

BANK RETURNS REFLECT
BETTER TRADE IN WEST

A favorable turn in western business
conditions is reflected in a better week-
ly total of clearing house returns from
that section of the country.
