To my
mind Québec is an integral portion of
the Dominion of Canada, as much as
eny other province, and all of us are
of the birthright who are born in this
country, no matter in what part of it.
There is only one duty that is incum-
bent upon any man who is of this
birthright, and that is the duty of pa-
triotism, that is, the defence of -the
country; that is, the defence of the
empire. No man can set up the argu-
ment in this country that for some rea-
gon or other he is entitled to a peculiar
kind of autonomy, that for some reason
or other he and his friends have some
peculiar right to call themselves au-
tonomists. If they did that, what
would follow? They say in Quebec
that they are in a certain way set
apart from the other provinces. But in
no way are they set.apart, and if they
say there is something different in the
Caradian who happens to live in the
Province of Quebec, then they are
making an argument for an alien ele-
ment within the Canadian nation.
Now, I appeal to this house: Do wa
want an alien. element in this coun-
try? It follows that there must be
eventually ‘a separate element in’ this
country, -and can we afford that? I
kere and now repudiate that doetrine.
J.eay it is no part of the autonomy of
this country, or any part of.it, to re-
fuse to perform the patriotic duty of
the defence of this country.

- Government is Responsible.

There s another argument they
make, and it is one that I canmot agree
with, much as 1 would like to agree
with some of the statements that I
have heard in this house. Those whao
make it say they are entitled to vote
on questions of war and peace. T do |
not agree with that doctrine at all. Un- !
der the principle of responsible gov-
ernment, the defence of the country,
the maintenance of an army and a
navy, rests upon the government of the
day, and the government of the day
must be responsible. A nation that is
dependent: for 1its defence upon the
submission of a question of war to the
people, would be wiped out in no time,
Imagine for one moment what would
happen if the people were to be con-
sulted on every question of war. When
were the people ever consgulted in re-
gard to war in England? Of courze
the war in South Africa was a groat
public question, and certain of the!
politicians, certain of their public men
—1I do not wish to speak offensively-—-
but the argument was made that in
some way the people of the countr
had tp be consulted. They never we
consulted, thdy never will be consult-
ed. The conduct of war, the defence
of the country, is a duty imposed udon
the government of the day. And I,
who believe In responsible government,
and who may take occasion later on
to say that I am a democfat up to the
hilt, T still believe that here is but one !
sound doctrine, and that is that the
People cannot be consulted in regard ‘o
war, a province c¢annot be consulted "
in regard to war, no province has any
special .autonomy in regard to war;
and if it ‘sets up a doctrine of that
kind, it is  proposing a condition of
allenship, and a condition that will}
eventually lead to separation.

i Unfair Tactics.

Now, I desire to makeé only one other
remark  in regard to that ‘campaign
that was conducted in Drumimond-Ar-
thabaska. I utterly répudiate the tac-!
tics of appealing to the women, and
trying to frighten them in regard to
their sons. A mother who is loyal to
her country will give her .sons to. the
defenice of the country.’ 'The nian who
made ‘an Zappeal. such as that which
was . made in that county, an appeal (o
the women of that province, did not do
his.duty.

The péo-
ple of Canada admit it to be their duty
to join together in the defence of this
country, to tax themselves for it, ae
other people have always, had to do.!
No people, na-community, no eountey,’
can maintain itself to-day by pursuing |
a policy of peace at any price. We|
would all like to &ée peace. 1 appre-|
ciate what was said by both the leaders
in'this house in regard to peace; but
peace depends largeély cn preparation,
and -those¢ who speak of women, home
and ¢hildren, should remember that the
whaole- security of the women, of tiae
wife, of the mother, of the home, of
the children, is that the country is pre-
pared in some way to defend itself angd
1o assist the empire if it is a portion
of that empire, to maintain the dignity
of that empire. The ‘huestion to-day
before all the world in regard to wnar-
fare is sea power and -the maintenance
of sea power, and especially is it ne-
cessary for a world-wide empire in
4imes of great expenditure upon naval
construction, to maintain itself fully in
that respect.
