Were that clause of the 
Senate resolutions eliminated, nothing 
could rave prevented Immediate concur­
rence by the House, as the great majority 
of the Republicans of the lower branch of 
Congress are eager for n conclusion, but 
the action* of the Senate declaring fur the 
recognition of Cuba’s independence against 
the direct and specific rccomemudatlon of 
the President has given the Conservatives 
a rallying cry from the standpoint of party 
loyalty, which proved very effective to­
day. One of the most prominent Republi­
can leaders on the floor of the House de­
nominated that portion of the Senate re­
solutions as a direct "as ault" upon the 
President, which no loyal Republican could 
endorse, and upon this theory Speaker 
Reed and his lieutenants have been pro 
ecedlng _to-dny in their campaign against 
concurrence in the Senate resolutions. All 
daylong the Speaker’s rooms at the-Shore- 
ham have been like the headquarters of the 
commander-in-chief of an army. He has 
consulted with his lieutenants, Messrs. 
Dlngley of Maine, Dnlzell of Pennsylvania, 
Cannon of Illinois, Grosvenor of Ohio, and 
Payne of New York. He has seen Messrs.

The Ontario Department of Agriculture 
has issued a circular warning farmers and 
creamery men against the use of “pre­
servatives” in butter-making. The British 
authorities, .the circular states, are be­
coming alarmed at the increased use of 
these “preservatives” In some of the coun­
tries shipping to England, and are now pro­
posing to exclude nil butter in which traces 
of them are found. Nearly all the “pre 
servntlves” are mixtures of bornclc acid, 
and “preservalene,” “preservature.” “pre- 
servltas” are favorites names for them. 
Butter to which anything but comomn salt 
has been added Is considered adul'crated, 
and for the sake of Canada’s growing but­
ter Industry the department urges the 
avoidance niid discouragement of all “pre­
servatives.”

grant a secret interview to the advocate 
of one client and allow himself to be Influ­
enced by arguments which the other party 
has no opportunity to hear and to refute. 
We see no reason why a'member of Parlia­
ment should not be In precisely the same 
position, or why lobbying should not be 
regarded as a gross breach of the privileges 
of Parliament.

If the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany had a good case against the 
giautlng of the Kettle Valley cnarter there 
is no reason why It should not rely upon 
arguments used openly in presence of Par­
liament and of tne country. If they are 
airald of an unreasoning prejudice and 
clamor against corporations, tuey are go­
ing to work in exactly tne way to 
foster that prejudice. People may be ex­
cused for harboring suspicions lf they see 
Parliament furthering the ends of a great 
corporation as the result, not of public 
argument, but of secret interviews. On 
the other hand, if the Interest of the cor­
poration were identical with that of the 
pubiic, that Identity of Interest to capable 
of being demonstrated, and there n.eed be 
little fear that mere clamor and prejudice 
would prevail against Justice and regard 
for the true interests of the country.

In the present case It will not be serious­
ly argued that the granting of a charter 
tor tne Kettle Valley Railway Is unjust 
to the Canadian Pacific Railway Company. 
The rights and privileges of the latter com­
pany, so far as they relate to the region 
urder discussion, are defined In the original 
bargain with the C. P. K. syndicate and 
in the Act relating to the Crow’s Nest 
Pass Railway. The former gaxe the own­
ers of the Canadian Pac’flc Railway large 
grants of laud and money and Important 
privileges and monopolies, and it contain­
ed a clause which seriously impairs the 
control of Government and Parliament over 
its charges for transportation. The latter 
was far lees favoraole to the company, 
providing, as it did, for cheaper rates for 
the traders of older Canada and the farm­
ers of the west, control of the mountain 
pass, a right of way through the pass for 
reads that may be constructed , hereafter, 
cheap coal for smelting, and guarantees 
against coal monopoly and for regulation 
of rates. But, on the other hand, it gave 
such a subsidy for the building of a road 
as ought to give the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Company a decided advantage 
over any competitor, and especially over 
a competitor which asks for no subsidy, 
no monopoly, no privilege of any kind, 
simply the right to build and maintain a 
railway as n business enterprise. The 
country is willing to discriminate in favor 
of a Canadian enterprise, but there !» a 
point at which patriotic discrimination 
ceases to be a virtue, and this point is 
surely reached when it is proposed to give 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
without any consideration whatever, a 
monopoly of the carrying trade of British 
Columbia. The argument that "the building 
of the new railway will divert business to 
the United States would. If carried to Its 
logical conclusion, prevent the building of 
a railway from any province of Canada 
to any part of the United States. If Brit­
ish Columbia chose to bind Itself to any 
such policy of exclusion the rest of us 
might have little reason to complain, but 
we Imagine the storm that would be arous­
ed In Ontario
national reasons to confine ns to any one 
railway system. Our legislation already 
docs a good deal to favor inter-provincial 
trade as against trade between Canada and 
the United States. We have one inter-pro­
vincial road owned and maintained by the 
nation; we have others heavily subsidized 
and privileged; we discriminate in favor 
of Canadian trade by our customs tariff. 
When it ts proposed to go beyond this 
point it ought at least to be demonstrated 
hat what 1.» asked for Is clearly In the 

Interest of tne nation; and those who make 
the demand. Instead of adopting the 
methods of the lobbyist for a private In­
terest, ought to devote all their energies 
to make out a case which will stand the 
test of open discussion. We believe that, 
tried by this test, the opponents of the 
charter have failed.

The Lobbyist* In Fell Cry.
Ottawa, April 15.—(Special.)—In the me­

mory of the oldest PnrllamentafTan there 
has been no lobbying to compare with that 
to which members have been subjected dur­
ing the past six weeks in the great Kettle 
Valley struggle. The stake to the casual 
observer seemed hard’y worthy of the tre­
mendous efforts put f< rth by the two great 
railways, being only the right to build 
some 30 miles of railway along the valley of 
the Kettle River In the Boundary Creek 
district. In effect, however, the uattle has 
been one on the part of Mr. Corbin and his 
allies of the Grand Trunk for the right to 
compete with the O.P.B. for a share of the 
traffic of the m’n’ng region, and on the 
part of the C.P.R. for an absolute monopoly 
of the carrying trade of British Columbia. 
It has been a fight for a province. From the 
foothll’g of the Rockies to the shores of 
the Pacific the C.P.R. is supreme. It has 
by treaty or by purchase secured control 
of the charters that would have permitted 
the construction of a second transprovln- 
c!al railway. But one rival remains In the 
province from whom dangerous competition 
may be expected, and that rival Is Mr. Cor­
bin, the American who first pushed a rail­
way into the Kootenay. The energies of 
the officers of the greatest railway in the 
world are directed to the prevention of any 
extension of the Corbin roads in British 
Columbia, and to tho buttressing of the 
C.P.R. In its possession of the land.

Manitoba .ttonepolv Ovrr Again.
It Is the fight that occurred in Manitoba 

several years ago repeated. When the O.P. 
R. tried to held a monopoly of railway 
transportation of that province, Sir John 
Macdonald, s-roag friend of the roa<I as he 
was, said, “We cannot check Manitoba,” 
and compel!.ion was secured. The present 
issue involves the prestige of the C.P.R. 
no less than did the Manitoba conflict. Not­
withstanding the appearance of Sir William 
Van Horne before the Railway Committee, 
notwithstanding the most systematic lobby 
ever undertaken, the importation of men 
with Influence from all over the country, 
the loading of the malls with circulars and 
the C.P.R. wires with telegrams, the C.P.R. 
was defeated before the - Railway Commit­
tee by a small majority. It Is true, but 
still defeated. To wipe out this reverse 
efforts were redoubled, more lobbyists were 
Imported, and since the Easter vacation 
the members have been haunted day and 
night and plied with every argument that 
could be applied. The Corbin supporters 
while this went on seemed to slacken their 
efforts. The advantage gained by the C.P. 
R. was pushed to the utmost.

to working tariff and that the Canadian Pa­
cific would be compelled to allow any 
transportation company or any other rail­
way to not only hâve the nse of the tracks 
but also the age of the terminals, of- the 
stations and everything else that would 
facilitate what In railway parlance Is called 
common running rights or common track­
age. These were supposed to be provi­
sions of the highest value in the public 
Interest, and Sir William Van Horne, when 
he appeared before the Railway Committee 
the other day, told that body that such 
they were. As a result of these provisions 
on the part of the Government Parliament 
voted the subsidy and franchise to the 
Canadian Pacific. The Conservative lead­
ers, like Sir Charles Tupper and Mr. Fos­
ter and the late Minister of Railways, Mr. 
Haggart, acquiesced In the proposal. The 
Conservative who set out most against the 
proposal was the Hon. N. O. Wallace. 
True, Mr. Foster and Sir Charles contend­
ed that their party, wfien in power, had 
made an arrangement to have a road built 
for a smaller subsidy, but they did not 
divide the House on the Issue. As a mat­
ter of fact they aided the proposal In every 
way. and, as Is well known to everyone, 
Sir Charles Tupper advised his followers 
In the party caucus to support the Crow’s 
Nest proposal, as he considered it In the 
public interest.

Now, to revert Just for a moment: It will 
be remembered, as stated above, that the 
Corbin Railway was the first in this country 
and that It doeè to-day cross the boundary 
line at two places, where it goes from 
Northport Into Rowland, and on up to 
Nelson. But In# order to get Into the 
country Immediately west thereof, it was 
necessary, owing to the mountains, to 
start again from Marcus, which Is south 
of Northport, in Washington State, and 
to go up the valley of the Kettle River 
in a northerly direction, till It crossed 
the boundary line at Cascade City, and 
thence west parallel with the boundary 
line on the north of It, through the val­
ley of the same river, and then dip again 
Into the United States through the same 
valley, and then up and across the 
boundary line again at Midway, and then 
away up In a straight northerly direction 
through the same valley to a point where 
It would intersect the Crow’s Nest Pass 
Railway. It was for the privilege of 
crossing the boundary line at these new 
intersections that Mr. Corbin petitioned 
Parliament. His idea was to get into the 
Boundary Creek country and be a rival 
of the Crow’s Nest Pass Railway, controll­
ed by the Canadian Pacific. By following 
theKettle Valley Railway he got a much 
cheaper* line than the Canadian Pacific, 
which was further to the north. Mr. Cor­
bin was backed up in this application by 
the Grand Trunk Railway. Corbin’s road,
It will be remembered, runs far enough 
south to cross or connect with both the 
Great Northern and the Northern Pacific 
Railways, with which two great trans­
continental roads the Grand Trunk has an 
alliance from Chicago westward. The 
reader, of course, will remember that the 
Grand Trunk has Its own road from the 
seaboard through Canada and Michigan 
and Illinois to Chicago, where it has con­
nections with these Pacific railways. The 
Grand Trunk, for the first time in its 
history, desired to get into British Colum­
bia, and it proposed to use the two Ameri­
can Pacific railroads and the Corbin rail­
way in order to do this, and, therefore, it 
backed up the application of Mr. Corbin 
for the extènslon of his charter. The 
Grand Trunk further had In view the use 
of the common running rights over the 
Crow's Nest Pass Railway, which Parlia­
ment expressly reserved for It or any other 
railways over the Crow’s Nest Pass Rail­
road, as set out in the legislation of 1897. 
To make this clear we quote the clause:

Chap. 5, 60-1 Vic. (1897). 1. (f) That
the Railway Committee of the Privy 
Council MAY GRANT RUNNING POWERS 
over the said line of railway [Crow’s Nest 
line] and all its branches and connections, 
or any portions thereof, and all lines of 
railway now or hereafter owned or leased 
by or operated on account of the company 
[C. P. R.] In British Columbia, south of 
the company’s main line of railway, AND 
THE NECESSARY USE OF ITS TRACKS, 
STATIONS AND STATION GROUNDS, TO 
ANY OTHER RAILWAY COMPANY ap­
plying for such grant upon such terms as 
such committee may fix and determine, and 
according to the provisions of the Railway 
At. and of such other general acta relat­
ing to railways as are from time to time 
passed by Parliament.

Notwithstanding the O. P. R.’s solemn 
pledge and signature to respect this agree­
ment and the common trackage clause In 
the agreement, and notwithstanding the 
solemn declaration of the Liberal party 
and its leaders that they had put that 
clause in for the protection of the public,
Sir William Van Horne and his friends, 
allies, agents and lobbyists came to Ot­
tawa and protested against Mr. Corbin 
and the Grand Trunk having entrance Into 
Southern British Columbia, and notwith­
standing the solemn pledges and legislation 
of the Liberal party and the Liberal Gov­

pressing and practical question we have.
Onr fiscal or trade policy has been sub­

stantially settled, and both parties In this 
country are to-day in some sort of way 
committed to the development of our In­
dustries by some sort of protection and 
are committed to some sort of policy look­
ing towards preferential trade between 
ourselves and our fellow-colonists and the 
Mother Country.

Bnt Parliament as it la constituted to­
day miserably misrepresents what we take 
to be the view» of the Canadian people 
on the transportation question.

The Canadian. Pacific Railway, as our 
readers know, runs fairly through the 
middle of British Columbia, and comes 
flown south only when it gets near the 
Pacific Ocean ; the main portion of the roa.l 
la well to the north, the way through the 
mountains being by what is called the 
Kicking Horse Pass. Within the last two 

j or three years a great deal of attention 
has been devoted to what is called the 
Southern British Columbia country, or 
Kootenay district, which lies more or less 
to the north of the boundary line and south 
of the main line of the Canadian Pacific.
Access $0 this country is through what Is 
called the Crow’s Nest Pass, which 1* a 
much more southernly entrance than the 
Kicking Horse Pass,and originally designed 
to have been the gateway for the main 
line of the road, but for national reasons 
the road wss evidently located to the north 
through the Kicking Horse f*ass. Southern 
British Columbia Is exceedingly rich ?n 
minerals of all kinds, and probably the 
most valuable coal beds In the world are 
In the district Owing to the great atten­
tion which has been paid to Southern Brit­
ish Columbia within the last three or four 
years and the marvelous growth of Ross- 
land, Trail and Robson, and the early- 
promised development of what Is called 
the Boundary Creek country, a widespread 
Interest has been centered upon It, and 
capital and enterprise are being thrown 
Into that country from all directions.

That a powerful and persistent lobby 
would be organized against the charter to 
ihe Kettle X alley Rahway Is exactly what 
the circumstances of the ease would In­
dicate. The lobby is an Institution for ad­
dressing to members of Parliament argu­
ments which will not bear close examina­
tion, and most, if not all, of the arguments 
of the opponents of the charter are of that 
description. We do not mean to imply 
that tne appeal which is whispered in the 
member's tar instead of bemg advanced 
in the House or Its committees Is necessari­
ly corrupt. But in the lobby the advantage 
is usually with the agent as against tne 
member. The agent knows the subject 
tuoroughly. and he knows the man whom he 
Is addressing. In a House of more than 
two hundred members there are sure to be 
many woo have not made a special study 
of the question or who are not specially In­
terested In It; and these are the natural 
prey of the lobbyist.

“As It Is being freely circulated that the 
Grand Trunk Company is not Interested in 
tne passage of this legislation, I desire to 
contradict such -statement. The Corbin 
bill Is intended to provide railway communi­
cation by which the G.T.R. Company can 
reach by Its own line and connections the 
Boundary Creek country and give railway 
faclli.ies which are absolutely necessary 
for the development of that rich country. 
The G.T.R. Company now reaches that 
country with supplies from eastern mer­
chants, but for a cons.derable 
goods have to be teamed, at

The Grand 
Trunk Company has been long urged to 
reach into the Northwest for the purpose 
of affording additional railway facilities, 
and such demands will now receive the seri­
ous consideration of the management, pro- 
vldpd the charter now applied for Is allowed 
to become law.”

A Thousand Miles Against Thirty.
To this the C.P.R. replied with a circular, 

signed "by Mr. Shnughnessy, in which it was 
stated that “no doubt If the Kettle Rrver 
Railway were in existence the G.T.R., by 
utilizing connections which cross the inter­
national boundary twice could reach 15 
miles of Canadian territory with shipments 
from Eastern Canada, and by crossing the 
boundary four times could reach an addi­
tional 15 miles, but there Is no traffic or­
iginating within this 30 miles of territory 
that could by nny possibility be shipped 
east over the United States lines coming In­
to Canada again at the Detroit or Sarnia 
frontier, so that this railway cannot be 
Intended for the interchange of traffic be­
tween British Columbia and Eastern Can­
ada, via United States routes. When It is 
understood that the Canadian Pacific hn« 
now nearly eight hundred miles of railway 
in British Columbia, and will within a 
short time have over a thousand miles of 
rai’wny In that province, the Insignificance 
of the thirty miles against which protest 
Is made will he appreciated nnrl the fal­

of Massachusetts to-day urgently counselled 
the House leaders to reject tenaciously the 
Senate's proposition.

Washington, D.C., April 16.—It Is re­

ported to-night that Theodore Roosevelt,As­
sistant Secretary of the Navy, has submit­
ted his resignation to the President. It Is 
said he Is anxious to take part in active 
service against the Spaniards In Cuba. As 
he is not a sailor and would have no place 

ship, he may ask for a staff appoint- 
Inent In the army.

^President McKinley and Secretary Long 
have endeavored to dissuade him from re­
signing, urging that he enn serve his coun­
try best In the Navy Department. Reports 
have It that he has declined to yield to their 
appeals, and will not withdraw the resig­
nation. He desires to be appointed upon 
Gen. Lee’s staff when that officer Is placed 
In command of a brigade of volunteers.

Theodore Roosevelt has been In the pub­
lic eye for a great many years. He was 
born on October 27, 1858, and was graduat­
ed at Harvard University In the class of 
•80. He studied law with his uncle, Robert 
B. Roosevelt, until the toll of 1881, wben 
he became a member of the Legislature. 
In 1884 he first became connected with 
the Civil Service Reform movement.

In 1889 President Harrison appointed him 
a member of the National Civil Service 
Commission, and his work on that board 
gave him a national reputation. During 
the first year of Mayor Strong’s adminis­
tration In New York he accepted an ap­
pointment as police commissioner In that 
city. He became president of the board, 
and his energetic administration of this 
office. Including his tremendous fight for 
the enforcement of the excise law, 1» still 
fresh In the minds of everyone. He re­
signed his position as president of the 
Board of Police Commissioners to become 
Assistant Secretary of the Navy in Mr. 
McKinley’s Administration.

THE HEART OF ENGLAND

Will Beat With America In Case of War, 
■toy Ihe London Correspondents i,r 

Mew York Papers.
New York, April 17.—The Spanlsh-Amerl- 

enn situation and the many evidences of 
sympathy expressed in Great Britain for 
the United States are themes upon which 
the London correspondents of tne leading 
New York dallies deal to-duy to the ex­
clusion of all other topics.

Mr. Ford, In his cabled letter to The 
Tribune, says: “If the Cuban question has 
not been settled this week, It has been 
through no fault of the English press, 
which has concentrated all its energies up­
on It. Every day there has been a fresn 
leader upon it In nearly every Journal, 
with many columns of despatches from 
America and the chief Continental capitals. 
While the natural tendency of events re­
mains unchanged nnd there is a steady drift 
toward war, one great fact looms up with 
dominating force. It is that England and 
America are In sympathetic touch, and 
will remain 60, whatever may be the final 
cast of the Iron dice of war. There may 
be an anti-American bias on the Continent, 
but there is none here.

“The London Times,with the 
with which It neglected to do Justice to 
Lincoln until he was In his grave, may 
go amuck and accuse President McKinley 
of shirking his executive responsibility and 
constitutional obligation, and In The St. 
James’ Gazette and a few other Journals 
may subject Congress to censorious criti­
cism, bnt the heart of the English people 
Is with America, and no English Govern­
ment can live which adopts an anti-Ameri­
can policy.

“Nearly all the English Journals perceive 
this truth. The Dally Chronicle Is so deep­
ly Impressed with It that It advocates an 
open alliance, which would be premature, 
as well as embarrassing. The only thing 
which America needs Is the moral support 
of England and a sufficiently rigorous ap­
plication of the three rales of tlie Treaty 
of Washington to close the British West 
Indian ports against Spanish cruisers and 
privateers ns naval bases and coaling sta­
tions. That Is n policy which will shorten 
the limit of the naval war and be strict­
ly In line with neutral obligations. There 
Is no reason to doubt that Instructions 
will be sent from the Foreign and Colonial 
Offices which will promote this result and 
satirfy American opinion. Without coal 
the Spanish navy cannot fight, and America 
will have every advantage In the opening 
of the struggle for supremacy of sea
P<“AeImember of Parliament says 
tween America and Spain is mainly a 
question of coal supply. There Is no cruiser 
In the Spanish navy which can steam from 
the Peninsula to New York and back with 
her own supplies of coal.

“ ‘The war will be one of short duration 
If the Spanish navy can be shut out of 
British ports for coaling on any effective 
scale. The British Government can be 
depended upon to enforce neutrality obliga­
tions to this extent, and to shorten thereby 
the period of hostilities.’ ’’

Mr. J. 8. Willises Discussed the Railway 
Problem Before the Members or the

The transportation question was the sub­
ject of Mr. J. 8. Wllllson’s paper, read on 
Saturday evening before the members of 
the Canadian Institute.

The paper was a very able one, the deduc­
tions of which are contained in the follow­
ing summary:

There are three possible courses open to 
the Canadian people: (1) The present sys­
tem, spasmodic railway competition, and 
enduring and unregulated railway com­
bination; (2) regulation and control by a 
strong Federal commission; (3) public 
ownership and operation. The third is no 
donbt the final solution, but it Is probably 
remote in Canada.

In 
October last Premier Turner had to wire 
Mr. Tarte that matters were serious at 
Bevelstoke ,and asking him to send Engi­
neer Roy to that point to see that the 
river banks were protected.

Mr. Tarte curtly replied on October 6th 
as follows;

"Your Government having declined last 
year to do anything for preventing .destruc­
tion of Itevelstoke, nothing was placed this 
year In my estimates for that work. I cau- 
not then send Mr. Roy.’’

Premier Turner did not receive this tele­
gram until the 14th, and wired back:

“Surely ns Dominion claims jurisdiction 
over navigable waters In such a case of 
Impending serious damage as this some­
thing ought to be done. I trust you will 
reconsider the matter and send your engi­
neer to confer with onrs nnd report on the 
best way to avert the danger.”

Two days later, Mr. Tarte sent this rode 
rely :

Dear Mr. Turner: Last year you knew 
all about the case and yon thought proper 
to decline to Join with us.”

“Yours truly,
"(Sgd.) J. Israel Tarte.”

Order-li. -Council Passed.
In December last an order-ln-councll was 

passed by the executive of British Colum­
bia agreeing to contribute one-third of the 
cost of the necessary permanent construe- 

.tion work, not to exceed 416,000, providing 
that the Dominion Government undertook 
to carry out the works at Bevelstoke with­
out delay.

In due course this communication reached 
the Dominion authorities, and on the 3rd 
of February last an order-ln-councll was 
passed, which read as follows:

The Minister of Public Works 
that In the “Supply Act” passed by Par­
liament for the expenditure during the 
fiscal year, 1898-97, a sum of 410,500 was 
provided for the protection of the river 
banks of Revelstoke, on condition that the 
Provincial Government wotild contribute n 
like sum for that purpose, and that upon 
communication being lind .jn January. 1897, 
with the honorable, the Premier of British 
Columbia, that gentleman Informed the 
Department of Public Works tnat no vote 
had been passed by the Provincial Legis­
lature towards such work, nor was it 
contemplated, nor were any arrangements 
for co-operation made.

The Minister

submits

further states that on ac­
count of the special provision of the vote 
and the fact that the Provincial Govern­
ment could not cofitrltute, the money 
could not be expended curing that year, 
the vote was perforce allowed to lapse, and 
was not renewed In the estimates presented 
to and voted by Parliament at Its last ses­
sion.

The Minister, nnder the circumstances, 
regrets that having had no funds placed 
at his disposal ty Parliament at Its last 
session for the now entrent year. It Is Im­
possible for him to recommend thnt the 
joint action be had as requested In' the 
minute of the Executive Council of British 
Columbia.

Under the plea ot urgency, this was 
all rushed through, though If a little time 
had been taken the road could have been 
built for mnch less and complete control 
kept In the hands of the people.

2. The Liberal party has now further to 
Its discredit the abandonment ot Its 
pledges and legislation of last session to 
give running rights to other roads over the 
Crow's Nest Pass line.

3. The notorious Yukon Railway deal, 
with Its monopoly and Its enormous gjld 
lands grab, fortunately bounced forever by 
the vigilance ot the Senate and the activity 
of the Opposition.

On every one of these pojnts has the 
Liberal Government gone wrong; has play­
ed into the bands of the Canadian Pacific; 
has mightily strengthened the position of 
that company; has allowed prominent men 
In Its ranks to be Interested parties to 
tbtse deals. And to all these deals has The 
Globe newspaper been the slick young gen­
tleman who led Its party Into the con­
fidence game played on the country.

Where the Conservatives Are
The Conservative leaders endorsed the 

Crow’s Nest Pass Railway project with 
Its enormous subsidies, and Its Immense 
coal land grabs and other monopolies. They 
should have opposed It, as they knew of 
the rclntlpns of leading Liberals to the coal 
land grabs, and that they themselves hud 
had a policy for building the road (so they 
claimed) for a much smaller enbsldy. The 
result Is that that project has proved to 
be a gigantic fraud, ns far as giving com 
petition Is concerned, and the building np 
of Immense private fortunes In coal and 
mineral lands. In this case the Conserva­
tive caucus was led Into supporting the 
proposition.
The Conservative leaders opposed the Yu­

kon Railway deal, though Sir Charles Tap­
per first favored It, and took their Instruc­
tions from ..caucus. The result was that a 
second gigantic railway fraud of the Liberal 
party was defeated by the Senate, much to 
the satisfaction of the country at large and 
of many Liberals In the party at Ottawa 
who had been roped Into the tangle before 
they knew It.

The Conservative leaders voted against 
the Kettle River charter and for the Cana­
dian Pacific. They voted for monopoly and 
tor a violation of the legislation of last ses­
sion (under the pretence of keeping trade 
In Canada). Had they stood up for the 
legislation of last session, for the contention 
of the Grand Trank, they would have forc­
ed the Government to make the Kettle 
River charter a party question and they 
would have made credit for themselves In 
the eyes of the Canadian people. But they

were
to recognize the new and progressive lines 
In the matter of transportation. It Is not 
worthy of having committed to Itk charge 
the great question of transit, and the sooner 
It Is out of the way or reformed the better 
for the country. The methods of Parlia­
ment are obsolete, and most of all windy. 
Men take four hours to say things that 
could be better said In 30 minutes; they 

'spend oceans of time In convicting one an­
other of petty inconsistencies ; they grow 
frantic at one time over a little thing, and 

other hours In settling trivial points of 
procedure. Parliament Is the paradise of 
a host of pretenders and the actual work­
shop of a little hand of men who would like 
to take a business view of the public needs.
