At 9.10 to-night the Davis resolutions —those reported from the Committee on
Foreign Relations, amended so as to include the recognition of the Republic of
Cuba—were passed by a vote of 67 to 21, as.a substitute for the resolution
adopted by the House of Representa tives.

All day long the contest waged with an earnestness, energy, ability and elo-
guence seldom equalled in the Senateof the United States. From 10- o'clock
this morning until the final vote the intensity of the interest did not abate

jfor an instant.

The speechés were characterized by an impassioned force and eloquence

It was not until the first vote—that on the amendment of Mr. Turpie of
Indiana, providing for recognition of the Island Republic, had been taken, that
the Senate was brought face to face with the tremendous importance of its

action.

HE RESOLUTION AS ADOPIED,

It Demands That llq{i‘-cur--e‘l of Spain
Relinguish Authoriy in the
Islind of Cuba,

Washington, D.C., April 16.—The Cuban
resolution passed by the Senate to-night 1s
made up of the House heading, number and
enacting clause; the Senate preaible, reso-
lution, and the Turple amendment, and a
fourth paragraph proposed by Mr. Teller.

In full it-is as folows:

Joint resolution, for the recognition of
the independence of the people and Republic
of Cuba, demanding that the Government of
Spain relinquish its authority and Govern-
ment in the Island of Cuba, and to with-
draw its land and naval forces from Cuba
acd Cuban waters, and directing the Presi-
dent of the United States to use the land
and naval forces of the United States to
carry these resolutions into effect.

Whereas, the abhorrent condition
have existed for more than three years in
the Island of Cuba, so near .Our own bor-
ders, have shocked the moral sense of the
people of the United States, have been a
disgrace to Christian civilization, culminat-
Ing, as they have, in the destruction of a
Unlted States battleship, with 266 of its
officers and crew, whiie on a friendly visit
in the harbor of Havana, and cannot longer
be endured, as has been set forth by tne
President of the United States in hls mess-
age to Congress of April 11, 1898, upon
which the action of Congress was invited:

Therefore, Resolved by the Senate . aud
House of Represeniatives of the United
btates In Congress assembled:

Fiist, That the people of the Island of
Cuba are and of right ought to be free and
ingependent and tnat the Government of
the United States hereby recognizes the
kepuniic of Cuba as the 1rue and lawful
Government of that island.

Second. ‘I'bat it is the duty of the United
States to demand and the Government of
the United States does hereby demand, that
the Government of dSpain at once relinquish
#s authority and Government in the Island
of Cuba and withdraw its land and naval
forees from Cuba and vupan waters.

Third. That the President of the United
States be and he herepy 1s directed and
empowered to use the entire land and paval
forces of the United States and to call into
the actual service of the United States the
militia of the several states to such extent
as may be necessary to carry these reso-
lutious into effect.

Fourth. Thaat the United States hereby
d selaims any disposition or “ntention to
exercise sovereignty, jurisdiction or con-
trol over said island, except for the paciii-
cation thereof; and asserts its determination
when that is accomplished to leave the
Government and control of the island to its
people.

TO0-DAY’S PROGLAM.

The Difficuit Task of Making the House

and Senate Agrce is
= Looming Up.

Washington, April 17.—To-morrow the 4if-
ficult task of adjusting the differences be-
tween the two Houses of Congress on the
Cuban questions begins. The rock upon
which the two Houses split is the recogni-
tion of the independence of the existing re-
public, which was incorporated in the iSen-
ate resolution. Were that clause of the
Senate resolutions eliminated, nothing
conld rave prevented immediate concur-
rence by the House, as the great majority
of the Republicans of the lower branch of
Congress are eager for a conclusion, but
the action- of the Senate declaring for the
recognition of Cuba’s independence agains:
the direet and specific recomemndation of
the President has given the Conservatives
a rallying cry from the standpoint of party
loyalty, which proved very effective 1o-
day. One of the most prominent Republi-
cun leaders on the fHonr of the House de-
nominated that portion of the Senate re-
solutions ‘as a direct ‘“‘as;auit” upon the
President, which no loyal Republican could
endorse, and upon this theory BSpeaker
Reed and his lieutenants have been pro-
ceeding to-day in their campaign aganst
concurrence. in the Senate resolutions. All
day long the Speaker's rooms at the Shove-
ham have been like the headquarters of the
commander-in-chief of an army. He has
consulted with his lientepants, ‘Messrs.
Dingley of Maine, Dalzéll of Pennsylvania,
Cannon of Illinois, Grosvenor of Ohio, and
Payne of New York. He has seen Messrs.
Joy of Missouri, Lorimer of Illinois, Heat-
wole of Minnesota and other leaders of
the Republican Oppogition, and through
other agencies has had a thorough ecan-
vass miade of the Republican side of the
House. To-night he is confident the Re-
publieans of the House can be marshalled
agalnst yielding to the Senate on the Malne
issue. Some of the arguments used with
those who, like Mr. Cooper of Wisconsin,
Man of Illinois and Bromwell of Ohio, are
disposed to take the shortest cut out of the
woods and by agreeing, end the matter,
have been such as to shake the convictions
of these gentlemen.

T'he Chief Complaint. '

The chief complaint of those who want
to concur is that non-concuirence means
delay. complications, possibiy.a reopening
of diplomatie negotiations;’ and possibly
further . concessions by Spain, which will
embarrass the United States when the time
for action arrives. These members have
been labored with separately. The arxu
ments against recognition have been reiter-
ated and reinforced in the light
of the speeches in the Senate, Ns.
pecially potent has been the argument
advanced by Senators Ailllson and Morgan,
that if this Government recognized the in-
dependence of the existing Government,
General Gomez might at any time negotiate
a peace witk Spain which would leave the
United States In the lurch. When France
allied herseif with America in the Revolu-
tionary War,it was for the purpose of gain-
mg American independence, but the United
States Government were held to the com-
pact by a stipulation that no peace with
Great Britain should be negotiated without
France's consent.

SPAIN’S FIRST VICTORY.

They Claim It Is a Diplomaticr One, But
it Looks as If It Were An Attack
On a Defenceless Consulate.

Havana, April 16.—The Dairio de la Mar-

“Spain has won the first victory from
the United States by making them. come
upon the ground desired by the gmnlsh.

U. S. Consulate Mobbed. -

Malaga, Spain, April 16.—There was a
serjous disturbance here to-day, resulting
in an attack upon the United States Con-
sulate, The demonstration began with the
parading of smail crowds through the
streets, shouting patriotic cries.’ But a
.mob‘ eventually gathered qnd attacked the
United States . @onsulate. Stones were
thrown, and oné of the mob leaders pro-
cured a ladder, tore down the shield hav-
ing upon it the arms of the United States,
and dragged it along the street. he pre-
fect was summoned, and he addressed the
people, bégging. them to disperse, which
to .some .degree restored oraer.  After-
wards the streets were patrolled by gend-
armes. As thls despatch was sent, tie
excitement continued.

Sunday Disorders.

Madrid, April 16.—This evening demon-
strations were made in several of the pro-
vinclal capitals. The American shield has
been replaced at the American Consulate
in Malaga amid the tumuituous protests of
the crowd. A force of gendarmes continues
to patrol the streets. A Cabinet Council,
lasting three hours, approved the conversion
into warships of the steamers of the Com-
pania Trapsattlanta and then discussed the
state of Spain's foreign relations, finally
deciding that the questions be submitted to

the Cortes.

The Imparcial, referring to the attack
upon the American Consuiate at Malaga
yesterday, deplores the ouirage as neces-
sarily calling for apologies and wains the
Malaguenos against provoking a wa which
Spain would avoid if possiple. The Impar-
e:al adds. “Rioting is no proof of courage.
The Greeks made demonstrations many days
in Athens. but this did not prevent them
from quickly forsaking the helghts of Thes-
saly. The Spanlards should enter the con-
flict like gentlemen and not like ruffians.’

The Sunday Bull Fight.

Madrid, April 17.—The usual Sunday bull-
fight absorbs the populace, overshadowing
the action of the United States Scnate as a
topic of discussion. he general tone of
the press 1s firmly warlike. El Liberal
(Moderate Republjcan) welcomes the Sen-
ate’s decision, although it is more hostile,
since it helps to disentangle the situation
which I¢ becoming insupportable to the
Spaniards, as shown by the outburst at
Malaga and elsewhere, El Liberal expresses
the hope that the mixed committee will
come to a decision guickly, enabling Spain
to know definitely her fate.

The jonrnals which comment on the sen.
ate’'s resolutions consider them a further
proof of America’s scheme 0f annexatioa,
and point out that it comes on the very
day on which the Havana delegates pro-
posed starting. to confer with the Insur-
gents,

Government circles feel that the. resolu-
tions are a fresh obstacle ralsed to the
union of the insurgents and the autono-
mists in Cuba.

The officlal gazette will shortly publish
the report of the Spanish Committee of
Inquiry into the Maine disaster, demon
strating that the explosion was of internal
origin. .

Butter -to which anything but comomn salt
has been added is eonsidered adulferated,
and for the sake of Canada’s growing but-
ter industry the department urges the
avoidance and discouragement of all “‘pre-
servatives.”

The Selgfried
Funeral March was a solemn contrigution
admirabl# given, but under circomstances
which made one feel that applause was out
of place.

Mme.* Julle Rive-King appears to bhave

The question of paramount interest to
the people of Canada to-day Is that con-
cerning transportation, It is a present,
vital and an all-pervading fssue, It is of
the deepest Interest to our people, no mint-
ter in what province or In what portion
of the Dominion they reside. It concerns
every’ man’s dally life, every iman's busi-
ness and has a direct bearing on the set-
tlement of our unoccupled lands and the
return our farmers must get for their pro-
ducts. There is not a household or family
or individual Canadian that is not directly
interested in transportation. It is the most
pressing and practical question we have,

Our figeal ‘or trade policy has been sub-
stautially settled, and both parties in this

 country are to-day in some sort of way
committed to the development. of our in-
dustries by some sort of protection and
are cammitted to some sort of policy look-
ing towards preferential trade between
ourselves and our fellow-colonists and the
Mother Country, Parllament as it Is con-
_ stituted to-day fairly represents the flscal
views of the Oanadian people at large.

But Parllament as it Is constituted to-

" day miserably misrepresents what we take
to be the views of the Canadian people
on the transportation guestion, In other
words, the Parliament that we have to-day
is Incompetent and has proved its Incom-
petence to deal with the most vital and
practical question before the Oanadian
people. This is a sorry confession we have
to make, but we are so convinced of its
truth, and we are so anxious to see the
evil rectified, that we ask the indulgence
of our readers to a rather long statement
of the situation. We are convinced that
it;. time and space so consumed could not

' 'be so profitably employed In any other di-
! rection, :

‘We purpose.to make our discussion of
the transportation problem turn on the-de-
feat of the Kettle River Road charter in
the House of Commons on Friday night,
and in conmection therewith we set out to
T establish the following propositions:

1. That Parliament as constituted to-day
18 blind, elther by design or ignorance, to
the matter of the transportation problem,
and has so far falled to lay down a pro-
gressive policy and a policy in the inter-
ests of the people in connection with it,

2, That the Liberal Government and the
Liberal party now In power have utterly
falled to deal with this question and have
repudiated their principles and legislation
of last session. :

8. That the Conservative leaders have as
miserably falled in dealing with the ques-
tion

In order that we may make good these
contentions we propose to review what has
taken place in the present Parliament in
connection with the Kettle River Railway
and some other projects that have been
before it.

. Kettle River,.Broject.

The Canadian Pacific ‘Rajlway, as our
readers know, runs ' fairly through the
middle of British Columbia, and comes
down south only when it gets near the
Pacific Ocean; the main portion of the road
Is well to the north, the way through the
mountains being by what is called the
Kicking Horse Pass, Within the last two

:or three years a great deal of attention
has been devoted to what is called the
Bouthern British Columbia country, or
¥Kootenay district, which lies more or less
to the north of the boundary line and south
of the main line of the Canadian Pacific,
Access fo this country is through what is
called the Crow’s Nest Pass, which is a
much more southernly entrance than the
Kicking Horse Pass,and originally designed
to have been the gateway for the main
line of the road, but for national reasons
the road was evidently located to the north
through the Kicking Horse Pass. Southera
British Columbia is exceedingly rich in
minerals of all kinds, and probably the
most valhable coal beds in the world are
in the district. Owing to the great atten-
tion which has been paid to Southern Brit-
ish Columbia within the last three or four
years and the marvelous growth of Ross-
land, Trall and Robson, and the early-
promised development of what is called
the Boundary Creek country, a widespread
interest has been .centered upon it, and
capital and -enterprise are being thrown
into that country from all directions, The
people first to realize the value of the
Bouth Kootenay country were the Ameri-
cans of the City of Spokane, who bullt a
rallway across the boundary line into the
country. The chief owner of the railway
is Mr. Corbin, a shrewd and reputable man
highly spoken of by everyone who knows
him, The City of Spokane and its people
own a great many of the valuable claims
In our Southern B.C, country, They own, for
'lnltance, the celebrated Le Rol mine, and
they are very anxious to do some of the
trade of that country. The Canadian Paci-
fic within the last two or three years have
recognized the importance of this Southern
B.C. country; they have been reaching down
to it by a partly water and partly rall
road from their maln line, A year and a
half ago, however, they saw how inportant
the country was becoming, and they saw
how the trade threatened to go south Into

the Unjted States; and our people In East-
ern Canada, seeing the desirability of keep-|
ing that trade for Canadians, the Liberal|
Government decided to ask Parllament at |
its last session for a subsidy towards the
building of the road from Lethbridge in|
the Northwest Territories through the|
Crow’'s Nest Pass and west ultimately to|
Vancouver. In other words, to build a|
southern line which would be a string to|
the highly arched bow made by the main|
line, Kor thig purpose Parliament vou-dl
the Canadian Pacific, tog whom the fran-|
chise was given, a subsidy of $3,630,000, |
large- areas of lands and coal lands—pro-|
bably the -richest In the world—towards|
tue project, . But this blg concession wag
given to the Canadian Facific on two ex-|
press conditions: first, that the Govera-|
ment should regulate the tolls of the road,
and, second, that all other roads should|
have equal running rights over the Crow's|
Nest Pass Rallway from Lethbridge, N. W,
T,, and over all branch lines in connection |
therewith In Southern British (‘,olumhiu.i
These, as we have said, were express con-|
ditions, and the Government and their .or-|
gans laid the greatest stress on the Im-
portance of these conditions and the part|
they would play in the public Interest,
They sald that the Government wounld com-|

pel the road to adopt the lowest yu.\ssil:icA

working tariff and that the Canadian I'a-
cific would be compelled to allow any
transportation company or any other rail-
way to not only have the use of the tracks
but also the mge of the terminals, of- the
stations andeverything else that would
facilitate what in rallway parlance is called
common running rights or common track-
age. These were supposed to be provi-
sions of the highest value In the public
interest, and Sir Willlam Van Horne, when
he appeared before the Railway Committee
the other day, told that body that such
they were, As a result of these provisions
on the part of the Government Parliament
voted the subsidy and franchise to the
Canadlan Pacific. The Conservative lead-
ers, llke Sir Charles Tupper and Mr, Ios-
ter and the late Minister of Rallways, Mr,
Haggart, acquiesced in the proposal. The
Conservative who set out most against the
proposal was the Hon, N. O, Wallace.
True, Mr, Foster and Sir Charles contend-
ed that thelr party, when In power, had
made an arrangement to have a road bulflt
for a smaller subsidy, but they did not
divide the House on the Issue. As a mat-
ter of fact they aided the proposal in every
way, and, as Is well known to everyone,
Sir Charles Tupper advised his followers
in the party caucus to support the Crow's
Nest proposal, as he considered it In the
public interest, ¢

Now, to revert just for a moment: It will
be remembered, as stated above, that the
Corbin Railway was the first in this country
and that it does to-day c¢ross the boundary
line at two places, where it goes from
Northport Into Rossland, and on up to
Nelson. But in order to get Into the
country Immediately west thereof, it was
necessary, owing to the mountains, to
start again from Marcus, which is south
of Northport, in Washington State, and
to go up the valley of the Kettle River
in a mnortherly direction, till it crossed
the boundary line at Cascade Clty, and
thence west parallel with the boundary
line on the north of it, through the val-
ley of the same river, and then dip again
into the United States through the same
valley, and then up and across the
boundary- line again at Midway, and then
away up in a straight northerly direction
through the same valley to a point where
it would Intersect the Crow's Nest Pass
Rallway. It was for  the privilege of
crossing the boundary line at these new
intersections that Mr. Corbin petitioned
Parllament, His idéd was to get into the
Boundary Creek country and be a rival
of the Crow’s Nest Pass Rallway, controll-
ed by the Canadian Pacific. By following
the Kettle Valley Railway he got a much
chedper” line than the Canadlan Pacific,
wkich was further to the north. Mr. Cor-
bin was backed up in this application by
the Grand Trunk Rallway. Corbin’s road,
it will be remembered, runs far enough
south to cross or connect with both the
Great Northern and the Northern Pacific
Rallways, with which two great trans-
continental roads the Grand Trunk has an
alllance from Chicago westward. The
reader, of course, will remember that the
Grand Trunk has its own road from the
seaboard through Canada . and Michigan
and Illinols to Chicago, where it has con-
nections with these Pacific railways, The
Grand Trunk, for the first time In its
history, desired to get into British Colum-
bia, and it proposed to use the two Ameri-
can Phelfic railroads and the Corbin rail-
way in order to do this, and, therefore, it
backed up the application of Mr. Corbin
for the ‘extension of his charter. The
Grand Trunk further had In view the use
of the common running rights over the
Crow’'s Nest Pass Railway, which Parlia-
ment expressly reserved for it or any other
rallways over the Crow’'s Nest Pass Rall-
road, as set out In the legislation of 1897,
To make this clear we quote the clause:

Chap. 5, 60-1 Vic. (1897). 1. (f) That
the Railway Committee of the Privy
Council MAY GRANT RUNNING POWERS
over the said line of raflway [Crow’s Nest
line] and all its branches and connectlons,
or any portions thereof, and all lines of
railway now or hereafter owned or leased
by or operated on account of the company
[C. P. R.] in British Columbia, south of
the company’s main line of rallway, AND
THE NECESSARY USE OF ITS TRACKS,
STATIONS AND STATION GROUNDS, TO
ANY OTHER RAILWAY OOMPANY ap-
plying for such grant upon such terms as
such committee may fix and determine, and
according to the provisions of the Railway
At, and of such other general acts relat-
ing to rallways as are from time to time
passed by Parliament,

Notwithstanding the C. P. R.’s solemn
pledge and signature to respect this agree-
ment and the common trackage clause in
the agreement, and notwithstanding the
solemn declaration of the Liberal party
and its leaders that they had put that
clause in for the protection of the public,
Sir Willlam Van Horne and his friends,
allles, agents and lobbyists came to Ot-
tawa and protested against Mr. Corbin
and the Grand Trunk having entrance into
Southern British Columbla, and notwith-
standing the solemn pledges and legislation
of the Liberal party and the Liberal Gov-
ernment to secure to other roads these com-
mon running rights they deliberately aban.
d .. ed all these pledges and their legislation
of last session, made the question of the
Corbin franchise an open one, evaded their
responsibility, and allowed their support-
ers to vote as they chose, and in that way
made it easy for Sir Willlam Van Horne
and his lobbyists to defeat the measure on
Friday night, And this is our main charge
against the Liberal party, against the
Liberal Government and against Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, who have shamelessly aban-
doned thelir policy of a year ago and have
surrendered In the most dishonorable way
to the Canadian Pacific, and who, by that
conduct, have done more than anyone else
to tie the people of British Columbia to
the chariot wheels of the Canadian Pacific.

That we may not do any Injustice to the
Liberal party or the Liberal Government,
we propose to make rather coplous ex-
tracts from The ‘Globe of Saturday as to
Low the vote was taken, and as to how
The Globe, the Liberal orgarn, viewed the
circumstances:

Some of the supporters of the bill had
very bad luck in getting their votes In.
Mr, Fielding arrived just a minute too
late, as did Mr, Calvert of West Middle-
sex, who came In just after the motion
was put. .

Edwards and Poupore, Maclean and Me-
Lennan (Glewrry) Scriver and Broder,
Stenson and Monk, hichurdson and Hughes
were paired on this vote. Ordinary party
pairs were not avallable on the vote. As
will be seen, two Conservatives, Maclean
and McLennan, were paired with each
other, Mr. McMullen, who was paired with
Mr. Livingston, explained that he would
have opposed the bill. Mr, Flelding, who
came In too late to vote, stated that he
would have voted for it, Mr. Taylor, the
Conservative whip, did not vote, as he has
a standing pair with Mr. Sutherland, who
was not present,

The Lobbyists in Full Cry.

Ottawa, April 15.—(Speclal.)—In the me-
mory of the oldest ParllamentaiTan there
has been no lobbying to compare with that
to which members have been subjected dur-
ing the past six weeks in the great Kettle
Valley struggle. The stake to the casual
observer seemed hard'y worthy of the tre-
mendous efforts put f.rth by the two great
raliways, being only the right to build
some 30 miles of rallway along the valley of
the Kettle River in the Boundary Creek
district. In effect, however, the Dattle has
been one on the part of Mr. Corbin and his
ailies of the Grand Trunk for the right to
compete with the C.P.R. for a share of the
traffic of the m'ning region, and on the
part of the C.P.R. for an absolute monopoly
of the ecarrying trade of British Columbla.
It has been a fight for a province. From the
faothil's of ‘the Rockles to the shores of
the Pacific the C.P.R. Is supreme. It has
by treaty or by purchase ‘secured control
of the charters that would have permitted
the construction of a sécond transprovin-
clal raflway. But one rival remains in the
province from whom dangerous competition
may be expected, and that rival is Mr. Cor-
bin, the American who first pushed a rail-
way iInto the Koctenay. The energies of
the officers of the greatest railway in the
warld are directed to the prevention of any
extension of the Corbin roads in PBritish
Columbia, and to th> buttressing of the
C.P.R. in its possession of the land.

Manitoba Monapoly Over Again.

It Is the fight that occurred in Manitoba
several years ago repeated. When the C.P.
R. tried to held a monopoly of railway
transportation of that province, Sir John
Macdonald, s!roag friend of the road as he
was, sald, “We cannot check Manitoba,”
and compatition was secured. The present
issue involves the nrestige of the C.P.R.
no less than did the Manitoba conflict. Not-
withstanding the appearance of Sir William
Van Horne before the Railway Committee,
notwithsranding the most systematic lobby
ever undertaken, the importation of men
with influence from all over the country,
the loading of the mails with circulars and
the C.P.R. wires with telegrams, the O.P.R,
was -defeated befcre the.Rallway Commit-
tee by a small majority, it is true, buf
still defeated. To wipe out this reverse
efforts were redcubled, more lobbylsts were
imported, and since the KEaster ,vacation
the members have been haunted day and
night and plied with every argument that
could be applied. The OCorbin supporiers
while this went on seemed to slacken their
efforts. The advantage gained by the C.P.
R. was pushed to the utmost,

Party Vies Thrown Aside,

Mr. Tarte, desk mate of Mr. Blair, strong-
ly attacked the proposal of his colleague
to grant a charier to the Kettle Valley
Railway. The Min'stry and the leaders of
the Opposition took sides without reference
to party lines. Mr. Blalr, Sir Adolphe
Caron, Mr. Fitzpatrick for the charter,
Messrs. Tarte and Foster against. This led
to a similar condition among private mem-
bers, and no man knew what the result of
a division would be. Both sides approached
a vote with fear and trembling. A Iast-
day appeal was made by botn partics yes-
terday. Mr. Watnwnrgnt for the G.T.R.
wro‘e to members thus:

The Grand Trunk Policy.

““As it is belng freely circulated that the
Grand Trunk Company is not interested In
the passage of this legislation, I desire to
coniradict such -statement. The Corbin
bill is intended to provide railway communi-
cation by which the G.T.R. Company can
reach by its own line and connections the
Biundary Creek country and give railway
facili.ies which are absolutely necessary
for the development of that rich country.
The G.T.R. Company now reaches that
country with suppiies from eastern mer-
chants, but for a cons.derable distance
goods bave to be teamed, at great disad-
vantage and heavy expense. 1f this char-
ter 1s not granted It simply will mean a
check to the enterprising policy inaugurated
by the present management of the company
and will prevent that necessary competition
which alone can regulate rates. It is well
known that, whilst rallways may agsee and
combine on uniform tariffs, they are fixed
on a reasonable and fair basis to the ship-
pers, whilst without competition unreason-
able rates usually prevail. The Grand
Trunk Company has been long urged to
reath into the Ncrthwest for the purpose
of affording additional railway facilities,
and such demands will now receive the seri-
ous consideration of the management, pro-
vided the charter now applied for is allowed
to become law.”

A Thousand Miles Against Thirty.

To tliis the C.P.R. replied with a circular,
signed 'by Mr. Shaughnessy, in which it was
stated that ‘‘no doubt if the Kettle River
Rallway were in existence the G.T.R., vy
utilizing connections which eross the inter-
national boundary twice could reach 15
miles of Canadian territory with shipments
from Eastern Canada, and by crossing the
boundary four times could reach an addi-
tional 15 miles, but there is no traffic or-
iginating within this 30 miles of territory
that could by any possibility be shipped
east over the Unlited States lines coming in-
to Canada agaln at the Detroit or Sarnla
frontier, 8o that this railway earnot be
intended for the Interchange of traffic be-
tween British Columbia and Eastern Can-
ada, via United States routes. When it is
understood that the Canadian Pacific has
now nearly eight hundred miles of rallway
in DBritish Columbla, and will within a
short time have over a thousand miles of
ral'way in that province, the insignificance
of the thirty miles against which protest
{8 made will be appreciated and the fal-
lacy of arguments in favor of the project
on the ground that it furnishes rallway
competition between British Columbia and
Eastern Canada clearly demonstrated. Par-
liament should not countenance Mr. Cor-
bin’s scheme to take Canadian ores for
the purgnﬁe of increasing the Importance
of Northport or Spokane., The value of
the .smelting Interests to Canada is i
lustrated by the results in the citles of
Helena, Butte, Great Falls, Omaha and
other points in the Northwestern United
States. The value of copper, sllver and
gold produced by the smelters of Butte
in the year 1896 was nearly forty-one mil
lions of dollars, and In 1872, when silver
commanded a higher price, the value was
sixty millions of dollars. If Canadian in-
terests be properly safeguarded we have
within eagy reach the ore, ecke, coal and
limestone necessary to establish severa’
centres of this kind.in British Columbia
It cannot be urged that the Kettle River

Pater-.

Rallway is required for the purpose of
fumlsb{n‘ transportation for the ores of
the Doundary Creek district, because the
Cnnadian Pacific has definitely announced
that it will during the current year bulll
2 railway through the same district, all
of which will be within Cdnadian terri-
tory. This raflway will be an extension of
the Crow's Nest Pass line, in which the
ecountry invested a large sum of mone Jor
the very purpose of securing and ho dln‘t
the bnsiness that is now threatened. Every
ton of ore taken by Mr. Corbin from Brit-
ish Columbia to the United States for treat-
ment serves to lessen the lmportance of
the advantages that should result to the
country from that investment. It will be
remembered that in making the arrange-
ment with the C, P. R. about the Crow's
Nest Railway the Government took every
possible precauntion to ]l)revent excessive
treight charges by retaining within- its
control the rates and tolls not only on
the Crow's Nest line, but between any
point on that line or any other line owned,
leased or controlled by the company souti
of its main line in British Coismbla ana
any other point in Canada.”
Deicat of the BIll.

These circulars were the last word of
the companies, and preparations were maGe
for taking a vote this evening. 'The
C. P. R. announced that a special train
would leave for Montreal at 9 o’clock, after
the vote- was taken, thus enabling eastern
members to go home without losing their
vote. A dlvision was reached shortly be-
fore ‘0 o'clock. Sir Richard Cartwright,
Messrs, Blalr, Sifton, Muleck, Paterson,
Vitzpatrick and Dobell voted for the bilL
Mr. Fielding, who came in_ late, sald he
tavored the bill, and only Mr. Tarte and
Sir Henrl Joly of the Government voted
against it. Sir Wilfria Laurier, although
absent, was understood to be In favor of
it, and it was hoped that the example of
Ministers would secure the gemeral sup
port of Liberal members. But the Cana-
dian Pacific lobby was too powerful. The
French-Canadian members, eepeclally, who
had been regarded by Mr, Wainwright as
friends of the Grand Trunk, meltea away
from him like snow on both the Liberal
and Conservative side, and the measure
was’ beaten largely by ther votes, as the
division list published elsewhere shows,
After the division the lobbles were filled
with men who were busy explaining that
they bad just missed the division. Some
of these explanations were pitiiully trans-
parent and deceived mobody. The sh'rkers
were from every province of the Dominlon.
The fact that only 108 votes out of 213
were polled shows what extraordinary en-
deavors were made to get away from this
important issue. The result is a great vie-
tory for the C. P. R. An analysis of tho
votes cast shows that 83 Liberals voted
for the bill and 35 against it. For the
bill 8 Conservatives voted and 20 against.
Bir Charles Tupper was not pres'n;, but
apart from 8ir Adolphe Caron all the Con-
servative front benchers voted against the
bill. Of the 33 French-Canadlan members
in the House 25 voted against the bill and
only 8 for it.

The Subsidy Is Saved.

Twice within a week have the members
of the+House of Commons plainly in-
timated that only as a favor will men be
allowed hereafter to spcnd their -own
money in the development of Canada if
their projects stand in the way of powerial
corporations. The Ottawa Sireet Railway.
which has many friends among pariy vl
ers here, succeeded 'In . securing the ri
jection of a bill granting permission to a
number of gentiemen to build a street
railway and foot traffic bridge across.the
Ottawa. The men wanted to spend their
own money, and the people of Ottawa were
almoset a unit In favor of the bridge, bnt
corporate intcrests prevailed. To-night
Mr:- Corbin is refused permssion te builld
a railway to open up the Boundary dis
trict without a dollar of expense to the
public treasury. The only consoling fea-
ture of the affair is that the C, P. R. has
been foreed by this proposal of Mr. Cor
bin -to build into the B.uadary ecountry
without a Dominion subsidy. The building
of this stretch without ald from the Do
minion will probably do much toward edu-
cating members away from the subsidy
idea. If this is the result, the Kettle Val
ley campaign will not be without its fruirs
for the people as well as the C. I. R.

We wish in the above extracts to lay spe-
clal stress on the statement that “It was
a lattle on the part nf the C.P.R. for the
monopoly of the carrying trade of British
Columbia. It has been a fight for the pro-
vinee.”

And still 1urther that we may do no In-
Jjustice to the Liberal party or the Liberal
Government, we also repreduce The Globe’s
leading article on Saturday, dealing with
this question:

The Kettle Vallcy Raliway.
[Globe Editorial, April 15.]

That a powerful and persistent lobdy
would be organized against the charter to
the Kettle Valley Raliway is exactly what
the circumsiances of the case would in-
dicate. The lobby is an institution for ad-
dressing to members of Parliament argu-
ments which will not bear close examina-
ticn, and most, if not all, of the arguments
of the opponents of the charter are of that
description. - We do not mean to Imply
that toe appeal which is whispered in the
memb:r's car instead of be:ig advanced
in the House or ii8 committees is necessari-
ly corrupt. Bat in the lobby the advantage
is usualiy with the agent as against tne
member. The agent knows the subject
tuoroughly, and he knows the man whom he
is addressing. In a House of more than
two hundred members there are sure to be
many wno have not made a special study
of the question or who are not speclally in-
terested In it: and these are the natural
prey of the lobbylst. Each interview is a
meeting between a layman and a profes-
sional, between a man who is unprepared
and a man who has the subject at his
fingers' ends and has an answer ready for
every cbjection. Fach Interview, more-
over, adds to the lobbyist's stock of experi-
ence; if he happens to be worsted in an en-
counter with A he is all the better equipped
for an argument with B. After a few
meetings he Is able to ‘“‘talk all round” the
unprepared or indifferent member, and to
overwhelm him with arguments based on
patriotism, business considerations or any-
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thing else that he thinks will sult the tastes
and ptejudlcen]:tdtne ;nozjwct on whom he
is opsraun oes 7
gumgntu th‘e"re may be on the other side;
there 18 nobody 1o advance them, and the
agent is shrewd enough to select - his
means of persuasion and not to take up post-
tions from which he knows he can be driy-
en. A check like that which was adminis-
tered 'n the Railway Committee is useful
to the lobbyist because it enables him to
Fmeasure the forces that are arrayed against
him and to rearrange his lines of attack.
It answers the purpose of a preliminary
skirmish before a battle.

The lobby is destructive of the ends of
popular government. Men are sent to Par-
uament in order that they may take coun-
sel together, each g.ving to the rest the
benefit ot h:s acuteuness, judgment and ex-
pertence. In this way the judgment of a
genuine dellberntlvet assembly t“l;t bl:tet:ll‘
than the judgment of any one o s -
bers. Bug th‘emwhole object of dellberation
is defeated if A is secretely influenced by
arguments which B could answeﬁ but
which, befng advanced in private, nas
no opportunity of refuting. It would be re-
garded as grossly improper for a judge to
grant a secret interview to the advocate
of one client and allow himself to be infiu-
enced by argumenis which the other party
bas no opportunity to hear and to refute.
We see no reason why a member of Parlia-
ment should not be in precisely the same
position, or why lobbying should not be
regarded as a gross breach of the privileges
of Parliament.

If the Canadian Pacific " Rallway  Com-
pany had a good case , agalnst the
granting of the Kettle Valley charter there
18 no reason why it should not rely upon
arguments used openly in presence of Iar-
liament and of tne country. If they are
atraid of an unreasoning prejudice and
clamor against corporations, tuey are go-
ing to work In exactly the way to
foster that prejudice, People may be ex-
cused for harboring suspicious If they see
Parllament furthering the ends of a great
corporation as the result, not of public
argument, but of secret Interviews. On
the other hand, if the Interest of the cor-
poration were identical with that of the
pubiic, that identity of Interest is capable
of being demonstrated, and there need be
little fear that mere clamor and gre’udlce
would prevail against justice and regard
for the true interests of the country.

In the present case It wiil not be serious-
ly argued that the granting of a charter
for tne Kettle Valley Railway Is unjust
to the Canadian Pacitic Rallway Company.
The rights and privileges of the latter com-
pany, so far as they relate to the region
urder discussion, are defined in the original
bargain with the C. P. R, syndicate and
in the Act relating to the Crow’s Nest
Pass Rallway. ‘I'lie former the own-
ers of the Canad:an Pac'fic R¥llway large
grants of land and money and important
privileges and monopolies, and it contain-
ed a clause which seriously impairs the
control of Government and Parliament over
its charges for transportation. 'The latter
was far less favorable to .the company,
providing, as it did, for cheaper rates for
the traders of older Canada and the farin-
ers of the west,.control of the mountain
pass, a right of way through the pass for
rcads that may be constructed.hereafter,
cheap coal for smelting, and guarantees
against coal monopoly and for regulation
of rates. But, on the other hand, it gave
such a subsidy for the bullding of a road
as ought to give the Canadian Pacific
Railway Companr a decided advantage
over any competito
a competitor which asks for no subsidy,
no monopoly, no prlvlleﬁe of any kind,
simply the right to build and maintain a
raflway as a business enterprise. The
country Is willing to. discriminate in favor
of a Canadian enterprise, but there is a
point at which patriotic discrimination
ceases to be a -virtue, and this int is
surely reached when it is proposed to give
the Canadian Pacific Railway ~Company,
without any consideration whatever, a
monopoly of the carrying trade of British
Columabia. The argument that the bullding
of the new railway will divert business to
the United States would, if carried to Its
logical conclision, prevent the building of
a railway from an{r Fmvlnce of Canada
to any part of the United States. If Brit-
ish Columbia chose to bind itself to any
such poliey of exclusion the rest of us
might ‘have little reason to complain, but
we lmnglne the storm that would be arous-
ed in Ontario if it were proposed for
national reasons to confine us toany one
rallway system, - Our legislation already
doesia good deal to favor inter-provincial
trade as against trade between Canada and
the United States. -We have one inter-pro-
vineial road owned and maiptained by the
nation; we have others heavily spbsidized
and privileged; we discriminate .in favor
of Canadian trade by our customs tariff.
When it is proposed to go beyond this
point it ought at least to be demonstrated
that what 1s asked for Is eclearly in the
interest of the nation; and those who make
the demand, Instead of
methods of the lobbyist for a private in-
terest, ought to devote all their energies
to make out a case which will stand the
test of open discussion. We belleve that,

charter have failed.

The Globe and Its Party.

Where The Globe - Is weak in all the
above criticisms is that it does not recog-
nize that its own party and the Govern-
ment which it supports have deserted their
principles of last session, and that it fails
to see that the Government is responsible
for the disgraceful lobby that exists. We
have established these points very clearly,
we take it, In this article, and In our
article in The World on Saturday morn-
ing, where we have shown that the Lib-
eral Government and the Liberal party
were pledged to give common running
rights over the Crow’s Nest Pass Rallway
and entrance into Southern British Colum-
bia to any rallway desiring ‘It. If ever
there was a solemn pledge and undertak-
ing given to the people It was given to
tke péople by the Liberals only a year ago.
That pledge, we contend, has been ignor-
ed, violated and repudlated, and we imagine
The Globe was altogether too hasty for the
reputation of itg friends in making the ad-
missions that it made on Saturday, and
we expect to see some of these admissions
withdrawn at the earliest opportunity.

We now propose to discuss at fuller
length the conduct of the Government in
abandoning its principles and legislation of
last*session, and, In order to come to this,
it will be necessary to review what has
taken place since the Liberals got into
power, That party assumed office after
the elections of 1806 on a pledge to the
people that they would, if in power, re-
move many of the then abuses, Insisting that
they would be the opponents of monopoly,
that they would curb the grasping policy
of the C. P. R., and that everything they
did would be in the directlon of greater
fréedom and for wider public rights,

With these pledges mnst be connected
The Globe newspaper, which, as the party
organ, undertook to speak for its party.
But not only did The Globe profess to
spenk for its party all glong while the
Liberals were out of office, but it made a
profession of keeping the party conscience
while in office; that if the party went
wrong it, the organ, had given bonds to
keep It straight and In the paths of recti-
tud.e. To those who know the inside his-
tory of The Globe and the ambitions and
alllances of those who controlled it this
seemed rather a thing net likely to hap-
pen, because they knew that men who
were largely interested in the C. P. R. were
also Interested in The Globe newspaper,
and that men who were still more Intimate-
ly associated with those who were largely
interested In the C. P. R. were the actual
controlling forces of that mewspaper.

U, S. SENATE PASSES
THE WAR RESOLUTIONS

of Massachusetts to-day urgently eounselled
the House leaders to reject tenaciously the
Senate’s proposition. He assured them

that the Senate would not.hold out.

But possibly the strongest argument
brought to 'bear was that the President
himself could not approve any resolul.fu
which contained such az invasion of his
prerogative and which so plainly violated
every precedent of international law. This
strong Intimation of a presidential veto,
which would involve an entirely new start
and the delays incident to it, had a power-
ful influence, although in .certain quarters
it was asserted that a presidential veto
would be overridden. The suggestion that
the President might sign the resolution and
send a message to Congress saying that the
clause recognizing the independence of Cu-
ba was ultra vires, was frowned upon by
the President’'s friends. Those who were
in favor of concurrence in the Senate
amendment were not particularly active to-
day, but some of them are showing deter-
mination. At one time to-day it was said
that 33 Republicans had ggreed to vote for
concurrence, but this could not be confirm-
ed, and the Conservatives are confident that
not half that number will break over the
traces.

A Possible Stampede:

They realize, however, that the chief dan-
ger lies in a possible stampede. If 25 Re-
publicans join the Democrats and Populists
m voting for concurrence the reso.utions
will go to the President as passed by the
Senate. Should the little band of Repub-
licans who will vote to concur make ¢he re-
sult doubtful, it is feared that many others
whe are held only by considerations of party
loyhity, will go over in a body. Some of
th have made their acquiescence in the
program mapped out, counting upon the
ablity of the Republicans to carry it out.
If the resolutions are to be concurred In
they say they cannot afford to be left out
at the death. They say they could not
justify such a course with their constitu-
ents. It is sald that many of the Western
Republicans have been beseiged by their
constituents to-day to vote for the Senate
resolutions.

Something Will Depend.

The whole program for to-morrow has not
been absolutely declded upon. Something
will depend upon the situation as it appears
when the final reports are made to the
Speaker in the morning. The Speaker
however, will hold that the resolutions as
amended do not have to go to the com-
mittee, but a motion to concur or non-con-
cur is In order. This will bring the ques-
tion immediately before the House, It bas
not yet been decided whether the motion
shall be to non-concur, with a request for
a conference, or to concur, with an amend-
ment striking out the recognition of Inde-
pendence, and perhaps making other slight
amendments in the other sections of the
Senate resolutions. In the latter case the
gituation of the House would be definitely
outlined and might be more satisfactory
to the radical Republicans, who are sus-
picious naturally of conferences, But in
either event, except In the improbable one
that the Semate would accept the House
amendment without further action, the
resolutions weuld go to confgrence, so that
it world amount to the same thing in the
end. There has been considerable criticism
of the verbiage of the Senate amendments
to-day. General Grosvenor said sarcasti-
cally that resolutions which are to bear
the inspection of the world shoﬂvl‘d at least
be “‘grammatical and diplomatie.

The Speaker’s lientenants have held out
to their colleagues the assurance that ac-
tion should be had at every subsequent
stage of the proceedings with despatch, and
that the resolutions would go to the ]'r'osl»
dent as finally agreed upon before Wed-

nesday morning.
Hopes From Hitt.

But those who view the situation dls-
passionately do not believe that such ex-
pedition is desired by those opposed io
war, In the hope of some action by the
Spanish Cortes, A hope {s expressed that
Mr. Hitt, Chairman of the Forelgn Affairs
Ccmmittee, who has been quite ill, but
who is much better, will be able to be in
his place to-morrow.

A SAFE PORT WANTED.

Managers of Steamship Lines Making In-
quiries at Malilax for Dock
Privileges.

Halifax, N. 8., April 16.—Information has
been received that the managers of nearly
all the great trans-Atlantic lines are de-
spatching thelr New York steamers with
instructions to proceed to Halifax to land
their passengers and cargo if there is an
outbreak of hostilities. So far no steam-
ship line has abandoned New York as its
terminal port, but the captains of the big
liners gre instructed to take no risks if up-
on thelr arrival on this side hostilities are
found to be In progress. They will not at-
tempt to run Into the port of New York,
but ‘will at once proc: to Halifax, This
declgion has mnot been confined to the
Cunard Line, which has already completed
arrangements for landhxf its passengers
and freight here, Other lineés have decided
that in time of trouble Halifax will be the
safest port on the Atlantic seaboard, while
it Is two days nearer the Old World than

New York.

First Effect on Toronto.

On Saturday Mr. Banow Cumberland re-
celved official advice from the International
Navigation Company of the withdrawal of
their American Line steamships between
New York and Southampton, This line's
steamers Include the St, Louis and St.
Paul, which were reported as having been
secured by the United States Govermment
to be used for war purposes.

WAR TAXATION.

©One Mundred and Twenty Millions to Be
Ratsed by a Tax omn Beer, Cigars,
Cheques. Drafts and Telegrams.

New York, April 17—The Herald's Wash-
ington special says: ‘“Whether war with
Spaln ensues or not, the Government will
have to have additional reyenues, Is the
opinion of Chairman Dingley and other
Congressional leaders. War preparations
and contracts which have been made will
amount to considerably more than the $50,-
000,000 national defence appropriation re-
cently made, and will lead to many mil~
lions of additional expenditure In subse-
quent years. It Is belleved that before the
end of next week Congress will be called
upon to appropriate many millions for
actual hostilities.

“The available Treasury balance of about
$75,000,000 would melt away rapidly un-

less quickly replenished. Mr. Dingley pur-
poses to report a war tax bill to Congress

ing the doubling of the present beer and
tebaceo tax, duties upon tea and coffee, and
a stamp tax in some form, will be expected
+o yield revenue at the rate of more than
$100,000,000 per year, Iin addition to the
present revenues.

“This Increase will fall far short, however,
of meeting the enormous increase In the
expendftures of the Government, and bor-
rewing must be resorted to. To this end
it 18 the purpose of the Committee on
Ways and Means to authorize the sale of
bonds to the amcunt probably of $500,000,-
000, and In addition to these the Becretar
of the Treasury is to Issue as may be need-
ed certificates of Indebtedness to the
amcunt of $100,000,000,

“The committee purposes to make it es-
sentially a popular loan. The certificates
of indebtedness will probably bear from 2,
to 8 per cent. interest, and will be payabl:
after one year from date of issue. The
bonds will probably bear 3 per cent., and
will be redeemable at the pleasure of the
Government after five years, and will be
due In twenty years. Plans are bein
discussed for selling the bonds and certifi-
entes through all the postoffices, so as to
sbring them within the reach of the people
everywhere.

Beer Will be Taxed.

Washington, D.C., Aprll 16.—The Republi-
can members of the Ways and Means Com-
mittee of the House have practically con-
cluded the preparation 6f a revenue mea-
sure which will be passed to raise revenue
sufficient to prosecute war. The members
propose that the present generation shall
bear the burdens of the war and proceeding
upon that theory they have prepared _a bill
ihat will raise between $100,000,000 or $120,-
000,000 additional revenue per year. 'The
bill will provide for an additional tax of
$1 per barrel on beer, from which $30,000.-
009 will be ra'sed. On manufactured to-
bacco and snuif the internal revenue tax
will be Increased from 6 to 12 cents. This
is expected to raise $15,000,000 of rev-
enue. The increase on cigars and
cigarets has not been absolure
Iv fixed, but probably will be one
doliar on all classes. From this $5.020,000
is expected.

RO SEVELT WANTS 70 FIGHT.

The 1} »sition of Secrctary of the Navy is
Too Quict for Him in War
Times Ie Resigus.
Washington, D.C., April 16.—It Is re-
ported to-night that Theodore Roosevelt,As-
sistant Secretary of the Navy, has submit-
ted his resignation to the President. It I8
sald he is anxlous.to take part in active

service agalnst the Spaniards in Cuba. As
he is not a sallor and would have no piace
on a ship, he may ask for a staff appoint-

"ent in the army.

President McKinley and Secretary l.ong
have endeavored to dissuade him from re-
signing, urging that he can serve his coun-
try best in the Navy Department. Reports
have it that he has declined to yield to their
appeals, and wiil not withdraw the resig-
nation. He desires to be appointed upon
Gen. Lee's staff when that officer Is placed
in command of a brigade of volunteers.

Theodore Roosevelt has been in the pub-
lic eye for a great many years. He was
born on Oectober 27, 1858, and was graduvat-
ed at Harvaré Unlversity in the class of
'80. He studled law with his uncle, Robert
B. Roosevelt, until the fall of 1881, when
he became a member of the Legislature.
In 1884 he first became connected with
the Civil Service Reform movement.

In 1889 President Harrison appointed him
a member of the Natlonal Civil Service
Commission, and his work on that board
gave him a npatlonal reputation, During
the first year of Mayor Strong's adminis-
tration in New York he accepted an ap-
pointment as police commissioner in that
city. . He became president of the board,
aud his energetic administration of this
office, including his tremendous fight for
the enforcement of the excise law, s still
fresh in the minds of everyone. He re-
signed his position as president of the
Board of Police Commissioners to become
Assistant Secretary of the Navy.in Mr.
McKirley's Administration.

Will Not Withdraw It.

It was learned very late to-night that
Roosevelt’s resignation has been before the
President for several days, but the fact
that it was offered has only just leaked out
to-night, The President and Becretary
Long will continue to use the strongest ef-
forts to induce Mr. Roosevelt to withdraw
his resignation. They appreciate his use-
fulness in his present position, and have
told him in general language that it wouid
be hard to fill his place acceptably to the
Government, They have sought to impress
him with the opinion that he can be of
more service to the country as Assistant
Secretary of the-Navy than as an officer in
the army. It Is said, also, that Mr. Roose-
velt’s intimate friends and relntives are
opposed to the step which he proposes to
take.  He is thoroughly bent, however, 'n
carrying out h#s intentien to fecure a com-
mission as an officer in the volunteer army,
and. he has not yet indicated in any way
that he wil reconsider the resignation
which he has offered to the President.

THE HEART OF ENGLAND

Will Beat With America In Case of War,
sSay the Lend Cory dents of
New York Papers.

New York, April 17.—The Spanish-Ameri-
can sitnation and the many evidences of
sympathy expressed in Great Britain for
the United  States are themes upon which
the London correspondents of the leading
New York dallies deal to-day to the ex-

cluston of all other topics.

Mr. Ford, in his cabled letter to The
Tribune, says: “If the Cuban question has
not been settled this week, it has been
through no fault of the IEnglish press,
which has concentrated all its energles up-
on it. Mvery day there has been a fresn
leader upon it In nearly every journal,
with many ecolumns of despatches from
America and the chief Continental capitals,
Wtkile the natural tendency of events re-
mains unchanged and there is a steady drift
toward war, one great fact looms up with
dcminating force. It is that England and
America are In sympathetic touch, and
will remain so, whatever may be the final
cast of the iron dice ot war. There may
be an antl-American bias on the Continent,
but there is none here.

“The London Times,with the Same fatalty
with which it neglected to do justice to
Lincoln until he was in his grave, may
go amuck and accuse President McKinley
of shirking his executive responsibility and
constitutional obligation, and in The St.
Jomes' Gazette and a few other journals
may subject Congress to cersorious critl-
cism, but the heart of the Eufllsh people
is with America, and no English Govern-
ment can live which adopts an anti-Ameri-
can_poliey.

“Nearly all the English journals percelve
tuis truth. The Daily Chronicle is so deep-
ly impressed with it that it advocates an
open alllance, which would be prematuce,
as well as embarrassing. The only thin
which America needs is the moral suppor
of England and a sufficiently rigorous ap-
plication of the .three rules of the Treaty
of Washington to close the British West
Indian ports against Spanish cruisers and
privateers as naval bases and coallng sta-
ticns. That is a policy which will shorten
the limit of the naval war and be striet-
ly in line with neutral obligations, There
is po reason to doubt that Instructions
will be sent from the Foreign and Colonial
Offices which will promote this result and
eatiefy American opinion. Without coal
the Spanish navy cannot fight, and America
will have every advantage in the opening
of the struggle for supremacy o sea
power.

“A member of Parliament says: ‘War be-
tween America and Spain . is malnly a
question of coal supply. There is no cruiser
in the Spanish navy which can steam from
the Peninsula to New York and back with
her own supplies of coal.

“ iphe war will be one of

3 short duration
if the Spanish navy can be shut out of
British ports for coaling on any effective
seale. The British Government can be
depended upon to enforce neutrality obliga-
ticns to this extent, and to skorten thereby
the period of hostiljtles.’ "

60,000 VOLUNTEERS.

Bill to be Introduced To-day Authorizing
the President to Call on Gevern-
ors of Siates.

Washington, April 16.—A bill has been
drafted, subject to change to-night and te-
morrow, to be introduced.in the House on
Monday providing for the enlistment of
€0,000 volunteers. The bill will authorize
the President to call on the Governors of
States to supply the volunteers from among
the National Guard-organizations of their

Commonwealths.

This is one of the results accomplisbed
{n part by the conference of Nationa)
Guard commanders with Secretary Alger
and Gen. Miles at the War Department this
afternoon. Besides agreeing to withdraw
their opposition to the Hull bill, which
provides for the reorganization of The
regular army on a war footing, the com-
manders told Secretary Alger that a larze
percentage of their regiments could be de-
pended upon to volunteer for service in
Cuba or anywhere else, for the defense of
the nation, in the impending struggle.

Adjt.-Gen. William C. Haven of the Con-
necticut National Guard reported that when
the four regiments of Counec.deut militia
were assembled in their armories a few
days ago, 98 per cent. of them placed their
names on his paper, agreeing to voluntcer
their- services for such purposes as Presi
dent McKinley and the War Department
might require. It was on the bhasis of such
reports as this that the President and the
War Department have reached the conein
sion that the first call for velunteers should
apply only to the members of state mill
tary pegiments. It is expected that the

measure, together with practically all the}

share of New York State In the first call
will be for about 8000 men.

GERMAN DISPLAY

To be Made at Samoa With the ldea of
Giving the Kalser n Stronzer Grasp
of the Situation.

London, April 18.—The
pondent of 1ne Times says: “Some import-
ance is attached to the announcement of
The Correspondenz (National Liberal) that
Germany meditates the eventuality ¢f a
stronger display of power at Samoa, the
end In view Deing the abolition of the Con-
dominfum, thus enabling Germany to as-
sume excfuslve sovereignty in the islands.
The idea Is that the engagements of the
United States and Great Britain elsewhere
present a favorable opportunity, but, look-
ing to the probable outcome of such action,
it is difficult to take the announcement as
seriously as the German press seems to do,
considering that Germany has her hands
full in China, and, as The Frankfurter Zei-
tung observes, that ‘Samon is not worth
such a display of power and expenditure.’ "’

ELEVATOR DEMOLISHED.

Fire Took Held of the Ruins and a Great

Consumed. :

Boston, April 17.—The roof of the
grain elevator at Hoosac Tunnel Docks,
Charleston, was blown comipletely off by
a dust explosion at 4 o’clock this morn-

ing, and the fire that followed it not
only destroyed the remaﬂninf portion of
the immense structure, but it consumed
nearly the entire contents, over 400,000
bushels of grain, mostly wheat, The
steamer Cambreman, which had just
finished loading at the dock, was towed
out without injury, but some of the small
tenements adjoining andi a building used
as u distillery by Chapin & Trull were
damaged more or less by the debris from
the roof. The loss is estimated by the
fire underwriters at nearly $600,000, mak-
ing a fire loss that has not n equalled
in this city since 1893, The explosion
not only shook up the entire section
of Charleston, but was noticeably felt
in the city proper and many of the su-
burbs, Coming at such an early hour,
the tremendous jar aroused half the city
and the flames which followed, shooting
200 feet in the air, were sufficient to
not only cause a great rush of fire ap-
paratus, but attracted thousands of spec-
tators.

NOT YET PREPARED FOR AN EN-
COUNTER.

The closer the United States comes fo
war the more does it seem anxious to
avoid it. The people are evidently not
in the same bellicose mood they were
in a couple of weeks ago. The Senate has,
it is true, declared in favor of the recog-
nition of the independence of Cuba and
the prompt withdrawal of Spanish troops
from the island. But the vote was not
uranimous. Sixty-seven voted for and
21 against the resolution. Not onmly is
there a lack of unanimity in the Sen-
ate, but the House of Representatives
and the Senate have arrived at differ-
ent conclusions in regard to the Presi-
dent’'s message, The House resolutions
provide merely for intervention with a
view to establishing a stable and inde-
pendent government in Cuba, the Presi-
dent being empowered to use the army
and navy for the purpose. The Senate
and House thus materially disagree in
their views of what should be the mext
move in the direction of settling the Cu-
ban dificulty, There will, therefore,
have to be a conference of the two bod-
ies, and present indications seem to point
to further delay and perhaps a dead-
lock. It is only now when war actually
confronts them that the people of the
United States have begun to realize the
seriousness of the crisis. The gravity
of the situation has no doubt been un-
derstood by President McKinley more
than any of his fellow countrymen, and
tliat is probably the reason why he has
been advancing so cautiously, while the
jingo press and intereste@ individuals
hdve been clamoring for war. The
President, on whom the responsibility
for the outcome of a declaration of war
would principally fall, has, no doubt,
been influenced in his policy of caution
by réason of the manifest unprepared-
ness of the United States for undertak-
ing a great war. Mr. McKinley further
knows that the insurrection in Cuba is
largely due to the selfish machinations
of those American citizens who mase
up what is called the Sugar Trust. The
sugar millionaires of the United States,
for their own benefit, are bent on rais-
ing a disturpance in Cuba, and for years
they have supplied money and designing
men to promote the revolution,

There is, too, another large class of
designing men of whom the President
must be thoroughly cognizant. - We refer
to the ring which is centered in Nev
York, and which ‘holds millions of dollars
of the bonds issued by the msurgent
government of Cuba. These bonds have
been bought at 5, 6, 7 and 10 cénts on
the dollar, and the holders are imploring
President McKinley to recognize the in-
surgent government, and to make these
bonds a first charge on the island’s ex-
chequer. They are howling for war
day and night, and are supposed to have
in their service a namber of the jingo
newspapers published in New York.
They stand to make immense rortunes
out of such a recognition of the inde-
pendence of Cuba.

The President knows, too, better than
anyone, of the existence of a whole
gang of army contractors and furnishers
of war supplies, who are howling and
shouting in the hope of making immense
fortunes for themselves out of contracts
which they intend to shirk, of supplies
which they intend to scamp and through
frauds which they intend to perpetrate.

There is still another unworthy class,
who, having knowledge of the pension
frauds of the late civil war, see a live-
lihood for themselves at the count:y’s
expense, by taking part, or pretending
to take part, in the approaching Span-
ish war. They are willing to become
maimed, even if they have to do it them-
gelves, in order to spend the balance of
their days in idleness, supported by a
pension!

Never was a nation beset with suzh
a gang of ignoble and devilish men as
those who compose the Sugar Trust, the
holders of insurgent bonds, prospective
army jobbers and contractors and the
pension hunters. -Joined with them. are
many dissatisfied men waiting for some-
thing to turn up. These men are all
shouting, “War, war,” and appealing to
the national honor, but hardly one of
them wishes himself to fight. They are
all out for the money, the fortune, the
loot, that is supposed to go with war,

The President must know, also, better
than anyone else, the enormous difficul-
ties and the still greater cost of “set-
tling” Cuba. Supposing Spain with-
draws and leaves the island to the Unit-
ed States, what will it cost in men and.
money to pacify that island, to organ-
ize a government there, and to leave it
in such a shape that a revolution, worse
than any heretofore, may not spring up
next day? It will cost hundreds of mil-
lions—a veritable white elephant. The
President knows that the climate of Ca-
ba is the worst possible one for his
countrymen. Yellow fever alone, if an
army of occupation goes there, will send
thousands and thousands to the hospi-
tal and thousands to the grave.

'President and other patriotic men see
before them, and make them consldgr
with the greatest care the step that they
propose to make. The clamor that they
have to encounter from the jingo mob,
let alone the difficulties above set out,
makes the situation the gravest ever en-
countered by the Government and people
‘of the United States. In some way the
Republic may avoid these things and
come out of the crisis better and strong-
er than ever, but if it does it will be
because the heart of the people is sound
and more forceful for good than the evil
1disposition of the war-seekers.

MEN AND THINGS,

_In what, but for the oratory now be-
ing poured forth by the impassioned ora-
tors in Washington, might have been
called the caln before the storm, the
'strategic position of  Spain, and the
United States, is apparent. The
United States, with a long and unpro-
tected seaboard, is near the centre of
operations. Spain is more than 3000
wiles away. Spain’s dependencies, Cuba
and Puerto Rico, are close at hand, sep-
arated from the American coast by only
80 miles. To strike either power Cuban
waters must be the centre of the strife.
We have, therefore, Cuba as the imme-
idiate Spanish base and Florida the cor-
'responding’ American base, while New
|York and Cadiz are the ultimate depots
‘of the combatants.

In Florida the United States have at
:present no troops or so few as to be a
negligible quantity, In Cuba and Pu-
erto. Rico are more than 100,000 Spanish
;soldners. The Americans have the Union
{to draw from with an unattackable line
{of communication, while Spain’s near-
{est point of supply for Cuba is the Pen-
{insula itself, with the Canaries and the
{‘C‘ape Verde Islands, as way stations,
;distant about 2500 or 2600 miles by sea
from Cuba.

8o far, therefore, as land forces are
concerned, Spain kas the immediate
Iadvantage, particularly so as any inva-
;sion must be into Cuba from Florida,
|the Spgninrds not being likely to throw
troops into Florida.

To invade Cuba from Florida, and to
protect their line of communication, in
the face of a hostile Spanish fleet, still
in being in view of the known fact that
an active and dhngerous addition to it
jlies at present within less than 10 days
;sail of Cuba, would be a difficult opera-
tion. And, added to this, is the fact
that the Spanish troops in Cuba must be
met and fought on landing, a factor in
the present situation which renders it
absolutely necessary that the American
navy must remain off shore to afford
a line of retreat for the American troops
if worsted.

These considerations make it evident
to every student of militar$ history that
the United States must postpone any
ih.ope of landing their army in Cuba un-
til they have dealt with the Spanish
nuvy. The best known parellel is to be
found, in the threatened invasion of Eng-
land by Bonaparte, the condition of dis-
tance being very much the same. It was
{the same greit Frenchman, who, in
{1798, had told the then government that
to make a descent upon England with-
out being master of the sea, would be
the boldest and most difficult operation
ever attempted. And, although as a
measure of strategy, he afterwards col-
lected a vast flotilla, stores and men at
and near Boulogne, he is credited with
the wise saying that though he might
get his troops:into England,"he did not
see how he ‘could get them out again.
In this he recognized the insurmount-
able difficulty that lay in his way, name-
ly, that even if he eluded the British
fleet and landed, he could not hope o

.embark an army while that fleet was still

undestroyed.

The best American authority on naval
strategy, Capt. Mahan, treats the prob-
{lem as unsolvable, He remarks that no

{clear-headed naval officer could have any

snbstantial, rational fear of a descent
in force, an ohservation that has its
fcundation in the well-known rule that
to throw in an army and virtually aban-
don any effort to provide it with a line,
either of communication or retreat, was
ithe surest way to destroy it.

Granted then that the American navy
must make itself master of the sea be-
fore Cuba can be invaded, how does
the prospect look for the fleets? . The
Americans have really no naval base
at Key West. It is not protected, nor
fortified, and the navy which goes to
sea must fall back in the event of a
defeat upon a base much farther off in
the north. The Spaniards have a rea-
sonably efficient port of supply in Ha-
vena to which ‘they can retire. The
levent must be determined by a naval

battle, which must be sufficiently deci-

{sive to free the United States from ap-
prehension of a renewed attack. Put-
ting aside for the moment the rumors
of inefficiency and unstability in the Am-
erican ships, there is the undeniable
fact that the torpedo fleet of Spain turns
the balance very much in their favor.
The American ships have no torpedo pro-
tection, nor have they any torpedo hoat
destroyers. Until that element is elim-
inated, even assuming an equal force of
hattleships and cruisers, the
navy is at a great disadvantage.

TRANSPORTATION (QJESTION-

Mr. J. 8. Willison Discussed the Rallway
~ Problem Before the Members of the
Canadian Enstitute.

The transportation question was the sub-
ject of Mr. J. 8. Willison’s paper, read on
Saturday evening before the members of
the Canadian Institute.

The paper was a very able one, the deduc-

tions of which are contained in the follow-
ing summary:

There are three Yosslble courses open to
the Canadian people: (1) The present Sys-
tem, spasmodic railway competition, and
enduring and unregulated railway com-
bination; (2) regulation and control by a
strong Federal commission; (3) public
ownership and operation. The third is no
doubt the final solution, but it is probatly
remote in Canada.

Natural Extensions.

I do. not believe that it would be sound
policy to attempt to regulate great through
systems by bullding patches of Government
road in various parts of the Dominlon.
There is, however, much to be said in
favor of natural extensions of the lnter-
colonial and the acguirement of natural
and profitable branches of the Government
rallway. But in the main one must have
either a system of {mbllc railways or a
system of private railways. For the Gov-’
érnment to go into the business of com-
petition with private railways would De
unwise, and would mean the adoption of
a policy discredited by the experience of
Germany and other countries. The result
would be elther the ruin of the pxivatc
rallways and enormous deficits at Ottawa,
or the publiec roads would simply fetch and
carry for the private corporations. In the
end we would have to take over the pri-
vate roads or hand our Government roads
over to the private concerns, and in either
case we would then find the country bur:
dened with hundreds of miles of unneces-
sary railway.

A Rallway Commfission.

Our best and soundest policy for the time
is to create a strong rallway commussion,
vested with power to abolish diserimina-
tions as between particular individuals and
rival communities to force a fair inter-
change of traffic between rival lines, and
to establish some reasonable relation be-
tween local and through charges. If we
can regulate by commission we ecan regu-
late without Government raillways. To
adopt the double method would be. cost-
ly and absurd. If we can make regula
tion effective over the Grand Trunk and:
the Canadian Pacific it would be folly to
create a mew great through line in order
to, divide the traffic and Increase railway
charges to the farmc<rs and traderg of
the country. For every mile of new rail-

J

laid on the peole for railway support, and
at least in a sparsely settled country it Is
only by increase of traffic that material
reduction of rates can be secured.

All Efforts to Settie the Controversy Will
be Called OfF T1ll Mr. Newman
Changes His Base.

Chicago, April 17.—It was intimated yes-
terday in railway circles that no further
effort would be made to settle the contro-
versy between the Canadian Pacific and the
American roads until W. H. Newman severs
his connection with the Great
Road and assumes .the presidency of the
Lake Shore. It is the Great Northern that
stands in the way of a submission of the
questions in dispute to arbitration, and
Newman is understood to be the author of
that policy. His successor, it is thought,

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Mr. Tarte Was Very Tart in Some
of His Communicatiors.

Sent Tart Telegrams and Tart Letters to
o Provincial Premier—Protection of
Revelstoke— Public Works Red Tape-
1sm According to Anti-Tarte Ideas.

Ottawa, April 17.—(Special.)—The Mia-
ister of Public Works has evidently not
learned those courtesies which are due from
a servant of the people, no matter what
grade of office he may hold, to the very
class for whom he Is acting. Mr. Tarte
thinks he can answer people in the same
way that he would a subscriber to la
Patrie, who has stopped his paper becauce
his favorite family journal has, perhaps,
gaid something which has wounded his
susceptibilities. .

Mr. Tarte has just come in for a severe
wigging at the hands of members of the
B.C. Legislature, and the correspondence
just laid before that body shows that the
Minister of Public Works will have to
moderate his language if he desires to live
in peace and barmony with the Govern-
ment of the Pacific province.

i Protection at Revelstoke.

At the second session of 1898 Parliament
appropriated a sum of $10,500 for the pro-
tection of the banks of the Columbia River
at Revelstoke, provided the local Govern-
ment contributed a like amount, It was
not until Januvary of last year that the
British Columbia Government was notilled
of the action of the Public Works Depart-
ment, and when Mr. Tarte wired Premier
Turner about it, the reply was that the
provincial Legislature had not made any
appropriation for the work, not having
been advised that such was required. In
October last Premier Turner had to wire
Mr. Tarte that matters were serfous at
Revelstoke ,and acking him to send Engi-
neer Roy to that point to see that the
river banks were protected.

Mr, Tarte curtly replied on October 6th
as follows:

“Your Government having declined last
year to do anything for preventing destruc.

In December last an order-in-council was
passed by the executive of British Colum-
bia agreeing to contribute one-third of the
cost of the necessary permanent construc-
.tion work, not to exceed $15,000, providing
that the Dominion Government undertook
to carry out the works at Revelstoke with-
out delay.

In due course this communication reached
the Dominion authorities, and on the 3rd
of February last an order-in-council was
pgssed, which read as follows:

The Minister of Public Works submits
that in the ‘“‘Supply Act” passed by rar-
llament for the expenditure during the
fiscal year, 1506-97, a sum of $10,500 was
provided for the protection of the river
banks of Revelstoke, on condition that the
Provincial Government would contribute a
ike sum for that purpose, and that upon
communication being had 4n January, 1897,
with tlhie honorable, the Premier of British
Colnmbia, that gentleman  informed the
Department of Public Works that no vote
had been passed by the Provincial Legis-
lature towapds such work, nor was it
contemplated, nor were any arrangements
for co-operation made.

The Minister further states that on ac-
count of the special provision of the vote
and the fact that the Provincial Govern-
ment could not codtritute, the money
could not be expended auring that year,
the vote was perforce allowed to lapse, and
was not renewed In the estimates presented
;«lao:nd voted by Parliament at Its last ses-

The Minister, under the circumstances,
regrets that having had no funds placea
at his disposal ty Parllament at its last
session for the now current year, it is im-
possible for him to recommend that the
Joint action be had as requested in° thz
minute of the Executive Council of British
Columbia. st

Strenuous Objection to the Oity Taking in
More Territory—Conclse Statements
Why the Council Should Not Enderse
the Proposal of Ald. Crane and Lamb—
Tuterview With Property Owners,

The action of Aldermen Crane and
YLamb of the City Council to prevent the
extension of the Toronto Railway out
into York Township, by way of the Ave-
'nue-road;or Wt least as a *quid pro quo”
to endeavor to force the suburban terri-
gory into annexation with the city, - is
being heartily condemned, both by subur-
ban residents and citizens of Toronto.

The consensus of opinion is that the

endeavor, if it is a legitimate one, of.

the city to add any more territory to
its precent extensive limits, 1~ wnve
mlmost insane in its contemplgtion.

‘t What the e Is.
' The proposition, it is understood of
YAld. Orane, is to annex the territory
from Bathurst-street, on the west, to the
first concession, east of Yonge-street,
“with St. Clair-avenue, as the northe:ly
fimit. The belt of land undér these con-
ditions consists of an extremely rural
element, and as portions of the territory
are unable under township rates to be
'kept from tax sale, what might be ex-
pected under the heavier impositions of
r:ity government?
I Not only is such a movement objec-
{ tionable from this point of view but in
the eastern section with the ravines of
Rosedale and higher up of Moore Park,
the outlays for bridging that must as-
uredly follow any such extension of ter-
ritory would burden the city treasury
far in excess of the revenue that would
be received from the new acquisition.

It is conceded by persons who were
nterviewed regarding such railway ex-
ftension that what would prove a small
“benefit to Deer Park, the suburb which
would be served, would be inestimably
more advantageous to the citizens them-
.selves, by giving them cheap connection
twith Mount Pleasant and St. Michael’s
cemeteries, Upper Canada College and
Reservoir Park.

Subjoined are a few interviews with
residents of the township; who would
be affected by such'a step-as Ald. Crane
intends to attempt to inaugugate:

What Property ogﬁn Say.

Mr. John T. Moore of Moore Park,
who is just recovering from a temporary
illness, was seén at his home, and in
response to a request for his views on
t¢he subject stated that he understood
the street railway was to be extended
to accommodate the citizens of Toronto,
and not to oblige the residents of the
Township of York.

such narrow antiquated ideas would
soon leave Toronto behind in the race.
As well cut off the steam railways st the
corporation limits and stop the <neap
fares at once. 'As to the suggestion that
in this connection the territory travers-
ed should be annexed to the city, as
well as certain additional districts it
could only be made in entire ignorance
of the nature of the ground that wonld
be covered. It will be time enoyugh 10
consider such a proposition when the
city is ready to incur the enormous out-
jay involved in bridging the ravines, and
extending city improvements to the pre-
sent rural localities. Some residens f
the township might find the short ex-
tension a convenience, but this would be
beneficial to the merchants and trades-
men of Toronto; and for every ‘one such
1 in the township there would be a thou-
igand of Toronto people whose comfort
would be very properly promoted. . 1f
| the extension is not made to oblige them

BUILDING BOOM IN THE EAST.
Gratifying Signs of Progress at Balmy
Beach, Kew Beach and in the East End.

Banks; another for Mr. Long, on the
east side of Balsam-avenue, south of
Queen-street, and on the west side of
the same pretty ‘avenue,\ one for Mr.
Charles Coatsworth; and oa the south
side of Queen-street, just east of Wood-
bine-avenue, he is making gp/ addition to
Mr. W. Wooling’s residenée.

Other new houses in course of erec-
tiom are one for Mr. J. B. Reid on the
west side of Balsam-avenue, south of
Queen; one for Mr. Murray on Beach-
avenue, also south of Queen-street. This
one the owner intends to occupy him-
self, and will be his permanent resi-
dence.

Then comes a cottage for Mrs. Pool-
ey, situated on Maple-avenue. So far
this season is without exception a re-
cord‘breaker in the line of mew build-
ings for Balmy Beach. It is a well
known fact that when a family once
spends the summer at this beautiful re-
sont they are always anxious to’'come
back, and they are very sorry when
the summer is over that they have to go
back to the city. This latter fact is be
coming less and less every year, and
will in time become unnecessary, as the
means of access to the city is improving,
and as new stores are being opened u’
in the locality, making it very conveni-
ent for everybody.

of the plot. The Globe newspaper was,
as before, to confidence its own party into
it, and SIif Charles Tupper, it was fondly
hoped, would lead the Conservatives into
the same trap, We have no hesitation in
saying that this was the plot; but, fortn-
nately for Sir Charles, to use his own
words, ‘“he was deceived,” and In a very
swift and enterprising way repudiated the
project and got ‘in line with his own
party in opposition to the scheme. It was
a scheme in the way of exploitation the
most pronounced and brazen-faced that has
ever been laild before the Canadian people,
In a word, it amounts to this: that Mec-
Kenzie and Mann were to get nearly four
millions of acres of land, that *they were
to get wide .bonding powers; and what
they expected to do under these privileges
was, first, to build a railway costing two
or three million dollars at the most,.to
bond that railway for four or five millions,
to sell the railway to the C. P, R. for
probably the sum it cost them to build
and an undertaking to pay the bonds, and
then to place four million acres of mineral
lands on the London market at a sum
running anywhere from twelve to twenty
millions dollars, In a word, had every-
thing been favorable, they stood td make
a clean fifteen millions of cold cash out
of the transaction, provided, always, that
the Klondike excitement continued and that
London and Europe showed-a disposition
to take In a great big mining proposition
as was the BSouth Africon proposition
floated in the same quarter some years
ago. '

Thesg are the kind of propositions that
McKenzle and Mann, Sir Willlam Van
Horne, Senator Cox and men of that cali-
bre llke to get hold of. These are the
kind of deals that Mr, Sifton loves to as-
sist. We have nothing against these men
(Sifton excluded) individually; they are
men of enterprise and they are capitalists.
We know of no better instance of the way
they do business than to take as an illus-
tration’ the Toronto Street Rallway. That
road was bought and built om the bonds
that were issued, and the six millions of
stock that was declared to be paild up was
distributed among the syndicate who han-
dled it, and was ‘clear profit over and above
dnything that might have been made out
of the construction of the road,

Where Whitney Was Wrecked

The Yukon project was to be handled in
the same way, but on a much more exten-
sive scale and in a way to clean up fifteen
millions of dollars. All this was to be
done on an insignificant tram road of 150
miles, but which was supposed to command
the key to the Yukon country, The spon-
sors of this high-fiying project were the
Liberal party and The Globe newspaper;
and the Liberal party undertook to be the
patron of this project at the time when
that party was engaged fin a provincial
election in Ontario; and there are a great
many people to-day who think that there
was an intimate connection between the
chief whip of the Liberal party at 'Ot
tawa and the Yukon project and the or-
ganization of the Liberal party in Ontario;
and that there ‘was a still further. connec-
tion between the Yukon Rallway project
and the vote of large subsidies by the Pro-
vincial Legislature, under the advice of
My, Hardy’s Government, to the Ralny
River project, also controlled by the men
who were supposed to get the Yukon Rall-
way proposition. Had Mr, Whitney been
sharp enough to connect the Yukon Rall-
way and the Rainy River Railway and
put up a straight fight against Mr. Hardy’s
railway deal with the Rainy River pro-
jectors he would have set the province on
fire in his favor and driven Mr, Hardy
from power. But he utterly failed In this
regard. He, too, seems to have been blind
to what was going on and alded certain
men in getting subsidies from the Provin-
clal Government, but which men immedi-
ately turned round and in the most sub-
stantial way assisted the Liberal party to
keep him out of power, Mr. Whitney got
the double cross from men who professed
to be his friends.

A Poor Parliament and Weak
Government.

So far we have reviewed the Kettle River
Railway and its defeat. We now for a
few. moments wish to direct attentlon to
Parliament and its conduct in regard to rail-
ways. We have no hesitation in ad-
mitting that the majority of the members
of Parliament are honest and anxious to
promote the public welfare. But Parlia-
ment as a body has played into the hands
and control of men and schemes that are
against the public interest; and as a result,
instead of the welfare of the public being
guarded, it is being constantly ralded
either by the connivance or by the in-
nocence of the members of the House.

The railway exploiters. have captured the
Government, thought it is supposed that
Sir Richard Cartwright and Hon. Mr. Miiis
have so far failed In warding them off.
The best description we can give of Sir
Wilfrid Laurler is that, while he has a
great deal to occupy his time, he has left
rallway matters to the hands of col-
leagues, who have succeeded in pulling the
wool over his eyes. He is clay in the hands
of his wicked partners. Moreover, he has
been decelved' by The Globe newspaper
and the men who control it; but there is
still a small and influential section of the
Liberdl party who have at last had their
eyes opened to what is taking place, and
who are vairly endeavoring at the present
moment to stop the party in its mad career,
It takes time for men like this latter sec-
tion to grasp the situation and to de-
velop the mnecessary courage to com-
pel a halt and change of polley.
The World trusts that there are still suf-
ficient men in the Liberal party at Ottawa
to stop it in its mad career.

The: words that The Globe employs as to
the force of the lobby at Ottawa and as to
the efforts of men like Mr. Tarte are true.
It was Mr. Tarte who in the interests of
the C. P. R. prevalled on Sir Wiifrid
Laurier to make the Kettle River Rallway
proposition an open one, and in that way to
desert the principles of a year ago. ' A
still more serious feature of the situation
is the failure of Sir Wilfrid Laurler and
Sir Richard Cartwright to remove fthe
pass abuse which is cne of the most Je-
moralizing features of Canadian politicsl
life. - All the members of Parliament have
their pockets stuffed with rallway passes
and they use them liberally. Members of
Parliament also draw mileage allowances,
which are supposed to pay for their rail-
way fare. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir
Richard Cartwright are on record soie

years ago as anxious to remove this abuse,
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but so far they have donme nothing, and
they allow what is a gr at pu:lic scandal
to- continue, viz., members taking rallwiy
passes and voting themselves mileage ai:
lowances, and laying themselves open to
the suspicion that they are {nfluenced by

 these favors in thelr votes on rallway ques-

tions.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir Richard Cart-
wright are bound according to their pledses
to compel the railways to carry members
of Parllament as a right and Dot as a
favor, which favor, so people think, is
often reciprocated by friendly legislatior.
The railways seem to exercise a greater
{nfluence than the Government or the party
leaders, and are as intimate with the party
whips, at least om the Liberal side, as
are the party chlefs. Sir William Van
Horne had better go Mr Hays one better
and move his head offices to Parliament
Hill, Ottawa.

Where the Liberals are To-day
The Liberal party has to its discredit:
1. A Crow's Nest Pass Rallway Act, glv-

ing an enormous subsidy ($3,630,000), land
and coal land grants to the Canadian Paci-
fle. Under the plea of urgency, this was
all rushed through, though if a little time
had been taken the road could have been
built for much less and complete control
kept In the hands of the people.

2. The Liberal party has now further to
its discrédit the abandonment of - Its
pledges and legislation of last session to
give running rights to other roads over the
Crow’s Nest Pass line.

3. The notorious Yukon Rallway deal,
with its monopoly and its enormous gvld
lands grab, fortunately bounced forever by
the vigilance of the Senate and the activity
of the Opposition.

On every one of these pojnts has the

Liberal Government gone wrong; has play-

ed into the hands of the Canadian Pacific;

has mightily strengthened the position of
that company; has allowed prominent men
fn its ranks to be Interested parties to
thése deals. And to all these deals has ‘I'ne

Globe newspaper been the slick young gen-

tleman who led its party Into the cou-

fidence game played on the country.

Where the Conservatives Are

The Conservative leaders endorsed the
Crow’s Nest Pass Railway project with
its enormous subsidles, and .its immense
conl land grabs and other monopolies. They
should have opposed it, as they knew of
the relatipns of leading Liberals to the coal
land grabs, and that they themselves had
had a policy for building the road (so tbey
claimed) for a much smaller subsidy. 'T'he
result is that that project has proved to
be a gigantic fraud, as far as giving com-
petition is concerned, and the building up
of immense private fortunes In coal and
mineral lands. In this case the Conserva-
tive caucus was led into supporting the
proposition.

The Conservative leaders opposed the Yu-
kon Railway deal, though Sir Charles Tup-
per first favored it, and took their instrue-
tions from ,caucus. The result was that a
second gigantie railway fraud of the Liberal
party was defeated by the Senate, much to
the satisfaction of the country at large and
of many Liberals in ‘the party at Ottawa
who had been roped into the tangle before
they knew it. |
The Conservative leaders voted against
the Kettle River charter and for the Cana-
dian Pacific. They voted for monopoly and
for a violation of the legislation of last ses-
sion (under the pretence of keeping trade
fn Canada). Had they stood up for the
legislation of last session, for the contention
of the Grand Trunk, they would have fore-
ed the Government to make the Kettle
River charter a party question and they
would have made credit for themselves In
the eyes of the Canadian people. But they

|

joined forces with the Government in doing
the requests, shall we say commands, of
Sir Willlam. Van Horne.

A still more gigantic deal is to be Intro-
duced later on In this sesslon, giving enor-
moys subsidies and privileges to the Rainy
River project without corresponding pro-
visions in the Interest of the country. Will
the Conservative leaders go wrong on this,
too? So far they have not been up to the
situation; so far they have not sought to
protect the interests of the people; so far
they have—with one exception—been the
servants of the Canadian Pacific.

What Parliament Has Come To

As to Parllament itself (we omit the
Senate), it has disgracea itself. It has al-
lowed itself to become the victim of the
lobbyist and the rallway magnate. It has
allowed its conscience to be smothered in
rallway passes and mileage allowances that
were never spent. As a body It has falled
to recognize the mew and progressive lines
in the matter of transportation. It Is not
worthy of having committed to its charge
the great question of transit, and the sooner
it is out of the way or reformed the better
for the country. The methods of Parlia-
ment are obsolete, and most of all windy.
Men take four hours to say things that
could be better said in 80 minutes; they
*spend oceans of time in convicting one an-
oiher of petty inconsistencies; they grow
frantic at one time over a little thing, and
use other hours in settling trivial points of
procedure. Parliament is the .paradise of
a host of pretenders and the actual work-
shop of a little band of men who would like
to take a business view of the public needs.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier never as much as deign-’
ed to be In the House when the Kettle
River bl was up, but could give glowing
perorations on the Queen’s Jubilee. Sir
Charles Tupper could go Into a long and
violent duel with Flelding over what one
another sa'd about sugar dutfes, but he
never once went a tlit against Van Horne
on his well-mounted and armored steed
of monopoly. And so all through. The
sooner the present Parliament Is killed or
cured the better for our people.

'He is the re-
puted inventor of a process for treating
arsenical ores, and the tests which he has
carried on with a minlature plant have,
gecording to The Tweed News, proven
most S ul. Mr. . James .and .Dr,
Eames have now entered into an arrange-
ment by which they intend not only to
earry on operations on the propérty of
the former, but also to extend the opera-
tion of the patents covering .the process
owned by the latter gentleman. They will

The plant has so
far produced arsenious acid, chemically
pure, commonly called white arsenic, real-
gar, which is yellow arsenic, and orpiment,
which is red arsenie.
