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THE PREMIER’S SALARY,
The Montreal Gazette comes out squarely,
and on very good grounds, for an increase
in the salary of the Prime Minister of
Canada. It says:

It is not ecreditable to this country
that its chosen léader should be drivem
to financial shifts to make provision for
his tamily, and that the well-known
lact that his official income Is not
adequate tohe demands of his position
should be the occasion for stories of
gift and projected testimonlals, The
serious fllness and straitened clrcum-
stances of Sir John Macdonald in 1871
made him the recipient of a tribute from
his friends whicn did credit to their
Sense of his services te the country, but
the need for which was nope the less
regrettable. Sir George Cartler and Sir
John Thompson aled in such ecircum-
stances that Parllament felt called upon
to make partial provision for -their
families. As the years have gone by,
and Canada has grown bigger, the ex-
penses entalled by holding high office
‘have greatly increased, and no one famil-
iar with what is expected from the First
Minister in the way of social entertain-
ment believes that it {s possible for him
to do more than make ends meet. The
claims upon him increase year bysyear,
and the salary does not grow with the
increased expenditure. The expenses of
living in Ottawa 4and the scale of
ﬂoclsi: entertalnmenfis all etﬁver lthe coa;:;
try have greatly advanc since
Premier’s salary was fixed at $8000, and
there are few salaries attached to po-
sitions approaching it -~ in Iimportance
which are not at a very much higher
figure, It may be argued that the best
men do not go into politics to make
money, and we have lost nothing by pay-
ing a small salary, That ls probably
true, but sfie fact remains that a man
Jjudged capable of filling the position of.
First Minister should have a salary
which will enable him to discharge the

. Socla]l dutles of his station, and should
not have, In addition to the care of
state. and the demands of hungry poll-
ticlans, the worrles of small economies
and private debts. The country is pros-
perous and can afford to pay an
adequate sum,which would be well spent
if it put an end to the unpleasant storles
about gifts from contractors and the un-
dignified projects of gifts from political
supporters.

THE DISPUTED BOUNDARY.

The, Canadian public these days are being
treated to a lot of news items—or alleged
news Items—originating in the American
papers and dealing with the dispyted
| Alaskan boundary. Canada is charged with
attempting to make a grab, and in other
ways of trying to get the best of Uncle
Sam. Running through all these news
items and throtgh the comments of thed
American paperstare two ideas. First, that
the disputed territory really belongs to the
United States, and, second, that it is an ac-
tual possession of the people of that couii-
try. If the territory is really theirs, of
course we have no right to take it, but that
is the very point in dispute, and all Canada
is urging is that some reasonable method
be taken to ascertalas the true boundary
line~ T Americans seem to be also In-
fected with another piratical idea, namely,
that if a few Americans happen to be’ set-
tied oh the disputed territery, and declared
afterwards to -belong.to this country, they
would not be prepared tg glve'it up. They
claim everything, and, having  claimed
everything, talk as if they were:really own-
ers of it and im full possessgion. While The
World publishies these despatches as they
come along, we do nat ask our readers io
accept them, but, on the contrary, to hold
tLeir patience until the final award is made.
