Hazleton, Pa., Oct. 22.—President Mit-
chell, in an interyiew to-might, practically
admitted that the anthracite coal miners’
strike would end as eoon as all the oper-
ators posted a notice guaranteeing the pay-
ment of a 10 pér cent. advance in wages
until April 1, President Mitchell sald:

“The prospact of an early settlement of
the coal strike is becoming brighter.
Some of the operators have not yet post-
ed notices signifying their willingness to
fall imto line either with the Reading
Company or with the proposition made by
tlie Lehigh Valley Company in the Hazle-
ton region. If all of them notify thelr em-
ployes by posting notices or otherwise
‘that an actual advance of 10 per cent.
will be paid each mine employe, and guar-
antee its continuance until April 1, to-
gether with the abolition of the sliding
scale, I belleve the terms wounld be ac-
cepted by the mine workers, The reduc-
tion in powder from $2.75 to $1.50 has
confused the miners; but some of the op-
erators have so fully explained how con-
tract miners could recéive the full advance
of 10 per cent., as well as all other em-
ployes, that I belleve this obstacle can
be overcome.” ¢ /

When Will the End Come ?

Altho, as President Mitchell says, the
outlook for an early settlement of the
strike is bright, it is difficult to make a
prediction’ as to when the end will come.
Some of the coal companies are showing
a disposition not to issue a notice guaran-
teeing the payment of the 10 per cent. in-
cresse in wages until April. Among these
are the Delaware, Lackawanna and West-
ern and the Delaware & Hudson, the offi-
cials of which companies are monew
have declined to issue a supplemental no-
tice. The labor leaders, however, hope
that the companies will in some way make
known that they will guarantee the pay-
ment of the advance until April 1.

AUDIENCE WAS NOT ALL- LIBERAL.

But All the Speakers Got a Hear-
ing, Tho No Questions Were
Answered.

The meeting at Dingman’s Hall last night
in the interests of Mr. N. W. Rowell, the
Liberal candidate in East York, was large-
ly -attended and considerable  enthusiasm
was aroused. The gathering, however, was
not composed entirely of friends of -the
Liberal party, and extravagant statements
by the speakers were from time to time
challenged.

Mr. Charles Caldwell presidéd, and the
orators of the evening were Mr. Stewart
Lyon of The Globe, Ald. J. K. Leslie, Hou.
G. W. Ross and Mr. Rowell, Others on

Mr. Lyon remarked that under the Man-

An Oregonian Town in Which the
Reptiles Are Regarded as Pets
and Treasured as of Value.
From The Morning Oregonlan.
Klamath Falls, Ore., Sept. 25..-The snake
indugtry, at Kiamath Falls bids fair to Ye-
come important. A few weeks ago Post-

masteér Castel recelved a letter from a con-
cern in Minnesota making enquiry as to the

He replied, huwever, aund stuted that it
would supply all the snakes wanted at 25
cents a pound. By return mail, much tv
his surprise, came an order for 400 pounds
of snakes, delivered at the nearest raliroad
station. The Minnesotan went on to state
that next season he woutd make Jurthew
oraers an objeet to Mr, Castel, but” he
would take »00 pounds more this faul.
Snake catching is now the order of tne
day here. It 13 a paying busiuess, as one
man. can easily capture 100 in a day, and
this represents at least 50 pounds,

The Klamath alls snakes have a -world-
wide reputation. The town ls situated at
the foof of Klamiath Falls, which hegin at
Upper Klamath Lake and continue toru a
narrow,rocky guleh for a mile,tg the lower
lake. The descent Is gradual, and the falls

nothing morz than a rapid mountain strea,

a bundred yards or more wlde.betwgen the
two lakes. This place forms a sgort of
curve or elbow, and was called “Ewawa"
by the Indlans, meaning elbow. Along this
river or falls, on a wagm day, miles of
snakes, curling, wrigglidg and crawling
over each other, i8 mo unusual sight, and
if the. weather is a little cool, one haz to
walt for them to get out of the way or
take a stick and lift them aside, ag many
do. The stranger, on his first trip to this
section, is continually dodging and jumpiang
sidewise, altho he is Informed that the
reptiles are perfectly harmless. The in-
babltint doesn’t mind them at all. Little

| girls gather apronsful and boys carry small

ones around in thelr pockets. They are
regarded as pets here generally and are
seldom harmed. They come down into the
very town, and while walking along the
streets " couple of dozen may be seen in
going a_block. They simply wriggle out of
the way—crawl between the oracks of the
plank sidewalk, or move off to one side.
The snakes are regarded as benefactors hy
the community,and there is some ¢omplaint
at parting with the few required to fil! the
Minnesota man’s ordef.

The reptiles live and breedl among the
rocks and cliffs along the falls, and it is
asserted that they have completely routad
the rattlesnake from the entire gection, be-
sides destroylng all the mice and other
pests that infested the place, They attack
a .rattlesnake, and while one has been
known to kill the largest rattler., a num-
ber will wind themselves about the venom-
ous reptile and strangle It in a short time.
It is claimed that bhefore these snakes
made their appearance the rattlers infested
the region, but they are now seldom seen.

The species is sald to be a water snake,
and this Is evidenced hy the fact thht they
will take to the water if there Is no other
means of escape when crowded, and move
about in that element with the ease and
skill of a fish, They are of a dark color,
about three feet long when full grown and
have a stripe a I'ttle lighter than the gen-
eral color down their back. All sizes may
be seen among them, from the three or
four-inch baby snake to the full grown
ores. On a warm dav they are visible
by the thousands, and in many eases they
coil up by the dozens in huge rolls. - Ple-
tures of these rolls have been sent, upon
enquiry, all over the world. A farmer liv-
ing in the gnlch by the banks of the river
has great difficulty in using his hay at
the last of the winter, The snakes take
refuge in his barn during the eold weathey,
and as the hay gets low he finds great mass.
es of _the benumbed reptiles rolled to-
gether all thru the hay.

It is believed here that tons of the
fmakes could, be shirped from this place
annnally withont materially decreasing the
supply. and the industry may prove n“pnv;
ing one. Snake oil commands an ehormouy
price for medicinal purposes, and it la

“on Old Murder Charge.
““Rome, Oct, 22.—A man and woman are on
trial here for a crimé committed nearly 30
years ‘ago. The prisoners are Michael Ri-
gosa and his wife, Adele, She was the
wife of a rich landowner named Giovanni
Retrosi and Michael was her lover. As
her parents disapproved of the . intrigue he
killed them by poisom, then he murdered

Retrosi and eloped with the widow. When
the crime was discovered the absent couple
were tried and sentenced to death,

The couple fled to Constantinople and
thence to New York. After Iiving in New
York for several years they decided that
the Italian police must nave torgotten
their crime amd boldly ,returned to italy,
taking up their residence in Naples. They
lived openly for 20 .years, not even chang-
ing their names. aving plenty of money
they Hved in a mansion and became well-
known -for their hospitaiity. ‘Their iden-
tity was revealed by accident,to a police
officer who had known them ir their early
days, and they were arrested.

The Italian™ penal codé alldws i1mmunity
from any charge after 30 years, but Rigosa
and his wife were arrested in Naples oniy
29 years and 7 months after the commission
of the crime. If convicted the old sent-
ence cannot be enforced} as capital punish-
ment has been abollsne% in  Italy.

CHAMPION MURDERER STILL FREE

caught by the gendarmes this week, and
be arrived at the conclusion that the few
people forming his party were not loyal.
He is reported to have Kkilled every one
of them in his rage. He certainly murder-
ed two, for the bodies were found labelled

Wwith a warning to traitors. He has also
2upounced his intention of Killing the un-
happy reporter of The Naples Courier,
who, as related in The Sun a couple of
weeks ago, sought him out and interviewed
him. Musolino somehow obtained & copy
of The Courier containing the report, and
took objection to a number of phrases
therein, which appeared to nim to prove
the reporter a spy. The reporter eagerly
accepted the offer of a post on a newspa-
per im Rome.

The authorities of Reggio Calabria are
making great efforts to capture Musolino.
Forty Mayors of villages, suspected of
more or less gullty communication with
the brigand, have been dismissed and their
Places taken by officers from Naples, and
the entire military forces of the province
are now afield.

PRINCESS ARIBERT FORGIVES H!M

At the Queen’s Solicitation She
Will Again Live With Her
; Husband,

London, Oct. 22.—Princess Aribert of An-
halt, granddaughter of ,the Queen, has now
returned to- Germany, from which she has
been absent ever since her sudden and sen-
sational departure for America last spring.

Since her return from the United States
she has been in this country, dividing her
time between her mother, Princess Chris-
tian of Schleswig-Holstein, and the Queen,
who, with the Kaiser, has been exercising
all her influence towards effecting a recon-
ciliation between the Princess and her hus-
band. The efforts in this direction appear
to have been successful, and the Princess

has expressed her readiness to give her

husband, who is one of the most profiigate
princes in Germany, one more try of life in
common.

In the hope of rendering the reconciliation
permanent and of separating the Prince
from his evil assoclations in the Prussian
capital, the Emperor has given him a year's
leave of absence, which is to be ‘spent
abroad in travel with the Princess, whose
flight to America last spring was the seéond
occasion of her leaving him,

WHY OUR IMPORTS OF COAL ARE
S0 LARGE.

The Niagdara Falls Power Company is In-
creasing tne capaelty of its transmission
line from the Falls to -Buffalo to 30,000
horse-power, The present capacity of the
line is 10,000 horse-power. It is expeeted
that a market for the increased output will
soon be found in Buffalo. The company’s
plant at the Falls has a capacity of 50,000
horse-power, and its customers are taking
practically all of it. The company is build-
ing a new wheel pit, which, when finished,
will develop 55,000 more horse-power, mak-
ing the enormous tota]l of 105,000 horse-
power as the capaclty of the plant. It is
computed that all the power now used in
Buffalo Is 50,000 horse-power, but a new
steel industry, which 1s being located in
South Buffalo, will require 30,000 horse-
power additional, which it expects to ob-
taln from Niagara Falls. While this ex-
traordinary developmeént in the utilization
of Niagara Falls power Is going on in the
State of New York, we in Ontario have
done absolutely nothing. We are still im-
porting several train loads of coal dally
from the United States via Buffalo. West-
ern Ontario would not require to Import
one-half the quantity of bituminous coal

now comsumed by it if the Ontario Govern- |

ment had not tied up the water power on
the Canadian side'of the Niagara River.
