—Number of Lives Lost a Matter of Speculation—Some
8ay 60 and One Fears 1000.

Roanoke, Va., June 24.—The following
short statement to-night by one of .ue
general officers of the Norfolk and West-
ern Rallroad, summarizing the flood situa-
tion in the light of the latest despatches,
was given to the Associated Press:

“Restoration of telegraph line develops
that dan®{ge by flood thru coal fields was
exaggeratetl. Loss of life will not exceed
60 or 75, and damage to property, includ-
ing repairs to railroad and coal opera-
tions, will not exceed $500,000. It is ex-
pected the railroad will get the line open
to-morrow or next day.”

THE - LATEST REPORTS,

Cincinnati, June 24.—A special to The
Times Star from Bluefleld, W.Va., says:
“Reports from the devastated flood district

in the Pocahontas flat top region say bodies |

are being rapidly recovered and identified.
A relief corps has pntrolfed a few miles
of the territory, but no reliable estimate
can yet be made of the number of lives
lost,

“It will be several weeks before railroad
traffic can be resumed, and probably longer
before the mines will be in operation.
About 20 collieries and coke plants were
damaged from $4000 to $25,000 each.

‘“Thousands of homeless persons are
camping in the mountains.

“Their distress is augmented by anguish
over missing children and friends, whose
fate is unknown. The bodies of John
Lewls, white; Ira Neff and a Hungarian
mother and her babe, have been recovered.

Graveyard Washed Out,

“A graveyard was ®verflowed, and the
corpses, disinterred by the torrent, floated
away In all stages of decay. i

“A tunnel several miles beyond Vivian
was cleared of the track from end to end.
All bridges were destroyed. The damage
to the rallroad company will be in the
nelghborhood of a milllon dollars. Dam-
age to the coke plants and coal mines prob-
ably will be double that sum.

‘““All stores, lumber camps and business
houses in the Elkhorn Valley were heavily
damaged, and in many instances destroy-
ed. Out of the 200 and odd estimated
lost, less than a score of bodles have been
recovered and identified.

‘“This morning hundreds of men took up
the work of rescue and repair.

Every Man to the Rescue,

‘“‘Railroad shopmen, conductors, engineers
and men of all callings lald down thelr
work to aid, while every available man on
the Norfolk and Western system was rush-
ed to the scene. Appeals to connecting
railroads for wrecking crews and men
have been responded to.

“Residents of Keystone were saved by a
telephone 'message apprising them eof the
coming of the flood.

“Losses estimated at $60,000 ensued to
the business houses alone.

“Crane Creek branch of the Norfolk and
Western, which had been recemtly graded,

has been destroyed for seven miles, and
will have to be rebuilt.
Big Four Mines Flooded.
“The Big Four mines are flooded and the
delivery tracks were destroyed. Loss of

life at that point cannot be learned. Only
one man has reached a point of communi-
cation. His journey was one of greatest
hardship. He swam the river three times,
and arrived more dead than alive.

“Six building gangs were hurried to the
scene by the telegraph companies.

“An electric light car has been obtained,
It is equipped with complete electric light-
ing plant and apparatus, and will be
brought from Hagerstown by a speclal
train, so that work can be prosecuted at
night.”

THE LOSS IS FEARFUL.

New York, June 24.—Mayor Land of
Bluefield, W. Va., wires as follows :

“It is estimated that 200 lives were
lost in the Elkhorn flood. The damage
to the Norfolk and Western Railroad Com-
pany is estimated at half a million dol-
lars and to the coal companies and in-

dividua®s at two million dollars.

“There is no communication with any
point further down the valley than EIk-
horn. I am unable to tell whether out-
side assistance will be needed until furth-
er information comes in.”

AWFUL STATE OF AFFAIRS,

New York, June 24.—A despatch to The

Eyening World from Bluefield, W. Va, |

says :

“The corps of searchers and relief work-
ers have penetrated into the flooded coal
region only a few miles, but have reveal-
ed a state of affairs whose terror cannot
be told.

“Many dead bodies have been found and
some identified. No elstimate can be made
of the number of victims, as there are
100 miles to be searched over. Fifteen
hundred workmen are clearing debris and
re-establishing railroad facilities.”

A MILE OF TRACK WASHED OUT.

Columbus, 0., June 24.—Representatives
of a local lumber firm at Williamson have
wired that east of Panther, W. Va., the

railway tracks have been washed out.for
a mile. About 200 feet of road bed will
require a fill-in of ten feet.

NOT HALF SO DISASTROUS.

Later Reports Place the Loss of Life
at Not More Than 60.

Roanoke, Va., June 24.—It is now reported
that not over 60 people are missing in the
fields as a result of Saturday’s flood. The
town of Keystone, while much damaged,
is not wiped out, as reported. No estimate
of property loss has been made either by
coal operators or the railroad officials.
The loss, however, is far up in the thou-
sands. No definite news has been received
from the coal fields, as all wires are stiil
down, and there is no means of communi-
catlon. The estimate that 200 or 'more
lives were lost is certainly too great,

The railroad c¢ompanies’ loss will reach
$50,000. Men and material are being hurri-
ed ‘to the flelds from all over the line of
the Norfolk and Western.

To-day is the 50lst anniversary of the
birth of John Gutenberg, who Invented
movable types, which has made possible
the wonderful development of the art of

printing. Gutenberg was born in Mainz,
and from the first had "an inventive me-
chanical genius. It 1420 he removed to
Strassburg, where, in 1436, he took several
partners to practice ‘‘the wonderful secret
arts” invented by him.

I'efore this time all of the class called
block books were printed from engraved
plates of wood or metal. But Gutenberg
and his assoclates certainly had a printing
press at as early a period as 1438, tho there
is no record of books printed until 1450.
When we consider our indebfedness to
printing we are willing to drop at least a
laurel leaf to the memory of the man who
set the ball rolling and earliest invented
what in its latest developments has proved
our greatest boon—the printed page.

“Smiling Mickey” Welch, who he!pedg
pitch the New Yorks to the pennant in!
1888 and 1889, has Interesting Ideas regard- |
ing the progress of the game since he was |
one of its stars. The fact Is, he does pot |
think there has been much progress since
then, and as he was a player of intelll- |
gence as well as of mechanical ability his |
opinions are entitled to weilhgt, however |
much they may be differed from. Welch
lives at Holyoke, Mass., and comes here
now and then to see a game, so he is not
criticizing from hearsay. ¢

“The pitchers powadays have not got |
anything on the pitchers in the eighties, |
and the players nowadays have not got
anything on the players of those days,” |
said Welch a day or two ago. ‘‘The same
tactics were used when I was playing ball |
that are used now, and the only way in
which the game has improved that I can
see is that there are more good players.
There are more good pitchers, too, a larg-
er number of sclentific batters and more |
fast fielders. That is natural in, the de- |
velopment of the game, as it would be In |
any other business, but the first-class play- |
ers of the present are no better than the
first-class players 15 and 20 years ago.

“I know the pitcher has to stand back |
further from the plate mow, but this does |
rot make pitching any harder for him
except that it glves the batter more
chance to time the ball. But look at the
new foul-strike rule that batters have to
go against now. Why, the first thing they
know the very best hitters have two strikes
on them and are in a hole.

“Phey played the hit-and-run game in |
the eightie but, as I said, did not have as |
many players who could work it as now. |
I don't believe there ever was a better
hitter than Auson; in fact, I thiak be was
the Yest batter the game ever saw. Talk
about place hitting, there was one man |
who could do it. Show me any pitchers |
of the present time who were better than
Clarkson, |Keefe and Padbourn. Those
men not only had the arms, but the head. |
They were pitchers of fine judgment. I
believe Clarkson was the greatest pitcher
that ever threw a ball. Nobody was in it
with him in the knowledge of how to use a
slow ball. ‘Lady’ Baldiwin was the only
great left-hander I ever saw.

“As an argument of what I say about
old-timers is the faet that the champions
of to-day are instructed by one of the old-
timers, Ned Hanlon. He, by the way. was
The best base-runner on the diamond in
those days, and the only one that gave
Buck Ewing any trouble when the latter
was in his prime. Speaking of Ewing, I
believe he was the greatest ball player
that ever lived. There may have veen bet-
ter ecatchers, but for knowledge of the
game, knowing just what to deo and all-
round ability, he had them all beat. Why,
when I was pitching to him we wused to
waste three balls on such a good base run-
ner as Kelly in order to get him to rua to
second and then Buck would give him a
start and nail him by 20 feet. We al'ways |
knew when a base runner was going down.
We simply watched him, wused our hvnfls.!
and he would tell us himself. Ewing cer-|
tainly was the king of them all and I've
yet to see his equal.”

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CHANPLAIN FIGHT  RELIGS

Three Gun Carriages Recovered From
Ship on Which Benedict
Arnold Fought.

DIVER FALCON VISITS THE VESSEL

Schooner Royal Savage Was Sunk
in Battle With British Gun-
boats im 1776,

Burlington, Vt., June 24.—The greatest
discovery of relics known on Lake Cham-
plain was made Wednesday afternoon by J.
G. Falcon of Evanston, Ill.,, and a/force of
men who have been employed for some
time by the city waterworks.

Mr. Falcon is a diver of experience, and
has devoted much time to. searching for
relics. He completed his work for the city
several days ago, but upon being informed
of the location of the schooner Royal Sav-
age, which was sunk south of Valcour Is-
land in 1776, he determined to investigate
the wreck and, if possible, secure some
relics.

With a force of men, a barge with der-
ricks and all equipments for the work, he
went to the island Wednesday afternoon.
When he reached the bottom of the lake,
in about 20 feet of water, he discovered
the well-defined outlines of the schooner.
He found three gun carriages, a guantity
of cannon balls and some smaller articles.

With the aid of the derrick the relics
were hoisted to the barge and brought to
this city. The three gun carriages are the
most interesting parts of the find. Altho
much eaten by rust and damaged by action
of the water, they still retain their origin-
al form and appearance. They are con-
structed of wood and iron, and in many
places the wood is eaten away until therg
is hardly enough left to hold the structure
together.

The wood is now partially-petrified and is
almost as solid as rock. The iron bars
and bolts of the carriages are corroded
vad covered with large bunches of rust,

some of them being nearly as large as a
man's fist. The carrtages are two feet high,
three teet feet wide and four feet long.
They weigh about 200 pounds each. Oue
of the carriages has been given to the city
orf burlington by Mr Faicon, but the other
two were boxed yesterday and shipped to
BJcU*qulthsouinu Institute at Washington,

To Make Another Visit.

Mr. Kalcon spent about two hours in
search of relics, and aslle from the
carriages secured about 30 cannon ba'ls
and shot. Among them were chain shot,
bar shot, grape shot and solid shot. He
also secured a rib of the boat and some
rigging. It is his intention to make an-
other visit to the spot where the boat was
sunk and find, if possible, some more in-
teresting relics.

A large number of persons have journey-
ed to the dock to see the relics. Altho
several previous attempts have been made
to get portions of the wreck they have been
unsuccessful with one or two exceptions,
when small articles, such as a few shot
and small pleces of wood from the boat,
were taken.

From a historical standpoint the find is
a valuable one, and further developments
may lead to the discovery of the papers of
General Benedict Arnold, which were lost
at the time of the battle.

T'he schooner Royal Savage was destroy-
ed in the campaign of 1776. During that
summer the British were busily engaged in
Three
oats were launched at St. Johns. The
Americans were also actively employed at
the other extremity of the lake in prepara-
tion to oppose the threatened invasion.

The superintendencé of the construction
of the fleet was confided to General Arnold.
Iy the middle of August Arnold was pres
piiied to take the lake with a naval force
carrying 55 guns and 78 swivels, and man-
ned by 395 men. His fleet consisted of the
sloop Enterprise, the schooner Royal Sav-
age, the schooner Revenge, the schooner
Liberty and the gondolas New Haven, Pro-
vidence, Boston, Spitfire and Philadelpihia.

After several small engagements between
the Americans and Canadians and Indians
the fleet was anchored on Sept. 23 In ‘he
channel hetween Valcour Island and the
main shore.

His Fleet Increased.

His fleet had been increased, and num-
bered 15 vessels, mounting 84 guns. The
British force was 29 vessels, mounting 80
guns. At 8 o'clock on Friday morning, Oct.
11, the English were discovered passir
Cumberland Head, with a strong north or
nortiiwest wind. and bearing in the dire
tion of Crown Point, toward which it was
supposed Arnold had retired. =

As the English appeared in sight off Cum-
berland Head, General Waterbury went on
board the Congress galley and urged that
they should immediately set sail and fight
tiie enemy in retreat on the broad lake, but
Arnold deelined at that late hour to change
his line of defence.

The battle resiilted in a victory for the
English and almost total destruction to the
American fleet. The hull of the schooner
toval Savage lies on the spot where she
was sunk. The upper timbers can yet 'be
seen during low water in the lake. Ar-
nold’s papers were on board the schooner
and were lost.

THE FLOOD NOT SO |
DESTRUCTIVE

field and Ennls, which places are just out-
side the territory visited by the cloud-
burst on last Saturday morning.

All day long Roanokers who have friends
and relatives in the coal fields and the coal
operators here who have large financial in-
terests in the devastated strip have been
lingering around the rallroad station await.
ing the arrival of the belated train. The
wires all being down west of Bluefield—save
one which goes thru to Enmnis, but is be-
ing used as a train wire—prevented the
public from gaining any additional particu-
lars. How many are dead Is not definitely
known, and it necessarily will be several
days yet before the exact number can be
given out as official, but the various re-
ports in circulation here are that all the
way from 50 to 200 persons have been
drowned. It is probably safe to assume
the former figures as being more nearly
correct than the latter.

The Property Damage,

The damage to property will amount to
hundreds of thousands of dollars. Miles
of rallroad track are washed out, and great
gulches have been created. The devas-
tated section covers an area of about 20
miles west of Bluefield. It is a very
narrow valley, not much wider than a broad
street In some places.

Coal mines are scattered all along the
road. Keystone, the town reported to have
b.oen 80 greatly damaged, and at first be-
lieved to have been wiped out of exist-
ence, is a village of between 2000 and 3000
people, and is buiit along the narrow val-
ley, and on the sides of the mountains.
There I8 a creek, which runs thru the
town, over which most of the houses are
built on piles and rockwork. This creek
runs in a zig-zag way thru the narrow
village, and has a gradual fall. The moun-
tains on either side loom up for hundreds
of feet, and the town is so narrow in places
that one is obliged to- go into the middle
of it to sce the sky.

No Reason for Heavy Mortality.
DPersons familiar with the situation of
the town said it would be a death trap
if the flood was as heavy as reported. Yet
they reason that, occurring in the day
time, there was no reason why many peo-
ple should bave been caught in the onrush
of the maddened waters, All reports agree
that between 200 and 800 houses were
swept away in the Elkhorn Valley, but
of course. not all the occupants were
drowned.

The railroad people are rushing material
and supplies to the Elkhorn Valley. One
hundred and fifty laborers came in over the
Roanoke and Southern Railway on an ex-
tra train, and went west, and nearly all
the work tralns ofi the road have been
sent to the Elkborn vieinity.

A SAD MESSAGE.

J. W. Crotty, a fireman on the Norfolk
and Western road, who resides in this city,
recelved a message Yesterday from Blue-
field, that his father, mother, one sister,
two brothers and sister-in-law, with her
t:\'o children, were lost in the foods at
Keystone. Mr, Crotty’'s people lived in
the centre of the town. A neighbor ot
the Crottys who escaped the flood inform-
ed Mr. Crotty at Bluetield Saturday that
he saw the Crotty house move off In the
waters.

The Western Union in this city say to-
night that the situation, so far as getting
news from the territory west of Bluefield
is concerned, is unchanged, and they have
nothing new to give out.

An Eye-Witness Speaks.

Mr. H. Stewart, a well-known furniture
dealer in this city, was in the midst or
dll the storm and traveled on foot nearly
the whole of the route devastated. Mr.
Stewart had been to Jamestown, N.Y., on
business, and was returning via Columbus.
When his train reached Vivian, W. Va..
about 8 o'clock Saturday morning, water
already covered a lgrge portion of the yard,
and the trainmen knew no further pro-
gress could be made. The train was plac-
ed at the highest point in the yard. Rain
‘'was coming down In torrents, and, while

in the train, Mr. Stewart saw about $U|
cars washed from the ward and earried |
‘away by- the rushing torrents, large trees:
uprooted ' nearby, while houses, brldges,}
furniture went whirling by in the water. !
As the flood increased, the water made a
channel on either side ot the train, leav-
ing it between two streams. Then it was
decided to take out those passengers who
wished to leave the train, and a rope was
attached to the platform of one of the
nearest cars and to a tree on the bank.
| Among the passengers was a lady, who,
| with the assistance of several men. was
| gotten safely to the bank. A number ot
{men had narrow escapes from drowning
| in making the trip. There was a let-up in
| the rain and the tlood subsided about noon,
{and at 1 o’clock Mr. Stewart and another
| passenger left the train and started to the
{next station, Keystone, five miles dis-
| tant.

Several bridges and much of the track
| had been washed away, and the trip was
made with great difficulty, a portion or
the way on the track and the balance on
{ the bluffs along the route. Mr. Stewart
| says he saw a number of corpses along the
| route, but does not think more than 4V
people were drowned. When he reached
| Keystone, about 3 o'clock, he found that

Ladies’ Maids Live Long.,

A study of the death rate will enable one
to foretell with amazing accuracy just how
long a man in any occupation or environ-
ment may expect to live. The collection of
vital statistics in recent years has reduc-
ed this form of prophecy to an exact sci-
ence.

The most complete tables of this kind
are kept by the life Insurance companies.
These tables are built up on the vital sta-
tistics of cities and villages, and show the
effect of every occupation upon human life.
Upon the accuracy of these calculations,
of course, depend the safety and profit of
millions of dollars of life insurance risks.

A good example of the care with which
these figures are collected is the vital sta-
tistics for clergymen, which have been
carefully calculated for various countries.

The results shew, in the first place, that
the profession of elergyman is-one of the
safest occupations in the world. The aver-
age death rate for the male population of
Englishsspcaking people between the ages
of 25 and 45 years is 11.5, while the rate for
clergymen in the Church of England is but
fi’w&. In strange contrast to this the rate
| among Catholic priests under the same con-
ditions is 9.7, the highest among any class
of clergymen in the world.

The death rate among the Drotestant
clergy in America is also much below the
average, while that of the Catholic priests
is comparatively high.

The reports given out by the strikers and |

the officials yesterday were as conflicting
as ever. As soon as one side heralds a

sign of victory it is repudiated by the
other, and so it has been since the strike
started.

The local trackmen have sent representa-
tives over the Owen Sound and London
sections to look into the situation of the
strike and report on their findings. Yes-
terday no change was reported in the situ-
ation on the Owen Sound and Torontd
Grey and Bruce divisions. The strikers
claim that from Toronto to Montreal -no
men are working.

Chairman Wilkinson of the Local Strike
Committee received a letter from President
Wilson, stating that the prospects for win-
ning were never brighter, and urging the
men to remain out until there was a set-
tlement in their favor, President Wilson
expressed himself as being proud of the at-
titude of the strikers in this fight.

In Toronto none have returned to work,
so the men say.

To-night the Toronto strikers will hold
a mass meeting in Foresters’ Hall, 114
Dundas-street, Toronto Junction. Chair-
man Donald Wilkinson will preside. Among
the speakers will be Hon. N. Clarke Wal-
lace, J. A. St. John, ex-M.L.A., George T.
Beales and David A. Carey.

The story of the men that the track was
not properly patrolled was denled by
General Superintendent Timmerman, He
declared that reports received by him were
to the effect that the tracks-were being
properly looked after, and that every day

| strikers were returning to their duties. Mr.

WENT DOWN WITH THE SHIP.

Further Details of the Wreck of
the Barque Falkland Of
Bishop’s Rock,

Penzance, June 24.—There I8 now no
doubt that the captain, mate and four men
of the British barque Falkland, Captain
Gracle, from Tacoma, Jan. 20, for Fal-
mouth, which was wrecked yesterday off
Bishop’s Rock, are drowned. The body of

Bateson, the mate, was recovered shis af-
ternoon. '

According to the stories of survivors the
Falkland missed stays and -was swung omn
Bishop's Rock wilth great violence, The
ship immediately began to settle. Great
confusion prevailed on board. Owing te
her heavy list it was possible to get out
only her lifeboat. With the majority of
the crew and the captain’s wife and child
on board, this boat picked up two men who
had jumped into the water, but owing to
the heavy sea and the fact that the gout
was overloaded the survivors had to turn
away ‘from a third man, who Was seen
clinging to a henco?.

Captain Gracie and the mate were last
seen standing on the Falkland’'s poog, which
blew up as the vessel foundered, After
an hour at sea those In the lifeboat sighted
the St. Agnes lifeboat, which brought them
to St. Mary's Island, where they were pro-
vided with clothing and food, as they had
saved nothing but the clothes they wore,

A boy who jumped Into the sea and wasg
rescued by the St. Agnes boat after he had
been 20 minutes In the water says he
saw Captain Gracle and other men jump
from the Falkland inte the sea and that
they wore life belts.

A body. seen floating In the water to-day
is supposed to be that of the man seen
clinging to a hencoop by thoses who got
away in the ship’s boat.

WIND-UP,
Recent events in Cape Colony seem to

prove, says a despatch, that the Hoer In-
vasion of that country is serious. De-
spite all assurances to the contrary, tue
Boer war is not ended yet. Kitchener
is still sending back despatches, In which
that ill-omened word ‘‘regret’” has a con-
spicuous place. Great Britain owes it to
herself and to the world at large to bring
this war to a speedy close. The guickest
way of winding up the miserable aftair
will, in the end, be the cheapest and
most satisfactory. We take it that Can-
ada has not exhausted her duty in con-
nection with the Boer war. If this coun-
try boasts to be of the flesh and blood of
the Empire, it ought to be ready to as-
sume its share of Imperial responsibili-
tlies. The least that Canada sbould un-
dertake, in view of the present unsatis-
!’u‘ctory situation, Is to equip another regi-
ment for service in South Africa. There
seems to be an Impression that Great
Britain has refused to accept furhter assist.
ance from this country, Such is not the
case. The Imperial government's letter
of Feb. 15, 1901, still holds good, and, in
that letter, the Secretary of Ntate for
War accepts an offer submitted by the
High Commissioner on behalf of Canada,
to raise a mounted force of 600 Cana-
dians for service In South Africa. 'f'nis
is the corps that Major Merritt had
agreed to raise, under the name of '"i'ne
Canadian Rangers.” Major Merritt's valu-
able experience In South Africa enabled
him to execute a commission of this kind
with every degree of confidence. He un-
derstood the conditions prevailing 1In
South Africa. He knew the character or
the country, and was conversant witn
the style of warfare carrled on by the
Boers. His varied experience Iin Cunada,
both as a military enthusiast In kKastern
Canada and as a i)mctlcul mining en-
gineer in British Columbia, coupled with
his South African experience, made Major
Merritt the best available man for rals-
ing a Canadian corps to put up against
the Boers. The Imperial ‘governmeut
seemed to recognize Major Merritt as the
very man for the duty, and, In the let-
ter of Feb. 15, he is to be given almost
carte blanche to ralse the men and se-
lect the officers. If the Canadiuan govern-
ment had accepted the terms of this let-
ter, the corps would have been raised
long ago. If the government would cable
to-day the acceptance of the terms of
that letter, we are satistied that word
would come back, thanking Canada, and,
finally, closing the offer. But, for some
reason or other, the Dominlon govern-
ment have never dealt Iin an honest,
straightforward way with the lettér or
Feb, 15. They appear neither to have
agreed to the conditlons of that letter,
nor to have madefhdyifdther definite or
satisfactory proposition In  substitution.

GOLD LOSSES IN THE TRANSVAAL,

N. Y. World: One of the losses to tne
productive wealth of the world at large,
as a consequence of the Anglo-Hoer war,
is shown In the returns of the gold produe-,
tion for 1900, just issued by our govern-'r
tuent.

Up to the time when hostilitles began
In South Africa, the total annual output
of gold had been steadily increasing. It
rose from $202,000,000 in the yYedr 1806 to'
$306,585,000 in 1809, and would surely have
passed the $400,000,000 line if peace haa

continued. But last year it fell off over
$55,000,000, and this great reduction was

wholly caused by the suspension of ‘I'rans-
vaal mining. All other gold-ylelding coun-
tries maintained their previous rate of pro-
duction or increased it.

Cecil Rhodes Will Endeavor to Get
Imperial Government to Sanc-
tion His Scheme.

MERCILESS ECONOMIES  NEEDED.

Strong Opposition te This Plan
Comes From the Miners and
Others in South Africa,

Chicago, June 24.—The Kecord-Herald’'s
London correspondent wires: Cectl Rhodes
is coming to KEngland next month to se-
cure the sanction of the lmperial govern-
ment his scheme for importing Chinese
labor into South Africa. The famous em-
pire builder will attempt to persuade His
Majesty’'s ministry that merciless econo-
mies are necessary to recoup South African
mining Interests for the losses incident to
the war, and that cheap labor is one ot
the sources of recovery to which they will
be compelled to turn,

Mr. Khodes will have to depend on. his
own persuasiveness and the intluence ot
his friends at court to win lmperial en-
dorsement for his project, which 18 oppos-
ed by the government of Rhodesia, as well
as by that of Cape Colony.

The miners of South Africa are solldly
arrayed against it. ‘T'hey have resorted
to violence, in several instances, in order
to exclude their yellow competitors. They
threaten to invoke It further in case of
emergency.

COMPOSER SALAMAN DEAD-

F:ther of the Society of Musicians
Passed Away at the Age
of 87.
London,]t;ne 24 —The composer, Charles
Kensington Salaman, is dead. He Wwas

B7 years of age.

Deceased was born in London and edu-
cated by private tultion. He began the
study of music at a very early age, and,
In 1824, was-elected by a competitive eX-
amination a student of the newly-fofinded
Royal Academy of Musie, but, Instead of
studying there, he became a student of
Charles Neate and Dr. Urotch; made his
first appearance as a composer and pi-
anist in 1628, and entered the musical
profession in 1831. In 1830, he composed
the jubilee ode for the great Shakespear-
ean Jubilee of that year, this choral and
orchestral work being performed first at
Stratford-on-Avon, and, subsequently, at
the old King's Theatre. Mr. Salaman be-
gan an annual series of grand orchestral
concerts in 1883, in which were engaged
all the famous artists of th day. He
was elected member of the Royal Soclety
of Musiclans in 1837, and was the
«Father” of the society. A He contributed
largely to the repertory of Fmnglish, ltal-
fan, French and German vocal music, and
te chamber pianoforte music. Besldes
about 100 musical settings of poems by
the most eminent lyrie poets of the
country, Mr. Salaman was the first to
wed music to the odes of Horace, Ca-
tullus and Anacreon in the original texts.
He also composed part songs and anthems
for the English Church service, anll near-
ly 100 numbars In part music in the He-
brew language for the service of the
Synagogue. Mr. Salaman, who founded
the first amateur choral soclety in Lon-
dom in 1849, was one of the founders of
{he Musical Soclety of London In 1858
In 1882 he published an Important, volume
entitled “Jews as They Are,”” which deails
with the modern Jews from a sacreq,
political and religious point of view, ana
seeks te vindleate the Jewish character
from reproach and prejudice. -In his 85th
year, he still continued to. compose music
and to celebrate each birthday by the
publication of new songs, his latest dat-
ing exactly 70 years after his earllest.

Board of Control Meets,

At the Board of Control meeting yes-
terday afternoon the Mayor brought -up the
City Solicitor's report, expressing the opin-
ion that clerical and engineering expenses
should be charged against local fmprove-
ments.

CHARGED WITH HIGH TREASON.

Uniforms of English Officers.
Contemporary Review.

As to extravagance in the English army,
that Is due to the fact that commanding
officers do not do their duty, and general
officers turn their blind eye to what goes
on. It only wants a little honesty of pur
pose to put’an end to it. But that Is just
the most difficult thing to obtain. The
dress of officers is mndoubtedly expensive—
in some cases ridiculously so. There seems
to be little doubt that even for peace pur-
poses it would be possible to devise a less
costly style of custume, while for work
and war the future uniform will be khaki.
Recent alterations are to be commended
from am economical or athletic point of
view. The red serge of the infantry offi-
cer Is & constant source of expense; It is
easily solled and must be replaced. The |
blue serge, which is his working dress, Is |
constructed after the fashion of the gar-
ment worn by the shoeblack brigade. In it
the British officer is the worst-dressed
uan of his class in Europe. The old frock
coat was comfortable and looked well, and
wug in the long run far more economical.
It was abolished and replaced by the patrol
Jacket, and the latter by the present hide-
ous garb.

The Antiquity of “Money.”

The earliest Western coinage was proba-
bly that of Lydia, or Aegina. Before this
the medium of exchange was uncoined
metal—copper, gold or silver—which was
exchanged by weight. The statement of
Herodotus may probably be accepted that
the Lydians firgt Introduced the art of
coining gold and silver. The earliest coins
were oval: the obverse side plain and the
rever marked with deep Impressions.
Examples of these have Dbeen preserved,
which were probably struck at Sardis about
700 B. C., and which consist of a mixture
gold and sllver. A coin ‘of Croesus
shows the head of a lion on one side, and
it supposed to date from about 560 B. C.
The first known coin on which a human
head appears was struck by Lysimachus,
the contained the head of Alexander the
Great. The first example of a British coin
dates from about 200 B.C., and contains
| what is supposed to be the head of Apollo
on one side and a chariot and horses on
the other. A Chinese bank note, issued
during the Ming dynasty, about A. D. 1390,
is owned by the British Muscum.

It
supposed to be the earliest specimen extant
of a bank note issued from any country.

The mine had been shut
down for some time owing to the depre_s~
sion in the lead market, but there are 150
men working there now, taking out large
quantities of rich ore, which is being ship-
ped to Belgium under contract. The St.
Eugene is one of the largest and best lead
and it is gratifying
to see it once more In operation.

He was full of admiration for the coun-
try between Kootenay Landing and Fernie.
Most of it is excellent agricultural land,
the scenery is charming, and as it is right
in the heart of the mining country farmers
who settle on it will have a home demand
for everything they produce.

At Kaslo the Board of Trade turned eut
to welcome Mr. Turner, and entertained
him at dinner. He found business rather
dull there om account of several of the
Slocan mines being idle for want of de-
mand for silver-lead ores, but they are ex-
pected to start working again shortly.
