Shiloh Church 1s the largest hounse of
worsbip for negroeg in Birmingham, and
there were at least 2000 persons in the
edifice when the stampede began.

but the negroes forced thelr way inside
the chureh, and were standing In every
aisle when a ecry of “Fight, fight!" wa
mistaken for the dreadful cry of ‘“‘Fire,”
and a wild rush to get out wag made. The
erftrance to the church was literally packed,
and the negroes were trampled to death in
their .struggle to escape.
Congregation Rose en Magsse,

Booker Washington had just concluded
his address, when Judge Billon, a negro
lawyer from Baltimore, engaged In a /fs-
pute with the choir leader concerning an
unoccupied seat. It 1s sald a blow was
struck, someone in the choir eried “They're
fighting!” Mistaking the word “fighting ™’
for “fire,” the congregation rose en masse
and started for the door. One of the mini-
sters quickly mounted the rostrum and
admonlshed the people to keep quiet. He
repeated the word *“‘qulet” several times,
nad motioned to his hearers to be seated,

Thought It Was Seeond Alarm,

The excited congregation mistook the
word aquiet for a gecond alarm of fire, and
renewed thelr frantie efforts. Men and
women struggled over both, and fought
their way into the aisles. Those svho fell
were trampled upon like cattie. The mini-
sters used their utmost endeavor to s{op
the stampede, but no power on earth could
stay the struggling, fighting mass, The
screamg of the women and children added
to the horror of the scene. Thru mere
fright many persons fainted, ard as they

fell to the floor were crushed to death.
Veritable Death Trap.

The floor of the church is about 15 feet
froon the ground and long steps ‘ead 1o
the sidewalk from the lobby just outs!de
the main suditorium. Brick walls extend
on each slde of these steps for six or seven
feet and this proved a veritable deith trap
Negroes who had reached the top of the
steps were thrown forward, others fell
tupon them and in a moment human beings
were plled upon each other to a helght of
10 feet, where they struggled wildly to ex
triente themselves. -

This wall blocked the entrance and the
welght of 1500 persous In the hody of he
church was pushing against {t. More than
20 persons lying on the steps undernes:
the heap of bodies died from suffocation.
Two white men who were in the rear o:
the ¢hurch when the stampede bogan,
escaped and, realizing the serlousness of
the situation, rushed tq a corner nearby
und turned in a fire alarm. The fire de
partment answered quickly and the arrival
of the wiugons served to seatter the erowd
which had gathered abont the church, A
sqrad of police hastened to the church and
with the firemen finally succeeded In releas-
ing the negroes that were crushed to-
gether In the entrance.

Cleared in One Hour,

The dead bodles were quickly moved, and
the crowd outside, finding an outlet,
poured out. Scores of them lost thelr foot-

ing In their hagte, and rolled down the
long steps to the pavement, suffering broken

Shiloh Church, in which the convention
was held, Is located just on the edge of
the South Highlands, the fashionable
residence section of this city, and all the
physieians living In that part of the town
went to the aid of the anm'r'd, As many
of the . suffering negroes as conld be
moved by the ambulances were takén to
hospitais, and the others were laid out on
the ground, and there <he physicians at-
tended them. At least 15 of those brought
out Injured died before they could be re-
moved from the ground.

Witnessed the Tragedy,

During the stampede Booker Washing-
ton and several prominent negroes were
on the stage, and were forced to witness
the frightful catastrophe. Nine of those
in the cholr or in the pulpit were injured.

H. A. Allan’s Plan to Have Sixly
Freighters Run to Quebec
and Montreal,

20-KNOT PASSENGER SERVICE

Considers a Faster Line Would Not
Be Advisable—English Feel-
ing Expressed,

Montreal,; Sept. 19.—H. A. Allan of
the Allan Line made the following
statement to-day in landing from the
Tunisian :

“We have,” sald Mr. Allan, ‘“been
discussing the fast line matter on the
other side, and have entered into nego-
tiations with several companies, with
a view to forming a shipping combina-
tion strong enough to supply all the
wants of the Canadian trade and cail-
ways. We have also discussed the mat-

ter in all its bearings with the Min-
isters who were over, and have ex-
tensively gone into figures with them.”

‘*What is your general plan?’ asked
the reporter. :

‘“Well,” was the reply, “we propose
having a fleet o1 about =J to 60 freight
steamers to run to Quebec and Mont-
real in summer_ and to St. John and
{Portland in winter, in addition to| a
| sufficient number of ‘fast freight and
passenger steamers running about 20
knots.”

“Do you, then, consider the much-
talked-of 22 to 25-knot service impos-
sible, or at least inadvisable?” he was
asked.

“Personally, I certainly do. It seems
to me that a 20-knot service is the best
{all round one. In fact, in England
ithere is a strong feeling amongst com-
{mercial men that an allround 18-knot
iservice would be the most serviceable
one.”

Asked if he had seen the statement
credited to some of the C.P.R. offi-
jcials, to the effect that that road want-!}
ed no assistance and was prepared to
operate an independent fast Atlantie
service of its own, Mr. Allan said: *“No,
I have not seen it, but I consider that
such an action would be very unfortu-
nate for Canada at large, as well as for
the other Canadian roads and steamship
companies in particular.”

THE CAUSE OF SOME DECREASES

Many New Houses Assessed-—-Pdépula-
tion Has Increased Over 1000
" During the Year.

The assessment returns for Ward 5
as returned by the assessors for the

year 1903 were announced Friday by,

Assessment Commissioner
Forman. The total assessment for the
ward is $11,475,985, an increase of
$131,103 over last year. The value of
land, $4,639,215; buildings, $6,406,467;
personal property, $306,500; taxable
income, $123,803. The total ofiexemp-
tions is $2,920,345, an iIncrease of
$200,796, and the population is 35.995,
an increase of 1067 over the previous
xear.

Assistant

Some Explamations,

In division No. 1 of the ward there
is a decrease of $22,983 in the value
of land. Commenting upen this Mr.
Forman says: *While a decrease of
$22,983 is shown in this division, there
is in reality an increase of some $12,-
000. The explanation is that, owing to
“the Assessment Amendment Act of
1902,” the land (land and buildings)
of the Consumers’ Gas Co. (and other
like companies) shail be assese?ed at
the head office of such companies. Tn
this case the assessed value of thc:
land (land only) of the Consumers

¢ Gas Co., formerly rated in this ward
on Bathurst and Tecumseth-streets,
amounting to $22,044, has been trans-
ferred to Ward No. 3. Then again,
the city has acquired additional la:nd
for the cattla market amounting to $13,-
174, which was formerly assessed,but
now exempt. These two it_ems' total
835,218, so that if -this $35,218 had
remained assessable here, the ﬁ‘g-%g'e:s
would show an increase of $12,235,
principally due to the equalizing of
land values in this section.”

Not So Bad as It Looks,

There is a decrease of $60,555 in the
walue of buildings in the same division
of which Mr. Forman says: “The
buildings of the Comsumers’ Gas Co.,
representing a value of $171,800 have,
in accordance with the act, been as-
gessed in Ward No. 3 for 1903. The
recent destruction by fire of the Mer-
chants’ Dyeing and Finishing Co.’s
premises on Pacific-avenue has wiped
out $7500 of assessment. This would
therefore show a total loss of $179,100,
but, as against this, new additions to
manufactories and new dwallings have
been erected, the additional assess-
ment of which amounts to $118545,
thus reducing the apparent loss to
$60,555. It should be said that the
transferring of the Gas Co.’s property
to Ward 3, while it reduces the total
in this ward. correspondingly increases
the assessment in Ward 3.” ;

In personalty and income a decrease
of $£12,630 is shown, owing to the re-
moval of several business concerns
to other sections of the city and the
reduction of hotel assessments by the
Court of Revision.

In Division Two.

Altho there has been an increase of
$39,000 in the land assessment of di-
visfon two, exemptions upon land
acquired by the city at the recent tax
eale, and upon land secured since last
year for church purposes, amounting

PEARY’S RETURN.

New York Herald: The failure of
Civil Engineer Peary to reach the
North Pole is not inglorious, as he
has gone further north than any other
American, and has made most impor-
tant contributions to the hydrographic
and geographi¢ knowledge of the Arc-
tic seas—particularly of the waters and
ice caps in and about Greenland and
Grinnell Land. His highest latitude,
84 degrees 17 minutes, was reached
during the spring of this year by a
sledge party, and tho the difficulties
that forced a retreat must have been
most trying, he declares, with, becom-
ing modesty, that this special expedi-
tion was unmarked by more exposure,
suffering and danger than are neces-
sarily incidental to serious Arctic
work.

This effort will, it is said, be his last
to penetrate the mysteries of the
frozen north to wrest the secrets that
seemingly possess such potent yet in-
explicable fascination for all that have
epgaged in the suryey of these for-
bidding seas. It v well rest heres
for his work, unmafked as it is by the
supreme achievement, well entitles him
to a distinguished place on the honor
roll of Arctic discovery.

The credit of reaching the furthest
north—S86 degrees 33 minutes—yet be-
longs to Captaim Cagni of the Duke of
Abruzzi’s expedition of 1900, and the
most romantic, if not the most impor-
tant, voyvage is that of Fridthof Nan-
sen, between 1893 and 1896. To Peary
must be assigned the honor of defining
the limits of Greenland, of establish-
ing accurately what is probably the
most northerly land of the world, of
rectifying earlier surveys and deter-
mining the origin of the floe berg of
the paleocrystic sea.

A true bill has been return-
ed against John Copeland, charging him
with stealing a quantity of lumber from
the C.P.R. Mary Jane Jones is to be
tried upon a charge of stealing al gold
watch and chain from Lewis Jones.

William Woods was found guilty of
breaking into the home of Herbert Dea-
coff, near Weston, on Aug. 11 last, and
stealing from it a watch, some earrings
and cluster of diamonds. Upon a sec-
ond charge of entering the home of

Joseph Cousins, he pleaded guilty. The
young wife of the prisoner and three
children were in court, and the woman
was almost heart-broken at the Tesult
of the trial.

Thomas Tremayne was convicted of
stealing a bicycle on June 15 from Rol-
and M. Guiton, a traveler for the 8. F.
McKinnon Company. On a second
charge, of stealing a pedlar's wagon
from Francesco Quinta, Tremayne was
tried and found guilty. A third charge,
of stealing a bicycle from Beaumont
Jarvis, was not pressed.

Tremayne advertised a bicycle for
sale, and Detective. Harrison answered
the ad:. The officer identified the wheel
as the one belonging to Guiton, and a
further search of the premises at 268
East King-street revealed Quinta's cart,
which had been painted after it had
been stolen.

The jury in the case of Mrs. Wolfe
could Mot agree, after considering it an
hour and a half, and was discharged.
Mrs. Wolfe’s own bail was accepted for
her appearance at the next court.

As far as he was personally con- 2 W on
cerned, he stated to the Mayor that he M1 ¢M
thought the strike would soon be over, ; s
but if it continued for a much longer :
period it would simply mean that there
would be no anthracite coal. At pres-
ent the company had on hand enough
coal to supply the city till Christmas,
and no one else will get it,

Mr. Marshall agreed to sign ‘the con+
tract on condition that if any particu-
lar brand of coal stipulated cannot be
turnished beyond the amount, about 840
tons, now in the contractor's hands, by
reason of a strike, the contractor will
supply some other kind of fuel to meet
the needs of the corporation at the
prices specified in the contract.

Favor an Asphalt Plant,

The board favored the purchase of
an asphalt plant which would cost $23,-
000. 1f, however, the city had one and
laid an asphalt pavement it would be
unable, under the present law, to
include in the cost of the work a sum
to keep the pavement in repair for ten
years. The contractors do this under
the present system. The Legislation
Committee will be asked to secure a
change in the law €0 as to enable the
city to guarantee it® work as the con-
tractors do. In the meantime, the Mayor
thought that tenders should be secured
for a plant.

OBJECT LESSON TO VISITORS,

If the visiting English newspaper men
are wide-awake journalists they will
have learned something from their en-

¥dward Hotel Company Friday morn-
ing. In the first place, the erection in
Toronto of a palatial hostelry, that is
probably not duplicated anywhere in
gheir own home country, should convey
to them an idea of the progress and
wealth of this city and province.

And, in the second place, the name
borne by the hotel should illuminate
their minds as to the conditions exist-
ing on the two halves of this gonti-
nent. The fact that the big house is

called after the sovereign of the Brit-'

ish empire is capable of a double in
gterpretation. The phrase “King Ed:
ward Hotel” exemplifies the warm Im-
perial sentiments cherished by Cana
dians, and it likewise indicates that the
management has a shrewd appreciation
of how to catclh the American trade.
The Yankee, while he boasts of his
democracy, simply dotes upon anything
suggestive of royalty or nobility, and
the striking name of Toronto’s bi-million
dollar hotel will prove a powenful
lodestone to draw the wealthy Ameri-
can from all parts of the union.

The draw-
back about these branch American in-
dustries is that they are the creatures
iof the American trusts, and that, there.
fore, all their profits go to the States.
In each case a local manager is paid
e nominal salary, and the ordinary
expenditures for materials and wages
are incurred fhere, but the business is|
really run from the Chicago or New
iYork headgquarters and the big margin
of surplus earnings goes back to the
United States, to be there invested or
spent in high living by the American |
trust magnates who ares behind the
concern.

In fact, we have in mind certain
‘American-run mills in Canada from
which the Canadian consumer cannot '
buy direct. When he desires to pur- |
chase he must' send this money to
New York, and the New York head-
quarters will then instruct the mill in
Canada to deliver the goods thus
bought. This is a case where the
revenue from an American branch in-
dustry is not allowed to remain even |
temporarily in Canada. This instance
is an extreme one, but it serves to
strongly emphasize the point we are
making.

the business and the farmer does the
work, with the inevitable result! The
bluebook, as a whole, is an ex&llent
collection of arguments why Canadian
stockmen should feed and finish their
own store cattle, and is rendered some-
what amusing when it says: “Men of
skill and judgment bought Irish stores,
among which 50 per ¢ent. were piners!”
“If this restrictive policy is to be car-
ried out, the Canadians should be pre-
vented coming over here and taking
away our best cattle,”” which, while
probably meant for irony, suggests. pos-
sibly unconsciously, a remedy for the
rapid depletion of the Scotch herds,
which is only a short remove from, de-
generation! Ocrasionally a prospective
Canadian buyer is heard to say: ‘The
herds have been picked over!”

Mr. Hanbury's reply was unmistak-
able, and from it the only inference is
that the North Countrymen will sigh
for Canadian store cattle in vain. Mr.
Hanbury uttered a truism when he said
that “Canada was finding® out that it
paid them a great deal better to feed
their cattle and send them over as fat
stock,” and quoting Mr. Crombie, said
“the cattle were being fed in Canada,
and the profits of the feeder going
there and to other countries.” It had
been stated that a large number of
Canadian store cattle were fed annual-
ly in the United States. One of the
gratifying things was the unanimous
opinion that the Canadian cattle were
the healthiest and soundest caitls that
have passed thru the Scotch feeders’
hands. The moral for our Canadian
stockmen is, therefore: “Use only the
best bulls, with heavy fleshing, easy-
keeping characteristics, that the rfesult-
Ing stocker may be one that it-is pos-
sible to finish at a profit!”
