WHAT CANADA IIAS DONE.

Mr. Laurfer Was Recelved With Unusual
Honors and Spoke With Taet.

Upon rising, the Canadian Premier
‘was greeterd with unusual honors, In his
response he asserted that Canada had
solved the pm-blm; of religious tolerance
9”nd civil and religious liberty, adding:

The Canadians of English and French
origin have learned under the happy
auspices of free institutions to respect
and love one amother, In my chief posi-
tion of responsibility I have been in-
etructed by the people of the Dominion
to represent them at the Diamond Ju-
bilee and to convey to the Queen an
e}prmion of their loyalty and devotion.
Their resolution, for such it was, has
changed the relations of Great Britain
and the colonies. Especially is this so
in. respect of Canada, which sixty years
ago was desolated by a eivil war, but
which now does not contain even a
shaudow of discontent, The authority of
the Queen does not rest upon military
force, but from the Pacific to the At-
iantic rests wpon the cheerful allegiance
of five millions of people who feel them-
selves a nation.

Cannda's Dominant Feeling.

“The feeling dominating Canada is
one of pride in her local autonomy and
legielative liberty, econnected with Im-
perial unity. Whatever errors there may
have been in the past, the past is clos-

JOHN M’DONALD’S "BOD!'

Found Floatiug in the Lake Opposite fie
Exhibition Grounds-—iiad Beem
ing for Nearly a Month,

The body of John McDonald, t/« %detly
gentleman who has been missing for searly
a month from his home, 441 Adelsldra t
west, was found floating In the InPe Sat-
urday afternoon abeut 800 yards from the
Exhibition Wharf, A party of canoeists in-
cluding Willlam Blckford, H. MecDougall
and two others, first noticed the body, and
théy notified Mr. Dean, the boathouse
keeoper at Sunnyside, who in turn noiffied
the police.

Mr. Wllgon of Dunn-avenue heard that
the body had beén seen, and he too% out a
boat, recovering the remalns at about 7
o'clock. The patrol waggon froa No, 3
station was sent to the KExhibitioa Wharf,
and the body was Identified by Harry
Sherris and Dugald McViear, iwo friends
of the deceased, i

Dececased left his home on ‘Tuesday, May

return, a search was made, resulting in the
finding of his hat and cane on the Exhi-
tion Wharf by the police on the same night,
but through some bungling on- the part
of the authorities the friends were not no-
tifled until two days later.

lic treasury than the hospital is entitled
to.

The other instance of the evil n(érmd
to is the demand of the trustees of the
‘Western Hospital for a larger grant
than the ome proposed for that institu-
tion. ' Instead of receiving an increased
grant. this so-called Western Hospital
should not get a cent of public money.
As Dr, Sheard pointed out to the. Board
of Control on Saturday there was no
need whatever for this hospital, The
capacity of the General Hospital is
ample for the accommodation of the
pauper patients of the city., The West-
ern Hospital was launched as a private
enterprise. There was no public clamor
for an hospital in the West' End. Tt
was simply the project of a few doctors
who wanted to further their own par-
ticular interests more than thoke of the
public, Just on the eve of the lust
municipal elections the trustees of the
institution “held up” the Couneil for a
thousand dollars, thereby securing offi-
cial recognition of their institution ns a
public. hospital and ‘establishing a pre-
cedent for an annual grant, The Coiu-
cil ghonld not allow iteelf to bun-
coed in this style. It is a vici rin-
ciple to allow any two or three doctors
in the city to associate together and
establish an Hospital for the reception
of patients that are paid for by the
city. The city has afl the hospitals of
this ' kind that are necessary. If we
recognize any of these self-created in-
stitutions we will only weaken the efll-
ciency .of the General Hospital and
cause our medical sehools to deteriorate,
It is time enough when the people, or
their representatives in the Council, fecl
the need of more hospital accommodation
and take the initiative to secure it, This
alleged - Western Hospital having re-
ceived a grant there is now a movement
on foot to establish a Northern Hospi-
tal, " These ward hospitals are quite in-
expensive to set going. All that is re-
quired s to rent a couple of ordinary
semi-detached dwelling houses, make n
doorway’ between -them, and there you
have an hospital, There is no reason
why Parkdale should not have one and
over-the-Don another, and so on, until
we get one for each ward,

The ‘duty of the Couneil is plain.
They must break wup this attempt to
disorganize. the General Hospital and
impuir its- efficiency. They must resist
the bunco. game that is being played hy
the- Mayor and the proprietor of The
Telegram.
