IERCE combats were being fought between Britons and Ger-
mans on the line between Pozieres and Guillemont at 2 late
hour last night with the battle still- undecided.  The British

were able to attack the Germans almost immediately after they had
repelled counter-attacks launched with the object of driving them
back and relieving pressure on the third system of the enemy’s de-
fence.  The Australians secured a firm lodgment in Pozieres at the
outset of the general attack, and other British troops secured posses-
sion of Longueval and Guillemont, and were later pressed somewhat
back, but in the struggle these pldces changed hands several times.

While resisting many counter-at-
tacks thru the week, the British have
been creeping forward.

A British cruiser patrolling off Vir-
ginia Beach fired a shell across the
bow of some vessel Saturday morning.
The incident caused much excitement
among hundreds of summer colonists
who saw the warship as she turned
immediately after the report of her
gun and dashed full speed out to sea.

Some who witnessed today's inci-
dent of Virginia Beach said she came
to a hailt and evidently investigated
the status of the craft she had halted
and that the ship was allowed to pro-
ceed. Others insist that the warship
continued to race out to sea and dis-
appeared.

Say Bremen Was Sighted.

There are some who believe that
the warship sighted the German un-
dersea merchantman Bremen and
fired a shot across her bow as a signal
to surrender, but that the U-boat im-
mediately submerged and made a
getaway. Naval experts scout this
theory, declaring that the Bremen, if
she is already off the capes, will not
attempt to enter the bay before night-
fall,

From the same source that told two
weeks ago of the approach of the
Deutschland came a predietion today
that the Deutschland sister ship, the
Bremen, would pass in the Virginia
Capes before Monddy.

There was no official authority for
the news, but it spread quickly and
generally was credited. Soon after
nightfall several vessels, some of them
carrying newspaper conrespondents
and photographers, started for Cape
Henry thru a heavy rainstorm, hoping
to witness the amrivaliof the under-
sea craft. It was believed that if
the boat reached the coast during the
night she would head in immediately.
A8 the storm made codditions most
favorable, she was expécted 1o go
directly to BaHimore, stopping only
to pick up a Maryland pilot.

HINTS FOR PRESERVING
: FRUITS IN SUMMER

Jelly-making and preserving with-
out the proper tools is hard work. Try
to have all the utensils ready berore
the task is undertaken. Be sure to
have a plentiful supply of new rubbers
for the jars, and the jars well scalded
before the fruit is put into them. The
enameled ware or porcelain lined
kettles should be used rather than tin,
because of the action of the acids on
the tin,

Have at hand all necessary spoons;
silver forks for lifting the larger fruit;
a large and a smaller funnel; plenty of
cheesc cloth for jelly bags; a colander,
a gravy strainer and a_ wire seive.
Metsiures and a good scale are also
o if the work is to be done
properly. Then with plenty of sugar,
spices, vinegar and ripe unspoiled
fruit, the putting up of summer iruit
shonld be a pleasure and a success.

erage increase of only 80,000 a year.

The question will be asked why we
have not done better, and it ought to
be answered, but meanwhile another
 view may be taken. In the 49 years we
have doubled our population and added
nearly a milllon and a half besides.

Col. Marlow, director of medical ser-
vices for the Toronto military district,
including Camp Borden, and the camp
medical staff, are having the hospital
tents arranged in classified groups
with plenty of space between each
group. The hospital area is one of the
highest and best situated in the whole
camp. The area is spacious, being as
lurge as that of any of the battalions.

Defeat German
Against Lines South
of Soyecourt. :

RAID STATIONS BY AIR

Thionville, Arnaville, Lain
and Mulheim.

PARIS, July 28, 2.40 p.m.—The new
French lines south of Soyecourt, on
the Somme fromt, have held against
a German counter-attack, the war offi-
ce amwpnced this afternoon. The
German attempt made last mnight
broke down under the French fire.

“South of Soyecourt a night attack
against our new positions faiied under
our fire.

“On the right bank of the Meuse
there was an artillery bombardment
in the Fleury sector, and hand gre-
nade atF the approaches +to

German  attempts
against our trenches were repulsed
by machine gun fire, ;

“On the rest of the front the night
was calm.”

The official statement issued by the
war office tonight reads:

“Except for a rather spirited can-
nonade north of the Somme there is
no event of impomtance to report om
the whole front.

French Raid Stations.

“On the day of July 21 our aeroplanes
bombarded the station at Vignedlles,
and in the mnight of July 21-22 the
station at Thionville, where three
great fires broke out, the station at
Amaville and those at Laon and
Sterme. On the might of July 22-23,
the station and military establish-
ments at Thionville were again bom-~
barded. One hundred and fifteen
shells were dropped in the course of
these expeditions.

“On the morning of July 22 a group
of twelve French aeroplanes bombard-
ed the military establishments in the
Town of Mulheim, on the right hank
of the Rhine. A number of projectiles
were dropped on the station and bar-
racks, most of which are reported to
have reached their mark.

“On the return of the expedition our
aeroplanes engaged in battle with an
enemy squadron. Four of the German
machines were brought down and
erashed to the earth. Two of ours
were obliged to make a landing in
the enemy lines,

“Last 2vening a long range enemy
gun fired several shells of heavy
calibre in the region of Belfort, 'This
morning a German aeroplane bom-
barded the town, causing only ma-
terial damage.”

Belgians Report All Quiet.

*The night and day were relatively
calm except in the region of Dixmude,
where we silenced German guns,
which had displayed considerable ac-
tivity., The Belgian artillery carried
out with marked success destructive
fires against the enemy organizations
at Het Sas.”

BRITAIN ANSWERS
* MAILS PROTEST

Resents U. S. Insinuation
About Favoring British
Firms.

REPLIES TO CHARGES

Note Will Be Followed by
One Dealing With General

Issue.

LONDON, July 24.—The foreign of-
fice has published the text of the note
handed to the American ambassador
replying to certain American com-
plaints against the British censorship
of majls., The reply is confined to the
few specific allegations made in the
recent American note, It is stated that
the formal answer to the general ar-
guments advanced by the Washington
Government is still under considera-
tion by the allied governments and
will receive reply in due course.

The two principal cases referred to
in, the present memorandum are those
of the Maecniff Horticultural Company
of New York and‘ the Standard Un-
derground Cable Company, of Pitts-
burg. The Macniff Cémpany com-
plained of the loss of.pepishable goods
owing to the detention by the censor
of shipping documents relating therc-

The British Government states that
so soon as the matter, was brought to
its attention it arranged to have a
special mail bag for shipping papers,
which would be immediately censored,
so that no delay would occur,

Resents Insinuation.

In the case of the cable company, it
{s stated that “the government of the
United States appeared to insinuate”
that the delay in the mail of the cable
company was directly connected with
the fact “that a British competitor had
obtained a contract for which that
company had been tendeting.”

“His majesty's government,” the
note continues, .“id astonished that
such an insinuation should be made,
especially as the complaint from the
cable company appears not to have
been adequately examined.”

The memorandum goes on to show
in considerable detail that tenders for
the contracts referred to must have
passed between the U. 8. and Norway
on a date prior to that upon which the
censorship of Scandinavian malils be-

an.

. To Explain Details.

After detailing other cases, the note
continues:

“The specific complaints do not sup-
port the general charge against the ef-
ficiency of the British censorship. His
majesty’s government will always be
ready to explain in detail the working
of the censorship, as there is nothing
regarding it which they wish to con-
ceal., Many complaints, when exam-
ined, prove to arise from badly direct-
ed letters, the irregular sailing of neu-
tral mail boats and other causes en-
tirely vutside the control of his majes-
ty's government, and are often due tv
the action of enemies.”

U. 8. NOT SATISFIED.

WASHINGTON, July 23.—Great
Britain's memurandum regarding mail
seizures was received at the state de-
partment today and will be delivered
to Acting Secretary Polk tomorrow.
Officials of the department had read it
tonight, but it was understood tv deal
only with specific complaints. avoid-
ing discussion of the principles at issue
between the two governments. It has
been indicated that nothing short of a
readjustment of the censorship of neu-
tral mails on the principles for which
the U. 8. has contended would be ac-
cepted as satisfactory.

New
piping, of a material to resist corro-
sion has been used in refitting the
submarine. The real cause-of the de-
lay in the departure of this vessel has
beécn that she was in bad need of pro-
per gears for cortain mechanism. of
‘the big oil engines. When the subma-

rine left its home port these gears
were made of steel and did not work
successfully, Since ccming into port
Capt. Koenig had themn all thrown out
on advice of his engineer and substi-
tuted bronze gears. Evidently this
material could not be obtained in Ger-
many. This work required 48 hours
and was not in place until a Jate hour
this afternoon., These changes in
metals required have been commented
upon by naval engineers as speaking
volumes concerning the  construction
of iron and steel ships in Germany.
