may be urgently required’ on the with-
drawal of the Germans from Belgian ter-
ritory and ‘to arrange for a re-assemb-
lh}g of the Belgian parliament at Brus-
sels.’

“That the Belgians will ever forget the
war I do. not believe, but the Germans
have always been of a sanguine character-
and imagine that when the scars of battle
have disappeared and time has assuaged’
if not obliterated the-memory, ard when
the Flemings have finally succeeded in
winning complete home rule, the Flem-
ings may remember the support and en-
couragement tendered to them in thd
‘matter by Germany and may lean to-
wards her in a political, and what is far
more ixpportant in Teutonic eyes, in an
economic sense.”

Discounts Lasting Hatred.

Von Bissing, like other Germans, cal-
culates that the passions aroused by the
war will be short-lived, and that when
the struggle is over the nations engaged
in it will return freely to the quarrels
and .differences: that occupied them a

‘Gen. Von Bissing, military governor
of Belgium, is already making plans cal-
culated to help his country long after the
German occupation of Belgium is a thing
of the past. He is doing his little best to
divide the Belgians upon”the lines of
race and language, and to assure one
part of them that Germany is their
friend, and that their real enemy is not
the invader, but that section of their
fellow citizens that speaks. a different
tongue. If Canada were ()cgupied and
the invader were to encourage the
French-Canadians to believe that their
real enemies were, ‘tl‘Ie "Ormngi;tps” of
the province of QRters, The gameHa’ Bel=
gium which is being played by von Biss-
ing would be duplicated. The wer hav-
ing introduced Belgium to thé world as
a united and heroic nation, we are apt to
forget that before it began there was a
serious cleavage, and that Belgium is, in
fact, a nation composed of two different
races, one language being spoken in one
part of the country and another langu-
age elsewhere, and that the minority was
strongly combating the majority.

Walloon v. Flemings.

Everywhere the language of diplom-
acy is French, except in the communica-
tions between Britain and the United
States, or between Germany and Aus-
tria, and in Belgium the prevailing lang-
uage is French. It is spoken by those
Belgian subjects who are classed racially
as Walloons, some 8,000,000 of themj
while the Flemings, to the number of 2,-
000,000 speak a combination of Dutch
and German. Before the war there was
trouble in Belgium between these two
factions, and von Bissing has sided with
the Flemings. He has called upon Ger-
man universities to prove that the Flem-
ings are really a Teutonic race instead of
being Celtic as they had supposed, and
he has represented to them that Ger-
many is their friend, and the German In-
vasion an act of kindness to free them
from the toils of tlneir{\sk’allonn oppres-
sors. He has ordered ‘the German of-
ficérs in Belgium to acquaint themselves
with the Fleming patois and this tongue
is used for official communications, while
the French, the language of the majofity
has been sternly suppressed.

Belgium in Federal Union,

Writing. on this subject Ex-Attache
says-in the Pittsburg Despatch:
. “Now, while. Governor General von
Bissing’s-elaborate and costly propaganda
has failed to reconcile the Flemings to
‘ German iruule, it’ caunot ve denied that
his manoenvres have had the result of re-
viving the former so-called Flemish Peo-
ple’s Party and the promulgation anew
of its platform. The latter demands that
on the evacuation of Belgium by the
Germans the kingdom should be recon-
structed as a federal union of two en-
tirely distinct states, the one Flemish
and the other Walloon, under the sceptre
of King Albert. The platform provides
for complete autonomy for each of the
two states on the lines of Austria and
Hungary before the present war. The
foreign policy of the kingdom, the cus-
toms, the army and navy, the currency,
the railroads, postal, telegraph and tele-
phone services and the national finances
are all to be dealt with by the federal
ment. All other matters are to
e regarded as state affairs, and Flemish
is to be the official language of Flanders
and French that of the Walloon portion
of the dual kingdom.

Looking to Evacuation.

“The leaders of the Flemish People’s
Party repudiate any sympathy or friend-
ship for the Germans, insisting that they
want to be meither German nor French;
and in reply to the arguments that the
discussion of such racial questions is
lacking in patriotism while the German
invader occupies the land and while 200,-
000 Walloons and Flemings are fighting
gide by side in the trenches for their
common country, namely, Belgium, they
contend that peace may come quickly and
even aunexpectedly, that Belgium must
not emerge from the war as she was be-
fore the war, and that .herefore no time
must be lost in preparing for the struggle
for their rights. That the Belgians, from
their gallant monarch downwards, look
for an evacuation of their country by the

couple of years ago. In that event even
should Germany be driven out of Bel-
gium, as he must naturally expect, he
will have sown seeds that will ripen into
& pro-German feeling on the part of
nearly half of the Belgian population.
His hope is that the Flemings will re-
member that Germany was the friend
that took their part against the Walloons,
and that they will have a natural affec-
tion for Germany which may manifest
itself’ both politically and economically,
It is more likely that the war will blot’
from remembrance the problems that
| ahsorhed tta-people_before it came and
will obliterate former quarrels, the cofx|
mon ground upon which Flemings and
Walloons will meet in-the future being’

THE WAR NEWS
With four Canadian divisions in the
field and their removal to the fighting
front on. the Somme we may expect
stirring news of home jnterest from that

rsown when Prussia seized the Danish

provinces and laid her plans to have Aus-
tria kicked out of the North German
Confederation. When this was accom-
lished the next step was to pick a quar-
rel with France; and, as a result of the
war of 1870, bring the South German
states into the union and found the Ger-
man Empire, with the King of Prussia
at its head. 'Through all those years
the Prussian army was being made a
more efficient fighting machine and Prus-
sian influence, made more powerful by
victory, was extended throughout the
other German states. The rapid de-
velopment of industry and commerce
followed the imperial organization, and
the prosperity that followed brought
greater prestige to Prussia. Colonies
were secured, and ambition grew with

the years. While the military machine |

was made ever more effective, and every
boy as he grew up was compelled to sub-
mit to military training, and every ef-
fort of science was directed towards per-
fecting instruments of deadly warfare, a
navy was also established, and grew to
ever larger proportions. The amazing
progress made between the early sixties
and-the beginning of the present cen-
tury encouraged the military leaders,
from the Emperor down, to believe that
Germany had a great world-mission;
and that she wouldfbe Jjustified in over-
coming every obstacle, even though war
became a necessity. Germany’s success
in all fields of effort turned the heads of
her philosophers and teachers, and re-
sulted in a literature that exalted the
German idea, and led the people to be-
lieve the things the war-lords. wished
them to believe. The superman was
born, destined to world-dominion. There
is no reason at all to doubt that the Kai-
ser in imagination saw himself dictat-
ing world-policies and receiving the hom-
age of the nations. But Germany lacked
one thing. In pursuit of the things of
this world she had lost her own soul.
The war that was inevitable became so
because for the salvation of the race the
German philosophy had to be brought
to nought. That i8_p,w being accomp-
lished, and.*tr* Jaiser, with all his
hopes fading, plaintively asserts that he
is not respomsible for the war. Had
Germany won, however, we may be. sure
he would have assured the world that he
was the instrument in the hands of God
to crush the foes of the Empire. But
Germany will not win.~ The seed sown
more than half a century ago“has pro-
duced the apples of Sodom which today
turn to ashes on the*lips of the Kaiser
and his war-lords.

The horses of the Canadian Army
now in France are benefitting to a very
considerable extent by the activities of
the Royal Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals Fund for Sick and
Wounded - Horses, and . we . are st the
present time building a Veterinary Hos-
pital in Northern France to accommo-
date 750 sick and wounded horses of
the Canadian regiments now so Jobly
doing their uuty for the mother couns
try. This hospital is costing approxi-
mately $45,000 to build, and in addition
we are sending out horse ambulances
and other things necessary to mitigate,
as far as possible, the sufferings of these
animals.

The R. S. P. C. A. Fund, which was
started at the request of the War Office
in November, 1914, is the only one
authorized and approved by the Army
Council to do this work.

On the 6th April, 1916, in answer to
a question in the House of Commons,
Mr. Tennant, then Under-Secretary for
War, made the following statement:!

“I am aware that funds are being col-
lected in this country by more than one
society, but I do not know by how
many. It is desirable that it should be
known that the only society authorized
by the War Office to collect funds and

WHITE SLAVE KING
ADMITS HIS GULT

More Police Indictments Are Ex-
pected

Revelations Will be Widespread—Au-
thorities Seek ‘Fixers’ Named in Con-
fession as ‘Pipe Line' From Force to
Underworld

New York, Aug 16.—Widespread
revelations of the “white slave trust,”
which, according to District Attorney
Swann, will pave the way for the indict-
ment of many petrolmen, were made by
Yushe Botwin, after he had pleaded to
an indictment charging white slavery
before Judge Rosalsky in General Ses-
sions. His story, which was told to As-
sistant District Attorney James E. Smith,
will, the authorities believe, result in
more important disclosures than did the
Rock r investigation.

Two powerful and wealthy men were
named by Botwin in his voluntary state-
ment to the prosecutor. Through these,
who are known: as “fixers,” it is charged,
the police worked their “pipe line” to the
underworld banks. This pair is said
to have dealt directly with the police,

nearest the county authorities
ever came to a man of this type was in
August, 1912, when an indictment was
returned against Mortche Goldberg for
keeping a disorderly house. Goldberg,
however, jumped his bail and flea to
South America. In 1918 he crept back
to New York, and in March, 1915, was
actively re-engaged in his old trade
when he got wind of the fact that Dis-
trict Attorney Perkins had indicted him.
He eluded detectives with warrants and
went to Buenos Ayres, where he is now
said to be hiding.

For days at a
stretch, they said, they received no
change of bandages or dressing cf any
kind. If they complained to the medical
officer in charge they were promptly
told there was no one there to sttend to
them. Every fit man, medically or
otherwise, they observed, seemed to have
been taken for duty at the front, wkile
nursing is entrusted to inexperienced
men, generally soldiers: discharged from
the army.. Clarke still believes his leg
was needlessly sacrificed,

First Class Looters.

Henry James, of Montreal, who had
a piece of his right shiu taken out, thinks
the Germans are first' ‘class looters. “I
had no sooner reached Paderborn vamp,”
he said, “then they stole my two gold
rings and watch. 1 'made several pro-
tests, but it was no use®

Earlier in' the war, James said, the
Germans used to make#'d great fuss over
the Canadians, more ‘efpecially if they
happened to be of Féh¢h descent. But
seeing that their mng was futile |
they, like the Ly ang- of old, “turn-
ed upon what they onfe defied.” “Now
they call us all sorts of brutish names.

Canadian and English soldiers hive
consistently refused to work for the Ger-
mans in munitions factories or the :nines.
One Canadian, Harry: Hogarth, = well
known athlete, is undérgoing a second
term of imprisonment for refusing to do
any kind of work for the Germans. “He
has not done a day’s work for chem yet,
and does not intend to. He refuses even
to salute the commandant and camp of-
ficers, and when any of them speak to
him he turns his head the other way in
disgust.”

A fortnight ago, one of the returned
soldiers said, the . commandant came
through one of the camps asking if any
of the men knew anything about tor-
pedo boats or submarines, or any branch
of engineering, offering to remunerate
them well ‘for services.. Not one msn
volunteered.

The men say they were allowed daily
to exercise within the barbed wire en-
closure, but, unlike some of the French
prisoners, are not permitted to go out-
side the camps.

German Brutality,

Several instances of German brutality
are described. One is of a Canadian who
was out on a working ﬂarty He fell
sick, and the officer in charge told him
to return to camp. On his way back
he was overtaken by a sentry, who, with-
out making the slightest enquiry, bay-
onetted him twice in the back and hit
him on the head with the butt of his
rifle, rendering him unconscious, He was
then taken to a hospital.

One fact gave the men considerable
satisfaction. During the last six weeks
German ‘doctors and other camp offic-
ers have readily admitted the Germans
are now beaten, and that the war cannot
go on much longer.

LOSES LIFE IN A :
BOSTON SEWER

At the corner of Summer street ex-
tension and E street is a pumping sta-
tion of the sewer department. eekly
it is the custom for a man to go down
and clean out the screenings, which here
are apt to be very much clogged from
Atlantic avenue wharves and the Fish
Pier.

Flaherty went into the manhole und
remained some little time, cleaning the
screens and leaving them to dry. He
came to the surface and soon afterward
he descended a second time, fifteen feet
down. He was supposed to have a rope
tied about his waist.
down he was overcome with gas and
was heard to call for assistance, The
irope broke as he was being hauled up
and he fell vack into the sewer.

Foreman Connelly hurried around for
assistance. There was no place nearer
than the fire house and a telephone call
was sent to fire heﬁsgusrtm and then
word was sent to der Company 18.
Senior Ladderman John Haley respond-
ed, accompanied by William T. Ches-
well, Leary and Beeman.

Realizing at once the hazardous work,
the firemen lowered a twenty-five foot
ladder into the manhole and “Eill” Ches-
well made the first descent. He groped
about for ten ininutes, but could not
find the man. Leary then descended
and remained a long time but without
success,

Beeman made the third descent and
went into the water, and way around,
some distance from the bottom of the
manhole, he found the body of Flaherty.

LESSENED CROP YIELDS

As pointed out in Bradstreet’s for some
weeks past, weather conditions have
made for deterforation in crop condi-
tions, already none of the best, and this
view of possible crop outturn has been
reinforced by the government report on
cereal and other crops published on
August 8. This report unsparingly re-
duced the quantitative estimates of

spring wheat, which had suffered from
rust and heat, further lowered the esti-
mates of winter wheat, already assumed
to have been decided, and pointed to a
wheat crop the smallest since 1912 and
only slightly above that of 1911. It also
reduced the quantitative estimates of
corn, oats, barley, rye, white and sweet
pptatoes, flax, apples and peaches. In
fact, the sole bumper crop indicated is
tobacco. About the only satisfaction
that can be taken from the entire out-
look is that most crops are up to or near
the five-year average, and that old sup-
plies of some of these crops will permit
of us retaining some of the export trade
which we have enjoyed since the war
began in Europe. Higher prices for les-
senkd yields will, no doubt, make up to
producers for the smaller gifts of nature,
but this rather negative blessing, from a
consumer’s standpoint, will have to be
taken for what it is worth. From the

: Achievements

Mortality Much Lower—Growing En-
lightenment Awakens Realization Qf
Benefits of High:Health Standards

Among the variots phases of the pub-
lic health movement in the United States
during the last decade or two, the effort
toward the gradual eredication of tub-
erculosis stands out prominently in its
comprehensive planning and organiza-
tion. - ‘The field that ten years oga was
almost barren of any organized machin-

cludes at present 1,200 local anti-tuber-

* | culosis organizations,” 575 hospitals and

sanatoriums, 460 special dispensaries, 1,-
000 dispensary physicians, 4,000 nurses
and 400 open-air schools. The total cost
of creating and operating this machinery
represents- an outlay of oyer $100,000,000
of public and ptivate fands, according
to the Journal of the American Medical
Association.. 4

“The results 8o far achieved,” says the
writer, “are shown in (1) the steadily
growing enlightenment of the;people on
the subject of tuberculosis, its cause,
methods of prevention and treatment;

Mrs. Edward Dunn,"of 806 West
Twentieth street, was reunited yesterday
to her two sons, whom she had not seen
for fourteen years. The meeting took

lace at the offices of the New York

clety for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Children. The boys came here last
Saturday from Germany, after Ambas-
sador Gerard had cabled to E. K. Coult-
er, superintendent of the society, to look
out for them.

In 1904 Mrs. Dunn, then Mrs. John
Joseph Haggerty, deserted by her hus-
band, in want, and thought to be dying
from pulmonary tuberculosis, consented
to the adoption, first of her oldest son,
Paul, then of Arthur, his little brother.

An arrangement was made through
Miss Jennie Sweesy, of the Bethlehem
Chapel, & brafich of the University Place
P!esbytélm‘,i{!hu 5 to havé t boKs
adopted by ‘Mrs. Marie B. Welch. The
mother, thinking she was to die, was
glad that the boys would receive an edu-
cation and a good home,

Mrs. Welch, who was separated from
her husband, began their education, and
tralned them as musicians. DLalr she
took the name of Madame Berlino and
went to live while the boys completed
their musical education. Although she
had taken out the necessary papers, the
formality of adopting them was never
completed. Meantime Miss Sweezy
moved to Chicago and the mother’s let-
ters were not answered. So, all trace
of the boys was lost.

Last year, according to Pay1 Haggerty,
Madame Berlino put the younger boy
out of the house where they were living
in Berlin because he was not earning
any money, and Paul left with him. The
two boys earned. a living by playing in
the cafes of Berlin until Consul General
Julius Lay found them. Ambassador
Gerard and Mrs. Gerard then became in-
terested and the young Americans were
returned to this (ountry. The State De-
partment notified Mayor Mitchel of the
case, and the story got into the papers.
Mrs. Mary Nolan read it and showed it
to Mrs. Dunn, whose lifelong friend she
had been, and who at once recognized
the boys as her sons.

Walter L. Hawley, of the Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Children,
investigated the case, and Superintend-
ent Coulter arranged a meeting between
the mother and the two boys, now aged
fifteen and seventeen. Both are well
educated, being accomplished musicians,
and speaking three languages. Former-
ly, with David Moyer, of 25 North
Thirty-fourth street, Philadelphia, they
were on the concert stage as the Berlino
trio.

The father of the boys, John Joseph
Haggerty, died in 1906 at the Metropoli-
tan ﬁospitnl, Blackwell’s Island, where
he had gone for treatment, and- Mrs.
Haggerty, who recovered, married Ed-
ward Dunn. Now she wants the chil-
dren back. .L

Mme, Berlino, w! denies the state-
ment of the hoys that she exploited them
and treated them cvuelly, recently tried
to have the adoption papers completed.
Phe youngsters say they do not want to
return to her, but the courts will have to
decide who has the stronger claim to
them. Until that is done they will re-
main in charge of the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Children.

Tuberculosis Victim Had Notified
Detectives

Pelicemen Thought # Movie Stum—
Broadway Crowds Horrified as Body
Sheots Downward

New York, Aug. 16—A body fell from
the Singer Building Tower, and after
striking the projecting roof at the thir-
Yeenth story landed ¢n the opposite side-
walk of Broadway. :

Amid the screams of terrified specta-
tors, a few of whom missed death by
inches, a traffic policeman calmly mut-
tered, “The movies,” and turned to keep

straight the traffic that clogs that part

of the thoroughfare at noon. But it
wasn’t the movies this time. It was a
thriller from real life, such as has never
seen its equal in suicide annals at pol-
ice headquarters.

Albert Goldman, seventy years old,
and - hopelessly ill of tuberculosis, had
fought his last battle with Fate. Just as
the ball dropped from the Western
Union tower, signifying noon, he hurled
himself into space from the observation
tower, on the fortieth story.

Fime minutes later,. when Richard
Daley, the traffic officer at Cortlandt
street and Broadway, flashea “he news to
headquarters, Detective Callanan hung
up the telephone receiver and faced his
partner, Detective Bulger.

“He beat us to it,” was all he said.

The two men hurried to the Green-
wich street police station, and after
identifying the misshapen mass of paper
in the clothes, read to a group of re-
porters. two letters. One was addressed
to the Chief of Police and the other to
Mrs. Natalie Tiechman, the suicide’s
sister, with whom he lived, at 1158 Simp-
son street, The Bronx.

They were practically the same, to the
effect that Goldman had tired of suffer-
ing and intended to commit suicide by
hurling himself from a skyscraper. Both
letters had been mailed the night before,

m. From that time until noon detectives
scoured the city in an effort to save the
man’s life,

IN FACE OF HEAVY ODDS

Private. Robert Baker of an Argyll
Territorial Battalion, who has received
the Distinguished Conduct Medal, was
a farm servant lately residing at Kil-
chearan, near Port Charlotte, Islay.

He was serving in a sap when the Ger-
mans exploded a mine, partially destroy-
ing the trench, and his retreat was cut
off by an artillery cross-fire.

The trench was then rushed by a party
of Germans, but Baker ran to meet the
enemy, and with his grenades fought
with such vigor as to convey the impres-
sion to the enemy that the sap was held
by a force. / A German with a belt filled
with grenades ran to attack Baker, who
killed him with a grenade, and, fight-
ing alone, killed eleven men, ultimately
causing the enemy to retreat from the
trench.

He held his position that night alone,
and in the morning he hoisted his hel-
met on a rifle as a signal to the gunners.
His signal was noticed and he was res-
cued 'from the trench which' he had held
so valiantly. Baker received the warm
congratulations and praise of the colonel
and officers of his regiment. He was
promoted corporal and granted leave of
absence for a holiday at home.
