QUESTIONS IN BALANCE

Will the Conservatives be able to 
hold the Maritimes? Will Quebec re­
main almost solidly Liberal? Will the 
Liberals be able to make inroads into 
the Conservative hold in Ontario? How 
will the fusion of Liberal and Pro­
gressive candidates in Manitoba affect 
the result in that province? Will the 
Conservatives be able .to break into Sas­
katchewan, the only province in which 
they failed to elect a member last elec­
tion.

BATTLE IN QUEBEC
MONTREAL, Sept. 14—Whether or 

not the grip which has held Quebec in 
the Liberal grasp since 1917, still holds 
fast or whether the Conservatives have 
been able to loosen it, is regarded as 
the greatest revelation which will be 
made by the federal elections in this 
province today. Since 1911, when the 
present government party took 27 
seats, the electorate have voted Lib­
eral to the tune of 62 seats in 1917, 66 
in 1921, and 60 in 1926.

Generally, Quebec was a province of 
large Liberal majorities in 1926, but 
ih addition to the four seats which 
they won, the Conservatives were able 
to keep the surpluses against them be­
low the 1,000 mark in six seats. The

WASHINGTON, Sept. 14—A 
anti-smuggling agreement with Can­
ada, similar to the one recently ar­
ranged with England, will be negoti­
ated late in the month between Cana­
dian and United States officials, As­
sistant Secretary of the Treasury An­
drews announced today. The pact 
will be a “business agreement” for the 
exchange of information to prevent 
liquor smuggling, and not a treaty, 
Andrews said. The arrangement will 
be a two-way affair to step the flow 
of ruin into the United States and also 
to end smuggling of bootleg liquor 
Into the dry provinces of Canada from 
America. Secretary of State Kellogg 
is now arranging the date for the con­
ference, it is understood. Whether the 
meeting will be held in Ottawa or 
Washthgton has not been determined.

NEW YORK, Sept. H.—The Fif­
teenth century Attavanti manuscript 
which disappeared on Aug. 25 from the 
National Arts Club, Gramerey Park, 
has been returned to its owner, Dr.

Through Mr. Garlock it was im­
possible to penetrate the mystery 
rounding the recovery of the book 
which was supposedly stolen from the 
National Arts Club, where it was in- 
el :, rd in a collection of literary 
treasures lent by Dr. Vollbehr. Mr. 
Garlock said he represented a client 
who was acting for a friend—an 
amateur book collector—who had 
brought the valuable volume from “a 
stranger.” He said the friend of his 
client had paid $1,500.

A few weeks ago we had 
a cabled report that the famine com­
mittee for 'Bessarabia had voluntarily 
disbanded, the emergency needs of the 
Jews of that country having been 
promptly and effectively met.

‘ “In many countries the loan kassas 
established by the joint distribution 
committee have enabled tradesmen to 
re-establish businesses which had been 
ruined by excessive taxation, and have 
helped widows to become self-sustain­
ing. In the cities of Poland, where 
thousands of Jews are in utter destitu­
tion, the joint distribution committee’s 
relief measures have earned the grati­
tude of thousands, by means of medical 
aid, child-care work, and the emergency 
provision of food and clothing.”

Letter to School Board Chair­
man in Regard to Canada’s 

Diamond Jubilee
TheThe suggestion that King George and 

Queen Mary be asked to grace the ob­
servance of Canada’s diamond jubilee 
celebrations next year with their pres­
ence was edntained in a communication 
received by Dr. L. M. Curren as chair­
man of the Saint John School Board 
and read by Dr. Curren at last nigh c’a 
meeting of the board.

The letter came from a preliminary 
executive committee representing The 
public bodies and organizations in 
Orillia, and presented an outline of the 
Dominion jubilee celebrations which 
might be held throughout Canada. 
Three things were held to be essential 
—first, that the celebrations should be 
carried out on a big scale; second, that 
the main features should be common 
to all communities, and third that the 
children should -have a prominent part 
in the program.

A number of different suggestions 
for celebrations was submitted. A Ihree- 
day program was recommended. For 
July 1, 1927, the firing of a salute in 
every community where there is a mili­
tary station and the setting off of all 
these salutes by electricity from Ot­
tawa, the lighting of beacon fires in 
every community and having a child 
under 10 years of age, a representative 
of the family in the community with 
the longest Canadian lineage, light the 
fire, and the holding of banquets in 
each of the provincial capitals and in 
the federal capital were among the 
events suggested for the observance of 
Dominion Day itself.

For the Saturday following it’ 
suggested that sp^ial sports prog.aims 
should ,e arrangea and that typically 
Canadian sports such is lacrosse and 
canoeing should be featmed.

For the third and last day of the ob­
servance, Sunday, July 3, 1927, it was 
suggested that there should be services 
of re-dedication and consecration in 
every place of worship throughout the 
Dominion.

The preliminary executive wished to 
interest the school boards of the Do­
minion in having the observance of 
Canada’s diamond jubilee carried out 
on as large a scale as possible and in 
having the children given as prominent 
a part in any program as could be 
given.

The School Board referred the mat­
ter to the superintendent and secretary 
with power to take any action neces­
sary. . i

PAPER ISSUES MAKE

’’j'HE following letter of explanation 
has been received from Julian T. 

Fitzgerald, secretary of the Alfred 
Johnson Skate Company, Chicago, with 
reference to criticism made over the 
fact that in the company’s booklet not 
a word is said regarding Charlie Gor­
man, world’s amateur speed-skating 
champion, and also of the world’s meet 
in Saint John.
