. HOT SHOT FROM MURDOCH
“Thou shalt not prevent our friend
I;om preying on his fellow man; neither
shalt thou prohibit him from . exploit-
'ing a nation’s distress.” \
That the above motto was the motto
of the Conservative government at Ot-
tawa was the conclusion reached by
Mr. James Murdoch, labor leader and
‘member of the Board of Commerce,
when he threw up the latter position in
1919. He said so last week, in accept-
ing the Liberal nomination for South
“Toronto. Referring to his appointment
to the Board of Commerce, he said;
“] went there to do my duty. I pro-
posed to see that certain monopolies—
you bad them in 1919; you had them
in 1920, and you've got them yet—and
eertain combines—you' had' them in 1919
and 1920 and you've got them yet; I
‘ean name the combines that are extori-
ing money from the people of Canada—

1 proposed to see that these were curb- |

ed. But it was not to be”

Mr. Murdock proceeded to tell why it
was not to be, but first he gave a few
instances. We quote from the Toronto
Globe report of his speech:

“Mr, Murdoch instanced certain com-
modities that had come under notice of

' the board at that time, and which led
him into a determination to fight the
_eombines that existed, but he soon
found that he would have to fight un-
gided. It was suggested to him, he
said, by a certain vengmble member of
the then Dominion cabinet that the
board confine its inquiries to tariff prob-
lems, a suggestion which he declined to

© aecept. ‘On December 19, 1916, I had
eccasion to call at the offiee of another
venerable and long-time servapt.of Can-

- gda,’ said Mr. Murdbch, ‘on an entirely
different matter. As I turned to leave,
this gentleman asked me to- sit down.

He said that he wanted to discuss cer-

tain matters with me. For one hour and
" ‘fifteen minutes I received the most gen-

tle, quiet and kindly scolding any man
in public office in Canada ever received.

A scolding in nice, inoffensive language,

but that led to but one thought: Thou

shalt not. At the end of the time I

told him: ‘I dom’t propose to have you

or any other person tell me my duties

- under a law written pfa.inly for me to
follow. I decline to accede to your sug-
gestion that we do not do the things
you say we must not do.”

Asserting that the Board of Com-
merce Act and Trade Combines Act
were never intended to be carried out,
Mr. Murdech said that certain manu-
facturers refused to reply to question-
aires, and when they finally did so un-

" der protest the disclosures were “ap-
palling” Nothing was done, however,
and Mr. Murdoch adds:

“I finally gave the cabinet one week
in which to decide to permit the Board
of Commeree to do right or to get along
without my services. There were two

other meetings before June 24, and on
that evening I resigned. With red bleod

‘in my veins I could mot do otherwise

than I did.” :

The government will have some diffi-
culty in answering Mr. Murdoc_h. The
exposure he makes is timely. He brings
strength to the Liberal party and its
cause, Here is his challenge in accept-
ing the Liberal ~nomination in South
Toronto:

“] prize above all things the oppor-
tunity that comes to me Bow, as your
cgndidate, and in the time between this
date and the 6th of December, to appeal
to the jury of Canada, to give the facts
and evidence in this matter to the peo-
ple of Canada, to let them decide if they
want te continue in office a government
which has for its policy the motto:
<Hands off -onr friends! We don’t care
for the rest’” . A

THE NEED OF THRIFT

A correspondent of the Toronto
Globe calls attention to some very strik-
ing facts deduced by the Amerjcan
Bankers’ Association from the census
reports and dealing with the relative
success in life of any given average
hundred men. If the results are well-
based, there could be no stronger argn-
ment in favor of an universal policy of
thrift. Here are the deductions:-

“Ope hundred average men are taken
st the age of twenty-five, healthy and
vigorous in mind and body, without
eapital and dependent ypon their own
toil for their support, and the economic
eomdition of these men is recorded in
jen-year periods. At thirty-five five are
\ead, ten are wealthy, ten are in good
trcumstances, forty in moderate cir-
amstances and thirty-five are as they

gze tem yeams before. At the age of

/7 ]

forty-five eleven more are dead, four
only are wealthy, sixty-five are still
working and self-supporting, but fifteen
are no longer able to earn enough for
self-suypport. At fifty-five four more
have died, leaving eighty alive. of
these one has become very rich and three
are in good circumstances, but they are
not the same three as at the age of
forty-five, as one who was then wealthy
has lost all and one who was then not
wealthy has taken his place. Forty-six
are still working for a living and thirty
are more or less dependent upon child-
ren, other relatives or charity. At the
age of sixty-five thirty-six are dead,.one
is still rich, three are wealthy, six are

"{still at work and self-supporting and

fifty-four are dependent. At seventy-
five only thirty-geven are left, two only
are wealthy and thirty-five are depend-
ent upon children, other relatives or
charity.”

The hope which it is said springs
eternal in the human breast creates in

the mind of every youth a confidence

thet success is waiting somewhere in
the future, and hence there is a fairly
general tendency to spend today’s earn-
ings with a rather careless assurance that
the tomerrows will look after them-
selves. It is well to indulge high hopes,
but unless they are accompanied by in-
dustry and thrift there is grave danger
that in the end the aid of ‘“children,
other relatives or charity” may be ne-
cessary. Indeed, under present social
conditions the parents of many a large
family have no other prospect than the
kindness of their children in their old
age. There is all the greater need of
thrift on the part of all.

CHILD WELFARE

At a conference of Cathalic doctors
with Archbishop McNeil to consider s
survey of the Catholic charities of Tor-
onto last week, Dr. John A. Lapp, di-
rector of social aetion ef the Catholic
Welfare Council of the Unite@ States,
made a very impressive address. Re-
ferring to the part the medical men
should have in such a survey, he point-
ed out that “a very large proportion of
dependent people are in that condition
because of some physical or mental de-
fect; and he emphasized the nged of
the medical examination of children in
schools and institutions; adequate eare
for maternity cases; development of fa-
cilities for convaleseent eare and the es-
tablishment of a recéption clinic for the
mental and physieal examination of dé-
pendent children.”

Child-welfare becomes more and more
the business of the church and of all
organizations labering to ensure a bet-
ter and more efficient human fabric. We
must begin with the child. Health must
be conserved and improved. Defeets
must be removed or made less harmful.
Mental efficiency must be taken into ac-
count and care provided for those who
are deficient. Every infant born into
the world has a right to a fair start in
life, and a great host of them are not
gettting it under present social eondi-
tions in every country. There is here a8
challenge to every man and woman ac-
tuated by a desire to do helpful human

serviee.

Mr. John O’Connor, manager of 8
large business concern in Toronto, gave
men of wealth some sound advice in an
address delivered last week. He said:
“Every business man is confronted with
the option of sitting down to wait for
the clouds to roll by, or to get up and
push those clouds away. Howeyer, there
are men who put their savings into tax-
free bonds and then go out and play golf
or something else, and think this is go-
ing ‘to save the situation. Such a plan
is so lacking in sagacity that I am sur-
prised that men who built fortunes for
themselves have become converts to it.
Capital cannot exist in a strong box,
The only place that capital can keep its
life is out in the open. Nothing would
be more fatal to the life of any eom-
munity than the common adoption of
stich a plam by all who had savings.”

The
medium and smaller sized plants are of-
ten more acti®e than the larger con-
eerns.. ‘The replies of three manufactur-
ers to a3 query about business may: be
taken as fairly typieal, One man gaid
his plant would be occupied for three
mopths with orders now on hand. A
second executive said present business
would not last longer than three weeks.
A third said his plant was closed down.

Quite a number of manufacturers are
producing for stock rather than for ae-
tual orders, actuated by hope coneerning
the business future and by a desire to
keep their employes occupied and their
producing organizations intact. Net a
few industries are keeping a maximdim
number of workers engaged for three or
four days a week, hoping to tide over
the next few months. Almost univers-
ally there is a feeling that the corner has
been turned and that the coming of next’
spring will coincide with further de-
finite improvement. !

He compressed his
stock into three-quarters of the space it
had formerly occupied and made room
in the rear end of his store for a com-
plete line of cigars and tobacco. The
results were: astonishing.

Stock hoped his cigar and tobacco
bargains would act as a magnet to draw
customers into the store. His expecta-

| tions were far exceeded. Within three

weeks after the new department was in-
stalled the volume of sales in men’s
furnishings had doubled!

Combining the two lines of merchan-
dise has proved so profitable that Stock
has obtained the backing to open two
other stores conducted on the same plan.

One question particularly perplexed
Stock before he put his gew plan into
execution. Would men walk down a
parrow aisle for a distance of seventy-
five feet to buy their “smokes” in the
rear end of a narrow store?

«] knew that it was an axiom with
the chain cigar stores,” said Stock,
“that the customer must never be put
to any extra physical exertion to get
what he wanted. They found that even
one step deprived them of sales, so
they have the floors of all their stores
level with the street. 'The customer
steps right in from the sidewalk and
a couple of
strides.

“] took over an o"d-fashioned store
with an uninviting, narrow interior. I
wondered whether men could be in-
duced to walk clear through to the
back for a cigar. There are six other
places in this block on this side of
treet where cigars and cigarettes
sold—several restaurants, a bil-
liard room, a cigar store and a drug
store.

TRAIN WOMEN FOR
PUBLIC JOBS IN BOSTON

Director of “The Training School
for Public Service” in Boston, one of
the most interesting educational in-
stitutions in the United States, is the
title recently bestowed upon a Provi-
dence girl, Miss Bernice V. Brown, a
graduate of Radcliffe, where she spec-
cialized in the Department of Muni-
cipal Government, and she has twice
won the William H. Baldwin prize
open to all students in American col-
leges and universities which offer
courses in government. For two years
she held a Cambridge fellowship in
international law, under which she stud-
ies at Yale University and she has done
graduate work at the University of
Brussels, where she spent last year on a
fellowship from the Relief of Belgium
Educational Foundation. She was chos-
en director for Boston’s novel educa-
tional enterprise not only because of her
splendid educational equipment, but
because of her known sympathetic out-
look on working women’s problems.

This training school, organized by the
Women’s Municipal League ‘of Boston

for the purpose of training women to fill

,positions in municipal and state employ,
aims to fit women tc taxe a high place
on the :list of those eligible to civil
service, and to enter upon their work
well equipped.

. The instruction offered by the school
is divided into two main groups, one a
course in law and order and the other
n course in sanitary inspection. Under
'law and order are included classes for
poiicewomen, probation officers and at-
tendance officers. Under sanitary in-
spector are classes for inspectors of ten-
ement houses, streets and alleys, ice
cream manufactories, bakeries, restaur-
ants, markets and provision stores. In
each course instruction will be given by
means of lectures, discussion, reading,
field work and report writing. The
general structure of city and state gov-
ernment will be covered and the rela-
tion of the public employ to good gov-
ernment will be emphasized. ;

Each course will last six months, and
only women who have had a High
School training or the equivalent and
who show evidence of fitness for the
work will be admitted. A tution fee
will be charged and a certificate will
be given to each student who completes
the course satisfactorily. The school

does not guarantee positions to graduates
