Loodoo, Sept 19—The British last night made further progress in their 

drive into tile Hindenburg line in the St. Quentin region, aimed at the encircling 
of that town. In a continued advance north of Pont Rust, they reached the 
outpost positions of the Hindenburg line.

The Australians resumed their attacks and carried the Hindenburg out­
posts. Many prisoners and some machine guns were taken by them. The town 
of Lemptre was captured, as was Geuche Wood. (Lempire is four miles directly 
west of Lecatelet.)

The Germans late yesterday started a heavy bombardment on the northern 
part of the batiefront, southwest of Cambrai, between Gouzeaucourt and the 
Arras-Cambcai road. The fire was of extreme intensity. The enemy followed 
his bombardment by a strong infantry attack on a wide front northward from 
the vicinity of Trescault He was completely repulsed at all points, with great

General Mangin’s army attacked along the front northeast of. Sots sons today 
and captured the Colombes Farm, on the plateau just east 
south of the point where the Chemin Des Dames branches 
leading from Soissons to Laon. 
f A strong counter-attack led by grenadiers of the Prussian Guard was re­

pulsed by the French, who drove the enemy back of the road leading from the 
plateau of Ange Gardiene to the Colombes Farni. This road is less than half a 
mile from the Chemin Des Dames.

This success puts the French in possession of part of the important plateau 
of Ange Gardiene, which commands the ridge along which runs the famous 
“ladies’ way” for a considerable distance.

It also drives deeper the wedge south of the Hindenburg positions in the 
St. Gobain region and facilitates operations in the direction of Plnon, which 
was held by the French until the German offensive late in May.

The fighting in this region has been most severe during the last few days.

MAKERS LOSE LIVES.

Amsterdam, Sept 19—Many persons 
have been killed or injured in a fire in 
the Woellersdorf ammunition factory in 
Vienna, according to an official report 
received here. After,the fire there 
a panic among the workers in the shell 
making section of the factory.

With the French Army in France, 
Sept. 18—(.By the Associated Press)— 
Efforts to organise pillaging by the Ger­
man army and the transportation of 
loot appear, from- official documents and 
verified incidents, to have been much 
more effective than the, work of carrying 
out the removal .of legitimate war booty 
during the summer's operations.

The sacking of private houses and 
public buildings throughout the regions 
from which the Germans have been 
driven has been done with characteristic 
German thoroughness by specifically de­
tailed squads. Advancing French armies, 
however, have found intact on the pla­
teaus in the region of Soissons and else­
where important dumps of munitions 
which the French had been obliged to 
abandon in their retreat last spring.

An order, signed by General Von 
Morwitz and dated May 28, was found 
in the pocket of a prisoner. It throws 
peculiar light on the subject of pillaging. 
After condemning in severe terms dis­
organized looting operations by soldiers 
for their personal account, this docu­
ment calls attention to the rules estab­
lished for organized pillage and says 
that the men of the “loot detachment” 
bearing white arm badges and special 
identification cards, have the same power 
as military police. It adds: “The chief 
of these detachments will confiscate eat­
ables and drinkables as well as objects 
of current use that are collected and 
keep guard over them until the arrival 
of the exploiting group.”

Quartermasters are authorized by this 
document to apply to the use of their 
units a proportionate quantity of booty 
suitable for immediate consumption and 
to send the rest to the rear.

Although supposedly under the pro­
tection of the Red Cross, the Vaubuin 
hospital near Soissons, was robbed of 
everything it contained. All the finer 
objects were shipped to Germany and 
ordinary hospital beds went to the dug- 
outs of German artillery officers around 
Soissons. Two hundred of these have 
been recovered since the region has been 
reoccupied.

This report from Constantinople 
would seem tofindicate that the British 
have suffered a reverse in the Baku re­
gion. It was reported on August 16 
that British forces had entered Baku, 
having reached that city from their 
base by way of Persia. No fighting in 
the Baku region has been reported re­
cently.

Washington, Sept IS—The United 
States and Great Britain have joined in 
an attempt to mediate between North 
and South China as a result of reports 
from British and American agents on 
the scene which hold out strong hopes 
for the restoration of peace between the 
opposing factions.

This sectional controversy has kept 
China in a turbulent state for the past 
two years.

With factional differences settled, it 
is expected China will contribute' con­
siderable strength to the Allied armies 
now operating in Siberia.

VATICAN COMMENT ON

She added that she had told him they 
would get into trouble, and he replied 
that if they did he should get out of 
it, and she would be in it. Witness 
asked, “What trouble?” and she said, 
“We have been advertising for babies 
to adopt for a sum of money, and then 
re-advertising them for other people to 
adopt for a smaller sum. I could not 
remember now where the children are." 
He took her to Kentish Town police 
station and she was detained.

With Detective-Sergeant Edwards 
witness went to prisoner’s address in 
Westbury avenue, Wood Green, and 
there saw Ellsmore, and told him who 
they were, and that his wife was de­
tained for obtaining sums of money for 
adopting children. He replied: “I 
won’t tell you anything,” but the other 
officer searched the room and took pos­
session of letters and papers _ containing 
prisoner’s advertisements and a receipt 
for £45 from Mrs. Bailey. He was taken 
to the police, station and confronted 
with the woman, and witness told them 
they would both be charged with this 
offence. The male prisoner said: “Yes, 
we had the money for the child.”

The woman said nothing then, but 
when the charge was read over, flttd: 
“We are not married. My name is Alice 
Hanley. I have been living with this 
man as his wife.” Later she gave in­
formation as to other children.

\ WINTER TRAINING IN
CANADA FOR AIRMEN■s

That the training of Canadian aviat­
ors is to be continued in Canada this 
Winter, instead of in Texas, as in -ifeeent 
years, is a report received here by milit­
ary men. Owing to the large number 
of accidents, litany of them fatal, which 
occurred in Texas, tKe authorities ate 
not anxious to return to the training 
grounds there.

Let the truth be told—the Kaiser’s 

speech at the Krupp works is very good 
literature. It is expressed in dear and 
simple language, and is weU constructed 
for the purpose that it seeks to serve. 
But if it is adjudged as entitled to rank 
as literature, it will go at once Into the 
fiction class.

As a pretended statement of facts, it 
is a lie from the beginning to end. It is 
made up on the simple plan ef taking 
aU the sins committed by Germany and 
A ustria and charging them to the Anglo- 
Saxons. Germany was as Innocent and 
as busy as a hive of honey bees under a 
blossoming apple tree in the original 
Vale of Pteace, when the vicious and 
greedy Anglo-Saxon bear arrived and 
upset the hive, with an intention of con­
suming the accumulated honey. And 
all that the bees did was to try to de­
fend the hive!

What a lot of things the Kaieer has 
to overlook in order to construct this 
pleasing allegory! The works at Essen, 
for one thing, where he stood to make 
this speech, and where the conquest of 
Europe has been preparing ever since 
1880 or thereabout. And Serbia, and 
Belgium and all the rest ’Also Treit- 
schke had to be overlooked, and Bern- 
hard i, and all those who labored to con­
vince- German Kaiser and peasant alike 
that the duty and destiny of Germany 
was to impose its culture on the world 
with the sword.

KEEPING THE HUN MOVING
(From The Toronto Globe.)

The Germans started out in March to 
show what could be done on the West­
ern Front to win a speedy victory by a 
war of movement. They kept the Allied 
armies on the move for almost three 
mqnths, and unquestionably caused anx­
iety and fear as to the result. But since 
that great day In the world’s history— 
July 18—when Foch began to strike 
back and the second battle of the Marne 
ended in a second disastrous German 
defeat, the Allied commander-in-chief 
has been showing the Hun what a real 
war of movement looks like.

Last week on the battlefront along the

Baron von Ardenne, well known mili­
tary critic, in the Berline)* Tageblatt, 
frankly admits that Germany miscalcu­
lated the strength of the forces at Mar- 
shal Foch’s disposal. “The people at 
home naturally ask,” he says, “how it 
was possible for Marshal Foch to pass 
from an inglorious defensive to a sud­
den impetuous and successful offensive.”

British and French veterans have made another vicious and successful smash at 
the Hindenburg line. Sweeping forward on a front of twenty-two miles, they 
went ahead from one and one-third to three miles, taking many prisoners. The most 
important aspect of the advance is that it makes more certain the capture of St. 
Quentin, which the Germans have been ordered to hold at all costs. This Im­
portant city -is virtually surrounded on three sides and its fall seems only a 

matter of days.
Field Marshal Haig's third and fourth armies charged over the trench sys­

tem occupied by the British before they were pushed back by the Teutonic flood 
last March. They captured, in wide sectors, the outer defences of the Hinden­

burg line.

Washington, Sept. 19—The “Stars and 
Stripes,” a newspaper published for the 
American Expeditionary Forces in 
France, recently printed the following 
regarding the work of former members 
of the scientific staff of the biological 
survey, United States department of 
agriculture:

“As you may have heard already, this 
is a scientific war. Whenever 
noyance or an actual menace to the 
army is discovered, scientific steps are 
taken to annihilate the pest

“Even the cootie is doomed. It is 
said that the research work is in charge 
of an officer to be designated as a coot- 
enant. But this story is about rats.

“The rat, figuratively, is about to be 
trapped. A year or so ago there was a 
man—a member of the biological sur­
vey—who had great success in exter­
minating the prairie dogs in Kansas and 
Colorado. When America came into the 
war, somebody in the war department 
suggested that maybe this scientific ex­
terminator of prairie dogs was so good 
at that job he might be able to solve the 
rat problem in the trenches. So they 
ordered him over here to give the rats a 
critical and microscopic look.

“He came over and went up front and 
studied the rodent He studied it by 
and large, hither and yon, here and 
there, and through and through. He 
found out what it liked for supper, and 
its favorite flower and ‘how it cared for 
its young.’ And he doped" out a way to 
lessen its ravages if not actually to ex­
terminate it.

“He found out, too, that not all the 
rat trouble Is at the front. A large part 
of it is at the base ports, where the rats 
get into the big storehouses, and cause 
damage to the food and clothing wait­
ing to go to the front. Often the rats go 
right along up with the food and cloth­
ing.

“The rat specialist made his report 
and recommended that some men be 
sent to assist him. It is said that hi* 
request has been granted and that a 
successful barrage against the rat al­
ready has been laid down.”
