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BORDEN'S ANNOUNCEMENT

- ISA DISAPPOINTMENT

No Contribution Unless
Canada is Gonsulted
on Expenditure

Ministers Dined by National
Liberal Club — Hazen Urges
That Aft Should Have Voice
in Imperial Affairs .

(Canadian Press)

London, Aug. 2—Mr. Borden has made
his position very clear on the subject of
the naval assistance that Canada is to of-
fer the mother country. -

Mr. Borden® and his colleagues of the
Dominion cabinet told the British cabinet
that Canada is prepared to assist Great
DBritain to maintain ‘her naval supremacy,
but when she does so, she will want to
be coneulted as to the way the money
is spent.

When Mr. Borden and his colleagues,
comprising J. Douglas Hazen, minister of
marine and fisheries; C. J. Doherty, min-
ister of justice; L. P. Pelletier, postmaster
general, and Geo. E. Foster, minister of
trade and commerce, arrived, it was an-
nounced that they came with an offer to
contribute a squadron of Dreadnoughts,
four, to be exact, to England. This was
accepted by the public, 8o there is cer-
tain to be some disappointment when the
part Canada proposes to take is _ﬁnal}y
settled. Mr. Borden himself says this will
not be until after his return to Canada,
and he has had an opportunity of consult-
ing with the full cabinet.

“There are only five of us here, and the
cabinet consists of eighteen members, so
it is not likely that we ehould make any
decision until we have a full meeting,”
said the premier, when approached on the
subject. : .

“Not as politicians, but as kinsmen,”
was the ‘phrase used by Mr. Borden last
night, to describe the attitude in which
he and his colleagues had come to Great
Britain. That, too, was the attitude of
the National Liberal Club, as revealed at
the barquet presided over by the Mar-
quis of Lincolnshire. Lord Strathcona re-
ceived a demonstration of affection at the
close of the proceedings, when in response
to repeated calls, he arose and spoke a

few words. - - : s

erized the visit of the Canadians and the

Mr. Borden was most heartily received
when he declared that Canadian loyalty
was more pronounced now than ever be-
fore. The audience applauded long and
loud, when the Canadian premier suggest-
ed, amidst cheers, that it might be well
for Btitish 'm:&el‘a to visit Canada.

Mr. Hazen pared the position of the

Canadians in_the border towns with Am-
aid that while our institu-

ous, laws and administration easily, in
his opinion, bore off the palm, yet a rem-
edy ehould be applied in removing the’
handicap on Canadians, who were voice-
less in the affairs of the empire, unlike the
American, who participated in all that
concerned the republic, whether he lived
in New York or Hawaii.

“We are simply here,” he added, “to
find out the true position of affairs and
secure all the facts for cabinet considera-
tion.”

These facts have been given by the mem-
bers of the British cabinet, and the com-
mittee of imperial defence, at a series of
joint meetings, with the Canadian states-
men, who have also had the advanta
of conferences with the officials of the ad-
miralty and foreign officés. These confer-

Toronto, Aug. 2—Rev. Dr. Cornish, gen-
eral conference statistician of the Metho-
dist church, has just issued a table of the
church membership for the past year. The
report contains the startling statement
that during the past year no less. th

““There .is one item in ]
that is startling. He reports that during
the year no less than 9,198 have ceased
to be members.” This is a record of leak-
age of altogether serious and unprece-
dented proportions, and deserves careiul
scrutiny and examination. It may indi-
cate a growing lack. of appreciation of
the value of church membership on the
part of Methodist people, but we fear it
also indicates ,a growing carelessness and
lack of system in our methods of trans-
ferring members who remove from one
part of the country to another, and chief-
ly from the east to the west. To what-
ever cause this very large leakage is due,
its startling size surely demands that thor-
cugh-going investigation be ‘given to the
matter. It is that this loss reduces our
favorable showing at the end of the year
by such an amount, but that the church
should allow any such number of mem-
bers to slip carelessly through her hands
seemse to show a serious and unpardonable
neglect. This item of loss will have to
be - considered, and we believe with care
it can be very largely reduced.”

’lnoney, Sir Wilfrid Laurier was considered a

past master in the art of not committing
himself. Mr. Borden, in the opinion of Eng-
lishmen, has surpassed him. If Mr. Bor-
den is reticent as to what Canada will do,
he is quite outspoken enough as to what
she wants in return for any contribution
she makes.

One of these desires is for a real imper-
ial parliament, representative of the whole
empire. The home government has cer-
tainly let the dominions into the secret
of foreign policy and has been prepared
for some time to give them a voice on the
committee of imperial defense. This lat-
ter is only an advisory board, however, al-
though several members of the govern-
ment, including the prime minister, are
members of it.

What the Canadians are aiming at is
something with a great deal more power
than this, in fact an imperial parliament
to deal with all matters of interest to the
empire, which, of course, would include
foreign relations and the defense of the
whole and each part.

A very well informed writer, who is in
the confidence of the liberal government,
points out that any definite scheme should
come from the dominions. He adds that
the suggestion is a much easier process
than it appeared to a previous generation.
The country is ready for any change that
would give more definite form and shape
to the unity of the empire, and as its par-
liamentary institutions are developing na-
turally in a fair direction, this makes the
conclusion -of the dominions’ decision a
less difficult matter.

Rev. W. R. Robinson, acting on behalf
of the New Brunswick Temperance Fed-
eration, has again resumed his warfare
on the liquor traffic in the city, and this
time is centering his efforts in Queens
Ward. At present there are ten liquor
saloons in this ward, and Rev. Mr. Robin-
son has notified the Liquor License Com-
missioners that, according’ to the popula-
tion of the ward therg should only be
eight, and that they have made themselves
liable by granting the ten licenses. Rev.
Mr.  Robineon, in conversation with a
Times’ reporter this morning eaid that he
had investigated the matter fully and that
the population of the ward, as recorded, is
3,419, which, according to the liquor law,
entitled the commissioners to grant eight
licenses.

“According to the law,” he said, “the
commissioners are permifted to grant four
licenses ' for the first thousand persons in

people after that. In Queen’s ward this
would allow but eight bars, but the com-
missioners have made themselves Tiable by
granting ten, and I have notified them
that unless they remedy the .matter 'im-
mediately I will take action against
them in the'courts. It is simply shame-
ful the way the liquor license laws are be-
ing carried out in this city, and I intend
to 8ee that in future they are more strict-
ly adhered to.” :

The
source of supply is mostly local, both har-
bor and bay fishing having been very good
this week, which was most gratifying, as
the ealmon run on the North Shore and
about Newfoundland has ceased. The sea-
son for ealmon locally ends on August 22.
There were quite a number of “tinker”
mackerel on the market today selling at
50 cents a dozen. The first of the run of
fall shad was on hand today, bringing
from 30 to 35 cents each.® There is very
little halibut to be had, but what is on
the market is being received chiefly from
about Brier Island. Cod and haddock are
coming in a little more abundantly and

The garden party
was a great success, but after the elec-
tion of Thomas Agar-Robartes, the defeat-
ed Unionist candidate lodged a petition
against his election, on the ground that
he and his friends and agents had render-
ed themselves guilty of violation of the
anti-bribery statutes, with regard to par-
liameptary elections. .

The matter was brought into court, and
tried in the usual fashion, before two
Supreme Court judges, sitting at Bodwin,
and resulted in a decree invalidating the
return of the Hon. Thomas, and ordering

The Standard fears that the Times is
Josing some of the joy of life through its
tnability, to discover in Mr. ‘Borden the
savior of the Empire. In reality this
journal is able to make a distinction. It
s not to Mr. Borden the people of Eng-
land are paying compliment, but to Can-
ada, the country he represents. Mr. Bor-
den has really proved a disappointment.
His speeches will not build Dreadnoughts,
nor solve the naval problem. Behind him
and over him looms the shadow of Henri
' It is quite useless for the tory press to
keep up its pretence of superior patriot-
jem and exalted devotion to the best in-
terests of the Empire. A party which
tould stoop to stir up pacial and religious
prejudice in one portion of the Empire,
to the end that it might secure the spoils
of office, should be the last party to boast
about itself, its’ achievements, or its aims
and purposes. Canada for yeare to come
will be a less united country because of
the inflammatory appeals made by or with
the full approval of the men who placed
Mr. Borden at the head of the govern-
ment. To say that to such a leader and
such a party naturally belongs the task
of drawing an Empire into closer rela-
tionship is to overtex the credulity of the
people. Nor can it be overlooked that
this same leader and party did their ut-
most to estrange Canada’s nearest neigh-
bor and the Empire’s most desired ally in
any great crisis in world-politics. Paris
is a long way from Canada, and the mar-
kets of France, are limited, while a langu-
_mge foreign to most Canadians is a bar to
business. But Washington is within easy
reach, and the market of the United
States is enormous and at our doors, and
the plople epeak our own language and
share our traditions.

Which is the better friend of the Em-
pire—he who estranges the United States
end cultivates Frande, or he who seeks
more friendly relations between the Em-
pire and the American republic, leaving
the mother country, for example, to pre-
gerve the friendship of her neighbor,
France?

So far as the proposed visit of members
of the British -government to Canada is
concerned, the purpose of the Canadian
tory and English Unionist promoters of
it is perfectly clear to the dullest observ-
er. They desire to make poljtical capital
for Mr. Borden in Canada, believing it
will also advance the cause of the tories
in England. The grandiloquent talk about
Imperial problems and their golution je
but a bait to catch the unwary. Bo far
as known, Mr. Borden has no raval policy.
He has flatly denied the story that he
favored a gift of three Dreadnoughts,
which was the only definite statement
thus far made. He made the denial after
Mr. Bourassa had once more =haken his
spear in Montreal.

CO-OPERATION

The co-operative telephone company is
helping the Ontario farmer to solve his
problems. The Toronto Weekly Globe
draws a picture of a Mariposa farmer and
his wife , weary after a hard day’s work,
thinking of their daughter in Toronto,
whose usual letter had not been received
that day. They called on the long die-
tance telephone, and in less than ten min-
utes were chatting with her, and the sense
of isolation and of separation fell away
from both.

With two or three exceptions all the
farmers in Mariposa township have con-
_mection with a rural telephone line which
they own, and which gives them connec-
t./ion with the Bell Company’s long
distance lines. The Globe’s description of
the system and its benefits is\ worth quot-
ing in full:—

“And not in Mariposa only, but within
a radius of fifteen miles around Lindsay
the farmers of Victoria county are linked
to each other and to the world at large
by magic wires. By these wires the farm-
er traneacts business. He arranges for
getting help from his neighbors in harvest-
ing his crops. He calls up the implement
agent in town when he wants to know
how to put a machine together. He lets
the live stock buyer know how many cat-
tle and hogs he will sell this week. His

wife and daughters hold long gossipy con-
versations with the neighbors and arrancs
details for church socials and other pend-
ing events just like cicy folks.

“The farmer ‘has a decided advantage
over the city man in the matter of tele-.
plhiones. They cost him less both to in-:
stall and to maintain. There is no trouble |
between subscribers and shateholders or |
directors, because the subscribers are the |
shareholders and the directors. Most Ofl
the local telephone companies are co-oper- |
ative companies organized by the farmers !
among themselves and for their own bene- |
fit, and not with the idea of paying dlvl-¥
dends to shareholders. i

“There are about two hundred telephones |
on the several lines radiating from Oak-|
wood, and the central switch-board is in!
a house in the village. Each farmer in-
stalls his own instrument at a cost vary-
ing from $20 to $30, according to the lerigth
of wire and the number of poles neces-
sary to reach his house. After that, the
average subscription cost is from $2 to $10
per annum. It seldom reaches the higher
figure. The regular subseription charge is
$2 per annum to cover the cost of opera-
tion. Each farmer pays his.share of main-
tenance and' keeps his own telephone in
repair. Jf there is anything left over at
the end of the year it goes into a contin-
gent fund.

“They all have connection with the Bell
Telephone Company, and so can get long-
distance connection with any point in the
province. In cases when a long-distance
message originates outside, the co-opera
tive company charges nothing for the use
of the line. In this regard the farmer
figures it out that if anyone outside wants
to speak to' him it is usually as much to
his advantige as it is to the other fellow’s,
and- accordingly he sees no reason for
charging a toll. .

“Around Lindsay there are such tele-
phones as these in operation at Little
Britain, Oakwood, Cambray, Fenelon Falls,
Dunsford and several of the villages far-’
ther north. The movement for the or-
ganization of these co-operative compan-
ies was started about six years dgo, and
since then the number has been gradually
growing until it has attained its present
proportions, with about 1,200 rural local
telephones through the county, as well as
100 rural telephones of the Bell Company.”

At the same time the farmers of the
county have been securing the extension
of the rural mail delivery system, and thus
in another way are brought into. closer
touch with the outside world. It will be
observed that the cost of the co-operative
rural telephones is small. Co-operation will
golve many problems for the farmers, and
make farming more profitable as well as
more desirable as an occupation.

London, July 20—It was from Paris,
where the young Marquis of Anglesey was
spending a few days, that the recent an-
nouncement of his engagement to Lady
Marjorie Manners was made, but the rich
and handsome young peer is back in Lon-
don now, and with his pretty fiancee is
enjoying what undoubtedly is the happiest
time of their lives. - They are being
seen everywhere, at balls, at the theatre,
at garden parties, and at the¢ old-time
tourneys that are being held at Karl's
Court in connection with ‘“Shakespeare’s
England”—and always in each other’s com-
pany. Their first public appearance as
prospective man and wife was made this
week when Lady Marjorie accompanied
her young husband-to-be to the town of
Burton-on-Trent, (where the ale comes
from), of the greater part of which he is
ground landlord and whose mayor he is,
and there the happy pair got a great re-
ception.
Barring the fact that Lady Marjorie is
a couple of years older than the marquis—
ghe is 29 and he 27—the match is quite an
ideal one. Both tH® young couple have
the bluest of blue blood in theéir veins.
Lady Marjorie, who is the eldest of the

,|three comely daughters of the Duke of

Rutland, is a direct descendant of that
heroine of novelists and playwrights, Dor-

POULTRY

Professor W. R. Graham of On-
tario in England—Co-operative
Schemes Engage His Attention

(From a Staff Correspondent)

London, July 20--Professor W. B. Gra-
ham, of the Ontario Agricultural College,
Guelph, Ontario, hag just arrived i_n Lon-
don. He is here to attend the meeting of
the International Association of Poultry
Instructors, which’' opens next week, to
etudy the co-operative schemes in regard
to poultry and products in England, Ire-
land, Scotland and Denmark, and to sur-
vey, generally, the agricultural conditions
in these countries.

In Ireland, he finds that the practice
of instructing farmere is on the increase.
As far as poultry is concerned, the in-
structor practically holds short courses in
the evenings, and gives individual instruc-
tion on the farms. As far as he can
gather, this method of inetruction is thor-
mxghly satisfactory; and the visible result
is that most of the poultry on Irish farms
are uniform and well-bred. The co-opera-
tive mov t, too, to have a
strong hold, and is f&u‘ly successful.

In Scotland, the schemes for agncultur-
a] education and co-operation are on simi-
lar lines to those in Ireland, but the move-
ment has not been in operation long
enough to arrive at full development, o

gress cannot be accurately ascertained,
not can an opinion be offered &s to lt! per-
manency.

In Engla.nd Professor Graham ﬁnda that
the working of the eo-operative movement
among farmers is very difficult, and finds
the reason for this to be the excellent
markets that are actually at the produc-
er's door; and the demand which appears
to be unlimited.

“These conditions,” eays Professor Gra-
ham, “make co-operation unnecessary, “but
they show what a big market there is in
Great Britain for poultry and products. I
find that, in general, poultry-keeping here
is conducted on practlcally the same lines
as it is in Canada; and in many cases is
looked on as a distinct branch’of farm-
ing, and not as a side line.”

During his visit here, Professor Graham
has visited the largest poultry establish-
ments. At the Intemﬂtlona] Association
of Poultry Instructors, he is on the com-
mittee, and is scheduled to outline what
is done in Canada. Members of the com-
mittee will be tendered & reception by the
Marchioness of Salisbury, and a dinner by
Lord Lucas. Next week they visit Lord
Rotschild’s poultry farm at Tring, which
is in the centre of theAylesbury duck dis-
trict; and after the meetings are over, will
take a motor-car excursion to the ]arge
poultry-breeding establishments and farms
in Kent.

WANT A ROAD POLICY

(Amherst News).

To a greater or less extent we all use
the public hlghwayl The common con-
census of opinion is, that our road law is
as antiquated as our roads are disgrace-
ful. Here and there we come upon a
stretch of country highway which shows
what can be accomplished in road build-
ing where intelligence and:.common Sense
are brought into play.

The biggest question before the people
of these maritime provinces to‘&ay is not
reciprocity, is not the extension df the C.
P. R. to Halifax, or the -acquiring of
branch lines for the I. C. R., it is better
roads.

We are convinced that what is wanted
today is a permanent provincial highway,
extending from BSt. Stephen to Halifax.
A conference between Premier Murray,
Premier Flemming and Hon. Mr. Coch-
rane could easily result in the details for
the construction of such a highway being
successfully worked out.

The one hundred thousand dollars which
the federal government offered represents
a capital expenditure of $2,000,000 . Maine
is borrowing this sum this year for the
improvement of the roads in that state.
This means that the New England and
Middle Atlantic cities are being brought
nearer to the maritime provinees.

If one great interprovincial highway
could be built through New Brunswick
snd Nova Scotis, it would bring to these
provinces a new era of prosperity. Sum-
mer travel would flow down towards us
as naturally as the brook trickles down
the side of the mountain.

Farm lands would increase in value Our
people would be given an object lesson
in good read building, and naturally a gen
eral improvement would follow in all the
branch highways of the two provinces.
This scheme is practical. The money can
be secured. Let us cease wasting money
on the roads and begin a forward policy
calculated to awaken new hopes and fresh
endeavor in the hearts and minds of our
people.

NOVA SCOTIA HAS
CHAMPON APPLE TREE
OF NORTH AMERIGA

(Hants Journal.)

On the farm of Joseph A. Kinsman,
near Lakeville, in Nova Scotia, stands the
champion apple tree of North America,
now 113 years old, still healthy and pro-
ductive. ' It growe on the side of the bank
of a ravine that makes down from the
North Mountain, in which a small stream
of water runs, the roots extending into
the stream. The trunk of the tree is near-
ly three feet in diameter, the limbs be-
gin to branch out about eix feet from the
ground, and the branches have a spread
of over eighty feet. The tree was grafted
to a Gravenstein about forty years ago.
It bears only on alternate years, as a rule,
but in some “off”’ years it has four or
five barrels.

For a considerable period Mr. Kinsman
kept a record of its yield, but this has
not been continued in recent years. How-
ever, it is now producing almost as large
crops as it did in the years given below
when records tvere kept.

In 1878 it produced fifteen barrels of
saleable fruit; in 1880, eighteen barrels;
in 1882, twenty-one barrels; in 1884, twen-
ty barrels ;in 1886. twenty-one barrels; in
1888, twenty-three barrels; in 1890, twenty
barrels; in 1892, twenty-one barrels; in

seven barrels; in 1898, twenty-two barrels,
making a total of 234 barrels which, at
$2 a barrel, were worth $468.

Mr. Kinsman kept no account of the
apples that dropped during those sea-
sons, nor did he of the loss in picking,
which is very great, owing to the top be-
ing nearly fifty feet high on one side, in
congsequence of its position on the side
-of the bank. In 1896 he should have had
over thirty barrels if it had not been for
an accident in the breaking of a Jarge
limb from the top in August. The apples
have a\eraged "about $2 a barrel.
