International Affair in the Police Court 
—Nine Mon tin for Women Prisoners

In the matter of the Nepisiquit Lum­
ber Co., Ltd., and its winding up, hear­

Mr. Borden, in the opinion of Eng­
lishmen, has surpassed him. If Mr. Bor­
den is reticent as to what Canada will do, 
he is quite outspoken enough as to what 
she wants in return for any contribution 
she makes.

One of these desires is for a real imper­
ial parliament, representative of the whole 
empire. The home government has cer­
tainly let the dominions into the secret 
of foreign policy and has been prepared 
for some time to give them a voice on the 
committee of imperial defense. This lat­
ter is only an advisory board, however, al­
though several members of the govern­
ment, including the prime minister, are 
members of it.

What the Canadians are aiming at is 
something with a great deal more power 
than this, in fact an imperial parliament 
to deal with all matters of interest to the 
empire, which, of course, would include 
foreign relations and the defense of the 
whole and each part.

A very well informed writer, who is in 
the confidence of the liberal government, 
points out that any definite scheme should 
come from the dominions. He adds that 
the suggestion is a much easier process 
than it appeared to a previous generation. 
The country is ready for any change that 
would give more definite form and shape 
to the unity of the empire, and as its par­
liamentary institutions are developing na­
turally in a fair direction, this makes the 
conclusion of the dominions’ decision a 
less difficult matter.

Those who, through religious tendencies 

or force of habit, appreciate a fish dinner 
on Friday had a fairly wide variety to sel­
ect from today as the market was very 
well stocked with such kinds as are usual­
ly the favorite choice on the menu.

sary to reach his house. After that, the 
average subscription cost is from $2 to $10 
per annum. It seldom reaches the higher 
figure. The regular subscription charge is 
$2 per annum to cover the cost of opera­
tion. Each farmer pays his-share of main­
tenance and keeps his own telephone in 
repair. Tf there is anything left. over at 
the end of the year it goes into a contin­
gent fund.

“They all have connection with the Bell 
Telephone Company, and so can get long­
distance connection with any point in the 
province. In cases when a long-distance 
message originates outside, the co-opera 
tive company charges nothing for the use 
of the line. In this regard the farmer 
figures it out that if anyone outside wants 
to speak to him it is usually as much to 
his advantage as it is to the other fellow’s, 
and- accordingly he sees no reason for 
charging a toll.

“Around Lindsay there are such tele­
phones as these in operation at Little 
Britain, Oakwood, Cambray, Fenelon Falls, 
Dunsford and several of the villages far-' 
tber north. The movement for the or­
ganization of these co-operative compan­
ies was started about six years ago, and 
since then the number has been gradually 
growing until it has attained its present 
proportions, with about 1,200 rural local 
telephones through the county, as well as 
100 rural telephones of the Bell Company.”

At the same time the farmers of the 
county have been securing the extension 
of the rural mail delivery system, and thus 
in another way are brought into closer 
touch with the outside world. It will be 
observed that the cost of the co-operative 
rural telephones is small. Co-operation will 
solve many problems for tbe farmers, and 
make farming more profitable as well as 
more desirable as an occupation.

The Standard fears that the Times is 
lasing some of the joy of life through its 
Inability^ to discover in Mr. Borden the 
eavior of the Empire. In reality this 
journal is able to make a distinction. It 
Is not to Mr. Borden the people of Eng­
land are paying compliment, but to Can­
ada, the country he represents. Mr. Bor­
den has really proved a disappointment. 
His speeches will not build Dreadnoughts, 
nor solve the natal problem. Behind him 
and "over .him looms the shadow of Henri 
Bourassa. _

It is quite useless for the tory prese to 
keep up its pretence of superior patriot­
ism and exalted devotion to the best in­
terests of the Empire. A party which 
could stoop to stir up facial and religious 
prejudice in one portion of the Empire, 
to the end that it might secure the spoils 
ef office, should be the last party to boaet 
about itself, its' achievements, or its aims 
and purposes. Canada for years to 
will be a lees united country because of 
the inflammatory appeals made by or with 
the full approval of the men who placed 
Mr. Borden at the head of the govern­
ment. To say that to such a leader and 
such a party naturally belongs the task 
of drawing an Empire into closer rela­
tionship is to overtax the credulity of the 
people. Nor can it be overlooked that 
this same leader and party did their ut­
most to estrange Canada’s nearest neigh­
bor and the Empire’s most desired ally in 
any great crisis in world-politics. Paris 
is a long way from Canada, and the mar­
kets of France, are limited, while a langu­
age foreign to most Canadians is a bar to 
business. But Washington is within easy 
reach, and the market of the United 
States is enormous and at our doors, and 
the pèople speak our own language and 
share our traditions.

Which is the better friend of the Em­
pire—he who estranges the United States 
end cultivates Frange, or he who seeks 
more friendly relations between the Em­
pire and the American republic, leaving 
the mother country, for example, to pre­
serve the friendship of her neighbor, 
France?

So far as the proposed visit of members 
of the British government to Canada is 
concerned, the purpose of the Canadian 
tory and English Unionist promoters of 
it is perfectly dear to the dullest observ­
er. They desire to make poetical capital 
far Mr. Borden In Canada, believing it 
will also advance the cause of the tories 
in England. The grandiloquent talk about 
Imperial problems and their eolation it 
but a bait to catch the unwary. So far 
as known, Mr. Borden has no ifaval policy. 
He has flatly denied the story that he 
favored a gift of three Dreadnoughts, 
which was the only definite statement 
thus far made. He made the denial after 
Mr. Bourassa had once mor» -haken his 
spear in Montreal.

Year — Romantic Rumors

London, July 20—It was from Paris, 
where the young Marquis of Anglesey was 
spending a few days, that the recent an­
nouncement of his engagement to Lady 
Marjorie Manners was made, but the rich 
and handsome young peer is back in Lon­
don now, and with his pretty fiancee is 
enjoying what undoubtedly is the happiest 
time of their lives. They are being 
seen everywhere, at balls, at the theatre, 
at garden parties, and at thd' old-time 
“tourneys” that are being held at Earl’s 
Court in connection with “Shakespeare’s 
England”—and always in each other’s com­
pany. Their first public appearance as 
prospective man and wife was made this 
week when Lady Marjorie accompanied 
her young husband-to-be to the town of 
Burton-on-Trent, (where the ale comes 
from), of the greater part of which he is 
ground landlord and whose mayor he is, 
and there the happy pair got a great re­
ception.

Barring the fact that Lady Marjorie is 
a couple of years older than the marquis— 
she is 29 and he 27—the match is quite an 
ideal one. Both ttA young couple have 
the bluest of blue blood in their veins. 
Lady Marjorie, who is the eldest of the 
three comely daughters of the Duke of 
Rutland, is a direct descendant of that 
heroine of novelists and playwrights, Dor­
othy Vernon of Haddon Hall, while Lord 
Anglesey is the head of the historic house 
of Paget, and numbers among his forbears 
the fiery old warrior, Lord Uxbridge, who 
led the cavalry charges at Waterloo, and 
was shot in the leg ao badly that it had 
to be cut ofl. A month later he was 
created Marquis of Anglesey by the Prince 
Regent. His young descendant, whom 
many people consider the handsomest man 
in the peerage, is rich enough for all prac­
tical purposes, his income from the Bur­
ton estate alone being $400,000 a year. This 
property, by the way, has been in the pos­
session of the Pagèts since the monaster­
ies were broken up by Henry the Eighth. 
Besides it he owns Beau Desert, a beauti­
ful old place in Staffordshire, and Plaa 
Newydd on the Menai Straits, residences, 
however, which have been robbed of many 
of their finest relics through the wild ex­
travagance Of 'the late marquis, who had 
more clothes than even D’Annunzio, in­
cluding a “ping-pong uniform,’ ’designed 
by himself, and who enjoyed appearing in 
pantomimes of his own composition, glit­
tering with diamonds from head to foot.

The present marquis formerly lived with 
his mother aUUxbridge House, St. James’s 
Square, but sold it last year to Waldorf 
Aetor, son of the expatriated American 
millionaire, and member of parliament. At 
present Lord Anglesey has a sumptuously 
furnished flat off Bond street, but prob­
ably he will give this up as soon as he is 
niarried. He was educated at Eton and 
Sandhurst and served for a while in the 
Horse Guards.

Lady Marjorie is one of the handsom­
est girls in London and if she were on the 
regular stage instead of being a really 
first rate amateur actress, it is likely that 
as many post card likenesses of her would 
be sold as there are at present of Phyllis 
Dare. Prince Arthur of Connaught is said 
to have fallen head over heels in love with 
a picture of Lady Marjorie in a copy of 
the London Times. This is one of three 
odd coincidences in connection with the 
Anglesey-Manners engagement for the 
Marquis of Anglesey is said to have in­
spired a similar devotion in the breast of 
pretty Princess Patricia of Connaught, 
Prince Arthur’s sister.

Lady Marjorie is fairly tall, though only 
shoulder high to her betrothed, who is 
as famous for his inches as for his good 
looks. She has a wealth of dark hair, a 
beautiful skin, and eyes that have made 
many a masculine hert beat faster. In­
cidentally she is one of the best dressed 
girls in London, and can talk almost as 
well as her talented mother, who was one 
of the most brilliant members of the scin­
tillating society of “Souls," of which the 
present Mrs. Asquith, the original of "Do­
do," and the Right Hon. Arthur Balfour 
were other members.

Schemes Engage His Attention

(From a Staff Correspondent)
London, July 20-L-Profeaeor W. B. Gra­

ham, of the Ontario Agricultural College, 
Guelph, Ontario, haa just arrived in Lon­
don. He is here to attend the meeting of 
the International Association of Poultry 
Instructors, which opens next week, to 
study the co-operative schemes in regard 
to poultry and products in England, Ire­
land, Scotland and Denmark, and to sur­
vey, generally, the agricultural conditions 
in these countries.

In Ireland, he finds that the practice 
of instructing farmers is on the increase. 
Ae far as poultry is concerned, the in­
structor practically holds short courses in 
the evenings, and gives individual instruc­
tion on the farms. As far as he can 
gather, this method of instruction is thor­
oughly satisfactory; and the visible result 
is that most of the poultry on Irish farms 
are uniform and well-bred. The co-opera­
tive movement, too, seems to have a 
strong hold, and is fairly successful.

In Scotland, the schemes for agricultur­
al education and co-operation are on simi­
lar lines to those in Ireland, but the move­
ment has not been in operation long 
enough to arrive at full development, so 
that at the present time the degree of pro­
gress cannot be accurately ascertained, 
not can an opinion be offered 4s to its per­
manency.

In England, Professor Graham finds that 
the working of the co-operative movement 
among farmers is very difficult, and finds 
the reason for this to be the excellent 
markets that are actually at the produc­
er's door; and the demand which appears 
to be unlimited.

“These conditions," says Professor Gra­
ham, “make co-operation unnecessary, ‘but 
they show what a big market there is in 
Great Britain for poultry and products. I 
find that, in general, poultry-keeping here 
is conducted on practically the same lines 
as it is in Canada; and in many cases is 
looked on as a distinct branch ' of farm­
ing, and not as a side line."

During hie visit here, Professor Graham 
has visited the largest poultry establish­
ments. At the International Association 
of Poultry Instructors, he is on the com­
mittee, and is scheduled to outline what 
is done in Canada. Members of the com­
mittee will be tendered A reception by the 
Marchioness of Salisbury, and a dinner by 
Lord Lucas. Next week they visit Lord 
Rotschild’s poultry farm at Tring, which 
is in the centre of the Aylesbury duck dis­
trict; and after the meetings are over, will 
take a motor-car excursion to the large 
poultry-breeding establishments and farms 
in Kent.

GETTING AMERICAN CAPITAL 
At a meeting of the shareholders in the 

Pidgeon Fertilizer Company, at Windsor,

On the farm of Joseph A. Kinsman, 
near Lakeville, in Nova Scotia. stands the 
champion apple tree of North America, 
now 113 years old, still healthy and pro­
ductive. ' It growe on the side of the bank 
of a ravine that makes down from the 
North Mountain, in which a small stream 
of water runs, the roots extending into 
the stream. The trunk of the tree is near­
ly three feet in diameter, the limbs be­
gin to branch out about six feet from the 
ground, and the branches have a spread 
of over eighty feet. The tree was grafted 
to a Gravenstein about forty yfcare ago. 
It besps only on alternate years, as a rule, 
but in some “off’’ years it has four or 
five barrels.

For a considerable period Mr. Kinsman 
kept a record of its yield, but this has 
not been continued in recent years. How­
ever, it is now producing almost as large 
crops as it did in the years given below 
when records were kept.

In 1878 it produced fifteen barrels of 
saleable fruit; in 1880, eighteen barrels ; 
in 1882. twenty-one barrels; in 1884, twen­
ty barrels ;in 1886. twenty-one barrels; in 
1888, twenty-three barrels; in 1890, twenty 
barrels; in 1892, twenty-one barrels ; in 
1894, twenty-six barrels ; in 1896. twenty- 
seven barrels ; in 1898. twenty-two barrels, 
making a total of 234 barrels which, at 
$2 a barrel, were worth $468.

Mr. kinsman kept no account of the 
apples that dropped during those sea­
sons, nor did he of the loss in picking, 
which is very great, owing to the top be­
ing nearly fifty feet, high on one side, in 
consequence of its position on the side 
of the bank. In 1896 he should have had 
over thirty barrels if it had not been for 
an accident in the breaking of a ^rge 
limb from the top in August. The apples 
have averaged "about $2 a barrel.

! London, Aug. 1—An international as­
sociation for the housing of students and 
travellers, with branches in all the «capi­
tal cities of the world, has just been 

| launched, and is making good headway.
| Mrs. Durant Hose, an American author­
ess, who, during her stay in London, haa 

i been investigating the conditions of life 
. among the less well-to-do visitors to the 
1 great Metropolis, is the originator of the 
scheme. She was interviewed shortly be­
fore she left on her way back to the Unit­
ed States.

"During my work at the British Mus­
eum and elsewhere,’’ said Mrs. Rose, “I 
came across many American girl students 
who were simply drifting about London 
from one boarding-house to another. Those 

; of them who did not like to go to the d:f- 
i ferent sectarian homes owing to the re­
strictions imposed were—provided they 
had no friends here, of course—at the 
mercy of the agencies they went to. And 
these agencies just give them the addres­
ses that turn up first, and probably know 
nothing about the places they recommend.

"That is not as it should be, as the con­
sequence is, too often, I am afraid, that 
girls get into very undesirable houses. I 
have myself come across cases in which 
a great deal of harm has been done in this 
way. Young men, too, run grave risks 
through the lack of anything like a list of 
recommended landladies. A know, of 
course, that various excellent institutions, 
such as the Y. M. C. A., keep lists, but 
those who are not attending such institu­
tions and do not wish to go_Jo sectarian 
homes or hotels, as I said before, have 
no way of finding out what places are de­
sirable and what are not.”

Mrs. Rose then gave several well- 
vouched-for instances of young men and 
girls being ruined at so-called “boarding­
houses.”

“In brief,” she continued, "the object 
of the association will be to nuke out 
list of really respectable boavling-houses 
and lodgings in London, and, later, in other 
world-capitals, which will oe sold every­
where for a few cents.

Constantinople, Aug. 1 — The secret 
committee, under the name of the “Associ­
ation for the Defence of the Fatherland,’’ 
was formed at Monastic by some leading 
officers of the Ottoman Army, of which 
Lieutenant Sadyk Bey, was the originator, 
tas attained extensive proportions. It 
includes a large number of distinguished 

i persons, such as Commander Tayar Bey,
\ in whom the government had, only a short, 

time ago, the fullest confidence. Those 
who become members are submitted to 
an oath that they will always keep secret 
the tenets and plans of procedure of the- 
organization,

The chief object of the association is to 
Create discord among the members of the 
■Union and Progress party, and to bring 
•bout its overthrow. At present it pos­
sesses a number of associates who former­
ly belonged to this party. To gain a 
stronger basis end a better field for its 
operations it used to send out its emis­
saries to various parts of Macedonia and 
Albania in order to recruit there as many 
partisans as possible. ' These emissaries 
came into touch with the leaders of the 
Albanian movement and both soon suc­
ceeded in combining their forces in order 
to proceed more vigorously against the 
government.

Frequently the secret association has 
recourse to violent measures. Thus it or­
dered, not long ago, the execution of sev­
eral lieutenants who professed sympathy 
with the existing cabinet. Captain Hassan 
Baeri Bey was shot dead by Hadji Ali 
for the same reason. Not seldom its emis­
saries make desperate attempts to appeal 
to the religious fanaticism of the Moslems, 
scattering everywhere the false news that 
the government is abandoning the sacred 
Sheriat and- secretly,., selling the Father- 
land to Christian Europe.

London, Aug. 1—Premier Borden and his 
ministerial colleagues, now in London, were 
entertained at luncheon today by the 
Canadian Club in the ancient hall of the 
Merchants Tailors Company. The chair 
was occupied by Lord Strathcona, who 
presided over an influential gathering re­
presenting a large percentage of the finan­
cial interests of the city.

Premier Borden, responding to the toast 
of his health, began his speech with ’ a 
warm eulogy of Lord Strathcona. “No

Paris, Aug. 1—The Franco-Ruesian naval 
convention has reached a point verging on 
conclusion. The earlier convention be­
tween the. two governments referred only 
to the army. With the signature of the 
new agreement the whole fighting forces 
of the allies will be brought within the 
terms of an offensive and defensive treaty 
of alliance.

The new bond is understood to have 
been completed with the exception of the 
signatures during the recent stay in Paris 
of Admiral Prince Del vine, the head of 
the Russian naval staff.

It is believed that Premier Poincare, 
whose departure for Russia has been fixed 
for August 4, will sign the new naval 
agreement during hie visit to St. Peters­
burg.

Montreal, Aug. 1—Forty firemen, includ­
ing numérota officers of the force, were 
overcome by ammonia fumes and by the 
clouds of smoke from the burning lard 
and meat during a fire which raged all 
afternoon in the premises of the Montreal 
Abbatoirs, Limited, on the bank of the 
canal in Point St. Charles.

Several recovered and resumed the fight 
but many had to be transported to the 
city hospitals and tonight eleven men are 
still, in various institutions. All are de­
clared out of danger but it will be several 
days before most of them can return to 
duty, while a few are seriously injured.

Nuremberg, Germany, Aug. 1—Thé larg­
est German national saengerfest ever held 
opened here yesterday with* more than 
forty thousand singers from Germany, 
Austria, Russia, Roumania and the United 
States in attendance. Seventeen hundred 
singing societies paraded today and to­
morrow a chorus of sixteen thousand will 
sing. This city, which hardly expected 
such a crowd, is hard taxed to take care 
of its guests. The town halls and schools 
are being used as temporary sleeping 
quarters. The city has spent $100,000 on 
decorations alone. A specially built hall 
covers 8,000 square yards. The stage will 
hold 16,000 singers and an orchestra of 
200, and there will be seats for an audi­
ence of 12,000 and standing room for 5,000 
more.

The Duke Karl Eduard of Coburg, 
Prince Alfonse and other members of the 
Royal family will take part in the func­
tions. The occasion marks the fiftieth an­
niversary of the German saengerfest, 
which now numbers 5,600 societies with a 
membership of 700,000. The fest will close 
on Wednesday night.

Berlin, Aug. 1—The Royal Opera season 
will begin here August 26 with “Der Meis- 
tereinger.” Emil Daur will wield the bat­
on on the opening night, inaugurating his 
directorship.

The financial outlook is not encouraging 
to either the managers or the singers. A 
report just issued by the management of 
the Royal Opera at Dresden shows that 
366,000 persons attended the opera last 
season, yet King Frederick had to go 
down in his pocket to make up a deficit 
of $200,000. Opera singers in the smaller 
cities are generally paid only $25 to $35 
a month. In Berlin 1,800 concerts were 
given last season, of which only 150 af­
forded the artists anything above expenses 
500 barely covered expenses, while in 1,050 
cases the artists had to foot bills of from 
$125 to $350 each. These latter are known 
here as “show window” concerts, as they 
are given by singers who desire a public 
hearing and press criticism.

Separate Eaglish-Canadian 

Proviacc tq^be Established— 
May Mean Removals From St

Vice-

Word is expected at almost any moment 
from the provincial headquarters in Balti­
more regarding the probable establishment 
of an English-Cankdian vice-province in the 
dominion for the priests of the Redemp- 
torist order. It was thought that definite 
announcement would be made today, but 
although several rumors were current, no­
thing offieitl could be said. The fathers of 
the Redemptorist order, some of whonS 
are favorably known in St. John through 
their efficient and industrious labors in St. 
Peter’s parish, North End, have churches 
established through other parts of Can­
ada as well, ana there is already insti­
tuted an independent Frfench province.

Should an English-Canadian vice-prov­
ince be instituted it would, for a time at 
least, be subject to the direction of t,' 
house at Baltimore, as is the case at*9res- 
ent, and in the course of a\few years, if 
it proved successful, an independent prov­
ince for teh whole dominion would be an­
nounced. The appointment of a vice-pro­
vincial would be made from amongst the 
fathers in Canada, and later the houses of 
the order in this country would be occu­
pied by only Canadian priests. It is an 
important and fàr-reaching step in the 
direction of organization, and if it is pro­
ceeded with, as is the present expectation, 
the withdrawal of the Redemptorists 
in North End would be a matter of keen 
regret amongst the parishioners and the 
Catholic people throughout the city in 
general.

this morning, His Worship Mayor Frink 
expressed the view that little could be ac­
complished along these lines jn the city 
proper with the exception of two wards, 
Stanley and Lome. Much, however, could 
be done in working in conjunction with 
the municipal authorities in the proper 
laying out of proposed new districts in 
the parishes of Simonds and Lancaster.

The city cannot easily have any defects 
in its lay-out remedied now, the mayor 
pointed out, although these might be kept 
in mind in planning other new parts in 
the wards of Stanley and Lome. Also in 
the sub-divisions modem methods should 
be followed. As, however, the municipali­
ties would have to do with the outlying 
sections which may in future be part of it 
the city might work with the municipali­
ties with a view to the proper planning to 
be followed in laying out.

The mayor thought that the whole ques­
tion was not one that could be dealt with 
off hand by the commissioners. The 
scheme must be in the hands of a commit­
tee who could give it some thought and 
consideration.
