CORONOR'S COURT.

THE ENQUIRY ADJOURNED UNTIL
TO-MORROW.

The Stock of Witnesses Exhausted—The
Case Soon 1o be in the Hands of the
Jary.

Both Solictor General Pugsley and At-
torney General Blair were present at the
session of the inquest last evening. The
enquiry was resumed at 7.40p. m. S J
King's supplemental deposition was
read and signed ; also a part of the de-
position of J H Wasson, who being
further examined said; I do not know
why Peters went to the Coroner's to
see a box of the poisoned candy. Think
Mr. Peters stated tome afterwards that
we had some boxes like them. Had no
suspicien of any,one on agconntofthe ac-
tion of Mr. Peters. ' Heard of a dapTicate
key, after the arrest. In conversation
with him about his visit to the Coroner’s
Mr. Peters dropped- a word that there
might be some trouble; he said that
the boxes were like some in the establish-
ment: this was Saturday morning
before the arrest. i

D. C. Clinch in reply to Mr. Stockton
said that he was not payiug McDonald
interest on his money,

Arthur Barker,sworn; am 11 years old.
Recollect going down to my grandfather’s
store a week ago Saturday. Met my
brother Howard there. - Never said any-
thing at the store about the candy.
Didn’t tell him mamma had found a box
of candy and thrown it in the fire. [Tay-
lor’s evidence read over to witness by Mr.
Fry.] Neversaid anythinglike that down
in the shop,
cellar I asked Taylor what his mother
would do if she got a box of candy, and
1 said if my mother got one she would
burn it. Am sure my mother never re-
ceived a box of candy.

Sergt. Hastings testified to having got
McDonald’s overcoat a week ago Satar-
day evening at T B Barker's wholesale
store. He found nothing in the pockets.
To the coroner—I showed the coat to
McDonald Monday or Tuesday evening.
First said it was his; afterwards that it
was one he had borrowed. McDonald
called me back and asked me who told
me to interrogate him. Ideclined to
answer that.

Wm. Macaulay, turnkey of the jail,
sworn, stated that he heard McDonald
tell Howard Barker on the day of his ar-
rest to get his overcoat which was hang-
ing in the wholesale, and not to disturb
anything in the pockets.

Frank Craibe sworn: Manage T. B,
Barker's retail. Have been there 13
igars. Know McDonald, have known

im since he worked in the wholesale

McDonald was in the retail store the
evening before his arrest. When he
came in he asked if Gerow was in and
said he wanted to see him on fnancial
business. Did not know previous to his
arrest that McDonald was going to Fred-
ericton. Never asked Christie if he could
account for the bottle of strychine that
was missing. Sell Paris green in the re-
tail, mostly in pound pabkages. [Paper
shown to witness.] Any green, Pairs,
Brunswick, chorre or a diamond dye
might make these stains.

I
was the same distance, right alongside of
Howard Barker.

Mr, Gerow,recalled, identified Howard
Burker's initials on a box. Thought
there was a similarity between these
figures and McDonald’s.

Cuicaco, Oct. 14.--The latest exposure
of bribery and corruption in connection
with the trial of the murderers of Dr.
Cronin has thrown the city into a fer-
ment of excitement.

The sensational developments of the
past two days leave no room for doubt
that one of the most desperate congpira-
cies ever orgamized for the rescue of a
criminal gang was attempted by the
friends of the murderers, and that it
would have been carried to a successful
issue had not the conspirators shown too
great recklessness in their efforts to cor-
rupt the talesmen summoned by the
Court.

Althongh six men are now under ar-
rest for their connection with the plot it
is generally believed that they are only
the tools of those higher in influence and
authority, who had undertaken the des-
perate game to shield their own crimes.

The men who are now in the hands of
the police, and who have been indicted
by the special Grand Jury summoned by

The police and the State Attorney’s
office are working 'so secretly thatitis
impossible to ascertain at the present
time just how far the situation has been
cleared; but from intimations given by
the authorities it is understood that the
infamous Clan-na-Gael triangle, which
was 8o prominently brought forward 'at
the time of the butchery of Dr. Cronin,
has been fastened with the responsibility
of this latest crime.

Kavanaugh, who is one of the promin-

and wteading spirit of Campus 20 when
the conspiracy against Dr. Cronin was
hatched, is said to be more deeply impli-
cated in the bribery plot than any of the
other men_arrested.

He is the one who bribed Joseph
Konen, the fruit dealer,to go on the 1iury
for $1,000, and it is reported that both he
and Konen have made a clean breast of
the plot.

Of the other prisoners Solomon and
Hanks are bailifis, who arein charge of
two ofthe Cronin murderers; O'Donnell
isa Government guager and Smith isa
manufacturer’s agent, All of them are
members of Chicago camps of the Clan-
na-Gael.

Kavanaugh’s partner in business, one
Sylvester Brown, was one ol the jurors
summoned, presumably through the in-
fluence of the conspirators, and he tried
his besl to get accepted. He was
peremptorily challenged %y the State.

Lawyer William 8. Forest, the counsel
for Burke and Coughlan, two of the
principal Cronin suspects,is implicated in
the bribery of the jurors, according to the
reported confession of Kavanaugh, but
he went to Judge McConnel and {[dis-
claimed any connections with the plot.

Thomas F Sinnott, a-well-know young
lawyer and clerk of the Probate Court, is
another person against whom very strong
suspicions have been laid. He was sum-
moned before the Grand Jury at its first
session, 'and it was said yesterday that
indictments had been ordered against
him. He has not yet been arrested, how-
ever.

This morning rumor has it that Alex.
Sullivan, whose activity in Lehalf ot the
accuged Cronin murderers has bzen some-
thing extraordinary, will be rearrested,
together with others holding as promi-
nent positions as himself in Chicago pel-
itics.

The fact that so many persons holding
official positions in the courts appeared to
be connected with the plot hascreated the
utmost alarm and anxiety in the ecity,
and even the judges and police authori-
ties do not know which of their subord-
inates they may trust.

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THE PROPOSED LONG  WHARF
INPROVEMENTS.

We stated yesterday that, in our
opinion the loan of $50,000 which has
been requested of the city by the St. Jolin
Trade Promoting and Forwarding Asso-
ciation to enable them to improve the
Long wharf property,ought to be granted,
and we propose here to state briefly the
reasons for this opinion. Tt is admitted
that the wharfage facilities we possess
for the accommodation of steamships are
wholly inadequate, and that unless the
Dominion government or the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company comes to the
rescue the city will have to incur large
expenditures for the purpose of placing
our wharves in a proper shape to do the
business which is expected to come to
this port. The cost of a complete scheme
of harbor improvement has been various-
ly stated, but all the estimates have been
high enough toalarm our taxpayers. The
scheme of harbor improvement at the
new pier, recommended to the Common
Council by tt e committee of the Board of
Trade, although it only would give ac-
commodation to two steamships of the
largest class, would involve an expendi-
ture of $100,000 for the purchase of
private property alone, and of at least
£325,000 altogether. The scheme pro-
posed by Mr. Perley for the building of a
wharf from Reed’s Point to the Corpora-
tion pier was estimated by him to cost
£3387,500 and to give room for four freight
steamers, against which must be placed
the destruction of the berth at the south
side of Reed’s Point wharf, formerly used
by the Anchor Line steamships, so that
the net gain in wharf accommodation
would be berths for three freight steam-
ers. Even the much ridiculed improve-
ment of Mr. Hurd Peters, C. E., which
proposed to make room for two small
steamships was to cost $117,000, accord-
ing to his own showing, although it could
easily have been demonstrated that it
would cost three times that fignre. With-

They say they will build ware-
houses and make railway connexions
with both wharves, spending altogether
$75,000, and they ask the eity for a loan
of $50,000 for ten years, for which they
are willing to pay interest at the rate of
4 per cent. per annum, they giving a
mortgage on their property as security
for the repayment of the loan. The city
bas this money and much more lying in
the Bank of New Brunswick and drawing
only 3 per cent. interest, and the Com-
mon Council has the power to invest the
sum in a mortgage in accordance with
the request of the Association. Without
the slightest desire to be considered as
reflecting on any of our banking institu-
tions, we maintain that a $50,000 mort-
gage on this property, after 1t has been
improved as proposed, is quite as
good & security as any bank in Canada
can give.

The Monetary Times says:

“A correspondent in Guelph bewails
the apathy of the Board of Trade of that |
place, and a paragraph in the Mercury
remarks upon the postponement of a
regular meetmg for want of a quorum.
We may reassure our correspondent by
telling him that such seeming apatby is
not al all unusual and not confined to
Guelph. There are many reasons why
gatherings of the sort may sometimes be
thinly attended: the business man is
fatigned and wishes tospend the evening
at home; he has something else to do
and does not feel that he can spare the
time; he is selfish and considers that he
can get along without board of trade

to work for the community, lmvingf?qite
enough to do to conduct his own affairs.

make the mistake of forgetting that you
are a partof the community, and are
interested, inspite of yourself, in its
prosperity ordecay. You cannot isolate
vourself and pretend that your neighbor-
merchants or m:umf:u'tnrg‘rs £ are
nothing to you. Whether you like it or
not, your establishment and your busi-
ness forms a part of the aggregate
vommercial force or value of the place,
and if it is tocommand the respect or
carry the weight it ought, you should be
on hand to represent 1t and do a proper
share of the work which your incumbency
of the position fairly requires.”
While there is a great deal of truth in
these remarks there is also another side
to the story, as applied to those taking
up public matters in this city at least.
If wo have a few such examples as given
us by the Common Council in their
treatment of the gentlemen who organ-
ized the Carnival and Electric Exhibition
this summer, there will soon be very few
left who will consider the intereste of the
public. .

After long and
tedions work, besides running consider-
able financial risk and many of them
expending hundreds of dollars out of
their own pockets, they gave the city a
most admirable advertisement, worth
many thousands of dollars. Now they
ask the City Council to make upatrifling
deficiency and one attacked by a certain
newspaper, as if they were so many
thieves trying to swindle the public.
These are the sort of things that dis-
gust the public spirited men who are
willing to do their share of the work of
the community. There are many of our
people who have worked earnestly and
successfully for our city without any
wish for public praise or recognition,who
have been driven out of all such matters
simply by the sneers and jealousies of
those who will never put their shoulder
to the wheel. We have not too many
leaders in St. John now and if this spirit
is allowed to grow, those who are now
carrying the load will be driven out in
disgust.
As an illustration let us take our City
Council. Very few people have any idea
of the amount of time and anxiety the
work of the aldermen involves, and yet
how seldom we hear one good word said
in their behalf. If there is a flaw to be
{)icked in their suggestions it is paraded
\igh and low, but never a good word for
their success. If our city is to prosper it
must be by the unanimity of its citi-
zens and we must find some means of
giving public recognition to our willing
workers and not dampen their ardor.

Youngsters Like it.

For the past few weeks there has been

quite a stir among the teachers and pu-

pils of the public schools over the intro-

duction of what is known as clay model-

ling, as one of the branches inthe school

course, but all the schools are now sup-

plied with clay, the children have pto-

cured the models and the teachers are

doing their best to teach what a great
number of them know little or nothing
about.

Clay modelling has been introduced

in connection with the new course of
drawing, the object being to teach the
pupils to observe closely the forms of dif-
ferent objects and to draw from the
objects instead of merely copying
in the manner followed before the intro-
duction of this new system of instruction.
The course is one of form, study and
drawing as complementing each other
and it is claimed furnishes a mental
development second to no other study
and indispensible to the education of
every child.

A Gazerre reporter visited Miss Orr's
school the other day and saw the school
go through the clay modelling lesson.
Each pupil was provided with a box of
models, consisting of a ball, cube, cylin.
der, oblong, prism and half sphere, all
made of wood; also a number of pieces of
card board, representing the different
faces of the solid models just mentioned.
The pupils had already received lessons
on the the sphere and cubes, 8o the day
of the'reporter’s visit the cylinder was
chosen as model, and the children were
asked to describe it—to explain the differ-
ence between it and a sphere or cube, to
name the several surfaces,etc., thus mak-
ing a complete study of the model.
The teacher served out to each pupil a
cubic inch or more of clay,about the con-
sistency of putty, and after all apparent-
ly had a good idea of the shape of a cyl-
inder and could describe it accurately
the work of modelling was begun.
