DOTTING THE PRAIRIE.

BLUECOATS HASTEN TO HEAD OFF
AN INDIAN UPRISING.

A Large Body of Troops (o be Massed at
Rosebud and Pine Ridge Agencies,

LOOKING FOR A NIHILIST.

PARIS POLICE HUNTING FOR THE
MURDERER OF SELIVERSTROFF.

A Man Named Podlesky Identified as
the One Who Fired the Shot That

in the 's Denth—He

Which Will Have a Qui
ing Effect—Gen. Brooke on His Way
to Take Command.

Loxg Ping, Neb., Nov. 19.—Troops have
been pouring into Rushville all day and
to-night. The sandy prairie, stretching
away between that point and Pine Ridge
agency, is dotted with troopers, who are
making a forced march to Indian strong-
holds.

Besgide their regulation army accoutre-
ments, the soldiers have with them two
Gatling guns and one Hotchkiss gun.
The companies now on the move are H,
B, C and D, 8th_cavalry of Omaha,F, I
and D, 9th cavalry of Fort Robinson, and
C, 8th infantry. Troops have also ar-
rived from Fort Niobrara, and more are
expected from the hills tomorrow. g

1t is reported here that the Indians at
Pine Ridge agency are still dancing and
growing daily more sullen. Old Red
Cloud has made repeated efforts to check
the fanaticism of the young men, but he
has at last been compelled to leave his
people to their fate.

The soldiers now marching on the
agency will not mass at any one point.
1t is probable that six companies will go
into camp at Pine Ridge, while the rest
will be stationed within easy call.

On the prairie old Indian scouts and
trappers are comimg into Rushville and
offering their services against ihe hos-
tiles.

One interesting feature of the present

tonight of Buffalo Bill’s troupe of42 Sioux
who have just returned from a two years’
tour of Europe. They arein charge of
Major Burke; old Jack Nelson the fam-
ous scout, and Jack Russell, also a pion-
eer guide for the United States troops.
These Indians smoke cigarettes, wear
diamonds, carry silver-headed canes and
laugh at the idea of the ecoming of the
Messiah. Rocky Bear and Black Heart,
a valiant son of American Horse, are the
head menof the party. They propose

.| to'see the ghost dance, and if the new

Christ is produced there, then they will
take sides with the whites, Itis hoped

.that their influence will check some of

theé fanaticism at the agency. They can-
not anticipate the nature of their recep-
tion by. their peop'e.

Many are inclined to believe that the
fanatical Sioux will believe that they
have been dressed by the whites, and
sent to the agency to stop the dancing
and antagonize the Messiah theory. If
this should prove true, there will be no
killing of the fatted calf when the
wanderers return.

Maj. Burke and Scouts Russell and
Nelson will probably”be pressed into
service by the government. They, too,
are apprehensive of the outcome of
their return at this time and of their
attempt to combat the Mesgiah theory.2

[ Nelson ®aid today he was neither

Indian nor white man. He didn’t know
where he stood. His wife is sister of
old Red Cloud.

There is a’report tonight that the
Indians at the Rosebud agency, are
frantic over a ghost dance which has
been going on there without cessation
since late last week. Old-Man-Afraid-of-
His-Horse and Two-Strike are said to
have been converted to the crazy theory,
and are dancing with the rest.

The weather is fine and favorable for
the Indians should they start on the
warpath. Ranchmen are taking extra-
ordinary precautions against attempts
to run off their stock, and many have
sent their families to the towns.
There are now at Pine Ridge and Rose-
bud 1,700 heavily armed warriors. The
soldiers now in the field number about
700.
It is reported by railroad men that a
small war party of Ogallala Sioux have
kindled fires in the hills, and are run-
ning off stock.

MASSING THE TROOPS.
Gen. Brooke on his Way to Take Com-

mand—A Late Ramor.

Omana, Neb., Nov. 21.—Gen. Brooke,
commanding the department of the
Platte, left for the scene of the expected
Indian troubles last night at 12 o’clock.
He was accompanied by his aide, Lieut.
Charles M. Truitt of the 21st infantry.
Gen. Brooke’s command with it, it is ex-
pected, leave Rushville to-night, and the
cavalry are under orders to move from
there not later than 11 o'clock, P. M.
with the aim of reaching Pine Ridge
agency by 4 o’clock to-morrow morning.

This will mass as many troops as
possible at the sgame moment in the
vicinity of the agency, and will deter the
Indians from attempting an attack,
which it is feared they might do if the
military detachr ~nts should be found
to be small and widely separated.

Agent Rior at Pine Ridge telegraphed
the general that, when the order was
issued centring the soldiers in the vi-
cinity of his station, the information
might be withheld from the newspapers.

¢ | He feared the savages before the troops

could prevent, would massacre eyery
white person on the reservation.

It has later been announced that the
Indians at Rosebud haverisen en masse,
and were proceeding to Pine Ridge, the
adjoining agency, which is about 50
miles distant.

IN THE FORM OF A BUFFALO.

How the Indian Messiah Is Expected
to Give the Sigual for Battle.

Oytana, Neb., Nov. 21.—A World-Her-
ald special from Rushville says that last
week a big meeting was held about 30
miles from Pine Ridge, at which a reput-
ed apostle of the Messiah was present.
He told the Indians to return to the
agency and await the coming of the
Messiah, who is to arrive tomorrow in
the form of a buffalo. He will give the
signal for the opening of the conflict
which is to annihilate the white race.
This fact causes great fear in the minds
of old Indian fighters. Unless there is
an absolute failure to get word from the
Messiah on the day of the arrival of the
troops, a conflct is certain.

Has Figured in Previous A firirs—
Moderate Policy of Servia.

Paris, Nov. 19.—Gen. Seliverstroff, the
ex-chief of the Russian gendarmerie and
head of the department of political police
who was found in his apartments in the
Hotel de Bade, boulevard de Italiens,
yesterday with a bullet wound in his
head, died this morning, without having
uttered a word or regained conscious-
ness.

The police believe the murder was
committed by a man named Podlesky, a
Russian Pole in the service of the firm of
Benoff in this city.

He was sent by the firm with a mes~
sage to the general. Podlesky being
shabbily dressed;the attendants attempt-
ed to prevent him going to the general’s
room.

He insisted on seeing the general, say-
ing that he had to get an answer to the
note he brought, After waiting five
minutes he was shown to the general's
presence and left there.

Shortly afterward he was seen leaving
the hotel, apparently calm and self-pos-
sessed. -

Podlesky was in Paris at the time of
the Nihilist arrests in February last, but
he escaped to Galicia. The police have
visited the lodgings of all ‘the Russians
who were implicated in the February
affair and have discovered that Podlesky
was one of them.

In Podlesky’s lodgings they found cart-
ridges of the same calibre as the revolv-
er used by the murderer.

Two Nihilists with whom Podlesky
had passed the night on two occasions
lately, have been arrested.

A ““‘GOOD” MAN’S WEAKNESS.

New Yorg, Nov. 17.—The eccentric
life of Stephen F. Beekman, a descend-
ant of Governor George Clinton, was re-
vived before Jndge Lawrence in the Su-
preme court today in a suit brought by
his wife’s heirs to set asidea will and
deed conveying all of his property to
Mrs. Gertrude Beekman, ,he testator's
cousin, Beekman married about 1860,
and lived with his wife until 1865. Then
they parted under artlcles of seperation
which included a deéd of trust giving
her an income from his property. He
came to this city, where he remained
until May, 1881, living all or most
of the time, as alleged, with a Miss See.
During this period Miss See was im-
posed upon his friends as his wife and
together they moved in the best society.
Mr. Beekman was a church warden and
was considered and upright and religious
man, It is asserted that up to his death
he was an inebriate, and that his mind
was weakened by his exisses. At first
he made awill in favor of Miss See, but
her alleged abuse led him to retaliate by
making a will in March, 1881, in favor of
his deserted wife. Early in May, of the
same year, he slipped away from Miss
See and with the aid of friends succeeded
in brining about a reconciliation with
his wife. This restoration was short-
lived. He left his wife in a few days
and took up his residence with his
cousin, who took care ef him until his
death in 1881,

This cousin, counsel on both sides
assert, procured a fraudulent divorce
from her husband, in order to marry
Adolphus Beekman, the dead man’s
brother. Stephen Beekman, after being
installed in his cousin’s house, made a
will in her favor on August 4, and on
August 30 executed a deed conveying
his real property to her, snbject to his
wife’s deed of trust. This will is now
contested. Margaret Redmond, who
had been a domestic for Beekman and
Miss See for ten years, said on the wit-
ness stand today that she supposed
they were married. Miss See often
abused Beekman, and was always
tyrannical. She cuffed and slapped him
and frequently seized him by the]collar,
dragging him about the room. Counsel
asked if Beekman did dot_remonstrate.
“No,” said the witness, “he would try to
get away, but she followed him up and
would notlet him escape.”

She added that when Miss See had
conquered him he would sit on the floor
and cry. Beekman was drunk most of
the time. He had often read poetry to
the wiiness, and whenever he could not
get drink he either read the Bible or
or delved in poetry.

THE GREIT_IHSBOVEREH.

Dr. Carl Hochsinger, of Vienna, has
spent some days in Berlin where he
saw injections made of Dr. Koch’s
remedy upon consumptive adult patients,
cases of diseased larynx, and scrofuleus
children, whose glands or bones were
affected.

They
were a third smaller than before the
treatment began, The impression pro-
duced upon medical men is overpower-
ing. That a remedy should have been
found which destroys the tubercle with-
out hurting the body, and that through
the blood it should be able to approach
the infected tissue,is a triumph of science.
Berlin is filled with patients from all
parts of the civilized world and physic-
ians from every couniry in Europe.
Dr. Koch’s three assistants have leased
one hotel and 17 boarding houses inwhich
they treat their wealthy patients,and the
number treated by these three doctors
is about 1000 per day. Patients in ad-
vanced stages of consumption have in
some cases suffered greatly from the im-
mediate effects of the treatment. One
patient was unconscious 36 hours after
the first injection and 18 after the second-
Light attacks of pleurisy follow the in-
jection in some cases. One censump-
tive leaves New York tomorrow to place
himself under the professor's care, and
as a reward for his services in the imnter-
est of medical science, the emperor will
probably confer a title of nobility upon
Prof. Koch.

ST. JOHN'S GOOD NAME ASPERSED.

The Halifax Herald under the heading
“Tried the St. John Trick” publishes the
following Montreal despatch :—

MoxtrEAL, Nov. 19.—Two Frenchmen,
Dayet and Filene, have left Quebec,
leaving behind them guite a number of
sorrowful friends. ’ﬂxe two men, in
partnership, dealt largely in wines.
liquors and French canned goods. The
amount they owe is $30,000. It ap-
pears they succeeded in bleeding toa
considerable extent the bonded ware-
house forming part of their establish-
ment, replacing wines and spirits by
water.

1t will be seen from the above and the
heading which ;accompanies it that not
only does a Halifax paper believe the
statement made in the letter of
“Your affectionate uncle, J. Mac-
gregor Grant” to “Dear Ollie,” in
regard to the late John W. Nicholson
having defrauded the government by
taking liquor from casks in his bonded
warehouse, but that the whole popula-
tion of St. John is made responsible for
this alleged piece of dishonesty and it is
termed “The St. John Trick,’ as if stealing
liquor from bonded warehouses was the
daily occupation of our citizens. - We do
not propose that the good name of the
people of this city shall suffer in this
fashion and therefore have been at some
pains to ascertain whether such a fraud
as that charged in the letter
in question  against . the late
John W. Nicholson is pessible. We are
informed by np less an authority than
Collector Ruel that no such fraud could
be committed as that alleged. When an
importer brings in a quantity of liquor
hich is placed in bond the liquor is
gauged and the quantity charged against
him on the custom house books, and his
liquor must be taken out of bond and the
duty paid upon it within a certain time.
It would therefore not help the importer
in the least if he should take all the
liquor out of a cask and
substitute water, for he = would
have to pay duty on the water when the
cagks were taken out of the bonded ware-
house. On the other hand, if the liquor
was taken out of bond for export it would
again be gauged and if it had diminished
in strength or quantity the importer
would have to pay duty onthe difference
before it could be exported. It will be
seen from this that the government is
thoroughly . protected against fraud
whether the liquor placed in ware-
house * - finally = goes into con-
sumption here or is exported, We

advise our Halifax friends to be
more guarded in their language in ref-
erence to the people of this city, and
not to accuse this entire community of
“ways that are dark and tricks that are
vain,” and of frauds on the custom house
which could not occur.

DIED WITH ALIE IN HIS MOUTH

The publication of the Birchall auto-
biography by the Toronto Mail, the
proprietors of which in conjunction with
Mr. Bennett of the New York Herald,
paid a large sum for the copyright, bids
fair to involve the former in litigation.
Birchall, referring to his London at-
torneys, Messrs. Hellmuth & Ivey,
though he does not mention them by
name, publigshes in his book what
purports to be a copy of the
bill rendered by those gentlemen for
their services, in which appears such
items as “whiskey for cabman $6,"cigars
$3,” etc.: ete., and he intimates that the
money placed in their hands for his de-
fence has not been properly accounted
for. Messrs. Hellmuth & Ivey deny
that they ever rendered a bill for their
services in the case and assert that all
of Birchall’s insinuations are wholly un-
founded. They have served a prelimin-
ary notice on the publishers of the Mail
and will in due course issue a writ of
libel. One of the Toronto papers asserts
that the reason why the clergyman who
acted as Birchall's spiritual adviser dur-
ing his incarceration refused to officiate
at his burial was that in Birchall’s book
he denied that he had or ever
wonld make a confession of the crime

- | for which he was convicted, while to his

clergyman he had, previous to writing
this paragraph, made a full confession,
thus proving his insincerty and utter
disregard of truth. In general, almost
as much sympathy is felt for the crim-
inal as for his victim, but the atrocity of
Birchall’s crime, his callousness while in
prison and the frivolous character of his
“Jife,” which to its last chapter, it is as-
serted is full of falsehoods, render it al-
most impossible to look upon the last
lact in his career with sympathy or
regret.

ABOUT OWLS.

Men who go about the world with an
unvarying expression of countenance,
who calculate the effect of every word
they utter and measure their steps with
a yard stick or tape line, are apt to get a
good deal of undeserved credit for stabil-
ity and sterling honesty, while another
who is governed as much by impulse as
by cold caleulation, is quite as apt to
bring upon himself a share of discredit
which is no less unmerited. The first is
rarely guilty of a generous action;
the last is almost always
generous and sometimes indiscreet ; the
first is frequently a hypocrite, the last
seldom if ever. The world says the first
is substantial, the last unstable. We
call the owl the wisest of birds because
of his gravity and because he appears to
have but one object in life which is to
devour the largest possible number of
mice and chickens; he regards the one
quite as dainty fare as the other. There
are owls in every community that wear
hats and boots and other human habili-
ments. But if all men were of this
stamp the city would be about as
cheerful as would be the woods
and fields if all their feathered inhabit-
ants were owls. We could not do without
{116 warblers, the robins and the bob-o-
links; where they are there is always a
bit of sunshine, ora note of music;
though none of us credit them with an
overplus of wisdom, we all prefer their
company to that of the owls.

A Man Whose Pareunts Were Ammites
Talks About That Sect.

(New York World)
Congressman 8. 8. Yoder, who has been
speaking in behalf of Mr.Warwich,Major
McKinley's opponent in the race for
Congress, and who is taking a particular
interest in this contest, has given
Tar Worrp correspondent a more detail-
ed and interesting account of the remark-
able Ammish people that could be ob-
tained from any othersource. His moth-
er was an Ammish woman and died
strong in the faith. His father was of
tho same sect from which he separated.
Their son never adopted Ammish ways
of thinking or living.

'Thé& followers of Jacob Amma. "said
Mr. Yoder, “‘are now losing much of their
original quaintness, outwardly expressed
by their singular garments and refusal to
wear buttons. They came from Switzer-
land and Germany, settled in Pennsyl-
vania and scattered from there, the great-
est number now being in Ohio. They
believe that they should have nothing to
do with the world at large. They marry
and intermarry, and the marriage of an
Ammish man or woman to one of differ-
ent belief is followed by expulsion. Ex-
pulsion is punishment. more severe than
the courts could administer, as a person
expelled is ostracized from his people in
every sense. They will noteat from a
plate used by a member so banished.

¢« No Ammish man or woman ever
went to the poorhouse, for they help each
other in distress. They are opposed to
education beyond knowledge of reading
and writing. - The washing of feet is one
of their cardinal doctrines. They select
one from their number for a pieacher
in every community by casting lots.
Their wool goes to old Peter Wise’s wool-
len factory, and is there made up into
ready-made clothing such as they wear.
Drunkenness, swearing, litigation, even
the pursuit of horse thieves, is forbidden
among them. The original Ammish
would not vote at all, for they believed it
absolute exclusion. Nowadays most of
them vote, and nine out of every ten vote
the Democratic ticket.

2 Though modest, virtuous and strict
upholders of moral code, their courtship
is very peculiar. The lover waits unti the
family—the dear one included—have re-
tired. He then removes hisshoes, quietly
enters the house, slips to her room, con-
fesses his devotion in the solitude of her
apartment, and is made haqpy or mis-
erable, as the case may be. 1n due sea-
son banns are published in the church,
and the whole neighborhood comes to
the wedding, drinking wine moderately
and playing very strange kissing games
until a late hour.

Measures and Weighing Machines generally are
specially requested to read carefully the following
instructions and act accordingly: :

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for
aregular biennial inspection of all ¥ elfhhs and
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for
irr&edgnlar inspections of the same, which may be
made at any time when deemed necessary by the
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs
or impedes an inspector or assistant m}:{;ecwr in
the performance of his duty under said Act, or
who refuses oofpro.dnce the whole of his weights
and measures for inspection when called upon to
do g0 by au inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of
weights, measures. and weighing machines when
paym'wmpneyu to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect-
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees,
is entitled to, and is specially requested to d
mand trom the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (*Form 0, 6 with the words
“Qriginal for the Trader” printed at the head
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether
or not the ntamfns attached to such certificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attacl ;

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested te keep them care-
fully for two years, and fn order to secure their
safe keeping it would he advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produse their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do €0 by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
ability, have to pay over again their verification

fees.

The recent
sad drowning accident in Courtenay Bay
clearly demonstrated this fact. Had
there been at that time a life boat stat-
tion and a proper boat, lives would
doubtless have been saved.

St. John can boast of a life boat, but
one which is unfit for service. It i8
stored in the shed on the end of Reed’s
Point and is rarely if ever seen. The
boat in question is an unshapely, cum-
bersome affair, which if kept for a few
years longer, could be set up as one of
the curios of a museum and as a relic of
the bygone centuries. Itis about twenty-
five feet in length, is sheathed with tin
on the outside, and is sharp or intended
to be sharp on both ends. Around the
inside there runs a tin air tank, which
enables the boat to keep afloat should
she fill with water. Life lines are also
around the gunnels and she is provided
with a set of rowlocks, six on each side.
The boat has a good breadth of beam
and around her on the outside, a cork
float has been tied on with ropes to
make her more bouyant.

With all the appliances, however, the
life boat cannot be trusted in a heavy
gea any more than a common fisher-
man’s boat. On the day of the lament~
able accident in Courtenay Bay, she was
launched and manned by an able crew,
and headed. She had not gone far
from the wharf when the seas began to
pour into her and in a short period the
water was upto the thwarts. Do what
they could the crew found it impossible
to keep her clear and but for the air
tank and cork the boat would, without
doubt have gone to the bottom. Only
with  difficulty could her head be
kept to the sea, and ome of the
crew who manned her on that
that memorable day, says that bad the
sea been any higher the boat could not
have lived. The drowning of the boys
cannot be attributed to the unservicable
condition of the boat, or to the men who
so gallantly volunteered, but had she
been properly adapted for the gervice,
much quicker progress could have been
made, and in all probability, the boat
could have reached the scene in time to
effect a rescre.

This ancient specimen of architecture,
the life boat—was brought to this city
from England a great many years ago—
in fact so long ago that old boatman
who have been arcund Reed’s Point since
boyhood, do not remember when it did
arrive here. At the time it came another
one was also brought. 'This was by far
the better boat, riding the waves lighter,
and being much easier to handle. It
faithfully served the city for some years,
but at the time the ill-fated top-sail
schooner Reward, went ‘ashore in
Courtenay Bay, losing all of her crew,ex-
cepting two, the best life boat’ was also
lost. Manned by a crew consisting of
Robert Murray, Charles Bridges, John
Thomas, George Doody, T. Collins,
Michael Parkinson and John Tole, this
boat did gallant service in the great gale
in which the Reward and five or six
other vessels were wrecked. The two
men saved from the topsail schooner
were taken off by this boat, besides
others from the wrecks which were
strewed along the beaches. The rescu-
ing crew left their boat in her usual place
after performing these hazardous acts of
saving life, but she was not permitted to
remain there. Some other men took.her
out and when they had used her left her
on the beach of Courtenay Bay,where she,
in a short time pounded to pieces.

The other life boat was stored in a
shed at' Sand Point, Carleton, where she
was kept until three or four year ago,
when she was taken to Reed's point,
to be used in cases of @mergency.

Robert Murray is in charge of the
boat and when she is needed volunteers
are depended upon, to man her.

The opinion of some boatmen has been
asked concerning this boat as a life-
saving apparatus, and they speak very
unfavorably of her. All unite in pro-
nouncing her entirely unfit for service
and say that the livesof a rescuing
party would be endangered in rough
water.

It would be an easy matter, and would
not cost a very large amount of money
to provide one or two well equipped
boats, which ceuld be relied upon to live
in such a sea as sometimes rolls into
Courtenay bay. A law has been passed
in England, which specifies that every
ship arrivingat an English port shall
provide herself with a properly equipped
life-boat. The cost is about "$250. Why
then, if one ship can provide her-
self with a life-boat, why
cannot cities such as St.  John,
have life saving, appliances ? Men will
not be found wanting to man a Jife-boa
and will freely volunteer their services
for such work.

The old boat requires seven of a crew
six to row and one to steer, and when
occasion requires it, offers were made
by many brave men to do gervice.

A life boat and a crew of selected men
who would receive a certain remunera-
tion for their work, but would not be
kept from their regular vocations,is what
is necessary to St. John.
