An Extension Pnmtised by the E. & N.
Which Menas ^bch. for Victoria. ,

If Victorians are shrewd enough to “take 
occasion by the fcaad” and the E. & N. 
railroad carry out the plaits which they 
have under oons’dee^tton at the present 
time, there Is every Indication that the 
mines of Mount Sticker and Bronton may 
become tributary to this city and materially 
assist in giving a much needed impetus t* 
Victoria’s progress. The natural supply 
centre for the mines In the district above 
mentioned has always been Victoria, bttt 
some time ago it looked as though the ores 
of the - rich properties now being developed 
on Mount Sticker would find their way to 
some other port. The proposed step of 
the E. & N. will do much towards clearing 
the way for th's city, and rendering practi­
cable several schemes which have from 
time to time been broached for increasing 
the city’s prosperity.

Several weeks ago the E. & N. railway 
put on a staff of surveyors to locate a line 
from Chfemaimis, where the line touches the 
sea, In to the Mount Rrenton, across from 
Mount Sticker, and about six miles from 
the main line.-" The primary purpose of tHfe 
proposed extension Is to reach the timber 
of Brentqn mountain, but it will finally 
serve the purpose of tapping the rich mines 
which will soon be shipping their ores.

“guiding star” is and ought to be the par­
liament of this province.

“Parliament is the voice of the people.” 
(Todd’s Parliamentary Government of 
England.)

Primarily it is the bounden and solemn 
duty of a ministry when defeated at the 
polls to meet parliament before tender­
ing resignation, and this has been the 
practice in England down to a recent 
date, subject to but few exceptions.

The present leader of the government 
in the bouse of commons in England, 
whrn the ministry of which he was a 
member' was defeated in 1892, met par­
liament after the general election, and 
did not resign until defeated on the de­
bate on the address in reply to the 
Queen’s Speech from the Throne.

Mr. Balfour, on that occasion, said: 
“In meeting parliament, we are strictly 
following the best precedent.” Let me, 
howevec, draw' your honor’s attention to 
récent Canadian precedence.

The government of Mr. Mackenzie 
was defeated on the 17th September, 
1878,, at a general election, by an over­
whelming majority. It was in the next 
month that Mr. Mackenzie decided to re­
sign. Lord Dufferin did not suggest this 
course. On the contrat)-, Mr. Macken­
zie excused himself for taking it. To 
meet parliament under the circum­
stance's, he wrote, was the course “in 
accordance with the English practice,” 
but, he went on to urge, as a justifica­
tion for not doing so, “there are two peV- 
cedents of recent date in favor of a 
resignation before the meeting of parlia­
ment.” Even in this case, where the 
popular verdict gave a majority of 80 
against him, the Globe newspaper said: 
“It is true Mr. Mackenzie knows nothing 
of the strength of the respective parties 
until that be tested by a division of the 
house of commons,” and again, “He has 
the legal right to hold office until the 
usual time of the meeting of parlia­
ment, to do all the acts that a ministry 
in the possession of a majority could 
do.”
