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THE WORLD’S GOLD.

Additions That Have Been Made
to It In Recent Years.
.

The annual meeting of the Royal
Statistical Society was held on Tues-
day in the rooms, Adelphi Terrace,
London , Lord Avebury presiding,
says the London Telegraph. After-
ward a paper was read by Wynnard
Hooper on '“The Recent Gold Pro-
ductien of the World,’”” in which he
gave a statement of that production
in five yearly periods since the year
1851, showing the value of the min-
eral won, according to the various
standards of valuation. After re-
marking on the way in which that
valuation had fluctuated, and on the
effect which nmodern improved meth-
ods would be likely to have in the
gold fields where a large amount of
stuff even of inferior grade, was like-
ly to be available, he showed the out-
put of gold during the last twenty
years; olassifying it according to the
countried of itd origin. From this
great
gold produeing areas, only Russia
seemed not progressive: The uuthm
efirmed that; whatever the world’s
steek might have been. t.here eould !
have been no material additions to
it until; at all events; within the|
last five years and probably till with-|
in the last five yedrs only, but that
there was every probability of a ma-
terial addition being made within
the next five or ten years.

Taking the period of 1870 te 1885,
My. Hooper showed that, assuming
the requirements of the arts and of
the eoinage to be, say, £20,000,000
a year, there could net have been ad-
ded on balance, to the stock of gold
"anore than, say, £1,000,000 a year,

or £15,000,000 in the fifteen years
comprised in that period. Since
1885 there had been an increased
output, the average rising to £20,~
366,000 a year during the decade
1886 to 1895. This fact, stand-
ing alone, would suggest that
during this period there was added
to stock some £63,660,000. But
Mr. Hooper argued that £20,000,000
on the other side of the account for
wear and tear and the demands of
the arts, would be too small to fig-
ure during a period in which the
world was so prosperous, and ac-
cordingly he argued that but £38,-
660,000 could have been put by.

But things appeared very different
in regard to the figures of the last
five years. During the quinquen-
nium ending with the year 1900, the
average yield in the goldfields was
nearly £50,500,000 a year, and thus
in the period as much as £127,000,-
000 must have been added to the
world’s gold stock. Thus, for the
first time since the year 1855, there
was an appreciable addition, Mr,
Hooper did not think oven these ad-
ditions to stock had been sufficient
to bring about a fall in the value of
gold. He suggested that in the per-
iod 1901-10 the average annual gold
output was likely to be nearer £70,-
1000,000 than £60,000,000 a year,
{ He pointed out that changes in pric-
{es caused by alterations in the value
of gold must be necessarily much
{ smaller and must take place much
| more slowly than those caused by al-
terations in market conditions or by
{mprovements in the methods of pro-
duction and transportation.

At South Kensington there lived
a lady who suffered so severely from
dyspepsia that she was on the point
of losing her reason. Doctor after
doctor tried his hand, but without
avail. But one day the patient de-
veloped eczema on the back of the
neck. For the first time in ten years
she felt hungry, ate a good dinner,
and felt quite free from the dyspep-
sia. When the eczema disappeared,
however, the indigestion returned.
Later on the eczema came back, and
the indigestion went.

A gentleman lives in
North London who had to give up
his husiness, some years ago, owing
to the terrible state of his stomach.
He happened to go to Hamburg
when cholera

city, and he was stricken by the di-
sease. He pulled through, and found
when he recovered, that his dyspep-
sia had gone. Since then he has
been in perfect health, and says he
could digest horses’ hoofs, or even
boarding-house roast beef.

But much more serious ailments
than dyspepsia have been cured by
other diseases, and so successful are
one or two of these strange reme-
dies that they are being used in Ger-
many at the present moment. The
German doctor has added to his
pharmacopoeia the poisons of typhoid
fever and erysipelas. Of course, he
uses them most carefully, gives the
smallest possible dose, watches how
it acts, and keeps it under strict
control.

Used with proper care and judg-
ment, typhoid fever can be made to
cure diabetes. It is supposed that
the typhoid bacillus eats all the su-
gar, and causes some mysterious
change which prevents the waste of
any more of this substance.

Typhoid fever also cures

called leucocythaemia. This arises
from the presence of too many white
corpuscles in the blood. When the
typhoid germs enter the blood these
white corpuscles make instant war
on them, and the casualty lists are
so heavy that the patient is rid of
both enemies.

When anyone 18 afflicted with
rheumatism, nothing better could
happen to him than to get an at-
tack of typhoid fever. Innumerable
cases are on record where people
crippled by most painful rheumatism
have been perfectly cured by typhoid

It has dried up many festering
sores over which antiseptic dress-
ings had no influence; it has caused
the absorption and disappearance of
tumors, and may yet be turned to
account in the treatment of cancer.
It has also cured many cases of con-
sumption. But its most successful
cures have been effected in the lun-
atic asylum. F8r a long time it
has been known to asylum physicians
that the most violent mania sub-
sides when the patient gets some se-
vere bodily disease. Cholera, erysip-
clas, and typhoid fever are especial-
ly effectual. This knowledge is now
being turned to account, and when
all drugs, moral influence, and the
great healer Time have failed, *the
patient is given a dose of typhoid
bacilli. In a few days his madness
begins to fade away. And by the
time he is well enough to leave his
bed, he is perfectly sane once more.
But, though the cure is often per-
manent, it sometimes is effective
only for a few weeks or days.

Erysipelas holds the next place to
typhoid fever, and it is often used
by doctors as a remedy because of

It
has permanently cured epilepsy, and
has removed a polypus from a man’s
nose.

It would be supposed that nothing
good could be said of influenza. But
the wretched microbe of this disease
sometimes makes compensation for
the injury he does. In fact, he is a
most powerful curative agent at
times. A lady who had consulted
the doctors in London for severec
chronic catarrh got a bad attack of
influenza a couple of years back, and
on the very day of the attack the
catarrh disappeared. Influenza has
cured chronic bronchitis, and other
diseases, and may, under proper
control, become a very useful reme-
dy.

Typhus fever. is too terrible an
agent to cmploy voluntarily. But
when it comes of itself it sometimes
does good. An Indian Army officer
records that for many years his liv-
er was so bad that he could scarcely
eat sufficient

He had become mere skin and bone,
when, fortunately for him, he was
attacked by typhus fever. On recov-
ering from this he found his livér
in perfect order, and it has never
troubled him since. Typhus fever
also cures erysipelas, dropsy, con-
sumption, and St. Vitus’ dance.

Notv, it has been shown that ec-
zema cures dyspepsia, erysipelas
cures eczema, and typhus fever cures
erysipelas. Obviously, all we know
want is something that will make
typhus fever harmless, and we have
a certain cure for dyspepsia. And to
a great many people this cure would
be cheaply bought at the cost of the
whole cycle of diseases.

Many deaf people recover their
hearing for a time on getting a fit
of dizziness. And others, who suffer
severely from dizziness, are relieved
by an attack of deafness.

Princess Maud can not only bind
books and nurse a sick patient
scientifically, but also sail a half-
rater, ride a bicycle, spin as well as
sew, play chess, -and speak five
languages, including Russian. She
vies with her mother, Queen Alex-
andra, in being an expert photo-
grapher, and she is the Queen’s fav-
orite daughter.

Sir Henry Colville used to_ be a

great athlete, and a story is narrat-
ed of a/ famous wager he once made
that he 'would walk from the Guards’
Club to Charing Cross, carrying a
canoe on his back, take the train for
Dover, paddle across the channel,
catch the last steamer, and be back
in London in time for dinner. Not-
withstanding the apparent difficulties
of the undertaking, Sir Henry won
his bet.
. It took Count Tolstoi five years to
gather the historical material for
‘““War and Peace.”” The preliminary
writings from which the book sprang
are now in the Rumjanzofi Museum,
Moscow. But they had a hard
time getting there. Some years
ago, when Countess Tolstoi was ill,
a careless servant took the manu-
scripts and threw them into a dis-
used canal in the park near the
house. They were discovered after
several weeks and rescued.

Sarasate, the great Spanish vio-
linist. did not begin to learn the in-
strument until he was twelve, at
which age he entered the Conserva-
toire at Paris. Constant practice
has made his fingers extraordinarily
supple, and musicians used at one
time to be astonished at the way in
which he could move the last joint
of his little finger, a fact which, no
doubt, accounted in part at least
for some of the extraordinary skill
with which he is able to finger the
difficult instrument, which he manip-
ulates with such ease.

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FRUIT FLAVORS THAT BLEND.

A sort of gencral classification of
the various frult flavors that blend
will not prove amiss just now, but
rather form a most convenient sup-
plement to the numerous choice pre-
parations that have preceded, and
prove a ready reference for the busy
housewife who wishes to substitute
for fru’ not at hand, or exercise
her inv. tive skill on something a
little difierept. They may be com-
bined with the same palatable re-
sults in ‘many of the well-known
fruit salads; permitting various sub-
stitutions, as convenience or fancy
may suggest.

Cranberries and raisins combine in
a most delicious flavor, when used in
the proportions of a half-teacupful
of raisins to one quart of cranber-
ries. Raisins and nice tart apples
yield a mellow toothsome flavor,
while upon the pineapple we may
ring a great variety of changes.
Pineapple and orange, for instance;
pineapple, orange and banana; pine-
apple and lemon; banana and lemon;
pineapple, banana and lemon; ban-
ana and orange; banana, lemon and
orange.

Raspberries and currants, two
parts of the former to one of the
latter, blend delightfully, and there
is a perfect harmony in red raspberry
and lemon. Strawberries, so deli-
cious in themselves, form delectable
compounds when used as a basis
with following additions: notably
with orange; pleasing with lemon
when sweet strawberries are used;
while strawberries with vanilla yield
a peculiarly delightful flavor difficult
to analyze, strawberries, pineapples,
bananas, lemons. and sweet Florida
oranges, all in one, combine in lus-
cious effect if time be given them to
blend in one harmonius whole.

Cherries blend with Maraschino or
Noyau; they also blend with pine-
apple if the juice from a can of pine-
apple be added to one quart of cher-
ries, and this frozen according to re-
ceipes for frozen fruits it will please
the most exacting taste. Blackber-
ries, blueberries or grapes will never
disagree with the lemon, neither will
pear, apple or quince; pear, pineap-
ple and cherries, chree delights in
one, never disappoint; and for am-
brosial effect in the way of a tutti-
frutti of candied fruits you may add
to a pure, sweetened, frozen cream,
cherries, strawberries, apricots, an-
gelica, pears, Chinese oranges and a
little candied ginger. With perfect
harmony of flavor you may combine
sultanas, figs, dates and citron in
the same way, all cut fine, and add
also, if you wish, nuts and shredded
cocoanut.

DOMESTIC RECIPES.

Spiced Beef.—Take from four to
six pounds of beef from the middle
cut of the shin. Wash it, pick off
fragments of bone and cut away any
part that is not sweet and clean.
Cut into several pieces, put in a
kettle and cover with boiling water.
Skim as it comes to a boil, then
simmer until the meat falls to pieces
and the liquor is reduced to half a
pint. Remove the meat, season the
liquor highly with pepper, salt, sage
and thyme, add it to the meat and
mix with a fork until the meat is all
broken. Place in a brick-loaf pan
and when cold slice thinly. Nice for
picnics and lunches.

Quick DBread.—Unexpected company
sometimes decimates the supply of
bread so that there is not enough to
last over Sunday. Where short bis-
cuits are not appreciated as a sub-
stitute, try this recipe: Scald one
cup of milk and put it into a large
bowl containing half a tecaspoonful
salt, half a tablespoonful butter.
When the milk is lukewarm add one

i yeast cake dissolved in one-third cup

of lukewarm water,
until

then stir in flour
it is stiff enough to keep its
shape when smoothed over with a
knife. Cover, set it in a warm
place and let it rise until it doubles
its bulk, about one and a half hours.
Cut it down, shape into a loaf with-
out kneeding, let it rise again until
it doubles its bulk and bake about
forty minutes.

Canned Tomatoes.—Prepare the to-
matoes, choosing good solid ripe
ones, by scalding and peeling, cut in
pieces and fill the jars with the solid
leaving out the
juice. Screw the caps on the cans
without rubbers; have the wash boil-
er ready with strips of wood on the
bottom, or what is better, a perfor-
ated wooden bottom. Set the cans
in the boiler, not allowing them to
touch ecach other, fill with cold water
till about three-quarters up the sides
of the cans, and boil an hour and a
half, reckoning the time from that
at which boiling actually begins. The
contents of each can will have
shrunk a little; fill up from one jar.
Moisten the rubbers in the juice,
put on and seal quickly. There is
no question of their keeping if pro-
perly done, and you have your to-
matoes in glass instead of tin.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS,

In summer-time try folding sheets,
tablecloths and pillow-cases and run-
ning them through the wringer in-
stead of ironing.

Profuse perspiration is very bad

S

for the hair, so in warm weather it
is best to go without a hat as much
as possible and when one is worn it
should be light in weight and well
ventilated.

Teach the boys and girls to put
their things in their proper places.
You have heard that before? Seems
to me I have. But I was going to
add that the best way to teach this
to the youngsters is to have a place
for everything and then not forget
where that place is.

When badly sunburnt do not wash
the face soon after; wipe it gently
with vaseline or cold cream and dust
it lightly with corn starch. If you
do wash it use water as hot as can
be borne; dip soft cloths in the water
and lay them over the face, renew-
ing as they grow cool.

Fold a dress skirt across rather
than lengthwise; it gets lengthwise
creases in wearing, so fold it across
to counteract them. Stretch it. out
full width, then fold down from the
belt to fit the trunk. If too wide,
give the last folds lengthwise. This
tends to smooth out the lines and
mussiness of wear.

Do not allow the kitchen sink or
the bench by the well to serve as a
common toilet room for the men
when they come in from their work.
If each one cannot have a room to
himself, each room can have a wash-
bowl and pitcher, and every member
of the household his own comb and
brush. The privacy of one’s own
room is the place in which to make
the toilet.

Skimmed milk is too little appre-
ciated upon most farms. To be sure
it is a little thin as a drink, but
when used instead of water in bread-
mixing, the loaves are about ten per
cent. richer in flesh forming food.
But from one to three hours longer
are required by the sponge to rise.

Be sure to have your mattresses
not only turned daily but aired for
at least an hour. Kach child as it
becomes old enough should be taught
to remove the covers from the bed
daily and place them in a current of
air, and also to upturn the mattress.
If you do not require the child to
make her own bed, at least require
her to air it.

DOILIES FOR TABLES.

Exceptionally light and airy-look-
ing mats for a sideboard or table
are made with a round white linen
centre, into which a full frill border
of crochet is made of fine linen
thread as follows: Turn the edge or
the linen under narrowly and catch
it down; then cover the fold with a
row of solid double crochet. Using
the latter as a foundation, make the
first row, 3 chain, one single crochet
in every double crochet; second row,
4 ch. 1 s. c. in centre of every 3 ch.
loop; make ten more rows after the
same manner as the second row,
making the loops one stitch longer
in every row. Starch the edge
slightly and iron out very thor-
oughly.

FRAMING PICTURES.

The best taste of the day inclines
to framing photographs and prints
without nats, bringing the frame
close against the picture, as is done
in oils. If mats, however, are pre-
ferred, take the pictures to the deal-
ers and try each mat on each pic-
ture, never trusting to, chance, or
anything but actual * experiment.
Artists invariably do this. You
must consider the color of the prints
themselves and the color of the walls
on which they are to hang. The.
simplicities are always to be pre-
served, and no frame ought to dis-
tract attention from the picture it-
self.

A GOOD SHAKINGC.

Certain Diseases Said to be Cured
By This Means.

A medical man has discovered that
certain diseases can be cured by giv-
ing the sufferer a good shaking, and
establishments are now being open-
ed at which this curious method of
treatment for illnesses may be un-
dergone.

The theory upon which the vibra-
tionists go is that all things are in
a state of vibration—light, sound,
and heat are forms of vibration.
But even those things which are
popularly supposed to be inanimate
—the houses in which we live, the
very furniture upon which we sit,
are in the same condition. And so
the very act of living is a matter of
vibration. In other words, every
animal and vegetable pulsates ac-
cording to its individual wave
length.

Every part of every animal has its
rate of vibration, which, when nor-
mally maintained, keeps the mem-
ber in a state of health, but when
the rate departs from the normal, a
state of disease is induced. There
fore the use of medicine is a very
roundabout way of producing what
can be accomplished with a few odd
shakes. The machine used to do
this is not so complicated ; in the
hands of an ingenious man it might
be constructed from an old sewing
machine.

Diseases which have already been
successfully treated in this way in-
clude dyspepsia, rheumatism, nerv-
ous prostration, and gout.

THE KING AND RED TAPE.

What Edward VII. Can Do and
What He Can Not Do.

The King of England may not
leave the confines of the Empire
without being accompanied by a
Minister of State. The existence of
the State itself might well depend
on instant action, for instance, an
army of invasion might suddenly ap-
pear off the coast of England, in
which case it would be necessary to
call out the militia. This could not
be done legally without the signa-
ture of the King. Therefore it is
provided that a responsible Minister
of State shall accompany the King
wherever he may go, to present
emergency Acts of Parliament to
him for signature.

No matter how tired the King of
England might grow of his respon-
sibilities, he could not abdicate.
There is no precedent. for such an
action, and, as 1s well known, pre-
cedent is an important factor in the
British Government.

No King of England can force a
subject to accept a peerage or other
title of nobility. There are few
Englishmen, indeed, who would re-
fuse to be made earls if the honor
were offered them, but the King can
do no more than offer it.

In time of peace the King of Eng-
land may maintain a standing ariny
without the consent of Parliament.
Every year it is necessary to intro-
duce what is called the Annual Ar-
my Bill, and procure its passage by
both Houses of Parliament.

unwilling te stem the tide of his
fiancee’s amorous epistles, So their
engagement continued, while the cor-
respondence, if it in time lost its
passionate fervor, grew ever more
essential to their happiness,  Years
passed; they ceased to be @pvers,
and weuld doubtless have died un-
wed, had not the lady in her declin-
ing years experienced a reverse of
fortune, which determined her be-
trothed to fulfil the promise he had
made nearly half a century before.

It 18 1mpor-
tant that steamers be fi‘ted up with the
most improved cold storage system, sv that
all dererioration poseible of perishible goods
be avoided. It wonld be in order for this
Board to M+woral'ze our F.deral Govern-
meut on this important matter, snd urge the
fi:ting ap of nevessary steamers to overtake
the increasing trade in this class of goods,
that justice may be done and shippers en-
coursged by naviog the best equipments
pussible, to secure the Mother Country
mark: ts.

SOUTH AFRICAN WAR.

The *““saritime Merchant” soggests that
if large, plawly furnished and well veatilat-
ed rooms, also piatn food, well cooked &nd
oicely served, with everythiog spotlensly
clean, were more generally avsilable, such
board ng places would encourage tourist
travel. When sttending our last spnual meet-
ing [ was greatly impressed with the extent
of tourist travel in the *‘Land of Evangeline”
aud wondered why the Miramicht did not
attract more American tourists,

trade relarions ; as is illostrated in the
following editorial paragraphs from the Dry
Goods E:onomist, which is the leading
Trade Jouroal representing the wanufictur-
ing of fabrics, aud wholesale trade in the
same :

“Today, however, when the Administra-
tion &t Waushington is committed to the
policy of reciprocity, and clearer 1deas
prevail as to the best mode of treating our
veighbor, the question of commercial union
with Cnad+ 18 agein coming to ‘the front,
and, it is to be hoped, with better proapects.
1t is becoming every day more clearly
recognized that with no country is reciproc.
ity more desirable than with Canada, and
there is reason to believe that a strong effort
to obtain legislation 10 this end will' shortly
be made, Thts time, however, the overtures
will be made by the United States.

“It is to be  hoped that Canada will not
prove coy as to the results of our rejc.im
to her former offers. At any rate, itis
gratifying to mote that such an energetic
and promient orgsnizitwn as - the
Merchaots’ Association of New York has
taken up this matter of reciprocity with the
Dominion,and,as stated in our news columns,
has adopted resolutions calling for early
action on the part of Coogress.”

I am sure this important matter will
receive at the hands of this Board, the
considerat.on it deserves.. While 1t is of
gre.t importance to all Canada it seems to
me to be especially so to the Maritime
Proviuces, as that is the nataral outlet for
many of our products.

The Dutch commission referred to in
Bulletin No. 8, was appointed in 1857, and
began two years aftervards a series of
careful expariments lasting for a period of
years. The valuable resalt of the labors of
that commiasions reported i the Popaiar
Science Monthly for August and Saptember,
1878, by E. H. Von Raumhaner, one of the
members, represents the most reliable infor-
mation extant upon the sabjsct. B iefly, it
showed that no mechanic .l protsctive appli-
oation was of real service, and that only
impreguation with crecsnte afforded immun.
ity from attack of teredo or' limnoria. In-
the use of creosote, it was found that two
points were esseutial to success : (1) the oil
must be of proper quality, (2) the process of
impregaation must be thoroughly performed.

Considering No. 2 first, it may be said
that the most approved process is that of
Mr. 8. B, Boulton, in which advantage is
taken of the difference between the boiling
poiot of water (212 F.) and of creosote (eay
400 F. a8 » minimum) to evaporate all the
sap and moisture in the timber by wet beat,
sud so to make with certainity room for the
oil without injury to the fibres. At 250
degress F. the woody fibre of timber begins
to be decvmposed, and the pyrolignevus
acids are distilled.

Newoastle's Public Fountain.

NewcasrLe, Aug, 21st, 1901.

Newoastle was st her best to-night, the
oceasion being the preseutation of a most
~ubstantial basin to the fountain by Mr,
Gco'ge Brown, father of the dounor, Mr. D.
R. C. Brown, now of Aspen, Col.  The
fountain was a gift from Mr. Thos. Raseteil
sume years ago, an.l the basin which wae
handed over tu-night ie & splendid piece ot
work. The stone is from French Fort quarry
about a mle below the town, and the mak-
ing and placing of the basin is the handiwork
of Mr. Addison Vye. lts capacivy is 4000
gals. The park was illuminated with 200
Chivese lanterne besides 100 torches and
250 candles. At 7 o'clock Mr. George
Brown addressed Mayor Morrison as
follows: ;
Mr. Mayor and Gentlemen of the Alder- "

manic Board ot tne Town of Newcastle.

I bave great pleasure in presenting to yob,
as the proper consritucut alithorities' and
representatives of the people of this Town,
the basis which surround« this tonotain, a
gift from my son, David R. C. Brown, uow
s oit zen of Aspen, Colorado, but a uative of
this place.

I need pot say to you that thisisa
voluntary contribution umsolicited by any
one, and was wade by hwm io gratefu
r-membranoce of the happy days he speut 0
this Pa'k in his youtb, and out of love for
ais native towao.

I shall notify the seourity company who
are the bondemen of the contractors, of
the condition of the contract, dud send themn
s copy or the notice which I am giving you.
I wish to call your attention to the fact,
which I presame yon are already coxnizant
of, and thatis the large amonat of ‘rock
+xcavativn whish is being enconatered 1u
ewrrying out the work. ot laying both - water
and sewer pipe. It isalready far in exocess
of the amount estimated in the contract and
in the preliminary estimate of the cdst of
the work, :
Whea the estimate was made in 1898, I
secured the best, or what I supposed, was
the best wformation available withont mak-
ing borings throughout the streets, which was
to the eff-c. that the only rock to been
countered in trenchiog for the pipe wonid be
on Pleassnt Street, where I found it myself
cropping up to the surface, and made an
estimate accordingly. From auy iufobina-
tion received 1 formed no su«piciodthat
there would be any rock nearer the surface
than the bottom of the trenches, The fact
ssems to he, however, that the rock is met
within two or three f:et of the surface ™ a
great many of the streeta which have so
far been excavated. How it will turp out
in the balance of the work we cannos, of
course, t«1l at the present time, but I wish
to bring the matter to your attention new,
as, of course, the cust of the work will be
materially increased by this uuexpsoted
rock excavation, - This increase of cost iv, of
enurse, to be regretted, but 1 see no way in
which it can be avoided if the works are to
be executed.

The Mayor said Hanscom & Co. were
doing better lately than formerly, but rthare
did not seem to be any prospect oftheir
completing their contract thia full.  On the
other hand; Messrs. ‘McLean & Sob were
getting along so we | that the contractors for
the pipe were not de'iveriog it fast’ enocugh
for them, and they feared they might' have
‘to reduce the work ng force.

The 'old . world’s most calamitous
fire was that which took place in
London in 1668, which destroyed 16,-
000 buildings, laid 400 streets waste
and rendered 200,000 persons home-
less, the loss of life being 1,000 and
that of property $40,000,000.

7, and one in 1888 which inflict-
ed a loss of $10,000,000, and this
‘was  followed by one in 1845 in
which $8,000,000 of property went
up in smoke. Pittsburg had a $6,-
000,000 fire in 1845, followed by one

~of $3,000,000 in 1848, and by one
in St. Louis which destroyed $5,-
in Albany which inflicted a damage
000,000 of property in 1849. San
Francisco ?ad two fires six weeks
apart in 1851, inflicting a loss of
$4,000,000 in the first and $3,000,-
000 ‘in the second. The Fourth of
July celebration in 1866 caused in
Portland, Me., the most destructive
fire ever known on the American con-
tinent up to that time, except New
York’s of 1885, Portland’s loss be-
ing $15,000,000, like Jacksonville’s.

The two most calamitous fires ever
known anywhere in the world occur-
red in the United States within thir-
teen months of each other. In the
first of these, in Chicago, on October
8-0, 1871, the Pproperty loss was
$200,000,000, and in the second, in
Boston, on November 9, 1872, $80,-
000,000 of property was consumed.
In Chicage 100,000 persons were left
without homes, and 200 were killed.
Chicago’s heads the list of the
world’s  destructive conflagrations,
but, as she had over 300,000 popu-
lation in 1871, the loss in Jackson-
ville in 1901, with 28,000 popula-
tion, is proportionately not very far
below that of the metropolis on Lake
Michigan.
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REMARKABLE RESULTS.

Wonderful Effect of Machinery on
Agriculture.

The wonderful effect of agric\ultura
machinery in increasing the output
of farming and cheapening the prics

g farm products, while ut the same
ftime raising the wages of the labor-
ers, is illustrated by a recent statis-
tical report issued by the United

States Department of Agriculture.

Some facts in this report are thus

referred to in the Revue Scientifique

(June 1) :

“In 1855 the total working-time
necessary to produce a bushel of corn
was 4 hours 384 minutes, and the
price of this work amounted, on the
average, to 3531 cents. Ma-
chinery (to-day) does in one minute
the work it took hand labor 108
minutes to do fifty years ago, and
the final result then was inferior in
quality. Instead of the four hours
and a half then required to produce
a bushel of wheat, the time has heen
reduced to 34 minutes and the work
costs only 104 cents. This shows
that the product can be sold cheaper
and that. consequently there will be
more consumers, but the laborer
earns more than formerly with less
exertion, since the price has not de-
creased in the same proportion with
the time employed.

“‘Similar conclusions are reached
with regard to other agricultural
products. . . . In 1830 the labor
necessary to obtain a bushel of
wheat took 8 hours 8 minutes ; to-
day the corresponding time is only
10 minutes. The difference is much
greater than in the preceding ex-
ample ‘Dbecause wheat is easier to
treat mechanically than Indian corn.
The pricé of production has fallen
from 174 cents to 3 1-8 cents !
« <« . ‘All these examples are very
characteristic, and show that agri-
cultural work, like all other indus-
triés, must have free recourse to ma-

chinery to  produce cheaply, and

THOSE OCEAN MOUNTAINS.

We hear persons talk about ‘‘waves
mountain high,”’ but such waves ex-
ist only in the imagination. 1,
on the land, you see a hill thirty-
eight feet high, you would hardly
call it a mountain ; yet it is wvery
seldom that an ocean wave reaches
that height. An Englishmen named
Cornish has invented an instrument
for measuring waves, and with it
has made many experiments. In
the Southern Indian Ocean, during
a violent north-west gale, waves
averaged 29 feet in height. The
largest seen was 37 feet high. In
the open ocean a strong wind caused
waves 16 feet high. Iast of the
Cape of Good Hope, during strong
west winds, which blew with great
regularity for four days, the height
of the waves only incréased from 19
to 22 feet, and even waves of this
height are extremely rare.

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DANGER IN FRESH BUTTER.

Why is butter salted ?
merely a matter of taste. There is
a scientific reason why salt should
be added. The bacterial population
of a moderate sized paut of butter
may be reckoned by millions ; and
a liny lump, only large enough to go
into a thimble, has been known to
be tenanted by nearly 48,000,000.
Hence the urgency for keeping these
hordes in check, and hence the ef-
forts which are made, first, to set
up effectual barriers to their ingress
by taking proper precautions in the
production of milk; and, secondly,
in the manufacture and distribution
of the finished article. Included in
these processes is the addition of
salt in such quantities as to justify
the butter being known as salt but-
ter ; or, in other words, to sup-
press to a large extent the activities
of the butter bacteria. That salt
does act in this manner is shown by
the fact that in butter thus treated
a very large reduction in the num-
ber of micro-organisms present is ef-
fected.
