Evelyn B. Baldwin, the American
explorer’ who has been chosen by the
American people to plant the stars and

| stripes on the north pole, declares that

he is quite sure of success in his un-
dertaking. Mr. Baldwin has been in
London, and salled on Friday last for
home. He will return to England !n.
about four weeks, and will set out
from Scotland about June 12 on his
8o enthusiastic Is
this young man of success that he
leaves no room for doubt in his own
mind at least. His ship, called “Am-
erica,” is perfectly equipped, he says,
and fils him with pride. To quote his
own wordsi— '

“She is unquestionably- the best ves-
sel ever fitted out for the North Pole.
The Fram was bullt to drift with the
ice, She had not the power to: con-
tend against it, The American has ex-
cellent engines, and is specially design-
ed rto resist the movement of the ice
floes. I am confident she will carry me
and my forty companions within
reaching distance of the pole,

“I realize that I am going to find my-
self participating in an international
race. At least three flags will sall to-
ward the chief goal of modern_ explor-
ation this summer—those of Great Bri-.
tain, Norway and the United States,
Captain Bernier, of Canada, has an-
nounced his intention of planting the
Unilon ‘Jack at the North Pole ahead
of all other national emblems. Lieu-
tenant Sverdrup, of Norway, as is well
known, has explicit orders from his
government to do his utmost to win for
the Norwegian colors the glory of first
flying where no flag has flown before.
I have the high honor of representing
Yankeeland in this laudable and in-
fatuating rivalry. That I shall bend
every ‘energy and take every risk to
win I need scarcely affirm.”

Furthermore Mr. Baldwin is to find
floweérs and singing birds, whén he
reaches his destination, providing of
course that event takes place during
summer months. The energetic zeal of
this American makes one quite breath-
less, but whether it wHl succeéed, where
English and Swedes fail, remains yet
to be proved. <Capt. Bernier has a
great rival.

Moreover, too much
nerve straining brainwork means not
merely impaired health, but also im-
paired personal appearance, ..A. good
complexion, good teeth, fine thair, clear,
bright eyes, an erect, active figure, are
not found-in the girl whose brain has
been systematically overworked. Six
hours ‘of brainwork s the most that
should be expected of any schoolgirl
in one day; but girls of 15 and 16 are
80 overloaded with lessons that they
work, ‘not six hours, but nine and ten
hours a day.

“Now, an eight hour day of brain-
work is censidered quite sufficient for
a strong man; how is it reasonable to
expect that a girl, who has not only
to expend brain power, but aiso Brow-
ing power, and whose nervous system
is in such a condition that ‘the labor
is far harder in proportion for her, ghall
work for two hours longer per  day
than the' strong man? The thing is
absurd, and the general result is that
dbe girls’too often, like semior wran-
glers, have exhausted their braing and
Jost ‘all power of original thought be-
fore they leave the academic world and
enter the world of aoction.

“Girle should not go to school until
they are seven years of age, and then
should not have more tnan three hours
of lesson work daily. At the age: of
nine they may study four hours, and
at 12 the hours may be Increased to
five. At 14 years a girl should be tak-
en from school for a year. That yeas
Wwill be most usefully spent in bullding
up a reserve stock' of strength and in
learning housewifely tasks. At - the
age of' 18 or 19 a girl is apt to become
impatient over the routine of house-
hold tasks, whereas the girl of 14 or 15
is deeply interested and quite ready to
learn.

Raporgs From ‘New York, ‘Boston and
Bangor Indicate Good Prices.

NEW YORK, May 11.—Adirondack
spruce continues in fair demand, with
$19.50 to $20 quoted for good log rum,
9 andi10-inch. These prices are likely
to ‘advance rather than decline, for
there Is not a heavy supply and they
are asking $15 f. 0. b, at the mill 'for
log rup, all widths. Eastern spruce is
in even better call and prices are also
firmly: held, with supplies nothing to
brag dbout,

BOSTON, Mass., May 11.—The out-
look from the manufacturers’ point of
view in spruce’is as bright as it could
well He. For once in the life of the
market there were no wild predictions
of gregt drops In price. Tt I8 true that
the present strength may soften almost
imperdeptibly later in the year, bat
that ahy recession \in price which could
be reported in a market letter may oc-
cur is.not generally believed. The cut
of logd 18 below normal;, and unless all
signs tull the consumption is going to
be something better than normal.
