* ™ 12.56ST PETERSBURG, July 30.—The 
public prosecutor has started proceed­
ings against the members of the lower 
lueuse of parliament who signed the 
Viborg manifesto.

The charge under which the signers 
of the manifesto will be brought to 
trial is violation of article 129 of the 
criminal code, which provides for “at­
tempts to overthrow the existing gov­
ernment.” This is virtually high trea­
son, the maximum penalty for which 
is hard labor in the mines.

No arrests have yet been reported, 
and the constitutional democrats do 
not anticipate anything approaching 
punishment of their representatives.

It is understood that arrested mem­
bers will be admitted to bail pending 
trial. The Constitutional Democrats 
are chiefly apprehensive that the possi­
bility of prosecution held over the 
head»'of their leaders will render them 
ineligible for re-election, in the same 
manner that Professor Milukoff and M. 
Hessen and others were excluded from 
the last lower house.

The motive of the government for 
abandoning its attitude not to prose­
cute the signers of the Viborg mani­
festo as set forth recently by Premier 
Stolypin in an interview, is not 
stated, but evidently-it was influenced 
by the need of doing something to 
counteract the effect of the Viborg ad­
dress. This has attained an enormous 
circulation in the provinces, in spite 
of the greatest efforts on the part of 
the administration to prevent its pub­
lication. The government doubtless 
also desired, to check the perfect flood 
of other manifestos which the radical 
members of the late house are putting 
forth in connection with the revolu­
tionary organizations.

The “seizure” of the Boussel printing 
plant here by armed revolutionists for 
the purpose of getting out 'copies of the 
Viborg address was duplicated today 
in Yekaterinoslav, but it Is believed 
that this forcible occupation of print­
ing offices is merely a bit of amateur 
theatricals arranged between the pro- 
pl-fetors of the establishment and the 
revolutionists to save the former from 
responsibility. The same method was 
employed to effect the printing of the 
illegal organ of the Workman’s Coun­
cil of St. Petersburg last winter.

In reference to the Halifax and 
Southwestern railway, formerly known 
as the South Shore, Mr. Hervey said 
that when the twenty miles now under 
construction are completed the road 
will be 385 miles long.

Regarding Shelburne itself, Mr. Her- 
ver is very enthusiastic. It is claimed 
by the British admiralty that Shel­
burne is one of the three finest harbors 
in the world, and a great future is ex­
pected for it when the steamers run 
there. The Halifax and Southwestern 
wharf at Shelburne, now under con­
struction, will easily dock vessels 
drawing thirty feet of water.

Shelburne also boasts of a yacht club 
whose club house is far superior to any ’ 
other in the province. There are not 
many yachts in the fleet, but what is 
lacking in numbers is made up in en­
thusiasm. ' Besides the regular yacht 
races — noticeably the international 
yacht races, which finished at Shel­
burne last year, and for which cups 
were presented by Commodore Her- 
sey, there are races between the fish­
ing boats of the town. So expert are 
the sailors in these craft that in a start 
of twenty-eight boats not one fouled.

The club house has a boat house on 
the ground floor, a ball room 30x50 feet 
upstairs and balconies large enough to 
seat 400 people.

Among the many improvements now 
in consideration by the townspeople is 
an electric plant which will equip the 
town not only with lights but also with 
power to supply the ship works, boat 
and dory shops and other factories.

Mr. Hervey is hurrying home to be 
present at the annual reception of the 
Shelburne Yacht Club, and expressed 
the wish that Commodore Thomson 
would be over for th.e week. It was 
Mr. Hervey’s. Intention to invite Com­
modore Thomson and members of the 
R. K. Y. C. to the regatta, but on ac­
count of the heavy rain he was unable 
to see the officers of the club.

Mr. Hervey is also interested in gold 
mining, and is at present working one 
in Queens Co. which looks good.

A manifesto to the peasants of Rus­
sia has been issued in the joint names 
of all the various labor, socialist and 
revolutionary organizations, including 
the representatives of the organiza­
tions in the defunct house. This mani­
festo declares that the hopes reposed 
in the lower house of parliament have 
been blasted by the diabolical designs 
of the crowd of grand dukes, courtiers 
and wealthy proprietors assembled 
around the emperor, whose only pur­
pose is the maintenance of their power 
over the people. By dispersing the 
elected representatives of the people 
and arresting and imprisoning them 
the government had declared war on 
the nation, and a struggle is begin­
ning in which rivers of blood will flow 
and for which the criminal government 
is responsible. The people must not 
spare the government.

This manifesto., further accuses the 
government of betraying the fatherland 
by invoking the aid of German and 
Au^rian troops. The people $.re there­
fore urged to remove the local author­
ity everywhere to replace it with men 
elected by themselves and to confiscate 
all state funds. . The troops must also 
conform to the orders of those elected 
by the people.

The charge was that the defendants, 
through their employe, Jeremiah H. 
Nehinal, superintendent at the 
wharves, had induced one Quintan to 
come to Montreal from Ogdensburg, N. 
Y., in August, 1904, to act as shovel 
tqpder, and also one Barry, whom he 
met in Buffalo in May of the same 
year, and persuaded to come to this 
city and get a position in the employ 
of the harbor commissioners, which he 
did about a month afterwards. This 
was declared to be in violation of the 
law which prohibits the transportation 
of aliens into this country under con­
tract, verbal or written, to perform 
labor of any kind in this country.
