Not Afraid of Tariff War With
United States

Nor Prepared to. Goicede Everythisg Sug-
gested—The Situa‘ioa is clm (]
the French Goveramen'.

PARIS, Feb, 16—The Temps in an
editorial calling attention to extracts
in American newspapers on the state
of the tariff negotiations, declares
that an erroneous impression seems to
prevail there with reference to France’s
attitude, if it is thought that France
is preparing to concede everything.

“This idea,” says the Temps, “is a
great mistake which it is our duty to
dissipate. F'rance has reached the lim-
it of concessions. Americans like all
Anglo-Saxons; are hard negotiators
but they deceive themselves if they

The Temps .insists that the political

tariff war with France. It concludes
by saying:’ ‘“‘Business is business,” and
France must protect her own  inter-
ests.”

We now travel
with summer vehicles. There is no ice
around the island yet, It looks like-a
continuance of a very mild winter. We
nxpected a steamer to bring us news.
She could make a splendid ' landing.
This may never reach you. It is an
experiment we wish to make. This let-
ter with several others goes in a
puncheon that we have rigged to make
the trip across the Gulf, with instruc-
tions to the finder. We are all well.

Extending beyond the lines usually
bounding interest in a championship :
fight, the Jeffries-Johnson battle has
already been made the deep study of
eager scientists. Behind the test of
racial power is a problem for the ob-
servation of the most learned. College |
rrofessors of anatomy have seen the

ighters stripped for gymnasium tc«ts,l
followers of the rival camps have had
their say, each expression of opinjon:’
being what an employer would expeoct |

chologist no wtreads into publicity.

An eminent naturalist recently de-
clared that two tigers thrust sudden- |
ly into the same cage snarl before they
tight. It often happens that one of the
animals realizes that his growl is not
deep rooted. Then he cows and quits.
But tigers do not have the human
pl®.sure of pawing cven the loser's
end of a $101,000 purse or the ‘‘half-
interest in the pictures” that is mak-
ing the Jeffres-Johnson bout the great-
est financial splurge in prize ring his-
tery.

An inclination to shrink from
publicity which Jeffries has often dis-
played is as near, surliness as it 1s
modesty. He 'is’ not an _entertaining
conversationalist, All his eloquence 1s
in his-‘fists. Most of his notable ring
successes have been gained by over=-:
powering strength.

Nothing bores Jeffries more than tae
attentions of fight fans who try to get
the big Californian to talk shop. Jeit-'
ries s not a fighter who loves to bat-
tle. ‘He has confessed that he would
never have attempted to succeed in th:
ring if he could have been convinced
that there was as much money to be
gained in any other line that was open
to him,

As a schoolboy Jeffries seldom en-
gaged in fisticuffs. A New York busi-
ness man who knew Jeffries in Ohio
and California sald yesterday that he
might have picked Jeffries for a piano
mover, but never for a fighter,

But aroused! There is another Jef-
fries. When he shifts uneasily in a
chair, or grits his teeth, he is either
about to leave the room or  ‘“start
something.” He usually léaves abrupt- t

patriotic duty, assurances of a fortune,
the appeals of closest friends were
necessary to bring Jeffries, the stoic,
before the public again as a fighter.
Then he wanted to train to see whe-
ther he would “be right.”” Satisfying
himself_on this, point, hé plunged into
the preliminary work, accépting every
cliance that added to his bank account,
and the publicity end of the coming
championship contest.

wine he enthuses no more over it than |

he would beer, Johnson is not a fight-
er of the slashing, boring type.

He is seldom serious, in the ring or:
out of it. A song, followed by buv‘kl
and wing dancing, is Johnson’s first
idea of a ‘little fun.” Then he may
pick some strappfhg young athlete
from the floor and toss him to the
other side of the room. A poke in the
ribs that makes a man’s tongue droop
and his eyes water is one of Johnson’'s |
pleasant ways of greeting an old
friend.

He has more confidence in his clever-
ness than in his strength, but above |
the -waist the champion is powerful.
Jeftries was
develeped gradually. Experts who
saw Johnson half a dozen years ago
say he could box as well then as he
can now. Johnson has repeatedly re-
fused to let himself out in bouts, hav-
ing as an excuse that he did not want
to scare matches away.”

Still, several steps of the different
landing stages on this promenade or-
iginally built above the water and

. which remained dry after the earth-

quake are now completely under wat-
er,

Likewise the tongue of land or pen-
insula in the shape of a eickle, which
forms a natural breakwater in the
harbor of Messina, is under water im
those portions where no fortifications
and lighthouses exist, and in rough

, weather the waves wash over it from

the stralt into the harbor. The Citadel
has its moats all flooded, a proof that
the land on which it is built has sub-
sided.

A similar proof Is afforded along the
railroad between Messina and Catania,
where the sea now laps the embank-
ment originally built at least a coupls
of yards inland.: Some attempts are
being made to remedy the evil, espec-
ially in' the harbor, where the rubbish
cleared from the streets of the ruined
city is dumped, but the subsidence of
the soil continues, and the sea In
rougl’ weather washes away all the
loose ecrth heaped on the natural
breakwater,

The phenomenon is causing alarm
among the surviving inhakitants of
Mesrina, who are in a continual state
of panic owing to the daily shocks of
earthquake felt since last December,
but evidently their alarm is not shared
by those in authority, since it is set-
tled to rebuild the city on the same

STORMY SCENE:
IN PRUSSIAN DIET

r———

Socialists Jeer the Chancelior’s
Electoral Bill

Dapreciate Value of Parliamentary Rule—
Gevernment Net io be Dragged
at Chariot Wheels.

BERLIN, Feb, 14—There was &
stormy scene in the Prussian Diet yes-
terday when Herr von Bethmann-
Hollweg the Imperial Chancellor, as
Prussian Prime Minister, arose to
bring in the new Franchise Bill, which
provides for the reform of the Prus-
sian electoral system.

Acording to the provisions of the
bill the three-class system itself,
whereby the electors are divided ac-
cording to the amount of taxes they
pay, is retained, ‘but officers and other
members of the educated classes are
to be placed in the first and second
classes irrespective of the amount of
their taxes. The bill also provides for
direct instead of indirect voting. The
bill is not at all satisfactory to the
Socialists and Radicals.

When the minister president, Dr.
von Bethmann-Hollweg, stood up a
number & number of Social Democrat
members on the left cried out “Pfui!
Pfui! What sort of electoral bill - is
this?”

The Conservative members of the
other side of the chamber shouted
back, ‘Throw them out!” The presi-
dent banged his bell in a frantic man-
ner in an attempt to restore some
sort of order.

Finally the Cocial Democrats were
called 'to order en bloc, and INr. von
Bethmann-Hollweg, pale and agitated,
introduced his bill. There were fresh
cries of all kinds and numerous inter-
ruptions during the prime minister's
speech.

DEPRECTATES PARLIAMENTARY
; RULE.

Chancellor von Bethmann-Hollweg's
speech on electoral reform, which was
his first realy great parliamentary ef-
fort, was largely a  depreciation of
the value of parliamentary rule and
an expression of the government's de-
termination not to be dragged under
its chariot wheels. He said he consid-
ered that one of the results of the de-
mocratization of parliaments in all
countries was to render the political
sense of a people coarse, superficial
and a hindrance to progress.

‘It was a mistake, he said, to over-
estimate the value of electoral rights
to Prussia, for they were not the zelf-
ith of its political life. The govern-
ment, he declared, refused to follow
the policy of alming at the demoerat-
ization of Prussia, and, finally, of the
German Empire.

LIKE A FUNERAL DIRGE,

One of the reports of Dr. Von Beth-
mann-Hallweg’s speech says it seemed
at times as if he were intoning 4 fu-
neral dirge. Many of his arguments
were openly jeered at by the Socialists,
one of wham, Herr Liebflnecht, was
called to order,

The Centrists and National Liberals
maintained silence throughout the de-
livery of the speech. 3

Elaborate preparations were taken
to prevent public demonstrations in the
vicinity of the Diet. Great numbers of
police were in evidence everywhere in
the neighborhood, and hundreds of re-
serves were in the public buildings
and museums nearby.

The Vorwaerts, the Socialists, organ,
summons Socialists to attend meet-
ings al lover Prussia on Feb. 13 to act
for free suffrage. The paper says edi-
torially that- the government’s bill is
a mockery of the principle of the con-
stitution that all Prussians are equal
before the law. It declares that the
bill maintains the domination of fée
Junkers, and is a disgrace and shame
to Germany,

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THE HOSPITAL.

————

Dr. L. M. Curren, the recently ap-
pointed hospital commissioner, is said
to be making headway in his campaign
to bring about a -change in the regula-
tion now existing which cempels pa-
tients to accept attendance from phy-
sicians attached to the hospital staff.
He desires that every regularly regis-
tered practitioner in the county be
extended the privileges of the hospital,
and thus that patients be given the
right to demand the services of their
own physicians whenever they so de-
gire. :

At first glance, it is difficult to find
any serious objection to Dr. Curren’s
proposal. What he asks would prove
of benefit not only to the doctors
-—a considerable number now excluded
from hospital practice being given op-
portunity to increase their earnings—
but would in a great many cases be
more satisfactory to the patients them-
selves. It often seems urfair that a
man or woman desiring to enter the
hospital for treatmemnt, must forego
the privilege of further attendance
from his or her regular physician, And
It is often equally unfair that medical
men working in the best interests of
patients and in this regard advising
hospital treatment, must whenever
their a/dvlce is accepted, relinquish
what may be remunerative business.
These conditions doubtless impel Dr.
thmn to the course he is now adopt-
ing, and it must be admitted that he
can adduce strong arguments in sup-
port of his view.

¥et on consideration there is much
tc be said against the proposed
change., While Dr. Curren’s plan

~ swould no doubt prove giatifying to

those doctors not now on the staff, and
to a certain proportion of patients,
there remains the most important con-
dition of all, whether it would be in
1he interests of the hospital itself.
There are ten doctors now on the staff;
there are fifty registered in St. John
City. What would be the result if the
hospit:ﬂ were thrown open to the forty
who are now excluded? Certainly one
immediate result would be a lowering
in the standard of discipline and pro-
fessional efficiency, Those who dre at-
tached to the staff are chosen because
cf the fact that in the opinion of the
commissioners they are best equippéd
for this particular work. It takes some
time to train a man to this practice,
and for that reason changes in the
staff are infrequent. There is not the
least doubt that the standard of effic-
icncy malintained by the services of
ten of the leading physicians would be
lowered by the admission of forty
others who—although many exceptions
may be noted—are not on the average
as skilful as the members of thg exist-
ing staff.

Xoreover, the public hospital is a
responsible institution. It is not a free
and easy resort where anyone may go
for any old treatment, but as a hos-
pital it is responsible to the people
for whatever is done in it. If 2 mem-
ber of the staff bungles an operation,
the hospital—that is the county—pays
the clalm for damages., Why render
the coufnity more liable td financial
Joss, why make the hospital more sub-
Ject to criticlsm, by the admission of
& large number of medical men who
might not prove capable of maintain-
ing the present standard of efficiency?

Would the house staff give to the
patients the same careful attention as
they do now if they realized that any
one of fifty doctors had the right to
come in and give whatever orders he
pleased—or she pleased? Would the
control of the institution not pass, in
& considerable degree, to the St. John
Medical Association?

If membership on the hospital staff
meant large remuneration and if it
was felt that this privilege was being
monopolized by a select few, Dr. Cur-
ren might well advance the argument
of unfair discrimination. But it is
realized by all medical men that the
principal henefit accruing to a hospital
doctor is im the form of experience, and
that the flnancial return is no larger
than would in all probability be earn-
ed by devoting to private practice the
time spent in attending hospital cases.
Those attached to the staff receive a
retainer of one hundred dollars per
year, for which they attend all non-
PAying patients and such others as
#hke advantage of the hospital regula-
#loms. The physicians, it is true, earn
something from patients in private
rooms, but it is said that there receipts
are not particularly large, nor indeeéd
are they the principal atraction to the
staff.

1f there were serious complaint on
the part of patients who feel the need
of constant attendance from their
family physicians, or if the city doc-
tors as a body were conscientious in
the helief that the hospital should be
thrown open, it would be the duty of
the commissioners to meet in so far as
they could, any reasonable request.
And while there is much in what Dr.

Curren maintalns, it can be seen that | - :

A NEW AGREEMENT.
S

The German surtax has been abol-
ished, and Canada has been admitled
to the enjoyment of the German con-
ventional tariff, under the terms of a
rrovisional agreement completed yes-
terday. It is safe to say that there
will be no reversion to the conditions
which have existed for the past few
yeai‘s, but that the negotiations now
in progress, looking to the completion
of a permanent commercial agreement,
will have a successful result.

This may be regarded as a triumoh
for the Canadian TFinance Minister.
Germany has, of her own will, ae-
knowledged the unfairness of the at-
titude she assumed at the time when
Canada accorded a preference to Brit-
ish goods. She has admitted the jus-
tice of this country’s contention that
inter-imperial relations were domestic
affairs, and that any arrangement
made with Britain could not be pron-
erly regarded as an agreement with a
foreign nation. Germany has been in-
fluenced to ‘this change of view most
of all by reason of Canada's growing
importance in international commerce,

and no doubt partly by an honest con-
viction that her previous decision was

made - rather hastily and was not
wholly justifiable.

WINDSOR YOUTH IS VICTIM
OF TEXAS PEONAGE SYSTEM

Men and Womea Flogged TIll Ficor oi
Prison Leoks More Like That of
a Slasghter Honse.

TETRUIT, Feb. 15—A special de-
epatch to The News from Austin, Tex-
28, this evening says: “I am from
Canada, a British subject. I know my
rights. If. I am not released you will
have the British Government to deal
with.”

With that threat Ernest Armstrong,
of Windsor, Ont., has just secured his
freedom from the conviet farm of
Burlegon County, Texas, and set in
motion the train of events which has
led to a Federal grand jury investi-
gation before which thirty witnesses
have testified to a system of peonage
maintained with inhuman cruelty on
the Koppe Plantation in the Brazos
River bottoms.

WAS TO KEEP MUM.

It was part of the forced under-
standing on which Armstrong was re—-
leesed that he should hold his tongue.
But Armstrong, who is a young man
of 20, had made fniends with M. Ful-
ler, of St. Joseph, Mo., who, theugh
he was innocent of crime, was forced
to work six weeks as a convict,

in thre bunk house of the Koppe plan-
tation, where forty men, white and
black, slept in fourteen beds or on the
floor, Armstrong and Fuller discussed
their plight, and Armstrong promised
that if he were given his freedom he
would communicate with Fuller's fam-
ily.

8 BRUTAL TREATMENT.

It was Fuller who, after months
spent in recovering from paralysis and
jartial blindness caused by brutal
treatment, went to the Federal officers
of Missouri and gave the first infor-
mation as to what was being done to
the men and women on the Burleson
County Farm—how men were forced to
‘work from dawn to dark in a malarial
atmosphere, how they were half starv-
ed, how they were beaten into insensi-
bility for the sport of inhuman over-
seers, how they were made the prey of
bloodhounds, that the animals 'might
be trained to their work, how two men
died under such treatment and were
shovelled into shallow graves without
an attempt being made to learn their
ilg;anuty or mark the spot of their bur-

Such were the stories heffd by the
investigating grand jury.

It was on such evidence that indict-
ments have been returned against four
men, two for maintaining a system of
peonage, and two officials for conspir-
acy to hold persons in peonage.

TERRIBLE TORTURES.

Armstrong, the Windsor lad, and his
friend Fuller were both captured in
the railroad yards at Somerville. The
young Canadian in telling of the sys-
tem and cruelties practised upon the
convicts described graphically the tor-
tures to which recalcitrants were sub-
jected. He said: “I saw a negro‘strip-
ped to the waist and laid on the floor.
A man sat on his head, another on his
legs. The poor devil whimpered and
howled and begged for mercy to the
evident delight of those administering
the punishment. The flogging was
done with a leather strap, six feet
long, loaded with lead at one end, and
split into thongs with the other. The
loaded end was used to knock him
down, They laid across the back with
a drawing stroke of terrific force
which brought blood at the #rst lash.
I watched the negro while he was
beaten into insensibility. The occur-
rence was too common to others to ex-
cite interest, In time I was beaten
with the rest. I have seen the guards
whip eight or ten men one aftter an-
other till their blood made the room.
look lke a slaughter-house. They
whipped women as well as men.”

DEATH OF TRADERS
QUICKLY AVENGED

VICTORIA, B. C., Feb. 15. — To
avenge the massacre of Mr. and Mrs.
‘Benskln and their family, traders in
the Solomon ‘group, who were killed
by a native tribe several weeks ago,
a government patrol steamer landed
200 native police on Villa Villa Is-
land.

MONTREAL, Feb. 15. — The way of
the Transgressor is made something
more than hard when it attracts the
attention of the Post Office authorities
in Montreal. i
The attention of the Herald was call-
ed to this fact the other day when an
irate lady who had written a fortune
teller, along with other members of
the family, and had got the letters
back from the Dead Letter Office. She
had been answering the advertise-
ments of the Roxroy Studios, London,
Eng., which had appeared in Montreal
papers a short time ago, and demand-
ed an explanatioh of why she had fail-
ed to make connections.

Assistant Postmaster Gaboury, of
the Montreal office, explained matters
to a Herald reporter on Saturday.

HELD ALL LETTERS

saw the advertisement of Mr.
Roxroy when it appeared,” he said,

HUMAN LIVES THE
STAKE OF SMUGGLERS

Thrilling Experiences on the
Russian Froptier

For Jews it is a Grima to Ener the Countr;
ard a Capital Offe-ce to Leave it
— How Taey Succeed.

{M. J. Landa, in th~ T.ondon “Jewish
World.”)

Life is contraband in Russia; to live
is wegal, 10 be a Jew - is an outrage,
to wish to - enter the country is a
offence. Wheretore, one of the great
industries of the country carried on
over practically the whole length of
its frontier, is the smuggi®ag of hu-
man beings. Bad &s this sounds when
heard of here, its full- horror only
strikes one when actually upon the
irontier. Perhaps the most astound-
ing thing about it is that it is by no
means an accidental sort of business,
but a highly organized traffic, carried
ne, not secretly, but with the full
cognizance and even the assistance of
the officials. This, however, does not
make it easier, for the frontier offi-
cials are treacherous not only to their
clients, but to one another also. It is
easy to understand that under these
circumstances it is a highly exciting
sport—with human beings as the
quarry.

Before I entered Russia, I met sev-
eral smuggling “agents,” one a jolly
rubicund German, who had once oper-
ated at Myslowitz, a famous smug-
gling centre, for it is at this place that
the German, the Russian and the
Austrian emnires meet. He had a
gsystem of finger <cignalling with the
frontier sentries, every one of whom
was practically in his pay, and so
many fingers meant so many roubles.
The stroking of his beard, or of his
mustache also meant something, and
the particular way a sentry carried his
gun was a warning of some kind.

“Many a time,” he said, ‘I have tak-
en a plece of paper from my pocket,
have winked at the officials, and the
thing has been stamped as if it were
a passport.” i .

With interruptions for hearty laugh-
ter, he described how he had once
engineered a group of refugees across
by challenging the garrison to a
drinking contest.

“They tried to make me—me!—drunk
on brandy—that was a great joke,” he
said, “but when I called for beer on
top of it—ha! ha—I ‘acthally was able
te let one or two of the refugees have
a peep at the besotted fools snoring
under the table.”

Somebody, I gathered,
trouble over the adventure. But not
many are of a humacrous character,
and it was when I was on the Rus-
sian side that 1 realized that the
smuggling of souls is no joke.

I spent the- bétter part of a day at
a frontiertown, and after darkness
had set in, I was shown something of
the process. The town itself is about
a couple of miles distant from the
stout wooden barrier and the huge
cross—for ths land of the Tsar is
“Holy ‘Russia’—that mark the frontier.
Midway between the gateway and the
own, but off the road, is the station,
and when the sun has set it is an
eerie bit of country that leads out of
Russia into Germany. A few strag-
¢ling cottages only add to the desola-
tion, and I wonderad as I passed them
who were the folk who were content
to exist in them when but a little dis-
tance away Lthe lights of .Germany
glimmered so tantalizingly. -

Along that road on a market day
emuggling is brisk. A long proces-
sion of lumbering carts passes the
barrier. But the carter’s companions
include refugees, who mutter to thém-
selves the names they have been
given for the occasion, so that their
memory should not fail®them at the
crucial moment. Were the sentries
and officers not bribed, they would
note that the cartdr is accompanied
each time by a different “wife” and
“scn.” Luggage has to be carefully
concealed under potatoes or other pro-
duce, and sometimes the cart has a
sack containing a boy. .

Things, however, 'do not always go
smoothly. The officials have a habit
of turning “nasty,” or forgetting, or of
remembering too much, and then the
smuggler himself has an anxious
time. There is one way out as a rule
—money; and it is not an uncommon
thing for an unscrupulous agent and
an officials to hatch a little plot for
the purpose of frightening the clients
into disgorging a few extra roubles,

Most .agents, however, are honest
with those who entrust their lives to
them, and they take considerable risks.
The lending of the frontier tickets
which are issued to those living near
the border, has to be done with tact.
And when it is necessary to acdopt the
last desperate yesource, that of spirit-
ing refugees across at dead of night,
the danger is great,

I realized that as I saw the bare
fields bordening on the terrible line,
and T tried to picture to myself the
trembling figures—women and children
among them sometimes—crawling and
creeping silently along, afraid almost
to breathe. What a reliet it must be
10 get ‘‘over” without a contretemps.
But any moment, the grim figure of a
sentry may spring into view, or hisg
harzh voice mayv break the death-likke
stillness of tiic night. Worst of all,
he may speak with his rifle.

There is a red line on Russia's {ron-
and Jewish blood has illtsred-
deep into the soil. The crime of
trying to leave or enter the country
witiiout permission is punishable ‘uy1
instant death at the hands of any
Sometimes the ritle is
fired in sheer devilment. The sentry
has ‘probably not shared in the bribe
to “the extent which he thinks hs
should have done.

I hear stories of thte suflerings
those .captured while trying to smug-
gle over the frontier. Rough “justice’
Fines are
imposed not according to any scale or
rule, but based on the amount found
in possession of each emigrant. At
the penclty exacted is not more than
half of his money the emigrant thinks
himself lucky. g

Frequently all the money found on
the emigrant is taken, and with fiend-
ish cruelty, the officials deligiit in be-
ing severe on women who travel with
little children.

CANADA ANDGERMANY
REACH AN AGREEMENT

Famous Surtax Is a Thing of
fhe Past

Announcemsnt Mads by Flelding Previcas
1o Adjournment — Agreement
Reached Yesterday.

OTTAWA, Feb, 15.—The tariff war
between Germany and Canada which
has been in progress since November,
1903, involving on the part of Germany
the penalizing of Canada by the plac-
ing of all products of Canada on the
maximum German tariff list and on
the part of Canada the placing of a
surt.x of 33 1-3 per cent against- im-
ports from Germany is a_ thing of the
past. Germany has come down and
at the instance of the German govern-
ment the tariff relations between the
two countries have now been placed
on the same footing as they were pre-
vious to the imposition of the surtax.

Just prior to the adjournment of the
Commons tonight, Hon. Mr, Fielding
presented copies of an agreement en-
tered into today bhetween Dr. Karl
Lang. imperial German consul for
Canada repressing the German gov
ernment and the minister of finance
on behalf of the Canadian govern-
ment providing that on and after
March 1, 1910, Canada shall withdraw
the surtax against Germany in return
for the admission by Germany of
practically all Canadian products now
marketable in that country at the Ger=-
man conventional tariff or minimum
rate. - This agreement is a provisional
one and the question of the general
convention for the regulation of com-
mercial relations between Germany
and Canada is deferred for considera-
tion at a time which may be found
mutually convenient. In case such
commercial convention is not agreed
upon within a reasonable time then
either Canada or Germany, if it is
deemed desirable, may revert to the
existing tariffs in force on giving two
months’ notice of interminate the pre-
sent agreement.

While the new agreement does not
permit all Canadian products to be
admitted into Germany at the latter's
conventional tariff rates, it includes
practically all articles of exports
which for she could hope to find a
market in Germany such as grains,
fruits, timber, live stock, meats,
leather, pulp,. canned foods, footwear
and hides,

Conviets at Sarnes, Switzerland, Have Better
Time Than “Free” Citizeds.

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{ Prison life in Switzerland is a luxury
instead of 'a punishment, says the
‘London Express.- The comic opera jail
at Thornburg, where the inmates did
as they pleased, has' only recently
been suppressed by the Berne authori-
ties, yet details are published today of
a similar institution at Sarnen, in the
Canton of Oswald,

A correspondent of a Lausanne pa-
per states that he was passing
through Sarnen, when he saw & num-
ber of men, dressed in dark blue
clothes with white stripes, walking
about the village, smoking and joking.
Others were seated in a cafe, and
some were working in a leisurely man-
ner, carrying bricks for the construc-
tion ¢f a new building. To his aston-
ishment the correspondent found that
the men were convicts from the can-
tonal prison close by. -

These convicts are permitted to leave
the prison: early in the morning - and
find work around Sarnen, or walk
about the ‘country until nightfall,
when they return of their own accord
to the prison. They are unaccompan-
ied by wardens, and there is nothing
to prevent. their escaping, but they are
far too comfortable to think of relin-
quishing their quarters, for they have
as much liberty as other men, and
are, moreover, fed and lodged for
nothing.

Any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestecad a quarter-section of
&vailable Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must appear in person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the district. Entry by
rroxy may be made at any agency, on
certain conditions, by father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of in-
tending homesteader,

Duties—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each ot
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied “y him or by his
fsatrer, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
gocd standing may pre-smpt a quar -
section 'alongside fnr homestead. Price
{3.(C per acre. Dusies—Must reside six

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead rignt and cannot obtain a
pre-emption may take a purchased
homestead in certain districts. Price

GIRL IN BALL GOWN
DRAGGED FROM SEA

Wound In Head and Torn
Dress Proof of Crime

RS

Discovered by Crew of Trolley Car and
Dramatic Denunciation of Man Fo!-
lows Identification by Mother.

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J, Feb. 15—
Clad in a ball gown, the body of Jane
Adams, eighteen years old, daughter
of Mr. and Mrs, Charles Adams, of
this city, was found on the beach here
today. A wound in her forehead show-
ed where she had suffered a blow, but
the manner of her death is a deep
mystery,

The girl had donned tfe gown and
trinkets to attend a ball on the even-
ing of February 4, on Young's Pler,
with her sister Alice and Wm. and Ar-
vig Siler. Her body was frozen and
disfigured and  the clothing was torn
when she was found dead by the ocrew
of a trolley car, near Harrisburg av-
enue, in Ventnor. Dragging it up on
1he beach out of reach of the tide, they
notified Coroner Sentheiminer and the
police, The mother of the girl, who
has been i1l from the night that her
daughter disappeared, insists that the
police sift to the bottom every move-
ment that occurred to satisfy herself
£nd family that the girl met death by
acchdent.

In the meantime the police have an
order to take into custody Willlam 8i-
ler, a young married man, who was
last seen in the company of the dead
girl, and his brother, Arvis, neither of
whom can be found. Willlam Siler has
left & wife and two small children here
in destitute circumstances., Surgeons
who examined the wound in the girl's
head declare it must have been inflict-
ed before the body entered the water.
The hole penetrated to the skull. No
bullet could have made the cavity.
Bxamination failed to reveal any other
mark of violence. The theory is ad-
vanced that she fell from the end of
the pier, where she was last seen In
the company. of Siler, and that in the
descent her head struck a sharp point.

The younger sister, Alice,  sixtcen
years old, got permission from her
parents, who live at No. 10 North Mis-
souri avenue, to attend the pler en-
tertainment with Arvis Sliler.

The police ascertained that outside
they met William Siler and Jane Adams
The younger sister says all went to
the dance on the pier and afterwards
walked to the end of the structure,
extending 1,000 feet over the breakers.
A half hour later she started to return to
the dancing pavilion, but William
Siler induced her sister to remain
with him. The Adams family state
that Alice and her escort returned
home and the mother asked of the
whereabouts of the elder daughter.
Learning that she was in company
with the young married man, she
hastened to his home, where she found
both brothers. ‘

“g was nearly frightened to death,
and I told Will Siler that he had done
something to Jane. His face was
white, and T told. him he lied when he
sald Jane had left him and started
home alone.”

Later in the night Mrs. Adams, still
alarmed, made a second visit to the
giler home, and declares admittance
was refused.

No suspicion was entertained that
the girl had met a tragic fate until
Horace Munroe and William Hammell,
the trolley car crew, discovered the
body.

The black skirt snd coat worn by
the girl when she left home were {roz-
en to her body and limbs, and it was
not until tonight that the body could
be examined. Both eyes were discolor-
ed, as though from & blow, and a hole
in the head satisfled the surgeons that
the girl had been dead or dying when
she plunged into the sea. The clothes
were torn.

| TWO FIRES IN THE ONE

HOUSE ; DAMAGE SLIGHT

R N Dean Found Gas Leak
~With a Match

The fire department were called out
yesterday afternoon at 5.50 o’clock and
this morning at 8.05 o'clock. for fires
in Richard N. Dean’s three story build-
ing at 72 St. James street. The dam-
age to the building will nol exceed
one thousand dollars.

The basement is occupied by Hedley
Watson and while his furniture is
somewhat damaged by water the loss
to him will not be great as his proper-
ty was well covered by the Salvage
Corps. Mr. Watson’s loss is a carpet
and some other articles amounting to
about one hundred dollars. He had no
insurance.

Mr. Dean resided on the ground floor
and kad $700 insurance on his furni-
ture. The damage will not be more
than half the amount it is insured for.

James Daley, I. R. C. conductor, re-
sides on the upper flat and had his
furniture insured for $500 in The Royal
Company. The damage done to Mr.
Daley’s furniture will not exceed two
hundred dollars.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Dean
thought there was an escape of gas,
and entering Mr, Watson’s apartments
he lighted a match. When he touched
the match to a gas jet there was a
flash of flame and in a few minutes
the fire had worked up through the
walls. An alarm. was sent in from box
the . department quickly re-
sponded. The fire worked up through
the wall in- the center of the house,
along a portion of the ceiling and fi-
nally through a small sec:ion of the
roof. The only damage by 'fire and by
the tearing of the ceilings and walls
was in this section of the house. It
took about an hour’s work before the
all out blow was sent in. There was
considerable damage by water in this
sertion of the building. .The fire was
al’ on the eastern side of the house.

This morning at 8.5 o’clock the
alarmi 45 again sounded and the fire-
men found that Mr. Dean’s house was
once more on fire. This %i™e the fire
was on the western side of the build-
ing hut in the centre c¢f the house like
the first fire. A large hole was lorn in
the side of the building, some portions
of the ceilings and walls were torn
away and there was more damage by
waler.

The parlors in the front of the house,
the bedrooms and the ell of the build-
ing with the kitchens were not damag-
ed by fire, while in the kitchens there
was econsiderable water. The damage
was silght. The furnishings in the
varlors and bedrooms will only be
damaged by smoke,

The dining room furnishings were re-
moved and covered by the Salvage
Corps and are not much damaged.

Entries arrivintg after June 2nd will
dealt ‘'with according to the space
remaining. It must be thorouzghly

understood that there will be no mea- |

surement rate of paying for a space
this year, the $5.00 entry fee being the
only expense.

To assure the completion of exhibits
at an early date so that the opening
days of the Exhibition may not be
marred with construction noises and
incomplete displays the board of di-
rectors reserve the right to declare
any space cancelled if the exhibitor
fails to have it in order by Friday,
September 2nd.
