Complaint is made by Mr, Pugsley that the Royal Commission appointed by the Hazen 
Government to inquire Into the Central Railway expenditure was unduly partisan, It is Mr, 
Pugsley s privilege to say so, but Senator Ellis' paper, The St. John Globe, does not make such 
a charge, although the Senator is as much a Liberal as Mr. Pugsley; more, indeed, for he 
has always been a Liberal. A careful perusal of the Report shows that the Commissioners 
performed a difficult task with judicial care and inclined to moderation of statement in their 
conclusions. Partisans are not so careful.

St. John’s, NM„ May 1.—The attack 
on Sir Robert Bond, the former Pre­
mier, at Western Bay yesterday, 
caused a sensation throughout the col­
ony when It became generally known. 
According to Sir Robert the Incident 
was more serious than at first report­
ed. In a statement today the ex-Pre- 
mler said that while climbing from 
the steamer to the wharf at Western 
Bay. where he intended to address a 
political rally, he was attacked by a 
hostile crowd, several of whom kicked 
him in the chest and knocked him

overboard, 
drowning by seizing the gunwale of a 
small boat nearby, and climbed into 
the craft, making his way to the steam­
er. The political meeting was aban­
doned and Sir Robert proceeded to an­
other town.

The Morrlsltes disclaim any connec­
tion with the affair and say that Bond 
was warned not to land at Western 
Bay. The Bond party leaders claim 
that the assault on him will gain him 
many votes In Westetn Bay. The at­
tack on Bond Is evidence of the stormy 
conditions of politics in the colony.

He saved himself from
Old Orchard, Me., May 2—The six 

workmen who have been marooned 
in the casino on the ocean end of the 
Old Orchard pier since Friday morn­
ing were taken ashore in row boats 
today after nearly forty-eight hours of 
troubled existence in the .frail struc­
ture while it was shaken under the 
buffetlngs of a heavy gale. Although 
tired, through lack of sleep and some­
what nervous after their long ordeal, 
the men were In good condition. 
Whether the contractors will be able 
to prevail upon them to again venture 
out to the casino is a question yet un­
answered by the men.

The delivery of the men this 
ing was accomplished with little of 
the danger which accompanied the 
unsuccessful attempts made yesterday 
to reach them. Several of their fellow- 
workmen who had been employed on 
the shore end of the pier rowed out 
to the casino in a dory. On the return 
three of the marooned men were tak­
en ashore, and on a second trip 
brought back three. Their names are: 
John Foss, John Hayes, James Farlev 
and Charles Watson, of Biddeford, and

John Freeman and Edward Charland, 
of Old Orchard.

After they had reached shore the 
men told a story of a nerve racking 
experience. They were marooned in 
the little storm-lashed casino, the frail 
rod foundations of which bent and 
shook with each succeeding wave. 
The rowboat in which they had gone 
out was washed away by the storm 
and they were unable to cross the 
pier as the middle section was de­
stroyed.

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Adana, May 1—Miss Elizabeth S. 
Webb, a missionary of the American 
Board, from Bunker Hill, Ill., has writ­
ten a narrative of her experiences dur­
ing the first days of the massacres in 
Adana when the girls’ school to which 
she was attached was in the greatest 
danger and the lives of the students 
were threatened from all sides. She 
says:

“Our friends came to school as usu­
al on Wednesday, April 21. Although 
we heard that there was a good deal 
of unrest in the city, we went on with 
our preparations for a school enter­
tainment, which was to be held the 
next day. Soon firing began in the 
city and before noon things were in 
such a disturbed condition that we 
were afraid to send the day scholars 
home. The girls were too excited to 
study, as there was a constant sound 
of firing. We, ourselves, tried to go on 
with our annual meeting, but the read­
ing of the reports was Interrupted by 
the screaming in the streets and the

shooting, which evidently was close 
at hand. consul is Major Doughty-Wylle. He 

could stay only a moment, but be left 
three of his own guard of Turkish sol­
diers to take care of us.

Turkish Soldiers Leave 
All through the night we actually 

seemed to be in a state of siege. The 
three soldiers kept firing their Mar­
tinis and the fire was returned from 
the minaret houses nearby. In the 
morning our guard discovered— 
whether it was a new discovery or not 
I do not know—that the men in the 
minaret houses whose fire they had 
been returning, were Turkish soldiers, 
and that others who had been firing 
upon us were friends whom we khew 
by name. After a good deal of parlev- 
ing the firing on our building stopped 
for the time being. Finally. In spite of 
the fact that the consul had said thev 
must remain until he returned, the 
guards Insisted that they should leave. 
We urged them to stay, but they 
climbed the walls and ran away.

A new misfortune overtook us; our 
guard of one man disappeared; things 
looked pretty/lark. I came to my room 
where the girls were seated; quietly 
waiting. For me to tell them what 
had happened would only cause a 
panic, so I said: “We have done all 
we can; let us pray.”

Dead and Living Together.
Before I had finished praying the 

bugle of the consul’s guard and the 
Turkish officials with whom he was 
patrolling, sounded ln the street. Un­
fortunately he could not spare a guard 
for us. but promised to send one Im­
mediately. It was a terrible situation, 
women and glrla practically alone ln 
the building, a murderous, blood' 
thirsty mob outside, with knife and 
bullet for the Armenians and the torch 
for their homes, To add to the misery 
there were the dead on the floor be­
low, and the widow of one of them,Mrs. 
Rogers, with her ten weeks’ old In­
fant to comfort.

The flames we had been fighting 
finally died out,, but fires could be 
seen in all parts of the city and the 
sound of shooting was constant The 
British Consul had promised us a 
guard, hut the afternoon and evening 
passed and none came. We could not 
understand It. The following day we 
learned that Major Dooghty-Wylle 
had been shot In the arm.

When you 
approach any wild land owner or lum­
berman, seeking employment, you 
must naturally expect to meet a prac­
tical business man, and his first ques­
tion is likely to be, "Should I give you 
employment, in what way would you 
busy yourself, and how would you 
save me money?" 
ment of help for any purpose what- 

’ ever, If a man receives a dollar and 
renders service worth f 1.10 dr 
his employer is satisfied," but when 
he pays him $1 and only receives 
services worth 90c. he is dissatis­
fied.

It means that many long months must 
be spent in the woods, away from so 
ciety and friends. It means that af­
ter you graduate from this depart­
ment at least four years’ time will be 
required at quite modest salaries to 
master the practical details, as above 
outlined. will, therefore, see it 
is no place for a lazy person. As for 
that matter, however, no man 
indulge In laziness and make 
cess at anything. If you are content 
to be nonentities, it would certainly 
be advisable for you to enter some 
other business rather than forestry, 
because at this particular period of 
time It is of vital importance 
every forester should demonstrate his 
true worth. Otherwise, he Is an in 
Jury to his associate foresters, bring­
ing discredit upon the profession, and 
Is also likely to do great injury to the 
Government where he resides by fail 
ing to gather accurate practical data.

Foresters Are in Demand.
I have no hesitation in saying that 

there is no class of professional 
in greater demand to-day than true 
foresters, men capable of grasping 
the problems involved in

accomplish much good.
It might fairly be said that the de­

partment in this ' University is geo­
graphically located under remarkably 
favorable circumstances. The stu­
dents in this course, I assume, have 
come largely from the rural districts, 
where they have had opportunities, 
during their youth, to absorb a large 
amount of practical information re­
garding the lumber business. This 
gives you an advantage, other condi­
tions being equal, over the city-bred 
youth of at least several years’ study 
in your department.

During your academic course you 
have opportunity for close observation 
of the lumber business, which gives 
you a chance to absorb many more 
practical ideas than as though you

It Will, 
therefore, be necessary for you to be 
able to demonstrate where there is 
an actual saving for the employer, In

salary. If you can show him how he 
can cut, yard and land logs more 
cheaply than he Is doing to-day, you 
have accomplished your object; or if 
you can show him how he can lumber 
equally as cheaply as at the pres­
ent time, and accomplish a material 
saving in the quantity of undersized 
trees or large quantities of baby 
growth, you will have made a dis­
tinct gain, and can urge it, but if you 
can accomplish neither of these things, 
what reasonable argument can you 
put up to Induce him to give you em­
ployment

Having advanced the Idea that 
there may be many problems to be 
solved in connection with the work of 
your profession, allow me to illus 
irate by mentioning one in particular, 
which, if solved In the way I antici­
pate, will prove of great value to 
everybody.

The fir of this region can almost 
be regarded as a forest weed, on ac 
count of so much of it being exceed­
ingly faulty.

The large lumber laud 
ers, as well as Governments, require 
experienced, practical men 
charge of lumber lands, and manage 
the business of lumbering, but as a 
rule, we are obliged to depend very 
largely on the uneducated, but fairly 
practical lumber jacks to direct the 

because, although forestry 
schools have been established in Am­
erica for a considerable number of 
years. I am sorry to be obliged to 
make this statement, that out of the 
whole number of graduates thus far, 
I have yet to find very many of them 
qualified to take charge of a good 
sized lumber district, and direct the 
woods operations. The field is large, 
and there is lots of room at the top. 
As I have frequently remarked to 
young men, it is beyond question that 
if they will learn to do only one thing, 
and although It may be quite insigni­
ficant In its nature, if they will do 
it better than anybody else they 
sure of occupation and to command 
the highest salary in that line; but 
if not at the top. those capable of do­
ing the work better than they have 
the first call for the place 

Doubtless the Government of New 
Brunswick, which is simply one of a 
whole group of Governments, would 
be glad to employ thoroughly practical 
foresters in connection with the 
Crown Lands office. In my own pri­
vate business I should be pleased to 
employ several foresters, if they 
capable of taking charge and directing 
the work as it should be done.

Second Growth Often Fir,
Following our Voods cutting, we 

find much of the second growth to be 
fir, where it would be a great advan­
tage could spruce be induced to grow, 
and the problem I submit is this :

Whether or not in mossy territory, 
by lumbering In the early fall and 
dragging the logs the moss will be 
removed and the mineral soil exposed 
sufficiently to insure that the succeed­
ing crop will be spruce Instead of fir.

Could the forestry department of 
this University determine that this 
was a practical proposition, to thus 
change the natural growth, it would 
have conferred a sufficient benefit on 
the province by this one fact alone, 
to warrant the entire expense of this 
department for very many years to 
come.

Before closing, I wish to call your 
attention to one other matter in which, 
to a certain extent. I am personally 
interested. This may subject me to 
the criticism of having talked "shop" 
to you, but as there is an important 
problem involved, trust ÿou will ex 
cuse me for doing so.

Reforesting Territory.
Knowing that a mature tree crop, 

which is the result of at least one 
hundred years’ growth, can be bought 
for a lesser sum than you can plant 
the shrubs, you can readily realize 
that you would waste your breath ad. 
vising a practical lumberman to em­
ploy you to reforest any territory 
Some of you might suggest the idea 
of going ahead of the axeman and 
marking trees to be taken, and I will 
frankly admit that if you were prac­
tical lumbermen, in some instances, 
this might be a distinct gain. Still, 
if you will consider how many fores­
ters would be required to go ahead 
of the axeman and Indicate all of the 
trees to be cut In this province in a 
single year you would realize that the 
expense would be so great that there 
must be a very material saving to 
warrant this expenditure.

I will frankly state that only In a 
general way do I think this is a Teas 
ible proposition, and that it can be 
done successfully, only by a person 
who has had a thorough practical 
training in the work of taking the 
log from the stump to the landing.

What It Means to be a Foreeter.
This brings me down to the real 

gist of what I first contemplated in 
preparing this paper, viz., as to 
whether or not each of you has weigh­
ed carefully what It means to be a 
forester. Allow me to outline what 
appears to be necessary from my 
standpoint. »

A forester must have much more 
than an ordinary college education. 
In any and all professions we realize 
the importance of practical work after 
the theoretical course has been fol­
lowed to a finish. The lawyer must 
have long practice.. The physician 
must have many patients before he 
can have confidence in his own 
ability. Even the tradesman requires 
much more than is mastered during 
his apprenticeship before he can be a 
real success, but much more than in 
cases cited is It necessary for a for­
ester, if a success, to be accomplish­
ed in a very much larger field.

In order to know what kinds of 
ordinary waste material of the for­
ests can be made useful he must have 
a thorough practical knowledge of the 
lumber mill, and even of several 
styles of lumber mills.

I venture to assert that the field is 

large enough for, at least, one hun­
dred and fifty capable men in this pro­
vince alone, but regret to say that 
the average young man of to-day is 
hardly willing to degrade himself, as 
he styles it, by participating in hard 
manual labor, such as is necessary to 
handle logs in the 
but repeat what I have previously 
stated, that if any of you are taking 
this course, entertaining these or 
similar notions, you will be doing 
yourself a real kindness and confer­
ring a benefit on the community if 
when you leave this room 
throw your forestry text books into 
the waste basket and immediately 
commence a course of study in other 
lines.

Long after you are dead and for­
gotten there is likely to 
time in America when it may be neces 
sary to practice forestry in the same 
manner as is done in Germany. When 
that time arrives it may afford oppoi 
tunltles for the kid gloved gentleman, 
but to-day kid gloves and silk hats 
are of little use to a forester in the 
practice of his profession.

Put Knowledge to Practical Use.
Allowing, however, that you decide 

to continue your course, I urge you to 
make yourself sufficiently 
with the business so that you may be 
employed In connection with woods 
operations, first, as a foreman. While 
performing the duties of foreman you 
can be putting your scientifle knowl­
edge into practical use, by first solv­
ing the problem of how to best thin 
or prune our forest territory, so as to 
get a much larger yield per acre than 
at present, without changing the gen­
eral forest conditions. Later, I hope 
you will be able to devise some method 
by which the natural, worthless tree 
growth of to-day may be changed from 
a worthless species to a valuable 
species at raieimum cost. In connec­
tion with this some method should be 
devised by which a large number of 
cumbersome trees, occupying the ter­
ritory that should be producing valu­
able woods, could be destroyed at an 
insignificant cost, thus affording more 
room for valuable species.

We would be very glad, indeed, to 
exterminate various forest weeds, but 
the question Is, will the benefit war­
rant the cost?

As perhaps some of yOu may be 

aware. I am connected with a 
pany very heavily interested in the 
manufacture of pulp and paper From 
the results of actual experience I am 
satisfied in my own mind beyond a 
question of doubt that is is a very 
material advantage to 
growing section, and particularly to 
the province of New Brunswick, to 
engage in a thinning process in all 
thicket growths of spruce and fir, and 
in some cases to deforest the ground 
entirely.

Not being familiar with the meth­
ods we practice, it has naturally oc­
curred to many people In this pro­
vince, as well as in other localities 
where pulp mills are located, that 
pulp and paper manufacturers may be 
doing vast injury instead of confer­
ring benefits.

Cukes.The Scaling of Logs.
The scaling of logs and lumber is 

called quite a trade of itself, and yet 
the forester must be thoroughly fami­
liar with the practical methods of 
scaling, and the theory of how the 
scale rule Is made up, so that he could 
construct, at short notice, a scale rule 
of his own.

In scaling, necessary reductions are 
required for imperfections in logs, 
and it is only by seeing the logs pass 
through the mills during the process 
of manufacture that he can have a 
full and correct knowledge of what 
reductions are required.

More Important, however, than any 
of these ideas ig thorough familiarity 
with all the labors and business of 
the ordinary lumber jack. To a city- 
bred youth taking & forestry course 
in one of our large institutions it 
would hardly appeal to him that he 
must participate In manual labor, 
grubbing knolls, skidding roads, fail­
ing, trees, chopping brush, >etc., to 
make him a practical forester, yet 
the real duties of a forester make it 
absolutely necessary that he be able 
to tell the lumber jacks how to con­
struct their roads, fell their trees, cut 
them up, yard and land them, whether 
they shall be dragged with one horse 
or two, or whether they shall use a 
scoot or one or more sleds according 
to circumstances, and at the same 
time save as much as possible of the 
surrounding valuable growth, and I 
submit that no man will ever be of 
any material value as a forester as 
long as our conditions remain at all 
as at present, unless he is capable of 
directing this work. Such being the 
case, If any of you are studying this 
profession with the understanding 
that it is to be an easy life, I would 
strongly advise that you change your 
course at once.

\
1

Standards of Cutting.
In my opinion we should have at 

least four standards of cutting.
First, in the mixed growth where 

hard woods prevail, no one should be 
allowed to cut a single stick of spruce 
less than 12 inches in diameter, 
breast high. Should this standard be 
made even larger than that I would 
offer no objection.

Second, In mixed growth 
spruce prevails, a different standard 
is necessary, owing to the fact that 
in many places the growth is crowded 
and the spruce fails to obtain suffi 
cient light, and sufficient 
which to obtain its food.

In such instances a lower standard 
than 12 inches is advisable, depend­
ing somewhat upon the density of the 
growth. The exact size of cutting in 
such cases should be determined by 
some one having supervision of the 
work, the idea being In all cases to 
leave a sufficient stand of under-sized 
trees to occupy the ground, and in such 
a manner as to obtain the best 
growth—thinning at the start being 
essential.

Third, where the growth is entirely 
spruce and fir, and thickets predomin­
ate, thinning is very essential, and a 
third standard is advisable, the exact 
size depending, as in the second in­
stance, upon the general character of 
the growth, and the maximum size it 
is able to attain.

Fourth, you will also find in 
Investigation later many spots of 
greater or less extent where the soil 
is a mere scurf, and underneath either 
a mass of boulders, a solid ledge or a 
pin gravel sub-soil. The solid ledge 
bottom Is usually found on high hills 
or on mountains, but the other two 
conditions are more frequently found 
in low lands.

Best Conditions for Future Growth.
I venture the assertion that by fol­

lowing in a general way the methods 
above outlined, whether for pulp mills 
or for other purposes a far greater 
yield per ace can be produced in a 
series of years than by the methods 
heretofore followed by operators for 
saw mills, and the condition of the 
forest for future growth left in a 
much better condition.

Trusting that as opportunity offers 
you may be able to investigate the 
facts along these lines, and may find 
my statements correct, I will now 
close by assuring you that in com­
mon with the thinking people of the 
whole world, I feel a deep interest in 
the course of study embraced in this 
department, but am firmly convinced 
that your text books can serve you 
very largely, only as the compass 
serves the mariner—helping you to 
direct your course.

Matter of Vital Importance.
The necessity of leaving a suitable 

number of seed trees may be found 
of vital importance. Conditions may 
be developed by which natural valu­
able species of trees may be allowed 
to seed instead of the less valuable or 
worthless species, as occurs to-day. 
Insect and animal pests, you are sup­
posed to know all about after com­
pleting this course, but their preven­
tion or extermination costs money, 
and the problem for you to solve is, 
how to do this at minimum cost; in 
fact, the whole problem of forestry 
should be considered for the present, 
as a financial proposition. Save or 
earn money and you win. otherwise 
your profession is a failurq.

Again, I repeat that there is no 
more important or broader field open 
to the ambitious young man of to-day 
than that embraced In your course of 
study, but it involves a lot of intel­
ligent thought and persistent hard 
labor, with immediate prospects of re­
muneration somewhat limited, on ac­
count of the length of the time it re­
quires to master the subject. It you 
are willing to continue with these 
facts standing out prominently before 
you, and are willing to devote the 
necessary energy, you will, in the end,

Mr. Dunlop is now sending out the 
annual packages of seeds. No fewer 
than 60,000 packages, representing 32 
varieties, are being shipped out, to be 
distributed in 1,500 gardens across the 
continent.

“The flower fever,” said Mr. Dun­
lop this morning, “has spread over 
12,000 miles of railway, and the desire 
for flowers extends to the company’s 
hotels, dining cars, Atlantic and Pa­
cific steamers, as well as the steamers 
on the Great Lakes, inland waters of 
British Columbia and the B. C. coast 
service.

“Agents, sectionmen and employees, 
together with their wives, vie with 
each other and make a flowery chain 
across Canada, and now wherever 
there is a C. P. R. station, section 
house, or office building, there you will 
find flowers.

"Later on thousands of plants and 
shrubs will be sent out, while last fall 
we distributed 200,000 tulips, hya­
cinths, lilies, crocuses, iris bulbs. This 
means that with those sent out in 
former years there will soon be mil­
lions of early spring bulbs in bloom.

“For months I have been receiving 
hundreds of letters of encouragement 
and inquiries regarding the flower 
scheme for the present year, and the 
indications are that the work will j>e 
made greater and broader by the hun­
dreds of amateurs who now vie with 
each other to brighten their surround­
ings by the cultivation of flewrso dur­
ing their spare time.”

Mr. Dunlop’s office is a regular bur­
eau of information on the subject of 
floriculture, for large numbers of ther 
employes write to him for pointers.

This is a pathetic and interesting 
story, told with grace and charm, of a 
girl’s life in Korea. The author, An­
nie L. A. Baird, has had a long ex­
perience in missionary work In that 
country, and striking daily occurren­
ces that have come under her ob­
servation she has incorporated in this 
story, which is realistic to a degree, 
and has all the merits of a human doc­
ument. A better idea can be gained 
of the actual life of the Koreans, and 
particularly of Korean girlhood and 
womanhood in this little volume than 
in half a dozen ponderous volumes of 
the many that have been written about 
that interesting country.

The Heroine.
Pobal, the heroine, is the daughter 

of comparatively well-to-do people, 
and her parents are not tyrannical 
or hardhearted as the Koreans under­
stand such things; but according to 
the customs of the country, It is de­
sirable that Pobal should be married 
at the age of twelve. A desirable 
husband has been found for her in 
a boy of ten, whose parents have paid 
down the necessary sum to secure the 
alliance. The little girl has no de­
sire to be married, but there Is no 
way of escape. The author describes 
with realistic skill the pre-nuptial ar­
rangements, and then the great day 
itself. "Pobal sat as motionless as 
Buddha in the centré of the floôr, the 
dusky rose of her cheeks covered with 
thick white and red paint, her head 
adorned with masses of false hair, 
which was struck full of heavy brass, 
silver and coral ornaments, the whole 
surmounted by a crown of red and 
gold paper. Her chokeri, a short Jack­
et reaching a little below the armpits, 
was of bright green silk, and her skirt 
of red gauze silk over the blue. From 
her girdle hung a heavy bunch of 
ornaments of wrought silver, coral 
and Jade; conspicuous among them a
mounted tiger’s claw............. By and
by, after long waiting, the bridegroom 
appeared, attended by several friends 
and relatives. He 
about ten years old, gorgously attired 
In a long coat of purple 
cade, with a winged horse^r cap on 
his head, and a square of beautifully 
embroidered Chinese characters signi­
fying long life and happiness, fastened 
to his back. He was far too shy, 
if he had not been indifferent, to 
cast so much as a glance toward the 
little bride, and it was only after much 
pulling and pushing 
from all sides that the little pair were 
got into position, facing each other, 
across a mat with a low table between 
them, upon which was placed a wood­
en goose—the type of conjugal fidelity 
—and the ancestral tablets of the two 
families. Then followed various gen­
uflexions and prostrations to each otlv 
er, to the ancestral tablets, and to heS 
ven.”

The older bro­
ther would now move in with his fam­
ily, and there would be no room for 
Pobai and her little girl. The family 
held whispered conversations and she 
caught the words: ‘Pretty yet.’ 'A good 
pi ice,’ and she knew her danger. They 
would sell her to whomsoever would 
pay the price and take her away.”

And so it fell about. She becomes 
the chattel of a brutal fellow, whose 
cruelty drives her to think of murder, 
but she is mercifully saved from 
crime, and after bitter vicissitudes day 
dawns for her at last.

As we have said the story possesses 
a double interest, because It deals with 
facts of everyday life in Korea, and 
the story is In itself interesting. In­
terwoven with the action we get a 
vivid Impression of Korean supersti­
tions, and there are scenes of conju­
ration that are grimly fascinating. 
Curious types of town characters, 
amusing or repulsive, move across the 
scene, and each is drawn with fine 
literary skill. There are rival conju- 
ors, who attempted to outwit each 
other in business, and the avaricious 
man, who is reluctantly bled of his 
wealth to save his fever-stricken par­
ents, whom he would gladly see per­
ish if he were not afraid of being 
haunted by their indignant shades.

Habitual criminals, who have the 
misfortune of falling into the hands 
of the authorities have little clemency 
to expect from the courts in this city.

Nairo, British East Africa, May 1.—

Now York. May 1.—Speculative at­

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YOUNG AML ..AN SA'
CANADIANS CANNOT FULLY 

UNDERSTAND TURKISH AFFAIRS
The Manitoba Free Press has the 

following report of a meeting held in 
Winnipeg by the Armenians of that 
city;

and the Moslems. Certainly there is 
rivalry and hatred between the Chris­
tian sects, just as there Is between 
sects and between individuals In this 
city. The struggle between the Armen­
ians and the Moslems is, howeyer, an 
entirely different matter.

Christian Armenians formerly living 
in Asiatic Turkey and now residents 
XX'lnipeg, spoke with much bitterness 
last night in reference to an editorial 
appearing in a local paper, entitled 
"The Unspeakable Turk.” A. K. Na- 

kashlan, a young man who was in Hav- 
pout when thousands of Christian 
Armenians were killed on the streets 
by the Turks, acted as spokesman for 
his country people. Mr. Nakashian 
said:

"It Is not to be expected that peo­
ple living in Canada should appreciate 
the conditions which exist under Turk­
ish rule in Asiatic Turkey. It is. how­
ever. somewhat extraordinary that a 
dally newspaper in its editorial col­
umns betrays such complete ignorance 
of matters which have been under 
discussion in the public press for so 
many years and with reference to 
which so much information has been 
given to the world. In justice to the 
press of America I would say that al­
though I have been for a number of 
years a close reader of the editorial 
pages of the chief American journals. 
I have never before found, nor have 1 
ever heard of. an editorial utterance 
in any reputable American or Cana­
dian newspaper iu which the attempt 
was made to defend tho administra­
tion of Asia Minor by the Turkish Gov­
ernment. The total lack of apprecia­
tion on the part of this writer on the 
seriousness of the situation which ex­
ists in that country is appalling.

Point of Cleavage.
"People may smypathize with the 

Turks and with Mohammedanism if 
they desire, but they ought to under­
stand what It is with which they are 
sympathizing. The point of cleavage 
between the two Is clear. Christianity 
means civilization, and Mohammedan­
ism means the exclusion of civiliza­
tion. The choice is between these two

"It ought to be remembered by the 
public who are forming opinions about 
this great question of the east, that 
we Armenians in Asia Minor are living 
in our own country, XVe are living in 
the country of our fathers, which out 
fathers lost to the Moslems.XVe do not 
ask that we be permitted to govern the 
country but we do ask for the pro­
tection of the courts. XVe do not want 
to govern the courts, but we want jus­
tice in the courts. XVe want protection 
when we travel, protection for our 
shipments and the right to travel 
from place to place on commercial 
business. XVe would like to be free to 
sneak and free to publish our opinions. 
None of these things are allowed to 
us by the Turkish Government. None 
of our people are permitted to defend 
themselves when attacked, or to have 
in their possession under any circum­
stances the means of defence.

"Our people in Asia have been to 
some extent sustained by the sym­
pathy of the oeoplo of Christian Am­
erica and Europe. The fight In which 
they are engaged is a most deadly one 
and the printing of such misleading 
and lying matter as appeared in a 
paper of this city Is

“The victorjf of the Young Turks In 
Constantinople is good news to us. 
The X’oung Turks 
they are seeking the reforms for which 
we have been struggling. Their lead­
ers are in the closest sympathy with 
our leaders and their victory Is our 
victory.

"The news of the victory of the 
Young Turks is the most glorious we 
have had in the world’s greatest 
dramas. XVe are nearing by their vic­
tory. the realization of our hopes 
which we have been cherishing for 
years.

"Or course these present massacres 
and butcheries are pictures of horrors 
to one who realizes what they really 
mean. Famine, pestilence and sick­
ness may follow the war and In that 
case material aid will be needed.

"Editor Hasson Fehmi Bey, of the 
Liberals, whose assassination preci- 
tated the present conflict, will 
remembered by the X'oung Turks and 
the Armenians as the first martyr In 
the fight for freedom of the press, of 
religion and of conscience.

Benefits of Victory.
"I believe that the younger brother 

of the sultan. Rechid Effendi, who is 
with the constitutionalists and escaped 
from Constantinople last week will be 
made sultan. Then the Young Turks 
will be In control of the country. The 
Immediate benefits of this stupendous 
victory for civilization will be as fol­
lows :

"First, education by the public 
school system, without religious influ- 
eences.

"Second, freedom of the press,which 
will do more for civilization than any 
other one thing.

"Third, equal rights for all people, 
before the courts, now denied.

“Fourth, the magna charts for Tur­
key. No man to be tried except by 
jury, if he so elects.

"Fifth, the constitutional Govern­
ment to be the highest authority In 
the land.

"Sixth, transportation without 
veiUnnce. and without passports.

"Seventh, the opening of commerce 
with the whole world.

"Eighth, Turkish women now

Armenians Were Butchered.
"This writer suggests that the 

Christian Armenians are the most re­
bellious citizens of the Turkish
pire. He does not suggest any date at 
which the Armenians rebelled against 
the Government. No one knows of 
such a date. The world has heard of 
the Greeks in this connection and also 
of other Europeon peoples, but the 
only time that, tho world has ever 
heard anything from the Armenians 
has been when they have been but­
chered by the Turks.

“XVhat we Armenians have wanted 
in Asia Minor may best be shown by 
a reference to the blessings which the 
people of Canada enjoy..In Canada 3 
man may be living In a shack, he may 
have no bread In the house and he 
may have no employment in immedi­
ate prospect, but he has the assur­
ance that his wife and his little chil­
dren are safe from attack. He has no 
ever-present fear that his cloest rela­
tives may be slaughtered before his 
eyes. These words may mean very lit­
tle to some Canadian editors but they 
mean something to me. 
pout in 1892. I was there with scores 
of my closest relatives. 1 saw the 
streets of Harpout running with blood 
as water runs on your streets after 
rain. Those victims in Harpout were 
not shot. They were cut to. pieces with 
knives, so that the blood of tlielr bo­
dies ran out on the roads, 
priests hung to trees, and tortured 
and burned until they were dead. I 
saw sights of cruelty and death which 
it Is Impossible to describe. All.that 
I saw' in Harpout in 1892 Is being re­
peated In Asia Minor on a scale equal­
ly large this year.

“The responsibility of the Govern­
ment of Turkey in connection with 
these massacres was clearly pointed 
out by Mr. Gladstone in the Imperial 
Parliament of Great Britain 
years ago. This Is not the case of an 
Governmental failure of a well-mean­
ing Government which Is unable to re­
strain some of the worst elements in 
its population. Is is the deliberate act 
of a Government which is afraid of
