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~ BND EAPERREACE B0ER CRUELTY

Led Into Trap British Make Lively Fight-- Wounded
Stripped and lll-treated Shamefully -- North-
‘west Man Among the Killed.

Ottawa, Feb. 10 —(Special) —Writing
from Witpoortje, South Africa, to a
friend in Ottawa, a Canadian member of
the Baden-Powell police ,gives some in-
teresting accounts of the warfare, details
that bear out the charges of cruelty laid
against the Boers. He says: One of our
mative scouts came in and reported about

15 or 20 Boers three miles distanf. Our

patrol consisted of 25 men and a Kafiir
scout. We got scattered amongst the
kopjeq and at first saw only o few Boers.
We gave chase and were led into a trap,
and mmore than 200 Boers appeared fiom
all aides. Bullets flew like hail. Luckily
it was & running fight, as both parties
were ridinng at top speed. The Boers were
trying o cut us off from the kopjes, and
ithey succeeded in some cases. en sev-
eral of us tmied to reach our Kopjes we
found that the Boers had got there before
us, and they let us have a volley.

Our casualties number 16. but happily
only two of the number have died. Of the
remaipder, all but one are eure to re-
cover. The doubtful case in a young
fellow named Midway, whose home is near
Ottawa. He is a game one. He was hit
three times. An explosive bullet shat-
tered his leg and two bullets struck him
inf the face.  The Boers stripped him and

hg‘f he lay out in the scorching sun &ill even-
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ing. His body was all blistered. The
Boers, in fact, stripped every one of the
wounded they came across, and made them
walk back to the camp moked. Midway

and two others, Slean and Ingles, were
together. Sleane was wounded. The
Boers stripped him and he died from the
wounds and exposure. Ingles gave up after
his ammunition was exhausted. While the
Boers were pulling his shirt over his head
one of them shot him in the shoulder.
Then they told himto get to camp. Whea
he was about 200 yards away the Boers
fired a dozen shots at him, but fortunately

none took effect. They treated our
wounded shamefully. If was something
disgraceful. We killed 10 Boers and

wounded many more. OQur other man who
was killed was W. E. Walker, a cool-
headed, daring fellow; from the northwest.
He wus shot in the region of the heart
and died instantly. We bunied him and
Corporal Slean on the veldt. When we
went out to bring in our dead énd wound-
ed the Boers told us they were 340 strong.
They asked us to take in one of their
men who was severely wounded. Such
treatment was nct coming to them, but
our captain agreed. The wounded ‘‘pig”
was not nearly as badly wounded as was
supposed. He had only slight wounds.

We received congratulatory messages
from Captain MeLeod, commanding the
18th troop, and Major Twinam. The re-
inforcements we semt 'out for at 9.30 a. m.
on the day of the scrap, arrived at 2 a.
m. the next day. Swift, were they mot?
We had five hours of a hot time, but
next day the Boers were all gone. It was
Jommandant Lutchenburg’s commando we
were up against. 1

PROHIBITION IN ONTARIO.

Board of Trade of Toronto Passes Resolu-
tions.

Toronto, Feb."10—(Special)—The board
of trade, at a largely attended general
meeting ' tonight, adopted the following
resolution on the prohibition question, the
vote being 66 for and 25 against.

“This meeting, having regard to all cir-
ek , is of opinion that the best
interests of temperance would be advanced
by introduction of a measure providing

- for restrictions upon the liquor
traffiq and by taking steps to ensure that
existing and successful temperance legisia-
tion shall be strictly enforced.

. “That this meeting petition the Ontario
government that if it should deeide to in-
troduce a prohibition bill; such bill should
provide for just payment by the govern-

- ment for that percentage of wvalue of
property which &vould be confiscated if
euch bill should provide for speedy appli-
cation of the act, and that in order to be
assured of efficient public sentiment in
favor of the measure, so that its practical
enforcement may be ensured, the bill to
he followed by a referendum with major-
ity necessary to.confirm to be either two-
¢hirds of the vote cast or 50 per cent. of
the duly qualified electors.”

UNCLE SAM’S NAVY.

Returns to Senate Shows That Expenditure
Has Been Hundred Millions.

Washington, Feb. 10.—The new navy
has cost the United States $90,803,928 for
construction and $9,343,235 for repairs on
completed vessels. These figures ere
~upplied in a statemient forwarded to the

« genate today by the secretary of the navy

in response to & resolution adopted by
tthe senate in February, 1901. In addition
* to the expenditures made on vessels now
afloat, there are several ships in course
of construction. 7These include the Ken-
tucky and the Xearsarge, on each of
which an expenditure of $4,000,000 has
been authorized, and the Ilinois, Wiscon-
sin and Alabama, on each of which an
expenditure of $3,750,000 is authorized.
‘I*here are also several smaller vessels in
course of construction, which will bring
the total up to a considerable extent when
the vessels are completed. The statement
covers the period from 1883 and begins
nvith the building of the Chicago, Atlanta
and Boston.
Of the completed vessels the Oregon cost
%6,575,032, the Massachusetis $6,047,117 and
the Maine $4,677,788.

Unknown Vessel Burning Off Cape May-—
Life Savers' Start to Rescue Crew.

Atlamitic City, N. J., Feb. 10—Tatham’s
life saving station this evening reports a
big fire at sea, about 10 miles south of
that{ station. Tatham’s life saving station
is 25 miles south of Atlantic City, and 11
miles north of Cape May.

Cape May, N. J., Feb. 10—An unknown
vessel is afire at sea off here tonight, but
her name camnot be ascertained. The
arews of the Coldspring and the Cape May
Point life saving stations have gome off
to alttempt the rescue of those in danger,
but it is -doubtful if they can get to the
ship, as ithe ice coming out of Delaware
Bay is half a mile wide off shore, and if
the burning vessel is on the other side
of the ice, the life savers camnot get
‘through.

The blaze at sea has been yisble here
for several hours. The life saving crews
are not expected to return until morning,
and until they return it is not believed any
information will be obtained rezarding the
fire.

Up to the time darkness covered the
ocean tohight no big craft which could
have rendered assistance was seen within
two miles of the burning vessel. The life
gaving crews had not returned up to 11
o'clock. The vessel seems to be burned
to the watertine.

SENT INTO EXILE.

Spies of Young Turk Party Got Too Near
to Heir Apparent.

London, Feb. 8—Mail advices to the
Times from Constantinople state that the
sultan tries to keep his brother and heir
isolated.

Recently Prince Mohammed Rgshad
bought some trinkets from three Greek
jewellers. Spies. “discovered” that the
jewellers were agents of the Young Turk
party and employed to poison the mind
of the heir-apparent.

The jewellers were arrested, tried for
treason, and sentenced to exile and im-
prisonmnt at Sinope, Asia Minor. . Their
families are without means of subsistence,
their shops having been sealed and their
goods confiscated.

Tercorized by Outlaws.

El Paso, Tex., Feb. 10—Ben Williams,
a detective for the Samta Fe railroad, re-
ported that in the vicinity of the Captain
mountains, New Mexico, the people have
been terrorized recently by the appearance
of eight outlaws. The gang has robbed
several stored and ranches recently, stolen
numerous horses aad committed murder.
Two sherifi’s posses pursued the outlaws
into the mountains, where a baxttle_as Te-
ported to have taken place, resulting in
the death of four of the outlaws.

"UNKNOWN CRAFT SUNK, 2

FOUR-MASTED SCHOONER PERHAPS
FROM PORTLAND.

Only Chance of Crew Is That Theyv'e
Been Taken Across Atlantic — Vessel
Lies Near Fire lIsland, Masts Partially
Above Water.

Boston, Feb. 10.—Schooner John F.
Randall, of Portland, for the safety of
which there is much anxiety at her home
port, may have gone down off Barnegat
during the past week. William F. Pal-
mer, the managing owmer of the Palmer
fleet of big four and five-masted schooners,
who made the trip to Newport News in
the schooner Fannie Palmer from here last
week, arrived here today from Baltimore,
Nortolk and Newport News. Mr. Palmer
stated that on last Thursday when about
35 miles southwest by west from Shinne-
cock in the track of vessels running be-
tween Shinnecock and Barnegat, the Fan-
nie Palmer passed close to a sunken four-
masted schooner lying in 15 fathoms of
water, with her topmast projecting about
two-thirds out. She had no outer jibtop-
sail stays, and was evidently a four-
master with only one jib topsail or else
she had been in collision and carried the
other away. The foretopmast was painted
white pretty well up. The wreck was
standing upright and heading northwest.

The John F. Randall, Captain Edward
Hrtcheock, was bound from Baltimore for
Poutland with coal. She passed out of
the Chesapeake a week ago Sunday morn-
ing with a large fleet of vessels bound
north. All the others have shown up but
nothing has been heard of the-John F.
Randall.

Captain Crocker, nvho commanded the
overdue vessel, is acknowledged to be one
of the very best ship masters on the At-

schooner, the other shares being owned
by Oharles W. Morse, of New York, and
parties in Portland.

New York, Feb. 10.—The four-masted
schooner, supposed to be the John F. Ran-
dall, les in 2212 fathoms of water nine
and a half miles south 56 degrees east
(true) from the Fire Island Lightship.
The sunken craft was first reported by
Captain Roberts, of the steamship Zee-
dand, which passed her on Feb. 4. The
steamships Lucania and Philadelpnia,
which arrived yesterday, also reported the
four masts protruding above the water.
Captan McKay, of the Lucania, reported
that a flag was flying from the jigger
truck but it cou'd not be made out.

In marine circles here there has been
much speculation as to what vessel it
might be. It is thought that the crew,
if they did not drown in the sinking craft,
were taken off by some outward bound
vessel and are being carified to Europe.
The announcement of their arnival abroad
has been looked for to solve the mystery
of the vessel's name.

Trust Company Refuses to Pay
School Fees of Actor’s Son.

Pittsburg, Pa., Feb. 10—Mus. Henrietta
Chanfrau,- of Philadelphia, mother of
Henry T. Chanfrau, once a well-known
actor, who died in Long Branch, N. J,,
last year, has begun suit against the Fi-
delity Title and Trust Cmpany, of this
city, to compel the company to pay the
tuition of her grandson, whom she sent
to Manor School, Stamford, Conn.

The company refuses to pay the tuition
on the ground that the school is a Christ-
ian Science institution and not a fit place
in which to educate the boy. Sadie Ful-
ton Chanfrau, the boys mother, died in
Long Branch on June 14, 1887, three
weeks after the boy was born. He has
since made his home with his grand-
mother.

The company was intrusted with $51,000,
of which the interest was to go toward
providing for the boy. The company re
fused to pay the first tuition expense of
$300. The grandmother alleges that she
has a legal right, with the boy’s consent,
to place him in any school she desires.

Mrs. Chanfrau is the widow of Frank
8. Chanfrau, who starred in “Kit, the Ar-
kansaw Traveller,” and was herself a
well-known actress in her day.

Canada-Atlantic Sale---Prominent Men Pay
Tribute to the Late Judge Lister.

IRISH QUESTION
A PRESSING ONE

United League Made More Power-
ful—Result of East Down Election.

New York, Feb, 8—The London corre-
spondent of the Tribune says: Lord Sahs-
bury’s significant reference to Ireland in
his speech on Wednesday has been em-
phasized by the election in East Down,
where the land purchase candidate, sup-
ported by T. W. Russell, takes the place
of a popular Unionist in a district not
ordinarily contested. Irish discontent, in-
stead of being ekaved by the policy cf
wmothering it with kindness and optimism,
has inereased. Loyalist Ulster is now
divided agaimst itself; while the National-
ists do not like England any better than
they did beiore, and have never -been more
embittered against her during amy of her
wars. The Nationalists in the commons,
who opposed Mr. Russell when it was for
their interests to do so, were exultant
vesterday, and disposed to regard the vic-
tory of the land purchase Independent as
their own work; while George Wyndham,
the secretary for Ireland, was sharper
and less amiable than usual in his replies,
apparently anticipating trouble in the near
future. The essential facts in the situa-
tion are the conversion of Mr. O'Brien’s
United Inish League into a most po.werful
political organization; umity in the Nation-
alist party under Mr. Redmond’s leader-
ship, and divisions among the Toyalists
by fhe land purchase projects.

Tender Leaves Track, Eleven Cars

Va.nceboro, Me., Feb. 10—The west-
bound immigrant spedial over the Cana-
dian Pacific was wrecked at 2.15 o’clock
this afternoon, tpo miles east of Moose-
head, and one boy, 11 years of age, was
killed, while 12 other passengers weie
slightly injured. The passengers were
Swedes, on their way west. Those who
did not sustain any .injuries were sent
for\}'ﬂmd by a special train at 5 o’dlock
tonight. The wreck was caused by the
deradlment of the train.

Latest Information.

Greenville, Me., Feb. 11—(Special}—The
name of the ll-year-old boy killed in the
wreck, two miles east of Moosehead, is
Johan Laurila. He was destined to Peb-
bing, Minnesota and was in charge of his
elder brother. Fifteen passengers were in-
jured and the most serious was a collar-
bone broken. The derailed cars will be|
picked wp this morning.

General Superintendent Oborne left yes-
terday afternoon for the scene of the ac-
cident. He took a special from McAdam,
and the Pullman Wabigoon and two
nurses from this city in case that their
services might be required and to pro-
vide a hospital car for any of the injured
who might not be able to travel in the
ordinary way.

Superintendent Oborne communicated
with the C. P. R. office here from Mec-
Adam about 7 o’clock last evening. He
did not state any particulars and the only
information which came to the dispatcher
up to midnight, was to the effect that a
wheel on a rear car of the immigrant
spbaial had broken, resulting in the car
pitching down a seven-foot embankment
and that one person was killed and several
injured.

The immigrants were those who came
across to Halifax on the steamer Ioniam.

BRITISH AND BOERS
HAVE TRYING WEEK,

Work the Liveliest and Losses the
Heaviest for Months -- Engage-
ments Described.

P

London, Feb. 10.—A report received to-
day from Lord XKitchener at Pretoria
shows last week to have been the liveliest
week with the heaviest losses on both
sides for several months past. Lord
Kitchener gives the Boer casualties a total
of 69 killed, 57 surrendered and
574 ‘taken prisoners. The British cap-
tured 480 rifles, one pompom and the usual
grist of munitions and live stock. The
most serdous British loss during the week
was the capture of 60 donkey wagons,
convoyed by 160 troops. At a point 30
miles from Beaufort West, Cape Colony,
the enemy swooped down on the domkey
wagons and cut up the convoy before as-
sistance arrived. They were able to re-
move only 12 of the wagons and burned
the rest. In this engagement the British
tost: two officers and 11 men killed and
one officer and 47 men wounded.

The Boers also rushed a detachment of
100 men of Col. Doran’s column, the night
of Feb. 3, when the British lost three of-
ficers and' seven men killed and 17 men
wounded.

Von Donop surprised Potgieter’s laager,
near Wolmaranstad, Transvaal Colony,
Keb. 7, killing three Boers and capturing
36, as well as 25 wagons and live stock.

Ottawa, Feb. 10—(Special)—A cable’ was
received at the militia department today
from Cape Town notifying the department
of the death of Thos. Trickey, of the
South African constabulary, from enteric
fever. He was reported damgerously ill
a few days ago. His father is Henson
‘L'rickey, of Beulah, Manitoba.

Egan Hodgekinsar, of Kincardin, Ont.,
and Robert Thomas Stobo, of Scarboro,
Ont., also succumbed to enteric fever.
Trickey died on February 3.

London, F¥eb. 11.—The Hague corre-
spondent of the Daily Telegraph under-
stands that Dr. Mueller, former ¢onsul of
the Orange Free State to Holland and now
on his way to New York, is taking de-
spatches from the Boer delegates in Eu-
rope for President Roosevelt and that Dr.
Mueller will remain in the United States
as an official Boer agent.

BAITSH PAALIAMENT DEVELOPNE
MOST INTERESTING SITUATION

.

There's Trouble Over German Efforts in Connection With
United States Intervention in Cuba -- Government
Scored Because of Wei-Hai-Wei Action.

Berlin, "Feb. 10—The official North Ger-
man (Gazette this evening, says TLord
Pauncefote’s proposals, April 14, 1898, to
send a collective note to the government
of  the United States declaring American
intervention (in Cuba) to be unjustifiable,
is a historical fact and proceeds to char-
acterize as absurd the “attempt now be-
ing made to obscure and dispute an event
which did not occur in the presence of the
representatives of only two powers, but,
on which the representatives of all the
powers at Washington, after reaching an
agreement, reported to their respective
governments, April 14, 1898, simultaneous-
ly and identically.”

The German official declaration in the
North German Gazette is a direet conse-
quence of the incredulity expressed by
American and English newspapers regard-
ing the disclosures from here of the ac-
tion of Lord Pauncefote of April 14, 1898.

The correspondent here of the Associ-
ated Press learns that a transeript of the
despateh from Dr. Von Holleben, the Ger-
man Ambassador at Washington, com-
municating the proposal of Lord Paunce-
fote, was sent to Emperor William im-
mediately after its receipt and that the
emperor annotated his flat refusal on the
margin of the message. The informant of
the correspondent added: “But for the
action of Bmperor William, Lord Paunce:
fote's proposal would have been accepted
by the other powers.”” The German gov-
ernment considers that albthough its atti-
tude is mo more than correct, it is quite
unwilling that its course should be mis-
understood.

Wilt Question Lord Cranborne

London, Feb. 10—The efforts of the

German official and semi-official press to
re-open the controversy concerning the at-
titude .of the powers toward the United
States prior to the Spanish-American war
are rapidly leading to complications,
which possibly may have important de-
velopments.

Association at Work Planning to Locate and Place Memorials

opposition, Lord Strathcona, and the com-
missioner of the Yukon as vice-presidents,
an association has been formed with the
tollowing objects:

“Ist, to locate the graves fdwooowywi

“lst. To locate the graves of Canadians
who have lost their lives in South Africa
in the service of the empire since the out-
break of hostilities in October, 1899.

“Ind. To obtain subscriptions for the
purpose of raising an amount sufficient to
allow of suitable memorials being erected
over the graves.

“3rd. To arrange for the erection of
the memoriatls, the Countess of Minto has
kindly consented to act as president and

the association has the full approval of
the minister of militia, who has promised
to give the same his active support as a
member of the central committee which
has been formed in Ottawa.”

Letters expressing sympathy with the
movement have already been received and
in many cases donations promised. Lists
giving the names of Canadians who have
died in South Africa have been prepared.

The port of Montreal is today practi-
cally no larger than it was 10 years ago,
and the facilities for storing merchandise
and for handling cargoes are just as in-

The Whole Transportation Question.

The dominion govermment, and parti-
cularly the minister of public works, Hon.
Mr. Tarte, have this question of trans-
portation well in hand, but they are, to
a great extent, hampered by the wepre-
sentations of the timid omes who fear
that the government might go ahead too
quickly; and yet all they desire to accom-
plish is to remder profitable the immense
investment made by the country in their
canals and railways. The expenditure on

French River Project.

Another project for which I desire to
enlist your sympathies is the improvement
of the French River. You all know that
the mimister of public works has taken
this matter in hand end that he is asking
all business n to help him to carry it
through. /.In ;a  few wonds, the project
consists in making the French River nawi-
gable between the Georgian Bay and Lake
Ni‘mssin;qg:ivruthe deepest draught vessels
tradingon the 'Great Lakes, building a
port at'or mear North Bay, and asking
the mailways ‘to do the -Test between
North Bay and the St. Lawrence, pending
the construetion of the Ottawa ship canal,
which would ultimately follow as it be-
comes a necessity.

The resilt of this undertaking would be
felt at once, inasmuch as it would cer-
tainly make the Camadian Pacific Raal-
way a grain carrier to Montreal, as it
would bring the grain only 350 miles by
rail from Montreal. Gentlemen, picture
to yourselves the C. P. railway, well equip-
ped with modern steamers on the lakes,
and the latest improved grain cars, in
this grain transportation business! Does
it mot strike you thas this national rail-
way of Canada would mot only have a prac-
tical monopoly of the carrying of all the
grain raised in Manitoba and the Cana-
dian northwest, but that it would also be
in a position to successfully compete
against the American railways for a darge
ghare of the transportation of the grain
raised in the western states, and which
finds its outlet eastward either in Chi-
cago. or Duluth, and thence by way of
Buffalo to New York and other American

ports. Chicago to New York via Buffalo,
{he shortest -American voute, is 1,380
miles, 440 of which are by rail; Chicago
to Momtreal via North Bay is 960 miles,
360 being by rail—difference in favor of
the Camadian route 420 miles. Similariy,
Duluth is nearver Montreal than to New
York by 450 miles.

Results of New Route Opening.

Personally, 1 believe that the opening
of the French River route will make the
(. P. milway the arbiter on freight rales
on this continent and increase many times
the carrying capacity of all the Canadian
lines of steammers. It is certain that if
the C. P. railway becomes a serious rival
to the American railways in the trans-
poriation of grain east of the @reat Lakes,
it will necessarily also become a competi-
tor for the tramsportation of all other
merchandise, and will eventually become
owner of a fleet of steamers on the At-
Jantic, and therefore make Montreal or
Quebec the great emporium on this con-
tinent, and the port of St. Joha, which
is the terminus of that line on the At-
Jantic coust and other (Canadian ports,
such as Halifax and Sydney, will bemefit
largely thereby, particularly so when . we
take into consideration the fact that Modit-
real and the other St. Lawrence ports
conld mot in any case handle all the
grain, as the season Dbetween harvest and
the closing of navigation is short, and a
very large quantity of grain, and, I Te-
peat, in a short time, of general mer-
chandise, would niecessarily have to find its
way to the best equipped ports on the
Atlantic.

In my opinion, the dominion govern-
ment and, more particularly, the minister
of public works, is doing a natiomal work
in endeavoring to increase owr tramspor-
tation facilities, -and ~all business men
should lend a ‘hand but, I repeat it, we
cannot expect to do amything beneficial
to.Canada in this connection unless we
increase at once and quickly our terminal
fadilities on the St. Laiwrence.

You have all heard of the Canada At-
Jamtic reiilway running from Depot Harbor
on the Georgian Bay to Montreal, a dis-
tance of oaly 379 miles. Well, is it not
a pity to see that more than one hali the
business of that railway goes to Bostom,
simply because Montreal cannot handle it?
And in this connection you may have seen
lately in the mewspapers that Dr. Seward
Webb has approached Mr. Booth, prac-
tically the owner of that moad, amd has
offered him the handsome sum of §20,-
000,000 for the line. The wily doctor, one
of the most acute railway men in the
United States, will use this short comnec-
tion between the Great Lakes and bthe
east as a feeder to the railways under his
control in the United States, unless Mont-

real or some other points on the St. Law-
rence wake up and can offer him facilities
at least equal to those offered by Boston;
but the purchase of that Canadian rail-
way by an American organizaticn is an-
other reason which should stimulate the
people im the maritime provinces to join
forces with the minister of public works
im his attempt to keep the transportation
of Qanadian grain in Canadian channels
by deepening and by improving generally
the Fremch River, and emabling our only
national railway “to compete successiuly
against its American rivals, for it is not
likely that you.can expect much of the
ireight moved by that line.

Intercolonial Railway Extension.

Further, speaking for myself alone, 1
hope that the Intercolomial railway will
be extended as far as North Bay, not to
compete with the Canadian Pacitic Rail-
way, but to share with it the immense
traffic that fust come to that point and
distribute it in some or all the Canadian
ponts on the Atlantic. Until the Inter-
colonial railway rcaches the Great Lakes,
the very heart of the great proviance of
Ontanio, it is not worthy of its name.

Of course we have heard a great deal
lately that the St. Lawrence route was
not safe and that the 1ate of insurance
is 3 ta 4 per cent more to Montreal than
it is to New York. This is practically
true, but with a comparatively small ex-
penditure, the St. Lawrence channel can
be lighted, buoyed and made absolutely
safe. All that is wanted is emergy aad
uniformity of action on the part of our
public men.

Cost of the French River Work.

1 forgot to memtion that the total cost
of the works required to make the French
River mavigable to Nipissing is estimated
not to exceed £5,000,000, an annual charge
of only $150,000. When this work is com-
pleted and the St. Lawrence end of the
route is properly equipped with elevators
and permanent storehouses, I see no rea-
son why the Canadian Pacific Railway
should not handle 40,000,000 to 50,000,000
bushels of grain from Chicago, Duluth,
Fort William and Port Arthur, and land
that grain in Montreal on board ship for
4 cents a bushel, a saving of 3 cents on
every bushel. The average rate at which
grain from these points was placed cn
board ship at New York last season was
7 cents. This will mean a saving of more
than $1,000,000 annually to our western
farmers; it will méan am increased ac
tivity and prosperity all along the line
from the Georgian Bay to the Aitlantic.

I have inspected the French River from
one end to the other, and I pledge you
my word that there are no engimeering
difficulties in' the way, and that the

climatic conditions are such that naviga
tion will be possible during the same
length of time that Gt is to Buffalo.

Mr. President, I came-to St. Joha ub-
prepared to address the board of trade
of your city on this important question
of transportation, and I have - therefore
left many things unsaid. 1 came here at
the request of Mr. Geo. Robertson to comn-
sult with him in reference to dry dock
affairs, and 1 am glad to see that the busi-
ness men of the city are unanimous in
their desire to see this important work
construated. I hope ‘that within two
years you may see a large number of
steamers in your port, and that they will
occasionally require ithe services of my
friend, Mr. Geo.

To Ald. Maxwell, Mr. Coste pointed out
the route now taken by grain to reach
the seaboard, and the proposed French
River route. TChicago and Duluth are the
American grain centres and Fort W illiam
and Port Arthur the Canadian centres.
The bulk of the grain is distributed from
Buffalo, 350,000,000 bushels going from
there annually. At present the Canadian
Pacific is not a factor in the grain carry
ing trade eastward and the scheme is to
make the road a grain carrier by handing
the grain to them at a point where it can
be handled. The great necessity is facili-
ties for the grain carrying business in
Canadian ports. The government is now
titting Port Colborne as a transfer station.

In answer to questions of W. Frank
_Hatheway, Mr. Coste said if the (0800 L
took, up the business they would carry all
possible through Montreal, but St. John
and Halifax will receive much. He be-
lieved the C. P. R. idea was to ship all
the goods possible through Canadian ports.

To Mr. Fisher he said Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy, he understood was willing
to expend $2,000,000 in fitting the C. . R.
for the grain trade.

After referring to questions as to the
locks in the canal, etc., Mr. Coste spoke
of the difficulties the Canada Atlantic had
to contend with in the grain business.
Owing to lack of facilities at Montreal,
the Canada Atlantic’s profit earned last
year from this trade was but $400,000, in-
stead of from $1,000,000 to $2,000,000, as
it would have been had Montreal been
properly equipped. .

Completion and Dedication of Church.

After the exterior of fthe new church
had been completed, Willlam Beatteay,
who was also deeply interested in this
work, was asked to prepare plans for the
interior. It was toward the close of
1841 that the present church was com-
pleted and dedicated. Since then the
church bas undergone many changes. the
interior has bheen modernized, making it
as a place of worship very neat and com-
fortable.

On the 13th of May. 1842, a Sabbath
school was organized with 83 scholars. In
three months the number increased to
173 under the superintendence of the late
Robert Salter, who held that office for
many years.

The Pastors.

The Rev. Samuel D. Rice, who after-
ward became one of the foremost men of
the Canadian conference, and president of
the general conference of the Methodist
Church of ‘Canada, was the first pastor of
the church. His ministry was honored by
a work of grace which added greatly to
the membership. Dr. Rice. after a most
honorable and useful career. has gone to
his eternal reward. He was assisted in

the church here by the Rev. William Al-
len, who has also joined the church ti-
umphant.

The next paster was the Rev. Robert
Cooney, who was- quite a noted man in
his day, an excellent preacher, a man of
studious and literary habits. IHe remov-
ed to the Canadian conferences, but died
in comparatively early life. He was fol-
lowed by the Rev. Henry Daniel, who
held an damportant place in the Methodist
church for many years and died in 4896,
after having been 67 years in the minis-
try. Of the Rev. William I Cardy, who
gucceeded him in 1851, but little is known,
bLut the Rev. Dr. Knight, who followed, is
remembered as a devoted, earnest minis-
ter by hundreds who enjoyed his preach-
ing, and especially by many whom he was
the honored means of turning from the
error of their ways. He was called away
‘suddenly and in the midst of his labors
to the joy of his Lord.

From the time of Dr. Knight’s pastor-
ate the following men have successively
labored on this field. Rev. Richard Smith.
from 1857 to 1859; Edmund Botterell, from
1859 to 1860; J. R. Narraway, from 1860
to 1862; Hezekiah McKeown, from 1862 to
1865, and the mnames of G, O.
Huestis, S. F. Huestis, W. W.
Perkins, Robert Dunean, Samuel
Sprague, S. R. Ackman bring us down to
1878. Then came the Rev. R. W. Weddall,
from 1878 to 1881; W. W. Lodge, from

What Happened on St. John Ship.

\ PLEA FOR PROPER TREATMENT
OF THE SNLIR BY HIS CAPTAIN

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir: Will you kindly, through the
columns of your well read paper, let the
public know what a sailor’s life is ouf
here in Buenos Ajyres.

We hear sometimes of the deteriora-
tion of the British sailor, bul this i8
nothing to be wondered at if what hap-
pens here mostly every day is true in
other parts of the world. The unholy
combination between captains and lodg-
ing house keepers to fleece and demoral-
ize the sailor is only an instance of the
conduct of those masters who engage in
it: T don’t want to say that they all do,
but the majority do it.| The other day I
was speaking %o a captain about it and
he told me that masters were so ill paid
that they had to have recourse to some
means to have pocket money; he also told
me that that he had received from the
boarding house masters as much as $10
a head for shipping his erew which meant
for six men $60 for which he had abso-
lutely no claim whatever and all came
out of the sailors’ pockets. There have
been cases lately of captains, after giving
their men plenty to eat at sea, suddeniy
putting them on tthe barest allowance in
port, and biscuit to replace the soft tack
which they were accustomed to have at
sea, and the mates were told to hustle the
men and keep them working in the rain
early and late till they got tired out dnd
were forced to desert, some leaving 2
good balanee to their ecredit as much as
$60 to $80. \Where does that money go?
Do the owners get amy thing out of it
or does the captain appropriate the bal-
ance, by making false accounts or re-
porting to the owmer that they were
paid off of the ship as ithey were useless
or left behind at the hospital- As a rule,
Nova Scotia vessels are the worst I
think good Christian owners ought to en-
quire on the arrival of the vessel home
why the men had left and what balance
of wages they left behind and the money
be used on behalf of sailors’ widows and
orphans instead of being spent in port
by the master for his own pleasures. One
cannot call that money by any other
name than blood money.

After a sailor has been a passage on
board such a vessel can you wonder how
is it that the British sailor is detemorat-
ed? Where is our board of trade? Where
are. our sailors’ missions? Who is going
to make the first forward move towards
keeping our merchant sailor from total
degredartion? Some talk of reforming the
sailor. First reform the master and ofii-
cers; the sailor will reform afterwards.
A sailor is (God’s creature as well as the
master and some are less brutal than
their masters, who, professing to be
members of churches, really are only deep
sea hypocrites and noff worthy to be call-
ed human beings. Give the sailor good
quarters to live in and have some good
literature (a sailor is fond of reading) and
some ave good sensible arguers; give them
good healthy food, than I can guarantee
that if properly handled they will do
their duty thoroughly. T speak from ex-
perience, heing a master mariner of old
standing and; large experience in handling
large crews.

During my career of more than 25 years
as master I have had only one. case
which needed the consul intervention'and
strange to say it was for a boastwain
who, though given his Saturday after-
noon  to wash his clothes, persisted in
washing on Sunday against the rule on

‘board.

Good Christian masters have no frouble
with heir crews; good discipline and
tirmmess in handling sailors is all that is
required and if you have an unruly one
or a ring leader who disobeys pay him
off on the first opportunity. Do not allow
the officers' to curse and swear at the
men; call the men by their proper names
and, las, though not least, have a ser
vice on board on Sunday, plenty of sing-
g and _some Bible reading and prayer,
»byeca.»use its no use being a Christian on
shore and a heathen at sea. When in port
and near a seamen’s mission let them go
as often as practicable and show them @
goold example by going yourself. I have
don_c it and some hesitated, but a centle
invitation and a little enccuragément
brought them around and they were glad
after the first time to be told they were

one of the best behaved crews in the
harbor.

MACADAM ROADS,
U. 8, Department Adopts the Primciples
Macadam Ad]vuclted. -

The United States Department of
Agriculture has recently remodelled
its road making department. In
this connection it will interest Cana-
dians, who are interested in road
making, to know that the depart-
ment has decided upon the universal
adoption of the principles of Mac-
adam in road making, and that upon
these principles the road mtaking will
be continued by the department.

The department, however, admits
that in  numerous localities the
building of gravel roads will be en-
couraged, and tha{ thousands  of

miles of gravel road wi'l be in use,
long before the magadamizing  pro-
cess shall be avaitahie:

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MACADAM.

JONXN 1.
It is interesting to recall the fact
that John L. Macadam insisted that
“small anguiar fragments of stone
are the cardinal requirements,”’” and
that no large stoncs should be used
in road making. He also earnestly
advoecated the principle that all ar-
tificial road building depended for
its success upon the makinz and
maintaining of a solid dry founda-
tion, and the covering of this found-
ation with a ‘durable waterproof
coating or roof of broken stone. The
thickness of this crust may  vary
with the soil, the kind of stone used,
and the amount of traffic which it
must sustain
The U. S. department advises the
people who build gravel roads to
make use of liberal amounts of sand
wherever it is obtainable. Whereas
a dirt road becomes soft and mudyy
during, rainy seasons, sandy soils
patk and harden. DBecause of this
natural condition, which all farmers
understand, sand should bhe liberally
used with the gravel. The depart-
ment urges drainage for all dirt and’
gravel roads; the most thorough
drainage possible with the best of
modern methods and appliances.
Some of the conclusions already
reached concerning the stone mater-
jals are that siliccous materials,
composed of flint or quartz, are too

brittle and deficient in toughness.
Granite is not desirable because it
is composed of three materials of

different natures, quartz, feldspar and
mica. Gneiss is inferior to granite.
Mica slate stones are altogether use-

less. Sandstones are also  useless.
The tougher limestones are very
good, but the softer ones are too

weak for heavy loads. They wear,
wash and blow away. Trap rock is
highly regarded as possessing the
qgualities- most desired for macadam-
izing purposes. Being hard and
tough, when broken to small sizes,
trap rock cement into a smooth hard
crust impervious to water, and the
smaller broken particles are so heavy
that they are not easily blown away.

While advocating the Macadam sys-
tem of road building, the depart-
ment does not undervalue the Tel-
ford system. Telford’s claim that a
paved foundation is necessary for all
roads is too sweeping. But in very
many instances that system is really
essential to good road maki But
in a majority of cases the contention
6f Macadam that a paved foundation |
is unnecessary must prevail with the
road makers.
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Care of Sheep in Winter.

If sheep are less exactiing than the

cows in their demands upon the
time and attention of the farmer,
they should not he neglected; _ says

American Cultivator. Good food, and
plenty of it, every day is needed, and,
if they are, as they should be, turn-
ed out every pleasant day for exer-
cise and fresh air do not . expect
them to get a living from the ifrost-
bitten grass that they may find, as
a little of it will not hurt them and
may do them some good, but it can-
not be a very nourishing food. A
few oats, a little bran and, if their
roughage is of inferior quality, a
little cornmeal every day will do
them good, helping them to bring
better lambs and grow more wool.
Plenty of water where they can go
to it as they please should be at
hand, for when on dry feed they like

to drink little and often, and they
want it always clean. A sheep will
go long without water rather than
drink that avhich is not clean. Give

them bedding enough to keep their
sheds dry and clean ‘and plenty of
pure air. Cold does not hurt them
when they have on their winter coats
but keep them dry, with the fleece
free from rain or snow.

Candy for Bees.

Never use anything in making
candy but the best grade of sugar,
says American Agriculturist. Boil
granulated sugar to a thick sirup
and when done, so that it breaks
like a pipestem when dropped in
water, take it off and as it begins

to harden stir it until so thick it
will just pour and then pour into
pans or dishes, so that it hardens
in cakes about an inch thick. A
different c¢andy can be made if you
can get good extracted honey, but
it mugt be of the best auality. Heat
the honey until it is thin., but don’t
boil it, and then stir in all the pul-
verized sugar it will take up. Then
knead it with the hands and work
in' more sugar until it becomes [y
ol douph.
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BOVINE INDIVIDUALITY.

»
A Study From Life With Its Indications
and Suggestions—Illustrations of
Two Notable Examples,

What a farmer keeps dairy cows
for is to make money. He wants
to put in feed' and milk out profit.
The scientist can. talk about gluten
and cottonseed, but if these do not
make milk the farmer doestnot want
them, and if he can make milk on
anything cheaper, like hay and corn
fodder, he is going to do it. Mr.
Walter A. Conant of the Rhode Is-
land station has lately been pursu-
ing an untried field of investigation,
bearing on this point in a study
of the individuality of dairy cows.
It has seemed to him that certain
feeds and certain amounts of feed
have made more milk in the case
of some cows and less milk in the
case of others.

The remarks in bulletin No. 80 on
the peculiarities of temperament and

LUCRETIA. .
habits of a dozen cows, separately
recorded and with excellent illustra-
tions of each animal, have a lively
interest and are likely to set any
farmer to trying for better results
in his own practice. Two of the
cows are here pictured.

Lucretia is described as a register~
ed Guernsey cow, dropped Jan. 19,
1892. Lucretia shows large intel-
ligence even for a thoroughbred. Lu-
cretia’s disposition at present is all
that could be desired in regard to
man. Again, she is neutral in the
matter of affection and in regard to
brushing and petting, though a trifle
sensitive to carding. She will quiet-
ly domineer over any smaller cow,
seemingly taking pleasure in_ keep-
ing her from getting any water to
drink. She is a sléw drinker, - but
drinks cold water. She prefers to
lap her water unless very  thirsty.
Ske rarely eats fine salt, nor does
she lick rock salt freely. Lucretia
is so sensitive as to shrink in milk
if any one talks to the man who is
milking her. Lucretia is a ready
eater of hay and takes to corn fod-
der, though not showing eagerness
for either. The effort to keep Lu-
cretia from fattening was a failure.

Rotha is a registered Guernsey
cow, dropped March 21, 1894. Ro-
tha shows the dairy temperament.
Though extremely nervous, she is
not rendered so by external circum-
stances, for they do not seem to
trouble her. She is not affection-
ate with man and does not care to
be petted or brushed, and is quite
sensitive when carded. She is a keen
trickster. She lies in wait, in con-
junction with Lucretia, in the yard
about the watering tub to punch
the weaker cows. She is more ugly
with the other cows than Lucretia
and more tricky with man, " though
she is not intractable and never
toward man a kicker or hooker. She
eats but little salt. She is a good
deep and ready drinker, not stop-
ping to lap or minding tlie tempera-

Railways and steamers have multiplied
transportation facilities, bringing commerce
to our doors; connection with the other
provinces has given us a greater area in
which to readily command trade and from
which to attract capital and labor; the
present bounding growth of western Cana-
da is giving us a tremendously greater
market: withiy ourselves for manufactures,
'and manufacturers have so developed in
rising to the opportunity that they are

| steadily demanding the centres for estab-

lishment which can offer the best advan-
tages of position, accessibility and other
' conditions essential to the greatest success
in manufacturing.

If the awakening of our peopie to a great-
er and more sincere optimism in regard to
our possessions is in any degree accom-
plished by the letter of our correspond-
ent, he will have conferred a great and
lasting benefit upon St. John.

THE TIME QUESTION.
It seems a pity that the members. of
the eity council had mot made sufficient
study of the time question so that they

could have taken some decisive action on
the petifion of the Neptune Rowing Club,
at their meeting on Friday last. Alderman
Baxter, it appears, thought the whole
question should be left open to decide
what system was the best. The matter
was consequently referred to the board
of works to meport upon. It is to be
thoped, therefore, that the members of the
board of works will take a little pains to
inform themselves as to the actual feeling
of the community upon the subject, so that
they may be prepared to act without any
further and unnecessary delay. It will
not require very great labor on their parb
to discover that three systems of time ave
maintained at presemt in this city, eastern
standard by the raitways, Atlantic stand-
ard by the telegraph offices, and local St.
John time (which s 24 minutes one way
and 36 minutes the cther way between the
two) by, the churches, schools, law courts,
and most of the business houses. It wall
not require very much further investiga-
tion for them to discover, if they: have
alzad” forgotten, that several years ago
an eavor was made to establish eastern
standard as the popular time in the city,
but it signally failed, and there is no
reason why it would be found any more
popular mow. A very little further in-
vestigation will demonstrate to the board
of works that Atlantic standard time is
maintained by law throughout the prov-
inces of Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Island. Reference to the Canadian Alma-
nac for the current year (page 39) will
show that Atlantic standard figures there,
in the list of standard times designated for
all places in the world, as Intercolonial
standard time, the time  originally de-
signed for the section of country traversed
by ‘the Intercolonial vailway, and which
is exactly four hours west of Greenwich
time. But little further investigation may
convince them that it will mot be a diffi-
cult matter to have our railways revert to
this proper Intercolonial time, if properiy
approached on the matiter, as the Tourist
Association have already to some extent
ascentained. If the members of the board
of works choose to spend a few minutes
in conversation with tourists and travel-
lers, fthey may likewise have their euws
warmed with vociferous expreesio'ls of
opinicn about ‘rotten and nmompvehens
ible antiquated nonsense in time business
such as no other civilized city in christen-
dom would tolerate.” And if they coasuit
the members not omly. of the Neptune
Rowing Club, but also of the Kennebec-
dhsis Yacht Club  (which has likewise
passed a vesolution on the matter), and
the representative bamkeis and business
men generally, as well as clerks and em-
ployes, they will find that the opinions
in favor of the advantages of adopting
Atlantic standard time gather force and
weight as-easily as does a snowball in
rolling it down a hil. Consultation of
the files of The Telegraph for the past
three or four moniths will amplify the
arguments in favor of Atlantic standard.
The Telegraph started out to investi-
oate the matter without any prejudice
whatever, but the evidence of popular

opinion became -s0 overwhelming that

SELLING THE I. C. R

The alleged purchase of the Canada At-
lantic Railway by the Vanderbilt interest
has given rise to the rumor that the same
syndicate’ proposes to buy the Intercolon-
ial. ‘Such talk is idle. The Intercolonial
is not for sale, and it would:be the height
of folly to suppose that it ever could be
except upon one condition. Those who
speak of such a thing cannot have given
the matter intelligent thought, mor can
they be conversant with the real purpose
served by the government railway system.
The building of the Intercolonial was the
chief consideration which the Maritime
Provinces received in the bargain of con-
tederation, and until the people down here
by the sea agree to forfeit that consider-

minion is pledged to maintain it. That
consent will not be giv

" The unwise and thoughtless action 'of
certain Conservative journals, aided by
the propaganda which the Halifax Board
of ‘I'rade recemntly set afoot, is account-
able for the assumptiion in some quarters
that the Intencolonial might be purchased.
Our local morning - contemporarny mnever
grows tired-of decrying the Intercolonial,
and only the other day the Montreal Ga-
zejte came out squarely in favor of hand-
ing over to puivate control the railways
now owhed by government. That Con-
gervative organ declared: “The country’s
real interest lies not in ~mationalizgftion,
but in getting rid of the railways it al-
ready owns and operates. Under private
management the Intercolonial’ wiould pay
its way.” Lest this view should be thought
by anyone to represent the judgment of
the Canadian -peaple, we desire, without
the least disposition to indulge in blugter,
to say at once that it is far from being
so, and that the Intercolonial as a gov-
ernment Toad could only be taken from
the Maritime Provinces by an unpandon-
able breach of faith.

It was no part of the compact into
which New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
entered in 1867 ‘hat the Intercolonial
should pay. Nothing whalever was said
about that phase of the matter. We say,
however, that Mr. Blair has demonstrated
the Intercolonial may be made to pay its
way, and if we are not misinformed he
will confirm that view by the results for
the current year- But why should the
Intercolomial be-singled out by the pessi-
mists of the Tory press for treatment. in'
the  fashion just referred to? Do the
ocanals of Upper Canada, nvhich cost half
as much more than the railway of the
Maritime Provinces, pay? Far from it-
Yet what would be saud of the patriotism
of the Canadian who proposed to hand
over the canals to private ownership and
management? He would be treated with
scorn. And the man who talks abotit dis-
posing .of the I. C. B. is not deserving, of
any milder treatment.

Again let it be said.that the Intercol-’
onial is mot for sale. Any government
which listened to such a proposition would
not only lose the confidence of Quebec
and the Maritime Provinces, but would
be showing a grave disregard for the sol-
emn pledge of confederation. It may suit
irresponsible journals and persons with
an interest to serve to talk in a light way
about the matter; but no good can come
from creating an impression which ds not
founded in the sober judgment of the
people of Canada as a whole, and there
ought to be no more attempts made to do
so. Such efforts are merely designed to
cause political trouble, and the time has
surely .come when the press of any party
ought to be above that sort of thing.

INCREASE OF INSANITY.

Someone has said that at the present
rate of increase of lunacy in the Uniteds
States the time will come when the ma-
jority of the population will be insane.
The latest statistics in thé state of New
York seém untfortunately to bear out this
melancholy prediction. The Commission in
Lunacy of that state in their annual re-
port show that the increase of insanity
in the commonivealth, and especially in
New York city, is much above the ratio
of increase in population. All state asy-
lums are now crowded beyond their capa-
city and the annual increase in the num-
bers of insane throughout the state has
Fheen for some time past between 700 and
800 cases per year. The total number of
admittedly insane persons in New York
state at present exceeds 25,000, of which
about 24,000 are inmates of public asy-
lums and the others distributed among
some twenty private licensed hospitals.
The public cost of matntaining them ag-
gregates about $4,000,000 per year. In
New York city alone there are more than
7,000 insane. At Bellevue Hospital from
2,800 to 2,900 patients are examined every
vear and of these about one-third are
tound to besderanged in mind-

The details of the commission’s report
presents some interesting features. It is
shown that a very limited number of cases
proportionately occur through love affairs.
Whether this is a peculiarity of New York
or applies to other places as well it is
impossible to state. The proportions,
honwvever, caleulated fmm an ordinary
typical lot of 750 cases were as follows:
“Lhirty-five from love affairs; 500 from in-
temperance; 100 from privations and over-
work; 50 from sunstroke; the remainder
trom a great vaviety of causes, including
prominently despondency and discourage-
ment. Intemperance, it will be seen, fig-
ures most largely as the cause of insanity.

York. It is found that a larger propor-
tion of farmers and farm laborers become
insane than any' other class of workers,
so that outdoor activity and pure air do
not save men from the deteriorating ef-
fects of isolation, routine, drudgery and
lack of mental stimulus. It is among
foreign farm laborers, hawever, that there
i’ the greatest proportion of imsanity and
this is said to be due to their excessive
ignorance, also perhaps home-sickness and
dicappointment as to the realization of
their dteams in the mew . country. The
statistics show that about 600 laborers and
neariy 1,000 domestics per year go insane,
of whom about 700 are of Irish extraction,
500 German, 175 Russian and 135 English.
The fewest patients, it appears, come
from the highly -educated . classes. Only
about 100 professional men per year are
admitted to New York asylums, including
clergymen, doctars, lawyers, professors and
civil engineers. There seems no distine-
tion in numbers between the married and
the single. The age at which mental de-
rangement is most liable to occur is pro-
nounced to be certainly between 40 and
50.. It is stated that irreparable financial
loss in middle life is the severest strain
thalt can be put upon the human mind
and that many such unfortunatés attempt
suicide. It is pronounced impossible to
deceive the experts by -feigning insanity.

“Ilhe Telegraph is very much pleased to
find that the fund for the testimonial to
the mirses, who so faithfully stuck to
their posts at great sacmifice during the
recent smallpox epidemsc.in this city, has
begun to grow, and fthat. public sentiment
in regard to the matter is being awakened,
as evidenced by the additional letter which
we ‘print in another column today and by
the sundry contributions also chronicled.
It is b0 be regretted that the matter has
not been made as. yet distinctly a public
movement, but the publicity which has so
far attended the calling attention to the
facts in these columns has resulted in
ample expressions of opinion to justify
The Telegraph in continuing to receive
subseriptions, all of which, however trivial
may be the amount, will be placed to the!
credit of the fund and regularly acknow-
ledged.

It may perhmps be ‘well to emphasize
the fact that neither the nurses nor the
physicians connected with the epidemic
have hed anything to do with this tes-
timonid]l movement in-the remotest degree.
Their unostentatiousperformance: of less
dangerous duty since the epidemic, has
conitintied, as through it, faithfully, asking
nothing and shouldering their losses with-
out a murmur-. It is but fair to them and
to. the credit of the public therefore that’
for their distinguished.services the nurses
should be to some extent rewarded and
for the noble work paformed they should
be appropriately honored.. To efficiently
carry out this pln 4 considerable fund
might be very worthily raised, but it is
not well to fix a figure in advance too
extravagant lest it make us feam impos-
sibility of attainment, or too humble lest
it make any careless of the advisability
of his contribution. It is a movement
that any grateful citizen may honor: him-
self and inspire honor in others by join-
ing. ' Send along your contributions.

AN AUSTRO-RUSSIAN ALLIANCE.

The fate of the German tariff bill is
nxiousl); awaited by the European na-
tions. Should the bill pass it is almost
centain to cause an economic rapproache-
ment bebween Austria-Hungary and Rus-
sia, and it is reported that the people of
the former mnation, even those of German
origin, are favorable to such & refuge. It
is quite evident that the dual monarchy
does mot propose to play the part of the
“patient lamb” while the leader of the
Triple Alliance is threatening her with |
commercial terrorism. The Vienna Neue
Freie Presse says that Russia is prepared
and even anxious to enter into friendly
politico-commercial relations with Austria-
Hungary and to come to terms respecting
a future commercial treaty. The Czar's
government is prepared, in exchange for
certain concessions, to grant facilities for
Anustro-Hungarian export trade with Rus-
sia. :

‘There is a difference of opinion regarding
the result of such an agreement between
the two powers. There are those who view
it as a “political point” against Germany
and cithers who discard any such idea- The
cables inform us of the visit of Archduke
¥rancis Ferdinand of Awstria to St.
Petersburg and there is no doubt that it
is on a political mission, probably with re-
gard to an entente cordial regarding ithe
united action of the two powers in case
the Gérman tariff bill should become law.
The Liberal press of Germany predicts
that should the Agrarians succeed in fore-
ing their obnoxious measure upon the peo-
ple it will - mean commercial collapse
brought about by the tariff veprisals of
other nations.

Mrs. Cameron, of Victoria -Street,
Makes Statement, of Treatment
of Her Boy— Ready to Meet
Commissioners.

Mrs. William Cameron, of 150 Victoria
street, North End, city, called at The Tel-
egraph office Monday and asked that the
following statement be published:

That her little boy, aged eight, broke
his knee cap two years or more ago, and
on the advice of Dr. William Christie she
had the child taken to the General Pub-
lic Hospital. He entered the hospital on
the 25th October, 1899, and ‘came odut six
weeks later on December 11, 1899. -During
that six weeks the child was mever bath-
ed or his shirt changed. Mrs. Cameron
states she complained to the hospital doc-
tor of the unkempt appearance. of the gen-
eral ward wheré. the ‘child lay and he g:s
removed to another ward, she offering to
pay for a private room. She states the
boy made constant complaint to her of the
bad food and frequently of the lack of
food. On visiting him one afternoon he
told her on inquiry that his dinner had
been a piill and a’ drink of water, which
shie supplemented with- food purchased.
outside the instilution. -At times his. tem-
perature ran as high as 102 and she found
he was being fed on beans and other heat-
ing food. When he was taken home he
had five large bed sores on  his bedy,
which, she claims, was from lack of proper
care and attention. She herself saw one
of ‘the meals served him, which consisted
of a junk of bread gnd molasses, the
bread being at least an inch and a half
to two inches thick, which he refused to
eat. Mrs. Cameron states she complained
to the commissioners, but could get no
satisfaction and retained a lawyer to bring
suit, but found it impossible to procure
the testimony of any of the doctors. She
says she is prepared to meet the hospital
commissioners at any time and place and
prrove her charges..

HEARING IN EQUITY COURT MON-
DAY.

Dr. Boyle Travers and Mrs. Travers on
Witness' Stand --- Evidence as to Pro-
perty Partition —-John L. Carleton Gives
Testimony.

The case of Dr. and Mrs. Boyle Travers
vs. the Rt. Rev. Timothy Casey and the
Very Rev. Monsignor Thomas Connolly,
executors of the last will and testament
of the late Bishop Sweeny, came before
Judge Barker Monday morning. This
case hangs on the decision of the cours
as to the construction of the late bishop’s
will; and whether or not he intended %o
devise the property owned by him person-
ally to the church.

The property in dispute is situated om
the corner of Sydney and Union streets,
which +was owned jointly by i
Sweeny and his sister, Mrs. Travers. In
1894 Mrs. Travers relinquished her right
to the corner property in consideration of
the mext lot, known as the Hopkins prop-
erty and the sum of $2,000.

Dr. Boyle Travers was first witness
called for the plaintiff. His wife was the
sole surviving mext of kin of the late
bishop. At the time of witness’ mar-
riage the bishop bad told himy that he in-
tended to settle all his interest in the
Sweeny estate on Mrs. Travers. Eight or

"} ten years later a brick building was erect-

ed on the corner lot and the bishop had,
told him that he intended to use $11,000
of ‘trust momey in his hands to build this

estate all the time except 'two or three
years at first, when he collected the rents
for him. Some time before the partition
deed 'was drawn up in 1894 the bishop
had given Mrs. Travers the remts of the
Hopkins property' and Tater’ intimated

rents to Mrs. Travers. The executor of
the ‘late bishop’s will have not showm any
statement of money being put into the

property by the Roman Catholic people of

St. Jobn. - During the hearing in the pro-
bate court witness had heard Bishop Uisey
state that he had found negotiable bounds
to the value of $5,000 or $6,000 locked in
a fire-proof chest in the bishop’s palace.
Cross-examined by Mr. Barry, witness
stated that the late bishop had never told
him -or Mrs. Travers that he did not in-
tend to settle the property on her. When
the partition deed was made Dr. Quigley
acted for Mrs. Travers and John L. Car-
leton for Bishop Sweeny. He denied that
Mr. Carleton had told him that the late
bishop could not give Mrs. Travers a deed
bo esge corner property because he had in-
vested $17,000 of the Romam Catholic peo-
ple’s money in the building. He had never
heard of this amount until he saw it in
the answer to the bill in the present suit.

. He .did not remember demanding rents

from the temants, and he did not: think
that brought ahout the division of the

‘property. in 1894. He thought that the.

bishop wanted a division.

In the afternoon Mrs. Travers was ex-
amined. It was in 1883 that she first com-
menced to get the rent from the Hopkins
lot; $150 was the first payment. Tn 1894
the division took place. She got $2,000
in cash and the Hopkins lot on Union
street, Her relatioms with the late bishop
were perhaps mot quite as cordial after
this for a few ~years as they had been
previously, but there was never any open
breach and no period as long #s & year]
elapsed without her paying a visit or two
to the bishop at the palace. After 1894
she remonstrated with the bishop about
the division of the property and in the
autumn before he died from what he said
she thought he was going to alter the
terms of the settlement and make them
more favorable to her. During the late
hishop’s last illness she went to see him
of her own accord and remained with him
until he died- She had heard of $11,000
of money held by the bishop in trust,
being invested in building the brick build-
mg on the corner lot.

In answer to a question by Dr- Pugs-
ley, witness said that during the last two
or three years before his death her rela-
tions with the bishop had been perfectly
friendly and cordial. !

Dr. Pugsley anmounced that this closed
the plaintiff’s case. ;

John L. Carleton was the-first witness
called by the defence. From 1836 on. he
had been employed by the Jate Bishop
Sweeney as his legal adviser and :he was
acting for Bishop Casey in this case. 'He
was the date bishep’s adviser when the di-
vision was made and drew up the parti-
tion deed.

CANADA COAL AND IRON
COMPANY'S PROPERTY.

A Visit to the Mine in Kings County—
Particulars Gathered.

Hampton, N. B., Feb. 8—Since writing
last wveek I have visited the United

States and C(anada Coal & Iron Com-
pany’s mine at Central Norton, which, ac-
cording to Mr. Eskildson’s statements,
may comtain something more valuable than
coal. I interviewed several partiés who
own land in the wvicinity, and ome took me
to the spot where a shafit had been sunk,
about 70 feet, and gave me valuable in-
formation. I also interviewed the gentle-
man whose farm is bonded to the com-
paay for $2,000 in case the ming proves a
success. The compamy has an option on
all mines for a radius of five miles, and
in talking with disinterested panties who
live at some distance from the mine, they
stated that they had frequently noticed
oil floating on the surface of brooks which
abound in the vicinity of the mine. The
owner of the property on which the miae
is situated, Henry Baxter, will not, I un-
derstand, sell the property at amny figure.
Twenty years ago the late John Harding,
of St. John, tried to buy the property
from Mr. Baxter, but could not persuade
him to sell. He, however, afterwards
leased ‘the property to John A. Baxter, at
$20 a year. It was understood that Mr.
Harding, if he could have got possession,
would have brought the plant from the
old Caledonian mine and placed it in this
one and immediately begun operations.
The mine is situated along the Pickle
brook, on the upper side of the Norton
road, and about 100 rods from Joseph
Pickle’s house. A road down the brook
has been laid out leading to the river,
where it is intended to ship the ccal in
barges to Hampton or to tap the Inter-
colocuial between Hampton and Passekeag.

Parties in the states are under,contract
to build thousands of dollars &orth of
machinery to be placed in the mime in
March. It is stated that Mr. Eskildson
said when here just before Christmas that
he wouldn't be surprised if he found
something more valuable than coal in the
mine ,and that there would be 500 men at
work in it in’ the near future. The mine
was first discovered by means of a land-
slide by which the shale which surrounds
beds of hard coal was exposed to view.
Your correspondent picked up some of
these lumps, which have a brighter -ap-
pearance than some lumps I have found
amongst coal I have shoveled into my
cellar in St. John, which have cost me
$6 and $7 per tom.

Mr. Bskildson tried to get capitalists in
St. John interested in the mine some
time ago, but failed. Now he says they
have come to him and asked for stock,
and his answer has been, “No, gentle-
men; your day of grace has gome by.”
Mr. Eskildson is said mow to thave the
backing of a New York millicnaire, Mr.
Hendersom by name, who, with his son
and their family, boarded at one time at
Rothesay. i

Prof. Woolfe, of Harvard University,
State Geologist, Prof. Clinch, and a prof-
fessor who is said to be a specialist, have
visited the mine. To show the public inter-
est that has been taken, it iy said that
from 60 to 100 persons have visited the mine
in a single day. Frank Pickle, a man
of more than ordinary intellligence, who
hias been a good deal in the states, says
that if the assay of the coal, as shown
by Mr. Eskildson, which he got in the
gtates, is correct, then it must be a
valuable mine. He is wvery enthusiastic
in the matter, and authorizes me to make
the statement that whatever others may
think of it, there are still sensible people
who have good faith in the future success
of the undertaking and experimenting
which is being carried on by this com-
pany. Your ‘correspondent has given the
foregoing statements as he got them from
honesdt persons whom he has knowa all
his lifetime. I have no dinterest in the
mine whatever, further than to set forth
the facts as near the truth as I can get
them. I give them to an interested pub-
lic withont comment amd leave to them
to judge for themselves of their value.

Between Sand Point and North
Rodney Structures -- Speaks
of the Closing Up of
Western Channel.

Friday The Telegraph had a pleasant
chat regarding harbor improvements with
Louis Coste, C. E., engineer of the public
works department, Ottawa. Speaking of
the dredging, he said the princibal portion
of this work had to be done at the bar.
A splendid plan had been prepared by the
public works officials and the chart shows
in detail the soundings and amount of
dredging required to give 20 feet at dead
low water. Hon. J. I. Tarte has promised
to do this dredging and the necessary suc-
tion dredge-is now in preparation for tnis
special work, upon which St. John will
have a first call. The same apparatus,
said Mr, Coste, will be very usefully em-
ployed at the Miramichi, Richibucto, Yar-
mouth and other harbors in thee maritime
provinces.

There is on file in the department at
Ottawa a recommendation to close the
west channel- leading into the harbor of
St. John. This, in Mr. Coste’s opinion,
would be advantageous for several rea-
sons. First, it would keep the water in
one channel and therefore by this means
the dredged channel would be kept scoured
out, avoiding the filling in; secomndly, it
would prevent any vessel entering the har-
bor during a southwest storm from bemng
thrown on the foul ground; thereby it
would greatly increase the area of safe
water within the harbor, and finally it
would prevent the washing of silt into the
harbor from the direction of Sheldon’s
Point by southwest winds.

Regarding harbor faclities, Mr. Uoste
said that as a result of his visit here, he
was convinced that at the present time
all the wharf space was being utilized,
and it would be well to look to.the future
and prepare at once new accommodation
for the increased trade, which will be
certain to come to the port of St. Johm.

At first sight and appearances the best
and most economical way would be the
construction of a wharf parallel to the
Sand Point wharf and located at an equal
distance betrween the North Rodney wharf
and the Sand Point wharf. This would

give accommodation for a large number
more steamers and would greatly facili-
tate the export business of this port. It
would give at least eight additional steam-
er berths. Mr. Coste thought a plan
should be prepared of the proposed pro-
gressive developments and the construc-
tion proceeded with so that the facilities
would always be in advance of the actual
requirements. ; s N
Speaking of the building of the dry
dock and the absorption of Union street,
he stated that he bhad laid plans of the

proposed changes for this punpose before
a meeting on Thursday afternoon which,
if carried out, would give an additional
two berths and do away with the sharp
curves in the approach to the proposed
new wharf, and also yard room for cars.
Mr. Coste said that he was not so famil-
iar with the east side of the harbor as to
express an opinion regarding improvements.
He strongly favored the slip berth wharf,
ecause it saves space and thus is much
more economical and at the same time is
safer than the flush faced wharf.

case, including all who have ridden in the two carriages since Dr. Pfeiffer was re-

moved in them. ;

The board of health tonight authorized the statement that Dr. Pfeiffer has
the disease in its most malignant form and in ali probability cannot live more than
two or three days longer. It was.found that he had been vaccinated in infancy,
there being a slight scar on his left arm; but he had not since submitted to the
operation. Dr. Pfeiffer is between 55 and 60 years old and has a wife and four

phildren living- at Bedford.

Mr. Lister made the famous
charges against Hon. Mr. Haggart in 1891
in connection with the section “B” scan-
dal. He was appointed a judge of appeals
in Ontario in 1898.

Bad Conflagrations at Paterson,

Paterson, N.-J., Feb. 9—A great fire
swept through Paterson today and in its
desolate. wake are the embers and ashes
of ‘property valued in preliminary esti-
mates at $10,000,000. It burned its way
through the husiness section of the city
and claimed as its own a majority of the
finer structures devoted to commercial,
civie, educational and religious use as well
as scores of other houses. There was but
small tribute of life and injury .to the
conflagration but hundreds were -left
homeless and thousands without employ-
ment. A relief movement for the care of
those unsheltered and unprovided for has
already been organized and. Mayor John
Hencheliffe said tonight that Paterson
would be able to care for her own with-
out appealing to the charity of other eom-
munities and states-

The great manufacturing plants of the
place are sate and the community tem-
porarily dazed by the calamity has al-
ready commenced the work of reorgani-
zation and restoration. :

Every
city and town within reach of Paterson
sent firemeén and apparatus to the relief
ot'.the threatened city and it took the
united efforts of them all to win the
