ment to annex the Fiji Islands has brought 
ont a note of warning from the Bishop of 
Honolulu. He contends that the effect ol 
such an annexation will be to compel the 
Government of the United States to annex 
the Sandwich Islands, the independent 
sovereignty of which has hitherto been 
respected, although the present civiliza­
tion of the people is due to American in­
fluences. The Bishop contends that the 
commercial interests of the Sandwich Is­
lands are in the hands of Americans, who 
are jealous of the carrying trade across the 
Pacific, and that if British territory fa 
thus extended in that Oceah, the Ameri­
cans will not exercise the same restraint 
as heretofore, and that they will protect 
their interests from British encroachment, 
and make things even by hoisting the start 
and stripes over Honolulu.

Tbo river has rarely presented a more 
beautilnl and picturesque spectacle.
