AN ENGINE DRIVER DISOBEYS 
ORDERS TO WAIT AND DRIVES

ONE MAN KILLED AND SEVERAL FATALLY 

INJURED.

Truro, N. S., April 4.
A serious accident occurred on the di­

vision of the Intercolonial between Trnro 
and Halifax last evening about 8 o’clock.
The engine of a special coal train was dis­
abled about a mile this side of Stewiacke 
Station. The engine was taken off the 

i Truro accommodation train to place this 
coal train on a siding at Stewiacke. This 
delayed the Trnro train beyond its time.
The Brookfield Station Master was or­
dered not to allow any train bound to 
Truro to pass Brookfield until after the 
arrival of the SU John Express train at 
that Station. An answer was received 
from Brookfield, and the order was given 
Conductor Ryan of the St. John train, 
then waiting at Truro, to go to Brook­
field, meet and pass the Truro Accommo­
dation train at that Station. Kyan took 
the order, and read it to his engine dri- j 
ver, A. Cameron.

A Committee to. Irquire into Hunt­

ingdon’s Charges — Reciprocity • 
Blake Offers to Prove the Premier 
a Liar—Anglin Proposes to. Con­
trol New Brujiswick.fcegislation.

Ottawa-, April
The Premier gave notice yesterday of 

a resolution for » committee to enquire 
Into Huntingdou’s charge that the Piiciflc- 
Railway had been placed; under the con­
trol of United States speculators by tile 
Government in consideration of large 
sums of money given them for election 
purposes. The Premier proceeded to 
deny Blake's charge that the Returning 
Officer for South Renfrew had been ap­
pointed on the recommendation of the 
Government candidate. The officer was- 
appointed on the-recommendation, of Mr. 
Banfleld, before the Government candi­
date had been selected; and Banfleld had 
supported the Opposition candidate. Mr. 
Blake repeated his statement and said lie 
could prove it if he liad.a committee. Sir 
John said lie should have the committe, 
and there were loud cheers.

In response to a call for correspond- 
er.e; on reciprocity with the United 
States, Hon. Mr. Tilley said there had 
been no correspondence on the subject. 
Several speakers condemned the course 
of the Government in not more vigorous­
ly trying for reciprocity, and in destroy­
ing all chance of getting it by giving 
away the fisheries, which might have 
been exchanged for reciprocal trade. 
Hon. Dr. Tapper spoke long and forcibly, 
pointing out the development of our 
trade with other countries. All proper 
efforts had been made to secure a free 
exchange of products with the United 
States, and prosperous Canada must not 
be an applicant for favors.

Mr. Anglin made a speech very abusive 
of New Brunswick and full of sophistical 
misrepresentations.- He moved for copies 
of the Acts passed by your Legislature, 
and announced that he would move tllat 
those referring to School assessments be 
disallowed. The Government should in­
terpose promptly in the matter. Sir John 
promised to send for the required copies.

After recess Mr. Tremblay moved the 
second reading of his ballot bill in a long 
speech.

The debate continued until midnight.
Messrs. McKay and Almon, of Nova 

Scotia, opposed it. They said it had been 
a failurejn Nova Scotia.

Mr. Costigan said the system in New 
Brunswick was carried on as openly as 
open voting. He thought the time had 
come when electors could vote openly 
without fear. The ballot only suited 
men without political principle who could 
be induced to vote any way.

Mr. Smith said seventeen years’ ex­
perience of the ballot in New Brunswick 
proved it a superior system. It did not 
give absolute secrecy nor prevent some 
bribery, but it prevented intimidation, 
rowdyism, and undue excitement. He 
hoped the Government would not oppos e 
the bill.

Several asked an adjournment of the 
debate, but Young and Tremblay insisted 
on taking a vote.

Mr. Palmer said it proposed an import­
ant constitutional change, and members 
ought to be allowed an opportunity of 
expressing an opinion. He moved an 
adjournment of the debate, and after 
some talk MacKcnzie agreed, and the 
debate was adjourned.

The bill will probably pass.

the boats futile.

An investigation will be held to-day.
The crew are reported a bad lot, and 

stories are told of their robbing the dead 
of valuables. It is said, however, that 
tills was not done by articled seamen of 
the ship, but by stowaways. Many of 
the cew in the city are indignant at the 
reports, and say none of them are guilty 
of the acts attributed to them. From 
the character given of the stowaways by 
officers and passengers no doubt of the 
correctness of the story that they were 
the parties who robbed the dead. But for 
the presence of the fishermen the in­
human wretches would have stolen every 
dollar and valuable on the bodies.

Up to last evening o i hundred and 
eighty bodies have been recovered. The 
sight is described as sickening—the 
young and aged, male and female, rich 
and poor, arranged in rows along the 
beach, their eyes glassy and staring. 
Side byt side lay corpses whose express­
ions varied grea.’y. Some bore im­
print of that peace so much spoken 
of, so little believed in, and 
which shone here wonderously evident. 
Others’ faces were set resolutely as if the 
last thouglii of the living creature had 
been duty. Others again revealed no­
thing of the final emotions that must 
have crowded through their minds in the 
few fiist passing minutes that elapsed ere 
eternity opened. In all positions—half re­
cumbent, stiffened by death and cold, 
wildly agitated as if struggle had been 
Long and. bitter. In all stages of dress, 
from the well-to-do emigrant with clothes 
all on to the weary sailor relieved from 
watch who had turned in—women with 
dresses tom to rags by the action of the 
breakers—children—bnt one and all care­
fully and reverently covered where muti­
lations disfigured the form.

The shore is strewn with the debris of 
the wreck—letters, books, photographs— 
and the beach is crowded with fishermen 
and wreckers eager to approach the ship 
but afraid on account of the rush of wat­
ers. The weather is fine to-day, and it is 
expected that divers will be at work.

A large trench is being dug near the 
Chnrcli of England, at Prospect, for the 
reception of the bodies, for which 200 
rough" hoard coffins were sent down this 
afternoon. Only a few have been identi­
fied.
