That lot No. 2, block 7, in Fairville be
leased. » !

Ald, Ferguson called attention to the

fact that a large number of the inhabi-
tants of TFairville had petitioned for a
part of one of these lots for the
purpose of building a church thereon, and
asked that the petition be read. This
was done, and it was found to be numer-
ously signed by members of the Episco-
pal Church. Coun. Quinton  moved in
amendment to the section that the pray-
er of the peiition be granted, and the
land leased at & mominal rental. Ald.
‘Ferguson supported this motion, taking
the view that with religious previleges
more people would go to live in Fairville,
and the value of the West lands would
be thereby increased. The land propos-
ed to be given was about two acres, and
Ald. Rowan thought two acres was too
large a piece to grant for & church.
Ald. McCordock said this was a pet
lot of the Corporation, and it should -be
well considered before the land was
given away. The matter was referred
back to the Lancaster Lands Commit-
tee.

THE STREET COMMITTER
reported that the City Engineer had no-
tifiled the directors of the Maritime
Bank either to stop work on their build-
ing, or to remove the wall thatencriach-
ed on the street. A letter was read from
D. E. Dunham, Esq., in'regard to the
affair. The action of the City Engineer
was sustained, and the Common Clerk
was directed to answer Mr. Dunham’s
letter. : *

THE HAERBOR COMMITTEE
reported that they are. not preparad to
fix on the value of the breakwater lands,
as they do not know what quantity o
land the Government want.

Ald. Drake moved that this report be
laid on the table until a commaunica-
tion from the Board of Trade be read.

ROWAN DENOUNCES HIS SLANDERERS.
Ald. Rowan, then rose and asked per-
mission to speak, which was promptly
granted. He then went into a history
of the breakwater matter, from the be-
ginning, relating the oft-told ‘story
of the peregrinations of the delegation
to Ottawsa in 1872, reviewing the late
action of the Common Council and the
discussions during his absence. He
read from & newspaper report words
that had be n used about him whca he
was away, aud spoke in strong language
of those who would wilfully vilify him
behind his back by stating he would help
the Dominion Government to get posses-
sion of city property for nothing. He
touched anything butlightly on “the dog-
in-the-manger-do-nothing policy of the
Common Council.” The Council had
done nothing to cfiect a settlement of the
dispute, and even now the Harbor Com-
mittee, when asked to fix a price on the
1and wanted, were only hanging back in
stead of coming out in a manly straight
forward manner. He would go for fixing
a price as large as any member of th
