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McGill University was founded by the Hon. 
James McGill, a Montreal merchant, who 
died in 1813. A few years before his death 
Mr. McGill determinted to devote his estate of

At the same time the erection of the present 
College buildings was commenced, but they 
were not completed till long after. They 
originally consisted of the central building and 

’ East wing without connecting corridor, and

• Burnside, on the slopes of Mount Royal, and 
a sum of £10,000 to the establishment of a 
University, one of the Colleges composing it 
to be called “McGill College.” The charge 
of carrying on the work was committed- to the 
Royal Institute for the Advancement of 
Learning. In 1829 the College was formally 
opened in “Burnside House,” . under the 

• Principalship of Rev. Dr, Mountain, with 
. three professors. For many years the Arts 

Faculty had much to contend against, but the 
Medical School which was organized the same 
year, coalesced with the “ Montreal Medical 
Institute,” and success was soon assured it.

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of her prosperity, was then undeveloped. In 
1835, Dr. Mountain resigned the Principal- 

- ship, and was succeeded by Rev. Dr. Bethune, 
' \ who after eleven years of office, gave place to

' E. A. Meredith, afterwards Deputy Minister 
of the Interior. Principal Meredith • was 
succeeded in 1853 by the Hon. Justice C. D.
Day, LL.D., then President of the Board of 
Royal Institution, Who acted as Honorary 
Principal for two years until the appointment 
of Dr. Dawson, whose firm hand and wise 
counsel have guided the University in a path 
of prosperity and renown for thirty-eight years.

In 1852, an amended charter was secured, 
all but absolutely-essential expenses were cut 
down, and portions of the estate were sold in 
order to obtain an income. The classes in 
Arts were then recommenced with new vigor, 
and with increased staff, in the new building 
known as Burnside Hall, which was situated 
on the site of the present Fraser Institute. 
At that time the College classes occupied the 
upper part of the building, and the High 
School, then connected with the University, 
occupied the lower portion.

The revenue from the land disposed of, 
together with a government grant of £1300, 
relieved the pressure temporarily, but a few 
years later it was found necessary to make an 
appeal to the citizens of Montreal, which was

they were formally opened in 1843. Here the 
classes in Arts and Medicine met until the 
re-organization of the University, under its 
new charter,' in 1852. During all this time 
the University labored under difficulties which 
at times seemed unsurmountable. The erection 
of buildings caused a serious drain on the 
funds of the University, the charter of 1821 
was cumbrous and defective, Government 
support was most meagre, and that private 
munificence, which of late has been the sourceo more;
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liberally met by the subscription of an endow­
ment fund of £15,000. The amended charter, 

. the appointment of Dr. Dawson as Principal 
in 1855, and the creation of a permanent 
endowment fund was the dawn of better days 
for McGill.

In 1861, Wm. Molson, Esq., announced 
his intention of erection a new wing to the 
College, and the next year the Molson-Hall 
and the corridors connecting it, the East 
Wing with the main building were completed, 
and classes in Arts were finally transferred to 
the original College buildings where they still 
continue to meet. Since then advancement 
both in extension of buildings and equipment 
has been uninterrupted and rapid. At the 
commencement of Sir Wm. Dawson’s con­
nection with the University the number of 
students on the roll was seventeen ; last year 
they numbered in all departments about 1200.

The Library was founded in the same year 
by the purchase of a small collection of 
historical works, which were stored on a few 
plain shelves in the Burnside Hall, and which 
were afterwards moved to the commodious 
room in the ground floor of the Molson Hall, 
where they remained until the opening of the 
present magnificent building on McTavish 
street, the generous gift of the late Peter 
Redpath, Esq. It is capable of containing 
nearly one hundred and fifty thousand volumes, 
and has a spacious reading room where every 
accommodation both for the comfort and con­
venience of the students has been provided.

When on entering office, Sir Wm. Dawson 
inquired respecting the University Museum, 
the Janitor drew forth a single fossil from an 
obscure drawer ; from this, under the care of 
the ex-Principal, has grown the magnificent 
collection which the University now possesses. 
In 1855, Burnside Hall was destroyed and the 

—8—
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Museum was without a permanent home until 
1881, when the late Peter Redpath, Esa., 
erected the magnificent building in which the 
collections are at present contained.

In 1863 the Observatory was erected on the 
west side of Molson Hall. It has recently 
been enlarged and improved.

The main part of the building of the Faculty 
of Medicine was erected in i860. This, how­
ever, became too small for the number of 
students, and a period of stagnation was 
threatened ; but the Leanchoil Endowment 
Fund, the gift of Sir Donald Smith, and the 
Campbell Memorial Fund, made possible the 
extension of the buildings in 1885. But these 
again became too small to meet the growing 
needs, and two years ago, through the timely 
generosity of the late John H. R. Molson,Esq., 
they were enlarged to nearly double their 
former capacity, and the whole interior of the 
buildings, both old and new, was re-arranged.

In 1878 the department of Applied Science 
was created a Faculty, it having been up to 
this time merely a department of the Faculty 
of Arts. In 1890, Thomas Workman, Esq., 
died, leaving a bequest of $110,000 for the 
construction of workshops for the use of 
students in this Faculty. This gift was shortly 
afterwards followed by a still more generous 
one from W. Q McDonald, Esq. With the 
latter, two immense buildings have been 
erected, one adjoining the Workman shops 
and containing lecture rooms, laboratories, 
testing apparatus, museum, library, etc. ; the 
other is devoted to the Department of Physics 
and has a perfect equipment.

During the past session, Mr. McDonald- 
has further shown his princely generosity 
towards McGill by making a donation of 
$650,000 for the erection and equipment of a 
Chemical laboratory. The building is now 
in course of construction. »

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In 1884 provision for the higher education 
of women was permanently made by Sir 
Donald Smith, in the Donalda Special Course 
for Women, which has equal work and 
privileges with the male classes.

At the Arts convocation of the session of 
1896, Sir Donald announced his intention of 
providing more efficiently for the education 
of women, by erecting a separate College.. It 
will be known as the Royal Victoria College 
for the Higher Education of Women. It will 
stand on Sherbrooke St., at the head of Union 
Ave., and will cost about $250,000. The 
style of Architecture is that known as the 
Baronial. The building is now in course of 
construction.

In addition to these three Faculties, the 
University comprises a Faculty of Law, 
recently placed on a sound financial basis by 
the munificence of W. C. McDonald, Esq. ; 
a Faculty of Comparative Medicine, ably 
presided over by Dr. D. McEachran ; a 
Normal School for the training of public 
school teachers ; and, united to her by terms 
of affiliation, are several rural Colleges, and 
four Theological Colleges in Montreal.

Within thirty years McGill has growa from a 
small institution struggling for existence, poorly 
equipped, and weakly supported, into one of 
the foremost Universities of the Continent. 
Too much praise cannot be given to those 
generous citizens who have so nobly endowed 
her chairs and erected her buildings. And 
while we remember with gratitude the heroic 
perseverance of her early officers and professors 
who were not turned aside by adversities, 
however great, we cannot but mention the 
name of our former Principal the esteemed 
Honorary President of our Association, Sir 
Wm. Dawson, as that of one who did more 
than anyone else to make the University what 
she now is.

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The session of 1895-96 was marked by the 
introduction of Prof. William Peterson, M.A., 
LL.D., of Dundee, Scotland, as Principal. 
The appointment has met with favor on the 
part of all connected with the University. 
With the various phases of our College life, 
Dr. Peterson has already become thoroughly 
identified.

The City of Montreal, the commercial 
metropolis of Canada, is built on an island of 
the same name, situated at the junction of the 
rivers Ottawa and St. Lawrence.

The island is about 30 miles long by 10 
miles broad.

Montreal was founded on the 8th May, 
1642, by Maisonneuve, who gave it the name 
of Ville-Marie de Montreal. The old Indian 
village of Hochelaga, described by Jacques 
Cartier, was situated near the present site of 
the English Cathedral. On the 8th Septem­
ber, 1760, Montreal was surrendered by the 
French to the British. During the American 
War of Independence, Montreal was taken by 
the Americans under Montgomery, 12th 
November, 1775, but was retaken by the 
British on the 15th June, 1776.

Montreal was the seat of Goverment, till 
in 1849, during the governorship of Lord 
Elgin, Parliament removed to Ottawa then 
called Bytown. This removal was the result 
of, among other things, political riots, incited 
by the signing of “ Dominion Losses Bill," 
during which the Parliament Buildings were 
burned and the Governor-General mobbed. 
The British troops were stationed in Montreal 
till 1870. From 1665 to 1801, Montreal was 
surrounded by a wall, extending along the site 
of Fortification Lane from Victoria Square 
to Dalhousie Square where the Canadian 
Pacific depot now is, from Victoria Square 
the walls extended down to the river about the 
line of McGill Street. The city then was of 
triangular shape, the small angle pointing 
towards the east. At present the city is of 
triangular shape but the small angle points 
towards the west.

Behind the city, rising over 700 feet above 
the level of the St. Lawrence, is Mount 

-28-
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Royal, so called by Jacques Cartier in 1535 in 
honor of the King of France, Francis I. It 
is under the control of the city, being laid out 
as a beautiful park, covering 430 acres of land.

The Protestant, Catholic and Hebrew 
cemeteries are situated behind the mountain.

Opposite the city is St. Helen’s Island, so 
called by Champlain in 1611, after his wife. 
It is laid out as a park and is under the control 
of the city. The Government owns a piece of 
land at the lower end of the island where 
there is a fort.

The city proper is about 6'2 miles by 2 
broad and has with its suburbs, a population 
of about 275,000, over one-half of which is 
French. As for situation, both from the side 
of the beautiful, and from that of the practical, 
as regards water supply and distribution of 
sewage, Montreal can vie with any city in 
the world.

The Victoria Tubular Bridge spans the St. 
Lawrence at Montreal. Below Lachine, the 
river is spanned by the beautiful Cantilever 
Bridge belonging to the Canadian Pacific 
Railway.
