Suggests Opening York Q’re@t
~From. Ashland to High-
bury.

DETROIT, March 31. — Enough film
has been condemned for suggestiveness
by the motlon picture censors of Michi-
gan in the last twelve months to lay &
strip of celluloid from Detroit to Birm-
ingham or Mount Clemens. The gentle-
men whose coat-of-arms is the crab-
apple may consider the expurgation of
pearly 23 miles of film, or 118,000 feét, as
a point for the side which claims the
films are getting out of hand.

That isn’t so at all. The censors
handled approximately 8,000,000 feet
of film in 1920, so that 115,000 feet rep-
resents only a small percentage—to put
it in figures, .01476 per cent. People who
argue otherwise “are all wet,” as the
censor puts it.

Denies Films Are Vicious.

‘““They’re all wet,” he said, ‘‘wet’’ ap-
parently being flicker slang for deluded,
“when they say the motion pictures in-
fluence persons to commit erimes. It is
just as sensible to think that séeing a
man jump from a 10-story window would
make me want to Jjump from that
bight.'”

Censoring is-done in the Joseph Mack
Building, East Elizabeth street, Through
the projecting room presided over by
Royal A. Baker, the censor, must pass
every fllm before it is screened in Mich-
igan. His decision is absolute. If there
|s something in the film he doesn’t like,
it is removed.

A film was being screened for his
approval Saturday in a room illumi-
nated only by horizental beams that
flowed through a hole at one end of the
room and became animated figures on
the silver sheet at the other end.

Sex Yieids to Melodrama.

On a yellow sheet befors him were
cabalistic orders as these: “Reel 2—elim-
inate scene in modiste shop where the
old man flirts with mannikin in boudoir
attire—where hero and heroine go to
hotel eliminate close-up of clerk behind
the desk who looks from one to the
other suggestive.”’

Between 150,000 and 200,000 feet are
ingpected in the censor's office weekly.
The building itself, with 22 exchanges,
is a hive of film industry. No film nct
in fireproof receptacles is permitted on
the elevators because of the fire hazard.
The fllms, immediately upon receipt,
are brought to the fifth floor for the
censor board’s approval or disapproval. |
When some parts are not to its liking,
they must be corrected before copies
are distributed. A theatre’s license can
be revoked where the censor’'s order is
flouted,

Length of Kiss No Issue.

of film don’t know what they are talking |
about,” said Baker. ‘‘It’s not the length |
of the kiss, but the pep you put into |
it that makes it objectionable or unob- !
Jectionable.”’

The report of the investigation by
the local branch of the Great War
Veterans into conditions which are al-
leged to be in existence in Westmin-
ster Military Hospital will be submitteqd |
to the executive committee of the or-
ganization at its regular monthly
meeting this evening.

C, R. are being discharged with-
out just cause. B. A. Dunlevy, quar-
termaster-sergeant of the stores de-
parfment, received notice about a
month ago that his services would no
longer be required. A few days later
Mr. Dunlevy’s son was informed that
another man would take his place. The
chief gardener also received notice to
quit. Secretary Cunliffe stated that
the janitor of the Vetcraft Shop on
Horton street was also discharged.

Upon hearing of these discharges, an
investigation committee, chosen from
the executive, was appointed to probe
the affair and reported that the em-
ployees were doing their work as well
as it could be done. They also dis-
covered that Mr. Dunlevy had fifteen
yvears’ experience at this work while
serving in the imperial army in Eng-
land. All discharged employees are ex-
C. E, F. men.

Government Is Preparing To
Employ Naval Men At
the Pumps.

‘LONDON, March 31.—Success or
failure for the national coal miners’
strike, which has been ordered to begin
at midnight tonight is expected to de-
pend upon the results of meetings of
the railway and transport workers
called for early next week.. Thoseé who
had been hopeful that the railroad men
and transport workers would find a way
out of the difficulty received little to
reassure them in statements issued on
their behalf after morning conferences.
These statements were to the effect
that the attitude of the mine owners
and of the Government was regarded
by the rallway men and transport work-
ers as prelude to a general attempt
to reduce wages and to get back to
the old days of district instead of na-
tional negotiations in labor disputes.

Conference Called.

The National Union of Railwaymen
has called a conference of delegates for
April 6, at which it will be decided
whether the railwaymen will support
the miners. The transport workers also
have decided to call a meeting or the
executives of all the bodies afliliated
with them fof April 5, to take similar
action.

If the statement issued today on be-

he railwaymen and transport |

“{worker# influences the railwaymen and

the transport workers actively to sup-
port the miners through a sympathetic
strike the outlook is ominous.

May “Affect 3,000,000,

Some persons point out that there
is an.increasing Ilkelthood of the entire
triple alliance, numbering almost 3,000,-
000 workers, laying ‘down their tools.
They point to the fact that an identical
situation, as regards the railroads, wil
be almost certain to come up again in
August, when government control of
the rallways ceases. On this account,
they argue, the triple alllance may see
fit at the present time to make the
miners’ cause a teat case.

The temper of the miners for the
walkout is indicated In their strike
crder, which includes the pumpmen and
the other workmen who are essential
to keep the mines in working condition.
This, however, it !'s declared, will be
countered by the Government employ-
ing naval men to go into the pits, if
it is necessary to take such action to
prevent the ruination of the mines.

Ready For Emergency,

The Government’s plan, it is under-
stood, even contemplates measures for
the carrying on of the vital services
even in the event of a walkout by the
entire tripie alliance. Efforts to avert
such a contingency are continuing, and
in some quarters the bellef is expressed
that the railwaymen and the transport
workers may confine their participation
in the miners’ strike to a refusal to
handle- coal. ,

The Government, in 1917 employed
raval men for' the pumping of mines
during the strike at that time, but it
is sald that ehould the regular mine
pumpers now be called out scores of
mines inevitably must be flooded, as
there are inSufficient naval forces
avallable for the svork.

Neither side to the controversy showed
signs of ylelding today, and the situ-
atlon tonight generally is regarded as
the most serious since .the 1917 mine
strike, when the workers held out for
sixteen weeks.

FARMERS AND
GRAIN DEALERS
WANT WATERWAY

Make Strong Representations
Before International Joint
Commission.

March 30.—Arguments for
and aginst development of the St.
Lawrence waterway were submitted
here today at the opening of the final
hearings of the international joint com-
mission. Representatives of middle
western states and of Canada made
pleas for the waterway, while Henry W.
Hill of Buffalo, former New York State
senator, urged against it. Former Sen-
ator Hill obtalned permission from the
commission to flle with it a written ob-

jection within eleven days after copies
of today's proceedings had been given
him. He flleq with the commission to.
day copies of resolutions adopted by
various eastern organizations opposed
to the program.

C. 8. Latchow, secretary of the Farm-
ers’ and Grain Dealers’ Association, de-
clared the proposed waterway was es-
sential to the future prosperity of
American and Canadian farmers, and
said the national assoclation he repre-
sented included in its membership 5,000
co-operative grain elevators.

B. R. Inman of Indianapolis, repre-
senting the Indiana State Chamber of
Commerce, declared the waterway would
ald In re-populating American farms by
providing cheaper transportation for
farm products.

Former Governor W. L. Harding of
Iowa declared the waterway would in-
sure pwcsperity for the United States
and Canada for years to come. L. G.

Fight Cactus
In Australia
With Insects

Prickly Pear Has Become a
First Class Nuisance.

PARIS, March 31.—The kind of cac-
tus which we called the ‘‘prickly pear”
has become a first-class nuisance In
Australia. It grows very fast, spreads
wlith great rapidity and forms masses of
vegetation so dense that the clearing of

ground once occupied by the plant is
accomplished with utmost difficulty. In-
cidentally, it renders the land unavail-
able for agricultural purposes.

In response to urgent request, the
United States Government is sending to
Australia certain insects that prey
upon the prickly pear. Hope is enter-
tained that they may do enough dam-
age to discourage the spread of the
cactus plague in this part of the
world.

Many speci2s of American insects feed
vpon the prickly pear, one of them being
the tiny cochineal bug, which in former
days was so highly valued for the dye it
furnished. It would rot be useful for
the purpose here in question; but there
is a large green caterpillar, nearly two
inches long, which ought to prove ex-
ceedingly efficient as a cactus destroyer.
It is the offspring of a moth, and one
of the most important enemies of the
plant known in the United States, its
method of attack being to bore into
the fleshy leaves of the prickly bear
and eat out the insides.

This caterpillar is to be sent to Aus-
tralia, its transportation being easily
accomplished by forwarding a quan-
tity of infested leaves of the cactus.
Aunother insect that is to go is a beetle,
about the size of a cricket, which is a
great destroyer of the prickly pear. The
adult feeds on the outer parts of the
joints, while the young grub penetrates
and devours the interior of both joints
and stems.

COUNTER GHARGE OF
BIGAMY IS LAID

Peculiar Duplex Matrimonial
Tangle To Be Aired in
Montreal.

MONTREAL, March 31.—A ecase In-
volving a duplex matrimonial tangle,
originating overseas during the war,
and now continued in the courts here,
was called before Chief Justice Decarie
in the sessions court today.

The complaint is laig by Charles
Kately, who alleges digamy on the part
of his wife and his cousin, Percy Han-
cock. Kately was a soldier, and while
he was in England contracted a mar-
riage, despite the existence of a wife
in Canada. Upon learning of his second
matrimonial venture, the original wife
went to England and laid a charge of
bigamy against Kately, who was found
guilty in an English court and sen-
tenced to ten months’ imprisonment.

Upon completing the sentence Kately
returneq to Canada, to discover, ac-
cording to his allegations, that his for-
mer wife had married Percy Hancock,
his cousin. He in turn laid a charge
of bigamy against the pair.

IDLE FORTUNES
ATTRACT MANY

British Officials Are Besieged
With Claims for Blake Mil-
lions and Other Riches.

London, March 31.—One of the allur-
ing ‘“unclaimed fortunes” which ever
have proved such irresistible lodestones
to people the world over (and the United
States particularly) who believe them-
selves to be the rightful heirs thereto,
appears likely to come again into the
public eye in the near future. The
“Blake millions!”” There has been a
perfect swarm of claimants in the past
30 years, and in attempting to establish
his claim at least one citizen of the
United States has reduced himself to
hopeless beggary and ended in a Lon-
don poorhouse.

The ‘Blake Millions,” as they have
been imagined by the many ‘heirs,”
actually amount to £250,000, or roughly
one million and a quarter dollars. This
money has been for upwards of a quar-
ter of a century in the hands of the
British national debt commissioners.

Elopement Starts Story.

Its story is a colorful romance of spe-
clal interest to Americans. It begins
with the elopement, away back in 1820,
of one Captain Robert Dudley Blake, son
of a wealthy Northumbrian English bar-
onet, with Helen Sheridan, a beautiful
Irish girl, daughter of a Mayo peasant.

According to one account she was
the manageress of the Tyrawley Hotel
in Castlebar; according to another she
was a dressmaker’s apprentice in Dublin.
She met and eventually eloped with
Captain Robert Dudley Blake, son of Sir
Francis Blake, second baronet of his
line, and the head of a wealthy family
of coal owners of Northumberland. The
Blakes had Twissel Castle in the county
of Durham and the estates of Tilmouth
Park and Seghill in Northumberland.

Captain Blake sent the Irish girl to
school and married her in 1831. He was
disowned forthwith by his family, and
shortly afterwards migrated with his
bride to Ohio, where they established a
millinery business. Some years later he
inherited great wealth from his father
and returned with his wife to England,
where he rose to be a general in the
army.

Only Direct Heir Died.

The Blakes' only child died in infancy,
and General Blake, dying in 1860, left all
his property to his wife, who, in Sep-
tember, 1876, died in London without
leaving a will. Among her papers, how-
ever, various documents were found in-
dicating some of her intentions as to the
disposal of her property. Acting on these
the lords of the treasury directed pay-
ment of about $95,000 in certain con-
templated legacies, including $5,000 to
the Right Hon. W. E. Gladstone, Eng-
land's Grand Old Man. The crown took
possession of the estate and advertised
for next of kin,

Sheridan is a'common Irish name, and
it was not long before claimants began
to appear. Seven bobbed up in 1877, but
none could satisfy the crown or the
courts that he was entitled to the prop-
erty. Twissel Castle, which formed
part of the estate, was sold by the crown
to the branch of the Blake famlly repre-
sented by the present Sir Francis Blake,
who, since 1916, has sat in Parliament as
coalition member for Berwick-on-Tweed,
and who lives at Tilmouth Park, Corn-
hill-on-Tweed.

After law costs amounting to about
$260,000 (intending American claimants
to English fortunes would do well to
note this figure) had been defrayed, the
balance of about a quarter of a million
sterling, or $1,250,000, was handed over
to the ‘commissioners for the reduction
of the national debt,

Many Clalimants Appear.

Since that time many claimants have
appeared, all claiming descent from one
or other of Helen Sheridan’s sisters, or
from her cousins.

A pitiful story was that of the Ameri-
can  claimant, Daniel Sheridan, who,
when he was 70, in 1885, came to Eng-
land, saying he was Helen Sheridan's
cousin and a playfellow in her ehildhood.
He left behind him in Quincy, IlL., a farm
of several hundred acres, some cattle
and an oil well.

This old man lodged with a widow
in Hillbank for four years, exhaust-
fng 'his money and running up a
long | bill The authorities rejected
his claim, and he finally was sent to
the Lambeth workhouse.

They have been
dazzled no doubt by the beautiful coat'
of arms adorning the edition-de-luxe of
the work describing the ‘‘Page estate in
chancery,” which has been widely cir-
culated in the United States.

As a young man John Burroughs
taught school for several years. One
year he was located 8o close to the
military academy at West Point that
he was able to use its Hbrary, and
it was there that he made his first
acquaintance with Audubon. What
a strange place for a Burroughs to
get the inspiration of his life! Then

to live, and for eight or nine years
John Burroughs alternated between
his desk in the treasury department
and the banks of the Potomac,
where the birds were to be found.
But Washington brought something
else into hig life that made lasting
impression, for there he met Walt
‘Whitman, who, too, was a clerk and
a lover and observer of nature. To-
gether they tramped the roads, and
mind rubbed against mind, to the
sharpening of both, From 1873 to
1884 Burroughs was a bank exam-
iner, and the work made it neces-
sary for him to be near New York.
He located on a small farm on the
Hudson River in 1874, and from that
time on always a part of his time
wag given to frultgrowing, while
out of his daily life there came
that series of studies of nature in
all her moods which have so en-
riched American literature. The
Hudson River farm became a place
of pilgrimage to which some of the
world’s most 1llustrious came gladly.

The New York Globe, announcing
a new book by John Burroughs some
years ago, said: “It has been the lot
of few writers of this country, or of
any country, to gain such good-
will end personal esteem as for
many years have been freely given
to John Burroughs,” and President
Roosevelt, In dedicating one of his
books to his friend voiced popular
feeling when he sald: “It is a good
thing for our people that you have
lived, and gurely no man can wish
to have more said of him.” Fine
things are now being sald of John
Burroughs, and fine things will be
said in days to come, but he was one
man who did not have to wait until
he was dead to be appreciated. His
late years must have been very rich
and full in the knowledge that he
had a place of high honor in the
hearts of his fellow-men.

THE STREET RAILWAY SITUA-
TION.

The London street railway situa-
tion, which has developed a new
crisis by the announcement of the
Ontario Railway Board that it will
turn the road back to the company’s
contrpl on April 30, has been in the
foreground since early in 1918. The
company declared at that time that
the rate of fares, seven and nine
tickets for a quarter, was not suffi-
cient to operate the road, and ap-
pealed to the city for an increase.

In 1919 the company urged more
insistently that an increase was
necessary, and carried on an exten-
sive advertising campaign to this
end. It succeeded in having a bylaw
submitted at the municipal election.
This would have given the city coun-
cil power to increase fares for such
time as it saw fit, subject to an
agreement to be entered into with
the company, providing that 39 cars
be operated; that fares be six in-
stead of seven regular tickets for 25
cents; elght instead of nine limited
tickets for 25 cents; and the six for
25 cent tickets to be good on Sun-
days; Springbank railway fares for
week-days and Sundays to be § cents
each way, without transfer. This
was defeated by a majority of 473.

Early that year the men, who
were receiving from 32 to 38 cents
an hour, struck .for an increase.
After service had been tled up sev-
eral days, they were granted an in-
crease of 9 cents. The city council
on its own authority passed a bylaw
authorizing higher fares. These
fmmediately went into effect, and
continued until certain citizens
secured an injunction restraining
the company from collecting the
higher fares until the right of the
council to pass such a bylaw was
proved.

Later the employees asked an-

other increase to 52 cents an hour,
and another strike occurred. This
was not ended until the Ontario
Railway and Municipal Board was
called in. After an examination of
the company’s books and several
long conferences with the street
railway employees, they agreed to
operate the road at the .old fare
schedule and guarantee the men 48
cents an hour, and to divide with
them  any surplus which might
accrue. An agrement to this effect,
to hold good until May 1, was
drawn up.
The road is still being operated
under this. Employees have an-
nounced that they will ask a higher
rate when it expires, while the
company stated on Tuesday that it
would hold out for a lower scale.

Keen Criticism,

On the question of flax and linen

Sir George held that he would be a
pretty bold man who would take the
responsibility of giving advice in such
a case.

The first trade and commerce item
under consideration was a vote of
$3,000 for bounties to producers of crude
petroleum. Lucien Cannon (Dorchester)
asked whether these 'bounties were
paid to the big oil companies as well
as to individuals. He did not think
that large companies llke the Imperial
0Oil Company should be paid any
bounty.
Sir George Foster replied that
bounties were paid only to those who
produced the oil.
A. R. McMaster (Brome) c¢bjected to
the bonusing of oil producers. The
petroleum business was ., most profit-
able one. It was unwise, to say the
least, to assist it by bounties.
Sir QGeorge Foster: ‘“Cannot my
honorable friend make his protest a
little stronger?”
Mr. McMaster: ‘‘Certainly. I .will
say that it is rank, raving lunacy to
bonus this business.”
Sir George replied that the policy of
paying bounties to these prcducers had
been inaugurated in 1904 by the Liberal
Government and had been reaffirmed
by the same Government on different
occasions. It was a shame for Mr.
McMaster to characterize his own
party’s policy as “raving. lunacy.”

In Need of Money.
Mr. McMaster rejoined that condi.
tions were doubtless different when
ithis pollcy had been inaugurated.
Canada was bedly in need of money

4l

at present and could not afford to pay
bonuses to a wealthy business. Mr.
Cannon asked how much of the bounty
the Imperial Oil Company received.

Sir George replied that the larger
percentage of it was paid to small pro-
ducers. Just what the exact amounts
were, Sir George was not prepared to
say.

Mr. Cannon asked to have the item
suspended, owing to the lack of in-
formation. To this, Sir George agreed.

The next item taken up was a bounty
of $26,000 on linen yarn spun in Canada
from Canadian flax. It represents a
decrease of $4,000 as compared with the
1920 bounty.

H. B. Morphy (North Perth) pro-
tested agalnst the decrease on the
ground that manufacturers of linen
were in. a most unfortunate position.
There was extreme distress in the
trade. Some manufacturers were in
danger of being ruined.

Relieve Manufacturer.

i Sir George explained that the bounty
| was for the relief of manufacturers.

| Mr. Morphy <claimed that English
warehouses had been for some time full
of linen. There was no need for the
greater production campaign among
flax growers here. Canadian growers
were victims of English greed.

John Best (Dufferin) said if Cana-
dan trade commissioners had done their
duty in keeping growers in touch with
actual conditions the farmers of On-
tario would be in a better position than
they are today. Canada should do the
same as other flax-producing countries
and establish a warehouse at the mar-
keting centre where buyers could inspect
the offerings.

In that way growers would obtain the
ruling prices.

Dr. W. D. Cowan (Regina) asked if
the trade commissioners were getting
any support from the manufacturers
of Canada. He understood that there
were no Canadian salesmen in the
foreign fleld. It looked as though the
manufacturers were depending on the
trade commissioner to get business for
them.

Climatic conditions . in Canada were
ideal for the production of flax.

Crop Is Unsold.
A. B. McCoig (Kent) said many In
Ontario had been encouraged to gYOW
flax, and now found themselves with
their crop on their hands. What ad-
vice had Sir George to offer these grow-
ers? Should they continue to grow
flax, or abandon it, and use their land
in a more profitable way?
Sir George declined to w've any ad-
vice on the matter. It would be a pretty
bold man, he said, who would take the
responsibility of telling these people
what they should do. It was impos-
sible to say what the future would
bring forth. The producer must decide
for himself.
In answer to a question by W. D.
Euler (North Waterloo) Sir George said
the bounty was pald on the product of
the factory. At present there was only
one firm manufacturing linen in Can-

ada. This was the Dominion Linens,
Limited.
A Valuable Crop,
S. F. Glass (BEast Middlesex) was

sorry that world onditions prevented
manufacturers from Ireland and Bel-
gium establishirg linen mills in Can-
ada. There seemed to be a campaign

discourage the industry, although a
prominent Belgian had stated that Can-
ada could produce the flnest grade of
flax, With proper handling, even poor
flax crops had a value of $350 an acre.
Persons and hotel managers demanding
high-class linen always secured - the
Canadian product. With proper en-
couragement ang a larger bounty, the
flax industry In Canada could be
brought to a high pitch of efficiency.
Canada could raise the type of flax
used for linseed oil and the type used
for linen,
Made Bad Break.

1. E. Pedlow (South Renfrew) regret-
ted that when the discussion on flax
commenced Mr. Glass was not in his
seat. ‘‘Discussing flax in this House
without Mr. Glass is just like attempt-
ing to stage ‘Hamlet' without a Mer-
chant of Venice,” Mr. Pedlow said, and
there were roars of laughter at the
slip. Mr. Glass said Canadian fibre was
becoming much better than Russian,
but the difficulty lay in getting yarns
spun within the Dominion. Until the
bonusing started practically no yarns
were spun within the Dominion, Even.
tually he hoped to see Canada displace
Russia in the markets of the United
States and Ireland.

Thomas Vien (Lotbiniere) asked if
there avas a market for all the Canadlan
yarns now made.

'MT, EVEREST SOON

TO BE STORMED BY
SCIENTIFIC- PARTY

Eight Britons Hope to Reach
Spot Untrampled Yet by
Human Beings.

COST PUT AT $200,000

Expedition More Dangerous
Than Arctic Exploring—
Valuable Data Sought.

LONDON, March 31.—With the de-
parture of Harold Raeburn, chief
climber of the Mount Eve_rest expedi~
tion, the adventure to reach the last
untrampled spot in the world may be
regarded as formally launched. All
equipment and provisions have been
dispatched for Major Morshead’s sur-
vey, and the party will assemble at
Darjeeling April 1.

The expedition, which is organized
and financed by the “Royal Geographical
Society and the Alpine Club, will be the
best equipped of any that has been
sent out on a similar undertaking. The
greatest care has been taken to secure
the best scientific instruments and other
paraphernalia, such as-tents, sleeping
bags and boots.

It is estimated that the cost of the
expedition will be between £30,000 and
£40,000, while the duration of the ex-
pedition will probably exceed two years.

The main object is to reach the sum-

mit of thd highest mountain in the
world, and the climbers must go four
thousand feet higher than any human
being ever climbed without the use of:
an aeroplane. Buch a much greater
period will be spent in the subsldiary!
objects of the expedition. A complete |
survey will be made of the country, and i
there will be much scientific research
in geological, physiological and zoologi-
cal sciences.
Fear Effect on Climbers.

A further point of interest will be the
effect of the altitude on the climbers.
The highest point yet attained is 24,500
feet, but the extra 4,000 feet cause
grave doubts in some minds as to the
possibility of maintaining the continued
exertion necessary to climb the addi-
tional distance in an atmosphere corre-
sponding to that altitude.

No white man has ever been within
forty or fifty miles of the base of Mount
Everest, and all the country around is
unknown. The first thing will be to
find the way there before planning the
ascent. It is purposed to establish
camps on the mountain side and to
make caches of food, so as to facilitate
the final dash. .

The expedition has been organized
with the same care as would be taken
in preparing for a polar trip, since the
most intense cold will be encountered,

CHARLES GILPIN, A
FORMER PORTER, IS
NOW NOTED ACTOR

- MONTREAL, March 81.—Canadians
who attended. the concerts of the Can-
adian Jubilee Singers in the winter of
1903-4 and those of a negro double
quartet in 1912 were listening to one
man at least who was destined to be-
come famous on the American stage.
That man is Charles Gilpin, conceded
to be the greatest negro actor ever
produced, and probably, the outstand-
ing figure of the past season in New
York. To New York playgoers Mr.
Gilpin has been well known for some
months, but it is only within the past
few weeks that he leaped into nation-
wide celebrity. This was the result
of an injudicious astatement’issued by
the Drama League, to the effect that
even if Mr. Gilpin should be approved
by ballot as one of the leading actors
of the year he probably would not be
invited to the annual dinner which
it has been the custom of the League
to tender to the ten performers chosen
by their fellowplayers as having given
the most meritorious performances as
actors or as playwrights.to have most
greatly contribute@ to the dramatic
art of the New York stage in the pre-
ceding twelve months. As the voting
proceeded it was msde plain that Gi
pin surely would be among the first

ten, and when it was hifited that on
account or his color he might not be
invited to the dinner there was a storm
of protest,
A Remarkable Ovation.

Leading actors, actresses, and play-
wrights said that if Gilpin was not
asked they would not attend, and as
it seemed certain that without this
colored star the dinner would be a
frost, he was invited. At first he was
reluctant to accept, but finally he went,
intending to stay a few moments and
make his escape. But when he ap-
peared he was given an ovation, the
greatest, perhaps, ever extended to an
actor at a league dinner. He was taken
to the head table, seated between two
gharming ladies, one of whom had
also been selected among the ten, and
as he said afterward, he had the time
of his life. The American actors, act-
resses and playwrights have shown
that so far as they are concerned,
color is not recognized in art. Gilpin
undoubtedly is 'a remarkable actor,
as great a credit to his race and to
the stage as that other eminent colored
entertainer, Bert Wailliams, though
perhaps not destined for such wide
popularity. He is a man of extreme
modesty and says that he desires to
keep the footlights between himself
and the public. He has no other aim
than to please by his acting. When
his work is done he wants to go home
to his Harlem flat and his nice little
circle of personal friends.

Roustabout and Actor,

Gilpin was born in Richmond, Va.,
and he says, ‘“A colored man doesn't
have any dates; he is just born.” He
went to the St. Francis Roman Ca-
tholic School, where one of the sisters
taught him a few of the fundamentals
of the acting art-—elocution and ges-

ticulation being among the took
part in amateur theatri t the
school, and at the age . fourteen
went to work in a printing office. Oc-
casionally he would ‘attend” & theatri-
cal performance, and now and then
would appear on an ‘amateur stage.
He had Jbecome a competent pressman,
and sought a job in Philadelphia in
1890. He aworked for three hours and
then was discharged onjaccount of his
color., We infer he must have been
hired . in the dusk.

Dealing with the matter of rural de-
population, the speaker said that this
kad been a great curse in the land. ‘It
is a national tragedy,” he declared,
‘“that the people are vanishing from
the land.” Taking for an example the
population of Elgin County, Mr. Mor,
rison said that it had decreased 5,754
in 30 years. In this period all the vil-
lages and towns in the county showed
a loss except St Thomas and Port
Stanley. St. Thomas had gained 7,430
in its population in 30 years, and Port
Stanley 120.

“I want to ask you businessmen,”
continued the speaker, “what are you
| golng to do to stop this? We all agree
| that we must get the people on the
| land, but how is it going to be done?
{ There are 150,000 less farmers in the
Province of Ontario today than there
| were 30 years ago. Some say that this
{ is owing to labor-eaving machinery, but
{ I cannot accept this. What about
! labor-saving machinery in the cities?
| Did this depopulate your cities? No; it
did not.

“Is the county of Elgin produéing
half of what it should produce? I say
no. This is an economic questior, and
you have to make agriculture so /profit-
able that people will go to it.

WANT BOARD TO

Teachers Will Ask Ontario
Government To Appoint
Arbitrators.

TORONTO, March 31.—Another step

forward to Insure improvement in
teachers’ salaries was taken by the pub-
lic achool section of the Omtario Edu-
cational Assoclation at its ciosing ses-
sion here this afternoon, when the dele-
gates went on record as favoring an
arbitration board to aci in case .of
trouble over salaries. Yesterday federa-
tions were approved, of which also were
calculated to help raise salaries.

The hope was
expressed that legislation along this
line might be put through at the pres-
ent session of the Legislature.

as potatoes.

Only young parsnips in which the
tough, woody fibre has not formed
should be used for human food. To pre-

pare them, wash and scrape, and cook
‘lorty-ﬂve minutes in salted boiling
i water. Pour off the water, plunge the
! parsnips into cold water and clip off the
i loosened skins. 'Wash, season with but-
| ter, salt and pepper and serve hot.

Parsnips are also very good, served
with drawn butter sauce; prepare them
, ag above but shape the mashed parsnips
| into small croquettes and pour the sauce
| over them. ¥For the sauce, meilt two
tablespoonfuls of butter, mix into it
three tablespoonfuls of flour with which
half a teaspoonful of salt and a quarter
of a teaspoonful of pepper have been
mixed, and pour on a cupful and a half
of hot water, stirring constantly. Bolil

CORPORAL PUNISHMENT.

No more puzsling question faces the
young mother than that of physical pun-
ishment. Children must learn to obey
and often they cannot understand the
reason for obedience. Whipping is so
old a punishment that it is almost in-
stinctive. Baby hands that are promptly
slapped when found touching forbidden
things, soon learn not to touch them, or
&t least, not to be caught touching them.
The trouble with physical punishment
is that it trains a child by appealing to
that in him which we least wish to see
in his character, namely, fear, the dread
of physical pain. It seems to be the
easiest way, but in the long run, it is
not. for it has not really educated the
child to do right, to obey because obedi-
erce is right, but has simply made him
afraid.

Moreover, most honest mothers will
admit that it is practically impossible
to strike, or shake, or even carry &
child foreibly without some inner loss of
zelf-control and self-respect. Whether
it is good for the child or not, physical
three to com pel obedience is had for the
mother. It is plain evidence that she
has not been intelligent enough or kind
enough, in short, that she herself has
lacked the moral force to control him.

But why give cal-
omel if it has no effect on the liver?

ANSWER—Neither has salts any
particular effect on the liver. Calomel
is a purgative by reason of irritating
the bowel. Salts is a purgative for the
same reason, and salts further has an
affinity for water which it extracts
from the bowel lining. Any brisk pur-
gative is likely to produce evacuation
of bile (if the liver is functioning and
there is no obstruction of the bile
ducts). That may have accounted for
the notion that calomel does something,
in particular to the liver. Calomeljis
a very old physic, and old things, In
medicine, are always deemed good, even
old doctors. <Calomel is given today
because it has been given by as many
generations before us, but there is no
other good reason for preferring calo-
mel to other physics, Calome! has a.
proper place in the treatment of syphi-
ilitic conditions in children and in adults
but as a mere physic it {s unjustifiable
and ought to be dumped in the scrap-
heap along with castor oil.

Sound Public Pollcy,

affect the marriage relation. This rule
is founded upon sound pubiic policy.”

Paternity Challenged.

Guy Stillman, the infarnt whose legiti«
macy was attacked by Mr. Stillman,
and who was named co-defendant with
his mother, ‘will bear a stain that
cannot be erased, and for which he is
not responsible, if the husband is suc-
cessful in his suit,”’ said the decision.

“The plaintiff seeks to do that which
he believes is his duty to himself and
his children,” it continued. ‘‘The plain-
tiff having challenged the paternity of
the child, the defendant comes to its
protection and to the defence of its
legitimacy. That is her duty, and she
is right in her claim. : She vigorously
champions the child’'s cause, and this
is expected from any mother.

‘““The interests of the defendant and
of the infant in this case are to a great
extent the same."

The three Stillman children, other
than the infant whose paternity is at-
tacked, ‘‘are of sufficient age to deter-
mine with whom they desire to reside
during the pendency of the action,”
Justice Morschauer sald.

‘Their preference should control in
| the circvmstance: now presented. While
the children are with the mother or in
her charge, she must provide for their
schocling and other necessary expenses.
I believe to meet these expenses the
alimony should be allowed in the sum of
$7,600 a month.”

SAYS NOST ADULTS -
HAVE CHLD MINDS

Six Persons Qut of Ten in
That Category, According
to Dr. Henry Viets,

SR ————

New York, March 31.—Six persons in
every ten, happily unconscious of the
fact, are meandering through life with
the mental equipment of childhood—
and many of them are placed in posi-
tions of comparative prominence. They
are morons, these members of the
majority, with intellects—beneath tho
normal standard for 18 years of age—
but their deficiencies do not prevent
them from useful service as citlzens
and home builders.

This somewhat disconcerting state-
ment made by Dr. Harry Viets of New
York, representing the national com-
mittee of mental hygiene, in Portland,
Ore., was said by him to be thought-
fully congervative and in no wise to be
construed as a symptom of general de-
cadence. In the practical philosophy
of Dr, Viets, if one ig a moron he has
plenty of company and need not grieve,
for suitable work and abundant hap-
piness are his to command, and  the
community couldn’t very well get
along without him.

For some time Dr, Viets was at-
tached to the British army, supervis-
ing the treatment of mental cases, and
later served in similar capacity with
the American expeditionary forces as
a major,

‘“The purpose of the national com-
mittee for mental hygiene,” saig Dr.
Viets,** is to assist e;erywhere in the
care and treatment of mental disease.
It is well known that the care of men-
tal cases has been much neglected.
Each city boasts its splendid hospitals,
many of them literally marble palaces;
but in almost every instance these hos-
pitals have the forbidding sign dis-
played: ‘No mental cases received.’

‘“We are fighting against this oon-
dition, and for a common sense Vview
of mental diseases. There is a grow-
ing tendency to consider the insane as
sick persong and to break down the
aftificial distinction between mental
diesase and general disease. The theory
of prevention is a sound one, and will
replace to a great degree the old rul-
ing that all who" suffer a mental lapse
must be hurried to the asylum.”

As for morons, they do not worry
the psychiatrist in the least, possibly
because there are too many of them,
and also for the reason that the sub-
normal individual] ig not in the least
insane, and is ordinarily a worthy unit
of community life. 4

‘“Yes,” sald Dr, Viets, “‘approximate-
ly 60 per cent are below the normal
intelligence of 18 years, though that is
setting a high standard, mark you.
Certainly there is nothing unusual
about being a moron, and just as cer-
tainly there ig nothing disgraceful, The
moron is a very useful member of
society. We couldn't get along with-
out him,

“It's like this: I can clear a four-
foot obstacle in a running jump. But
that’s my lmit. Another inch and I
tumble. But there are plenty of fel-
lows who can clear five or six foot
barriers as easily as I can clear one of
four feet. 8o it is with mentality.
There are high jumpers and there are
those who were born without the
ability.

HE IS PUZZLING BERLIN

Some Believe Restoration of
Monarchy Is One of Ideas
of Rich Manufacturer.

BERLIN, March 31.—With the efforts
of Hugo Stinnes to purchase Az Hst,
Budapest’'s oldest and perhaps most
widely known newspaper, attention in

Germany, Austria and Hungary again
is being directed to this man who in a
few years has become the most import-
ant financial and industrial leader In
Germany. Just what -is back of the
Stinnes ‘“‘expansion” remains one of
the most baffling mysteries in Ger-
many. Not only does he practically
control the iron and steel Industries
of this country, but he is constantly
reaching out for new flelds to conquer
and has encroached deep into the iron
and steel induetry of Austria, where he
plans, with the aid of .Austriah coke,
to convert German and Austrian iron
ores into steel.

Tess than a month ago Herr Stinnes
purchesed the controlling interest in
the vast Syrian blast furnaces and
reports are current that he now pro-
poses to invade the Italian fleld with
the products of his vast furnaces and
mines.

In many quarters here K the question
is being asked: '‘“What does Herr
Stinnes intend to do with all this
wealth? Does he intend to bring back
the monarchy?

Has Become a Great Power.

These questions remain unanswered,
but close observers refer to the fact
that he has since the armistice become
a power in German politics, and while
he rarely speaks in the Reichstag,
where he has a seat his henchmen, it
is known, do speak for him, and the
power of his influence there is by no
means understood abroad.

Should he move to restore the Hohen-
gollerns to the throne, it goes without
saying that there i not a singlé group
fn German politics that could oppose
him successtully.

In this connection Herr Stinnes’ con-
rection with the German people’s party,
which he iz financing, and his close
friendship with some of the stanchest
supporters of the kaiser are being
widely discussed here. It was recalled
that both Marshal von Hindenburg and
Gen. Ludendorff were present recently
when one of his steamships was
launched, and that this shlp was named
after Von Hindeénburg. Was this not a
partial showing of Herr Stinnes’ hand?
it was asked.

But these are all questions. They may
reflect some of the things that are in
the back of Herr Stinnes’ head, but
they are at best conjectures,

That Herr Stinnes is greatly inter-
ested in the foreign affairs of Germany
and in the reparations settlement goes
without saying. His stand in oppos!-
tion to Dr. Walter Simons, German
foreign minister, in the conduct of the
reparations negotiations in London early
this month showed that he had nct come
to the breaking point with the LEntente
powers, although it is well known that
he has no love for them. His first move
in connection with the untangling
of Germany’s debt to the Allies was
not calculated to make him take a con-
spleuous part in future negotiations, nor
did it increase his affection for the
Allies.
