There are foreign agents in this province who do very 
little outside of the hair trade, and it is well that some of the ladies 
in America who wear “rats” have not a very vivid imagination or 
they might object to know that much of the hair used comes from 
the heads of the poorer Chinese. But what a glorious time for the 
purchasing agents just now! Probably ten thousand queues a day 
would be a small estimate of the number that have come off the last 
week. And still they are at it! It is a sign of the bated Manchu 
Government, so the scissors are kept busy. Jo cut off a Chinaman’s 
queue was a crime punishable with death under the Manchu regime, 
but now it is an act in which to glory. The countless barbers who 
have gained a livelihood shaving the heads of the Chinese, the old- 
style hat-makers, and to a lesser degree the old-time tailors, will be 
hard hit by the innovations under the new order of things.

INSPECTOR SECURES SAMPLES
OF FOOD STUFFS FOR ANALYSIS

George Cruickshanks, a Scotchman of 
middle age, who has been in this coun­
try only a comparatively short time, 
was drawn into a shafting and badly in­
jured last night at Hyman's tannery 
while endeavoring to place a belt on a 
rapidly revolving pulley.

The British submarines belonging to 
the "A 3" class have been singularly 
unfortunate.

Their displacement is 
180 tons. They are driven by gasoline 
motors when on the surface of the water 
and by electric motors when submerged. 
They have a surface speed of 12 knots 
and a submerged speed of 8 knots. The 
motors develop 500 indicated horsepower 
on the surface and 150 horsepower when 
submerged. Their armament consists of 
two torpedo tubes.

"Take, for instance, that long, 
three-column article in a daily paper 
on Saturday, in which somebody tries 
to make out that the park board and 
myself are swindling the town out of 
$20,000, and I am going to make a big 
profit," said George. "I have been 
informed that the writer has only 
been in Berlin for four or five weeks 
and doesnt it look as if he is coming 
here to tell us fellows how to run the 
town? The people of Berlin, I think, 
know me, and would sooner place 
their confidence in the park board 
and myself than rely on the opinions 
expressed by an entire stranger, who 
is here one day and gone the next.”

"But your scheme is all off, is it 
not?" Mr. Philip was asked.

"It may be or it may not be," was 
the reply. "The matter will be taken 
up by the park board and town 
council, and 1 have been assured that 
some satisfactory arrangement may 
be arrived at. so that this town will 
be provided with an up-to-date ath­
letic and amusement resort. Al­
though the town solicitor’s opinion 
seems to be against the proposition 
the agreement entered into between 
myself and the park board was made 
conditional as to its legality, and the 
town is not out one cent, and ail I 
have suffered is a few hours’ sleep, 
trying to figure out how to make the 
new venture pay."
WILL HAVE AMUSEMENTS ALSO.

Mr. Philip stated that while he was 
out of town he made arrangements 
with amusement companies to appear 
in Berlin and provide open-air at­
tractions for every evening of the 
week, all of which would be clean and 
of a high standard. In addition he 
proposed putting up a movable stage 
upon which plays similar to those 
given in the Star during the winter 
months would be performed by a cap­
able company. During the day it was 
his intention to make the grounds the 
headquarters for amateur sports in 
addition to having the games of the 
Canadian League teams played there. 
No fee would be charged for school 
teams, and he had several offers from 
prominent citizens, who were willing 
to donate trophies to be competed for 
by various schools in different kinds 
of sport, such as football, lacrosse and 
baseball. The girls would also be en­
couraged to play games at the 
grounds after the school hours, and 
during the holidays physical culture 
classes would be conducted. Mr. Philip 
said it was his intention to provide 
a regular playground for the children, 
which would be far more beneficial 
than allowing the grounds to be prac­
tically useless, as they have been in 
the past.

“Of course," Mr. Philip concluded 
"you can say it was my intention of 
putting up a high fence in order to 
prevent those who are generally the 
kickers from taking in the sports and 
attractions from looking over the 
fence.”
TEMPLIN IS EAGER FOR PETER. 

BORO JOB.
Curtis Templin, the Berlin second 

baseman, is eager to land the mana­
gerial berth at Peterboro. In a letter 
received this morning, “Old Folks" 
states that he is right on edge again, 
after his severe illness last fall, and 
is only too eager for the season to 
open up. Temp is wintering at Read­
ing, Pa., which is the headquarters 
for the preposed United States league, 
the rival to the two major leagues, 
and he incloses a letterhead of the 
Reading baseball club, one of the 
members of the new league, showing 
a photo of the new ball grounds at 
Reading, known as the circus max- 
imus.

Things are beginning to stir in 
Canadian League, circles.

club circuit by the addition of Peter­
boro and Ottawa. Today is the last 
day of grace allowed the clubs in 
which to forward the 1912 contracts 
to the various players on the reserve 
list. Those players not receiving their 
contracts for 1912 by Feb. 1 will 
be free agents, and naturally all those 
players who are desired for next 
summer have been tendered the con­
tract blanks and asked to jab down 
their John Hancocks in order that 
their jobs will be secure. Chaucer 
Elliott, manager and owner of the 
St. Thomas' club, was perhaps the 
first to get his 1912 team all signed 
up. Chaucer, in anticipation of a 
busy winter, sent out his contracts 
before the hockey season opened up, 
so that he would be free to attend 
to his duties as referee; which job 
he lias forsaken to accept the new 
position of coach of the Seaforth 
hockey club at the princely salary 
of $90 a week, a pretty nice stipend 
to receive during the lull in baseball 
worries. Berlin, Brantford and Guelph 
were all out early with their con­
tracts, while London and Hamilton 
brought up the rear, the Hamilton 
contracts going out last week.

ALL THE CLUBS ARE BUSY.
Practically all the old clubs have se­

cured all the necessary material on 
which to start the spring training 
season. Chaucer Elliott does not in­
tend to experiment to any extent. 
He feels that he only needs one or 
two players with which to bring last 
year’s team up into a first division 
outfit, and claims that with a good 
pitching corps he will be a strong 
contender, for it is his argument that 
there was not a faster team in the 
league last August and September 
than the Saints, who certainly did 
improve into a pretty shifty outfit, 
even if they were almost last.

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PARLIAMENT APPROVES WIDE POWERS GIVEN
PARCEL POST EXTENSION TARIFF COMMISSION DOWLERS’ GREAT 50 Per Cent Off a Large Line of

The System Is Expected To 
Greatly Reduce the Ex­

press Rates.
Ottawa, Feb. 1.—Parliament this even­

ing adopted with hardly a dissentient 
voice, a resolution proposed by W. F. 
Maclean (S. York), declaring that "this 
house is of the opinion that the expan­
sion and extension of the parcel post 
system would be in the public interest.”

The adoption of such a system of an 
effective scale, said Mr. Maclean, would 
result in express rates being cut in two. 
Public competition was the newest and 
best way of bringing corporations to 
time. This had been strikingly exempli­
fied in the success of the Ontario hydro­
electric system.

The parcel post, has been a success in 
Europe, Australia, and New Zealand, and 
both parties in the U. S. were commit­
ted to it.

The argument brought against it, that 
the country storekeepers would suffer by 
the competition of the big departmental 
stores, was not to be considered in view 
of the great advantage to the people at 
large in such a system. The express 
companies had come forward under the 
cover of the country storekeepers. The 
voice was the voice of Jacob, but the 
hand was the hand of Esau. Public own­
ership would improve the service and re­
duce the rates.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux declared that 
the time had come for Canada to adopt 
a bold policy in the matter.

"The companies," he said, "have taken 
out of our hands the business we ought 
to be carrying on."

Hon. L. P. Pelletier declared himself 
in general accord with the motion, though 
he thought the system Canada should 
adopt could not be as extensive as that 
obtaining in England. No express com­
panies should stop the Government if it 
decided to proceed with the reform.

J. F. Armstrong (E. Lambton) made 
a vigorous attempt to have the whole 
debate ruled out of order, but Speaker 
Sproule effectively squelched him with 
voluminous quotations from Bourinot.

RAILWAY STATISTICS

Authority Equal To Courts for 
Compelling the Attendance 

of Witnesses. Milr rOttawa, Feb. 1.—The new tariff com­
mission. when appointed, will have, a 
vice-chairman as well as a chairman, 
and the commissioners will be empowered 
to employ a staff and experts in addi­
tion to the important provision of the 
bill which gives the commission author­
ity to compel the attendance of witnesses 
and the giving of testimony, the power 
in this respect being equal to that vested 
in any court of record in civil cases. It 
is declared that where authentic infor­
mation is obtained otherwise than by 
evidence given under oath or affirmation 
the commissioners may act upon it. An­
other clause in the bill will enable the 
commission to receive confidential evi­
dence without making it public.

The investigations of the commission 
are to be held for the most part in Ot­
tawa, but may be conducted elsewhere 
if advisable. The act also authorizes the 
holding of investigations by one or two 
commissioners in certain cases.

Ottawa, Feb. 1.—Growth and develop- 
ment of Canadian railways, and, generally 
speaking, their prosperity, are indicated 
in a report by John Lambert Payne, con­
troller of railway statistics, tabled in the 
House today. n

The total track mileage Is 25,400, an in- 
crease of 669 miles. At the end of June 
last the period covered by the report, 
7,000 miles of road were under construc- 
tion. Of this, 1,578 miles were in actual 
use at that date, though not formally de- clared to be so by the railway commis- 
In the year $118,391,554 was added to 
capital liability of the railways, of which 561,650,300 was in stocks and $53,741 214 
in funded deft. The capital liability is 
$1,528,689.201, or $55,821 per mile.

Royalty Forecast of Attack 
on the Republic.

Not Likely To Receive Assist- 
ance In Exodus to British 

Columbia.
HAS A STRONG BACK. HIGH-GRADE CORSETSTHE KIDNEYS ARE TO BLAME 
NINE TIMES OUT OF TEN.Bylaw Was Defeated, But Al­

dermen Will Ask That 
Building Be Erected.

[Canadian Press.]
London. Feb. 2. — King Manuel’s 

private secretary confirms the report of 
a meeting between Manuel and Dom 
Miguel, of Braganza, at Dover, and adds 
that a reconciliation between the two 
branches of the royal house of Braganza 
was effected.

Amid the flood of second-day stories 
to which the interview has given rise, 
one interesting item is the suggestion 
that the reconciliation of the Manuelists 
will be cemented by the marriage to 
King Manuel of one of Dom Miguel's 
daughters, whose ages range from 7 to 
81 years. -

The Daily News says the Dover meet­
ing was preliminary to an attempt to 
overthrow the Portuguese republic from 
Spanish territory, adding:

"The coup," well-informed persons say, 
"is fixed for this month, and one good 
reason for believing that it is not likely 
to be put off for long, quite apart from 
the reconciliation, is the uncertain con­
dition of things in Spain.

“There is something like a race be­
tween those who want to set up two 
republics and those who want to set up 
two monarchies in the Iberian peninsula. 
Spain, during the last few weeks, has 
passed through a double political crisis, 
and the Liberal mini-try was only saved 
from a royal coup d'etat by fear of a 
revolution.

In all probability the Monarchists 
will make the first attempt. The pub­
licity with which King Manuel’s and 
Dom Miguel’s movements were adver­
tised need cause no special astonishment. 
It is one of the traditions of Portuguese 
revolution. Many persons, for instance, 
knew in advance of the date fixed upon 
for the Republican revolution.

It remains to be seen whether the 
republic will prove to be as ill-prepared 
as was the monarchy.”

Ottawa. Ont., Feb. 1.—It is not con­
sidered likely that the Doukhobors 
who propose an exodus from Saskat­
chewan to British Columbia, and in 
behalf of whom a deputation is in 
Ottawa, will receive any considera­
tion at the hands of the Government.

The deputation, headed by Peter 
Veregin, waited upon the minister of 
the interior, and presented the claims 
of the intending emigrants from the 
province of Saskatchewan.

The colony, it will he remembered, 
has since its arrival refused to take 
out naturalization papers, and there­
fore, not being Canadian citizens, the 
members could not obtain any deed 
to the lands upon which they prac­
tically "squatted."

They now recognize the fact that 
in leaving these lands they relinquish 
all claim to them in the absence of 
any deed, and that the lands in ques­
tion automatically pass back to the 
Government.

The deputation, however, claimed 
that the people ought to be given 
some compensation for the improve­
ments which they have made on the 
land during their occupation, and ask 
that they be either allowed that com­
pensation or else be allowed to pur­
chase the land at a nominal sum of. 
say, $3 an acre.

In this way they obtain the deed 
without becoming Canadian citizens

On the other hand, however, it is 
naturally contended by the Govern­
ment that they have reaped many 
harvests from the land without cost, 
and that moreover the improvements 
which they have made are counter- 
acted by the depreciation in the 
crop-bearing qualities of the land.

The minutes of the tenth anniver- 

sary of the Western Regular Baptist 
Association, held in the Bayham Bap­
tist Church, June 4, 6 and 6, 1847, 
compose a circullar of considerable 
interest and value in the possession 
of Mr. John M. Kipp, of 9 Rathgar 
Street, East London. The circular 
bears the imprint: “Saint Thomas: 
Printed by Nathaniel Bate, 1847." It 
was discovered by Mr. Kipp while 
tearing down a house on the first 
concession of Bayham Township 
twelve years ago.

The circular begins by stating:
"The Association met according to 

appointment with the church in Bay­
ham, on Friday, June 4, 1847.

1. The introductory sermon was 
preached by Elder G. Wilson, from 
Acts, 2nd chap., v. 24: “For he was a 
good man and full of the Holy Ghost 
and of faith, and much people was 
added unto the Lord."

2. The Asociation was organized 
by the choice of Elder W. Wilkinson 
to be moderator, Brother H. Black, 
clerk.

3. The moderator read the Bye 
Laws of the Association

4. A prudential committee was 
chosen, viz.: Elders Wm. McDermid. 
Wilson Smith, C. McDermand, and 
Bray.

Letters in lieu of messengers were 
received from Gosfield, Second Lobo, 
Raleigh, arid the African Church, St. 
Thomas. Churches that neglected to 
send either messengers or letters were 
Caradoc, Wilberforce, African, and 
Zone.

Among the bylaws of the associa­
tion, which are printed along with the 
minutes, are the three which follow:

"No one shall speak more than twice 
on the same subject without special 
leave from the moderator.

"All personal reflections shall be par­
ticularly avoided in the deliberations 
of this body.

"In time of session all private con­
versation shall be dispensed with and 
undivided attention shall be given to 
the business of the association.”

The constitution of the Western 
Regular Baptist Association provides 
that, the association shall be composed 
of churches embracing the following 
doctrines:

“The being and unity of God; the 
existence of three equal persons in the 
Godhead; divine inspiration of the Old 
and New Testaments as the complete 
and infallible rule of faith and prac­
tice; the depravity and just condem­
nation of all mankind by the fall of 
our first parents; election of grace ac­
cording to the foreknowledge of God; 
the proper divinity of our Lord Jesus 
Christ; the all-sufficiency of his 
atonement, through which believers are 
justified freely by grace; persever­
ance of the Saints; believers’ baptism 
by immersion only; the Lord's Supper, 
a privilege peculiar to baptized be­
lievers regularly admitted into fel­
lowship in our churches; the resurrec­
tion of the body, and general judg­
ment; the final happiness of the saints 
and misery of the wicked, alike in­
terminable; the obligations of every 
intelligent creature to love Ged su­
premely, to believe what God says, and 
to practice what God commands; and 
the religious observance of the first 
day of the week."

Power to Drop Churches.
An article dealing with the relations 

of the individual congregations to the 
association recognizes their power and 
independence, but adds: "Nevertheless 
it (the association) shall have power 
to drop from its connexion any church 
which in the opinion of the association 
may have essentially departed from the 
faith, either in principle or practice; 
and to preclude from a seat in its meet­
ings any minister or delegate who is 
manifestly corrupt either in theory or 
practice."

The nearest suggestion of the pres­
ent-day church union movement is a 
sentence in the circular letter which 
reads: "Unity amongst Christians Is a 
desirable object; whether it rgards a 
single church or an associated body. It 
is the soul of Christian society. We 
profess to be God’s children, have the 
same common parent, and, of course, 
belong to the same family, whence we 
may properly call each other bre­
thren. That relationship exists not 
only among members of the same par­
ticular church, but of all churches as 
being stones of the same building, 
branches of the same vine, sheep of the 
same Shepherd, and subjects of the 
same King."

Among the resolutions passed at the 
meeting was one beginning with the 
preamble: "Whereas certain brethren

At the meeting of the board of 
works Thursday night, the request of 
the Helena Costume Company, and 
Greene-Swift & Co., for the right to 
cross certain streets with steam 
pipes for heating purposes, was 
granted for the term of one year. The 
council have not the power to grant 
this privilege for a longer term with­
out submitting the question to the 
people, so it was decided to allow the 
companies to put their pipes down for 
one year, provided the council is 
willing.

City Engineer Wright will furnish 
a report and estimates on the cost of 
a new workshop and storehouse on 
Thames street. The board now oc­
cupy quarters on King street, owned 
by the county, and it is the intention 
to move as soon as possible.

The suggestion of Mayor Graham 
that the parks of the city be placed 
under the control of the water com­
mission was recommended to the 
council, and a clause giving the com­
missioners that power will be includ­
ed in the city gif London bill. The 
members of the committee thought 
better results would follow if one 
body controlled all the parks, and the 
suggestion had the unanimous In­
dorsation of the board.

Conditions of the Sewers.
An informal discussion took place 

on the condition of the sewers of the 
city. Ald. Coles asked City En­
gineer Wright if it were not possible 
to operate a storm sewer system in 
connection with the present hygienic 
system. Mr. Wright declared that 
this was impossible under existing 
circumstances—that the only proper 
way would be to construct a storm 
sewer system.

“The present system cannot per­
form a dual function," said Mr. 
Wright. "We can never keep the sew­
ers from clogging up, if storm water 
is poured into them, as the city has 
been doing for some years. Flushing 
may relieve conditions to some ex­
tent, but the real solution lies in the 
construction of a separate system."

Mr. Wright stated that “dead ends" 
of sewers caused much trouble. How­
ever, a map of the sewers was being

Negotiations for the sale of power to 
the London Street Railway will be re­
opened at once, Commissioner J. H. 
Chapman being appointed to take the 
matter up with the company.

Some time ago, Ald. Splttal discussed 
the question with directors of the Lon­
don Street Railway, and they consented 
to reopen negotiations. Commissioner 
Chapman thought the water commission 
should make every effort to secure the 
custom of the company. Efforts will be 
made to close a deal at an early date.

It was announced that the London and 
Lake Erie Company were also negotiat­
ing for power. Chairman Pocock stated 
that the deal would shortly be closed. 
There was some difference of opinion as 
to the quantity to be credited to St. 
Thomas. The Railway City authorities 
are claiming a portion of the custom, 
and it is expected that they will re­
ceive some of the receipts.

A Counter Claim.
An effort will be made to close up the 

account with the Westinghouse Company. 
At present there is a sum, amounting to 
about $9,000, to their credit in the city 
treasurer’s office. However, the commis­
sioners have a claim for $5,000 for non- 
fulfillment of contract, and the balance 
will be sent the company at once in 
order to bring matters to some sort of 
a settlement.

Commissioner Stevenson asked the 
board to commit itself on the principle 
of Government ownership of all tele­
phone and telegraph lines. After some 
discussion, he made a motion to that 
effect, and it carried without dissent.

Charles Dickens was honored by the 
Empire Club, of Toronto, Thursday, 
when Dr. Thomas O’Hagan was the 
guest at the weekly luncheon, and paid 
a glowing tribute to the work of the 
English novelist. Dr. O'Hagan is the 
editor of the New World, of Chicago, 
and, before commencing his address 
he made a contribution to the long 
standing controversy regarding the 
founding of the Canadian Club. He 
claimed to be a charter member of 
the first organization of that nature, 
which was started in Hamilton in 
1892.

Dr. O’Hagan will address the Can­
adian Club of London this evening at 
the Tecumseh House.

In opening his address on Dickens, 
Dr. O'Hagan said it was necessary to 
consider the background of Dickens’ 
early life, for while time and place 
did not create genius, they molded 
it. The novelist’s youth was spent 
amid the stirring times that immedi- 
ately preceded an era of many re­
forms, and for sheer ugliness, the na­
tional life around him had reached a 
pass hard to imagine. This condition 
of things helped play a part in pro­
ducing the novelist, who acquired his 
strong, clear English by reading the 
classics of his day. Referring to 
Dickens’ early marriage. Dr. O'Hagan 
disputed the general belief that his 
wife was the original of Dora. It had

In making the inevitable compari­
son between Dickens and Thackeray, 
the speaker said that the difference in 
their philosophy was the the former 
was an idealist and the latter more of 
a realist. They had three things in 
common. They both dealt with Lon- 
don, Dickens picturing the lower and 
Thackeray the upper classes; both 
dealt with conventional emotions, and 
both were stronger in their charac­
terization than as makers of plots.

CONSULS IN POWER.
Amoy, China, Feb. 2.—-The members of 

the diplomatic corps in Peking have In­
structed the foreign consuls stationed in | 
this city, owing to the none-existence of 
any recognized authority in the Province 
of Fo Kien, to assume for the present the 
functions of the provincial authorities as 
far as regards the administration of the 
international settlement of the Island of 
Kulang Su, which was handed over by 
the Chinese Government to the foreign 
residents in May, 1903. The consular of- 
ficials have taken immediate steps to car­
ry out the instructions of the foreign 
ministers in Peking, and have appointed 
• magistrate and assessors to try cases 
which are pending before the courts of 
justice.
