Version of How Agricultural Shareholders

Would

Share.

The shareholders of the Agricultural
Bavings and Loan Company are
weiThing the respective offers of
amalgamation from the Ontario Loan
and Debenture Company and of the
Huron and Erie Savings and Loan
Company. Those who favor the Huron
and Erie proposal, have worked out
the comparison as follows:

The Ontario offer to give six shares
of Ontario stock for every seven
shares of Agricultural stock, and pay
a bonus of § per cent to Agricultural
shareholders.

Taking Ontario stock as worth 150,
(the present market gquotatiom is only
145), the above would mean for Agri-
cultural stock, six-sevenths of 150,
which equals 128 4-7. With a bonus
of 5 per cent it would be 133 4-7. This,

they assert, would mean to the Agri-
cultural shareholders, no increase in
their present dividena.

The dividend at present paid by
the Ontario is 7 per cent; in event of
amalgamation on terms above set out,
Agricultural shareholders would re-
ceive six-sevenths of 7 per cent; i. e,
6 per cent, which is their present div-
idend. For example: A man holding
$700 (par value) of Agricultural
stock now receives a dividend of 6 per
cent, equal to $42. For his $700 (par
value) of Agricultural stock he would
receive $600 (par value) of Ontario
stock, upon which he would receive a
dividend of 7 per cent, equal to the
same amount, $42. Should the Ontario
increase their dividend rate to 8 per
cent, the Agricultural shareholders
would then receive only six-sevenths

ONTARIO FEE-SYSTEM
MAY BE ABOLISHED

Whitney to Institute Changes in
Civil Service Act.

AFTER ENGLISH PATTERN

Fee Method of Remuneration Looked
Upon as Inequitable and Un-
satisfactory.

——

Toronto, Oct. 10.—The Globe this

morning says: The Globe understands
that Sir James Whitney has uader
consideration important recommenda-
tions to the Provincial Government,
having in view certain improvements
in the system under which the civil
service is regulated and remunerated.
No official announcement has yet peen
made as to the Premier’s plans, but
it does wnot seem improbable that
changes, incorporating his views, will
be made in the civil servce act when
it is dealt with by the statute revision
commission.

It is believed that ‘the Premier while
in England devoted comsiderable at-
tention to the question of the advis-
ability of the formation of a civil ser-
vice board or commission. At the
present time, however, it does not
seem probable that this soluticm can
be efticaciously and economically
adopted in Ontario. The service is not
deemed sufficiently large to warrant
the creation of speclal machinerv,
necessarily more or less cumbersome,
to comtrol and regulate it.

Fee System May Go.

The genera] abolition of the fee sys-
tem of remuneration will, however,
likely involve the attention of the
Government, The Premier himself is
understood to look with distinct dis-
favor of this mode of recompensing
officials, both as inequitable and un-
satisfactory, and there are well-in-
formed predictions that it will have
to go.

In this connection, an important
step may be predicted. The general
conception is that the abolition of the
fee system would involve the payment
of the present fees into the respective
treasuries of the province and the
municipalities. It is probable that
when the matter is dealt with Sir
James Whitney may have another pro-
posal to submit. In the case of
county registrars, for instance, in-
stead of turning the fee percentage
now obtained by the officials into the
coffers of the province it is intimated
that the Premier may submit a pro-
pesition under which the fees will be
materially reduced. Such legislation
will, it is anticipated, have a general
effect upon all other fees, and be in
accordance with the expressed inten-
tion of Sir James and Hon. J. J. Foy,
the attorney-general, to move in the
directicn of cheapening al] legal pro-
cess to the public.

The advisability of adopting some
superannuation plan will doubtless be
considered. Both sides of the case
will be examined. There are those
who question the wisdom of providing
the public servicé with a general pen-
sion premium not enjoyed by employ-
ees in other walks of life., On the
other hand, it is argued that the pro-
vision of a retiring allowance would
enable those unduly advamced in years
to step aside, and consequently im-
prove the general efficiency of the
service,

200 DIE TN TOW

N5 SURROUNDED

BY FIERGELY BLAZING FORET3

Terrible Loss of Life and Immense Damage to Property in North-
ern Districts—Hundreds Homeless—Relief Trains Being
Hurried to Help of Sufferers, Among Whom Are
Many Women and Children.

[C. P. R. Dispatch.]
Warroad, Minn, Oct. 10.—Estimates
of the loss of life in the forest fires
which started Friday, wiped out sev-

eral small towns and are still raging,
range all the way f.»m 150 to 200.
The property loss will amount well
up into the millions.

The fire zone covers an area of 85
miles in length, from the gravel pits
west of Warroad to Stratton, the
fourth station east of Rainy River,
and in width about 30 miles, cover-
ing all the territory between Red Lake
and the Lake of the Woods.

The fires have wiped out the villages
of Baudette, Spooner, Pitt, Myron and
Malcolm. The last two named places
are small settlements in Bell Tramie
County, south of Warroad.

The greatest property loss occurred
at Baudette and Spooner, which is
approximately one county, being sep-
arated by a narrow river. The other
towns consisted-of only a few small
buildings.

Hundreds Homeless.

There were hundreds of homes de-
stroyed in the territory, and as there
are no roads in the district, save for
the trailg through the woods, it is
thought that many lives have been lost
that will not be reported for weeks.

The State of Minnesota is sparing
no expense to check the fire. The
state fire warden is mustering every
man here and in other places, and
he is instructed to use every possible
means at his command, regardless of
cost. Every man avalilable is fighting
the fires, but because of the moss
which covers the ground for a depth
from one to two feet, it seems im-
possible to do anything.

If the blaze is fanned by a breeze,
all efforts to check it are futile, and
it is only where it is creeping along
the ground that any attempt is made
to head it off. To do this it is neces-
sary to dig wide and deep trenches.

* Just For Today” May Be Com-
position of Man Now in the
Kingston Penitentiary.

Toronto, Oct. 10.—To appear -for
many years in Anglican hymn books,
including Hymns, Ancient and Mod-
eérn, and the new <Canadian Hymn
Book, with the word “anonymous’” be-
neath it because the authorship was
unknown, to become endeared to the
hearts of scores of thousands who
thought the name of the man or wo-
man who wrote it would never be
known and to prove so popular that
several composers have detgt to music
as a sacred song, only to have its real
authorship disclosed through a letter
from a convict in Kingston Peniten-
tiary, may develop to be the fate of
the beautiful hymn, “Just for Today.”

The Archbishop of Ottawa received
a letter a few days ago which was
of such a character and made such
claims that the matter will be investi-
gated by the committee which com-
piled the new Anglican hymn book.

Looking Into the Claims.

The archbishop, who was a member
of that committee, forwarded the
letter to J. Edmund Jones, of To-
ronto, who is taking steps to look into
the tlaims. The man who seeks to
step into the breach heretofore bridg-
ed by the word “anonymous” is Wil-
liam Huckle, formerly of London,
England, later of Hamilton, Ontario,
and now in the penitentiary at Kings-
ton.

Huckle urges as his reason for
writing that if the composition is
worthy of a place in the sacred book,
the authorship should be acknowl-
edged when that authorship is or can
be known.

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HANGING USED AS
CURE FOR DISEASE

Patients in English Hospital Are
Suspended By Neck at
End of Rope.

Oct. 10.—Hanging from the
neck by a rope has become a recognized
form of treatment for certain nervous

diseases at the National Hospital for the
paraiyzed and epileptic in Bloomshury.
In wryneck, in particular, this hanging
is said to have given results, certain
cases totally unrelieved by other more
conservative methods of treatment re-
sponding well to this strénuous cure.
The apparatus used consists of a metal
tripod eight feet in height, with a pulley
at the top. Over this pulley is passed a
rope attached to two large metal stirrups,
well padded with leather, one of which
fits beneath the patient’s chin and the
other beneath the protruding part of the
head. The principle of the treatment is
that the weight of the patfent’s body is
used to stretch the contracted neck and
muscles, which cause the head to be
held on one side. '

““We begin the treatment,” said one of
the hospital staff in explaining it, “by
gently pulling the free end of the rope
until the patient is raised on his toes.
After being kept in this position for a
few seconds he is given a few moments’

rest. The sacond time he is raised a littie

higher, so that more strain falls on the
neck’s muscles. The process is continued
every morning for a fortnight, the dose
being gradually increased unti! toward
the end of the treatment the patient can
stand being suspended clear of the ground
for twenty or thirty seconds.

“Immediately after each morning’s
treatment the patient is at once put back
where he stays until the next
morning’s treatment. While this hanging
cure has givén good results in certain
cases, it must not be understood that we
treat all wrynecks in this way.”

THE BANKER OF THE WORLD.
The financtial editor of the London
Daily Telegraph comments on the
marvelous increase in the income from
investments of British capital outside
the United Kingdom. He estimates
that this annual income has risen
from £66,000,000 in 1904-5 to £ 89,000,-
600 in 1908-9. That is to say the annual
sum of money flowing into the pockets
of British capitalists from the ontside
world, as interest on.their investments,
is $115,000,000 greater than in 1905.
There is not the least doubt that the
report of the commissioners of inland
revenue will  show a further big, ad-
vance in 1909-10. '
Much of this 3increas'e‘ has come
from investments in Canada; chiefly in
Government and railway securities.
Great Britain’s investments abroad,
which can be identified by the income
tax returns, have increased $2,300,000,-
000 in the past five years. . Even this
huge amount does not tell the whole
truth, for the identified income, upon
which taxes are Taid, does not include
the yield on foreign and colonial in-
vestments which have been sent abroad
permanently, and on which the inter-
est remains and is invested abroad.
These figures convey some notion of
the colossal and growing wealth of
the mother country, measured by ac-
cumulated capital, which is the sav-
ings of her people. She is investing
$500,000,000 abroad every vear. The
interest or income from the billions of
British capital which is put to work
in other countries streams back to

58 MINERS KILLED
IN GAS EXPLOSION

A Terrible Disaster at Mime of
‘Colorado Fuel and Iren
Company.

Starkville, Colo.,, Oct. 10.—At ten
o’clock Saturday night a gas explosion
wrécked the big coal mines of the
Colorado Fuel and Iron Company.
Fifty-eight men are known to have
been entombed and the number may
reach one hundred. There is no hope
that rany are still alive. They were
nearly all Americans. Rescue parties
have been endeavoring to enter the
workings at intervals ever since the
explosion, but at 9 o'clock last night
none had succeeded in penetrating

more than 300 feet. The last party of
eleven men were overcome by gas and
barely escaped death, companions, who
Were roped to them, and twenty feet
behind them, dragging them out un-
conscious.

The explosion is believed to have oc-
curred three miles underground.

The force of the explosion tore out
40 feet of the entrance which caved in,
rendering rescue work through this en-
trance impossible until the debris has
been cleared away.

A good way to wash clothes lines
is to wind them on a long board and
scrub them with a scrubbing brush.
In this way you keep them from get-
ting tangled. It is so hard to wind
them when washed in the tub.

When a large bath sponge is ap-
parently worn out, do not throw it
away as useless, but crochet a bag
with some soft knitting cotton and
put the old sponge into it, finishing
the bag off at the top. In this way
the sponge is made useful for a long-

bag that adds refreshment to the
bath: A pound and a half ef new
bran, three-quarters of a pound of
almond meal, eight ounces of grated
castile soap. Make bags five inches
square and fill each with three table-
spoonfuls of the mixture.

Bradstreet’s Weekly Review of Com-
merce at All Points.

- , Montreal reports to Bradstreet's say

trade generally holds a steady tone.
While the volume is not large for this
time of the year, it is of fair propor-
tion and promises to keep up well for
the balance of the season. The move-
ment of wholesale lines -is generally
satisfactory. Sorting orders for all
lines of drygoods are quite good and
excellent orders for heavy lines are
being received from travellers on
their routes. Values show little change
although cottons and woollens show
firmness. The business moving in
hardware continues satisfactory. The
demand for heavy goods is moderate-
iy active and in building supplies
trade is brisk. Repeated advances in
linseed o0il have been followed by
higher prices for prepared paint. The
features in groceries are a pronounced
shortage in the tomato pack and high-
er prices for rice, tapioca, and salmon.
Country trade is good in some dis-
tricts and indifferent in others, and
these conditions are reflected in col-
lections.

Little Change at Toronto.

Toronto reports to Bradstreet's say
little change is noted in the trade sit-
uation there. A good movement of
Beneral lines is noted. Fall retail trade
seems good in all parts of the country
and excellent orders for sorting lines
are coming forward. In drygoods,
clothing and boots and shoes business
has been brisk. In many lines of man-
ufacture there is a shortage of skilled
labor. The outlook for the future con-
tinues to have a most encouraging ap-
Pearance. Ezxcellent orders for heavy
drygoods are coming’ in, although in-
dications of further price advances are
having their due effect upon cautious
buyers. In some lines of manufac-
tured drygoods deliveries are slow
owing to unexpectedly heavy de-
mands. General hardware moves well
at about steady prices. Business in
building supplies is active. Paints
and oils are firm in tone. Country
trade is good and collections are gen-
erally satisfactory. The grain trade
is dull, there being almost no pur-
chases for export. Deliveries of pro-
duce here are fairly large.

Busy at Winnipeg.

Winnipeg reports say wholesalers
there are busy sending out shipments
of fall and winter goods. The sort-
ing trade is exceedingly heavy due to
the fact that early purchases of fall
goods were light. Travellers out are
also sending in excellent winter busi-
ness. The demand for staple gro-
ceries is brisk. Receipts of wheat are
large, but the grades are not up to
those- of earlier inspections. Export
business is quiet. Fall hardware is
active. Prices on harvesting tools
have advanced. Collections are fair
to good. '

Vancouver and Victoria reports say
general business continues brisk all
along the coast. The demand for
hardware and general lines is a little
quieter owing to the closing down of
a number of the logging camps, but
for building hardware, groceries and
general lines of merchandise there is
an excellent inquiry from all interior
points. Business in fruit has been
exceedingly heavy throughout the sea-
son. Collections are generally fair to
good.

Sorting at Quebec.

Quebec reports to Bradstreet's say
sorting orders for immediate wants
are coming to hand, but the move-
ment for fall and winter goods is slow.
Country collections are still back-
ward. Outlook for winter business is
quite. City trade is fairly active, which
is usual at this season, cool weather
demanding heavier wear. Industrial
situation remains unchanged.

Hamilton reports to Bradstreet's say
an excellent retail trade is now mov-
ing in fall lines and sorting orders are
already of fair to good volume. Local
industries are busily engaged, and
there is some talk of a scarcity of
skilled workers. Trade in the sur-
rounding district continues good and
deliveries of produce are fairly large.

London reports say general business
is steady in tone and of good volume.
‘Wholesalers report a good sorting
business, and winter lines are also
moving well. Country trade is good,
and collections are generally satisfac-
tory.

Ottawa reports say a good normal

BISHOP WINS BATTLE
FOR OPEN CHURCH

Prelates Unanimously Refuse to
Exclude Non-Episcopal
Ministers.

Cincinnati, O., Oct. 8.—The unani-
mous vote of the house of bishops
Saturday, blocking any attempt to
repeal the amendment to Canon 19,
permitting clergymen of other denom-
inations to speak in Episcopalian
churches on special occasions, and
later, the decision of the same body
to reconsider its vote of two days ago
against the system of suffragan
bishops, settles two of the three
great questions before the conven-
tion here in just the way that Bishop
Williams and the liberal” deputies of
the Diocese of Michigan desire.

Following is the text of the reso-
lution unanimously adopted in the
House of Bishops this morning, rela-
tive to Canon 19:

“In reply to a memorial signed by
over 1,100 clergy, addressed to the
House of Bishops with regard to the
amendment to canon 19 adopted by
the general convention in 1907, the
bishops would assure memorialists of
their sympathy with the anxiety ex-
pressed least the clause in question
should be misrepresented, but the
clause which restricts to the bishops
the right to give permission to those
who are not ministers of this church
to make addresses in any of our
churches on special occasions was not
intended to alter and cannot be inter-
preted as in the least modifying the
position of the church as expressed in
the prayer book or ordinal which
restricts the ministry of the work
and sacraments in our congregations
to men who have received Episcopal
ordinances.

Declaration Unnecessary.

“The bishops are disposed to regard
this declaration almost unnecessary,
except as a matter of courtesy and
respect to the number and character
of the memorialists; since the canon,
at first popularly misread and mis-
quoted as an ‘‘open pulpit” canon,
and perhaps in a few instances mis-
used, is now generally recognized as
containing nothing to disturb the or-
der or disquiet the peace of the
church.”

The vote on the amendment to the
preamble of the constitution of the
churches, affirming the fundamentals
of the church’s doctrine on the base
of the Lambeth quadrilateral, was
overwhelmingly against the proposi-
tion. The amendment was made a
special order in the house of depu-
ties this morning and was the' sub-
ject of prolonged debate.

Rev. A. H. Morrison, of Oregon,
startled some of the delegates.

“It is impossible, in this age
scholarship, to maintain that
Bible is the word of God,” he said.
“It would be unfortunate to bring
up a discussion on this now, so I
merely mention it in urging against
the adoption of such a statement.”

Afterward it was stated by Rev.
William Frederick Faber, of Detroit,
and other leaders on the floor, that
the vote should not be construed into
a repudiation of the Lambeth quadri-
lateral.

HERO OF WRECK
AT LAST REWARDED

James Cummings Gets a
Bravery in 1878,

Medal for

Washington, Oct. 8.—After 32 vears
of waiting, Jumes Cummings, of Cus-
ter,. Mich.,, a quiet hero, too modest
ta tell of his own Lravery, has re-
ceived from the treasury départment a
gold medal for his part in saving 44
lives from the wreck of the grain barge
J. H. Rutter, off Ludington, Mich., on
Nov, 1, 1878.

Cummings was the engineer on the
Government harbor tug, Col. Graham,
In a raw November gale the Rutt
went down in 18 feet of water when
the cargo shifted and drove the crew
of 44 into the rigging. There the men
hung a night and a day, the icy waters
breaking over them.

When Capt. Frederick Kendrick, -of
the Graham, volunteered to tow a life
boat out to the wreck Cummings down
in the dark hold of tug stooq firemen.
In a sea that threatened to swamp the
tug and carry off the life boat, they
fought to the lee side of the wreck
and took off the men,

Capt. Kendrick got a medal immed-
iately but the engineer below was for-
gotton, until Rep. James McLaughlin
recently heard of his case and brought

it to the attention of the treasury ge-
partment,

PHYSICIAN BURNED TO DEATH.

St. John, N. B, Oct. 8.—Lepreaux
was the scene of a horrible tragedy
early this morning when Dr. Harian
Page Reynolds, brother of the late W.
K. Reynolds, once a prominent Cana-
dian and American editor, lost his life
by a fire in his home. How the fire
started will never be known, as Dr.
Reynolds was the only occupant, and
he was dead when found. As Dr. Rey-
nolds’ watch was found to have been
wound almost fully, it is suggested
that he had lighted a match to ascer-
tain the time, and that his clothing
had caught fire.

Dr, Reynolds was 71 years old, and
had been a resident of Lepreaux for
thirty-eight years.

GRAND TRUNK ENLARGING
SHOPS.

Port Huron, Oct. 8.—The Grand
Trunk has had prepared plans for
large additions to the block I shops
here, and work on the new buildings
has been commenced. Included in the
additions will be a wood mill, dry
kiln and lumber shed, and an exten-
sion to the blacksmith shop. Ma-
chinery costing $100,000 will be in-
stalled, and the force of men will be
increased as soon as required.

DIET DISSOLVED

New Elections Ordered in Finland as
Result of Political Troubles.

[Associated Press.]

Helsingfors, Oct. 8.—The Finnish
Diet was dissolved today, and new
elections in January ordered.

The dissolution of the Finnish Diet
by imperial decree has appeared in-
evitable since Sept. 23, when Presi-
dent Svinhufvud declined to submit
two imperial bills on the ground that
they were the direct proposals of the
Russian ministerial council, instead of
the Emperor. The measures con-
cerned the rights of Russian subjects
in Finland, and the establishment of
a tax in lieu of personal military ser-
vice. The attitude of the Diet was
decided upon at a conference of the
leaders, and followed the adoption by
the Russian Duma of legislation, giv-
ing that body legislative authority
over the Diet.

AFTER RINGLEADER
OF DYNAMITE OUTRAGE

Detectives Following Hot on Trail of
Man Wanted in Los Angeles.

San Francisco, Oct. 8.—Evidence,
which local detectives regard as of
the most convincing character came
to light yesterday, showing that a
man answering almost perfectly the
description of one Los Angeles Times
suspects, was a guest from late on
Tuesday until Thursday afternoon at
Burke’s Sanatorium, near Santa Rosa.
Not only the man’s description, but
his peculiar conduct and his disap-
pearance, are considered by the in-
vestigators as strongly confirming the
belief that he was none other than the
fugitive variously known as J. B.
Brice, Brison, ¥. A. Perry and J. B.
Leonard, who is thought to have
been the ringleader of the trio that
purchased the 500 pounds of dyna-
mite at Giant, Cal.

That this suspeci is within a short
distance of San Francisco, and that
he has no definite hiding place is the
conviction of the detectives, and
they express themselves as confident
of his early apprehension.

FLIES 104 MILES

e

Arch Hoxsey in Wright Biplane Es-
tablishes American Sustained-
Flight Record.

St. Louis, Mo., Oct. 8.—Arch Hoxsey,
in a MWright biplane, flew from
Springfield, 111, to the Couniry Club
grounds, at Clayton, St. Louis County,
today and established an American-
sustained flight record in an aeroplane
by covering 104 miles. The distance
was estimateq by Hoxsey.

His obhjective landing place was
the aviation field at Kinloch Park,
but because of failing to find the
grounds, he descended five miles
away. He alighted on the aviation
field at 3:27 p.m. His time in the
air was 3 hours and 22 minutes.

For 57 minutes Hoxsey tried to find
the field and circledq within three
miles of it five times. His engine
could be heard when he was not in
sight. He mistook the smoke of a
brick plant for the tar fire on the
field and could not locate the field.

Soon after leaving Springfielgq at
11:55 o’clock this morning, he main-
tained an altitude of 600 feet until
wind gusts forced him to rise 600
feet higher. He flew in the 1,200
feet level the remainder of the trip.

The special train, which was to
guide him to St. Louis, was thirty
minutes’ late in leaving Springfield
and he, never saw it.

After reaching Alton he turned
south and crossed the Mississippi,
where the Missouri River empties into
it. He then began to search for the
aviation field.

He was seen from
field at 2:14 p.m. Soon
Brookins could get an
started, he went aloft to guide his
fellow bird man to the field, but
Hoxsey veered to the south and was
lost to view. Bombs were exploded
ang the band played as loudly as
possible, but the aviator did not
hear the guiding noises.

He landed at the Country Club,
five miles from the fleld, at 3:11.
After he had learned the direction
of the aviation field he went into
the .air again and landed safely.

A NEW THEORY OF LIFE

Each of Us Has Chemical Constitution
Different From Any Other.

London, Oct. 10.—Still another the-
ory of life has been given to a wait-
ing world by the International Physi-
ological Congress now sitting at Vi-
enna., It is all a matter of chemistry,
but a chemistry such as science has
never before dreamed of,

Professor Charles Richet, of Paris,
president of the congress, in his open-
ing address, discoursed upon this new
chemistry of “inponderableness.” This
chemistry determines the whole ques-
tion of the physiology of individual-
ity—or the individuality of physiol-
ogy. In other words, every individual
possesses an absolutely different
chemical constitution from all other
individuals.

Every illness, every form of poison-
ing produces in the blood definite
substances, leaving traces which no
lapse of time altogether effaces. The
study of this infinite chemical prob-
lem would bring the world ever near-

er to the solution of the mystery of
life and death.

LOGUE DENGUNCES
INFIDEL REPUBLIC

Primate of Ireland Declares Por-
tugal Is an Enemy of

New York, Oct. 10.—His eminence,
Cardinal Logue, primate of Ireland,
took occasion during a short talk to
some ten thousand Catholic men who
attended a mass meeting in St. Pat-
rick’s Cathedral yesterday to denounce
the newly-born republic of Portugal
as an enemy of the church.

CHASE'S OINTMENT.,

BUSY PRACTICING | FEAR AN OUTBREAK

IN SOUTHERN SPAIN

Success of Portuguese Revolution
Stirs Strong Feeling in
Barcelona.

BRarcelona, Spain, Oct. 10.—A state of
increasing excitement reigns in Barce-
lona, The success of the revolution in
Portugal appears to have fanned the
fire of rebellion that has smoldered
since the furious outbreak of a year
ago.

There was the greatest animation in
the streets today. The people pretend
not to notice the patrols and civil
guard which are being strengthened
gradually in preparation for eventual-
ities on Oct. 13, the anniversary of the
execution of Professor Francisco Fer-
rer, the director of the modern school
of Barcelona, who was convicted of
having incital last year’s revolution-
ary movement.

General Weyler, captain general
Catalonia, admits that the strike of
here 1is taking on a revolu-
tionary character. He says that his
orders are to suppress any active dis-
loyalty with a firm hand.

Ten thusand stern faced miners
marched to the cemetery in the
suburbs yggterday and placed wreaths
upon the “tombs of Ferrer and the
revolutionist, Garcia, who also was
executeg 1n conseguence of what has
come to be known as ‘“bloody week.”

The military and police forced the

manifestants to return to Barcelona in
small groups.

PORTUGAL'S KING

King Manuel and His Mother

It
is known as the Public Speaking Club
of Great Britain and has for its ob-
ject the extinction of the after-din-
ner bore and the training of efficient
after-dinner speakers. About 250 bar-
risters, clergymen, solicitors, teachers,
lecturers and businessmen, all of
whom desire to become brilliant
speakers, have joined the club.

A curicus method of training is to
be employed in the case of the ner-
vous speaker. When he mounts the
platform to address his fellow mem-
bers all lights will be extinguished,
and he will begin his speech in the
dark. Gradually the lights will be
turned on.

In regard to ambitious beginners
who are nervous another method will
be used. They will memorialize a
certain passage or speech, and then
deliver it from the platform together
with a dozen other men. The number
of men will be reduced until finally
the bashful beginner is left alone on
the platform to make his short speech
by himself. By that time he has ac-
quired a certain confidence and ease.

For the man who rises to make a
speech and really has something to
say, but is long-winded and rambling,
there is a bell which will ring to show
him he is beginning to bore his audi-
ence. This may be painful, but it is
expected to have salutary results in
teaching him just how long the aver-
age audience can bear digressions from
the subject they wish to hear about.

Joseph FKox, a pawnbroker, gave
evidence that on Aug. 8, Lacadero had
sold him the watch for §9, although he
had at first asked $10, which, he said,
he needed to enter a poker game.

Placed on the stand in his own be-
half, Lacadero stated that he was 23
years of age, that he left Italy eight
or nine years ago, and had come to
London about three months ago from
Toronto.

At tirst he worked in the Tecumseh
House, and later for about one week
in the Parisian cafe.

On the evening of Evans' arrest he
gave him a cup of tea outside the
kitchen of the cafe about 7 o'clock.
Going home about an hour later, he
found the watch, but said nothing
about it to anyone, until he sold it on
Monday. Then he went to New York
to see his cousin, and -remained there
ahout one and a half months. When
he returned to Toronto he was ar-
rested by Detective Nickle.

Police Magistrate Love pointed out
to him that his conduct had been
dishonest in concealing the finding of
thg watch, and having found him
guilty, remanded him one weck for
sentence.

MISS FILLUP'S GRAVE

Breton’s Great Singer Buried Among
the Paupers.

London, Oct. 10.—Through the ef-
forts of an American woman, Mrs. A.
Mosher, of Boston, a memorial stone
now marks the grave of Margaret Ful-
lup, a singer beloved in Brittany who
was buried in a pauper's grave.

Margaret Fullup was born of poor
people, and had a wonderful voice
and an equally wonderful memory.
She was by profession a pelerine par
procuration, which means that she
performed pilgrimages for sick Bretons
who could not undertake journeys
themselves. Wherever she was enter-
tained at hospitable dwellings, she
sang for the inmates and their friends
like the minstrels of old, and it |is
largely through her that many of the
ancient ballads of Brittany are still
known, for she learned all that she
could discover, and sang them
throughout the country.

She died in poverty, and though
every Briton knew Margaret Fullup's
name, it was the task of an American
to see that her grave was honored.
Mrs. Mosher, who loves Brittany, and
is loved by the Bretons in return for
her interest iIn them and thelr wel-
fare, has spent most of the summer in-
teresting people in this Breton song-
stress. She subscribed largely herself
and through the efforts of friends ob-
tained enough money for a handsome
mon.ment to Margaret Fullup, which
was erected recently in the little cem-
etery at Pluzumet, near Larrion.

At the unveiling of the monument
speeches were made and tributes paid
to Margaret Fullup by many of the
poets and prose writers of Brittany.

CROOK CAPTURED

Was Staying at Hotel and Systematic-
ally Robbing the Guests.

Montreal, Oct. 10.—George Heyman,
a professional crook who was staying
at the Windsor Hotel, and was found
to be robbing the guests, is to be
shipped back to Sheboygan, Wis.,
where he is wanted by the police, and
an officer is now on his way east for
him.

MacKenzie, of the Toronto Street
Railway Company this morning, to
discuss the question of the purchase
of the road by the city.

OXYGEN SUPPLY
IS DIMINISHING

Scientists Say Cannot Ascend to Such
Altitudes as Formerly.

London, Oct. 10.—Several men of
science are expressing the opinion
that the world’s supply of oxygen is
diminishing with considerable rapid-
ity. Instruments for recording alti-
tude were not so perfect in the early
days of ballooning as now, but there
seem to be good reasons for thinking
that one or two of the early areonauts
were able to ascend to a zone unat-
tainable because of a lack of oxygen
by their modern confreres. A fatal-
ity which has just occurred cn Mont
Blanc appears to point in the same
direction, Pogson, whose death was

CANADIAN FAILURES
‘SHOW BIG DECREASE

Distinct Improvement Noticeable
Everywhere and Conditions
Are Very Satislactory.

Montreal, Oct. 10.—Commercial fail-
ures in the Dominion of Canada for
the third quarter of 1910, reported by
R. G. Dun & Co., numbered 277 with
defaulted liabilities amounting to $2,-
246,071. This is distinct improvement
as to number when compared with the
307 of the same period last year, but
there is a slight increase in liabilities
over the corresponding three months
a year ago, when they aggregated only
$2,170,515.

Compared with earlier years, how-
ever, the exhibit is extremely satisfac-
tory in all respects, failures in the
same period in 1908 numbering 340 for
$3,492,661, while in 1907 they were 297
and involved $2,573,695. The number
of defaults in the manufacturing divi-
sion was exactly the same as last
year, 69, but liabilities increased to
$775,438 from $457,973. While this
showing is somewhat unfavorable, it
is a marked improvement in compari-
Son* with the 85 for $1,365,112 of 1908,
or the 97 for $1,354,636 in 1907.

Lumber and clothing are the only
classes in this division which show
any considerable increase over last
vear; in the former 12 for $227,800,
comparing with 5 for $40,016, and in
the latter 24 for $213,202, against 18
for $38,993.

In the trading division there is
marked improvement over last year
and 19608, but the comparison with
1907 is indifferent, there being 203 sus-
pensions in the third quarter this year
with indebtedness of $1,379,990,
against 233 for $1,694,542 last year;
245 for $1,710,199 in 1908, and 196 for
$1,195,459 in 1907.

Almost eyery class makes a more
satisfactory exhibit than -last year,
notably general stores with 44 for
$274,541, against 50 for $445,909, and
miscellaneous with 19 for $171,030,
against 40 for $531,698, while only dry-
goods shows &uny significant increase,
this being largely due to a single fail-
ure in that class for upwards of $100,-
000.

In addition to the above there were
five failures in the division embracing
brokers and transporters involving
$90,643, against five last year for $18,-
000; ten in 1908 for $417,350, and four
in 1907 for $23,700. The report as a
whole indicates very satisfactory bus-
iness conditions and well-maintained
commercial progress, and but for the
increased amount involved in manu-
facturing, the returns for the latest
quarter would have been exceptionally
favorable.

SURE OF CAPTURE
OF RICE'S SLAYERS

Mystery of Cleveland Murder Is
Solved, Says Detective
Agency Chiel.

New York, Oct. 10.—F. P. Dimalio,
superintendent of the Pittsburg
branch of a private detective agency,
gave out a statement here tonight,
giving a detailed account of what has
been reported heretofore—that the
murderers of William B. Rice, of
Cleveland, have been traced and will
be “arrested in a few days.”

No mention was made of any con-
fession or further identification of
the prisoners in jail in Brooklyn,
first reported to be held in connec-
tion with the case, but now held
merely on larceny charges.

According to Dimaio, Sicilians
the KEast Cleveland quarter were
Rice's murderers. This had been
established, he said, by the finding
of burlap bags near the scene of the
murder, together with descriptions of
Italians furnished by Mrs. Anna Pa-
dova, of Blue Stone Road (11 miles
from Cleveland). It is his theory that
the Italians were accosted by Rice,
who questioned them concerning the
contents of the bags, and they Kkilled
him.

Dimaio’s statement was authorized
by William Nelson Cromwell, a New
York lawyer and executor of the
Rice estate. Mr. Cromwell says he be-
lieved the murder has ben practically
solved. The Brooklyn prisoners Pietro
Tomasello and Josephine Fruscione
will be taken to Cleveland when ex-
tradition papers arrive here, probably
on Wednesday.

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LOUISA ROTHSCHILD
A LADY BOUNTIFUL

Spent the Last Thirty Years of
Her Life Doing
Good.

London, Oct.  10.—The death of
Louisa Lady Rothschild at the age of
90, removes an interesting link with
the past. She was the widow of Sir
Anthony Rothschild, and the daugh-
ter-in-law of Nathan Rothschild, who
settled in Manchester at the end of
the eighteenth century and founde
the English house of the great bank!
ing firm. She was the daughter of an
eminent finanaier, Abraham Monte-
fiore, and may be said to have passed
her whole life in an atmosphere of
banking.

Upon the death of her husband 34
years ago, Lady Rothschild retired
into private life at Tring, where she
became a  sort of Lady Bountiful,
not omnly to the eountry people about,
but to poor Jews in the East End of
London. On one occasion she was in
Whitechapel, where she had visited
several poor families lately arrived
from Poland, and had expended every
cent of the considerable sum of money
she had brought with her in relieving
their most  pressing needs. Just as
she was preparing to leave an ex-
tremely pitiful case came. under her
notice.

A young Jewess from Russia
a baby only a few days old. Her
husband, a carpenter by trade, had
broken his wrist a short time before
and could not do any work. The one
room where the couple lived was
destitute of Jurniture, and Lady
Rothschild. found them not even able
to afford a loaf of bread.

To her dismay Lady Rothschild dis-
covered she had no money to offer
them, so she hurried across to a pawn-
broker's and asked for some money
to be advanced on a valuable ring she
was wearing. The pawnbroker was
staggered at the beauty of the stone
and doubted if the plainly dressed
lady before him had come by it
honestly, and it was not until the
local rabbi had come and vouched for
Lady Rothechild that the money was
forthcoming.

BALFOUR'S SPEECH
A DISAPPOINTMENT

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REV. GEO. H. HANSON
ON RESURRECTION

Large Congregation Heard Dis-

tinguished Speaker in First
Methodist Church.

Rev. George H. Hanson, of Belfast,
Ireland, who in company with Arch.
gleacon Madden, of Liverpool, is tour-
ing Canada, spoke to an audience that
completely filled the First Methodist
Church last night. He based his ser-
mon on the text, I. Corinthians, xv.,
12: “Now if Christ be preached that
He rose from the dead, how say some
among you that there is no resurrec-
tion from the dead?”

“How could they be Christians and
say there was no resurreection from
the dead?” asked the speaker. “The
answer is that the ancients regarded
the body as the seat of sin, and longed
for its dissolution. They were wrong
in their idea. The absolute certainty
cf the resurrection of Jesus Christ is
what I want to speak to you about.
It has a practical bearing on our lives.
He who can say and believe beyond
any shadow of a doubt that Christ is
risen has the most sublime thing in
the world to live for. Does Christ live
to you just as your nearest and dear-
est lives to you? Is He present to
your heart and realized by you as a

| near and dear one alwayg at your

side willing to help and guide you, or
shadowy something
away in the dim background? Is it
all true to you or is it an illusion?

“Were the men who say they walk-
ed with Jesus Christ true, or were
they deceivers? It wag the easiest
thing in the world for His enemies
to put an end to any fraud or false-
hood. They had His body and they
put sentinels to guard it. When the
disciples gave out to the world that
Christ was alive, if it was not so they
could easily have made it manifest.
Plainly the sepulchre was empty. The
disciples did not have the body. The
enemies said they came and took it
while the soldierg guarding it slept.
It was a rule in the Roman army
that any soldier who slept while on
guard was instantly executed, and it
is inconceivable that a guard of six-
teen men slept so soundly that men
could come and remove a corpse from
a sepulchre they were closely guard-
ing without awakening any of them.
Unbelief takes up the attitude that the
apostles were weak-minded men who
afterwards thought they saw Christ.
They were men just as you or I. We
have been given the faculties of see-
ing, hearing, touching and others.
They said they saw Christ, talked
with Him, and Thomag touched Him
not once but many times, These Gali-
leans were quiet stay-at-home people
who had never been beyond their own
lands, and yet so deeply convinced
were they by what they had seen that
they left their homes and went all
over foreign countries spreading the
good news.

“Christ is risen. Death is swallow-
ed up in victory. We have to do not
with a past Jesus Christ, but with a
present Saviour, for He lives just as
we live. Calvary need not be re-
peated. Faith in Christ is more than
a mere emotion—it is trusting Him.
It is belleving that if you are in sor-
row He will comfort you; if yo—~ are
in trouble He will console you, and
if you are dying He will carry you
through those bounds to God's pres-
ence and present you there spotless,”
