Breaking out with a terrific smash against the
Austrian front, the Italians drove the Austrians back
yesterday on a front of more than fifteen miles. They
recaptured seven positions taken by Austrian crown
prince in his recent drive in the Trentino, including
the row of strongly fortified works resting upon
Asiago. Gen. Cadorna is reported to be driving home
this new offensive with great power.

BRITISH BATTERING TRENCHES.

At practically the same hour that the Italian rush began, British
artillery broke loose with a battering attack agains the German trenches
from La Bassee Canal southward to the Somme. Both British and
German officlal statements comment on the violence of this attack,
which in certain sectors approached the intensity of the drum fire that
precedes an infantry blow. Thus far no word has reached London of
the beginning of the expected British infantry atiack.

THRESHERMEN WILL
OPPOSE GOVERNMENT TAX

Middlesex Assoclation Decides to Take |
Action Against Proposed
Legisiation,

The Middlesex Threshermen’s Asso-
ciation met in the county building on |
Saturday afternoon and discussed sev- '
eral questions relative to proposed leg- |
iglation that the Ontarip Government
! are considering with respect to trac-
| tion engines.

The Government hag under advise-
ment the placing of a tax on all trac-
tion engines similar to the automobile
license, and the association formulated
a plan to oppose the tax. Other
threshermen in Kent and Oxford have
combined to oppose the proposed tax,
and the Middlesex threshermen have
fallen in line with the idea.

A matter concerning the laying down
of heavy planks each time before cross-
ing bridges was discussed, and this will
be decided at a future meeting.

The question of an advance in rates
was not brought up at all, the thresh-
ermen all belleving it better to let the
present scale of prices remain un-
changed mnotwithstanding the fact that
the cost of their machinery and the
operation of it had increased. The next
meeting will be held the first Saturday
in February, 1917.

NO SUGAR IS NEEDED
FOR CANNING FRUIT

Growers WIll Instruct Housewlves
Practical Methods.
At a special meeting of the London

in

and Middlesex Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion, held in the office of District Rep- |
resentative Finn Saturday night, it}
was unanimously decided that the as-
sociation should bring before the house-
wives of London the fact that fruit
can and has been put down without
sugar, and that very little of ‘‘the
sweet and wholesome’ is needed on the
fruit, once it is taken from  the jars
for use.

W. H. Mundy, one of the largest
growers of the district, sounded the
keynote of the meeting when he de-
clared that the women were anxlous
to put down fruit, but the prohibitive
price of sugar would undoubtedly deter
a number from doing so.

“There are, of course,
women who will put down fruit, no
matter what the price of sugar 1s,” he
said, “‘but I want to see the people
who can’'t afford sugar at the present
prices put down their usual quantity,
and I propose that we advertise the
results of the fruit branch experiments
along this line. If we do this I am
sure that everyone will be able to af-
ford their usual share of jam and
canned fruit.”

As a result of the information laid
before the meeting by Mr. Finn, the
association will in all probability get
out a number of pamphlets, which will
be distributed with the fruit, outlining
the method by which fruit can be
canned without sugar. It is also ex-
pected that the association will adver-
tise in other ways.

| Love were made a committee of two
who will lay out the proposed adver- |
tising propaganda, and report at an- |
other special meeting of the associa-
tion called for Thursday at 11:30 o'clock
in Mr. Finn's office.

THE METHOD.

R. A. Finn read a communlcation
from P. E. Culverhouse, B.S.A. of the
Vineland Experimental station. Mr.
Culverhouse declared that there was
no reason why fruit could not be pre-
served without the use of sugar, ex-
cept in the case of jams and jellies,
the syrup on fruit being used merely
for flavoring.

“The method for preserving the fruit
ig practically the same as the ordinary
method with sugar,” wrote Mr. Cul-
verhouse. *“The fruit should be wash-
ed and prepared in the ordinary way,
hulling, peeling and coring, pitting,
| etc. The prepared fruit should be
placed in freshly sterilized jars, and
then covered with boiling water. Place
the tops in position, but do not seal
completely. Stand the jars in water,
the water reaching the height of three
or four inches on the side of the jar.
| A false buttom must be placed in the |
kettle to prevent breaking of the jar.
Cover the Kkettle and bring water to
a boil, cook from ten to twenty min-
utes. Housewives will know about the
| length of time required for each kind
of fruit. When cooking is finished the
jars should be completely sealed.

Mr. Finn also read a letter from P.

Hodgetts of the Ontario Fruit
3ranch. Mr. Hodgetts advocated the
same method as that of Mr. Culver-
| house, stating that the method was
recommended highly by the British
Columbia fruit growers, adding that
although sugar had to be used finally |
when the fruit was put on the table,
yvet the quantity used was not nearly
the amount consumed in the ordinary
mzthod of canning.
