Premier Briand Comments on
Lloyd George’s Latest
Address.

ATTITUDE OF PRESS

All Except Morning Post In-
dorse Premier’'s Stand.

Paris, May 19.—France insists on a
strict application of the Versailles
Treaty, in a drawing of the frontier line
lbetween Germany and Poland in Upper
Siiesia, Premier Briand declared last

night on receiving newspaper corre-
spondents. He reiterated statements
he made to the newspapermen last

Saturday, when, answering the address
of Premier Lloyd George before the
House of Commons on Friday. he de-
ciared that invasion of Silesia by Ger-
man troops would not be tolerated by
France.

M_ PBriand said he did not see the
desirability of meeting Premier Llyod
George before ail the documents relating
to the Silesian plebiscite had been re-
ceived from the inter-aliled commi
at Oppeln The premier, whose state
ment was considered as an Indication
of the trend his impending address in
the Chamber of Deputies would take,
said: ‘I have nothing to say. except
to maintain strictly my viewpoint that
France in all this controversy places
herself on the sole ground of the Ver-
sailles Treaty. There is no other basis
of discussion possible. On the other
hand, France and England can converse
only as equals, and Mr. Lloyd George
himself will agree to this when the mis-
understanding is dispelled.

“I, too, want to see the treaty carried
out,” said the premier to the corre-

DEALERS CUT PRICES
TO REDUCE STOCKS

In its summary of the iron, steel,
metal and machinery markets for the
week ending today, Canadian Machinery
and Manufacturing News, Toronto,
makes the following comment:

The matter of turning from the period
of liquidation to straight business once

more is occupying the attention of
dealers in the iron, steel, and to some
extent in the tool market. For some
months dealers have been engaged in
reducing their stocks, and for this pur-
pose they have, in many c¢ases, given
special prices, especially in lines where
they were heavily stocked with high-
cost goods. In a number of cases quite
recently dealers have been able to buy
in the new market, add their profits,
and ask for a price in excess of the
liquidation figure. Buyers are not ready
for the change, and realize that they
are still in possession of the market,
and this tendency is making it hard
for business generally to get away to
a fresh start, as the liquidation price is
still held as the figure for the market
to follow.

During the week that has passed
dealers in several lines reported better
business than they have had for some
time. They do not regard this as evi-
dence of a turn for a bigger buying
movemery}, but they are pleased to take
it for what it is worth and call it a
good week’'s selling.

Prices have come down perhaps a
little during the week, but the move-
ment in that direction is very gradual,
as most of the lines have already been
reduced. Bar mill material is quoted
around 3%c per pound, and cold rolled
shafting at 63%c base.

Business placed during the last few
days centered around sheets and struc-
tural, the latter being for bridge work.

The scrap metal market continues in
a poor way. The volume of business
done is very small. One of the large
dealers claims that his firm has not a
single contract at the present time, nor
is it anxious to make one, because it
would be unable to buy at the low
figures going at present.

Nearly all the business moving is be-
ing done in very small lots. One yard
reports that a three-ton truck went out
on a recent trip and took with it 40
orders, whereas in normal times three |
orders would fill the truck. Some of the
vards are finding it necessary to make
a special charge for delivery under a
certain weight or value.

Reverting to the matter of the 30 hy-
drants that are being installed in con-
nection with the river water service
which has been installed by the water-
works department of the P. U. C,, Gen-
eral Manager E. V. Buchanan stated
that they would mean both additional
aid in fighting fires and protection in
case of a break in the regular system.

Each of the hydrants will carry in case
of need two lines of hose.

In fact, the state line is the most
insignificant part of the town, -utterly
fndistinguishable to a stranger. From
the main street it shoots off diagonally
northward in a roadway; southward it
cuts off a corner of the Foreman gro-

Of the 900 inhabitants of the village
500, approximately, live in Indiana, the

ECHO IN COURT OF
SOVIET RECOGNITION

Ownership of the Confiscated
Goods Shipped To Great
Britain Affected.

LONDO.\'.' May 12.—The initial judi-
clal decision affected by the British
Government’s tacit recognition of the
Sovict Government as the de facto
gm'.ernment of Russia, was rendered this
Aafternoon. when the court of appeal
reversed a previous finding of the high
court in the disputed ownership of a
quantity of veneer and other wood ma-
terials shipped from Russia under a

contract made by Leénid Krassin, the
soviet trade commissioner.

The goods concerned had been con-
fiscated by the Soviet Government in
1919, and were gold to a firm of British
importers last August. The British
courts found the original owners en-
titled to the goods, as the Soviet Gov-

ernment had not been recognized by
the British Government, and conse-
quently had not the right of confisca-
tion.

The court of appeal found, however,
that since the Soviet Governmerlt had
been gecognized as the de facto gov-
ernment of Russia, it was not within
the jurisdiction of the British courts to
consider the justice or morality of the

confiscatory order, “although such prin-
ciples,” said the court, “are repudiated
by the vast majority of the citizens of
Great Britain, and are not recogniged
by its laws.”

AUTHORS AS LECTURERS.

[Manchester Guardian.]

The constant turning of the wheel
of history is illustrated once more in
the “Chats by Authors’ scheme just
devised by a big London firm. In the
Victorian era lectures by authors of all
kinds—novelists, poets, essayists—were a
well-recognized means of bringing hand-
some additions to an author’s earnings.
Coleridge, Southey, Carlyle, Thackeray,
Dickens, all lectured or gave readings,
and some of them did very well out of
the business both here and, on a grander
scale, in the United States. There was
a feeling, no doubt, that an author as a
concrete living personality stood higher
in the market than as a mere abstrac-
tion, and it would be interesting to know
why the fashion went out as completely
&s it did in the later Vietorian period.

There is a possible explanation for the
failure of interest in the author as lec-
turer. There is something of a gamble
in this close cominerce bétween the
author and his public.
