FATHERS TO OUR OWN AGE~—II

The writings of the Apostolic Fathers who
undoubtedly come under the conditions we re-
forred to last weck may be arranged, nccording
to Bishop Lightfoot, in tbe following chrono-
logical order:

L. The Epistle of Barnabas, of whom nothing
whatever is known, written probably at Alex-
andrin between A.D. 70 and 79,

2. The Epistle of St. Clement, the follow-In-.

bourer of St. Paul (Phil. iv. 3), who about A.D,
95 wroto in the name of the Church at Rome to
the Church at Corinth, on account of a ““ detost-
able and unholy sedition,” “kindled by a fow
headstrong and self-willed persons” (chap, 1),
by which cortain * presbyters” (47) who had
“offered the gifts of the bishop's office un-
blameably and holily” had been ‘*unjustly
thrust out from their ministrations” (44).

3. Tho Didache, or teaching of the Twelvo
Apostles, so called as presenting s Church-
manual of primitive Christianity, written in
the first or ut the boginning of tho socond cen-
tury.

4. Tho sevon short Iipistles of St. Tgnatius,
who, though apparently only a slave, wag
Bishop of Antioch, the metropolis of Syrin, In
the early years of the second contury, for the
crimo of being o Christian, ho was Lransported
to Rome as & common eriminal to be cast to
wild beasts fer the amusement of the populace,
The cirenmutances under which these lotters
were written ronder the Martyr's dying testi-
mony the moro emphatic, ““From Syrin even
unto Rome,"” he says. “1 tight with wild beasts,
by Iand and sea, by day and by night, being
bound amidst ten leopurds, evon a company of
soldiers, who only wax worse when thoy are
kindly troated. 1llowbeit through their wrong
doings I become more completoly a disciplo;
yot am I not hereby justified. . . May naught
of things visible and things invisible envy me;
that I may attain unto Jesus Christ, Come
firo and cross and grapplings with wild bossts,
cuttings and manglings, wrenching of bones,
hacking of limbs, crushings of my wholo body,
come cruel tortures of the devil to assail me,
Only be it mine to attuin unto Joesus Christ”
(Romans 5).

5. The lipistle of St. Polycarp, Bishop of
Smyrna, written shortly after tho martyrdom of
St. [gnatius, Irenmus says of him: | can tell
the place in which the blessed Polycurp sat and
taught; . . . and how he related his conversa-
tion with John, and othors who had geen the
Lord; and how he related their sayings, und
what he had heard concerning the Lord, both
concerning Ilis iniracles and His doctrine, ashe
had received thom from the eye-witnesses of
the Word of Life.”

6. An ancient Homily by an unknown author,
once supposed to be St. Cloment of Rome, It is
the eurliest Christian homily oxtant, being
written probably between A.D, 120 and 140, Its
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naturo and scope arestated by the writer in the
following interesting pussage, which might huve
been taken from a modern sermon : * Let us not
think to give heerd und believe now only, while
we uro admonished by the presbyters; but like-
wise when we huave depurted home, let u re-
member the commandments of the Lord, and
not suffer ourselves to be dragged off the other
wuy by our worldly lusts; bLut coming hither
moro {requently, let us strive to go forward in
the commandments of the Lo, that we, all
having the same mind, may be gathered to-
gether unto Jife, . . . For @ myself, oo, heing
an utter sinner, and not yet escped from temnp-
tation, but heing wtill amidst the engines of the
devil, do my diligence to follow after righteous-
ness, that I may prevail so far at least as to come
near unto it, while [ fear the judgment to come.
Thercfore, brothers and sisters, after the God of
truth hath been vead, T read to you an exhorta-
tion* to tho end that yo may give heed 10
things which are written, so that y¢ may save
both yourselves and him thut readeth in the
midst of you ' (17-19),

The three remaining writings, the Shepherd
of Hermas, the Marty rdom of St. Polycarp, and
the Epistle to Diognetns, we shall exclude from
our list, a5 they are of somewhut Liter or of
doubtfulilate,

The Apostolic Fathers have been subjected to
a eriticism only less revere than that which s
been brought to boar on the New Testwment ir-
selt. The resutt has been the same in each case
tho truth shines with increased lustre,  Bishop
Lightfoot, whose judgment and fearning were
ay profound nx his piety wd modervation, =pent
the best part of twenty years in calleeting evi-
dencoon this subject, and has practicadly closed
the controversy for all who set truth above
projudice, There are, however, some crinent
seholars) liko Professor Piteiderer, to whom this
romark does not apply. e rejects the Tgnatiun
lottors as spurious; but he also rejects as spurious
the greater purt of the Avts of the Apostles. Those
erities who helicve that the Fourth Gospel was
not written until the middle, or even the end,
of tho secona century, natnrally rejeet as spuri-
ous the epistlos of St Lgnatius, whiel (eeord-
ing to Bishop Lizhtloot) refer to St Joh’s Gos-
vel o xcore of times,  Feonld not be otherwise,
{Vlml‘ noman soes depemlds quite as much upon
his poing of view &= upon hix evesight, Foror-
dinary Christians it will be suflicient o know

that the genuineness of’ the most questioned of

tho Apostolic: Fathers is not less certain that
thate of Sty doln’s Gospel,

It may e more than a coincidenee that the
study o the Fathers synchronises with the
brightest days of the Reformad Chureh of Eng-
lnnd, and their nogleet with the dark.st, The
waupon of the Reformers was Holy Seripturein-
torprotaed, not according to cach man's private
Judgment, but aecording to the traditions of the
oarly Chureh. Not thut they set the Fatherson
thoramy level ns the Seriptures; they reeog-
nized the one to bo the Word of God, and the
other only the word off man; but they trinm
phantly cited the Fathers as anthoritative wit-
nessos of what was believed and practised inthe
Primitive Churclhi,  They  freely  quoted the
Fathers in their homilios and sermons; even on
ordinary ovensions; but about the middle of the
sovonteenth century this practice began o be
abandoned, and the Fathers rapidly fell into
contempt.  Then (whether post hoe or propter
hoe) followed the night of the eighteenth cen-
tury, a night of spiritual slumber, when dark-
noss covored the Chureh) and gross darkness the
peeple.  But with the rovival of religion in the
mnoteenth contury the study of the Fathers has
alzo revived.  So tmportant did Bishop Light-
foot pereeive thisstudy to be, that he abandoned
tho work in which he had been engneed, with
80 much ruecess, of” commentating on St Paul's
epistles, and devoted the rest of his life to pro-
ducing his standard work on the Apostolic
Fathors.

The trustees of Bishop Lightfoot's Fund have
deserved well of tho Church by issningin a
single volume the revived text of the Apostolic
Fuathers, with the Bishop's translation, and short
introductions. It is published by Macmillun &
Co.; price 168,

“COMING TO TIHE COMMUNION,” OR

MEDITATIONS UPON TIIIE PRAYER

BOOK SERVICE.

The Prayer Book E.chortation.

I. ¢ Deurly beloved in the Tiord, ye who mind
to come to the Holy Communion of the Budy
and Blood of our Saviour Christ, must consider
how St. Paul exhorteth all persons diligently
to (ry and cexamine themselves, hefore they
presume to eat of that bread, and drink of that
cup.”

In this passage from the Communion Service
a threcfold leszon is eontainel.  Here we are
tanght: st The character of those who ure to
come (o the Commuiion, = The dearly beloved
in the Lowd,” 2od, The character of the feast,
“Lhe Holy Communion of the Boly and Blood
of onr Saviour Christ.””  3rl. The duties of
those whoare to partake of'it, * Diligently to
try ool examine themselves,”  Fiest, thon, this
exhortation i= adilressed only to those who are
anlied the = Denrvly beloved in the Lopd,” 1s
there any re=triction then, you say ? Is the one
Loovd Josus Christ who tasted death for every
min to be kept simply to the few Chureh mem-
hers of the parish 2 Why is there this line of
distinetion?  Why  these two elisses in the
Chureh—those who are ealled the * Deurly be
loved in the Lord,” and those who are lett ont ?
Does Christ love some fess than He loves others 7
Did Hedie tor a select few, for a party, for :
nation ?

Not xo.  Christ's wonds are, * God so loved
the worll that He gave Ilis only begotten Son
that whoseecer believeth in Him should have
everlasting Tite”  But you may savy [ do not
fike to have the Church divided in thisway; [do
not tike to have some persons ealled Christinns
and others spoken of as not being Christinns, |
do not believe that all who are not Church mem-
bers are not necessavily Christians, or that cu-
trance in the parish register is oncand the same
as having your name written on the Book of
Life,  Awd this muy all be very true, but what
ix to be done it the Chureh is to be a something
ditferent from the world 7 Break down the bar-
rier lines yonsay ; tear down the hedges; de-
stroy the fences, and the outside sheep wiil
comein,  Yes, and by the stuine principle work-
ing in the same way the inside sheep will go
out. Christ’s words are: * Fear not, litt]e tloek,
itis your Father's good pleasure to give you the
kingdom” ot the future, not the kingdom of the
present world, It must be so as long as there
are two wills in the world—the will of Gad and
the will of unchanged self. When the el
cometh, when Christ shall have delivered np the
kingdom ot God, even the Father, when lHe
shall have put down all anthority and power,
and all enemics under His feet, then there will
be no barrier line, then ~in will be swept away
from the earth, and there will be no need to
say, * Kuow tho Lord)” for every one shall
know Ilim from the least unto the rreatest, and
the earth shall be tilled with the knowledge of
the Lord as the waters cover the sen. But while
tho Chureh is struggling with error and indit-
ference and sin, so long as it is o hard thing to
be in the world and yet not of the world, and
while you teel eonvineed that all that is in the
world—the lust of' the tlesh and the lust of the
eyes and the pride of lite—is not. of the Father
but is of the world, so long must there be » line

drawn between those whose Church is the world
and those whose Church is Christ. Far from it
that any one should thank God as the Pharisee
did, that he was not as other men are. (od
forbid that any should say, * Draw not near, 1
am holier than thou, Tho temple of the Lord
are we,” This is not the way we are to come
unto these holy mysteries ; whoever will let him
come unto Christ and live, and then this
sacrament will help him in realizing Christ’s
love to him and in conscerating himself anew to
His service,

Ye who draw near unto this holy sacrament,
remember again your boly privileges: Ye are
dearly beloved in the Lord. You should bedeur
to one another because of your oneness with
Christ, Remember the fellowship of the
Apostles when they were one in the hallowed
presence of the Lord, And let this be our fel-
lowship, one with another, Lot us realize
Christ’s love to us in these ~ymbols of Ilis own
appointing. and may we each feel —unworthy
though we be—Ilis love to us, as the Apostle
John felt it and freely basked in the warmth
and light of the Divine sunshine.

I1. What then is the chavacter of this feast,
this saerel Lord’s Sapper? It is called the
[Toly Commnnion of the Body and Blood ot
Chreist. A foastis always aoseason of commu.
nion,  Itis strange that both human instivet
and human nsage have always hallowed  the
period of feasting with social und friendly inter-
course ;s the feasting of tood with the feasting of
the minds, the flow of spirits with the invig-
oriling cheer of the round table full ot guests,
Aud both in Christendom and heathendom this
thought of the commuuion of spirits at the fam-
ily board has been made the basis ot the sacru-
ment ides, the double communion of sucrifice
and praise, devotion for the present and thanks-
giving for the past, both thoughts strung upon
tho central thought of communion with the
Divine power.  The heathen classics are full of
this idea of the feast of sacrifice, wo see it in
the fibations poured out to the gods; in the
blvady butchering of whole hecatombs of eattle
and in the eating of the cakes of salt. This
idea runs throueh the entire human mind, and
it was npon this that the Jewi<h sacrament of
the Passover was instituted.  Andon the last
evening ot ClirisUs life an carvth, before the
(‘rucitixion, on the evemng of the eelebration of
this old Paschal feast of unleavened bread, He
cluses the old Jewish sacrament idea and
changes the feast ot deliverance from Egyptinto
o feast of rejoicing over a greater, better de-
liverance, a redemption for all time and for
every nation from a stronger tyranny than
that of Pharash—even from the slavery of =in.

So then this Lord's Supper is a memorial
feast, when we think of the past) it is a sacru-
ment to help us in the Chrislian life when we
think of the reality of ChrisUs presence with us,
when the soul meets the Lord Jesus in prayer,
—and this conununion is the highest kind of
prayer,—and it is a saerifice of renewed devo-
tion and consecration when we think of the fu-
ture.  Thu~ by this threefold cord of memorial
and sacrament and sacritice for the past, the
present, wind the future, this Lord's Supper is
most traly the Holy Communion of the By
and Blood of vur Suviour Christ.

*“ Dearly beloved in the Lord, ye who mind
to come to the Holy Communion of the Body
amd Blood of our Saviour Christ,” let us thus
commune with Him; remembering the past with
thanksgiving ; realizing His presence with us
for the present and devoting ourselves anew to
1lim for the future ; let us draw near with faith,
communing with our Lord and receiving this
sacrament o our great and endless comfort.”
And now,

Lastly, let us look at the duties of those who
are to partake of this Communion—they are to
remember the exhortation of St. Paul, and are
“diligently to try and cxamine themselves be-
fore they presume to eat of that bread and
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drink of that cup.” The reference to St. Paul's
exhortution is to that passage in his Epistle tv
the Corinthinns where he reproves them for
their irreverence in coming to the Lord's Sup-

er, and their gross and sinful view of the whole
atfair.  So let us be careful how we approach
this holy place, this bush burning, yet not con-
sumed, where the ground is holy because God
draws near to us, and where, if we will, we can
hear His voice speaking to us in those comfort-
able words which is the privilege of Christ's
ministers to declare to His waiting people. Lt
us diligently try and examine ourselves; let us
pray that He to whom all hearts are open, all
desires are known, and from whom no secrets
are hid, may cleanse the thoughts of our hearts
by the inspiration of ILis Holy Spirit, that we
may perfectly love Him, and worthily magnify
His holy name by our life and example! Itis
our bounden duty and service to try and see
ourselves as God sees us; to tear down every
curtain of the sonl and every covering of the
mind and heart that we may not hide ourselves
behind any of the refuges of lies which our own
hands have made.

Let each one of us say, as we come to this
conseerated place, “Try me, ohtiod ! and seek
the ground of my heart; prove me, and ex-
aming my thoughts. Lok well if there be any
way of wickedness in me ; and lead me in the
way everlusting.” ‘

Surely, if we do but enter into the spirit of
this hallowed service of our Prayer Boolk, if' we
realize the meaning of each part of it, we can-
not but go away from this house of God the
better, the holier, and the more thoroughly
courageous Christians to do God's will and o
lknow of His love to us in Jesus Christ,

Let not this service be & mere form to you, a
beautiful rite, a Churchly ceremony. If you
would go away with a blessing, enter into its
meaning, pray its prayers, listen to its admoni-
tions, rejuice in its thanksgivings, look into
your heart as well as the bread and wine. Try
and examine yourselt' as under the burning
slass rays of God's white light, and then this
will indeed be to youa helptul communion with
Chinst ulone,

“ Sweet, awful hour, the only sound
One gentle footsep gliding round,
Offering by turn on Jesus' part
The cross to every hand aud heart,

* Refresh us, Lord, to hold it fast,

And when Thy veil is drawn at last,
Let us depart where shadows censy,
With words of blessing and of peace.”

TIIE CHURCIL OF TIIE LIVING GOD,

The great thought which is suggested to us
in these words is the thought of Fhe Church,
the great home of souls, the great spiritual com-
pany which stretehes on from this life to that
which is to come; the society into which we
huve all been baptized ; the bady which sup-
plies us with spiritual food and refreshment as
we journey on our way from earth to heaven,
and in whose faith we shall—perhaps soon, per-
haps not until after many days—be luid to rest
in the chamber of the grave. If, then, the

Church has so much to do with us here, and has
so much to do with us hereafter, if it is the
blessed company of which we are all made
members, it is surely a subject which may well
have an interest for us und give us matter for
meditation to-night. And the way in which
St. Paul deseribes it is as * the Church of the
Living God,” It may, perhaps, have scemed
o some that the Church is a new creation, a
thing of to-day; but this is a great mistake.
From the hour when God spoke with Adam and

Fve in the Garden of Fden the Church has ex-
isted—at firstin the family of our tirst parents;
then in the few souls saved in the ark, which
has ever since been accepted as its type; then
in the chosen nation, the Jewish people; and,
finally, in these last days in the world, until it
ean be said with truth that even in the darkest
corner of the earth the Chureh’s banner has
been unfurled, the Standard of the Cross has
been uplifted, and the witness to her faith has
been seuled with the blood of her martyrs and
her saints. Yes, the Churceh is as old as family
lite. It can trave back its beginning to the be-
ginning of'man’s history onearth, It has grown
with his growth,and has expanded with a noble
expansion to meet his wants, It is the great
universal brotirerhond with Christ for its Leader
after, whom the whole family in heaven and
arth is named. Al all this is true of the
Chuareh, beeau-v it i~ not human, but divine;
becauso, in a word, it is the Charch of the Liv-
ing Gad; and as wm God alone can the soul of
man tind true satistaction, beeause, like God
IHimselt) it is eternal, so the Chureh, which was
set up in the world as the true home of souls,
the Father's house, has no limit of nation or
vace, but embraces all in the arms of the ever-
lasting Fathers love.  Of this God-like growth
and power there is no surer illustration than in
the way in which the Chureh has, as it were,
adanted itselt to the ages of the world, and has
met in a marvellous manner the varied tempera
ments of men; it has, tike St Paul, been “all
things to all men;” it has satistied the yearn-
ings of the leavned and the eultured in its noble
cathedrals and its glovious services, while for
the simple and unlettered—nay, even for the
savare in the faroft island of the Pacitic—it has
the same message of love, the came word of
hope, the same thonght of the home beyond to
lead us on, the sume example of’ the pure and
spotless life of the Divine Master tor all to fol-
low. This growth of the Church remimds us in
fuct of that old tale which children love to hear
us tell, of the fairy tent which a young prince
brought, hidden in a walnut-=hell, to his father,
Placed in the council-chamber, it grew until it
encanopied the king and his ministers; placed
in the courtyvard, it filled the space till all the
household stood beneath its shade; brought out
into the great plan where all the king’s army
was arrayed, it spread the mighty awning till
it gave shelter to the host. And so it has beeu
and ever must be witi the Church of the Liv-
ing God :

“Crowns and thrones may perish,
Kingdoms wax and wane,
Buu the Churel of Jesus
Constant shadl remuin.”

Bub apart from these external proofs which
we can all lay hold of and understand as evi-
dence that the Church to which we belong is in
very truth the Church of the Living God, no
creation ot men, but God's own funily| in whicl,
as His children, we all have a place,—we have,
in the words of our Lord, frequent references to
the growth of this divine body, showing that
the work which it hus accomplished v that
which He willed it should do, He told of it in
the purable of the grain of mustard-seed, grow-
ing, like the tent in the fuiry tale, from a very
small beginning; while, as a proof that He
meant us to regard it as 1is own kingdom, He
likened it to the estate of the ruler who went
into a tar country, leaving others o represent
him, but at the last coming aguin, as He will
surely come at the last day to gather in Ifis
own, 10 reward the faithful servants, und to bid
them enter into the joy of their Lord. And
then, as we have one Lord, the true fead of the
Church, to whom we owe allegiance as the sol-
dier to his captain, the patriot to his sovereign,
so we have one fuith, a faith which is, thank
God! enshrined in His own gracious Word, —
the faith once delivered to the gaints, to the
holy men, that is, not only of the Christinn but

of the Jewish Chureh; the faith which apostlos
aml prophets set forth in words, as they were
moved by the Holy Ghost, and which found its
crown and completion in the teaching of the
Saviour-God,  This faith we have in its shorteat
form in what we eall tho Apdstles' Creed ; and
it is one of the happiest thoughts for thoso who
all themselves  Christinns that however much
the Church in ditlevent parts ot the world may
bo divided, it still holds tast this simple, yet
glorious e¢reed, Think of this, s you say this
creed in your services in chureh, o as you vo-
peat it in your own homes, and thank God that
this great proof of the oneness of the Chureh is
still left to us,  Let it not become s mero form
of words repeated with parrot-like preciseness,
but Tet it come forth from thankful hearts and
gladsome minds, like o hymn of praise, us it
really is, going up ax grateful incense to the
throne of God, who loves to heur His childron
proclaim their trast in Him. Do not think it
15 a4 matter of no importance what you beliove,
or how you believe it.  St. Paul did not think
so.  When ho wrote his letters to the young
bishop Timothy, hesaid: * Hold fast that form
of sound words which thou hast heard of mo—
that good thing which was committed unto
thee, keep by the Holy Ghost which dwelleth
inus.”  And then, s it to show how anxious
he was that this same true faith should be
handed on to the Church in alter ages, he ad-
ded asolemn charge to Timothy in these words
“And the things which thou hast heard of mo
among many witnesses, the same commit thou to
faithtul men who shall be able to teaeh others
also.”  Ttwasin fulfilment of these, and of many
like words, that, as years went on and the
Church enlarged her borders by sending out
missionaries all over the world, due carve was
taken that all her ministers should be ordained,
as we term it and thus should reccive from the
hamds of bishops, who could trace hack their
suceession 1o the Apostles, the divine nuthority
and Commission which the Apostles roceived
directly from our Lord 1limsetf,  Thus, in its
great outlines, und in its main features, the
futh of the Churel is stll one, its ministry is
still beld from the ds of Christ [Limself, and
we cian sing, in the words of the hymn which
we just used—
“What the saints established,
That [ hold trae;
What the saints believed,
That believe | tog”

But there is another mark ol the Church of
the Living God which we must not forget to
mention : not only is there One Lord and Ono
FFaith, bat there is One Baptism,  lvery king-
dom, every army, every socicty must hive itw
rules, must have ity one maode of admission for
its mewmhbers, which gives them the right to its
privileges, und enrolls them in the fellowship
which it representa, Just as in kngland o
torergner has to tuke definite steps to hecomo
what is ealled naturalized, or, in other words,
to secure the rights of a British subject; just as
the citizenship of’ the City of London is only
given to those who have heen admitted by cer-
tain torms uand have given certain pledgos ; just
us in the friendly soeioties which are estnblisheod
on all sides the members are enrolled necording
to a prescribed scheme, so it is in the cuso of
the divine kingdom, the citizenship of the heu-
venly Jerusalom, the momberahip of that grent
birotherhood, the enrollment in that true Iricnd-
ly socicty of the whole lmmau race, which i«
founded on the principle of love to God and love
fur man. In this society, ton, the same prin-
ciple is al work, and baptisin is the means of
our entranco—the gate through which we pass
into the fold of God’s Chureh, wheroe the (ood
Shepherd stands with outstretched arms ready
o receive us and make us His forever. Nor s
this all which these words mean, for they curry
with them the iden of the systom and order
which follow naturally in the divine kingdom
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as tho result of this beginning. Tn full accord
with the divine order, begun by Chrigt Himsclf
when he received holy baptism, the Apostles
framed a method for the ordering and ruling of
tho Church, such as was set out ut length in the
Epistle to the Church at Ephesus; and it is in
imitation of those rules and orders that our
Church is now governed.—Selected,

My acquaintance with them enables me o say,
with all confidence, that their desire and their
study is to be found true and fuithful pastors,
under the good Shepherd, who came from lloa-
ven to seelke and 1o save us all.

Let your charity cover the multitude of our
gins and infirmities.  Think and speak kindly
even of our shortcomings. De assured that a
few words of encouragement from you at times
revive and gladden our hearts,

1 believe you are fully sensible of the extent
1o which your generous gitts on Christmas duay
carry comfort and brightness into the homes of
your Clergy. Their stipends in this Diocese
are still such as enforce the strictness of a por-
petual economy, and admit of very few of the
relaxations which Chrisunas happry brings to
nearly all of every class in our tavored Provinee
of Ontario.

B Small, of Lytto,
and Mre, WML Geay, Westminster,  IU wasun-
derstood that this committes would report to
next Synod, whether it world ho more desirable
to form the proposed now provineo under u local
Metropolitan or Arehbishop, or 10 aceept the
Primate of All Canadi direct as Motropotitan,

[t was also reported that considerable confu-
sion existed in the minds of some chureh people,
ocensioned by the name of the general fund of
the Divcese, the * Diocesan Fund,” and a sng-
grestion was made Lo alter it to * Home Mission
Fund.”  This was consdered unnecessary, os-

A Central Connmitteo was appointed to un-
dortuke the work of organizing wud carrying on
work in aid of the Homo Missions, and especi-
ally for providing funds for the support of the
missionavies.  'Fho evenings during sessions of
Synod wero set apart for missionary moectings,
the first being held in the Cathedenl on Wed-
nosday, and another in St. Paul's chuach, Vin-
conver, on Thursday ovening,

The duties of the treasurer of Synad were
detined, and Mv, Walter S, Waiker was elocted (o
that otiee. The exeemive committee was om-
powerud to procure n corpornie zeal for the
Synad, to contain the arms of the diocese, snd
the requisite fegend, . . .

Votes of' sympathy were passed to the Bishop
and Mrs, Sillitoo; und also to the Ven, Arch-
deacon Woods, who wis prevonted by illness
from presiding at the second day’s session of
Synod in committee,

Votes of thanks were also passed to AMderman
and Mrs, Herring, who kindly ontertained at
lunehicon on both days the members ot Synod ;
and also to the ladies and otlhiers of New West-
minster who exeiceed hospitadlty,

Synad then adjourned sine die,”

TITHING—THE MISSIONARY CONIFER-
ENCE AT YARMOUTIL

Tu the Editor of the Cnurclt GUARDIAN:

Sir,—1 am much pleased to find that my let-
ter in re duty of Priests to tithes has drawn a
letter from “ Fifteen Years a Tither.”  Inci-
dentally the wriler lets us know he is o Priest,
and in (his vespeet  follows the example of
“Cundid Friend”  With this fuet his acknow-
ledged practice will, 1 trast, assme our laity
wenerally that this is by no means 2 new doe-
trine, and that one ab least of our clergy has
been “ Iifteen Years a Tither,”  Also I hope
his practicein this particular will encourage his
felow priests to follow his example,

But I faney he did not quite take in the fact
that many Priests have move of *“ this world’s
roods” than ean be supposed to eomo to them
from tithes. Thorefore—question 1, Are such
Priests not ax bound to tithe such possessions
as any luyman ? and question 2, Are Priests as
Priests to pay tithe ot their so-called clerieal
income? 1 know the first question can hardly
admit of o donbtful answer.  Yet it is much to
be deubted whether all Priests of ““ independent
meuns” tithe the income arising therelrom.
Perivaps, thinking that as Priests they are not
required to pay tithe, they have forgotten that
such possessions are not theirs as Priests; but
are theivs a=, and just as; the gonds ot the laity
are thewrs,  This thet needs to be well-weighed,

The other question may admit of a hesitating
or doubtful nuswer, T am not so sure as your
correspondent, ** Fifteen Years a Tither,” that
the remark which I quotad was *“mercly pro-
fessionul etiquette.” 1t no doubt is true that
we would not take any tees from one another,
but why is this the genoral practice 2 Might it
not be that we have followed such practice as a
result of the principle involved in my quota-
tion? And, then, is it not within the reach of
possibility that general * professional etiquette”
has followed from such example?

1 cannot agree with the sentiment in the last
paragraph of your correspondent’s letter, It
18 the duty of the clergy to tithe their clerical

income, then they should do so whether or not
the laity did their duty in this respect. But it
is equully true that if it bo the duty of the laity
to tithe their incomes they should do so whether
the clergy tithe their sularies or not. It is a
matter of principle, and only those who are in-
telligent and conscientious Churchmen and
Church women will ever adopt the practice.

I hope more correspondents will let your
readers hear from them on this matter. And
in particular 1 hope some one will let us hear
something about the principle of ** the Church
nol receiving from the Church,”

WHY PEOPLI GO TO CHURCH.

Perhaps it' we look carefully at some of the
reasons why people go to church it will throw
light upon the opposite question, the chronic
lamentation, why people do not go to church.
Of course we might almost say that there are
a3 muny reasons as there are individuals, cach
one having u reuson of his own; but with those
who are the salt and life of the Church, their
reason for attending public services is similar
to that for eating their meals regularly. It is
a neeessi y for the nourishment of the spiritual
lite, and they would as soon think of starving
their bodiex ax their souls. Probably there is
u great ditference in the motives of the average
Romanist, whom no obstacle will hinder from
going vegulurly to mass, aud the Protestant
tramp who goes up and down the earth to hear
“preaching” in which sensation is the chief
feature. Some go to church beeause it is the
proper thing for those in their social circle;
others make the Church simply an avenue to
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higher social position; others patronize the
Church in order that the Church may patronize
them in their business, And there is a large
cluss who attend whatever place from which
they receive the most attention from the minis-
ter and leading members, This is one of the
results of secturiunism, the miserable competi-
tion of different denominations running after
people, and making them think they are of im-
portance. The catalogue might be continued
indefinitely, and the earnest workers who un-
derstand what the Church of Christ is for, must
cncounter this state of things, and loyal to
their trust, work and pray for a wider cxten-
sion of the right ideal of Christinnity. [t can
not be wholly remedied in this day and genera-
tion, for our Lord tells us plainly that tribula-
tions of this nature must come, and that the
tares must abide Il the final harvest timo; yet
what is to be done i3 clear enengh,—insistently
to teach the true conception ot the Church on
carth, and to show that the kingdom of God is
not the instrument of man’s selfishness, not an
institution for his worldly profit and the enter-
tainment of his self-indulgence, but it is a king-
dom that demands personal righteousness, and
is also the vestibule of u heavenly kingdum.
— Missouri Church News. ’

THE DOCTRINE OF TIIIE BEUCILARIST

Nuv one denios, you will observe, that this
commemoration is one great object of the Holy
Communion, But the divines whose views we
ave now represonting maintain this io have been
its exclusive object, and that this account of the
ordinance exhausts the sub ject.  With regand
to the words of institution—* This is My Body”
—it iy maintained that they are to be taken
figuratively. “This bread is o frure of My
Body; this wine is a figure of My Blood.”  And
instances are adduced from the Scriptures where
the substantive “is™ has a similar meaning to
that which is here imposed on it.  As for ex-
ample—* The seven good kine are seven years,”
that is, represent or stand for seven yeurs,
“The seced is the Word of God.™  “The harvest
i5 the end of the world,”  Meuning that the end
and the barvest in the parables where they oc-
cur represent the Word of God, the end of the
world, and o forth, Now, perhaps had it not
been for the Apostle Panl we might think this
view capable of 4 tolerable reconciliation with
Holy Scripture, Ile, however, was appointed
by God to bring out more clearly, and define
more exuctly, the words of institution which
his Divine Master had employed, And be it
observed that St. Paul's siyle of writing is not
Imaginative or rhetorical, but logical, closely
wrgued, and generally speaking as far removed
as possible from the figurative. Thus he para-
phrases, und in paraphrasing points out the
true foree of the words in which the ordinance
had been instituted :—*The Cup of Blessing
which we Lless, is it not the Communion (mutual
or- reciprocal participation, of the Blood of
Christ 7 The Bread which we break. is it not
the Communion of the Budy of Christ 7 | . .
"W N v, N \ .
What, then, is the true doctrine of the Eucharist,
the doctrine announced by Holy Scripture amd
tuthfully echoed by the Chureh ?  Nothing
more nor less than this—that the Gup ot Bless-
g, which we bless, is the Communion (means
of purticipating in) of the Blood of Christ; and
that the bread which we break is the Commun-
lon (o participating in) of the Body of Christ,
The clements are the medium ot our communion
with Christ in some way alingether mysterious,
super-sensual, and divine--not to be compre-
heuded by the human reason, and therefore not
10 be expressed by humun detinition, It it be
aswed, what it is which gives the elements this
character, the answer is, beyond the shadow of

a doubt, the Consecration, Why are we afraid
of the Apostle’s own words, becanse Rome has
perverted them 2 The Cup of Blessing which
we bless (there is the conseeration), is it not (in
virtue of such blessing) the Communion of the
Blood of Christ; tho Bread which we breni
(and the Bread is broken in the course of the
Prayer of Consecration), is it not the Commun-
jon of the Body of Christ? Why should we be
afraid of the precise and admirablo languige of
our own 28th Article: *The Body of Christ is
given in the Supper (observe the words, are
Ceiven, taken, and eaten,”” and it is clear trom
the following paragraph, where the taking and
and eating only—-not the giving—are said tobe
by faith, that the giving must be by conscera-
tion), “only after an heavenly and spiritual
manner?” I it be asked, what it is in us which
lays hold of this gift, appropriates it, assimifutes
it, makes it a strength and refreshment to the
soul, the answer is perfectly clear, * Iaith.”
Without Faith there isno blessing and no recep-
tivity of hlessing to the individual,  Without
“aith in nowise is the recipient of the Conse-
erated  Blements a partaker of Christ; but
“pather to his condemuation he doth eat and
drink the sign and sacvament of so wreat u
thing,” * For the mean, whereby the Body of
Christ i3 received and caten (ot ‘given' ob-
~evve, but received and caten) in the Supper, is
Faith” The faithless communicant resembles
the erowd who thronged and pressed our Lord's
natural Boldy without partaking of’ any benetit
whatever, 'The faithtful communicant resembles
the paor woman who, by touching the hem of
1lis gurment, drew forth an instantaneous cute.

[.—As Gud of old spoke through the Proph-
ots, 8o under the New  Dispensution He mani-
fosta ITis continued Presence with Ilis Chureh,
and nddresses the conscienco of man through
the Apostolie Ministry. The Colleet for the day
is an appont to tho ** Lord Jesus Christ,” the
second  Porson of the adorable Trinity, the
Gront Hoead and Fountain of Ministerial Powor
and Mission, to enable  the ministers and stew-
ards” of 1lis * mysterios”—the 1oly Word and
tho Saeraments and ordinances of the Church —
to accomplish thoir great work of turning the
hoarts of the lawloss to a ready obedionce to the
True Wisdom, Acts xxvi, 17, 18,
in tho Corinthian Church, which called forth
this Bpistle, was caused by an erroncous view
ot the position and funetions of’ the ministry.
Touchers were magnifiod into leaders;, and the
namoes of Paul and Appollos took the place of
that Iloly Name which it is the privilege of
overy ono who has beon baptized into the
Church of Christ to boar, A solomn responsi-
bility rosts upon those who set thomselves up to
form partios or divisions in the “one body.”
How much sorvow and ovil has resulted in the
pust, s woll as tho prosont, from a negleet of
the tundamontal duty of each member of the
Christinn Chureh to seo to it that thero is no
gehiam in tho body,  The recklessnoss of teach-
ors in our day, who sock to torm parties around
thomselvos, rogardloss of the ‘‘oneness” ot tho
Chareh, is much to bo deplored.  The ovil cuts
down to tho vory lifv of the Church; it hinders
hor work, and causes the enowmies of the Lord
1o doride and blasphome, Divisiuns strongly

condemned in all the Epistles as tho work of
Satan, Rom, xvi,, 17; I Cor. 1, 10, iii, 3.
II.—The minister of Christis not 2 leader,
but & “steward’—one who holds and adminis-
fers a trust on account of and for another—His

Lord. Heis “aservant” and “a stoward”—
a servant of a Divine Muaster, a steward ap-
pointed to “ dispense His mysterios, which are
the Lwo Holy Sucraments—and also the Truth
of God revealed through the Church” for doc-
trine, for veproof, for correction, for instruction
in righteousness, 11 Tim., iii, 16, 17. This view
of the office and duty of the teacher leaves no
room for vain and empty assumption of power
or diguity on the one hand or of foolish adula-
tion on the other. The teacher is careful tode-
¢lare not his own mind in religious matters, but
the mind of ITis Master. The pupil regards the
teacher as * one sent” with a message of poace
and pardon and grace from the highest author-
ity—even the Great Head of the Church Him-
self.  The position of “a servant” and the re-
sponsibility of “a stoward” implies a formal

delegation, No ono takes these honours upon
himself. So our Lord sent out the Twelve

Apostles with a distinet bestowal of Mission,
St. Paul was ¢ called out” for service by a mir-
acle. In the Ypistles to Timothy and Titus we
see how the order of ““service and stewardship”
was passed on to others so that the “ body”
should live though individuals might die. The
Commission of the ministry has ever been
dircet, visible, regunlar from age to age down to
our own day, and is derived from that authority
which solemnly declared on its first bestowal,
‘“ Ay my Father hath rent me, oven so send [
you, St. John xx, 21,

11— Faithfulness” the primary duty ofthe
Christian minister, The ““steward” must be
true Lo the obligations of his trust. Iis time
in His Master’s. IIo must be oxact and fair,
Tho things which he dispenses or conserves are
not his own, They are given to him for the
people.  1le has to convey, to the best of his
power, Lo oach soul in his charge such mneans as
Giod has provided for its growth in grace: so
that no soul may perish tor lack of knowing the
remedy which is suited to its case.  The minis-
(ry must compel, persuade, entreal men to use
the remedy ol the Gospel to heal the hurt of
their souls,  Thero must bo a measure of that
concern for the salvation of meu which led tho
Christ at this time to embrace our humanity
and visit us *in groat humility.” But judge-
ment of the ministry must be oxercised with
hreat careand self-vestraint,  Terrible mistakes
gave been mado in this matter, e.g., Christ, St.
Paul; the Coutessors of the Church in every
age. Above all u constant appeal to popular
opiuion in this matter is to be condemned. To
St. Pual ¥ man’s jndgment” was a “very small
thing.”" Not that the Christian minister is to
be inditterent to tho guod opinions of wise and
good men,  1Le shonld wish to have these at
all times,  But his striving inward shouald be
to have a conscience void ot offence God-ward,
To walk according to human opinion i an un-
safo way at best. It is ever to be remembered
that maun see only the outside ot things, * le
that judgoth mo 13 the Lord.” It is uusafe even
to leave ourselves to bo judged by our sellim-
posed standard of duty or conduet, “ Yea, |
Judgo not mine own self,” for “1know nothing
by mysell.” ¢ Tho hidden things,” * the coun-
sels of the heart”—the seeret motives and
thoughts, tho mainsprings ot conduet, by these
shall mon bu judged. Conscionee itselt not
always an upoerring guide, St. Matt. vi,, 23,

EV.—i. Conscience to be kept in a sound and
healthy state by a constant practice of obe-
dionce to what we know to be the Will of God

in small madters as well as weightier duties,
ii, The duty of the peopte is to wish and pray
that their own spiritual pastor may be “faith-

ful” in his dealiugs with them. They should
not prefer “smooth things,” a flattering, casy
method of teaching, which leaves them self.in-
dulgoent, self-satisfied: a system of instruction
which merely ‘ beats the air.” A more careful
observance of the Ember seasons by the faith.
ful, as well as by the clergy, would doubtless do
much to strengthen the hands and increase the
efficioncy of the ministry, and help to develop
a groater spiritual power to deal with the
special Tesponsibilities of the Church in ourduy.
iii. A too hasty judgement of those in authority
in the Church is discouraged. * Judge nothing
beforo tho time.” To pass rash judgment upon
others is a sin, Who can estimate the respon-
sibilities of another, his difficulties, his secret
intercourse with God, his efforts, his motives?
The spirit of consoriousness is mot uncommon,
and, in as far as it usurps the authority of the
All-Sceing Judge, it is vain and 10 be chocked
in ourselves and others as much as possible. It
is for onch one of us, in his station and office, to
labour with faithfulness and to wait with pa-
tienco until the Lord come, who will “ bring to
light the hidden things of darkness,” and
“ make manifest the counsels of the heart.”

We are brought this month to *“ A glance”
at ouc first Sunday Collects as they come to us
in our Prayer Book—those for the Four Sun-
days in Advent. We have seen that the object
of this sacred season is to prepare us for a de-
vout and profitable celebration of the Christmas
Anniversary of Christ’s first coming, that we
may be able more truly torealize the certainty
of Tlis second coming, Thus the Four Collects
very naturally refer: 1. To His first and final
coming in Person. 2. To His coming in Ilis
Word, and to the hope of everlasting life, given
us by lis coming., 3. To the work of 1lis min-
isters in preparing for Ilis coming. 4. To His
coming in His Iloly Spirit to aid us in our
strugele with sin.  That for the First Sunday
was composed in 1549, and relates so especially
to the Two Comings of our Lord, that it may
bo very truly termed the Advent Collect, and
thus keeps the two fold ides of this season very
prominently before us by its continuous usc
until Christmas Day. It consists of “(1) A
prayer for grace, to make a right use of this
mortal life, in which Christ cameo to us in grest
humility, in order (2) that, at His second
coming, we may share in His glory in the life
immortzl.” It may be well also to show how
thoroughly this First of our Sunday Collects rs
a “ Collect,” by giving us so completely those
five parts of the 1ramework on which we have
seen these wonderful prayers are constructed,
First, The Invocation — * Almighty God.”
Second, The Foundation—* Now in_tho time of
this mortal life, in which Thy Son Jesus Christ
came to visit us in great humility.,” It does
not follow immediately after the Invoeation in
print, but it must in thought; and places be-
fore us very distinctly the mortality of this
present life, coupled with the precious declara-
tion that the Son of Man at His First Advent,
in great humility, thus becuma one with his
mortal erzatures, Third, The Petition naturally
arising from such n foundation, is for ¢ grace’ (to
a weak mortal) that he may cast away the
works of darkness, and put upon him that ar-
mor which has been furnished by Him who is
*“The Laght of the World.” And thus (Fourih),
The Aspiration, which carries us from a realized
senso ot the appropriation of the gifts of the
First Advent, w a preparation for  thelife im-

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mortal” to which we may rise at the time of the
Second ; * when He shall come agnin in His
glorious majesty to judge both the quick and the
dead.” IMifth, The Conclusion. It need but be
repeated to show its comploteness in the union
of the Three Persons of the Trinity—* Through
Tim who liveth and reigncth with thee and the
Holy Ghost, now and ever. Amen.”

The Collect for the Second Sunday was like-
wise composed in 1549, and is founded upon the
Epistle. 1t8 subject is: ** Christ’s coming in His
Word," and consists of: (1) A statement of
the intention of God's Word; (2) A prayer that
we may (a) mike a right use of it; and (b)
thereby lay hold of the hope of everlasting life
which is given us in the Saviour whom it re-
veals.”

The Collect for the Third Sunday was com-
posed by Bishop Cosin for the Frayer Book of
1661, It is addressed to our Lord Jesus Christ,
and consists of: “ (1) A reference to the send-
ing of the Baptist to prepare for His first com-
ing; (2) A prayor that His ministers may so
prepare us for His second coming.” Its *¢ foun-
dation” is based on Malychi's prophecy thus
quoted as fulfilled by St. Matthew when spoak-
ing of the Baptist (ch. 11:10): “ This is He of
whom it is written, Behold, I send my messen
wars before thy face, which shall prepare thy
way before thee.” The phrase “ministers and
stewards of thy mysteries” is taken from tho
Epistle, which begins ¢ Let & man so account of
us as the ministers of Christ, and stewards of
the mysterics of God.” The mysteries referred
10 have been well defined tobe: (1) The truths
of the Gospel which, though once hidden, are
now revealed; and (2) The Holy Sucraments.
The subject of the lust Collect in this Adveut
series is the Advent of Christ by the powerful
presence of the Holy Spirit who was to bring
the departing Lord back into the hearts of His
people. It is enlarged from one in the Sacra-
mentary of Gregory, and consists of: (1) A
prayer that God may come and help us with His
power, so that (2) 1n spito of the hindrances of
our sins, wo may run the race set bofore us
through the grace of the Atoncment.”

The Fourth Sunday in Advent falls this year
upon Christmas Eve, and thus brings us in its
services, right up to the celebration of that fes-
tival for which this holy season has been pre-
paring us,

The Festival of the Nativity would appoar to
have been celebrated from the carliest times in
the Christiun Church, though not everywhere
upon the same day. Clement, of Alexandria,
says that some kept it on Muy 20th, while others
kept it 2 wholo month earfior, but the Iarger
part of the Bastern Chureh kept it concurrently
with * The Bpiphany,” on Junuary Gth, We
must, therefore, look to the Western Church for
the origin of our Christmas Day as we now
celebrate it, on Dezember 25th.  This might be
realized by the name itscit; for while the
Western Church knows the testival of Epiph-
any, as also Easler and Penlecost, by their
Ureek names, yet Christmas has a Lutin name,
Nutale Domini points clearly to its origination
inthe West,  But we have more definite evi-
dence than this, In a sermon of St. Chrysos-
tom, delivered on December 25th, 386, at An-
tioch, he tells his hearers that it was scarcely
ten years since, fullowing the usage of the
Western Chureh, they had begun 10 observe
Christmas as a separate festival, setting apart,
as it were, that purticular element in the gen-
eral festival of the Manifestation. Ho adds,
however, that a festival of the Nativity had
been kept in the West “from the bLeginning.”
Now, the inference from all this is, that at an
carly date, perhaps at the ond of third century,
oreven carlier, a general festival of the Muni-
festation was observed, including not only the
ideus entering into the present festival of tho
Epiphany, but that of the Nativity also. At
this time we may suppose the general charac-
ter of the Western C hurch still to have been, a8

in St, Panl's time, moro Greck than Latin, At
a later time, when this state of things had
changed, and yot sufficiently carly to allow
Chrysostom to speak as he did of the Nativity
having been kept from the beginning in the
Western Church, the Nativity was detached
from the main festival and ussigned a separate
commemoration on December 25th, Towards
the end of the fourth century the Kestern
Churches gradually began to follow this plan;
at Antioch, as wo have seen, shortly before 386,
and at Jerusalem and Alexandria, by the time
of the Council of Ephesus, in 431. The change
at Jerusalem seems to have been due to tho ac-
tion of Juvenal, Bishop of that pluce. Tho Ar-
menian Church alone in Christendom has re-
tained the old plan to the present day. Tho
ancient Chureh of England welcomed Christmas
Day with a special service on the Vigil, a celo-
bration of the Holy Communion soon after mid-
night, another at early dawn, and a third at
the usual hour of the mid-day mass, The mid-
night celebration commemorated the actual
birth of our Lord ; the early morning one its
revelation to mankind in the persons of the
shepherds ; that at mid-day, the cternal Son-
ship ot the Holy Child Jesus,

BISHOP WHIPPLE OF MINNESOTA ON
KPISCOPACY.

The venerable and beloved Bishop of Minne-
soto, whose moderation in Chureh views is woll-
known, was the preacher at the consecration of
Rev. Dr. Lawrenco an succossor of Bishop
Brooks, of Massachusotts, in October last, and
his utterances of tho Ministry we commend to
those who talk of Iipiscopacy as boing not es-
gential, but raeroly beneficial. o took as his
text St, Matt., xxviii.~18-19, and is reported in
part as follows :—* If this gospel was invented
by men, these words would not be found in its
record. The holiest man on earth dare not
¢laim all which God has in heaven and on the
carth. Ho could not give to mun authority to
receive other men into the tellowship of God the
Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost,
and promise to them his presence to the end of
all the days. The only one who could speak
these words was he who said: I am he that
liveth and was dead, and I am alive forever-
more, and I have the koys of death and of
hades.”

This, brethren, is the charter of the Church.
Thixs is the authority for her ministry. A fow
months past one whose face is printed on every
heurt laid down his shopherd's staff.  As in the
state, rulers die but their office lives and will
live until tho state crumbles into dust, so here
men die. The office of u bishop in the Church
of God lives and will live until he who gave it
comes to recoive it, the judge of the quick and
the dead,

The ministry is from Christ. “Wo are am-
bassadors for Christ, woe are stewnrds of the
mysteries of God.” No less authority can re-
ceive mon into & covenant with God, declare bis
terms of grace and mercy and dispense the
sacraments of & kingdom in which Jesus Christ
is the King. The officeis from God. It must
either come immediately by a call from Heaven,
as in the case of Moses and the prophets, or else
it must come mediately through a chosen line of
men who have been authorized to commit it to faith-
ful men also. 1fit be a cail from God to the in-
dividual, he will accompany it with the visible

witness of his divine power, or else the flock of

Christ will be left to the mercy of every impos-
tor who claims authority from heaven to pro-
pagate his delusions and lies. The Church
teaches her children that the minister of Christ re-
ceives his authority by a lineageof duly commissioned
men. No lapse of ages can weaken it. Such as

Christ gave it, such it will be forever. *To, I
am with you always to the end of the world.”
If it wore not so, it would be blasphemy for us
to say to our brother, “ Reeeivo tho Holy Ghost
for fho offico and work of a bishop in the Church
of God now committed unto theo by the imposi-
tion of our hands in the name of tho Father, and
of tho Son, and of the Holy (thost.”

The messago of the ministor of Jesus Christ
must bo His mossago.  Thero are now no now
themes for his ministry. It i a world of wan-
derers away from homo and heaven and God.
For thom the only message is of the love of God
in Josus Christ tho Saviour. Othor religions
may tell the story of men reaching out thejr
hands to God for help,  The Gospels tell us thut
God has reached out His hands to mon. * Wo
proach Jesus Christ and Him cracifiod.”  With-
out this the Church may be an andionce cham-
bor where men rohearse tho shifting opiniony off
parties and of schools, but the Church of Christ
1t is not unless Christ be first, Christ be lust and
Christ in everything, Mon may chango times
and laws and governments and socioty,  God is
unchangeuble, the snme yosterday, to-day and
fovever, The minister of Christ must tell men
of the sncraments which Christ has appointed
as channels of his graco to men, 1t may pasy
man's comprehension how the grace of God iy
vouchsafed to # ¢hild or pormitted in holy bap-
tism, or how believing souls do foed on Christ in
the suppor of the Lord, Wo have roachoed the
end of reason whon we hear the voico of God.

Those wero not doubtiul guestions in the
primitivo Church. They lived too noar the
cross Lo doubt their Saviour's words,  Thoero is
an economy of socond canses in this outer world
—we know not why—wo learn the lnw and then
obey. So here, wo look to Jesus Christ. 1o is
a full and perfeet Suviour; we hear his word
and arise Lo go. It is not faithn priestly hands,
it is not faith in water or in brend and wine, it
is fuith in Jesus Christ, which takoes his words
just as they road, and for all thoy moan. Such
faith as little children have, and they are safe
in their Father's overlusting arms,

The Rev. Dr. John Ross, the
voteran missionary in northeastern
China, writes concerning the anti
foreign feeling: *“ 1 admit that it ig
largely owing to tho humiliation ol
the Chinese by the nrmios of the
Wost ; but the process began long

before. 1t originated toward the
end of the reign of Kang-hi, and be-
cumo manifest in the beginning of
that of Yung-chung, when the Jesu
its in Pekin joined w plot to supplunt
this emperor by a younger brother,
They had enemies before that, be-
cnuse of their suceess and influence;
yot if cuvy bewat tocs, admiration
produced friends ; but when the
polities of China weroe actively inter-
fered with the ofticinls became of one
mind in opposing the foreigner.

“ From that day to this the Chi-
nese have regardod the minsionury
as the vanguard of foreign armios,
It is needless to dwell on the argu.
ments they uso and the facts they
adduee to prove this porition, 1 may
mention that they point to Cochin
China and to Tonquin,  Enough that
tho beliet” is weneral, This 18 the
real, though rarely the ostensible
reason for the anti-foreign feeling »o
very prevalent among the official
and literary classes, who aro, of
course, most divectly concerned, It
ix not, let mo onee for all assert—it
is not becunse we ure mtroducing
another in addition to their already
numorous forms of religion.  As fur
as religion is concerned, the Chinose
are not only ‘reasonable, bul ex.
tremely tolerant, till the professed

religion assumes, or is believed o
assume o political aspoect. 1t is,

therctore, of the utmost consequenco
that thomissionary avoid every thing
caleulated o deopen in the Chinese
mind the belief that he is a political
agent, But besides this most serious
of" all sourcos of mischief, there are
other avoidable causes of hatred and
distrust.”

od for life, 6; matrimonial quurrels,
8; gross cruelty tochildren, §5; mur-
derous assaults on womon, 42 ; as-
suults on women, 42 assaults on the
police, 55 ; ditto [most biutal and
violeut], 81; drunk in churches and
chapels, 2; stealing drink, 14; rob.
beries und thefts through drink, 36
ar-on through drink, 3; drunk in
chargo of horses, 35; permitling
drunkenness and offences against
licensing laws, 35 ; drunk and disor-
derly, 450 ; total, 1334”7

Or tako the Black Hecord, pub-
lished by the United Kingdom Alli-
ance, and consisting morely of cut-
tings from nowspapors of the crimos
directly and confossedly cuused by
drink for the fortnight including the
two mont suered weeks of the year,
tho last week of 1883 and the first
week of 1851, 1t was by no moeans
a completo and exhaustive list, yet
it proved from the mero roports of
the common c¢ourts of justice that,
in that fortuight, drink alone was
the cause of 25 perilous accidents ;
13 robberios; 5 casox of drankon in-
sanity; 62 drunken outrages and
assuults ; 20 drunkon cuttings, stab-
bings, and woundings; 5 cuses of
Urunken cruelty to childron; 52
drunken assaults on women ; 13 eases
of juvenilo intoxication; 72 drunken
assaults on constables; 94 promature,
violent, or sudden deaths through
drink; 18 cases of suicide attemptod
through drink; 15 casos of actuai
drunken suicide, and 12 drunken
manslatughters and murders,

Toe Gin-DriNkiNag N 1724

In 1724 gin-dvinking began to af-
fect tho masses, and Mr, Lecky, in
his ¢ History of the Highteenth Con-
tury,” draws a terrible picture of the
way in which ** the futal pussion for
drink was once and irrevocably
planted in the nation,”  On that ace-
count he fixes on that year as une of
the blackest and most tatal epochs
in Knglish history. And are wonow
1o Lo told that drink in those days
did not eause erime?  Ono muy sup-
poso that the Grand Jury of Middle-
gex were under no such utter delu-
sion, for soon after 1724 they sent in
a powerful presentment in which
they declared that ** much the great-
est part ot tho poverty, the robberios
and tho murders of London might be
attributad to drink.” In 1750 the
London physicians also drew up a
memorial, and said that there were
thun LLOOU cases of Jatal illness due
to gin alone, At the aame time
Bishop Benron, ot Gloucester, one of
the best bishops on the bench, used
these words; * Our people,” he said,

"before c¢ruel and inhuman,

‘“ have become what they never wer
These
accursed liquors which, to the shame
of our Government are so easily to
be had, have changed their very na-
ture.” At the same time the whale
bench of Bishops interposed ‘‘the
stninless sanctity of their ermine,”
They protested against the (iin Act
as “founded on the indulgence of
debauchery, the encoursgement of
crime, and the destruction of the hu-
man race.” Lastly, John Wesley
suid : ““ But all who sell drams or
gpirituous liquors in the common
way 1o any that will buy are poison-
ers general, They drive men to hell
like sheep. A curse in the midst of
them.,"
