Quinn, Tony Quinn (no relation), 
Jack Harris, Jimmy White and 
Paul Eisan. Each of these guys 
have at one time or another 
played with various bands known 
throughout Eastern Canada. 
These include Molly Oliver, 
Pepper Tree, 5 Sounds and 
others. The combined number of 
professional playing years for the 
band is about 50. (To clarify, that 
a total of 50 or an average of 10 
years for each member - just in 
case some of you read too quickly 
and are now picturing five 60 or 
70 year old men trying to 
recapture their childhood.) In 
point of fact the average age is 27 
years.

Chalice was brought together 
by Bob Quinn, his prime objective 
being to record. It is a band 
which performs a lot of their own 
music, with 60 percent of their 
show being original material, all 
of which has been written by 
Bob.

Developing original material is 
one aspect which the bands find 
extremely relevant. Recording 
being a primary goal, Chalice 
realizes the signficance of 
developing their own sound. 
Future plans ensure that 
contributions from each band 
member will help them to realize 
this ambition.

Demo tapes have been made 
and the band is looking to RCA, 
Warner and Epic in hopes that

The instigator of the group, 
Bob Quinn is the organist as well 
as vocalist. Tony Quinn and Paul 
Eison are both on guitar as well 
as vocals and Jimmy White 
supplies the third guitar to the 
group. Drummer Jack Harris is, 
according to Bob the highlight of 
the band but is sometimes left out 
of the limelight due to his 
positioning, and his overwhelm­
ing talents cannot be properly 
appreciated.

The vocalists of the band each 
possess an original and interest­
ing voice with Paul having the 
most remarkable of the three.

“ballsy”, and its clarity and 
beauty almost mesmerize the 
audience.
