The Early Days in Dunnville and its Vicinity

P. J. Donovan

This is a short story of the early
days in Dunnville and in the neigh-
boring townships, As the narrative
proceeds, keep in mind that in this
brief history it is impossible to relate
everything that iz known about these
early times, and at this late date it is
not always easy to get accurate in-
fcimation on the subject. However
there is enough matter here to create
interest. The period covered reaches
to 1878. Some of the information is
taken from “The Illustrated Historical
Atlas of the County of Haldimand,”
published in 1879 by H. R. Page &
Co., Toronto, Ont,, and the rest the
writer has picked up here and there
at different time:.

DUNNVILLE

On the high ground along the Gria
River, within a short distance of the
south-eastern boundary of the present
town, is the Klingender farm, the ori-
ginal site of Dunnville. This, no
dcubt, is the place where Squire An-
thony, one of the very early settlers,
made his home some time before the
dam and Feedey ('anal were built. Mr.
Fred Klingender, who is now living on
this property, and who was a baby
when his father moved here nearly
eighty years ago, =ays that a gri‘t and
a saw mill, a store and a distillery
£tood on the place, and that the re-
mains of the foundations of some of
these old buildings still remain. A
part of the timber used in the con-
struction of his present dwelling house
was taken from a building once uied
here as a hotel. A brickyard was also
located on this cite.

About 1825 Solomon Minor settled

on the present site of Dunnville, ana
LWo years later the construction of the
dam across the Grand River was be
gun. It was at first proposed to dam
the river at Port Maitland, but the
company was prevented from doing
so by Commodore Barron, then i com-
mand of the naval station there, who
refused to allow the dam to be built
within five miles of the mouth of the
river. The present site of the dam
was, therefore, selected, and as soon
as the selection was made Oliver
Phelps bought three lots from the Hon,
Henry John Bolton, and had them laig
out into village lots, which were sold,
and buildings were soon erected on
them. The progress of the new vil-
lage was for some time very slow, as
most of the laborers employed on the
dam and toe Feeder lived in boarding
houses, ang aftey the works were com-
pleted moved away. At the time there
were no roads in the adjacent town-
ships communicating wity Dunnville,
only a path along the north side of the
river bank. The Robinscn Road was
chopped out in 1833, and the Dilts
Road the following year, bu: neither
was fit for travel for a few years af
terwards, except in winter or late in
the summer. The Robin:on Road was
not rendercd passable for teams until
later, Mr Wilkinson of Buffalo was
the contractor for the building of the
dam, which with the Feeder was built
by the Welland Canal Co., of whicn
the late Hon. Wm. H. Merritt was tha
promoter and manager. The Feeder
was finished ou the 28th of Sep:ember,
1829, on which day the water was first
let in. For years the Feeder was so
shallow that when the weeds grew un
in summer the Company had to have

THE FIRST MILL.

Oliver Phelps of Dunnviile, and Mr,
Keefer of Thorold, bullt each a miil

THE POSTMASTERS

About this time the first postmaster
came, His name was A, S, St. Jonn.

EARLY MILLS AND TAVERNS.,

About 1836 Camp & Munson, James
R. Benson and Clark Bros, puilt mills
here, or across the river at Haldimand
now Byng. In 43 a German named
Deffenbacher built a carding mill, and
shortly afterwards (1s33) L. J. Weath-
erby came to Duunville to work in it,
and soon afterwards hought it My
Weatherby enlargeq and carried it on
for some time. Hezekiah Davis hail
a saw and a grist mill on the site of
0. E. Willsun's mill, and ¢lo:e by there
was a dry dock. James Sime settle]
here in 1§ and George Sime a fow
years later. John Edgar came the
same vear

Mr. Kennedy opened the first
tavern in a log building, which he
kept while the dam and the Feeder
were being built, Shortly after this
France Lemieux built a hotel where
the Farmers' Hctel is now Robt. Mur-
dy succeeded hipy in 1834, In 1836 this
hotel was taken over by David Price
who formerly lived at Humberstone
and built a stone hotel there, doing the
stone work himself, as he was a stone
mason by trade. His son David, so
well known (o the present generation
eventually succeedeq him. A son of
the last named, also called David, suc-
ceeded to the business, and built the
bresent building; and now his widow,
Mrs. David Price with her son Jame
as manager, i; stil carrying on this
business that has bheen in the family so
long. For names of other ho
tels look under heading of “The First
Street.”

The Rolt. Murdy spoken of above,
was the fither of Robt, . Murdy of
Dunnville. He ran the first packet hoat
on the Feeder, and in 1846, he took
charge of the toll bridee at the en-
france to the Feeder. His son Robt
G. succeeded him jn 1866, ang carried
on a lime kiln and stone quarry busi-

A HARD TIME WINTER.

One winter, between 1845 and 1850
there came a very great shortage ot
food, and a committee had to insist on
the town baker handing over his sup-
ply of flour, which was divided equally
amcng all the people to relieve their
needs. Fortunately the river broke
up early in the spring, fish became
plentiful, and so much distress was re-
moved.

A FISH STORY, ETC.

Just to make the members of the
many rod and gun clubs of the town
wish they had been in Dunnville sixty
years ago, reference is made to the
fact that in the spring sturgeon were
caught in such numbers that it was
no unusual thing to see these fish
piled along the river bank like cord
wood. Game was very plentiful. Deer
were s0 numerous that they became
a nuisance to the farmers, whose
wheat fields and young orchards suf-
fered from the visits of these animals.
Bears were common, and ducks too
numercus to mention. The wood pig-
eons took hours to pass over the town
in their spring and fall flights. Mar
tin Green, a trapper and fisherman,
who has lived here since these days,
says that one year the black squirrels
emigrated from the woods in Dunn,
swam down Sulphur Creek and across
the river at Dunnville, and then went
on east. They never came back. A
'reek ran down through the property
where 8t. Michael's Church now
stands, and then on through F. J. Ram-
sey’s place to the Bank of Commerce
corner, emptying at last into the lower
river, There are men still here who
fished in this stream as far up as the
church. It was called Sunfish Creek.

A MEAN MAN.,

In the days of Dunnville's infancy
there was one mean man who lived
in the village. This is what he did on
the occasion of his marriage. He of-
frred to the clergyman who married
him a string of fish (suckers) as his
fee, The domine who was a circuit
rider and i1 ed on the Forks Road, took
the fish, He fared far hLetter than the
writer, also a clergyman, who has had
a groom offer him as a fee a fish story
ahout having no funds at all.

THE CHURCHES.

In the early days the Methadists wor-
shipped in the oll public schoo] that
stood at Dr, Hopkins' corner, and also
in a room over W. R. Jackson's store,
About 1852 the Wesleyan Methodists
built on the present public school cor-
ner. This building was later moved
to Logk St., opposite Dr. Walker's.
Abort sixty years ago the Episcopal
Met® odists built on Pine St, the build-
ing now occupied by Geo. windecker
as a mill. The New Connection Church
on the corner of Maple and Alder Sts.,
wasg builc by Rev, Mr. DeMill sometime
in the sixties. In 1874, shortly after
some different denominations of Meth-
odists in Canada had formed a union,
the memberg of the two other Metho-
dist Churches here, worshipped at the
New Connection Church, and sold their
buildingz, The names of some of the
early ministers were: Rev. Messrs.
Gundy, DeMill, Winslow, Wilson,
Brown and Williams.

In 1849, Rev. Geo. Cheyne enrolled
25 members of the Knox Preshyterian
Church in Dunnville. Before this, how-
ever, in 1845, a brick church had been
built, In that year these gentlemen
were members of a committee connect-
ed with it: Andrew Thompson, John
Armour, Wm, Chalmers, Jas, Sime,
John A. Minor, and Dr. Jarron, The
first pastor was Rev. W. Porterfield,
who came in 1852, and in this year Sal.
mon Minor, Jchn Bowman and Wm.
Scott were ordained elders. Shortly
previous to this some members had
withdrawn and formed a connection
with the United Preshyterian Church,

PORT MAITLAND

Probably the first white men who ap-
peared in thiz neighborhood were the
Rev. Fathers Dollier de Casson and
Galinee, two Sulpitian priests, in the
year 1669, or 249 years ago. They
came down the river from Cainsville,
and encamped on the site of the vil-
lage of Port Maitland, Fifteen days
they remaineq there, and then, for the
sake of prudence, they retired a mile
and a half into the woods, built a com-
bination hut and chapel, said Mass
three times a week, and remained five
months.

In the Crown Lands’ Department at
Toronto there is an old map toat
shows an old Indian trail along the
lake shore through Sherbrooke and
Dunn. This trail was the first road
useqd in these parts, and it crossed the
Grand River at Port Maitland, The
wash from the lake had formed a bar
here, and thi¢ enabled travellers to
ford the river at this point.

Port Maitlond was the rendezvous
of the Indians who went to the assts-
tarce of General Brock in 1812, Some
caine down the river, and others, com
ing along the lake from 1cong Point,
Jjoined them. When all had assembled,
the party went down the lake to Point
Abino, thence across to Queenston
Heights.

In the year 1813 a British fleet un-
der Barclay engaged with Commodore
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Badgley & Houk

hoats were built at Chippewa in 1788,
Many a year passed hefore the skele-
tons of these old boats disappeared
below the tiver's surfice.  Just re-
cently some of theiy timber has been
fiheq out of the water, and from the
well-preserved oak the late Francis
Splatt made walking canes and pre-
sented them to Sir Robert Borden,
"remiey of Canada, and the late Hon,
J. P. Whitney, Premier of Ontario, At
the same time a great many 20 and 35
Ib. cannon balls were found in the
wreeks, and also a few very old Eng-
lish coing. John Rohinson and James
Moss, members of the crew of one o
these boats, settled at the Port then,
Chas, Ross of Dunnville has now in
his possession Robinson's sword, and
many of the cann:n halls referred to
above.

Their
bodies are buried side by side in a
long trench in the Port Maitland ceme-
tery.

Six scows, towed by the R. L. How-
ard, left this harbor in 1862, and were
wrecked off Point Abino with the loss
of eighteen lives,

In 1870 the steamer Guiding Star, on
her way from Buffalo to Detroit, put in
here to wood-up, ang while at the dock
her boiler burst, killing four and ser-
iously scalding seven persons,

GANBORO

Benjamin Canby negotiated with
Captain Dochstader for the purchase
of 19,500 acres of the Dochstadey Tract
for the sum of $20,000. This land
hagd been obtained by Capt. John Doch-
stader from the Six Nation Indians
through Chief Brant. Canby was a
tanner by trade. He came from Phil-
adelphia and was a Quaker. This es-
tate Canby called Canboro, and laid
out a village on the Talbct Road and
named it Canboro, in compliment to
himself very likely. In laying ont
the township he did not seek the con-
venience of settlers in arranging lots
and concessions, as it was surveyed
in blocks of unequal size and irregular
shape, and all the roads were so built
a8 to converge and centre on (anboro
Village. He opened the Darling Road,
and calleq it after his nephew, Thos.
Darling. Besides the Talbot Road
built before Canby's time, there were
the Dunnville Road and the road to-
wards Hamilton, and the Indiana
Rcad.  Other roads in the township
are the Moote .ioad and the River
Road.

The early settlers vere Peter Mel
ick on the Talbot Road, about 1811,
Shortly after Matthew Smith built a
mill in the. village of Canboro.

About 1814 Samue] Birdsall settled
nerth of the village. At an early date
S, Follick settled on the Darling Road.
In 1835 came Adam Moote to the
north-east of the rownship, and in 1832
Wm. Fitch carried on business in the
village. Shortly after Jeremiah Scan-
lon, Daniel Barry, Bartholomew Hart-
nett, Maurice Clifford, James Ryan,

James Kenny, Wm. Quinlan and Hu-
bert Dumas came to the township.

Another early settler was Major
Robinson. He bought seven hundred
acres where Attercliffe Station s,
built a mill and kept a store ther
John Folinsbee seitled in Canboro vil-
lage in 1834,

The township was reached in the
early days of the first settlers by
means of the Chippewa and Oswego
Creeks. These men conveyed every-
thing by canoes. There were no roads.

The first reeve was Barton Farr.
Cthers to hold this office to 1878 were
Amos Bradshaw, Jacob H. Bradshaw,
Calvin 8. Kelsy, Wm, F. Burk, Walter
Melick and Samuel Swayze, The pop-
ulation in 1878 was 1000, and the lan}

SHERBROOKE

One of the first white settlers
Sherbrooke was Jacob Niece, a Penn-
sylvanian of German descent, Seek
ing land on which good spring watei
could be obtained, some Indians guid-
¢d him up the lake shore to lot 11, in
the 2nd concession of Sherbrooke.
There he purchased land in 1822, clear-
ed it in a short time, and found very
rich soil.  William Furry, anothe:
Pennsylvanian of German descent, set-
tled here about the same tlme. Other
settlers at this early period were Dav-
id Deamud, Daniel Dickout, John Knis-
ley, John Lapp, Henry Minor, Hay Kin
nard, all U, E, Loyalists, between 1820
and 1822, Two or three years later
John Root, an American, settled near
the east side of Sherbrooke., While
the cana] connecting Pt. Maitland with
the Feeder was under construction
James and John Corcoran and their
sister Ellen settled near what is now
known as The Locks. Their brothers
Michael and Patrick came shortly af-
ter. Timothy Sullivan lived at Strom-
ness in these days and afterwards
moved to Dunn. Thos, Connor and
Patrick Cummings were among the
first lock tenders at The Locks. In
1834 Wm. Chalmers, a Scotchman, set-
tled at-lowbanks, uther arpivals
were Archibald Galbraith in 1838; L.
McCallum, 1857,
