SOME INCIDENTS OF MY FIRST
TOUR.
Miss Katie H. Marsh,

I have wished many times during the
last few days, that some of our Mis-
sion Band boys and girls counld see what
I was seeing, for 1 know it would
have inspired them to become even
better ‘Willing Workers’’ than they
now are. Bo I will try to pieture a
little of what T saw and did on one or
two days.

The first village we wanted to see
was & mile and a half from the canal,
s0 leaving the boat at 9.30 am., we
walked on ' ridges through the rice
fields, where bers of men, en,
and ehildren were busy transplanting,
that is, taking the young rice plants
from the seed beds, and planting them
four inebes apart, in flields of water.
What a time it takes! Some bright
boy might make his fortune, if he were
fo invent an electric machine to do
this work, But, I would advise that it
be made of aluminum or' something
light, so that -it wounld not sink too
deeply in the mud and water. Several
times during our walk, we had to be
carried by two men aeross deep ditches,
and at onme place, where a tank had
overflowed (making almost a river), the
men who carried us were wading in
water above their ~waists, and trying
their best to keep us out of the water.
Wouldn’t you like a snapshot? When
we arrived at the caste village, Miss
Selman learned that one family where
she was always well received, had
moved -away, but by tact and persua-
sion, we were at last allowed to sit on
ong end of a verandah under shelter,
and as we sang our first hymn, quite
.a, few gathered and  listened to the
“‘Bweet story of old.’”

The next place we .went to, they
swept. out a cow shed, and gave us a
mat to sit on, and there gathered. a
much larger erowd than before. - One
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woman asked, ‘‘Is not Rama the same

as Jesus Christ,
name?’? In’ speaking about sin, one
said, ‘‘God gave us the mind to sin,
how can we help it?’’

Being new, I e¢avsed several inter-
roptions,—they wanted me to talk and
sing in English; we told them we had
not come for their amusement, but with
the good news of salvation, but, it they
would ligten well, I would sing after-
wards, and they did listen well. We,
stayed till they left to prepare their
evening meal for the men, returning

' from work,

The walk back to the boat was even
more éxeiting than going, the men be-
ing ealled to kill a cobra, which was
by our path; it had torned, and rais-
ed its hood at us. We reached the
boat about four-thirty, rather tired
from the long walk, and unaceustomed
mode of sitting, and with arms burning
from sun and wind, the Iatter being,
so strong it made mnbullu_'impnllble.

At one wvillage & man tried hard to
prevent our going to the women, sail
‘‘they eould not understand,”’ but we
went notwithstanding, and in one
courtyard a crowd mumbering at Jeast
one hundred and fifty, were listening
splendidly, when this same man we had
eseaped from, came rushing in talking
at such a rate, it ‘was impossible to do
anything:, He said, ‘“What is the use
of all this preaching, there is only one
God and everybody kmnows it; if
Jesus Christ is God, weé want some
proof of it.”’ We .waited till he had
talked himeelf tired, and finally went
away. In another courtyard, sitting on
the grovnd in front of the steps of a
Jarge easte house, 1 was rather startled
when a huge white. ox eame walking
down the steps almost into my lap.
This cauvsed quite a lot of merrriment.
Brahman women, as well as others, were
anxious to hear.

(1) In the city of Calcutta, there™ls
s statne bearing this inseription from
the pen of the eminest essayist, Macau-
lay: ‘‘He abolished cruel rites; he ef-
faced humiliating distinctions; he gave
liberty to the expression of publie
opinion; his constant study was to ele-
vate the intellectual and moral char-
acter of the nations committed to his
charge.’’ This statue was erected to
the memory of Lord William Bentinck,
who was Governor-General of India
1828:35. In his seven years’ rule, his
one thought was for the good of the
natives. ‘He was the first ruler noted

" for this policy; he was not the last.
His two most memorable acts were the
abolition of suttee, and the suppression

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of the widow on the fumeral pyre of
her husband. For centuries this bar-
barous practice had been carried on
by the Hindus, as a religious rite. To
this day, the holy spots of Hindu pil-
grimage are dotted with little white
pillars, each erected in memory of a
suttee. In 1817, in the Bengal Presi-
deney alone, 700 widows were burned
glive. Poor deluded creatures!

The thugs. were hereditary assassins,

-who made strangling their profession.

They disguised themseives as pilgrims
or merchants, and travelled ‘in gangs,
all being under speeial oath to the
bloody goddess Kali. Have you seen
pictures of Kali, the goddess of robbers
and murderers! She stands upon a
dead body. In ome of her four hands,
she holds a head, with another she
brandishes a sword. About her neck
is & necklace of ekulls. Lord Bentinck
had 1,562 thugs comvieted of murder
before the authorities, and gradually
this moral pidgue-spot was stamped out.

(2) The Marquis of Dalhousie ruled
from 1848-56, and he is called the
greatest of India’s proconsuls. He be-
lieved that rulers-existed but for the
good of the ruled, and he.lived up to
this prineiple in all his dealings with
the people. He desired peace, but was
foreed into two wars, and at the close
of his administration, there had been
added tc British territory, partly by
peaceful annexation, Oudh, the Central
Provinces, some smaller states, the
great outlying distriets of the Punjab,
on the north-west, and British Burma.

snake/charmer is the queerest looking
person in town, When he is ecalled to
charm away a ‘poisonous c¢obra, he
comes with a long sta® in ome hand, a
reed flute in his belt, and a covered
bagket hanging at each end of a pole
earried on his shoulders. One basket
is_empty and one full of his pwn pet
snakes, He goes through a mysterious
ceremony, which really has nothing to
do with the ¢obra, but will make the
people think that he is a wonderful
man, Then he begins playing on his
flute, and you all know what. a strange
power music has, even over a suake.
Soon the cobra’s head appears out of
the stone wall under which he is hid-
ing. He ecoils his great body on the
floor, lifts up his head, spreads out his
broad hood, darts out his tongue, and
sways himself wp and down to tne
music. Just at the right moment the
snake-charmer grabs him either by his
neck or tail, and in some way gets him
into the empty basket, and claps down
the cover. Then if the peéople do not
pay him the mopey he asks, he
threatens to let the cobra free again.
The eobra’s bite .is so full of poison
that it is nearly always sure to kul the
person he bites. There is a small ani-
mal in; India ealled the ‘‘mongoos,’’
something like a cat, but with a longer
body and shorter legl It is just as
natural for a mongoos to kill smakes
as for ‘a vat to kill mice, so people
coax thom' to stay aronund their homes,
as ‘'we do uts, ‘when mice bother us.
The, natives of India often worship
the cobra, and put milx near its hole
for it to drink, so it may satisfy its
thirst, and not kill any of them. The
missionary’s life is full of dangers, but
for the love of Jesus he spends his
dnyl in Todia, to win her people for
Ch.rht.

In time of need let our
Circles and ‘Bands rémember that here
their wanté may be supplied.”

Mrs. Marsaall, our firsf vice-president,
has left us to maxe her home in. British
Columbia, and while we shall miss
her bright, energetie, efficient eo- opera-
tion, we congratulate the church at
Chilliwack on the aceession of such an
active missionary worker.

It is.a matter of sincere regret, that
the prolonged illness of our valued Cor-
repponding Beeretary, Mrs. Motley, has
prevented her taking her vsual place at
our recent Board meeting, and also at
this Convention. ?

Miss Murray.—It is a matter of great
rejoicing to us all that our beloved
‘missionary’s health has been restored,
aud that once more she is permitted
to return to her work in India. Her
desire was to return last - year, but
this was denied her. It must have been
a great trial for one so devoted to the
work, to ‘have to ‘‘stand and wait’’;
bat ‘‘His ways are not our ways,’’ and
in His own time He¢ has restored her,
and we thank Him for His leading.

Miss Robinson,—who ‘made a very
successful tour for us in June, visit-
ed the associations, and held a mimber
of meetings, we regrot to say, is not
permitted-—on account of ill-heéalth-—
to return to Imdia this year.

The union of onr Foreign Mission
Boards—Maritime Provinces, Ontario
and Western Union—
which a year ago, was in the format-
ive stage, has become an accomplishéd
fact, the first meeting of the new Board
having been held in Toronto last May,
where we were ably represented by
Mrs, Marshall, our Vice-President. Rev.
J. G, Brown, our. indefatigable Foreign




Secretary in Toronto, to whom we owe
s0 much for wise counsel and advice, be-
comes Secretary for the all-Canadian
Board, This union of our Foreign Mission
work, will mean ‘far more - efficiency
and strength in India, as well as Cah-
ada, and is a great forward step in that
eo-operation, which is one of the strik-
ing features of the missionary enter-
prise of the present day.  The change
will ‘not affect’ the work of our
Society, exeopt in so  far as we
are suxiliary to the Ontario and Que-
bec Bosrd, mow known as the Central
Division of the new union; while we
shall in future be privileged to have
two of our members a8 representatives
on the Board and Exécutive Committee.

Our hope is thut this union will serve
to enlarge our sympathies and bring us
into closer fellowship with our brethren
and sisters from the Atlantie: to the
Pacific.

Sorrow has come to us this year, and ,

wé are called upon to record the pass-
ing awsy of one of the oldest members
of our Board.

. Mrs. Paine was a faithful and devot-
od member for many years, and first
Life Directress of the Society, ' Al-
thotgh ¢‘laid aside’’ by a prolonged il-
ness, her interest in the work eontinued
as long us life itself.

The “‘passing’’ of our late beloved
Honorary President, Mrs, T. James

' Claxton, who served this Society faith-
fully for so many years, we record with
heartfelt sorrow and sadness.

The loss sustsined is great indeed,
and we feel that we have been sorely
bereaved.

We thank God for her life and work,
for her' consecration and devotion, for
‘her high and nobie purpose,—and- while
we #orrow,—for ours is ‘the ‘loss,—we
know that she'has gone to her Corona-
tion, to receive the ‘‘erown of right-
eousniess,” and to be ‘‘made’ partaker
of the inheritance ineorruptible and
" undefiled, and that fadeth not away.’’

Claxton Memorial.—It is fitting that
such & life should be honored, and it is
gratifying to be able to report that a
tribute is being raised to her memory;

a8 will be seen by the following resolu-

tion, passed umanimounsly at a Board
meeting held March 8th, 1912,

.Resolved: Thst « fitting memorial be
raised in honor of our late beloved
President, Mre. T, James Claxton, who
held this office nearly thifty years, amd
was ealled to a higher service January
26th, 1912,

Resolved: That this memorial take
the form of a enapei sehool house at
Vuyyuru, to be called the ‘‘Jane Clax-
ton. Memorial School Housé,’’

This decision was arrived at after
conferring with Dr. J. G. Brown (for-
eign Seeretary), and mnissionaries on
furlough; who declare withoui a doubt,
that this is the mosi urgent need in the
mission to-day. Letters from India
also confirm this statement.

The following extracts from letters
are interesting, and speak for them-
selves. Dr, Brown writes:—*‘The old
chapel is a disgrace. Tt is an old housc
built of sun-dried brieks, and has dona
sorviee for about twenty years. It is
eaten with white ants and destroyed hy
wind and weather to stch an extent,
that it has to ve propped up in order to
keep it from falling upon the school
children.

‘“The possession of & new commo-
dious school house would give the Mis-
sion & new standing in the dyes of both
Christian and natives. It must be re-
membered that the Vuyyuru field is the
second largest in point of membership
in the Mission, having a- eommunieant
roll ‘of nearly 2,000 members.  There
ought to be a chapel at the station

pable of dating 400 or.500,
epecially when it is necessary to hold
the Association there.’” T

After. hesving of our 'decision, Dr.
Brown says: ‘‘I am glad to hear: yon
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have taken np the chapel school house
at Vuyyurs as a Claxton memorial.
There is no more urgent and pressing
need in the Mission than this.’’

He also reminds us that in making
our caleuldtions, we must remember
that there are only certain manths in
India in which building can be done—
December, January, February, -Mareh,
and sometimes April. However, if Mr.
Bensen could gather material together
next winter, the work eould be proeeed-
ed with as soon as there is sufficient
money. on' hand to warrant his golng
abead.

Mr. Bensen, Vuyyuru writes:—

‘‘Our present building is entirely in-
adequate to meet even our present
,peeds,

‘“Ever since coming to Vuyyuru about
two and a half years ago, we have
hoped and prayed and exhorted, that
this chapel school house, our great
need, be granted. And now by the
great kindness of the women of your
Bociety, the need is to be satisfactorily
met. I believe that the Father has
divinely guided in the decision, for it
was recognized by our Mission Con-
ference that the Vuyyuru chapel schoos
house was the first need of the Mis-
sion, In spite of our ¢ramped and in
every way unsatisfactory quarters, we
have now 60 boys and girls in our
school. Eighteen new scholars ¢ame in
July, to take the place of those who
left in April.’’

Also Miss Robinson, when here in
June, spoke of the very urgent need of
this school house, and also expressed
the hope that beeause of the terrible
condition of the old building, it might
be An accomplished fact in mﬂeh less
thln three years.

. In view, therefore, of all that has
been said, your Board feel that they
Tave made no mistake in the decision
arrived at and recognize, that Divine
guidance has been distinetly mtnilolt-

ed, and that He has made our path
plain,

It now remains .or us, the women of
Eastern Ontario sana Quebec, to do our
part, and we. feel assured that if we
each do it according to our ability, this
very urgent need will be adequately
met; and the name and memory of one,
whom we all hold dear, honored.

India.—Our work this year has
been carried on without change. The
three missionaries from the Western
Board, who took up the work last year,
are still carrying it om, and send -in-
teresting reports.

Mr. Walker has continued his work
of supervision at Yellamanchili again
this year, and in addition to his own
work, it must indeed be & great tax.

Miss Hinman, our new missionary
who sailed last November for India,
has spent most of the year in study,

Of the welcome services held in both

the Telugn sand English churches, she

writes: ‘“The welcome given lacked in
no respect; never before was I so gar-
landed,—never before had I had songs
of i able length d with
my name interwoven.’’ She also says:
““I have a good Munsghi and am busy
trying to master Télugn. Some days
things seem to go well, and at other
times it seems uphill work. I have
been glad to do some work in English.
During the school term I had « Sundsy
School class of 40 matrievlation boys in
the Mission Howse school. They were
very attentive and asked questions,
which,  without the ' very conseions
presence of God,-T shovld never have
been able to answer. One of these boys
confessed Christ for the first time at
a revival meeting, held in our Baptist
Telugu Chvreh in May. It makes me
feel happy that the Lord has beey able
to tse me a little already.’’

that God will bless her very abundant:

The Field—Cocanada Zenanas.—Ow-
ing to a three months’ furlough the
work this year has been somewhat in-
terropted. However, during  nine
motths our missionaries have done
patient, faithful work, and have had
the joy of seeing some of the fruit of
their labors. d

A new worker has been added to the
staff, Miss Philipz, a stodent in the
Timpany sehool. - She sends her first re-
port this year.

Miss Beggs reports: <* As far as num-
bers go, progress has been made, for we
haye now 97 houses and 20 pupils, an
addition of 5 pupils since this time Tast
year. The pupils are very nice, and
prepare their lessons well, ‘and listen
attentively to the Bible. As for the
women, they ste both interesting and
amusing. They are eager to learn, and
gome of them feel that their spiritual
diseases must be healed.

Venkatarathanna (the blind wo-
maw); listens to the Bible very attentive-
1y, and says that she has given her heart
to the Lerd, and knows that He has
clennset her from all her wins, - Bhe
is very poor, but bas a happy face,
anid watches eagerly for our = visits,
groeting vs with & bright ‘‘Salaam-
Amma.’’

Rathnamma is verily a follower -of
the Lord. At our last visit, she said:

’




‘The Lord has been trying me moch.
Bometimes I feel as if He had forgotten
me, but when I take up His book, I
find words of comfort; and when T
pray to Him, T feel very happy. The
Lord has been good to me, and I will
trust Him to the end.”’

Our dear Kanthamma says ‘that she
hgs her forndation on the Roek, Christ
Jesus, and no one is able to shake her
faith. We are hoping to se¢ her eome
out and confess Him openly,’’
+Miss Gibson reports having visited
91 houses, made 304 visits and reached
about 300 women; 6 of these houses
were new omes. In some, the women
have pever heard the name of Jesus,
and others who had heard, perbaps in
some other village, had forgotten; so
that it is always a new story more or
Tess,  This makes the work so much
repeated effort,

‘‘During my vacation I Lave been able
to reach one woman by a weekly letter
~Ruthamma, by name, who was at
one time a pupil in our caste givls’
school, and was taught the truth for
several years after she left. Her
letters show her strong faith in Jesus
as her Saviour. She is now a wife and
mother of five children, and her great
desire is that her children' may come
te know the things of God, by Ged’s
grace, so that they may be able to tell
others. Pray for this dear young wo-
man, that she may be taught by the
8pirit, and Jed out into a larger place.
8She world gladly come out openly, but
says she is hound by fetters,

And se, by the help of the Master,
we fow the seed of the Kingdom, us-
ing the sword. of the Spirit against the
powers of darkness, and in.jnany cases
we believe the darkness is driven out,
and . the light of, the Gospel of truth
is shining in; and is having a practical
and moral effect on their lives,’’

Aliss, Philipz writes: ‘I have visit:
o4 847 honses, of these 12 were new

ones, and contained in all 2,007 persons.
Chinamma, the Bible-woman, has helped
me in the work. We visited inh the
villages in the mornings, and the caste
wonjen in the zenanas in the afternoons,
As a rule we are gladly received. Our
work was’' done during the first four
months of the year,’’

Akidu Boarding Sehool.—+Miss Corn-
ing, who is in charge of the sehool dur-
ing Miss Robinsoh’s furlovgh, reports:

‘fAt the opening of the scheol in-
August, the boys’ mew dormitory was
ready for oecupation, and we increas:
ed the number of hoarders, from 60
to 98. Even then, we did not take in
all who wanted to come, 88 we had not
the means for their support. But we
rejoice that svitable jormitories have
made it possible for 30 children more
than the usval number, to receive the
benefit. of Christian training and edu-
eation during the past year. The work
of teaching hag been earried on vnder
difficulties, as the old chapel was al-
together too small for the number of
children, I was kept in a constant
state of apology, for stepping on toes
and fingers as I moved from class to
elags; but we have been encouraged
by the sound of the huilders at work,
and next term we shall open school
in our beautiful new chapel, even al-
though it is still minus doors and win-
dows.

‘“The girls’ dormitory has been
plastered and whitewashed, transform-
ing it from a dark, dreary room, into
a bright, eheerful, and we helieve, a far
mote healthy. home for our girls. Dur-
ing the first term, we had on the roll
138 names, with an average attendance
*of 114, Of these (57 boys and 36 girls)
were in the boarding school.

‘‘The_second term opened with 140
names on the roll, 90 of whom were
hoarders. OQur average attendance dur-
ing this term was 106. The teachers
bave done faithful work, and the final




examination results were most ‘rnti!i-
ing. 11 boys and 4 girls have been
sent to Cocanada for a 'higher course.

““A Targe mumberiof caste boys'are
coming to' us ‘from fhe town for Eng-
lish teaching. These boys are mot eom-
pelled to attend Bible classes, but so
far no one has missed & lesson.

““In Mareh, 8'boys and 1 girl, and
on Easter Sunday 8 boys and 8 girls
from among our boarders, openly
confessed Christ by baptism. But
more than all; I have been glad to see
the growth in Christian characters, It
4is mot easy for these children to break
away from the sinful habits in which
they have indulged all their lives. But
many of them are léarning, with the
help that never fails, to really over-
come.””’

Akidu—Village Work.—*‘T have tried
to give from three or four hours each
afternoon to work in the village, with
my Bible-woinen, Y. Mary, V. Rath-
namma.

There seems to be a desire to hear
us on the part of many, and we be-
lieve that a few of the women, whom
we teach regularly, are really trusting
in C'hrist as their Saviour.

We were again disappointed lhomt
procuring land'for a easte girls’ school.
A site was offered by a Mohammedan,
and the mecessary papers made out,
One of the three brothers who owned
the land, was in debt to some of the
Hindu merchants. The caste people,
;lthough they want a school for their
children, really seem terrified to have
us own land in their midst, and sue-
ceeded in so frightening tliil brother,
that he did not Ware to consent to the,
sale, "

We know from experience that a
easte gitls’ school and reading raom,
which we plan to have conneeted with
it, will go a Tong way towards breuk
ing down the superstition of 'easte,
which ‘still Holds the _Akidu people. |
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Will you pray that a suitable site may
soon bé secured, and this work created?

The Mala village school, earried on
very successfully by Veth a, the
wife of my head wsster, has reeeived
Government recognition, This sehool
has been the cause of great encourage-
ment. My visit for inspection and ex-
aminations are always unexpected, hut
no matter when I appesr, T always find
4 large ber of chiid , and
the work being well done,

I do thank God for the faithful
helpers He has given me from among
our Indisn Christians in my work in
the schools as well as in the zenanas.’’
© Vuyyuru.—8echool Work. Valluru—

Dr. Hulet writes as follows:—*‘The
year has been one of change. When
Deboramma left us at the close of last
yeéar, we had a great deal of difficulty
in securing someome to take her place.
Finally I found a young girl at Ongole,
who promised to eome, but owing to
the strong opposition on the part of
her parents, feared I was to be again

ted. Rather than lose her, T
went to Ongole and brought her bagk
with me, and she has proved sn efficient
teacher.

““After the holidays, as no head
master eould be secures, Agnes’ father
canie, and he, with Nagamma, did what
they conld to keep up the school. But
becanse the school had to be carried
on in a Mohammedan’s house with a
less efficient staff,’ the number of

‘seholars considerably lessened. How-

ever, when the union elerk, Mr. Ven-
kata' Subbaya, who Has been ‘a friend
of the sehool since its beginning, and
one who received his education in a
Christian sehool, ‘was secured as head
teachier, the scliool bagun to - improve,
‘and there are mow over 70 names on
the roll. During this term, Agnes was
able to secure ‘& very eapable lower

‘secondary ' girl; Boondenbhl and we

intend mting Mr Venkata Subbaya
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return to his former work as soon as
the year closes. I would ask you to
eontinue to pray for this man,

“¢‘The land belonging to the minor
Rajah. bas been leased, and & building
80 by 34 feet, has been put up. When
we can secure money . for &  proper
school: building, this ome will be msed
68 the teachers’ guarters, In time we
hope to have a dispensary in this vil-
lage, and have the compounder live
in these quarters with the teachers.

Vuyyuru Sehool.—All through the
year the attendance has been good and
the schoob has grown. There are now
over 40 names on the roll; many of the
girls being of the highest easte. An-
otheér very encouraging feature of the
work is the way the larger girls have
learned to pray. We know that God

" is working in their hearts, and im-
planting His truth deeply.

All the girls who have graduated
from the school, and are living here,
are being taught by our Bible-woman,
Katarkamma,

Work in ‘the Village—~*‘Daring the

A40ur  two faithful Bible:-women,
Ambia and = SBhantoshamma, did the
touring alone for the first half of the
year. Mary and Martha accompanied
them during July and August, and good .
work was done,

‘*Our two hundred villages have been
visited during the year, two hundred
and forty-four days were spent on tour,
and 450 gospel portions sold among
the caste women. I conducted, per-
sonally 62 women’s meetings, visited
38 Sunday schools, as well as teaching
many bands of children.

““To the school work I have given
special attention, as I deem it of great
importance, These boys and girls are
our hope for the future. Many of our
girls have been allowed to attend the
boarding schools, and some of them
have become real missionaries in their
own- land. ;

‘“The work among the Ghristian wo-
men on this field is & very large one.
The need of these women is so great
that at: times it is. almost overwhelm-
ing: Their ignorance in some ecases is
most pitiable; they want to learn, but
their minds seem ineapable of grasping
the trath,  In Bodagunta Church, the
women -« seem more - intelligent along
spiritual lines thun those of &uy other
church on the field., This I believe, is
largely due to the earnest work and
prayer of our faithful Jane, who has
worked so many years among them. The
fruits of her earnest prayerful life
may be seen on every side. She will

~‘have many bright gems, from this part

of our field, to lay at the Master’s feet
“‘Mary ‘and Martha are at present

There are perhaps
severdl ‘hundred adherents, ‘besides
others who are interested, and read the
Bible and tracts, but are not yet brave
enough to show up at meetings. You
may wonder perhaps why there are so
few fonverts. 1 wonder that there are
S0 many. And' their lives, their in-
fluence, the growing respect shown to
the work, and the favorable laws en-
acted regarding it, has fully proved
that there is after all a piace for
Protestantism in Bolivia, and that she
now presents a remarkably wide-open
doar for the spread of it.’’

Before concluding this report, it is
well that our attention be reealled to
one or two features, which above all
others, stand out and challenge our best
thought and consideration, in the mes-
sages that have come to us from the
various fields,

I. The importance of missionary
edtieation is becoming inereasingly evi-
dent,

This is true not only from the stand-
point of missionary effort, but in so
far as it affects the national life. It
is conceded by those best versed in the
matter that we must not look to our
own missionaries for the greatest pro-
gress in the days to come. Each na-
tion, each people, must and can, fo no
small degree, work out its own salva-
tion. The trained native worker is
the key note of the situation, and it is
here that the real value of the mission
school and seminary come in. Then,
too, the desire for: enlightenment is

owing among  the fative peoples.
f}'dv.cstlon they want—education they
will have, if not from Christian sources
-—then from some other; and as one
missionary puts it: ‘‘Education un-
tempered by Christianity, ‘is a very
dangerous thing.’’

From many of our schools comes news
of numpers turned away through lack
of adequate equipment, and every soul
turned away from the doors of a Chris-
tian school house, means an oppor-
tonity lost-—perhaps forever. This at
onee constitutes an opportunity and a
menace-—an opportunity t¥at should af-
ford us much epcour t

/

encouragement and must bring great
joy to the hearts of ounr condecrated '
workers at the front, is the spiritual
growth that is manifested.

The seed sown amidst trial and diffi-
culty has not all fallen on barren soil,
but is springing up and bearing mueh
fruit. We thank God for those who
are being ushered into the joy of fel-
lowship, with their Lord and Master.

We thank Him too that His faith-
ful servants are seeing the fruit of
their labors. Best of all, is the great
wish on the part of those who have
learned of the love of Jesus, to tell
others of His love.

Women unlearned and igunorant have
a burning desire to spread the
‘‘glad tidings,”’ and lead others into
the ‘“good way,’”’ as one of our faith-
ful ones express it.

Burely there is a great lesson in this
for us in the homeland. And it would
seem impossible to more fittingly con-
clude this report tham in the words
of the founder of the Laymen’s Move-
ment: ‘‘If those who dwell in darkness
only a few years ago, can, out of a
poverty that we know nothing about,
but out of a devotion that is greater
than most of us kmow, tell the good
news to those of their neighbors that
have known it not, shall not we into
whose hands God has given so great
an abundance of this world’s goods,
such great opportunities for education,
shall not we in our day and generation
do our part?

Circles are beginming to realize that
the Band is their care, and that it is
-a school to prepare well-informed, in:

have received instruction ' in mission
work, and Christian methods of giving,
as well as the qrelur one of obedience
to our Saviour's commmnds.

Many Baund leaders are faithful, lov-
ing servants of  their Lord, but. still
trouble comes when one of these dear
workers is compelled to lay aside her
duties. . In ost all cases, children
are eagerly anxious for Band .instruc:
tion, but the old ery  of ‘Jeaders
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wanted! '’ is heard in the land. One
sometimes wonders why churches are
80 poverty-stricken in material for
Band leaders. Burely there are conse-
crated women who eould help, yet al-
ways the ery is ‘O I cannot.’”’ Just
a desire for service, a little time given,
a love for children, and a willingness
to sacrifice, for it may be a sacrifice,
and there would be no lack of helpers.

But the main responsibility rests with
the Cirele. Let each Cirele keep that

respousibility in mind, and cheerfully
take up this little branch of its labor
of love. Somewhere I have read ‘‘The
final test of love is unselfishness.’” ‘It
is & beautiful thing to grow, and to
help grow.’’ Can this be better ac-
complished than in loving, tender care
for the little ones whom the Saviour
called so tenderly to Himself!
