A proposal to make a beginning in the forma
tion of a school in connection with the Cathedral
has been under consideration and a prospectus
has now been issued as follows :

This schonl, which will be held in the Chapel,
is intended to be opened afte I’l“l\lt'll I'he boys
will be under the charge of Mr. M. k.. Matthews,
assisted by Rev. A. U. DePencier, M.A., Rev.
J. H. McCollum, M.A., and Mr. M. Matthews,

R.C.A., who will take special classes.

The Chapel will be furnished to accommodate,
at least, twenty boys; they will be instructed in
all the necessary English branches which are
taken up in the public schools, besides more
attention given to Scripture History, the Cate-
chism and the teaching of the Church. Also
they will be grounded in elementary Latin when
in the Third book class.

It is intended that this shall be the nucleus of
the regular Cathedral Choir School : therefore,
as far as possible, for the present, it will be the
recruiting ground for the Choir, so that special
attention will be paid to the rudiments of music
and vocal exercises.

The fees have been fixed at the moderate rate
of five dollars a term, the object being that the
