The following Members were then introduced:—Amor DeCosmos, Esquire,
Francis Jones Barnard, Esquire, to whom the Presiding Member administered
the customary oath, ‘

The Presiding Member then read the following gracious Speech from ITis
Exccllency :—

Message No. 1. A. MUSGRAVE.
Honourable Genilemen. of the Legislative Council:—

An untoward accident has deprived me of the pleasure which I had anticipated
from mecting youwin person, on the first oceasion of your assembling since 1 entered
upon the administration of this Government. I desired the opportunity to assure
you of my leen sensc of the important trust which devolves upon me under the
form of Constitution now prevailing in the Colony, and my earnest desire to
discharge it with diligence and fidelity to the Community. I cannot delegate to
others the authority and the dutics which are confided to me. Oomp?icated
questions, conflicting interests, and divergent political opinions, all demand con-
sideration, and practically upon them in many respects the decision must be mine.
I agsure you, gentlemen, that the labour is not light, nor can I casily acquit myself
of the obligations incumbent upon me. But I believe that I may vely with conti-
dence upon your loyal assistance in the performance of my duty. I count upon
your co-operation in labouring for the attainment of our common object—the pro-
motion of the prosperity of the Community with the protection of whose interests
we are eh~rged.

Soon after my arrival I was able to visil some of the most distant parts of the
Government, including the principal Mining District. The observation of an
impartial stranger viewing scenes and objects new to him is often of greater value
than the carcless notice of persons to whom they are more familiar. The impres-
sion which I reccived of the condition and gwospects of the Colony was more
favourable than I had been 1dd 1o anticipate. [To me thd indications of certain
progress and growth of prosperity scemed manifest. I saw with pleasure the
application of seience to the development of the Gold Mines of Caribon. With
cqual safisfaction I witnessed the extending Agriculture, and ascertained the
suceess of Stock-raising within our borders. Exportation of Coal and Luniber is
inureasing;gwhile the information which I gathered went to shew that the spirit of
excitemertt’and spoculation which is only too apt to be prevalent in Gold producin
countries bas gradually subsided, leaving in its place a healthicr tone of feeling an
sounder basis for commercial transactions. ‘

Since my visit to the Mainland, recent discoveries of fresh Gold Fields have
been reported, which if they prove to be important will tend to infuse ‘new ‘gpirit
into enterprise of all kinds, and will doubtless stimulate both trade and production.
1 Liave confidence in the future of British Columbia, if only her affairsiare rcon-
ducted with diseretion; and at the base of all superstructure must lie,the fimancial
arrangements. ‘ o o

I shall lay before you at once the Estimates which have been prepared for the
cruvent year. The details will be explained by the Officers of tHe . Goveimment to
whese, Departments the several heads of appropriation rélate; » '+ . 1 s
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¢ They contain few besides the usual provisions. The most important addition is
a proposed subsidy of ($4,500) Four thousand five hundred Dollats, to the Western
Union Telegraph Company, to assist in the maintenance of Telegraphic communi-
cation with Portland, and through Portland with the rest of the World. It was
represented to me, upon cvidence which I had no reason to doubt, that without
this aid the communication would cease; and T have thought that under all the
circumstances it may be with propriety afforded. -

At the same time that application was made on this matter, the Telegraph Com-
pany oftered to transfer to the Government their property in the line between
Swinomish and Quesnelmouth as it stands, provided that the Government would
undertake to repair, maintain, and work-it. I caused careful enquiry to be made
as to the probable cost to the Colony of such' an undertaking, and found that it
would amount to $8,000 for this year, in 'excess of any receipts which can be ex-
pocted. I have not thought myself justified in incurring this outlay in view of our
financial position unless special provision can be made for it. I have not, therefore,
placed it on the Estimates, but I will lay papers relating to the matter before you.

I have, however, included an appropriation of $5,000 for the promotion of Immi-
gration, to provide for a continuation of the experiment which has been made to
assist the introduction of Female Immigrants, and in the hope that we may be able
to organize the commoncement of some practical arrangement to aid the Immigra-
tion of Agricultural Settlers. Interest is manifested in England on the subject of
Emigration, and I will endeavour to use means for diffusing a knowledge of our
resoureces. ‘

The usnal Votes which you will be asked to grant' are computed with strict
regard to cconomy. They contemplate augmented expenditure for Roads; but it
has heen found impossible to include provision for somne matters to which I would
gladly give 'attention. I desire to avoid Supplementary Estimates so far as it is
practicable to do so, and not to exceed the provision authorized by you unless
forced by great emergency.

The year closed with a balance against the public at the Bank of British Colum-
bia amounting to $27,000. I shall cause you to be furnished with Schedules of the
Assets and Liabilities of the Colony on the 81st December last, which show a
floating debt of large amount, for the repayment of which no fitting provision Las
been made. Until satisfactory arrangements are adjusted in respect of these
liabilities it behoves us to be eirecumspect in sanctioning fresh disbursements.

I will submit to you a Bill to give authority for the consolidation of this debt,
by the issue of fresh Debentures at six per cent., and to provide for its liquidation
by a Sinking Fund. ‘

I am aware that the complications arising from the existence of different Supreme
Courts in the two sections of our United Colony have been the cause of much
protest and discussion, you will, therefore, be glad to know that the difficulty in
the way of more convenient arrangements has been removed by the promotion of
the Chief Justice of Vancouver Island to another appointment. By the operation
of the Ordinance passed by you during the last Session to regulate the Supreme
Cour’ —to which the Quecn’s assent has been given—a single jurisdietion is now
established for the whole Colony, whicl will be administered by the Chief Justice
of British Coluinbia, with the assistance of a Puisne Judge. Iknow that strong repre-
sentations have been made as to the importance of providing a local Court of Appeal
by the appointment of a third Judge, but I think it may be well first to note the work-
ing of the present alteration in the Judicial arrangements before deciding to incur
the increased expense which would be necessary for that purpose. In fact 'this, as
well as many other questions, is to some extent dependent upon the greater onc of
the expediency ofi Union with the Dominion of Canada, which it 1s my duty to
bring before you. »

'The Community is already acquainted with the Despatch which I have recently
reccived from Her Majesty’s Secretary of 'State on. this subject; and the careful
cousideration of it cannot longer be deferred with courtesy to Her Majesty’s
Government, or advantage to the Colony. I commend it to your earnest thought.
For my own part, I am convinced that on certain terms, which I believe it would
not be difficult to arrange, this Colony may derive substantial benefitfrom such an
Union. But the-only manner in which it can be ascertained whether Canada will
agree to such arrangements as will suit us, is to propose such as we would be ready
to accept. With the agsistance” of my Council, I have prepared a scheme which I
shall cause to be laid before you. Resolutions framed upon that basis will enable
me to communicate. with the Government of Oanada and ascertain whether they
will be willing to accede to our propositions. :

‘While the views of Her Majesty’s Government have been eclearly and forcibly
expressed upon this question, I am surve therc is no desire to urge the Union, .
except in accordancewith 1ts general acceptance by British Subjects in the Colony.
I'do not, therefore, propose that any terms agreed upon by the Government of
Canada should be finally accepted until ratified by the gencial verdiet of the

&
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Community, so far as that can be ascertained through another Council, of which
the Unofficial Members shall have been re-elected. ‘ ‘

The form of the local Constitution must be to some extent modified in Confed-
eration with the other Provinces; and even in anticipation of that event, I think
that an enlarged application of the principle of Representative Government to the
composition of your Honourable House would be expedient. I have already, by
Her Majesty’s permission, reconstituted the Executive Council by the addition of
two Unofficial Members representing populous Distriets, from whose advice I
receive valuable assistance. I shall go further in the same direction, and on the
same principle. I shall ask for authority so to reconstitute the Legislative Council
as- to. allow the majority of its Members to be formally returned for Electoral
Districts. And to a Council so reconstituted I should look for a final decision
upon any terms to which the Government of Canada may express readiness to
agrce. Hurther than this I frankly admit that I do not think it would be wise to
go. I have had experience of several forms of Colonial Government, and I have
no hesitation in stating my opinion that the form commonly called *¢ Responsible
Government” would not be found at present suited to a community so young and
so constituted as this. It is not known in any of the necighbouring States or
Territories. Lxperience has shewn that the system is expensive in its results, and
its operation is not successful except in more advanced communities, with popula-
tion of more homogeneous character than ours. But it will of course, after Union,
be open to the Local Legislature, with the concurrence of the Government of the
Dominion ot Canada, to adopt what modification it shall choose of the existing
Constitution. Thave declared my opinion to you with candour. I think that you will
appreciate my motive. I wish to aid only in what I believe will conduce to the
welfare and prosperity of the Colony.

I am glad to communicate to you that I have been acquainted by Lord Granville
with the readiness of the Government of the United  States to enter into a postal
convention with British Columbia, which will be much more convenient to both
purtics concerned than the existing arrangements. It is proposed that the single
rate of International postage on letters exchanged in ecither direction shall be six
cents if paid in advance, and ten cents if unpaid, and that each oftice should retain
all postage collected. This understanding will effect much simplification of the
present ’ostal Regulations, and I have proposed that it shall come into operation
at the beginning of the next Quarter of the Year.

Nearly all the Ordinances assented to by my Predecessor during last Session
have received Her Majesty’s sanction,

The Bill to incorporate the Members of St. Andrew's Church has, however, been
disallowed, with the concurrence of the Colonial Committee of the Church of
Scotland, to whom the measure was rveferred by the Secretary of State. And I
have not yet received Her Majesty’s decision upon the School Ordinance.

Ishall lay before you a Despatch, with its enclosures, from the Sceretary of State
on the subject of the Drawbacks Ordinance of 1869. Pending your consideration
of the information afforded by the Board of Trade and Commissioners of Customs,.
assent to this Bill is withheld. The operation of the Savings Bank Ordinance
appears up to this time to be satisfactory. Some amendmeénts may lhereafter be
required to facilitate the working of the Law, but so little time has been afforded
for observing its effect that it seems unnccessary as yet to modify its provisions,

So many subjects of public interest are more or less affected by the larger ques-
tion of the expediency of Union with the Dominion that some can scarcely he
dealt with advantagceously until consideration has been afforded to that proposed
measure. Among these is the propricty of altering the Tariff. My Predecessor
reforred this question for the consideration of a Commission appointed for the
purpose. The Members have not agreed in opinion as to the course to be pursued.
Under sach circumstances I think that it would be undesirable to make any changes
at present. It has been found from experience in other places of Commercial 1m-
portance that frequent alterations in the Tariff' ave injurious to trade.

Certain Bills will, however, be submitted to you, chiefly having for their object
the consolidation and assimilation of the Laws now in force in the two sections of
the Colony relating to Land and the Registration of Titles. -

You have before you, Gentlemen, most important subjects for your deliberation,
and I will not detain you longer from the discharge of your duties.

I fervently hope that the Blessing of the Almighty Ruler of events may attend
our Jabours, and dircet our efforts ‘for the good of the people of this conmmunity,
and crown them with results promoting peace, justice, and prosperity.

To His Fxcellency Anthony Musgrave, Governor of British Columbia.

We, Her Majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects, Members of the Legislative
Council of British Columbia, in Council assembled, sincerely regret the acei-
dent which has deprived us of the pleasure of personally meeting Your

. Excellency on this, the first occasion of our being convened under Your
Excellency's administration. At the same time, we are fully. aware that you
have, notwithstanding your illness, cxerted yourself succcssfully to master
many of the complicated questions which required immediate and pressing
attention; and we can' assure Your Excellency that you can command our

- cordial co-operation in all measures tending to the benefit of the Colony.

The visit which Your Exccllency was enabled to pay to the Mining Districts
of the Mainland, shertly after your arrival, has, we are confident, been pro-
ductive of a better appreciation of our local resources than' could have been
gained by you in any other manner; and we hope that the recent discoverics
at Peace River will prove as benefieial to the Colony as you anticipate.

‘We.concur with Your Exccllency in thinking that the loss of Telegraphic
Commiunication with the United States and the rest of the World would be
severely felt by all classes of the community, and we trust that the steps which
Your Excellencyhas taken willsecure tous the permanentuse of theline between
Victoria and Portland; and though we regret the prospect of the Tclegraph
Company having to relinquish, for the present, their establishments on the
Mainland, we yet hope that measures will be devised which will ensure the
speedy re-opening of this line. ,

‘We regard the appropriationgof $5,000 for the-promotion of Immigration as
a step urgently needed, and one which will be wiewed by all classes with un-
qualified satisfaction. ‘

‘W.e agree with Your Excellency in thinking that, in the present position of
our finances, the strictest circumspection ought to be used in sanctioning fresh
disbursements, and we consider that a reduction of expenditurc should be
made wherever practicable..

The partial solution of the complicated Judicial question is a source of con-
gratulation, and we trust that all causcs of dissatistaction in connection ith
the Judiciary system of this Colony will be speedily terminated.

‘We are aware that the subject of Confederation with the Dominion of Canada
ig the most important topic which will be brought under our consideration, and
we will give it the attention which the magnitude of the question demands. The
final reference of the subject to the popular vote cannot but commend itself as
the most satisfactory decision which can be arrived at.

We view with satisfaction the liberal opinions expressed by Your Excellency
ow the subject of an enlarged representation, and the rcconstruction of the
Legislative Council on a more popular basis.

The, new Postal treaty with the United States will greatly simplify the
existing system, and will afford a considerable reduction in. the present ratcs
of postage. '

Ali measures whieh are sent down for our consideration shall meet with our
most ‘earnest attention, and we hope our labours may result in the permanent
good of the Colony. In conclusion, we trust that Your Excellency may soon
be restored to health, and that under Divine guidance this Colony may increase
in prosperity, and cre long surpass the brightest hopes of former years.

That, your petitionet acceptod the Govoernor's prbﬁositionv,xbeliéving it‘toibe part: of the
scheme which His Excollency hadlaid before your Honourable’House, 'namely;ithat he
intended to recommend to the Secretary of State the removal of oficers: whose wervices
were not required under union, to other Colonies,— a scheme.which: severdl subordinate
officers had been enabled to avail themselves' of, whilst your petitionenwas detainediin the

That, haying thus, at the suggostion of the Governor of British Golumbin, durrendered
his position in the Colony, and removed his family to England:nt the:cost of great pars
sonal sacrifice and‘pecuniary loss, and finding that the Secretary of State. was ignowint
of his clnims for other employment, your petitioner was thrown on theiworld in sdaroh
of other'employment, at a period of life and under circumstances which rendened:hid

Office in respect’of his podition and claims, and'in order to rolieve Iler Majesty’s Govern-

That, your petitionor submits tho basis of bis claims against tho esiate cf the late Co-
lony of Vancouver Island, as follows: — T

unrepozaled, and declared to be in force until repealed, aceording to the Im.
perial Act of Union, R

2. One Hundred Pounds per annum out of the ]f'u-ocoeds of the Sales of Crown L{nnds,
as pledged in the Governor’s Dospatch of 28th December, 1861,

8. One Ilundred Pounds per annum, boing incroase of pay allowed by the Secretary
%‘ State in the year 1803, and which appertained to the office until the date of

nion.

That, with respect to the first named authority, as Ilis Excellency Governor Kennedy
was pleased to express doubts regarding the permanent character of the Act roferred to,
your petiticner desires to submit his own knowledge of the history of this cnactment.

On the Ist day of March, 1860, Iis Excellency Governor Douglas in his speech, on
the opening of the Legislature, promised to recommend thiat the entire’ Revenue
of tho Colony of Vancouver Island should bo placed at the disposal of the Legis-
lature, in return for o fixed Civil List of £3,200; .

An Act was accordingly passed by the Liegislature, and nssented to on the 28th day
of August, 1860, authorizsng the Treasuver, from the date' of the pagsage of the Act,
to pay the Salaries mentioned in the Schedule, as follows, ‘nmhéﬁ) :

Referring to the Annual Estimates, it appears that the entire Revenue of the Colony
(including the Crown Rovenuo) was rogularly placed at the disposal of the Legis-
lature, and algpropriutod to the General purposes of the ‘Governmént during the
years 1860, 1861, 1862, 1863, and 1844, in accordance with a provision in the Act
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referred to; and during those years tho Colonial Auditorappears tohave regurded
this Act ns o permanent Authority for the payment of the Salaries named therein,
Your petitioncr cannot find that the permanent character of this Act was over
called in question, either by the Logisluture or the Bxceutive, betwoen the yenrs
1860 to 1863. In 1804, however, Governor Kennedy having discovered, from a
Statement compiled by tho Auditor General, that there was o halance in favour,
of the Crown, under the then existing arrangement, amounting 1o $34,321,25,
withdrew the Crown Revenues from the disposal of the Legislnture;
At this time, the Treasurer was informed that the Secretary of State could not any
- longer authorize his Salavy to be charged agninst the Crown Fund, giving as a
reason the insufficiency of that Fund to meet more thaun the Salavies (increased)
of the Governor and Colonial Secrotary; ‘ N N
Notwithstanding this announcement, the Salary of the Private Sceretary . (Mr.
Walkeford) was shortly thereafter made a charge on tho Crown Fund, and was
accordingly paid thercout, to the manifest injury of tho righis previously ac-
quired by the Treasurer. ‘ 1
That, as tho Crown Revenue of Vancouver Island was plodged to the offico of Trea-
surer at the date when your petitionor nccepted tho appointmont, and as your petitioner
still holds the Royal Warrant authorizsng him to receive all the Rights, Profits, Privi-
leges, and Advantages belonging or appertaining to the offico, the “Officers’ Enabling
Ordinanco” of British Columbia cannot righteously deprive him of those cmoluments.
Wherefore, your petitioner humbly prays that it may please your Honourable Iouse
to take into consideration his claims for compensation against the Estate of the late Co-
lony of Vancouver Island, and to order such stops as may be deemed oxpedient to dis.
charge your petitioner from his intromissions as Treasurer of the late Colony.
And your petitioner will ever pray, &e.

Tho Ordinance has not yet received Iler Majesty’s assent, and will probably be found
