per cent, of the total mortality. Well
might the people say a “plague on
the “White " Plague,” “which is afding
emigration in depopulating this prov-
ince.

They are up early the morning after
election, hunting up the men ‘they
have “elected?’” to get their influence
to get them somme, office or position to
lean against. '

ATLANTA, Ga., April 2—“When the
farmers of the south and the business
men of the south say the word, funds
will be immediately available in suf-
ficient volume to forever place the
great industry of cotton production on
a stable foundation, free from. the
chance fluctuations of the n{arket, re-
lieved of the attacks of manipulators
and leaving the gigantic erop raonopoly
of this section to respond, unembar-

mate laws of supply and demand. The
result should mean to the south an
annual cash saving ranging from $150,-
000,000 to $259,000,000.”

In these terms, Daniel J. Sully, who
drove cotton to its highest market
price since the civil war, ioday oflt-
lined the purpose of his visit to the
south,

Continuing, Mr. Sully said his plan
contemplated “the creation of an im-
pregnable business system which shall
do away with the annual necessity of
the farmer sacrificing niillions of bales
of cotton for pressing debt, congest-
ing. the market, hammering down
prices, upsetting the reign of suppiy
and demand and losing :to this sec-
tion the tremendous sums that are its
due in return for the one crop indis-
pensible to the needs of civilization;
and a minimum fund of $10,009,000, sub-
scribed hy' the most conservative finan-
ciers of the United States available
to be invested in such ironclad securi-
ties as shall ipsure the ability and the
responsibility _of the plans of the pro-
moters to.redeem their promises and
obligations to the last detail.

‘“The backbone of the plan is a chain
of bonded warehouses throughout. the
south, sufficient in number and capac-
ity and house one-third of the crop
and that one-third, as has been dem-
onstrated, will be the balance of pow-
er which will render market congés-
tion impoessible and insure the disposal
of the crop in strict conformity with
the laws of supply and ‘demand.”

SOUTHMPTON, Friday, March 26.
—The citizens of Southampton have
Inaugurated a movement to erect a
suitable memorial to the Pilgrim Fa-
thers on the spot whence they sailed.
The project has as its head as chair-
man and president of the fund, Mayor
R. G. Oakley; the secretary is C. F. J.
Heamshaw of Hartlet University Col-
lege, and Col. Albert Swalm, the Am-
erican consul, is a, member of the com-
mittee. Companratively few Americans
know that the pilgrims embarked at
Southampton instead .of at Plymauth,
as is generally supposed, and only put
in at Plymouth for repairs to the
boats. An appeal for funds soon will
be circulated on both sides of the At-
lantic.

Plymouth has three memoriats of the
sailing of the pilgrims from that place
and they are visited by many Am-
erican tourists. There is a stone set
in the pavement of the pier at the
Banbacon with the instription “May
Flower, 1620,” and on a nearby wall is
a tablet reciting that on the 16th of
September, 1620, “after being Xkinaly
entertained and oourteously used by
Civers friends in their dwelling, the
Pilgrim Fathers sailed from Plymouth
in the Mayflower in the providence of
God to sattle in new Plymouth and to
lay the foundation of the New Eng-
land states.” There is also a window
in the Guild Hall ‘depicting the em-
barkation of the pilgrim band.

EXTENT GUSTAINED

Reform League Looks Into
Political Activity of
Civil Servants

TEDDY CLEARED

NEW YORK, N. Y., April 4.—The
report of the special committee ap-
pointed by the National Civil Service
Reform Leagué¢ to investigate the
matter of political activity on the part
of federal officers was made today.
The,committge has systematically gath-
ered current press reports of alleged
undue political activity and, sifting
out the more serious accusations
sought to determine the truth.

The conclusion of the committee,
briefly stated, is that the charge to a
great extent is sustained. A notable
exception is reported in the alleza-
tions rade during the last congress
to the effect that Mr. Roosevelt order-
ed certain federal office-holders to the
support of Mr. Taft for the Republican
nomination. The committee finds th-t
evidence to sustain the charges made
is wholly lacking. On the contrary,
Mr. Roosovelt is credited with having
advanced the'cause of civil service re-
foerm by so amending the divil service
rules as to prohibit employes in the
competitive service from taking part
in political conventiens.

On the broad question of the per-
nicious activity in politics of the fed-
eral office-holders, however, the com-
mittee finds that a most undesirable
situation exists. Of the more than 300,-
000 federal office-holders one-third are
not amenable to clivil service classifica-
tion. These officers often exact @ pow-
erful influence in politics and consti-
tute in the opinion of the committee a
menace to frae institutions. The
remedy is to be found, the committee
beleves in an extension of the classi-
fled competitive service and a clearer
definition of the executive order gov-
erning political activity in the wun-
clageified service. \

These
lgures were given in the auditor-gen-
eral’s report and prlnted in the Sun
last January. »

Mr. Flemming claimed eredit to the
Bovernment for the’ificréased revenus,
pqrticularly for the fact that stumpage
:receLpts “xre owzr mooo Iarger than
eXpected.

Regarding succesaion duties a new
departure was made in payment of
commission for coliécting. Ever since
the act was passed .the. crown- officer
<olleetitrg always received five per cent
for his services irrespective of the
size of the state. It had been argued
in the house that there was a great
deal of work in this connection, and
as the commigsion in small states was
very ‘small it wag perfectly justifiable
that five per cent should be paid on
large estates as a measure of com-
pensation, Last year the attorney-
general did the work, and in the case
of a large estate in Westmorland
County he only charged 3 1-2 per
cent and so saved considerable money
to the province.

Expensa of investigations of Céntral
Railway was authorized by law aud
had not been placed in tha estimates:
The item for school books meaNt that
ihe province had paid for tlwse books.

The whole
result of the yeai’s operation showing
an actual. expenditure of $4,000 less
than the estimate and surplus of the
year’s operation of $44,409.42. Th's
was an actual and real surplus after
every department of the public service
had clean sheet on the 31st of October,
and not as had previously been the
Pease, an imaginary surplus, secured
by ‘having accounts overdrawn and

" LARGE DEBT INCREASE.

"Igood value for $1,034,431, but for ,the
purpose of bookkeeping that was * the
amount charged against it and it was
the difference between that sum and
$1,150,000, the fanciful value placed on
it by the late government ,which made
the actual net debt smaller than ap-
peared dn the. provincial accounts.

This government was not responsible
for the increase of debt in the past
year for there was scarcely a dollar
of it which had not been pledged by
the late government.

The floating debt which was funded
was all due and payable before the
31st of Qotober, 1907, and the govern-
ment felt they should not be saddled
with the old obligations due before the
I close of the mevlous fiscal year. As a
| matter of fact these old liabilities ag-
gregated a much larger amount than
was stated, as the government was
' still paying bills incurred by their pre-
' decessors years before. The debt of
‘ the province must still further increase
|if demand exists for large renmanent
bridges and railway subsidies,. and if
.these things are wanted by Dpeople
they must face the situation. Every-
one must recognize that the govern-—
ment did very well if they provided
for the ordinary services of the coun-
trv out of ordinary revenue.

One matter which very materially
effects interest charges paid by the
provinee is -the mantier in whieh the
revenue comes in.

Provinecial
receipts from January 1st to July 1st
are -very small, consequently of ae-
cessity there is a large overdraft at
the banks, but the territorial revenue
begins to come in soon after July
1st, receipts are much greater than
the expenditure ana consequently there
is a considerable balance at the bauks.
In the past the Provinée has récaived
3 per cent. interest on credit balaites
and had to pay 5 per cent. on- OvVep-:
drafts. He had an idea that the large
overdraft absolutely necegsary betwezn
January and July should be financed
at less rate of interest than 6 per cent.
and he made arrangements for a ‘em-
porary loan of $200,000 at 2% per cents
which he placed in the banks 1 few
days ago. On this transaction about
$1,200 in interest would be saved.

Referring again to the surplus, he
said that while former provincial sec-
retaries were claiming tidy ' surpluses
they actually had deficits. Take the
year 1906. On 31st October that year
thére was an overdraft of the Provin-
cial Hospital of - $22,632; “on pubiie
works, $197,065; 6n crown lands, $2,910;
a total of $222,307 overdrafts, ana yet
the provincial secretary” that year
claimed he had a surplus’ The same
condition prevailed in 1907, but not to
quite so large an amoint and in addi-
tion td this there wererthousands: and-
tens of thousands .of -dotlars of float-
ing debt carried along and never men-
tioned in financial siatements of the
auditor’s reports. Compare that state-
ment with condition -of ‘affairs -on Nov.
1st, 1908: Public works-overdraft, noth-
ing; receiver generil, a surplus-of $44,s-
500. Not one single figure -of -which

Turning to ‘estimated re\'enue he
gave the statement published  else-
where. It would be seen that the re-
venue for the. year was considerably
more than the province had ever be-
fore received. The territorial revenue
will be very much larger. This was
based upon actual estimates of scalers
last year. The lumber cut was report-
ed as not more than 80 _per cent. of an
average, and yet ‘owing to the busi-
ness-like administration in that de-
partment the revenue was considers
ably larger than estimated. It is not
thought the actual cut this year will
be much greater than last year, yet
the superintendent.of, scalers estimates
the revenue from 185,000,000 feet as
compared with 161,000,000 feet last year.

Mr Robinson—You allow cutting
smaller logs, which ahe easier to get.

Hon. Mr, Flemming—Every scaler in
the employ of the department testi-
fied that for years past.every lumber-
man was allowed to cut logs smaller
than regulation size. The government
decided it was better to change the
regulation and live up to the law than
to have a regulation that was openly
defied. 5

EXPENDITURES EXPLAINED.

After reading . the estimated exp3n-
ditures, printed elsewhere, Mr. Flem-
ming proceeded to .justify the in-
creased items. .

The vote for forest-- protection. is .a
large one; and if any items of the
whole expenditure should meet tie
support of every man in the House it
was that the - forests might be amply
protected from .ravages by fire.

leaving a surplus of $33,3¢5. While
‘both receipts and expenditures , are
greater than in previous ycars it does
not mean that more money will come
in or be expended. It is accounted for
by the new system of bookkeeping.
Under the old system there was Pro-
vincial Hospital account, probate court
account and others in addition to con-
solidated ~ revelues, - and these = did
not figure in:current revenue aceount
except that any surplus was carrled
into current revenue. Under the new
system there was but one account,
consolidatéd revenue, and every dollar
coming in or _going out was shown in
that account. Putting probate court
fees into consolidated revenue makes
an apparent increase of $16,000 and ex-
penditure the same. Another item is
fire insurance on'the Provincial Hos-
pital, $27,000. Various items.  which
formerly Were kep. in separate ac-
counts totalled $70,000, leaving the ac-
tual receipts over last year - $30,000.

The American soft coal operators as
well as Canadian are dolefully predict-
feg ruin to their business from the
propossd estabMshment of reciprocal
free trade in that commodity. It will
puzzle the average man’to understand
how the competition of each could ruin
the other unless each foreseces in that
competition scme compulsion. in . the
Girectlon of cheaper coal. And if ‘this
fear of forelgn competition is well
founded in either instance it can only
be based on the knowledge, on both
sides of the ine, that there is nothing
to- bg feared from local rivalry. And
this smells of combination in restraint

of trade, which is distinetly ilegal in -

both éountries. c

‘What other reasen there may be fof
tire attilude of the Canadian coal
men, at least, it is hard to- see. If
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia mines
are not secure from competition in
thisir own oprovinees, therec must be
something very wrong with the Mari-
tithe ‘process of mining and handling
coal, for which the interests of the eon-
sumer demand remedy. Similarly
Mar{time codl should have the advant-
age in the great New Pngland market
with #ts déemand for 8,000,000 tons a
vedr. .Nova Scotia coal can be ship-
ped to Boston, for instance, for 45 cénts
s ton. The nearest American bitum-
inous mine has to carry its coal 300
miles by rall, at a cost of a dollar a
ton, and then must tranship it at the
farther éxpense by water before it can
redch the same market. And this New
Brugland market is open the year
round, whereas the Montreal market
which the Nova Scotia operators fear
they will losé is closed to water car-
riags & large part of the year, com-
pelling the storage of Nova Scotia coal
there in large quantities dur the
summer months and curteiling loss
from waste and disintegration. Surely
the gain here is greater than any prob-
ablé loss, from a Canadian standpoint.
Of course a radical change in methods
and policy would be necessary, but
under vigorous management = there
should be more and better business for
the Nova Scotia operators than under
existing conditfons—unleéss, as we have
intimated, there may be reasons for
fearing a change other than those gen-
erally stated.

From the viewpoint of the consumer,
at all events, there is -considerable
hope of benefit in the reciprocity pro-
posal, if only in the faot that the trade
will move more easily and cheaply in
its natural chanmels than in the arti-
£eial chamtiels created by tariff bar-
riers. And when this matter comes
for consideration before the Canadian
parliament the consurhér's interests

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As worked out in the statistics,t he
figures show per 1,000 inhabitants,
11.71 cenvictions in Manitoba, 8.83 in
British Columbia, 6.39 In Nova Scotia,
5.98 in New Brunswick, 5.40 in the
Northwest Provinces, 4.62 in Ontario,
3.18 in Quebec, and 1.43 in Prince Bd-
ward Island.

But though there is little profit from
the comparison in this regard, there’is
food for serious, thought in the fact
that In every provinee save prohibition
P. E I, drunkenness has alarmingly
increased in the past ten years;, in
spite of the spread of local option, the
teachings of temperance advocatos,
and the growing disfavor In swhich
men who drink heavily are held in
bueiness and industrial life: Accord-
ing to the statistics there were 11,259
convictions for drunkenness in 1898
and 29,802 in 1907. In nine years the
increaseé was fully 150 per cent. The
gréater part of the growth also took
place in the last five years, the econ-
wictions in 1902 being only 13,324,  The
cause of this condition is evidently
general. Posgibly it is in some mea-
sure due to the large influx of foreign
poptilation during the period under re-
view, that whatever the cause, the
condition very evidently calls for re-
newed vigor on the part of those de-
siring reform.

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AN INTERESTING CONFESSION

In articulo montls, politically speak-
ing, the aldermen made confession yes-
terday, and if we could only be sure
that their repentance and desire for
reform were Sincere we would gladly
grant them absolutionn for all thelr
gins, which are many. But even the
devil when sick had moénkish indlina-~
tions. Had it come, sooneér, when'there
was any posstbility- of legislative ac-
tion to follow the aldermen’s offer to
sacrifice themselves for the public
good, the Common Counci’s admis-
sion that it could give the city better:
governmenit if two~thirds of its mem-
bers were done away with, would have
been recelved with popular eéenthusi-
a:m &as atonement for a miiltitude of
shortcomings.

There is no doubt that four level-
Leaded business men could administer
the affairs of this city mueh more
capably and progresively than is pos-
sible under the present ¢umbersome
and absurd system. The thing is so
obvious that the aldermen dare not
give the electors opportunity to vote
on it. But though there is no possibil-
ity of any such reform this year, the
Council’s admission of the desirability
of a wiholesalée reduction in its mem-
bership, even though made in jest or
a moment of weakness, has established
an interesting precedent. Whether
thése same mien or a new lot compose
next year's Counecil the matter will
¢éme up dgain,

HISTORY REPEATS

Siz Charles Tupper has written for
the April issue of The Strand Maga-
gingé an article on ‘““The National Evo-
lution of Canada,” which bas one fea-
ture,.at least, of particular timeliness.
Dealing with the difficulties opposing
the Canadian Pacific Company during
its construction days, Sir Charles
says: “I found on reaching Canada
that the hostility of rival interests in
New® York and London had closed
both markets against them (the C, P.
R.) and they ywere unable to proceed
with the work. After thoroughly in-
vestigating the position, with the ap-
proval cf the government I proposed
to parliament to grant the company
& lcan of thirty million dollars for four
yeats at four per cemt. .Mr, Bluke,
who strongly opposed the loan, raid
across the House, when I was speak-
ing: “Don’t call it a loan; you know
we will nevar get a dellar.” The loan
was granted. . 8ir Donald Smith (now
Lord Strathcona) drove the last spike
in November, 1885, the line was open
for traffic in the spring of 1888, five
years before the contract required, and
ihe lcan was all repaid, with ’nterest,
before it was due. When it is remem-
bered that at the time that contract
for . the .construction of the Canadian
Pacific Railway was made the line, as
located, did not intersect any commu-
nity of one hundred white men from

, Nipissing, in Ontario, to the shores of

the Pacific Ocean, it i8 not strange
that doubts as to the financlal results
should have been entertained.”

The present Canadian government is
confronted .today by a problem pre-
cisely simllar, except that the assured
prospect of an immediately profitable
business from the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic makes the security for the proposed
loan (only $10,000,000 this time) far.

Th>  proposed
road, as it is admitted, is of mo use
except jn oonnection with the inines
and would be valueless as a public
utility should the failure of the Com-
pany throw it, as the only security for
the propYsed bond guarantee, upon the
government’s hands. Public money
shoul. only be ‘woted or the public
are obviously in the general publicin-
terest. These Gloucester mines and
the facilities connected therewith
might be classed under that head if
arrangement weré made for the de-
velopment of the ore to the highest
possible stage of manufacture within
the province. But lacking such guar-
antée the matter is one for municipal
rather than provincial assistance, if in-
deed there should be any public con-
tribution for the exploitation of one
of our ‘rlchest prévincial resources in
sudh a Wéay as to bring the least pos
sible profit to thie provinee.

CIVIC AND PARTY POLITICS

There have bean street corner whis-
pers for weeks wast of some political
coup to be made . this clvic election,
There is no logical reason for admin-
istering the purely ‘ocal business of
Bt. John along federal party lines, but
at ths same time it 1s _possible that
some good might be accomplished by
the interjection into civic affairs of
issue in which the average elector
would take some interest. General
apathy and lack of administrative re-
sponsibility are painfully characteristic
of the existing system, and these two
faults at least the application of party
politics would remedy. However, in a
matter of this kind . muth depends on
the niethod' by which the change isac-
complished and the motives back of
the movement. The average man suse
pects these secretly conceived political
manoeuvres, and with good reason. If
either party is to take an active part
in the approaching contest it should
do so squarely and above board and
make publi¢ not only +he athes of
the men who are to be endorsed, but
the motive of the endorsation und the
names of the mien back of it.

FRANGE AND CANADA

The final  passage of the  Franco-
Canadian trade treaty by the French
Senate is good news for Canada.
France is an ultra-protectionist coun-
try, her ordinary tarlff provisions op-
posing a practically prohibitive wall
to foreign trade except Insofar as par-
ticular articles of commerce have %e-
come the subject of special treaty and
arrangement.

Under the commercial treaty signed
by Secretary Root and M. Jusserand
vin 1907 and in effect since February 1,
1908, a wvariety of products of the
United States (coffee, cacao, chocolate,
vanilla, and mineral oilg) are admitted
under the minimum rates, in addition
to the eanned meats, table fruits, lum-
ber, paving blocks, and other commo-
dities provided for in the agreements
of May, 1898, and August, 1202, But
under the new Franco-Canadian reeis
procity treaty the minimum privilege
ig extended to numerous Canadian pro-
ducts, which, if imported from the
United States, would be subject to the
higher rates. By reéason of this fact
the French agriculturist pays, for in-
Btance, $3.86 lésg for a Canadian mower
than for a machine manufactured ‘ifi
the United States, $4.82 less for a reap-
er, and $8.20 léss for a binder. Such
digparity of import *duties obviously
ives Canadian’ manufacturers an ad-
vantage over those of the United
States which, combined with the great-
er cost of steel, wood, and l1abor in thes
latter country, will undoubtedly result
either in the transplanting of Ameéri-
can manufactures of agricultural ma-
chinery to Canadian soll or in the com-
plete supremacy of the Canadian ar-
ticle in France, ;

This difference in~ Canada’s favor
will be further increased with the com-
tariff revision
row under way. Undérf the new tariff
the level of import taxation will be
considerably Yeightenied. ‘It has been
caleulated by .M. Julien Hayem, an in-
fluential ‘Parisian merchant, that in the
Commission’s maximum tariff there
are 407 new spacifications, 48 new rates
of ‘duty, and 103 new ftems; and that
while the rates on 193 articles continue
unchanged, those on 888 are Increased,
and 'those on only seven ars reduced.
In the special or minimum schedule
there are 389 new specifications, with
8 increases amd 12 reductions. As
Canada’s place in the n¥nimum sche~
dule is pre-established by the trenty, a
place which other. countries not now
similarly favored can .omly challenge
after prolonged reciprocdl negotiotions

But as a matter of or-
dinary business prudence this provincs
should resist the temptation to increase
its debt at least until there is reason-
able prospect-of an increase in its re-
gources. :

The late government had the excuse

ent government has ro such prospects.

How
long will it ‘take them to realize the
necessity of reorganizing the assess-
ment system so as to adjust the taxa-
tion fairly and impose the heavy end
upon those most entitled and best able
to bear it depends altogether upon the
attitude of the taxpayers themselves.
The . banks 'and the. street railway
made  organized, forcible and direct
protest. The ordinary taxpayer grum-
bles ‘occasionally but proceeds indif-
ferently to vote for the same men, and
hence inevitably the same system year
after year. Reform in the methods of
clvie government demands reorgan-
ization of the government itself, both
in system and in personnel, and this
demands organized effort on the part
of those who desire a change

There’ 'will: doubtless be much com-
plaint over the plan to disfranchise
those who accept the proposed exemp-
tion from taxes, and there i{s ground
for strong argument both for .and
against this. "If the city is regarded
as a political unit—a gsection of the
state—democracy forbids a franchise
based on money qualifications.

HARBOR VALUATION AND
HARBOR DUES

Objection is taken by some to Hon.
Mr. Pugsley’s contention that ~if the
city’s harbor property is handed over
to a Coemmission its value 'shouid be
based on the revenue it earns rather
than on the money actually expended
on its provision and maintenance to
date. 8nch objection is shortsighted.
If a commission is to operate the harr
bor it must work on a business basis,
must - make the property pay interest
on ‘its cost to the Commission, The
only source of the Commission’s rev.-
eénue would be taxation of the traffiv,
and it is obvious that it is in the in»
terests of the port to keep this ds
lieht as possible.

If the Harbor Commission were to
pay $3,000,000 for a property only re-
ceiving a ‘net revenue of $66,000, -even
even, if the Commission only pays three
per cent on the $3,000,000, it would at
the end of the year default in interést
to the extent of $35,000 and in order to
fully meet the interest charge, would
be obliged to inc¢rease wharfage and
harbor tolls about 75 per cent. It
would be a most serious matter so to
increase the burden on. shipping and
hamper the commerce of the port.

TO PRESS CLAIMS
Many Milljons Demanded
From Federal Treasury in

Settlement of Claims

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I, April
b5.—Before the Dominion Parliament
closes, there will wait upon the Fed-
eral cabinet a delegation from the Is-
1dnd Governinent, to submit and préess
certain claims which this province has
upon the Dominion. This delegation
svill be headed by Premier Haszard,
who will be accompanied probably by
Hon. Geo. E. Hughes, Mr. John Ag-
new and others who constitute the
committee which was appointed in the
house last session to prepare a state-
ment. Just before the house pro-
rogued last week, Premier Haszard
submitted a report of the committee.
Their work was not completed but up
to that time the claims so far as con-
sidered were as follows:

1. The Island’s share in the Halifax |

Fishery Award, estimated at $1,250,000
with acerued interest. The damages
had arisen before Confederation, the
award being paid after Confederation
and going into Canada’s hands. The
Dominion Government claimed to hold
it as trustees fqr the provinces affect-
ed, and the sum supposed Yo represent
the net interest is distributed in boun-
ties, but the lion’s share has been se-
The fishery
award claim has now heen before the
provincial legislature for a number of
years. Some members are urging that
this province should unite with others
interested, and thus, acting on the
principle that union is strength, suc-
ceed.in receiving its recognition by the
Dominion Government. Others—egn-
tend as that the Island’s case is differ-
ent from that of the other provinces
and as the bulk of the evidence on
which the award was made was taken
from the Island, where the greatest
catches were made by the Americans,
this province should press its claims
itself. However, both parties in the
house are agreed that we have a
strong and valid clairg.

2. Claim two is for damages on ac-
count of the non-fulfilment of the
terms of union, with respect to winter
communication, The settlement under
this head was made in-1901, when $30,-
000 a year for all time to come was
added to our subsidy as a result of
the representations of the delegates
gent by the Libgral Government. The
claim since 1901, amounting to $300,-
000, will now be presented.

8. The third claim is based on the
ground that we are entitled to consid-
eration from the Dominion govern-
ment on accouht of the public domain
which has’ been alienated to the other
prcvinces to the exclusion of the is-
land At present an estimate is not
possible, but steps will be ltaken to
eventually obtain one, It is contend-
ed that every province has a partner-
ghip share in these lands, and in the
debt incurred in-securing-them. Each
province helped to build the railways
end highways running through them
and shared in the cost if expenditure
incurred on account of immigration.

4. The fourth claim is that we should
have & readjustment of our per capita
subsidy fom the Dominioh on account
of the difference between the estimated
deht of Canada at the time we emtered
Confederation, including the expen-
\diture 'upon certain public works and
undertakings, and the amount actual-
ly expended on such works. The dif-
ference between the estimated and ac-
tual debt of Canada was $176,422,000.
The delegates will claimn a pro rata
intrease of per capita allowance, owing
to the largely increased expenditure.
THe island’'s right of compensation was
first recognized by the Dominion some
yeary ago, when it recelved an in-
ereass in Bubsidy of $20,000 a Year ‘on

this head.

5. It is also claimed that the island
is equitably entitled to be paid the
amount charged against this provincé
of $3,114,755 for the construction of the
Prince Edward Island Railway, the
other provinces having had railways
constructed by the Dominion which, at
the time we entéred Confederation,
had not been contemplated. A state~
ment has been prepared showing the
difference between the amount of in-
terest which this sum would have
earfied for the province, had the Do-
minion government assumed the dabt,
instead of the province, and the de-
ficits which had beéen contrasted on the
Irland Railway. The amount of inter-
et is $5480,786. The deficits were
$2,499,759, leaving a balance of $2,951,-
027.

6. The sixth olaim is for the cost of
maintaining the penitentiary prison=
ers S8ince last settlement, estimated at
$9,086.

7. The seventh is admisistration of
oriminal justice under the criminal
laws of Canada, $56,145,095. K.

8. There are other claims on account
of the probate court of the province
estimated at $61,740.04, besides the fees
received and applied to the payments
in the judges’ salaries

PRINE OSKAR 15
SPLENDID STEAMER

The Hamburg Canadian liner Printz
Oskar in command of Captain Fuller;
arrived in this port yesterday morning
at ten from Rotterdamw, and docked
at No. 4 berth. When the big liner
came in about four hundred péople
were present on the whatf to meet
her.

The Prinz Oskar left Rotterdam on,
March 22, and crossed the Atlantic by
the southerly course. She had clear
weather passing the banks and saw no
ice. Coming up the bay the steamer
was in the teeth of a blinding snow
and hail storm. .

The wind blew a hurricane and the
seas ran mountains high and washed
her decks from stem to stern, but did
no damage.

The steamer brought about 402 pas-
sengers and 60 tons of general cargo.
The passengers were mostly Russians,
Austrians and Poles. Twenty-eight are
bound for U. S. A. and the remainder
are going west. The Printz Oskar was
built in 1902 by Bremers Vulkan Veg-
sack, and belongs to the Hamburg-
American Parker- Co. For the last
years she plied between Naples and
South American to River Plate.

Last year the steamer was laid up
from March, 1908, to aMrch, 1%09. SBhe
is 3,777 tons net register, and 6.026 tons
gross with accommodation to carry 216
cabin and 1,%00 steerafie passengers.
Her signal letters are M. V, L. R. She
is’ equipped with twin screws and has
three large decks. Her speed is thir-
téen knots. The Printz Oskar is a sis-
ter ship of the Printz Adelbert. The
stloon on the steamer is situated aft
of bridge deck. Large, square windows
on hoth sides give good light and fresh
air. The saloon is done in maple,
painted green with gold trimmings,
some of the panels are done in pink
silk and a number of handsome oil
paintings ornament the walls. The
state rooms are provided with ward-
robes and fitted with metalic berths
and folding lavatories.

The smoking room is lange and airy.
It is finished in maple wood with
panels in dark checked silk. The roomr
is tastefully decorated with some
handsome German peaintings. The
Print% Oscar will be equipped with
wireless on her next voyage here.

The passengers, who are & fine ook«
ing class of people, were landed this
morning. They will be forwarded west
by two special trains this afternoon.

ESTINATES FOR YEAR

FREDERICTON, N. B. April 5.—

The house met at three o’clock.

Bills to authorize the city of Monec-
ton to issue debentures, to amend the
act incorporating St. John Real Es-
tate C2., N. B. Masonic Hall Co.,, and
Albert Mfg. Co., were read a third time
and passed. Several bills were read
a second time.

The house went into committee and
further considered the liquor license ;
bill, Mr. Burchill in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Hazen introduced a section
providing a penalty of $5 and costs for
every day a license holder has screens
before his bar in violation of the law.
The bill as introduced made it unlaw-
ful to have such screens, but no pen-
alties . were provided for g violation
of the section.

Mr. Labillois thought the act should
provide that license snspectors could
compel hotel pfroprietors to furnish at
least two sample rooms for the use of
commercial travellers,

The bill was agreed to as amended
and reported to the house.

Mr. McKeown continuing the debate
on” the budget, said that since the
house last adjourned he had an oppor-
tunity of studying the estimates as
presented by the provincial secretary
which called for some comments in
view of the statements and promises
made by the government before com-
ing into power.

The sum of $1,907,888 wa.s received
from treasury bills floated by them, as
against which thRy had those due in
Augyst last amounting to $1,387,130.

Deducting
funded, debt from .that amount the
present administration might fairly be |
held responsible for the balance. He
was well aware that liability was in-
curred before they came into office,
but the present administration ha.d had
the spending of it.

Hon. gentlemen talked about the
Audict Act, but of all colossial frauds
that Audit < Act was chief.

the railroad fires is only a substantial
beginning in the elimination of the
total fire damage in the forest pre-
serve -and that radical measures will
be needed on the part of the state
authorities to supplement the precau-
tions and expense imposed upon the
rallroads by this order if the Adiron-
dack forests are to he preserved.

Mr, McKeown said he had a tlee-
gram fromy Mr.' Figher that the matter

Hon. Mr. Landry réplied that while
the visit of the Soottish farmers might
not have been under the :direction of
bis: department -“he ‘cértainly wrote
Premier Hazen that the government
would be advised as to the arrival of
these farmers and arrangements for
their tours, He wished to thank the
people all over the province for the
kindnes and courtesy shown the agri-
cultural commission and wjould spe-
cialy mention the hon. members for
Restigouche, Mr. Leger of Westmor-
land and Mr, r of Gloucester, who
although politically opposed to the
sovernment had done everything they
oould to make the meetings of the
commission a success, He thought the
commissipn was particularly fortunate
in the selection of its secretary, a gen~
Ptleman whose qualification. for the po-
sition nebody would question. He was
sorry to note that the: member for
Victoria the &ther night went out of
his way to state that Mr. Hubbard
received ten dollars a day as secre-
tary' of the commission. He ‘would
state to the house that Mr. Hubbard
wag paid $125 .per month, which was
not more than one half he.was. worth.
No one would questipn the qualifica-
tions of the other commissioner, Geo.
B. Fisher, one of the most successful
and progressive farmer in the prov-
ince. A visit to his farm. at Chatbam
was a ravelatio _and _his barns awvould
compare more n favorably with the
best barns on, e mode]l farm  at
Guelph, Ottawa or St, Anne’s. The
speaker referred at considerable length
to the importance of agricultural edu-
cation, saying that in that regard New
Brunswick was in a very ,back rank
as compared with other provinces.
When it was realized that 95 per cent.
of the rural population of’the province
was engaged In agricultural pursuits
the impontance of the subject would
be appreciated. About fifty million
dollarg are Invested in this province
in agriculture as compared with about:
twenty-five millions in all other indus-
tries combined, It was time for the
province to look ahead and for the
authorities to move in the matter of
agricultural education, supplying such
in common and high schliocols and
eventually by an agricultural college.

Then, it was proposed to provide for
short courses for studying live s.ock,
dairying and horticulture. It wasim-
portant to have these studies taught
in the public schools and when youths
have grown up they will carry the in-
formation they have galned to the
farm and would take up farming with
intelligence. As regards dairying he
thought the department had started
at the wrong end, They had com-
menced building the second story of
the structure before laying the fcun-
dation. Encouragement of milk pro-
duction with proper dairy cattle should
have preceded the attempt to establish
an industry by founding cheese and
butter factories.

Hon, Mr. Landry quoted experts to
show that in the matter of fruit and
apple raising, New Brunswick should
be in the front rank and therefore the
commission were recommending the
appointment of a provincial horticul-
turist.

The importance of good roads could
not be too strongly advocated and
better railway £acilities were .also ne-
eessary. ‘eH thought some attention
should also be given to developing
a rural telephone system. Another
very impertant matter recommended
by the commission was the organiza-
tion of women’s institutes such as they
had in Ontario and some of the states.

Hon. Mr. Landry then briefly sum-
marized ~appendices to the commis-
siow’s report, commenting on each.

As regards immigration and coloniz-
ation, both would receive careful at-
tention from the government.  Efforts
would be directed to settie immigrants
upon vacant farms of the province be-
cause these immigrants would contri-
bute to keeping up roads, schools,
churches and other seprvices of the
country. Colonization would be intel-
ligently directed and young men -not
gent indiscriminately upon vacant
lands. It was ‘the intention of the
government to survey sections suitable
for agriculture and open them for col-
onization. - Lumbermen should not be
allowed to cut off all the lumber and
leave nothing for settlers amnd the set:
tler himself would be permitted to
take off only & limited quantity of
lumber each year, just enough to help

enough land cleared to make a farm.
He called particular attention to the
appendix in which comparisons  were
made of the standing of several pro-
vinges in all branches of agriculture.
It was generally to be deplored that
New Brunswick stood at' the bottom
of ‘the list in nearly every particular.

HORSE IMPORTATION,

Speaking of the recent horse import-
ation. Hon. Mr. Landry thought the
critics on the opposition side had not
been fair,. The thoroughbred horse is
the foundation of all good horse stock
in any part of the work, Man might
go blind-folded and put his hand on
& thoroughbred Morse and he would
be certain to :get something good,
There was - less  predispesition. in

him’ get .along until he could - get-

the ‘thoroughbred ~horse to transwit

blemishes to his offspring ever if he
had the same. Canada was hungry,

Tor thoroughbred horses from coast'to

coast. Nearly every good Horse 'in the
world had at least'a dash of thorough-
bred blood in hiin. Ouf forefathers in
this province had better horses ‘than 4
we because they imporfed thorough-

breds from Eiurope and today this pro-
vince is feeling the ‘benefit of that

thoroughbred “blood. He quoted from
the New Brunswick Year Book of 1907
to show that hon, gentlemen opposite;
were in favor of importing thorough-

breds at that time, and their criticisms
now were made only for the purpose
of finding fault.

MR. LABILLOIS.

Mr. Labillois, while dcubting some-
what whether it was in order to ad-
dresi the house on the subject of the
report, felt nevertheless that it was
the most important matter which had
been brought before the house for some
Yearg and some little latitude would
be allowed. ‘He dosiréd to congratu-
late  the commissison upon the suc-
cessful result of their labor and upon
the very comprehensive report they
had presented. When the appoint-
ment of the commission was first con-
sldered last year, he, having been at
one time commissioner for agriculture,
suggested that it .would be well to
visit other provinces to gain ike ex-
perience of farming mettiods in other
Places, and he was glad to motics that
his suggestions had been acted upon.
During recess hc had visited other
provinees, particularly Quebec, and
had "Deen very much interested in
agricultural .. matters there. He had
Seen things which he hoped would
soon be in existence in New Bruns-
wick. He had noticed that in the
schools .. boys and even girls were
taught branches of the agricultural in-
dustry greatly to their advantage., It
would take some time to thoroughly
consider the report that was hrought
down, and he hoped that in cons.der-
ing it hon, members on both sides of
the house would leave politics out of
the question in different parts of the
province. It was extremely difficult
for the farmers on the Narth Shore to
come all the way to Fredericton or St.
John to attend the sale, and it was
only fair to them that sales of ‘such
stock should be held at places they
could attend.

He noticed Mk the report a, section
referring to automobiles, a matter in
respect of which every man should
strike out fromg the shoulder. These
he looked upon as the greatest nuis-
ance and greatest causé of disaster of
modern times. Farmers and their
wives. and -daughters were afraid to
dmrive on roads and hundreds and thou-
sands of farmers in the province were
urable to attend markets. Some ac-
tien, he thought, should be taken by
‘the legislature at once to place re-
strictiohs upon their use on a certain
day of ‘the we3k at any rate. He
strongly advocated the inauguration of
market days on which, and certain
others, autos should be prohibited from
using the roads. Farmers and their
wives- would then be -able to drive
valuable horses without fear of ac-
cident to life and 1imb.

Postal service was an Important point
in: adding to the comfort and conven-
ience of fermers. He did not know
whether the credit for reeent improve—~
ments should’ be given te the Domin-
jon ‘governmernit or tot, bat it was mest
important that the best: facilities in
‘that diretciom should be given to those
who Hved in the country, When. the
old government’ .took up .the questien:
of dairying' very litttle was being done
in that way by farmers, and the late
government did a good deal to help it
on. The present provinclal secretary
wlhien in opposition took frequ®nt oc-
casion to find fault with what the gov-
ernment was doingz. This he consider-
ed somewhat unfair because no one
knew better than he did of the chang-
ing conditions with regard to that
branch of farm industry. Farmers
found it more profitable to grow pota-
toes and so they discarded dairying.
He thought it would be advisable to
give instructions to farmers on mak-
ing better butter, for there was a great
deal of inferior butter maAde. This
form of instruction might be given
through agricultural socleties and per-
haps by circulation of pamphlets on
the subject.

With reference to the report of the
commission generally he thought some
very valuable work had been accom-
plished, which would take a good deal
of anxious thought and consideration
and ‘must achieve a wvast amount: of
good. The subjects touched upon in
the report were of the highest import-
ance, and he would suggest that some
time before the clog2 of the sessjon an
afternoon or evening might he set
aside, when the whole matter might
be thoroughly discussed by the House.

Mr. Robinson enddrsed the premier’'s
remarks and was .sure that every
member would approach the consider-
ation of the question in an entirely non-
partisan manner. All the members of
the opposition would assist and co-
operate with the government in en-
deavoring to work out most satisfac-
tory policy possible in the interests of
farming industry, hut at the same time
he ‘did not think they should be re-
stricted from making any reasonable
criticism they might think necessary,
Before closing he desired to call atten-
tion to'a book published by Howard
Trueman on the histery+ of agricul-
turé in New Brunswick, ..which he
would like' to suggest to the present
government that it might be worth
while to have it circulated.

Hon. Mr. Morrissy in reply to Mr.
Tweeddale said‘that the - government
were not awdare that the flooring of
Andover bridge was in a dangerous
condition, that if so it would be re-
paired at once. Whether the work
would be let by contract or done by
days’ work would depend on the re-
port from the structural superintend-
ent. .

Referring to agriculture, he said,
yveans ago, spgaking for the southern
part of the province, he had thought
the whecat policy of the government
was rather far-fetched and the idle
mills at present seemed to show that
more money had been spent in this
direction than was desirable. = How-
ever, if it was good policy for Resti-
gouche and the North Shore counties
he was glad this government would
continue it.

They had claimed that the conting-
ent expenses of the government offices
were increased. The only trouble was
that it was hard for these gentlemen
to realize that there was now a new
system of bookkeeping in force.

He believed in the future of the
province in its great agricultural pos-

HEven if it cost $100,000 to: raise the
standard of agriculture the govern-
ment should vote it. Seed time was
now nearly here. Hundrede and thou-
sands of farmers throughout the prov-
ince would soon be sowing poor seed
because they could not get good. The
department should import good seed,
sell it' to the farmers at cost and for
cash. The people did not want it for
nothing, they were willing to pay for
it if they could get it. This question
was up to the commissioner of agri-
culture. Anather thing was coloniza-
tion. The government had promised
they would pursue a vigoroue policy in
that respeet, but they had now been:
in power over a year and nothing had
been accomplished so far,

Mrs. Boyle Said to be Helen
Richards of Colum-
bus, Ohio

SHARON, Pa., April 6.—Mrs. Jamée,
H. Boyle, in jail with her husbund fow
kidnapping Billy Whitla, has now'
been jdentified as Helen Richards,
daughter of M. Richards, of Columbus,
Ohio.

This information was received in a
letter from the Columbus police last
night. It gave the meagre details,
but it was stated that the woman had
been recognized by acquaintances
through the publicatior of her pictures
in newspapers.

The Mercer county authoritfes are
positive that Mrs. Boyle is not the
daughter of William McDermott, of
Chicago. When informed today that
the Columbus police have connected
her* with ' the Richards family, Mrs,
Boyle laughed merrily.

“S0o now I'm Miss Richards, or was
before I married Jimmy,” sald Mrs.
Boyle. “Let me see. First 1 was
Helen McDenn or McDonough, then
Helen or Anna McDermott, then Helen
Thurston and now Miss Richards. You
want to know who I am? Well, I am
plain Mrs, Lefty Boyle.”

While Mrs. Boyle is chaffing the
local authorities over her identity and
trying to conceal her maiden name, it
is asserted positively that they know
who she was before marriage and that
at the proper time they will announce
her name. It will not be done now for
obvious reasons. It was said today
that Mrs. Bovle will be held for the
grand jury in this county.

Should the jury fail to indict her, she
will be returned to Cleveland to an=
swer a charge of blackmail, and may
possibly be taken to another city,
where’it is alleged she and Boyle are
wanted for forgery.
