AFTERMATH OF
B DISISTER

Passing Liners Pay Respects
to the Dead Where
Empress Sank.

By Special Wire to The Courier]

MONTREAL, June 2.—The watch
of Mr. E. Seybold of Ottawa, which
was reported as having been lost, has
been turned over by the captain of
the Storstad to the C. P. R.,, which
has forwarded the same to the owner.

The funeral will take place this af-
ternoon of Martha Hatton, wife of
Chas. D. Tylee. A little girl’s body,
about 7 years old, has been found on
the shore at Little Melp. There is a
piece of string around her waist, the
only method of identification at the
moment. Instructions have been sent
to Little Melp that her body should
be forwarded to Quebec. Her body
must have travelled at least fifteen be-
fore it went ashore.

Captain Kendall, who was almost
nervously prostrated on Sunday, was
greatly recovered to-day, but his face
still showed signs of the terrible or-
deal through which he had gone.

“Captain Kendall did not leave his
ship until the vessel left him,” said a
C. P. R. official yesterday.

Survivors still come into the city
dressed in Rimouski clothing, none of
it made for the men that wear it, with
the result that some walk the streets
in a shamefaced fashion.

A signal evidence of the respect and
sympathy caused everywhere by the
disaster was given by White Star,
Dominion Liner Megantic last Satur-
day when passing the place where the
Empress of Ireland disappeared from
view. All mustered on the porc side,
the ships engines stopped to allow
the vessel to become stationary, and
all the passengers uncovered and join-
ed in the singing of ‘Abide with Me.’
Going out on the same day, the White
Star Liner Teutonic mustered the
ship’s company by bugle call at six
o’clock in the morning to do the same
thing. The buoy placed in position
by the department of marine and fish-
eries, just where the Empress of Ire-
land sank it is believed gave rise in
the excited minds of some passengers
on vessels‘passing the spot to'the rdea
that they saw the funnel of the sub-
merged vessel. The admiralty report
states that the vessel is apparently
lying on its side, and that the least
sounding is nine-and a half fathoms
at low water, over it. This report is
therefore untrue.

On the orders of the president of
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany, everyone of their steamers on
the Atlantic and the Pacific Oceans,

Jand every building under their con-

trol on every continent of the globe
is flying a flag at half mast as an evi-
dence of the sorrow that the com-
pany’s employees feel throughout the
world because of the loss of the pas-
sengers and crew of the Empress of
Ireland. As the company’s agencies
ring the world and its fleets bridge the
gaps of water between continents this
means that in every civilized country
of the world there is a tribute of res-
pect and mourning for the dead.*

The tense feeling at the C. P. R. of-
fices is somewhat abated, but from
the president down there has been no
relaxation of effort tc do all that is
humanely possible to mitigate in any
degree the distress and horror of the
scenes following the work of rescue.
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, indeed, has
hardly taken rest day or night since
the occurrence; while all who are of-
ficially related to his immediate pur-
view have been on constant and and
anxious duty.

Articles left on board the Storstad
by the distracted passengers of the
Empress of Ireland have been handed
to Mr N. S. Dunlop, tax commissioner
of the C. P. R. by the captain of the
boat for the passengers to identify
and claim.

The body of Fred Rutherford, for-
merly of Hamilton and Brantford,
which was identified at Quebes yester-
day, was brought here to-day.

NY PERSON wno 18 tne sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestcad on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

GREATEST IN
ALL WORLD

Britain is Holding Mobil-
ization of Her Entire
Aerial Force.

[By Special Wire to the Courler]

MONTREAL, June 2.—A Daily
Mail cable from London says:

Mobilization of the aerial force for
the British army has been completed
on Salisbury Plain, and this morning,
on that historic area, five complete
squadrons of airships, with 70 aero-
planes and 100 pilots, commenced
manceuvres which will last for a
month. These have been so arranged
that aerocrafts for purely military
uses shall be employed in co-operation
with troops. The aerial force will be
eugaged in reconnoitring, the drop-
ping of bombs and wireless signalling.

From an expression of opinion of
several members of the city council
last night, it is just possible that a
decision will be reached to either
abolish ‘the office of civic relief of-
ficer or combine the office with the
organization known as the Associ-
ated Charities of the city, such or-
ganization to receive civic support.
Rev. G. A. Woodside and Mr. An-
drew McFarland made very clear
explanations of the reason for organ-
izing the Associated Charities, It
was pointed out to the council that
even in a city the size of Brantford
indiscriminate giving of charity by
different churches and ntffly private
indivduals had led to a system of
overlapping, or no system at all, and
as a result it encouraged poverty
and idleness. To have the city and
organization work jointly together
would mean a great improvement.

Rev. Mr. Woodside said that for
some time they had been looking in-
to associated charity work in this city
The question was a new one, but the
principle has been operated in every
city of importance. The idea was one
of centralization, so as to secure a
curative charity. Last year, Brant-
ford organized in the middle of the
winter and appointed an interimcom-
mittee. = All the churches had a re-
presentative, and the new organiza-
tion worked well. It was well known
that certain people went the rounds
to secure charity, and with the Asso-
tiated Charities this was impossible.
Investigation = always preceded dis-
bursement, and a filing system cover-
ing all cases was carefully kept. The
Brantford organization was caomplete
with Frank Cockshutt, president; W.
B. Preston, first vice-president; A.
Mctarland, second vice-president.
The organization doesn’t know what
relation it will have to the city,
whether a grant will be forthcoming
or not. Mr. Woodside said they were
not making a regtiest, but wished
rather to outline the work, and if the
confidence of the city council was
won, the administration of civic char”
ity might be handed over. Atall events
the organization should know what
the civic office was doing and vice
versa so that there should be . mno
overlapping. Last winter a great
work was accomplished, not only
charitably but socially. Some people
were told that they would have to
clean up. otherwise they would not
receive charity. Perfect sympathy
and harmony were needed from the
city for a continuance of the work.

WOULD STOP CHARTY WHERE
HELPS MAKE THIS

Proposal Put Before the City Council
Last Evening— Associated, Charities
Over the Work.

Mr. A. McFarland also outlined
the plans. To him the administration
of charity by the civic officer would
be like helping the lame dog over the
fence. The Associated Charities aim-
ed at curing the legs. Sickness and
unemployment rendered charity ne-
cessary, and the Associated Charities
would prove a good agency in giving
advice and increasing 'the earning
power of the home. It was nothing
short of criminal to keep doling out
charity where there were able bodied
men in the family. The organization
endeavored to prevent this, and to
act in securing employment. Mr Mec-
Farland said they did not propose to
press the matter right off, but sug-
gested that the council take the pro-
serious consideration.
The organzation he thought, would
prove an impartial one.

Ald. Ryerson asked if they would
not need a paid secretary.

Rev. Woodside said that one would
be required, and on the future atti-
tude of the council would depend the
tuture action of the organization.
Eventually the work would become
of such a character that a secretary
would have to be secured.

Ald. Ryerson said he favored the
proposition. He didn’t like the way
the civic office worked, because there
were real cases of charity, deserving
cases which might be handled much
better.

Ald. Charlton wanted to know if
all religious bodies contributed funds.

Mr. Woodside replied that they did.
The Associated Charities wanted to
prevent overlapping.

Ald. Broadbent thought the objects
of the organization very worthy, and
if one entire body could do the work
of fifty, it would be done better and
more economically.

Mayor Spence said there was no
question or doubt but that access to
the civic relief books would be read-
ily given. At present, the city had a
paid employe, and he would not like
to see any man lose his position. His
sympathy was with the organization
as he had attended several meetings
of the same. It had been said that Mr
Eddy was a cold man, hard hearted,
but, said his Worship, it was abso-
lutely necessary to puton a cold face
in performing the duties of civic re-
lief officer. The explanation of Mr.
Woodside and Mr. McFarland was
convincing.

Ald. Hollinrake, as chairman of
the finance committee, promised to
have a report at the next meeting of
the council.

All of ‘which goes to prove that if
you get the right sort of caddie you
get the best kind of golfer.

Go where you will, you find caddies
galore with the right kind of stance
and the right kind of swing.

For, after all, there is only one in-
fallible recipe for making a champion
and that is to catch him young and
keep him constantly at it.

Ray, in Inland Golf, explains the
matter thus: \

“The imitation of good players is
the beginning of golf.”

The reason why a caddie’s swing is
usually so good is that he is always
trying to imitate the best player in
his club.

Thus one good player in a club al-
ways becomes a surety for more.

We would like to add only one
thing to Ray’s observations.

That is, if the imitation of the good
players is the caddie’s exercxse, the
imitation of the bad ones is his relax-
ation,
