In 
extreme cases complete destruction, 
of some crop has sometimes been 
known to occui through failure to 
give care, or through neglect of the 
right steps at the right time.

lu this connection It will be found 
that there Is nothing that can be 
done that will give more satisfactory 
returns on the Investment than a 
small outlay in money and time on 
spraying and dusting. But It must 
be done Intelligently or time and 
money will be squandered; and the 
leading essential here js the choice 
of the proper remedy and the correct 
compounding and applying of It.

One of the most outstanding and 
effective remedies In use to-day is 
lime-sulphur solution mixed with an 
arsenical. This combination gives a 
combined insecticide and fungicide 
effect, a team play which Is very fre­
quently required du 
season, insects and fungi often giv­
ing trouble at the same time on the 
same plant. The advantage of mix­
ing the two and applying them 
together is obvious 
application is exactly one-half what 
It would bo bad they to be separately 
applied.

But care in making this combined 
spray must be exercised Some 
arsenicals cannot be- mixed with lime- 
sulphur. Paris green, long the most 
popular bug exterminator, and still 
extensively used where quick results 
are desired. Will destroy fully 
cent, of the efficiency of the lime- 
sulphur wash If mixed with it, and, 
what is far worse, this mixture will 
badly damage leaves and other ten­
der parts of plants. It follows, there­
fore. that Paris 
powerful poison 
be used along with lime sulphur wash 
us a combined spray. On the other 
haiyd arsenate of lead has given de­
cided satisfaction in this respect and 
It is quite probable that the newer 
arsenical, calcium arsenate, is also 
suitable to combine with lime- 
sulphur

But the chief purpose of this arti­
cle Is to draw attention to the 
hitherto little recognized fact in 
connection with the use ot arsenate 
of lead along with lime-sulphur that 
there are two kinds of arsenate of 
lead, chemically, one of which la 
more titled for combining with lime- 
sulphur than is the other. Acid ar­
senate of lead destroys nearly 30 per 
cent, of the efficiency of the lime- 
sulphur, whereas neutral 
lead, the other kind, only destroys 9 
per cent. In other respects, these two 
forms of the lead arsenate are 
equally useful to combine with lime- 
sulphur solution to get a dual pur­
pose spray. If, however, when using 
the acid arsenate of lead, 3** pounds 
of finely sifted, and fresh hydrated 
lime he mixed into the lime-sulphur 
solution along with every 1 pound 
of the arsenate used (which is us­
ual!

It is 
therefore recommended that when­
ever using arsenate of lead and lime- 
sulphur as a combined spray, unies* 
the kind of arsenate is known to be 
neutral, the practice of using hydrat­
ed lime along with It be always 
followed.—H. L. Fulmer, O. A. Col­
lege, Guelph.
