A HUGE DEFICIT,

‘“ The largest deficit Canada ever had!”
We are informed by the despatches that
the Dominion account books for the last
fiscal year, just closed, make this show-
ing. We have frequently had dinned into
our ears the terrible deficits of the
“knight of the sorrowful countenance”
as Tory papers: are fond of terming Sir
Richard Cartwright, one of the greatest
Finance Ministers the Dominion has ever
possessed. It will be interesting to learn
how they dub the Hon. George E, Foster,
who has succeeded in producing a deficit
the like of which the country never knew
before in its long history. The figures
appear in our regular telegraphic col-
umns ahd their accuracy cannot be de-
nied. The work of boasted Protection
no doubt this is, the policy that was to
raise tall chimneys, keep the people at
home and settle up our waste lands. It
has done the very opposite. Factories
have been shut down ,eur boys and girls
seek fortunes in other lands and the im-
migration is so light as to be scarcely
worth noticing.  Piling up a huge debt
and creating enormous deficits—these be
the fruits of a mistaken system of politi-
cal administration. We cannot look for
a change unless Conservatives who hon-
estly voted ,with their party at the last
general election recognize their error now
and undo the wrong they assisted in ef-
fecting by joining with the Liberals in
bringing about a different order of things.
Let the individual voter ask himself,
‘“What has the National Policy done for
me?”’ and it will not take him long to
decide upon the course he should pur-
sue when again called to register his vote
in the best interests of his native or
adopted country, which ought to occupy
a different position on the American con-
tinent from that which it does to-day.

PROTECTION DOES NO GOOD,

The Chicago Times says that W. W.
Astor’s daily income is $23,277, J. D. Rock-
feller’s 58, Corn Vanderbilt's $11,-
690, ‘W, K. Vanderbilt 97, and the
Goulds $11,088,  THese are on  few sam-
ples of' incomes of ‘American multi-mili-
ionaires. Whence comes the money to
pay this enormous tribute? It comes
from the men whose toil produces all
wealth—the wage-earners and farmers—
whose average daily wage (and they
work from morning till night) is some-
thing like §1. It is strange that the rich
grow richer, and that just in the ratio
as they ascend the scale of accumulated
wealth the other side—the real wealth
producers drops, drops, drops to the
point of bare existence. The same unjust
conditions which make the pauper, create
the millionaire, These conditions may be
comprehended in one single sentence—the
control by a few of the natural oppor-
tunities which belong equally to all. The
supreme duty of the hour is the restora-
tion to the people of their God-given
rights, and the taking from those who
now possess them of all special privi-
leges. Every other question now before
the people pales into insignificance in
comparison with this, and until this is
accomplished, the present évils will only
increase in intensity—the incomes of the
millionaire will mount higher, the wages
of the producer will drop lower to the
starvation point and that means involun-
tary servitude.

A POLITICAL HURRICANE.

The Ottawa Evening Journal (Ind.-
Cons.) foretells the near approach of a
great opolitical storm in the following
words: Owing to the lack of conjunction
on the forty-fifth parallel of latitude or
thereahouts of the two political stars,
Bowell and Greenway, the Journal pre-
dicts positively that a furious tornado
,will swoop down on Ottawa about the
third orgfourth moon of 1896, the gale
blowing with such force as to lift a large
number of members of Parliament clean
out of their seats and to possibly whisk
some of the cabinet ministers hundreds
of miles away. It is even possible that
this great cataclysm, originating west o
~the great lakes, and howling east all
along the border will blow the tariff wall
or part of it down upon a number o:
our manufactories, causing doubtless
much loss and damage. We do not yet
fix the exact day for this gigantic atmos-
pheric disturbance, but it will come in
the spring of 1896 and be the worst of
the kind known in five years in Canada.

THE OUTLOOK FOR FLAX.

The probable establishment of a flax
mill in this Province, possibly at Mis-
sion City, and the attention given of late
to this produet by British Columbia farms-
ers, lead to the belief that next year
will see many experiments.in this class
of agriculture. At the Whatcom Fair
the visitors from this side of the line
took a great deal of interest in the dis-
pay there. The Winnipeg Commercial,
incidentally, says that flax has suddenly
eome into prominence in Manitoba as an
important crop. The area sown this year
'was enormously increased over any pre-
vious year, this no doubt being due to
the very high price which ruled for flax
last year, taken along with the very low
price which ruled for wheat. Last year
the flax area in Manitoba was about 30,-
000 acres only, while this year it is
placed at 82,500 acres. The crop last year
at an average yieid of 12 bushels per acre
produced a. total of 366,000 bushels. This
year, with an average yield of 15 bushels
per acre, the crop is estimated to be
about 1,240,000 bushels. This large in-
crease dn the area and quantity of the
crop makes the question of prices a more
fmportant one in Manitoba than it has
ever been before. The very high prices
of last year could hardiy be expected to
prevail for two -years in succession, and
.at present the price of flax seed is much
lower than it. was a year ago in the
world’s markets. The crop of flax seed
in the Unitéd States was very small last
year, having amounted to only about 7,-
500,000 bushels. ' To this fact was mostiy
due the high prices paid last year. The
short supply was miade up by importa-
tions 'to New York from India. The high
prices also stimulated the sowing of flax
in the United ‘States last spring. In the
State of Minnesota alone the area is
said by some authorities to have been
doubled this year. In the two Dakotas
.- the area was also largely increased and
the crop is a good one, so that it is es-
timated the flax crop of the United States
is about 14,000,000 bushels, and the crop
of 1891 was the 1 t ever prod d

Lord Wodehouse, eldest son of the Earl
of Kimberley, who was fined £5 at the
Petty Sessions, held at Smallburgh, Nor-
folk, on July 30th, for committing an as-
sault at a meeting held at North Wal-
sham in connection with the East Nor-
folk election, has been .removed from the
Commission of the Peace.

He did not
consider it a disgrace, and left it to the
electors of East Norfolk to judge whe-
ther he deserved this insuit from the
Tory Government.

‘There has been a big increase of im-
migration into the United States this
year, when compared with the trade of
last year. Our neighbors offer no-bdn-
uses, and interpose many obstacles to
the landing of undesirable immigrants,
but still the new comers arrive. Canada
must use every effort to improve the con-
ditions of its farming class to get and
to keep its share of immigrants. The
record of British immigration for the
period up to the end of August, this year,
is not encouraging to those who wish to
see the prairies speedily settled. Up to
the end of August 124,700 persons of Brit-
ish origin had left the kingdom, of whom
72,111 were English, 4,084 Irish, and 11,-
785 BScotch, or 27,853 more than in the
corresponding period last year. The des-
tination of these immigrants was: To the
United States 89,831, an increase of 25,756;

The London Canadian Gazette in-a re-
cent issue observes: 8Side by side with
the news of the good harvest in the
Northwest comes the query of the anx-
ious English agriculturist, ‘“ How long
will it be before we cease to be a wheat-
growing -country?” It is\said that the
wheat crop of the United Kingdom is this
year the .smallest ever known. The -fall-
ing-off from last year "is estimated by
some at 22,000,000 bushels, and there is
said to be a decline of no less than 31,-
000,000 bushels from the average of the
past 10 years. The area of wheat-grow-
ing has been cut down in the year by
500,000 acres, and the yield per acre is
represented by 26 bushels, as against 30.70
bushels last year, and 29.49 for the past
10 years. A home crop of 4,760,000 quar-
ters and a home demand of 29,000,000! Bad
times these for the wheat flelds of Great
Britain.

Rev. Dr, Grant in concluding his let-
ters on the Manitoba school question, to
the people of that Province, says: The
primary duty of moving in the matter
rests on and with you. Every one ad-
mits that, but it is also clear that under
the constitution an appeal does lie from
an aggrieved minority to the Federal au-
thorities. No Dominion Government that
could be formed would have the moral
right to treat a decision which would-
have been given to that effect with con-
tempt. What special action is should
take is another question altogether, but
the question for you is not whether the
Federal Government has or has not act-
ed wisely, but whether you can afford
at the present juncture to do nothing.

Important Judgment Relating to the
Small Debts Court.

Police Magistrate Simpson, of Nanai-
mo, recently held Small Debts court in
‘Wellington.' The defendant in one of the
actions applied for an order prohibiting
any further proceedings. His Honor
Judge Harrison held that Magistrate
Simpson was only appointed for the city
of Nanaimo, and that he could only sit
as a stipendiary in that city. He has,
however, the power of two justices of
the peace anywhere in the county of
which he is ex-officio J. P. But, says
the learned judge, justices of the peace
have no power to hold a Small Debts
court, It is true that upon the estab-
lishment of a district under the provis-
ions of the Petty Sessions act, 1895, the
petty sessions, of which two justices
shall form a quorum, shall have the
power of a magistrate under the Small
Debts act. But no such district has
been so established. And if the district
in  which Wellington is situate were
made a petty sessions district it would
not give Mr. Simpson jurisdiction there
for the following reasons: The Petty
Séssions act does not’ confer jurisdiction
on stipendiary magistrates or police
magistrateg or on any one having the
powers ‘of a-stipendi magistrate or
police’ magistrate.. Tﬁy power is -given
to the petty sessions. ‘The petty ses-
sions are to be held by the justices of
the peace of a'duly organized district.
If a- police’ magistrate were sitting in
such petty sessions it would be as a
Jjustice of the peace and not in the dual
capacity of two justices of the peace.
It requires two members of the Justices
of the petty sessions to form a quorum.
~He could not by himself form a quorum,
The statute conferring jurisdiction upon
a tribunal of limited authority and sta-
tutory origin, the conditions and quali-
fications annexed to the grant must be
complied with. In order that two jus-
tices of the peace may have jurisdiction
under the Petty ‘Sessions act, the follow-
ing must be complied with: The petty
sessions district must be . established
and organized by the proper authorities,
and a sitting of the petty sessions must
be held, None of which things have
been done. And Mr. Simpson, while
holding court at Wellington, does not
purport to be sitting as a justice of the
petty sessions, but as police magistrate.

DR. MACKAY RETURNING TO HIS
FORMOSAN HOME.

Incidents in the Life of a Presbyter-
jan Minister Who Goes Baek to
the Seenes of His Early Labors.

Rev. G. L. Mackay, ex-Moderator/ of the
Presbyterian Assembly, arrived in ‘the
city on Wednesday on his way to For-
mosa. He will sail by the Empress of
India. Before leaving his old home in
Zorra, Oxford County, he was entertain-
ed by a party of friends and presented
with a gold watch. At the same time
his wife was given a silver service and
Lis Formosan companion, Koa Kua, a
ring. Mr. Mackay made a lengthy and
feeling reply. The following excerpt will
indicate its character: “I love my adopt-
ed land. I love that island of the sea.
We are.going back, and in a few weeks,
by God’s will, we will be yonder in some
part of my adopted land and we will see
a different flag floating over it and we
will have an additional so-called religion
in that beloved Formosa. We had Con-
fucianism and we will have another lay-
er of Japanese Confucianism placed on
the top. We had Buddhism and we will
now have vessels from Japan coming
down with the shaven pates of Japanese
Buddhistic priests, for there is a revival
of Buddhism in Japan and there are
100,000 temples in that land which will
send representatives to my adopted land,
that beloved isle, Formosa. And in ad-
dition to our Thaastic religion we will
have the native cult, the Shinto, which
just means ‘‘the way of the spirit.”” We

His early teachers all speak
of him as a persevering, successful stu-
dent. Afterwards he taught school at
Maplewood and Maillandville. This, too,
was a good training for the great work
ahead of him.

In a
marvellous way which our space forbids
us to give in detail, he was led step by
step to Northern Formosa. No Protes-
tant missienary had ever set foot there
before. He knew next to nothing of the
language of the people. He was alone
imong heathen strangers. They sus-
pected him of every evil design. The
:Vnd)znities and cruel persecutions he en-
dured are almast incredible. But he was
sustained. Gradually he acquired the
ianguage of the people and won their
confidence, and notwithstanding innumer-
able difficulties and dangers, he persever-
¢d and the work prospered. In 1881 he vis-
ted Canada and made his home for some
time with his parents, both of whom
were then living. It was during this
time that the propriety of the County
£ Qxford recognizing her special inter-
st in Dr. Mackay's work, by raising a
fund sufficient to enable him to raise at
Tamsui, Formosa, a college, which -he
greatly Qesired, was suggested. This was
the origin of Oxford College, Formosa,
2 name now familiar to all interested in
the history of the mission.

FRASER VALLEY RELIEF.

At a meet'ng of the Fraser Valley Re-
lief committee held on the 7th August #t
was deemed advisable to wind up the’
affairs of the relief fund, there being,
apparently, no urgent cases of need re-
ma'ning as a result of the flood of 18%4.
The committee at first directed its efforts
towards the relief of those victims of the
flood who wefe personally suffering from
lack of food and clothing, and supplying
seed in cases where the Government sup-
plies had not reached.  There was then a
very urgent appeal for fencing. The
flood had carried away vast quantities
of femcing, and it was represented to
the committee that in many cases people
were quite unable to protect the crops
they had sown and that unless fencing
material was provided in such cases the
seed distribution would he of mo benefit.

| The committee, therefore, at once order-
' ed a considerable quantity of fencing ma-
| terial which was distributed according 'to
| its best judgment and information,

as
far as it would go- It was found, how-
ever, that the funds available were en-
tirely insufficient to meet this demand
fully, and the committee made a fresh
appeal to the public for additional funds.
The response was mot sufficient to em-
able the committee to meet all applica-
tions for fencing, and it was determined
to reserve the available funds for the re-
l'ef of persomal distress only.

Later in the year the committee was
urgently requested to supply feed for the

.cattle of destitute settlers so as ‘to keep

them alive through the winter. To meet
this new demand required a considerable
sum of money and the committee again
appealed to the public, but the appeal
The committee,
therefore, had to abandon the project
of supplying feed and still confine itself
to personal relief.

The Provincial Grand Lodge, I. O. G.
T., is in session at New Westminster.
The prirncipal business on Wednesday
was the consideration and receipt of
the Grand Chief Templar's annual re-
port. This reviewed the progress the or-
der has made in the last 20 years. Dur-
ing his visitations the Chief Templar de-
livered over 130 addresscs on temperance
work, A plan to ,effect insurance for
members will be submitted.

Two new temperance halls were
built during the year, and the site for
a third has been secured.

Those for the Province of
Quebec are Sir Donald Smith, who is also
a member of the executive council, and
Hon. John 8. Hall; for Ontario, Sir Henry
Tyler and John Paton. The fact of the
inauguration of the Institute coinciding
with the opening of the World's Fair at
Chicago, unfortunately resulted in the
display at South Kensington being very
inadequate, says Mr. Watson, and while
certain of the Provinces have materially
improved their collections, there still re-
mains a good deal to be done before
the display as a whole can be consider-
ed as at all reprelentative of the wealth
and r of the D X

“What suggestions would you make as
to improving this condition of affairs?"’
Mr. Watson was asked.

“ After iderable corr d e
replied Mr, Watson, “I came to the con-
clusion that a personal visit to the dif-
ferent Provincial governments, Boards of
Trade and other. persons interested in
developing the commerce of the Dominion
to whom I would explain what was desir-
able and give details as to space, the na-
ture of the exhibits desired, etc., would
probably result in a considerable im-
provement, a view in which many Cana-
dian_ visitors to theInstitute have coin-
cided. “This view: recefved the. approval
of the board of governors, and-this ac-
counts for my being here. I may say
that the results of my trip thave been
very successful. The authorities at Que-
bec have promised to eniarge their exhi-
bits, and Hon. John Dryden, in Toronto,
promised greater attention likewise, These
two Provinces occupy the largest space,
but Manitoba has a fine display and is
next in order. So far she occupies more
space than the Maritime Provinces, but
I am in hopes that they will greatly in-
crease their space this year.”

“How about the attendance?”

“Well, during the 26 months the Insti-
tute has been open to the public official
figures show that about 1,100,000 persons
have passed through the turnstiles, and
these include not only English people,
co.onists and Americans, but also many
of the continental visitors, who include
the Imperial Institute in their visit to
the lions of the city. Of course, in such
a' large building it is unlikely that all
these people inspect the Canadian court,
but of the thousands who do, few can
‘fail to pass along the court without being
struck by some feature of Canada with
which they were unacquainted before.
One sees that peaches are grown in Can-
ada, another Indian corn, still another is
amazed at Manitoba wheat or vegetables,
or British Columbia minerals or timbers,
and so on. Many of them personally
come to my office and make inquiries.
So far the greater part of the inquiries
made have been in reference to emigra-
tion. Although these come {b a great ex-
tent from persons of limited means, there
are also a number who have sons or rela-
tions, who will eventually have a cer-
tain amount of capital. They desire that
they should obtain somé practical know-
ledge of the country and its resources
before embarking in any undertaking re-
quiring the investment of money. Such
people do not care to send their friends
to a colony at haphazard, and therefore
make inquiries as to the opportunities
in the different colonies before sending
them out. Many seem favorably im-
pressed with Manitoba and the North-
west, and we are enabled to disseminate
considerable information about Canada
through the fact that we have so many
inquiries. Outside of the collections, I
may mention that during the winter ses-
sion, there are weekly lectures, many
of which are very largely attended on
imperial subjects. There are also week-
on technical and scientific
subjects. One of these delivered last win-
ter, for example, was devoted to the
wood pulp industry, in which Canada is
so largely inferested. “We have aiso a
monthly journal, at present in its in-
fancy, the object of which is to endeavor
to keep track of the conditions of trade
in the different parts of the empire. An-
other prominent feature is to record the
demand and supply for labor and open-
ings for settiement and cotonization.
There has been lately established a de-
partment of practical research, the ob-
ject of which is the testing ©f products
from various parts of the empire, the
qualities of which are at present but lit-
tle known, and already valuable discov-
er.es have uveen made concerning the
properties of certain fibres, timbers and
drugs. There can’ be little doubt,” con-
cluded Mr. Watson, ‘‘that the placing at
the Institute of a coilection that will real-
ly show not only the resources of Cana-
da, but also the progress we are making
in manufactures and our material pro-
The
made a handsome
contribution to the erection of the build-
ing, which is one of the finest in London,
and situated in close proximity to the
South Kensington and Natural History
museums, and consequently attracts most
of the visitors to these places. When
the collections are once installed the an-
nual expense of maintenance is trifling
in view of the excellent advertisement
which the country receiyes in return.
Business people generaily are most fav-
orably inclined towards doing what busi-
ness they can with the colonies in pre-
ference to foreign countries. I am sang-
uine, from what I have already seen,
that the Institute can be the means of
introducing many Canadian products,
the existence of which is at present bare-
ly known to the commerce of the world.”
) Mr. Watson is himself a Canadian, hav-
ing lived half his life at Montreal, and
he is a young man of good appearance
and address, and of more than ordinary
ability, of which any nation need not be
ashamed. He will hold consultations with
both the Government and prominent busi-
ness men before leaving the Province.

HAS REACHED OTTAWA.

The Ottawa Journal remarks that
Beresford Greathieed, of Hampshire,
Eng., who is walking from Vancouver to
Montreal, has reached the Capital.

He did
the walk, which & now nearly ended,
partly for the fun of the thing and partly
to see the country with a view to lectur-
ing on Canada on his return to the old
country. Unlike the cases of other cross
continent " walkers ‘who “have passed
through he has no bet in connection, with
his walk. But as in ‘other cases 'of_ a
similar kind ‘he undertook to nrake the
trip, without money. He says -he has
succeeded. as he did not pay a cent for
board or clothes. He will stay in Ot-
tawa a week and then go on to Mondreal
where he will stay a month preparing
his notes of the trip.. On the way down
he stopped a few days at each town on
the C. P. R. and got facts about size,
population, etc., for future use. Mr.
Greatheed in 1892 was a French emigra-
tion agent at Winnipeg. He picked up his
French in France where he went to
school . and spent a number of years.

Greatheed never made such a long walk
before ‘though he has walked through
Belglum.

A WISE MOVE.,

The action of the Government in creat-
ing a Health Board for the. Province is
generally and = evide
thoughtfulness. = With' disease raging so
near our doors as Honoluld and with a
plague devastating the Orient, it is essen-
tial that some .egritral authority should
have existence réady to take prompt ac-
tion shouid ' the necessity, which !s al-
together likely, arise. The public health
is a paramount consideration. Nothing
should stop in the ‘way of its preserva-
tion, least of all monéy. Once let an
epidemic. gain a foothold.here and the
whole community would suffer, Blighting
with its noisome hreath loving hoiise-
holds, striking down the children and
robbing families of their heads, stalk-
ing through the land in 'its gruesome aw-
fulness, gladness would be. turned into
mourning and joy into sorrow. It is the
duty of the Government to prevent even
the possibility of such a calamity and

.at this juncture, when pestilence. is in
the very  air, it ‘has risen to the height
of its obligation and deserves universal
thanks for its cautious promptitude. The
paltry amount expended in this connec-
tion for the payment of the members of
the Board—physicians of large experience
and undoubted ability—could not have
been more worthily employed. The sense
of security which the people will now
feel would far outweigh the appropria-
tion of five times the amount for this
in 3 service, I % or chole-

its penuriousness! It has, however, once
more demonstrated that it keeps a watch-
ful eye upon the interests confided ‘to it
and that harm will not befall our cities
and country districts if-its resources are
equal to the occasion. Prevention is
better than cure and that is the proverb
upon whicH  the Executive has acted.
The only salaries paid, and they are
nominal, go to ‘the chairman and secre-
tary, the other gentlemen being paid for
each meeting they attend. Those who
find fault with the Government for their
action in- this matter only expose’ the
weakness of their position as regards the
administration of public affairs by those
happily in power at the present time.

THE ADVANCE OF WOMAN.

Among the recent contributions to lit-
erature is The Progress of Women in
1895, the joint compilation of Dr. Louise
C. Purington, of Dorchester, Mass., and
Miss Frances E. Willard, To the former
the credit for it is principally due, for
Miss Willard only acted in conjunction
with her lending such help as she could.
Mrs. Purington has summarized her facts
under various headings, such as Reli-
gious, Political, Literary,. Philanthropic,
and so on. Under the one Religious there
are fewer items than in any of the other
divisions. It may be of interest to note
that even among the most conservative
of churches there is permitted increased
opportunity for women to exercise their
powers. The Episcopal diocesan conven-
tion of Southern California has given wo-
men the right to vote for vestrymen and
trustees. This is, of course, very mod-
erate as compared with churches “of
which there are two or three in the
United States, where the minister’s wife
is also’ ordained, and where the hus-
band ‘and wife share the- parish work,
conduct the services together, and. in
turn go into the pulpit. It is mentioned
that in the new .Church of the People,
New York, half of the board of deacons
are women. Under the political head it
is pointed out that this year English
women were elected on the poor law
boards, and 40 on the councils. Th all
893 women . have been elected in Eng-
land in 1895 to various boards of a muni-
cipal kind, an increase in the year of 624.
In Belgium for the first time the na-
tional Legislature was asked to consider
a bill for women’s municipal enfranchise-
ment. The member. who supported the
motion was able $o_show, that there is
nothing new under the sun, for hé point-

Germany this year women for the first
time have been asked to take partii» a
public discussion, with the result that at
an Evangelical Social Congress held in
Berlin, Dr. Granck-Kuhne made a plea
for political, legal and educational refor-
mation, which. aroused much enthusi-
asm. In New South Wales-8ir Henry
Parkes and 8ir George Dibbs both de-
clared themselves in favor of woman
suffrage, and -the Liegislature passed a
resolutiom supporting their view by a
very large majority. In France a bill
has been introduced in the Chamber of
Deputies whereby postal and telegraphic
services and all civil positions shall be
in the hands of women, thus relieving a
large contingent of men for the army.
In the United States many instances of
progress could be cited, one of the most
notable being that Mrs. Anna R. Wood-
bey, of Omaha, a colored woman, of
fine oratorical ability, was elected secre-
tary of the late Nebraska prohibition
party convention, and was nominated for
the office of regent of the State Univer-
sity. A league has been formed com-
posed of women of France and England,
whose purpose is to substitue arbitra-
tion for war in the settlement of national
affairs. Undeér the head literary progress
one of the most important facts noted
is that Mrs. Plumtre, an English -woman,
has finished a dictionary for the blind in
Braille. It has been a great undertaking
and has occupied her over two. years.
It will take 15 or 16 large volumes, and
will be the only dictionary with mean-
ings in the Braille institution. Turkey\
has a woman author who contributes to
a French journal, and has written two
books on the condition of Turkish women.
Mrs. Hannah Korany, a Syrian, is prob-
ably the first Oriental woman who has
printed a book in her own language. At
18 years of age she began her ecareer as
a writer; her husband afiterward took
her to America 4o study, and she is now,
at 25, a writer of establifhed reputation.
Mrs. Ada D. Davidson, retiring president
of the National Seience club for women,
of Washington, D. C., has deveted her
time during the past year to geological
excursions,  She - has recently found
traces «of glacial action along the line of
the new drainage canal' southwest of
Chicago. These are only some of the
facts adduced, perhaps we may return
to the subjéct again. Mrs. Purington
has failed to notice that for the first. time
in its history a lady oceupies the position
of school trustee in the Province of Brit-
ish Columbia, an Innovation that has
been praved a complete success,

PROTECTION A FAILURE.

In a very interesting and valuable paper
in The Forum on The Drift of Population
to Citles, the writer, Henry J. Fletcher,
concludes with the following remarks,
which are of significance to the farmers
of Canada ‘as well:

One lesson which seems to be upon the
surface is that agriculture is not re-
ceiving the gdvantages promised by the
early advocates of the Protection sys-
tem. Protection was to place the fac-
tory and the farm side by side; the farm-
er was ‘assured that he would be reim-
bursed for the higher prices he was 'to
pay for manufactured: articles by  the
growth in his neighborhood of a popula-
tion of workérs who would buy his pro-
ducts at enhanced prices. The promise
has not been redeemed. The farmer has
found the articles he needed more artifi-
cially dearer, but there are every year
fewer factories in 'his vieinity and lower
prices for his products. - The universal
depression of agriculture east and west,
the dwindling population of agricultural
communities, would seem to indicate that
the cultivators of the .soll are being ex-
ploited for the benefit of manufacturers,
and that the cities are appropriating the
largest part of the profit. The loyalty
and tenacity with which the farmers
have 80 long clung to the doctrine of
Protection in the face of declining pros-
perity 'is remarkable. It will be unfor-
tunate for our national prosperity if agri-
culture should become shunned by the
intelligent and abandoned to a class of
Ppeasants. For centuries the real strength
and glory of England has been her stur-

They »how tuhat ing
several European countries w-here’ the
press lacks the enterprise, and in some in-
stances the freedom; to publish the crimi-
nal news of the day, suicide is ' far
more prevalent than In .this - country,
where there is no press zensorsnlp, and
newspapers aré free ¢o publish what their
readers want and journalistic enterprise
prompts. Foriexample, neither Denmark
nor Saxony can be accused of sensation-
al journalism,”yet according to published
statistics the highest suicide rates in the
world dre reached there. High rates.are
also found in France, Prussia and Baden,
while Australia, Bavaria and Belgium afe
not muech*behirfd them. = In" all “these
countries . suleide is probably more com-
meon in proportion to population than
in the United States, and in all less pub-
Heity is given to crimes and criminal
trials. Dr..Winslow thinks that the ex-
tent to wht <;h such publicity ¢{s carried in
this country has a deleterious effect on
weak-minded persons, and. should bDe
checked by legislative power. There are,
of course, papers here and ithere which
print without stint or scruple far-fetch-
ed criminal details simply to satisfy a
morbid taste or create a cheap sensa-
tion, and whose publication ig a discredit
to reputable journalism. There are also
papers which goto the other extreme and
carefully excluge from _their .columns
about all the public cares to know, but
for that reason their readers are few.
But the judicious publication of the legiti-
mate crminal news of the day, giving
all necessary particulars of crimes com-
mitted and important criminals trled, is
an enterprige imposed upon a great news-
paper by the reading public, as much as
the reporting of political events, state
and intemnational affairs, commercial
matters, sport:ng events, and so on. A
widely-circulated ‘journal which would
fail to report fully and promptly aill the
news of the day, criminal as well as non-
criminal, would fail to give its host of
readers what they want, what they take
the paper for, and what they have a
right to expect.

To glve proper publicity to crime iIs
not ‘only’ a legit‘mate journalistic func-
tion; but a public duty. Crime is not
a private matter. It-is mot merely an
offence of ‘an jimndividual against an in-
dlvidual. It“is an offence against &o-
clety, and its exposure, as well as its
punishment, is a duty ito society., So
far from having any deleterious effect,
we believe publicity has a deterrent in-
fluence, and hence serves a useful public
end. On the crimimally inclined mind
fear of exposure is fear of punishment.
In public affairs nothing is more con-
ductive to purity and ‘homesty than the
vigilance of a free press in watching the
doings of public officials and fearlessly
exposng corruption and wrong-doing. In
our courts there can be mo star-chamber
tyranny when all proceedings are under
the eyes .of watchful reporters. The
value of the aid rendered the police and
prosecuting authorities in the solution
of mysteries, the detection of criminals
and the securing of evidence by enter-
prising mewspapers is universally recog-
nized and cannot be overest'mated. . .As
for the power of the Legislature to "‘sup-
press publicity,” such & power may be
wielded. under ‘a despotism or a Govern-
ment censorship, but mot én a free coun-
try whepe liberty of the is gnaran-*
teed by the constitution, and journalism
knows no .censorship and is responsible
only for abuge of its high prerpc&t‘ve.

The other gtate-
ments made ooudd be substantiated, it
was ‘claimed, wiith equal certainty. The
General Assemibily, on the broad basis of
the fatherhood of God and the brother-
hood of aman, passed a resolution ap-
point'ng @ commititee, of wihich - Rev.
Principal Grant was made chairman, to |-
interview the  Government and ask for
the abrogation of the law taxing China-
men entering the country. They wanted
legislation in aoccord with the report of
the commission appointed to inguire inito
the question ¢n 1884. The chief opponent
in the assembly of this resolution was
Rev. Mr. Buchanan who had 1ived for
over a year on the Pacific coast. Im-
mediately afiter this resolution of the
General Assembly the Trades and Labor
council framed a strong motion on the
question and forwarded it to the Domin-
ion Government.

RELIGION IN CITIES.

The Philadelphia Ledger has been in-
vestigating and summarizing the United
States census voiume on the churches.
Some of the-information, without the de-
tails, will be of interest. One thing which
will be a surprise t0 many is that the
proportion of church members or commu-
cants to the whole population of the Re-
public is larger in the cities than among
the rural population., THe common im-
pression tends the .other way, but the
census reports the following faots, e
figures, of course, befhg for the year 1890.
The population of the whole country was
then 62,622,250, of whom 20,616,806 were
“‘communicants’  or ‘ “members,”” of the
churches. The average' percentage of
communicants to. the whole population
was 32.85, within a little more than .48 of
one-third of the whole. There were 124
cities which had above 25;000 inhabitants
each, or a total of 13,989,568. " In these
there were 5,302,018 communicants—much
more than one-third of the whole popula-
tion; in other words, more than one in
every three of the population, young and
0.d, including infants, that are congrega-
ted in the cltiea,[re claimed as communi-
cants in one or ‘anotheér of the churches;
one in every 3.04 in the country i8 a com-
municant; in the cities one in every 64.
In the whole United States 828 in every’
1,000 of the lation are jcants;
in the cities alone, 379 in every 1,000. The
explanation  given . of this: larger reli-
1 glous showing for the cities is that the
Roman Catholic “church has its greatest
strength in them.

THE LATEST TIRE.

Improvements in connection with the
construction of bicycles appurtenances
have not yet closed, although to the
casual observer it seems hardly possible
that the machine can be brought to a
greater pitch of perfection than it is|
at present.
to work their busy brains in search ot
inspirations, and during the year many
patents have been placed on the market.
Some have proved valuable, but the ma- |
jority have turned out to be worthless |
and impracticable. The tire of a bicycle |
seems to possess the most fascination for
latter day inventors, and certainly pre-
sents the widest scope for improvements.
The pneumatic, while rendening wheels
to which it is attached lighter, easler
and comfortable to ride, has many draw-
backs in the way of punctures and other
#ls to which it is heir. Here, however,
is an idea which ithe patentee declares
will obviate all these: It is & mew tire,
comsisting of a closed rubber Ytube, filled
wigh hollow balls of the same diameter
a¥ the internal diameter of the tube.
These balls are vulcanized and inserted
in the tube during the process of manu-
facture.. It is said that additional elas-
tieity and rigidity is imparted to the
tire by the insertion of these hermetically
sealed balls, and as each ball is an
independent cushion, it would reqguire the
puncture of several to make the tire
useless; ‘whereas, in the present style of
tire one puncture menders the whole use-
less until it is repaired.

Love of country had furnished in all
ages, and in every land, a fruitful theme
for poets; orators, and momlk'.sts. Many
pages of history are ¥ tmten, many
have grown dim the lapse of centur-
{es, bt the mames of those great ones
who. had repelled the ‘nvader and'freed
_their country from the oppressor's yoke,
or. who had perished n thé attempt,
shine with a lustre which is'but enhanced
by time. The average man of to-day (s,
as a rule, too occupied with more prac-
tical concerns to réemember much he may
have learned of the classical mations of
antiquity. In regard to_ghe pokiiics, arts
and idterature of the Athenians, for ex-
ample, thany of us, I am afrald, have
grown somewhat rusty. ~‘Dhe very names
of itheir statesmén, poets, and phtlosoph-
ers may have become unfamiliar, to be
recalled with an_ effort, and then only
ina vauge and ‘mtermittent fashion. But
wha s there who has not heard of M:li-
ttades, who Oventhrew whe Persian hosts
at Marathon, or of Leonidas, who, with
his band of gallant Spartans, laid down
their lives at Thérmopylae? S0, too,
tihough we may not be .able to pass an
examination in Horace, or acerutely to
define the powers and fumctions of the
Roman. Senalte, , the story .of Horatius,
who manfully defended the brxige of old,
of Curt’us, who leaped Into the chasm4
which yawned, to Teceive e, of
Cinginatus, . who Jeft. the plougb 1o lead
the forcesvof TMis  counkry, remm,n,ever
fresh in our memory, Nor IS our ad-
miration for brave men confined to those,
of classical antiquity, or, to the great
ones I have tioned. What Sco n
is there whose heart does not glow with-
‘n him _at the mention of “Wallace or of
Bruce? Whait Englishiman 'who does not
recall with pride Crecy, Agincourt, Blen-
heim, and Wiaterloo? Who can hear
unmoved tHé marvellous story of ' the
Maid of Orleans? Every country has its
roll of heroes, and Canada forms no ex-
cention to the geperal rule for wards
of two centuries after its occupation by
Europeans Canada continued (to' resound
with the clash of arms. French con-
tended agalmst Indian, British against
French, and - American against British.
When, in 1610, the gallant adventurer,
Champlain tracked the Iroguois to his
lair, and bearded the 'savage power of
that feroocious confederacy, :he. entered
upon a contest which was dgptined to
endure, in one form or another, untii the
oventhrow of Pontiac, late dn ithe suc-
ceeding century, proclﬂf_meq the  final
doom wof jthe aboriginal race. Scarcely
had Canada passed under British mile
than the original British colomies revolt-
ed from itheir allegiance and assented
their independence, = The outbreak of the
revoluttonary war found Great Britain
unprepared for ithe emerngency. The
few' Buttish regulars at that time in
America, , were immediately . surrounded,
afid rendered incapable of dotng . more
than aecting on the defensive. ' Embold-
ened by rtheir success, Congress deter-
mined 4o carry the war into Canada. The
fatlure of their designs upon Canada ¢n
1775 Jong rankiled in ithe American breast,
a feeling which the strained .relations be-
tween the two countries d&/d much to ag-
gravate, This ill-will was artfully stimu-
lated by Napoleon Bonaparte, whose
policy it long had feen to embroil
America with ‘England. When ghat Im-
perial brigand issued his-Berkn and Milan
decrees, by which ‘he assumed ito  block-
ade the British isles, corresponding acts
of nigor were judged necessary by the
English Governmént, which by a series-
of orders-in-council prohibrted ships sail-
ing under @& meutral flag from going to
France until they had previously touch-
‘ed at a British port. This interdiction,
and the right of search, asserted and
exercised by ithe British, was strenuously
resisted by the Amerieans. Reprisals
followed and at length it became nec;
sary for the Unitied States to take sides
with France or BEngland. ' Dazzled by
the meteoric splendor of Napoleon, even
then, though ihey did not kmow it, on
the wane, they judged 'their -wisest
policy to be that which their embittered
feelings towards the Mother Land promp-
ited hem to take. Accordingly, on ‘the
18th. June, 1812, Congress declared war
against England. ' The exposed position
of ihis pountry presented an oppdrtunity
of which the Amerféans were not slow
to ‘take advantage. < An' immediate in-
vasgion of 'Canada was decided upon, the
plan of wttack being to strike the fron-
tier at the ‘Detnoit riwer, Niagara, and
Montreal, and thus, by a three-fold par-
tition, to secure an-easy redudtion of the
country.-  Mr. Haggart gave a:comeise
account of the war of 1812-4; already des-
cribed in these columns, dwelling upon
the various engagements untill the ter-
mination of the hestilities. In conciud-
ing, he gave an outline of the main in-
cidents of tthe war-of 1812. The great-
est lesson they teach us is that of nat-
ional confidence and self-reliande. We
Canadians are men of good-w:ill; we pro-
voke .no quarrels, we seek no militany
renown, ‘and most of all do we desire to
live on good terms with our  neighbors
to the South. But while cultivaiting the
arts of peace, det us never worget that
the blood of our fathers flows in our
ve'ns, and lthat wheéere they succeeded it
behooves us mot to fall shonmt. Eighity
vears ago the population of Canada did
not much exceed 300,000 souls, while the
United Btates numbered seven and a
half milliohs. The relative propontions
to-day ‘are more favemable to us ‘than
they were theén. The mace has not.de-
generated, and should occasion unhappily
arise, we owe-it to our past that we
prove ourselves worthy of  our great
traditions, and if.needs be to repeat the
lessons .of ' Queenstown, - Chateauguay,
and Ohrysler's Farm.

For a large
district Asghcroft is a central point for
the holding of annual shows, and as the

country, expands in its population the"

Ashcroft show, if properly handled, will
always maintain its status and useful-
ness, notwithstanding the fact that the
Kamloopians swarmed into a ‘hive of
their own.

So far as accommodation is concerned
and the advantage of first-class grounds
Kamloops has the advantage. It is the
larger of the two places and within the
limits of the city there are sufficient peo-
ple who could make a very creditable ex-
hibition, were they to work harmonious-
ly.

There was much anxiety felt as to the
result of this year’s exhibition in each
place, and now that both are over those
who have attended these shows for the
last half-a-dozen years can. testify that
it was another case of the Island ard
Mainland assoclations breaking away
from each other. Victoria has always
managed to gather exhibits there to
make a good showing, whilst the New
‘Westminster fair has been in every way
an unqualified success. Ashcroft’s ac-
commodation, as already stated, is in-
adequate to the importance of such a
show as it is now certain to develop
into. Nor is the accommodation for vis-
itors equal to any great emergency, but
that can be rectified when occasion de-
mands it. There are evidences of thrift
and prosperity to be observed on every
side throughout the town. Not a vacant
house is to be seen, and since our visit
of two years ago quite a number of new
buildings have been erected. Trees are
beginning to grow and green lawns are
te be seen, whilst the immense ampopunc
of freight lying at the depot, destined for
points up the Cariboo road, indicates the
position the place occuples as the point
of departure and arrival for freight as
well ‘as persons to and from that famous
country, Asheroft, then, is prosperous,
and in its steady-going way is to be
found the secret og its present position.

OUTSIDE EXHIBITS.

The exhibits in Durhams, some of
which were indeed lordly animals, by
Walter Langley, W. Bose and J. C.
Barnes, the latter’'s being a herd, were
creditable to their owners and that sec-
tien of the country. Mr. Langley’s Here-
fords embraced some fine animals. He
made a clean sweep in this division.
In his herd are to be found some excel-
lent types of this favorite breed. In
graded stock the henors were divided be-
tween Messrs. Langley and Barnes. The
latter exhibited a fine Gallaway bull
which commanded considerable attention.
C. A. Semlin and Walter Langley divid-
ed the honors in prizes and exhibits in
the Polled Angus division. This breed is
becoming a general favorite in the upper
ceuntry, those favoring the breed claim-
ing that it possesses qualities such as
none of its rivals have and which mak:
the breed a desirable one for the interior.
Feor the first time Walter Langley, J.
P., made an exhibit of his fine herd. He
is an enterprising farmer and stock-rais-
er and there are no better animals than
his to be found in the Province.

In horses there were many very superior
animals shown. W. J. Roper’s imported
thoroughbred coach horse is said to
possess the best pedigree of any animal
in the Province. His sires have won
the highest honors in the ring and on
the race track in England, amongst the
rest being the coveted Derby. No ani-
mal on the ground attracted greater at-
tention than this one. In the other di-
vis ons, as will be seen by the prize list,
J. . Barnes, W. D. Fearn, C. A. Sem-
lin, W. McDonald, Chas. Pennie, E.
Dougherty, R. J. Nesbitt, T. W. Graham,
James Gannon, C. F. Cornwall-and W.
Bose carried off prize ribbons. The horse
division was better represented this year
than ever before.

Sheep were also out in greater numbers
than heretofore. In Leicesters C. A. Sem-
lin and W. Walker were the contestants.
.In Southdowns Edward Dougherty cross-
ed swords with Mr. Semlin. The Iatter
in Cotswolds, Shropshires and other
classes carried off the highest awards.

In hogs there was also a good showing.
For his aged Berkshire boar, Walter
Langley took the red ribbon, C. A. Sem-
lin securing all the others in the Berk-
shire class, In White Chesters there was
a spirited competition between Messrs.
Semlin, Langley, Barnes, and Graham,
but all were awarded prizes.

In poultry there were not as many
ccops as there should have been. The
birds shown by Messrs. Barnes, Burr,
Evans, Dougherty, Bose, Graham, Corn-
wall, Semlin, and Parke were pronounced
to be excellent, but there were not
enough to make the contests interest-
ing in the respective classes.

Extra pens and stalls had to be erected
this year to accommodate the outside ex-
hibits. Next year it is the intention to
extend the enclosure to embrace sev-
eral more acres and increase the height
of the fence, a step rendered ‘necessary
by the fact that the number of exhibits
outside are increasing yearly, and that
it will be necessary to hold the spertirg
events inside the enclosure, in order to
protect the society’s pfcuniary interests.

THE INSBIDE SHOW.

In the hall, or exhibition building, there
was to be seen the best showing of fruit
vet made at Ashcroft. The principal ex-
hibitor was T. G. Earl whose display al-
most covered a table on the west side of
the building, extending to a distance of
54 feet. Mr. Earl's success as a fruit-
grower is known all over the Province.
He carried off this year no less than 35
prizes and a couple of silver medals. The
showing made by other exhibitors was
extremely creditable, fully demonstrat-
ing the fact that apples, pears, grapes
and other fruit can }.e grown very suc-
cessfully in and east of the Cascades.
Long Shew's Alexander apples were
much admired. In this division the otner
exhibitors were Chas. Pennie, Philip
Farke, Walter Langley, C. H. Evans, T.
Sewards, T. W. Graham, Wood & Camp-
bell and others, whose names figure in
the prize list as successful exhibitors.
The Experimental Farm ut Agassiz made
a bandsome display, there being fully 100
varieties on the tables placed there by
Supt. Sharpe. They were neatly classi-
fied and correctly named and attracted
a great deal of attention.

The dairy was not represented in very
great strength, there being but three ex-
hibitors, K Messrs. Graham, Mrs. Mungro
and Mrs. E. Dougherty, each of whom
was awarded a prize for the display
made.

In the vegetable division there was as
much interest manifested as in ‘the fruit
display. It is proverbial that in the Ash-
croft district. there are grown the best

polatoes which come ro the market. The

tubers on exhibition were mammoth in
size, but, unlike the good people of Mis-
sicn, they did not cook them on the spot
for. the benefit of those observing their
appearance and size. E. Dougherty, as
usual, made a very fine display. The
other leading exhibitors were Messrs.
Bose, Parke, Semlin, Woods & Camp-
bell, Nesbit, Evans, Barnes, Lohg Shew,
Graham, Cornwall and Alway, all ot
whom were awarded prizes.

Field produce was well represented by
the exhibits made by E. Dougherty, Pen-
nie, Parke, Graham, Wood & Campbell,
Wm. Walker, Keatley, Semlin, J. Mur-
ray and Long Shew. Mr. Graham, of
Shuswap, in this division, was the lead-
ing prize winner. He contributed a very
creditable ' display, notwithstanding the
fact that he had likewise a fine one at
Kamloops. - Mr. Graham's farm is one
of the best worked in the Province,
whilst as a fruit, root, vegetable, seed
and grain grower he has no superior in
the country.

In the floral depurtment there was a
pleasant departure from exhibits of for-
meér years. Mrs, J. W. Burr, Mrs, Philip
Parke and Mrs, C. F. Cornwall's exhi-
bits were especlally good and reflected
much credit on the taste and skill of these
ladies in managing to make such a fine
display as they did in foliage plants, pot
flowers and bouquets. These three ladies,
with Miss Graham, whose tasty display
was also much admired, were all prize
takers.

The display of ladies’ work was not a
large one, but in quality it was very
creditable. Miss Graham, of Shuswap,
wu the leading exh.lbltox* and prize win-

In fine arts there were but few exhibits.
The crayon painting representing Ash-
croft, from the brush of Mrs. F. 8. Rey-
nolds, was a creditable work, as was
also that of Mrs. Edwards in her painted
cushion.

In the special prize division there were
numerous entries. A glance at the list
will give the names of the successful
contestants in the various classes,
amongst the number being W. Langley,
Miss Dougherty, Miss Graham, Mrs. Burr,
C. A. Semlin, T. G. Earl, Messrs. Barnes,
Parke, Bose, Pennie, Evans, and Mrs.
Mungers. The handsome ‘and costly sil-
ver cup awarded by His Honor Lieut.-
Governor Dewdney for the best bred en-
tiro horse on the ground was awarded
to W. J. Roper, of Cherry creek, for his
coach horse stallion Monticello—an hon-
cr which he richly deserved.

pigs—John Campbell and W. E. Fisher;

adjudged in ladies’ work and fine arts.

The society this year made a new de-
parture in the matter of providing me-
dals for exhibitors. These are of silver
and are very pretty and were much ap-
preciated by those to whom they were
awarded, many preferring them to a
money prize.

During the first, second and third days’
athletics, racing and other sports took
place, considerable money in this way
changing hands. A social dance was held
in the hall which had been leased by a
number of young men from Lytton for
this purpose. It was well attended. Ev-
erything passed off in connection with
the show without a jar or angry word.
As is always the case a jolly good time
was indulged in and lots of water strong-
er than that of the Thompson river par-
taken of, yet it was the best-natured
crowd to be seen anywhere.

Much of the success of the affair is
due to the ceaseless and untiring energy
of the secretary, J. J. McKay, whose
thoroughly methodical way of doing
things generally is so well known and
stood him in good stead in the discharge
of his duties as secretary, which per-
sonage at all shows is the most impor-
tant to pressmen and exhibitors of all
others. Nor was the president, J. C.
Barnes, and his associates as directors
remiss on their duties. For the manner
invwhich one and all discharged their
onerous duties they were accorded votes
of thanks at the

ANNUAL MEETING

which was held on Wednesday evening,
and at which a considerable number of
members were present. J. W. Burr and
James Haddock, both of Ashcroft, were
appointed auditors; president, Wm. Wal-
ker, Bonaparte; 1st vice do., Philip Parke,
Cache Creek; 2nd vice do., T. G. Earl,
Lytton; secretary, J. J. McKay; treas.,
W. B. Bailey, Ashcroft; directors, Ed-
ward Dougherty, Marden Creek; D. A.
Stoddard, M. P. P, Clinton; A. E. Howes,
Nicola; James Newland, Ashcroft; T. W.
Graham, Shuswap; John Campbell, Spat-
sum; Walter D. Fearn, William LEynes,
J. C. Barnes, Walter Langley, Basque
Creek, Ashcroft; Charles Pennie, Pen-
nies; and W. H. Keatley, Lillooet.

The constitution was amended by ex-
punging the words ‘“‘alternate each year
with Kamloops,” and substituting there-
for the words ‘“‘each year in the village
of Ashcroft.’” From the financial stuate-
ment submitted it was learned that the
affairs of the society are in a fairly sat-
isfactory condition and the future suc-
cess of the association assured. Power
was likewise given to the secretary ta
lease to responsible parties the buildings
and grounds upon such conditions as to
him may appear best in the interests of
the society. .

Mr. Walker, the new president, has
been one of the most regular and con-
sistent exhibitors at all the shows held
either at Ashcroft or Kamloops. He well
deserves the honor now conferred upon
him. His associates are all able, well-
known men, and from them good results
may be expected next year.

Chas. A. Semlin, M. P. P., begged to
be left off the board for the ensuing year.
He had been a member thereof for seven
years and thought he was well entitled
to a year’s rest. His wish was agreed to.
Mr. Semlin, as will be seen by the prize
list, is an extensive and successful ex-
hibitor, and always takes a warm in-
terest in the annual exhibition of the so-
ciety.

This report cannot be concluded with-
out expressing thanks to ex-President
Barnes, Secretary McKay and all the
officers of the society for thetr uniform
kirdness to the writer whilst in the per-
formance of his duties. A day’s outing
amongst those we met in Ashcroft was
like sunshine in a rainy day, renewing
as it did old-time acquaintances and
fcrming many new ones.

KATILOOPS.

The City of Kamloops has had its annual

agricultural and sporting carnival. These
were held on Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday of this week. It was the first un-
der the new conditions which came intc
force' this year, and there was con:
siderable speculation as to the resulf.
Everything was so thoroughly well ar,
ranged and the’ weather, so favorable as
to result in a large display of exhibits
and a big turn-out of visitors, the re-
ceipts at the gate proving .to be larger
than at any previous exhibition. Kam-
loops is a very central place for holding
an annual show. It is accessible by rail-
way from west and east and at hours
which are not unseasonable. Good roads
radiate out into the country from the
city and a considerable farming com-
munity is to be fourd contiguous to that
centre of trade.

Then there is the fact that the exhibi-
t:oq grounds are excellent for the pur-
poses for which they are utilized, whilst
the other buildings are fairly good, but
not now capable of accommodating the
exhibits. ' Abundance of fresh water is
to bé had and as fine a racing track as
there is in the country is to be found

loops. itsel Dl' -con-
slderably since dur last visi t‘hres years
ago. Its streets are wide, neatly Kkept
and clean. A large number of beautiful
villas had been 'erected in the interim
trees planted, lovely lawns and gardens
set out and kepf in perfect order, The
city water service has been ‘enlarged and
tnis has afforded citizens the opportunity
for getting all the water desired for do-
mestic and other purposes. Kamloops is
a wholesome city. Its climate is certain-
ly the best for people with weak lungs
and run-down censtitutions and the day
is not far remote when it will become a
health-seeking resort. Its inhabitants are
a peaceful} properous and progressive
people and.fave great hopes as to the
future of their city, which enjoys many
desirable advantages.

THE OUTSIDE EXHIBITS.

In cattle there were several pens of
very superior animals. James Mellors,
and James Aird had some fine short-
horns on exhibition, and which were
awarded prize tickets. They were from
Ontario imported stock. There were a
few Holsteins, owned by L. V. Bennett,

T. Edwards and P. Walker, The
Herefords were worthily represen{ed by
herds, the property of A. Gordon, H.
Bostock. and W. J. Roper. They were
imported pedigreed animals. In graded
stock, P, Walker, James Mellors, L. V.
Bennett and W. J. Roper were the lead-
ing exhibitors, and prize takers. Mr.
Bennett's Galloway cow was a fine spe-
cimen of that breed, and carried off the
first prize. In the Polled Angus breed
W. J. Roper made a clean sweep of the
list. His herd is a valuable one, as it
contains many fine blooded animals of
various ages and both sexes.

In horses Messrs. Mellors, Hull, Scott,
Aird, Armour, Bostock, Jones, J. T. Ed-
wards, Bennett, Gordon, O’'Rourke and
Fortune were exhibitors and prize
winners. It would be a difficult matter
to find a better class of horses than
were seen in the stalls on Thursday.

In equestrianship, Miss Graham was
awarded thedfirst, and Mrs. Walker the
second prize ribbons for the most grace-
ful and ‘accomplished lady rider. Close
upon a dozen entered for this contest,
and it was only aftéer prolonged riding
about that the judges reached their de-
cision as regarded' the prize winners.

The display in sheep was a slim one.
Messrs, W. McLeod, Fortune and J. T.
Edwards had the competition all in their
own hands.

‘Wm. Fortune is deyeloping into a suc-
cessful stock breeder, as well as a fruits
grower. In White Chesters, he had the
field to himself, and J. T. Edwards in
the any other kind class, was without a
rival. ’

Poultry, as in many other divisions;
was very slim in its exhibits. S. Ar-
mour, W, Fortune, J. T. Edwards, Mrs.
C. H. Strutt, Rev. E. P. Flewelling, J.
H. Woodside, and — Murray were the
exhibitors.

Altogether the outside portion of the
exhibition was a highly creditable one,
quality considered. In the neighborhood
of Kamloops there are many fine bands
of horses, herds of cattle, sheep and
swine. Several of the leAding breeders
and ranchers were not represented this
year. Those who were are to be con-
gratulated upon the excellence of their
stock, and their success as prize win-
ners, and the enterprise they displayed
in bringing out their exhibits, and at
a considerable cost in money, time and
labor.»

THE INSIDE SHOW. N

As is always the case considerable in-
terest centred in the exhibits of dairy
produce, represented by P. Walker, 8.
Armour, W. A. Scott, Mrs. Munger and
T. W. Graham.

The vegetable world was well repre
sented in the exhibits made by V. D.
Curry, A. Noble, T. W. Graham, J. T.
Edwards, S. Armour, W. Fortune, H.
Bostock, T. Shaw & Sons, and James
Mellors. A. Gordon, Noble and C. E.
Brown had some mammoths . on
show.

The interior has always been noted
for the excellence of its cereals. = This
year’s display in wheat, spring and fall,
oats, barley, peas, buckwheat, timothy
and other seeds was beyond that of pre-
vious-years. The berry in each case was
clear, clean and plump and free from
any blemish. It is a surprise that, not-
withstanding the dryness of the climate;
the clearness and purity of the barley
grown there, British Columbia brewers
and malsters will continue to import
American grown barley when our own
is an infinitely superior one. Better
wheat could not be deen anywhere. The
oats were exceptionally good and must
have weighed close upon’ 50 Ibs. to the
bushel. No better peas ‘could be seen
anywhere.

In tho tuber department Rev. E. P.
Flewelling, formerly of this city, car-
ried . off the red ticket against all com-
petitors for the largest and best pota-
tces. These .were grown in his own
garden in Kamloops. This was a sur-

. prise: to many of the farmers, as they

did not® expect to be beaten by a city
clergyman in the potato class.

From the Salmon Arm and Shuswap
Lake section there' were ~truly aston-
ishing exhibits as to number and size in
the vegetable line; such as mangolds,
cabbages, squashes, pumpkins, carrots,
onions, celery and caulifiower. This is
one of the mcst desirable sections of the

Upper Country, if not in the whole Pro-’

vince and its capabilities as a farming
locality have been proverbial for many
a long day, but it appears to increase
with the advance of years and becomes
mere prolific each year.

In fruit, which made a fine showing,
the principal exhibitors were Messrs.
Fortane, Graham, Guillieme, Mellors,
Curry, McAulay, Ratchford, ' Bostock,
H. Davis and A. Noble, and Mrs. A, Mc-
Guire. In this division there was a
really fine display. Mr. Alexander's
apples on the stand from the orchard
of J. A. Mara, M. P., were equally as
fine in flavor and size as those which
which were so much admired, grown
by Long Shew, at Ashcroft, and would
have been awarded a red card had it
not been that there were but six in the
exhibit, instead of a dozen, as demanded
in the rules.

These contests were held on
the main thoroughfare of the.city, and
were witnessed by a: large crowd of
spectators, all of whom were greatly
excited over each event.

THE SPORTS.

In the afternoon the racing part of
the programme opened with bicycle
races,  which were “well' and honestly
contested. So also was the flat race for
young ‘horses; but the trotting one was
a farce, and should .not have been al-
lowed by the judges, There were other
races outside the programme., The at-
tendance was large and the presence of
a band discoursing’ well’known and fa-
miliar airs enhanced the pleasure of the
afternoon very much. In the evening
there was a social hop in Raven’s hall,
which was well attended. * On Friday
“there were more sporting events, such
as horse-racing, a baseball tournament
winding up with theatricals and danc-
ing.

In the evening at the hotels were con-
gregated crowds of people who were
meeting old-time acquaintances and en-
joying themselves thoroughly. Pool-sell-
ing was going on, as well as card-play-
ing and games of chance, without any
disturbance or angry demonstrations.
The streets were brilliantly illuminated
and the procession made by the bicycle
club, with Chinese lanterns on their ma-
chines, was quite attractive. Here and
there ‘were to be observed, with big
crowds listening to them, people playing
irstruments, singing Ethiopian and other
melodies whilst several were engaged in
selling preparations which they .held
would restore health and cure every ill-
ness. This class were successful in rak-
ing in lots of money and enjoyed a rich
harvest.- It was a real holiday-making
time- and all were thoroughly enjoymg
themselves.

CHILLIWACK.

The Chilliwack exhibition, held on
Wednesday, Thursdey and Friday, Oct.
2nd, 3rd and 4th, was a successful one
financially, and in every other particu-
lar. The live stock, taking it all round,
was the best that has ever been exhibit-
ed in the wvalley. The roadster horses
were an exceptionally good lot. Among
them were animals as well bred as any
in the Dominion. Good horsemen, who
were at the show, have stated this to be
& fact. None but thorough horsemen,
who are posted on the breeding of
horses can appreciate the princely breed-
ing of some animals exhibited: in the
rcadster class. There were some ex-

fairly well represented,

Jerseys were out in large numbers, and
included a number of animals imported
this season. There are now some grand
Jerseys in Chilliwack. The prize list
gives the successful exhibitors in all the
classes. Among the sheep. and pigs
there were exhibited animals as good as
any in the Dominion to-day. Special
mention. could be made of a number of
animals, and the display in the various
classes shown in the hall, but owing to
gxe number of fairs being held the same

eek space prevents a fuller description
than has been presented to our readers.

Chilliwack, Oct. 3.—This is the second
day of_.our great annual fair and carni-
val. The day throughout was a pleasant
one, being everything that could be wish-
ed for. The judges having completed
their work, President Peers, in a few
brief remarks, intimated that Prof. Rob-
ertson, who, he was pleased to observe,
was on the ground, would open the show.
Prof. Robertson, on being introduced, ex-
pressed pleasure in being at the Chilli-
wack show, and complimented the peo-
ple upon the excellent exhibit which was
to be seen in the diflerent departments.
He did not know of any place in the
Province where they could make a better
exhibit, Directors of the exhibitions, he
said, were real benefactors of the publie.
People sometimés ‘get wondrous names
and did nothing, but these earn all the
honor that is given them. He spoke
strongly in favor of exhibitions, as being
the means of educating people. They see
with their own eyes, and if the exhibits
to them seem inferior, they usually mak#
an attempt to beat them another year.
Fairs also advertise the Ilocalities in
which they are held. People go away
with a more hopeful feeling about the
places. He said cattle were being ship-
ped to England, ‘yet that little Island is
constantly sending stock over all the
world to improve the different breeds,
and the imported ones are generally from
exhibitions, whegre their good qualities
have become known. He had heard all
over Ontario that British Columbia is
the place to go to, to raise big crops and
enjoy an excellent climate. Yet here in
British Columbia there are those whe
belittle the country. He spoke of the
wonderfully rich resources of British Col-
umbia in her fisheries, timber and min-
erals, and of the skilled men employed
in extracting the minerals from the earth.
Some are of the opinion that any person
can farm, but it is a great mistake; it
requires skill to farm. Take two ani-
mals; let a skilled man have one and an
unskilled man the other. The one will
be brought out in excellent shape and
\the other possibly will not be worth look-
ing at., He*found an excellent quality of
butter in British Columbia, Yet there
are thosaunds of dollars’ worth sent west
of the mountains annually. He had ex-
amined the butter in the exhibition hall
and would not give the names, but there
was only one lot of butter in which he
could not taste the salt on his teeth and
tongue. The majority are wusing an in-
ferior coarse salt, which he claims to be
a great mistake. Five cents differénce in
the price of salt sometimes means a dol-
lar loss on a crock of butter. When
properly salted butter oftens sells for 5
cents per Ib. more in England. He

in not supplying a good article.

not giving the women a fair chance to
make good butter. He next spoke of the
fine exhibit of ladies’ work upstairs. He |
had admired it very much, and added
that a great many men—referring to th
old bachelors in the valley — had n
screens on their windows and no nice
fancy work and flowers to beautify their
homes. The women deserve great praise
for their skill and enterprise in prepar-
ing exhibits. He was pleased with the
live stock on the ground, and the fine
condition they are in shows that there:
is an abundance of feed in this section.
The buildings, he thought, in this coun-
try are not warm ‘enough for the stock.
He could see it in the coats of the ani-
mals, Stock should be kept warm  all
through the winter months. He said a
jury was onte asked what verdict they
had found. " The foreman replied that
they had found a verdict for the jury
first. So with a cow; she always finds
for ‘herself first. He thought the hor-
ses on exhibition good in form and ac-
tion, As to thé despised animals called
hogs, they are the means of prosperity
in.mgny countries. They are sent to the
cities and the money for them goes back
to the homes. Where plenty of hogs are
raised you usually see prosperity, He
spoke at length on the hog, and al-
though it is supposed to eat too much,
he claimed this to be incorrect. He had
never known a hog to eat too much.
They should be kept warm, dry and free
from drafts, and if well fed will always
pay well. The professor then spoke about
corn. He maintalns that it should be
more largely grown in British Columbia.
It grows with sunshine; % Ibs. out of
100 is from sunshine. He had seen splen-
did crops of corn, and urged that it be
grown more largely. He said that the

Constantinople, Oct. 3.—The serious ap-
prehension felt by the Turkish authori-
ties and the precautions taken by them
to keep the military force in the garri-
.son'constantly under arms on account of
the fear aroused by the riot precipitated
on Monday by the Armenians of this city
are shown to be amply justified by fur-
ther outbreaks. Two Armenian porters
were among those subjected to the whole-
sale arrests of Armenian subjects of the
Sultan. They showed resistarice to the
police and were accordingly killed. The
Armenian quarter of the city is deserted
and as quiet as the grave, This is the
quarter which usually presents scenes of
the greatest animafion and life, the
shops and. great bazaars adttracting
throngs of chattering traders. The au-
thorities have closed the shops and per-
emptorily forbidden the gathering of
groups in the streets, and to insure the
observance of this order the sireets are
constantly patrolled by the military. The
guards who are stationed at the Babi
Thumayan (the high order of the Sub-
lime Porte) of the Seraglio or Sultan’s
palace, were also strongly reinforced in
apprehension of an att ed attack upon
the person of the sovereign. ' Carriages
which conveyed the ‘Ministers oft he In- |
terior, of Foreign Affairs and of Police
to the council which was convened to
consider measures for suppressing the
disturbance were plerced with bullets as
they passed through the streets, fired
from arms in the hands of insurgent citi-
zens. The public officials in the carriages
escaped injury from the flying bullets,
as far as has been learned. Many pass-
ers by in the streets were not so fortun-
ate, and latest accounts of the number
killed and wounded is placed at 80. The
great church of the Patriarchiate, situ-
ated in the Greek guarter, which was the
scene of the first outbreak, is now sur-
rounded by troops. The Kourmkyson
quarter is also in a state of siege. With
regard to the death of Serivet Bey, an
officer who was killed in Monrday's riot
at the Patriarchiate, the following par-
ticulars are learned: It is said that he
called the Armenian bearer of the peti-
tion which it was sought to present to
the Grand Vizier, ‘“chiaour.” This is
equivalent to saying ‘“‘infidel dog,” and
is the term of opprobium used by the
Turks toward those who do not follow
Mahomet. The Armenian retorted to th{s
and the quarrel increased in heat until
the shooting began. The customs office
in the city had been closed vduring the
riots. It is reported that a number of
Armenians broke into the law courts of
the city during the disorder and killed
two judges. The murderers were reeog-
nized and subsequently arrested. An Ar-
menian cashier employed in the Depart-
ment of Customs of this city, has been
assassinated, and the crime, it is believ-
ed, was actuated by motives of political
revenge. There is no doubt that the Ar-
menian demonstration which -precipitat-
ed the disorders has been for asdong time
in course of arrangement. This is'shown
by the fact that before the outbreak the
foreign ambassadors in the city had re-
ceived a number of anonymous letters
announcing that the Armenians intended
in a short time to make a pacific demon-
stration. These anonymous letters con-
tained copies|of a formal protest against
the attitudé of the Turkish Government
towards its Armenian subjects which it
was intended to forward to the Grand
Vizier in connection with the demonstra-
tion. The police also had ample warn-
ing of the intended action of the Arme-
nians and had made preparations to pre-
vent it. So far as can be learned the
following is a detailed correct report of
the events leading up to and during the
disorder of Monday:

ly sympathize with the struggles of the
insurgents of Cuba, they surely can ex-
tend a helping hand to the Armenians,
whose position for centuries' has been
infinitely worse. Their fidelity to their
faith has been the chief squrce of their
many afflictions. They recelved the faith
in the second century and held fast to it
all these years in spite of incessant per-
secution and many general massacres.
We, the friends of the Armenians, do not
ask poiitical interference upon the part
of the Upited States, but as all the Ar-
menian people ask is a condition grant-
ing them protection for life, honor and
property, surely such a demand should
meet with the sympathy of the American
people. Now, as to the present outbreak,
the exclusive despatches of the Associat-
ed Press show conclusively that a num-
ber of prominent Armenians went on
Monday to the official residence of the
Grand Vizier in Constantinople in order
to peacefully present a petition for
the amelioration of the condition of their
people. They were met by the police and
forcibly dispersed, in other words their
right to present a petition was denied
and the petitioners were attacked by
Turkish gendarmes. That a riot should
ensue under such circumstances certain-
ly is not hard to understand, nor can
the people of the United States logically
sympathize with the refusal of the au-
thorities to receive a statement of their
grievances. Then, again, it is not sur-
prising, in view of the fearful record of
bloodshed against their compatriots, and

_in fear of the Turkish soldiery, that some

of these petitioners should have the
means of defence in case of an emergen-
cy. It is said by the enemies of the Ar-
menians that this outbreak is the result
of a secret revolutionary movement; that
it was especially designed to provoke
bloodshed in order to attract attention
and the intervention of Europe. A con-
clusive answer to this charge is that it
is not necessary, in view of all the ac-
knowledged facts, to place any more
bloodshed in evidence before Europe and
the civilized world. But it is nécessary
and vitally important that the horrors
of the recent and existing situation of the
unhappy Armenians be brought home to
the conscience of humanity by peaceable
petition. This is what was done at Con-
stantinople on Monday last. You know
the result.

conclusion of the service, which was con-
ducted by the Patriarch himself, 20 Ar-
menian ladies from the cities of Van,
Titlis and Erzeroum, in Armenia, pre-
sented to the Patriarch a pétition which
recounted the circumstances and intoler-
able position of the Armenian people un-
der the present Turkish rule and declar-
ed that this position eould no longer be
borne. The petition concluded by beg-
ging the Patriach|to summon his faith-
ful people forthwith en masse to tje Sub-
lime Porte of the palace, and there’
submit a petition to the Grand Vizier
for a prompt enforcement of the promis-
ed reforms in Armenia. The Patriarch
in reply to this petition told them not
to attempt such a demonstration, but
rather to trust to himself to do all in
his power to secure relief for them. The
impatient audience, however, refused to
be pacified, and with exalted gestures,
shouted: “Enough, we have decided; we
will have liberty or death.” They rushed
from the sacred edifice and then attempt-
ed to force themselves into a procession
outside, intending to march thus to the
palace. The Turkish police were on hand
to prevent this and they obstructed their
efforts to form into marching order. The
crowd of Armenians thereupon proceeded
by mutual agreement, but in detached
groups or singly and by many different
streets to another spot. Here it was that

order, Serviet Bey ‘at the head of a body

f gendarmes called upon them to dis-
perse and to hand him the petition which
they desired to present to the Grand Viz-
fer. The crowd became incensed at this
and shouted their protest.” Upon this the
first shots were fired, and Serviet was
killed and several gendarmes were wound-
ed. Immediately there was a great tu-
mult and a wild scene of disorder, the
gendarmes charging the crowd at ran-
dom and the struggling mob fighting sav-"
agely, but in hopeless disorder. The riot-
ers were finally repulsed and reinforce-
ments of gendarmes arrived, after which
the crowd dispersed. The riot and fight-
ing caused a great panic among the in-
habitants of the quarter, who were in
fear of their lives and dreadful lest their
shops should be looted. All these were
quickly closed and the merchandise con-
cealed from public view.

There was a third slight earthquake
shock here yesterday. This, with the
rioting and bloodshed, the imprisonment
of about 600 Armenians, the kiiling of
prisoners in cold blood and the presence
of troops under arms at all points, was
well calculated to excite even the most
plegmatic rk. The rioting and blood-
letting ‘which began on Monday were re-
newed on Tuesday evening in spite of all
precautions taken by the authorities. On
Tuesday the principal rioting was the
work of Sofoas, Mahomedan theological
students, who chased and beat with
bludgeons every Armenian they met. Dur=
ing Tuesday night a mob of Sofoas and
Turks ,attacked the house of the lead-
ing Arhenian, Kasim Pasha, storming
the building, threatening its destruction,
and killing several persons who were un-
able to escape in time, This mob also
sacked a cafe frequented by Armenians
and 20 of these unfortunate people were
found there beated to death with blud-
geons. ~To the disgrace of the authori-
ties not a single paliceman appeared and
no atterhpt was made to save the Ar-
menians. Naturally the Armenians of
Constantinople and vicinity are panic
stricken and put no faith in assurances
of protection from further violence at
the hands of the Turkish mobs. Many
sought refuge in the churches .where they
were earnestly addressed by the clergy
Who enjoined them to be calm and to
give the Turks no further opportunities
for attacking them. The Armenian
churches are not watched by the police,
but the greatest uneasiness prevalils.
Members of other religious denomina-
tions express fear for the fanaticism of
the Turks may extend in other directions.
The Armenians have the sympathy of
the foreigners here, but the fact that
they armed in spite of their pacific an-
nou ts'is cond d by their best
friends and lends color to the statements
of Turkish officlals who claim Armen-

Ar, jans as the issue is now squarely
Jjoined between the Porte and the three
Powers signatory to the Treaty of Ber-
lin, namely, Great Britain, Russia amd
France. The obligations of these powers
towards Armenia are clearly defined in
article 61 of the Treaty of Berlin which
reads: ‘The Sublime Porte undertakes to
carry out without further delay the am-
elioration and reforms demanded by lo-
cal requirements in the provinces inhabit-
ed by Armenians and guarantee their se-
curity against. the Circassians and
Kurds. It will periodically make known
the steps taken to'the Powers who will
superintend their application.” These obl‘-
gations are publicly acknowledged by
the three Powers, and we, friends of the
Armenians in- the United States, are glad
to say the British Premier, the Marquis
of Salisbury, has acknowledged the spe-
cial duty of Great Britain. We have,
within the past three weeks addressed to
the Marquis of Salisbury a petition voic-
ing the sentiments of the American sym-
pathizers of the unhappy Armenians.
After citing the fact proven from British
blue books and the report of the Eur-
opean commission, we asked him to up-
hold the cause of suffering humanity in
Armenia and the position assumed by
Great Britain in signing the .Berlin trea-
ty. This can be best done, we suggest-
ed, by the appointment of a European
governor for Armenia, who would not
be subject to the Porte and who would
be responsible to the European commis-
sion. We represented to the Premier of
Great Britain that no amount of prom-
ises from the Porte would avail; that
remedy has long been proved to be a
dismal failure. We petitioned the Mar-
quis of Salisbury because, in addition to
the obligations of France and Russia,
Great Britain has a special obligation
upon her, assumed in the following arti-
cle of the Cyprus convention with the
Porte: ‘H. 1, M., the Sultan, promises
England to introduce the’ hecessary re-
forms, to be agreed upon later between
the two Powers, into the government and
for the protection of Christian and other
subjects of the Porte in these territories
(Armenija), and in order to enable Eng-
land to make the necessary provision for
executing those engagements, H. I. M.,
the -Sultan, further consents to assign
the Island of Cyprus, to be occupied and
administered by England.” The British
Foreign Office within the last two or
three days has acknowledged the receipt
of our petition and promised to consider
it. As a matter of fact, direct pressure
now rests upon the Porte from the three
Powers named to accept the reforms de-
manded by them. The interest of Ameri-
cans in Armenia’s condition became very
strong as soon as the facts of the massa-
cres were established beyond doubt by
the Associated Press. Public men every-
where, including thé Governors of many
States, have expressed sympathy with
the Armenians. Bishop Potter, of New
York, and Cardinal- Gibbons have been
especially outspoken on the subject.. The
first petition asking for the appointment
of a European governor of Armenia bears
the signatures, among others, of Justice
David J. Brewer, of thé United States
Supreme court; Miss Frances E. Willard,
president of the W. C. T. U.; Richard
Watson Gilder, editor of the Century; T.
A. Emmett, president of the Irish Na-
tional Federation of America, and J. W.
Powell, director of the United States Bu-
reau of Ethnology.”

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CABLED FROM LONDON.

London, Oct. 4.—Considerable anxiety is
beginning te be felt in scientific cireles
regarding Dr. Donaidson Smith’s African
expedition, news of which is long over-
due.

present at the trial. He said he did not
care how great a personage the man-
darin was, he would stir all the Powers
unless he was admitted and gave the
mandarin four hours in which to make
up his mind.

) EXCITED CONSTANTINOPLE.

The Military had to be Called Out—N#4-
gotiations Proceeding.

Constantinople, Oct. 6, via Sofia, Oct. %
| —The representatives of the six Powers
have sent a ¢ollective note to the Turk-
ish Government calling atténtion to the
inadequate measures taken by the police
authorities to maintain public tranquil-
ity in Constantinople and its suburbs and
demanding the prompt institution of a
vigorous inquiry into the recent rioting,
bloodshed and wholesale imprisonment of
Armenians here, Inaddition the Powers
demand the release of all prisoners who
are innocent of wrong-doing and the ces-
sation of arrests! Said Pasha, the new
Turkish Minister for Foreign Affairs who
held this portfolio.before he. was made
Grand Vizier, in which officé he has been
succeeded by Kiamil Pasha, has called
at the different embassies and presented
to the. representatives of the Powers a
communication from the Turkish Govern-
ment repeating the gssurance that the
plan for reform in Armenia has been ac-
cepted by the Porte. It 4s not believed
that this  will  satisfy the Powers.
There have-been no further excesses,
however, ‘although a feeling of great
| disquiet still prevails. Fresh demonstra-
| tions upon_ the part of Armenians are
| feared. The Armenians who are still in-
| side’ the Patriaréhate church here, in
which they sought refuge after the riot-
ing on Monday last, fired some shots at
: noon to-day, and'it was feared another
| outbreak' was |imminent. The police
watching' the  building promptly notified
the military authorities and a strong
| force of troops ‘was sent to this place.
| The soldiers immediately blocked all the
| adjacent ‘streets. This 'action of the mil-
| itary caused quite a panic among the in-
habitants of ‘that quarter. They fled
from them in all directions. The Kurds
| then entered workshops along the quays
and expelled from them all the Arme-
i nians they could find. Later, it is claim-
i ed, the bodies of four Armenians were
i found. One feature of police work which
is attracting considerable attention is fre-
quently recalled, that the gendarmes
while making' arrests repeatedly told
persons taken into custedy ‘‘to-call upon
England to deliver youw.” Those who
know the way of the Turkish officials
say this shows that the police were In-
structed to impress upon the Armenians
that Great Britan was unable or un-
willing to assist them in this emergency.
Finally in many quarters of Stamboul
have been placarded notices Ineiting the
populace against “the infidels.” he po-
lice, it is true, tear down these placards,
but. they are either unable or unwilling
to do so before they have been widely
read and have had the effect anticipated
upon the Mahomedan population. It is
not, claimed that the Government is. re-;
sponsible for this agitation, but the work:
is being done and the Government Iis
apparently unable to stop it.

=1t is officiall stated this aftr-moon that
the recent disturbances in C - rstantino-
ple will not stop the neg :'ations of
Great Britain 'and the Powers are carry-
ing 'on’' with- the Turkish Government
looking to a reform in the administration
of Armenian affairs.

Lenahan, who doés not bear a striking
resemblance to the prisoner, ‘said that
cn April 3rd he attempted to pawn a
small diamond ring, similar to the one
worn by Blanche Lamont, at Oppen-
heim’s shop. Witness said that he asked
Oppenheim the same questions and re-
ceived the same answers that Oppen-
heim quoted in relating the conversation
which he had with the young man
whom Oppenheim testified was Durrant.
Then came a surprise to the defense
which counteracted nearly all .of . the
strength gained from the witness’ tee-
timony. Lenahan sald that he'tried to
pawn  the ring in the afternoon, while
Oppenheim testified that Durrant en-
tered his shop in the morning. Attor-
ney Deuprey was considerably discon-
certed by this statement of the witness
and. endeavored to impeach Lenahan’s
testimony.

Theodore Durrant was placed on the
stand ths morning to testify in his own
behalf. It was the intention of, the da-
fense .to recall Chas. T. Lenahan, but
Lenahan was not present, and Durrant
was called to the stand. General Dick-
inson conducted the ‘examination. After
telling his age and a few other facts of
the kind, the attention™of the young
medical student was attracted to the
events of April 3rd.
