- The delibera-
tions ofthe Farmers (among whom,
unfortunately - for the *~ Maritime
provinees, there were but two from
New Brunswick and two from Nova
Scotia) were conducted expeditious-
ly and were all to the point, and
the resolutions, as adopted, are all
well calculated to make people
think.

Suec-
cess to the Farmers in the cam-
paizn upen which they have start-
ed.  In declaring for freer trade,
publicly owned and operated rail-
ways and terminals and grain ele-
vators, co-operative trading, and
the subjeetion of Banking Corpor-
ations to the direct control of Par-
linment, they have taken a long
step in advance of both the Gov-
ernment and Opposition organiza-
tions
tide of public opinion, which is ever
beecoming more radical.

ers the country over. When the
urban population of 38 per cent. or
more become clesely united and
fully awakened, great results will
be achieved.

The Farwmers' Conference is a
severe blow—the death blow, we
hope—to the fetish of High Pro-
tection, which for so many years
has enabled the few to deceive and
poverize the many. The prineiples
of free tiade, peace and co-opera-
tion are slowly, perhaps, but surely
winning their way to a thorough
an‘l permanent triumph.

The Eastern farmers were nei-
ther so numerous nor so emphatic
at the Conference as their Western
brethren, but they must see more
clearly as the days go by.

Inreplying to the delegation the
Prewler said that Government
Ownership was not in his line, but
Government Operation would be
considered; that any tarif changes
in regard to manufactured preducts
was a difficult matter; that the Bri-
tish preference would be maintain-
ed, no matter what arrangements
should be made with the United
States; and thuat, instead of agree-
ing with the Farmers on the Ele-
vator question, the Government
contemplated the improving of
shipping routes via the St. Law-
rence and Ottawa rivers,

The Farmers have nothing to
hope for from the Opposition ay at
present constituted, and if the Gov-
ernment does not see fit, before
long, 10 meet their wishes, there
will be nothing for them to do but
go their way independent of either
of the two parties by which Pailia--
ment is controlled. The election
of more Farmers and Artisans to
Parli ment and less traders and
manufacturers would greatly help
to solve the problem,

POOR PROVINCIAL SHOWING.

_——

The Provincial Accounts for the
vear ending October thirty first,
1910, show receipts during that
year of $1733,016.25 and an
expenditure of $1,751,335.29. Of
the receipts $287,60472 was
borrowed money, while of the
expenditure $182,679.75 was re-
payment of debt. It thus appears
that the net debt of the province
has been increased by more than
$100,000, iu spite of the promises
of the menbers of the present gove
ernment while they were in op-
pousition, and in apite of the fact
that the government's income from
Territorial revenue, mainly stump
age—was much larger than during
the preceding year. The interest
on the public debt now amounts to
$251,816.61 per year, and is steadily
growing. In order to show some
excuse for borrowing, the expendi
ture of $148,552.83 for permanent
bridges is put down as an-extraor
dinary charge instead of being
charged to ordinary revenue.

MOTHER DIED OF CONSUMPTION
AND ONE LITTLE GIRL 1S NOW
AT GRAVENHURST.

A short time ago a woman in the ad-
vaneed stages of tuberculosis died in her
own home. By herdeath fivelittle ones were
left without the care of their mother. There
was money enough in the family to make
some provision for the care of the children,
but it was almost impossible to secure any-
one who would render this service, sc afraid
are many people of this dread disease. A
visitor to the home seys that time and time
again she bad found the baby sleeping in
her sick mother’s bed, and near by food
was stored from which the children par-
took. A sequel ig revealed in the fact that
to-day one of these five children is a
patient in Gravenhurst, and the baby is in
the children’s ward at the Toronto Free
Hospital for Consumptives.

It ie for the care of such sufferers as these
that the Muskoka Free Iospital for Con-
sumptives has been built. The tax on the
accommodation is heavy, and the Trustees
| have only been able to make the large ex-
| tensions of the present year by borrowing
heavily from the bank. An appeal is now
made for funds to help on this work and
provide a place where children, such as are
reforred to here, may find a home with good
possibilities of cure.
